More On The Picks...

Van Halen, "Black And Blue", WB.... No

doubt, there are at least four hundred bands in this land who
do a pretty good Van Halen cover. Any bar, any Saturday
night. There are also a number of groups that even manage
to crank out original material that sounds like it could be the
fourteenth cut on a thirteen cut album. The bottom line here-
-as noted by Rad’s front page remarks--is that your listeners
know, even if they're listening to a car radio through a crack-
ed window half way down the block. Even without the
"Monsters Of Rock" tour generating heretofore unexplored an-
ticipation levels, "Black And Blue" would still be a rock and roll
event of the highest order. As for the song itself, Eddie’s play-
ing has never been a better blend of tech and melody, and
with the warm weather coming on that lascivious lyric is just
perfect. Should be their biggest hit after "Jump".

Bruce Hornsby & The Range, "Scenes
From The Southside", RCA.... Any chartwatcher
has to be amazed by the one week action here. It’s on virtual-
ly every reporting station--with 120 of them listing Heavy to
Power play. We tally up 57 play ups in all, with 35 going
medium to heavy--and six jamming it Medium to Power. As
KZEL'’s Al Scott sez, "We are seeing huge audience reaction
and we moved him up in to heavy where we all know the man
belongs". World class stats accelerate the single 8-2*, with
#1 status just a spin away for next week. Also note the 6*
Most Requested debut--26 deep in top 5 mentions. There
simply aren’t more than a dozen records a year that get this
big this quick. And obviously all of the above should spell
major audience depth demands to you. They want lots of
tracks, lots of times. "Look Out Any Window" is the automatic,
"Defender Of The Flag" works beautifully as your formatic ex-
clusive--and for spice, treat ‘'em to the legit version of "Jacob’s
Ladder". Easily the new standard for brilliant follow up albums.

NEW PLAY

Paul Carrack, "Double 1t Up",
Chrysalls.... Rock radio asks and rock radio gets. Now
that Paul has proven he's one of the few balladeers (or at least
mid-tempo guys) with the chops to penetrate the top 10, this
should be an automatic. With album sales now approaching
250,000 and all the unbelievable press, we're talking a talent
whose time has clearly come. "Double" is undoubtedly the
album’s hardest rocker--and with the likes of KSHE, WNEW

and WNOR already having played the record, what are you
waiting for?

Jimmy Barnes, "Too Much Ain’t Enough
Love", Geffen.... As big fans of Jimmy’s, dating back
to his Cold Chisel days, we're here to tell you he's a guy who
could sing the want ads and win. His debut Geffen project 18
months ago put a major dent in playlists once "Working Class
Man" cycled into lead cut status--and we don't have to tell you
what "Good Times" with INXS did for his rep. Now, what he
needs to leap tall buildings at this point in his career, is a big
hit ballad. Kind of a variation on the "Dock Of The Bay"
scenario. He's got the pipes and he’s got the promotion--and
his best shot yet at across the board acceptance.

John Cafferty and The Beaver Brown
Band, "Song And Dance", Scotti Bros....
From the second drum beat about three seconds into that
harpsichord intro, it's readily apparent that John hasn't lost his
flair for those quick-set hooks. When you're doing that basic
moon-spoon-june approach, the key is to get their attention
early on and keep it. And when you've got a riff that rips 'em
up--like the chorus in this baby--there’s no reason not to jam
it to the max. Granted, there's nothin’ fancy here, but between
his demonstrated sales appeal and a sound you have to be
sure of by now, this is close to no risk. Think of it as the musi-
cal equivalent of a woman in a bar after five drinks. Your five
drinks, that is.

RECORD OF THE WEEK

Rod Stewart, "Lost In You", WB.... Ithinkalot
of people underestimate the value of a rocking Rod Stewart
tune" comments WIOT’s Jim Steel, continuing "This one
shows that he still has what it takes to make it to the top"....
Actually, we'd say that realization is loud and clear to most of
our reporters, as 112 stations gladly come across with first
week adds, giving Rod one of his best blastoffs in quite a while-
-along with a 21* debut. KGON’s Inessa York hears "All the
right things and that great Andy Taylor touch. | like it!".... From
Stacy Yelton, WKQQ, "The guitar work is great, nice backup
from the Power station and it's something that AOR can deal
with--and there’s nothing better than good, solid Rod". From
WKFM'’s Brian llles, "I’'m sure I’'m not the only AOR program-
mer who viewed the Stewart with atleast some trepidation, but
surprise, surprise, this is a rock and roll song that we can all
play".

PRIORITIES

Sinead O’Connor, “Jerusalem",
Chrysalis.... Even if her album weren't approaching
350,000 the show | saw last week at LA’s Wiltern Theater would
still have me back for another front page shot. What can you
say, except that the woman takes huge chances and wins--
and having seen her live | wish we had been even more bul-
lish on "Mandinka". Be advised that "People" will be coming
with a major article--and considering the high percentage
phones "Mandinka" pulled, this is one follow up where the
gains are well worth the stylistic risks.

King’s X, "King", Megaforce/Atlantic....
"What sounds like Grand Funk meets Thin Lizzy?", asks
WKWQ’s Ron Marsh. And the answer resides conveniently
at the top of this writeup! Actually, King's X sounds a lot more
like Grand Funk than anyone else--and (correct us if we're
wrong) but isn’t that the only “hit" seventies sound that hasn't
recycled? And the song is really quite interesting. Be im-
pressed with the KLOS add--not to mention new air on WKWQ,
WAPL, KXBR, KQWB, and KOZZ. Need more? Already on
KLOL, KJJO, KRXQ, KSQY, KZOQ, WBAB, WDHA, WFYV,
WKLC and a dozen more.

Brian Setzer, "Live Nude Guitars", EMI/Manhattan.... Who us, proud? Though we love Brian’s album,
we have absolutely no problem further hyping the single with the occasion of the "official" album release. And this week we have
plenty of nice comments and even nicer stats to talk about. 'PDH’s Pam Brooks says 'This track exposes this stray cat at his
strongest in years". KOAS’ Mike Gardner notes, "l think that it's one of the strongest things he’s ever done. Some good rock
with country influences".... And here’s that research monster John Lassman at KQRS, "At first the image was a bit scary, but a
hitis a hit and this should be a monster".... From Stephen Page at KOME, 'The Stray Cats meet the Eurythmics and the result
is another glaring example of masterful production”.... Please be aware of the excellent 28 station add week--as well as ups from

KXRX, WGIR, WHEB and WVVV. 61-45*,

T Bone Burnett, "The Wild Truth", Col....

Sooner or later T Bone is going to come up with that million
dollar "Money For Nothing" level riff--but in the meantime we're
quite sure his miscellaneous playing/producing work is keep-
ing him quite comfortable, thank you very much. No kidding,
“The Wild Truth" is another of his patented riffaramas el
supremo, complete with the man’s signature layered guitars
and typically up to date twisted lyrics. It's not the hit we know
he has in him--but for killerimage and texture it's spot-on none-
theless.

Melissa Etheridge, "Similar Features",

Island....f you have half an ear, one listen should confirm
the fact that this lady has real singing talent. A second care-
ful listen will confirm her writing skills as well. If ever there was
a perfect "other woman" track, this is it. In fact, the ever es-
calating divorce rate might well make this the ultimate upper
demo female appeal track. As well as the more passive
females like Tracy Chapman are doing, this is one rock
poetess who definitely deserves serious-plus consideration.

Robin Trower, "Tear It Up", Atlantic.... Two
very strong leadoff weeks power Trower into our third longest
52-30* HH move--with a total of 91 now playing, 15 of them
heavy. KLOS, KQRS, WCMF, WHJY and WPLR are among 9
increases, and WRXK, WQFM, WHJY, KSJO, KOME and KILO
pace the early heavy play reports. KQRS’ John Lassman
notes, "Just about every guy | know over the age of 25 knows
Robin Trower--and knows this song works".... KJOT’s Cari
Scheider adds, "Davey Pattison is so strong and the standard
Trower licks make it a great combo with a fantastic hook"....
Brian llles, WKFM, adds, "The new album should continue to
lift his career, picking up where the last one left off. This could
be another in the line of great comebacks that started last
year".... From WIZN’s Tom Van Sant, "The Trower is a natural
for us and the audience is clamoring for more".

Henry Lee Summer, "Darlin’ Danielle
Don’t", CBS AssocC.... As WGLF’s Wili Douglass
says, "This one has a big future, with tons of crossover poten-
tial at CHR and AC".... In terms of momentum--as defined by
airplay, requests, sales and multi-format penetration, this is
probably the most deserving second track on the street. It's
new this week on 25, with WONE, WTUE, WVVV, WZEW and
WZZQ increasing play and WTUE, WFYV, WRXK, WPLR and
KTYD amongthe early heavies. Also note the 63-43* advance,
one of this week’s longest Hard Hundred underiines.

Graham Parker, "(Get Started) Start A
Fire", RCA.... Give this subtle beauty a chance--and it'll
getyou. As KGON'’s inessa York notes, "It's my #1 personal
favorite. It's very very subliminal. With all kinds of cute little
things going on. I'm just flabbergasted".... From WEQX'’s
Ernie James, "It's Graham and it takes a few listens. But it
does grow on you and after that you'll love it".... WWWV’s
Dave Cowan agrees, 'It's gonna take some people numerous
listens but it's my favorite add this week. The music and the
lyrics will work on you".... KFMU’s Dave Ross calls it "An all
daypart song with great vocals. It cruises right along. Not a
boring second in this one".... Finally, WVVV’s Butch Lazor-
chak comments, "Graham has some of the most brilliant
wordplay I've heard in a while. It just reads so well. From day
one his stuff has been important and he has just needed a
break--and this sounds like it".... Out of the box on 24 stations-
-including KBCO, WDHA, WLAV, WNEW, DC101, KLBJ, KZ0OQ
and WBRU. Debut 88* HH.

Y Kant Tori Read, "The Big Picture",
Atlantic.... we'll allow you might hear, say, five percent
more twitch to the instrumental bed than you might like. But
don't let those subliminal at best dance/pop overtones throw
you off the scent. Tori has a terrific woman/child delivery--in
the Kate Bush school--and some of the most intelligent and
unusual lyrics we've come across lately. Most of all, you have
to respect her assertive, confident--and well sung vocals. She
simply sounds like the kind of lady any smart person would
like to spend time with--your audience included.

Hurricane, "I'm On To You", Enigma....
We're back for another front page shot this week--based on
several very interesting developments. First, howzabout in-
stant Top 5 phones at WHJY and KJJO? And top 10 response
at KUPD? You've got to be impressed by new air on KLOS
and KISS, too. Pam Newman also filled us in on the almost
forty position Billboard chart move. Granted, it's early, but
based on all of the above, it looks to us like that "Na Na Na"
chorus could be closing in on a big future.

Noiseworks, "No Lies", Col.... Whatever you thought of the leadoff track, we urge you to plunge headlong into "No
Lies" with nothing but hit expectations. Everyone in this office--from Dawn to Chris to Trapp to the Beaveman and Venetia--is
totally turned on by this tune’s very direct rhythm and almost indirect tease of a hook. In direct contrast to T-Bone, it's music
you don't have to think too much to understand, so let that mind of yours roll on while test driving it on a long straight road.

John Kilzer, "Red Blue Jeans", Geffen....
Take a one listen hook and whattya get? How ’bout 69 adds
after only three weeks, with 25 new believers and ups at WKLS,
WHEB and KSQY bringing home a strong 69-46* gain. KBPI’s
John Edwards reports, "Very good initial reaction with John.
We feel very comfortable with it".... KQRS’ John Lassman
calls it a "Rockabilly rave up with one hell of a hook".... From
WHEB’s Scott Laudani, "Kilzer has a great sound that has
done a lot in a very short time. Sort of sounds like a rocking
Jackson Browne".... WQFM’s Downstairs Dan hears
“Straightforward stuff with a catchy hook and a great melody",
and KEZO’s Joe Biood seconds, "We listened to a lot of
music, and out of everything on our turntable, this was the
song with the best hook".... Already a top 5 phone item at
WDVE--and that’s a great place to start.

Eric Clapton, "After Midnight",
Polygram.... Next to the Hornsby, EC's the hottest thing
on the street. After all, 37 increases and 86 heavies don't lie.
And can you believe the early calls! 19 top 5 reports bring in
an 8* debut, representing one of the quickest starting phone
records this year. What looks like an easy #1 record moves
13-6* this week, with action now on 154 reporters. KEZO’s
Joe Blood has the cool move for the 40 + stations still stuck
in medium, "to get a jump on our CHR competition, we've ac-
celerated our play into Heavy".

Joan Jett, "l Hate Myself For Loving You",
CBS AssoOC.... They love her where she lives--as
WNEW'’s Lorraine Caruso updates, "Joanis offto a great start
in her hometown with heavy rotation and a tie with Cheap Trick
for #1 requests".... Actually, the Northeast in general looks
good on the phones, with WDHA, WPDH, WEQX, WWZU all
ontheTop 5list. KATP’s Jim Kelly says, "Joanie baby proves
herself again. She’s still one of the best female rockers we've
got".... From WXRC’s Jon Austin, "We put it up on Rock Wars
and got great response. Our feeling is that the audience will
growtolove it".... WRQK’s Greg Morrison seconds, "Her old
stuff went over big in the past and this has an anthem type feel
and a better hook than her other material".... WEQX’s Ernie
James adds, "This is JJ country. People go crazy over her
and this is as strong as she has ever been".... The Hard
Hundred has "Hate" on the go 64-47*, thanks to 25 adds, 65
to date, and ups from WBCN, KSQY, KFMG, WHEB and
WKWQ.

AC/DC, "That’s The Way | Wanna Rock
And Roll", Atlantic.... Lots of play-ups to talk about
this week--including WHJY, KFMG, KJJO, KLBJ, KSQY,
WBLM, WCCC, WDHA and WXRC.

Take your cue from
the stations already listing it heavy: WDVE, WEBN, WKDF,
WNEW, DC101. From WIZN’s Tom Van Sant, "It stands on
its own as an excellent song. It's a great AOR track. A solid
rock tune, not that obligatory CHR extra point song".

Pink Floyd, "Dogs Of War", Columbia....
The second hottest ticket in the land pays big dividends once
again--as the forty-second single from the album rolls up
another 23 adds and a 75* debut to match. It's in regular rota-
tion at 40 reporting stations, including KDKB, KGB-FM, KLAQ,
KMOD, KXRX, KYYS, KZAP, WDVE, WHJY, WLAV, WLLZ and
WNEW--with WBCN, WFYV, KTXQ and KILO listing heavy
play.

Vinnie Vincent Invasion, "Ashes To
Ashes", Chrysalis.... Room is tight--but you'll notice
the likes of KUPD, WLLZ, WYNF, WIMZ, WHJY and KISS all
made room for the Vinman. Obviously they know what a well
oiled machine this project is. Between a 200K initial order,
coverage in virtually every guitar oriented periodical and even
a special advance to Vinnie's Fan club, it sure looks to us like
every special interest base is covered.

Poison, "Nothin’ But A Good Time",
Enig ma/CapitoI.... The request readout looks better
all the time--with WYNF, WTUE, WHCN, WBLM, WAAF, KRXQ,
KNAC, KLOL, KEZO and KDJK at the top of the list. We're
looking at 23 adds this week--including KYYS, WDVE, WEGR,
WKLS, KICT, KSJO and WAQX, with an equally healthy slate
ofincreases: 14 total, including KISS, WBCN, WCCC, WHCN,
WHJY and WTPA. Comments: Mike Stewart, WIMZ, "It's a
smash, there's nodoubt. | wanted to add it the first time I heard
it, and I'm not a fan".... Ron Marsh, WKWQ, "Poison was the
Most Requested song on our All Request show--and we
weren't even playingthe damn thing! We are now".... And from
KFMX’s Jon McGann, "We've never played them before, but
the last record sold great with no airplay, and we figured that
even though targeted toward a younger audience it is acces-
sible for everyone who has to put in a day’s work for a day’s
pay".... 49-35* on the Hundred.

Ziggy Marley, "Tomorrow People", Vir-
gin.... "Ziggy is top 5 retail in this market" says WBLM'’s
Robin Mathieu, "And he’s getting tremendously positive
phone response. He moves to heavy after just two weeks.
There’s no more reason to hesitate with what we feel will be a
multi format smash that’s already reacting at retail”.... From
WRUF’s Brian Jordan, "l can’t believe the reaction. We just
put the song on for a test and it has already nabbed top 5
phones on testing alone!".... Joe Skare, KFMQ, "I've never
been a reggae fan, but | like this Ziggy song a lot. 'Tomorrow
People’ is a cool fresh breeze, a complement to a warm sum-
mer afternoon'.... The Zigster pulls in 20 more adds, to push
his station total to 67--and the 75-49* underline comes up via
12 increases and 12 heavies.

Timbuk 3, "Reverend Jack & His Roamin’
Cadillac Church", IRS.... WRFX’s Mary London
advises, "Any morning team in the world that’s not using this
song should be. It's especially perfect for Charlotte, which is
Jim and Tammy country".... From KGON's Inessa York,
"Jeez, what an album. This record really woke me up to what
a talented duo they are. | don’t know where | was on the last
album'.... WKQQ’s Stacy Yelton calls them "The standup co-
medians of music. They get their point across with a lot of
levity".... This week’s 15 adds make it 87 now playing--with ups
from KBCO, KOZZ, KVRE, WDHA, WMAD, WONE and 6 more
factoring to a 48-39* move.

Robbie Robertson, "Somewhere Down The Crazy River", Geffen.... How would you describe
this record? Well, the usually silent Mark Davis at KDJK says, "It's incredibly haunting, to say the least".... Those words are
being echoed by most everyone who's playing it. "Great reaction record" is another phrase being used by WBLM’s Robin
Mathieu, "Not many songs get 25+ listeners, male and female alike, calling to hear it. This one does and it's #2 most re-
quested".... KZAP, KISW, WHMD, WPDH and KLAQ were among the 12 new adds this week. So was WIOT, where Jim Steel
adds, "This one has proven itself in our new music show and it's a very popular female request item".... "Crazy River" also got 13
play increases from the likes of KLOS, KOME, WGIR, WIZN and WKFM. So the Robbie saga keeps rolling along. 26* this week.

Aerosmith, "Magic Touch", Geffen.... Here
they come again. With a jump of 85 to 65* on this weeks
Hundred, the boys from Beantown appear to have another hot
one on their hands. KRQR, WONE, KATP, WQMF and KFMH
were among the 16 adds this week, giving them the 5th big-
gest chart move. The station total is now up to 38 with KBP!I,
WLLZ, KILO, WHCN, KISS and WAAF on the roster. With the
track record these guys have set with Permanent Vacation,
this one should be a natural. With CHR and MTV burning
"Angel" for all it's worth, it's time to pop "Magic" before your
Top 40 competition has time to. Or better yet, play it before
your AOR rival can beat you to the punch.

BoDeans, "Pick Up The Pieces",
Slash/Reprise.... Okay, listen closely to the call letters
we’re about to give you: KSHE, WLLZ, KLOS, KBCO, WGIR,
WRIF and KATP, all among 50 reporters playing this song.
Needless to say if they can spin this catchy little platter, there's
no reason why you can’t. So please don’t be telling your
Reprise Rep, "There’s so much traffic out there, | can't find any
room", or, "God, my appendix is about to burst, | have to go
to the hospital'.... All they might say is, "Hey I've heard that
one before".... So make sure to give this tune some more spins
in your music meetings. You know the first two tracks worked,
and you should have faith this one will too. Comprendo
muchachos y muchachas? Si.
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The Alarm, "Rescue Me", l.R.S.... Youfelt the
"Rain In The Summertime" and thenfrolicked intheir"Presence
Of Love" and now we can hear you yell "Rescue Me"! Well, the
only way this Irish foursome can do that is for you to add the
song. And please take the 83* showing this week as a sign of
things to come. Who's on the song you ask? WMMR, KISS,
WBCN, KPOI, WBAB, WRCN and KFMF, just part of the early
26. Now, if this track were a cover of the Aretha Franklin hit of
the same name we could understand a little hesitation. But
please be assured we're talking all original material here--and
a track record that practically demands play.

By far the
top selling newLp".... Doug Clifton, KBCO, "The TC story con-
tinues to be quite impressive. She’s top phones for the third
week and her retail debut is in the top 5".... and from WNEW'’s
Lorraine Caruso, "It's amazing how the same trend is start-
ing to happen with Tracy as it happened with 10,000 Maniacs.
'Fast Car’ is picking up momentum every time it's played"....

Dokken, "Heaven Sent", Elektra.... I just got
off the phone with Don. He said if this song goes to #1, he'll
shave his head. Wow! | had no idea Don Knotts was such a
fan! With this album nearing double platinum, the "Monsters
Of Rock" tour about to start and the band’s cute factor about
to peak, now’s the time to get on this song. 53 stations are on
"Heaven" with KNAC, KOME, WQFM, KMOD and KQWB play-
ing it Heavy or better. Just remember, If this one goes all the
way, that "Return To Mayberry" sequel will have a bald Barney
Fife. What a frightening thought.

Robert Plant, "Ship Of Fools", Es Paranza/Atlantic.... His reign at the top spot on the Hundred is
over. Butin the distance we can see yet another challenger forthcoming. As if Dennis Conner was at the helm, this ship’s sails
are set full, a strong wind at its back and a crew fit and ready for battle as any. Let's face it, I've been watching too much Master-
piece Theater. 131 stations are currently on board, WLLZ, WNEW, KOME, CFOX, KATT, KRXQ, WRCN, KBP!, WZEW, KRQR,
WTUE and WGIR are among the 59 stations guiding the rudder and playing it in Heavy or better.

Don't let this little number pass
you by. Straight ahead rock with strong vocals. KFMX’s Jeff
Ivan was heard to say, "Killer track from a very hot sounding
band. In fact, | had a couple of calls from people thinking it
was the new Van Halen".... New adds are KMOD, WBAB,
WCCC, WRUF and WYNF. The guitar intro may have that Bon

21
play increases on such stations as KGB, WLUP, KBCO,
WHCN, WBAB and WDHA helped the song jump from 23 to
18*.

Jerry Harrison, "Cherokee Chief",
Sire/WB.... Now that Jerry is no longer in David Byrne's
shadow, so to speak, his full talent is coming to bear on rock
radio. This second track proves he can write with the best of
them. KBCO is a believer and they back that up with an add.

With that driving guitar and Lenny Wolff's hot vocals, it's no wonder 93 reporters are
in. WLLZ, KISS, WNEW, KNAC, KBPI, KOME, WHCN, KATP, WNOR, WRIF, KAZY, WBAB, KTXQ and WDIZ are in that number.
WCKW'’s Al Nassar says, 'This is what Robert Plant shouid be doing. This is high power, heavy duty rock".... Everything ap-
pears to be going right for these guys. They come out of the box like a lightning bolt and then get the opening slot on the
"Monsters Of Rock" tour. Well, it's no fiuke, the proof is on the vinyl, or CD'l, whatever it’s called as they move to 29* this week
