HARD REPORT

Huey Lewis and The News, "Perfect
World", Chrysalis.... You start with the certainty that
Huey's gonna deliver a whopper of a pop track--and hope it's
News you can use. The hooks are always there to spare, the
message is always positive, and his squeaky clean Boy Next
Door image always shines through. From your formatic
standpoint, it comes down to how heavily he plays to the upper
and lower end--and few artists can cover them both as well
with one song. Sure, "Stuck With You" had them tuned in from
12 to 50--while those 18-34’s were grooving to Gregg Allman.
However, we'll gladly line up behind John Edwards in terms
of this album’s variety and relative risk taking. Certainly the
last thing Huey wants to be stuck with is a schlock
stigma--something that's hard to sidestep when you're as
media adept as our hero. There’s a reason why we all played
him in the first place, and "Perfect World" is a strong opening
statement that the music is still the main thing.

Gregg Allman, "Can’t Get Over You",
Epic.... with "I'm No Angel" knocking off #1 rock radio
airplay and close to gold sales, last year's success has to put
Gregg right up there behind Aerosmith in the "Back From the
Brink" division. The man was dues-paid in full about a decade
ago--and everybody loves a winner, especially when that
comeback comes late in the game while batting with one arm
and a blindfold. As Rad says, his voice is indeed the mouth
of the South but it's also one of the 70's few remaining
signature sounds that relies only indirectly on nostalgic value.
The man’s a player. Between A&R ace Michael Caplan, and
that platinum gleam in Harvey Leeds’ eye, all Gregg ever
needs is a solid song to sink his teeth into. This one was
co-written by new Fleetwood Mac member Billy Burnette--and
it's easily his best effort since "Angel" hit the top. As KQRS’
John Lassman sez, "It's 'Tush’ meets 'Tough Enough’, and
some of his best work in years. Watch this re-establish this
artist as the founding father of Southern rock.”

Cinderella, "Gypsy Road", Mercury.... And
while we're on the subject of Comebacks, Breakthroughs and
other Major Achievements, who's going to argue that only
Poison shared the spotlight in last year's Hard Rock debut
darling division. Double platinum doesn't lie--especially when
backed up by torrid tour performance (most notably with
David Lee) and drop-dead video success. And while the genre
is dogged by more than its share of one shot wonders, you
can expect the "Long Cold Winter" project to slot Cinderella in
for a nice long run. "Gypsy Road" is more of that straight
ahead three chord AC/DC style stuff they do so well--but a little
less heavy than the debut. Get your ears behind an advance
cassette, and as Carter says, you'll hear a heavy helping of
blues influences a la Aerosmith, Great White and Led Zep--and
more on target evolution than any band has a right to the
second time out.

RECORD OF THE WEEK
Pat Benatar, "All Fired Up", Chrysalis....

Well, it only took about a day to find out what a ‘strong rock
radio item "All Fired Up" would be. We had people like Ted
Utz at WMMR telling us the listener demand was so heavy they
had to slot it in during every shift in the two days before the
system took over rotation. WYNF’s Charlie Logan
comments, "She has returned in a big, big way. Nothing
faddish, gimmicky, or pseudo hip. Just a wonderfully straight
forward record".... KOMP’s Big Marty feels "Pat has come up
with what | think has to be one of the best songs she has ever
recorded".... WBLM’s Robin Mathieu feels, "If it wasn't a
rocker, it wouldn’t have been as easy to get so excited about
the track--but this is truly great rock and roll".... KFMZ’s Mike
Richter says, "It sounds like a big truck...coming down the
hill...straight at you--with no brakes!! A gritty rocker that gets
Pat back from the brink of AC-dom".... 154 First week adds
definitely get her back on the chart in a big way--with this
week'’s highest 9* debut and 41 OTB heavy reports.

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW

Robben Ford, "Wild About You", WB....
Having first seen Robben play on Joni Mitchell’s "Court And
Spark" tour and indirectly following his career up to the
Yellowjackets albums and on through to the Miles Davis tour
two years ago, | was fascinated to find that jazz/fusion was
really not his primary interest area. His real musical
preference? Blues! It was also equally surprising to find he
has a not just good, but great, voice. Given how well rootsier
stuff has gone over on the air--a la the James Harmen
band--and how the public seems to respond to guitar heroes
of late--we'd say Robben'’s latest walks in with all kinds of
credibility. "Wild About You" is authentic, hooky, and as well
playedas one would expect--with an especially cool sax/guitar
break.

Kenny Loggins, "Nobody’s Fool",
Columibia.... Here's a late arrival we couldn’t go to press
without making room for--and given his batting average,
priority status at your end would seem to make even better
sense. Given Kenny's penchant for sugar, this is a swell turn
in a noticeably cleaner, leaner direction--and you know the
movie is can't miss. A second listen singalong, no doubt--and
no "Dit, dit, dit's" this time!!

Steve Forbert, "Running On Love",
Geffen.... He's one of the best as of yet unbroken
songwriters | can think of--but it's no secret those raspy tones
qualify as a serious acquired taste. As long time fans, we think
this new tune is quite cool--and as WYNF’s Charlie Logan
hypothesizes, "l think John Mellencamp may have paved the
way for Forbert’s success now"..., They also like it at KLBJ,
with Don Gilmore saying, "It's just good to have Steve on the
radio again. There's a good portion of our listeners who
remember him from the first couple of records".... KFMU’s
Dave Ross calls it "A killer all daypart song with just the right
amount of hooks".... Currently on 21 reporters, including
WNEW, WYNF, WPDH, WLAV, KMOD, KLBJ and KDJK.

Rebel Heels, "In Hot Pursuit", Atlantic....
Are we, infact, in the early stages of what amounts to a female
rock revolution? Have we been operating under what
amounts to a quota system all this time? A look at any airplay
chart over the past ten years would tend to confirm that theory,
especially when compared to our current chart--which shows
no less than ten females on the Hundred. Why stop there? If
you've had success with anything on the sultrier side--do have
a go at the Heels. Pat Benatar meets Martha Davis.

Impellitteri, "Somewhere Over The Rainbow", Relativity.... Hey, we know Matt and the folks at
Relativity are chasing the Rainbow remake of "Since You Been Gone". And given the fact that they've teamed original vocalist
up with wunderkind player Chris Impellitteri we can see why that's the priority--and we do like the rendition. But on the other
hand, whoda thunk the Judy Garland classic would make such a killer "Rainbow" cover? | agree that it verges on novelty--but
everyone knows and loves the song and you'll be surprised at Impellitteri’s following. The pipeline knows the name for sure.
PS: Don't be surprised to see at least one giant mainstream station roll a first week add.

ALBUM PLAY PRIORITIES

Rhythm Corps, "Common Ground", Pasha.... The Rhythm’s there now--with another solid add week,
healthy increase action--and a move to 39*. New's include KOME, KRXQ, WBCN, WEBN, WEGR, WMAD, WKRR and WRFX,
with KLPX, KTYD, KZAM, KWLN and several more upping. WAPL’s Rick Panneck told us, "It's already starting to pick up, and
we moved it to medium. At first we thought it might be too CHR, but decided, 'Aw, screw it! This is justa good song!".... Carter
Alan comments, "There's a chance those subtleties could slip by at first, but once the melody gets you, it’s just a natural. People
won't have any idea who it is when they hear it on the radio but they’ll keep listening to find out".... With the album arriving this
week, put an ear to "Cold Wire" and realize Rhythm Corps is one hell of a lot harder than you might think.

Like the song says, he's country but he ain’t no
hick.

Paul Kelly And The Messengers, "Dumb
Things", A&M.... Given the traffic, | guess it's kinda
dumb to expect anyone to play more than the single for
now--so you should know it's one of this week's strongest
gainers, 70-60*. That move comes across via another 13
adds, 52 now playing, and ups from KBOY, KTYD, WDRE,
WGTU, WHTG, WMDK, WWWV and WBCN--where Carter
Alan called it “A great little pop song with an infectious melody
and a cute lyric".... WGLF’s Jeff Horn feels, "Paul grabs you
by the ears and drags you to the turntable".... But on the home
listening front, if the John Hiatt/Jules Shear approach appeals
to you, this album will take over your ears. Paul's an effortless
songwriter--and a remarkably facile and expressive guitarist.
Why, he's Dave Edmunds and Nick Lowe, all rolled into one!
Just check out “To Her Door", "Little Decisions", "Same Old
Walk" and "Under the Sun.

Ronnie Montrose, "Telstar", Enigma....
You had to know that if anyone could cover this early sixties
instrumental classic, it's Ronnie. Actually, anyone at the top
end of the 25-34 spectrum who took guitar lessons probably
learned this tune first--along with "Walk Don’t Run". What's
really amazing is that most--if not many--under 25 listeners
have never heard it. Dawn Hood, f'rinstance. But it only took
one play for her to give it the old "Hey, great tune!" reaction.
Gee, maybe that's what took The Tornadoes to # 1 worldwide,
huh? Definitely worth a test.

Crowded House, "Better Be Home Soon",

This one really stands
out as one of the strongest selections from a really solid
album®.... "'The Only One" received 76 adds OTB, and made
it's debut at 43* onthe HH, but that’s not the only one.

John Riggs at
WKLC had a vision when he heard this tune, "lggy Pop is the
living, breathing king of rock and roll. 'Cold Metal’ proves why
the man is God".... "This is a fantastic new tune from Iggy",
exclaims WCCC’s Joe Marino, "Blah, Blah, Blah only
scratched the surface, this will make more and more people
aware of this great artist".... KFMH’s Phil Maicke screams,
“Talk about great lyrics, Iggy also cuts a mean guitar, CHECK
ITOUT!".... WLLZ, KNAC, WRIF, KSJO, WNEW, KTXQ, WBCN,
KOME and KROQ are.

Elton John, "l Don’t Wanna Go On With You Like That", MCA.... 'From the opening chords of
'Goodbye Marlon Brando’, we realize that Elton can still rock", relates WWCT'’s Paul Nelson, "l especially like the crack about
saying goodbye to new age music. With the heat, it may not be a good idea to say goodbye to Marlon Brando, he can provide
some serious shade".... One of the Biggest Movers on the chart, 30-20*, was helped along by 14 more adds, and play ups from l
the likes of WBCN, KLOL, WIZN, WAAF and WHCN. With 123 stations on, 12 are in Power while 37 are in Heavy. "Reg Strikes
Back", debuts on the album chart in the same place as his single is sitting on the HH, 20* and rising. |

Aslan, "Loving Me Lately", Capitol.... Joe
Marino at WCCC calls it, "A record you shouldn’t forget, even
in these crazy, crowded times".... WLLZ and KGB haven't
neglected it either and WDHA, KATP, WWTR, KATT, WSTZ,
KJJO, KMOD, WGIR, KRQU and WOXY are also finding room
for this sleeper on their playlist. The band has been opening
on the Graham Parker tour and leaving audiences awestruck,
sort of like they've been doing in Ireland for the past few years.

The quality
of the music speaks for itself".... If you've checked out MTV's
Top 10 Most Requested Videos you'll see this foursome near
the top. Check out sales as well, just call your local retailer
and we bet this album will be blowing out the doors. You can't
beat Michael Sweet's vocals for quality and range and darn it,
they're so cute, women will be dying to hear this tune again
and again.

Queensrxche, "Breaking The Silence",
EMI/Manhattan.... “As I've said before, a thinking
man’s hard rock band", explains KILO’s Alan White, "Much
improved vocal quality and | think the musicianship has come
along as well. A night record at this point with more than its
share of curiosity calls but it's another development record
that’s selling very well".... KNAC has it in Power, while KGB,
WLLZ, KILO, WBAB, KISS, KSJO, KRXQ, WHJY, KOME and
KJJO make up part of the 31 total. It's been #1 on the Metal
Chart for 6 weeks and sales are near the 300,000 mark, 88*
on the Hard Hundred

Shine, "This Wall of Hate", RCA.... 'Have you listened to Shine yet?", asks WDHA’s Mike Boyle, "If you listened
to 'This Wall of Hate’ only once and threw it aside you've done yourself an injustice. Pull it out again. | guarantee this will sneak
up and bite you on the ass after a couple of spins".... Along with WDHA’s add, WNEW also came on line this week along with
KFMH, KZ0OQ, KTAO, KTCL and KFMU. Ireland’s recent musical exports have been on the softer side and Shine, while effectively
fusing various rhythmic styles still has a lot of bite to go along with their bark.

Scorpions, "Believe In Love", Mercury....
Maybe we should print tons of Scorps pictures every week, |
know they'd like it. Whether it was because of all those
backstage Monster photos or something else "Believe In Love"
shot up the HH 67-50* and became the Biggest Mover this
week. WLLZ, KSJO, WLAV, KISW, WHCN and WWWV were
part of the 28 add barrage that brought the station total to 64*.
KGB, KISS, KOME, WDHA, WXRC, KRXQ, WEBN and KOZZ
are already in that number of believers and this track should
help keep those Teutonic terrors flying high through the long
hot summer.

Midnight Oil, "The Dead Heart",

olumbia.... "Don't lose any ground with this smash",
explains KRIX’s Sonny Cuellar, "If you were late on 'Beds’
now is the time to switch to this track"....

While the Top Ten is pretty much locked up, that sure didn't
keep Pat Benatar from wedging a very impressive 10* debut
with format leaders KLOL, KLOS, WDIZ, KRXQ, WPYX, WIOT,
KGGO, KTXQ, WMMR, WFYV, WBCN, WNOR, KQRS and
KYYS. Pat has come out swinging with a song that combines
one of her best vocal performances with some of the grittiest,
gutsiest guitar busting that Neal has ever done, period. This
track has enough chunk per square inch to hang a ten gallon
Stetson on. As for audience reaction, look at those instant top
five phones on WNEW, KQRS, KILO and KDKB and play on.

The other big debut this week sees Robert Palmer and
"Simply Irresistible" hitting the street at 11* with support from
WNEW, KROQ, WDIZ, KZAP, KYYS, KQRS, WPYX, KPO!,
KILO, KTYD, KTXQ, KGB, WONE, KSHE and KLPX. This first
time track for his new label shows Robert's style and
substance both on an upward spiral. Crooners come and
crooners go but almost nobody can generate the kind of
flashpoint intensity that Robert guarantees with the mere

mention of his name. Oh yeah, the video is a visual treat as
well, but what else did you expect?

Elton John turns in another strong week with a 23-13* jump
for the man with the travelling Roland. The story continues to
develop well at KEZO, KLOL, KPOI, WBCN, WHCN, WFBQ,
WMAD and KEZE with a killer tune that harkens back to a
pastoral time before hair transplants and sex scandal lawsuits.
Jethro Tull may not have actually invented the machine but
they certainly know how to keep it well tuned. Check that
continued growth at WNEW, WRKI, KLOS, WIOT and KGON
or that strong 20-16* move and it becomes obvious that this
prolonged comeback shows no signs of weakening at any
front.

After a week or two of slipping around the edges of real
success, Poison gets back in gear with a 22-17* push this
week helped by WEBN, WPHD, CFOX, KMJX, KQRS and
KSHE. Sustained video pressure and more big box office out
there.on the road help put this band in the contender-fer-sure
category. Another band with more lives than a funkadelic
feline, Guns And Roses, move up 32-25* with alittle help from
KGGO, KLOS, KTYD, WOUR, KATT, KGB and WYNF. Sure
they aren't healthy, yeah Axl dances like a windsock on a bad
day, yep they fall down as much as they get up, but hey that's
what rock and roll is all about.

The biggest album on the scene right.now is undoubtedly the
Steve Winwood release and the parade of emphasis cuts is
starting to unfold this week with formiat winners leading the
way on three separate offerings. "Holding On" is the
undoubted consensus track with a full 29*/41* differential
between the Winners Chart and the HH. Adds on KAZY,
KBCO, KEZO, WEBN, KSHE and WPYX help get this cut out
ahead of the rest of the pack. Make no mistake, this is the next
song to be on. "Don’t You Know What..." also clicks in with
the winners a bit quicker than with the format at large where
KBCO, WIOT, KZAP, KTXQ, WNEW and KLPX help put it at a
42*/57* split from the HH ranking. "Hearts On Fire" also
makes a showing but here the format leaders are a little
hesitant. Whileit’s true that WRXK, WEBN, WMMR, The Loop,
KEZO, WZZO and KSHE are all playing it, that 47*/52*
comparison shows that the Winners have chosen to hold back
a bit on this track when compared to the others.

Jimmy Page gets his long awaited album going with a little
vocal nudge from Robert Plant on "The Only One" and that 37*
debut is just the beginning for a song that is getting a big round
of applause wherever it's heard. WYNF, WMMR, KLAQ, KISS,
KQRS, KATT and WZZO have all gotten loud with this wall of
sound slammer and the audience call for this song is reaching
fever pitch. One thing for sure, Page is a definite pleaser with
the phone crowd. Another big debut this week poses an
entirely different sound. "Better Be Home Soon" by Crowded
House shows up at 38* and the next few weeks will show
continued growth. They won big with ballads last time out so
why not start this project up where they left off? CFNY, KMOD,
WNEW, KBCO, WBCN, KICT, WKDF, KKDJ and KYYS have all
found something to get excited about in Neil Finn's healthy
touch of C&W coyly disguised as a one man harmony
jamboree.

New to the Winners Chart this week, "Believe In Love" gets a
start-up push from KEZE, KICT, WRXK, WFBQ, WHCN and
KILO with the Scorpions showing up 48* as a result. The
mileage on their first track has been mighty impressive and
this one could be even finer when the votes are all in. After all,
there’s no time like the present to get the most out of all that
Monster mayhem going on this Summer and you can't play
VH all day, can you? John Norum also makes an appearance
onthe chart this week with reports from KMOD, KWHL, WDHA,
WRKI, KAZY and WLLZ getting him to 50*, a full 17 slots ahead
of his HH placement. John’s European lineage certainly
doesn't hurt with fans and this daypart depthcharge might just
be the one to clear out inner ears from here to polar the cap.

Skyboy has seen the world
from the studios of W4, The Loop and KMET before going to
KFOG and now the Great Northwest. Sources indicate that
Sky was hired for his ability to get things done and we expect
that he will concentrate his efforts on making the heritage AOR
more "enjoyable".

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PAT BENATAR IS BACK
THE HARD REPORT INTERVIEW

There is no doubt that Pat Benatar has always been at the forefront of the Women in Rock movement. Whether she got
the job done through years of adroit image manipulation or by virtue of her unerring ability to shoot straight for the heart
with stinging lyrical barbs, the lady has maintained her supremacy through thick and thin. Female fans have found her
the almost perfect embodiment of all their turmoil in a modern world that measures women on the basis of sensuality
and then victimizes them with the same criteria. Male listeners find her imposing and tough to pigeonhole, especially
after the changes of pace that her music has gone through on the last two albums. It’s now been two and a half years
since the last of those albums and the anticipation has been building like a runaway train. With a new AOR scene
showing more and more female talent per square inch, it’s only to be expected that the interest level in the Queens of
rock and roll, women like Patti Smith and Chrissie Hynde as well as Pat, would increase exponentially. Would
motherhood slow Pat down? Has success blunted her fire tempered blade? Would the woman who likened her own
image to the commerciality of "Kleenex" strip away the layers of glitz and show up in a scrubbed down version? In a
way the new Benatar album, "Wide Awake In Dreamland", gives a partial answer to all those questions. It is both fresh
and workmanlike. The heart of the message is definitely uncluttered but the craft is exemplary. One thing is for sure,
the two years spent in studio with this project has effectively rebuilt Pat’s place inthe pantheon of today’s leading women
performers. When the Hard Report talked to Pat it was with little Haley, her three and a half yearold daughter, in the

background.
JT.... Thanks for finding the time to talk with us.

Pat.... Oops, hold on a second, my little girl is crying. Sorry
about that, it's kind of like Erma Bombeck with a twist around
here.

JT.... The new album strikes me as being very diverse. Did
you plan to expand your musical parameters this time out, was
that a conscious part of the plan?

Pat.... Not really, | think it was
more just a function of time. We
had a lot of time to work on this
album and that gave the songs
time to evolve. A lot of times a
song gets rustecorded prema-
turely because of the rush in-
volved with most albums.

JT.... How has being a mother
factored into your career?

Pat.... Having a child alters every-
thing. Things that seemed real
important because they were so
egocentric disappear because
youdon’t have the timetoindulge
yourself. Your perspective sud-
denly makes a big turn and hin-
ges on that child. Having a child
is so enlightening because reality
comes sailing right in the window.

JT.... Does it have any other im-
pact on your actual perfor-
mance?

Pat.... It really is amazing be-
cause you don't worry about stuff
that might have preoccupied you
before. You tend to be more
centered, more in control of your-
self. When | perform | feel like it’s
more of a storytelling process. Like | was making use of a third
person objectivity as opposed to being a participant. The
main thing is that we have the luxury of time and that makes
working and being a mother a whole lot easier. | still wonder
how anybody can do this job.

JT.... There are alot of new female artists right now. Do you
think it’s a function of the A&R sheep mentality surfacing or a
genuine expression of a rich vein in women artists finally get-
ting a well deserved shot?

Pat.... Let us pray it is the latter and not just, as you put it, the
A&R sheep. | have been really impressed by this new album
by Tracy Chapman. She is wonderful, her voice is so rich.

JT.... Neil really hammers it on his solo in "All Fired Up". | have
always thought of the man as being poised but somewhat

hesitant to grab the spotlight before but his work on this track
is certainly a head turner.

Pat.... That only happened because we begged him to step

out. Neil is much happier in the background, that's why he

has gotten into album production so much, he really likes

keeping a low profile. | virtually threatened him with a forty
day fast if he didn’t punch up that
solo.

JT.... What are your touring plans
looking like?

Pat... The first date is in
Sacramento on August 20th. It
won’t be a very long tour, about
three and a half months. | don't
know if everyone is expecting
mini skirts but they won't get it.
The one good thing about taking
all this the time off is being able
to start from zero. We have spent
more time offstage trying to bring
my two personalities, private and
professional, closer together.

JT.... | get that feeling from the
video as well. It's refreshingly
free of theatrics.

Pat.... | really wanted to dispel
any trace of the old image and
come out as cleanly as | could. |
wanted the song to stand on its
own instead of pushing any inter-
pretations down their throat.
With a song like "All Fired Up" it’s
very clear what the meaning is.

JT.... Are videos getting more
representative of the artists and
their work?

Pat.... Hopefully, the trend before was to illuminate the
storyline in any way possible, sometimes sacrificing what the
song was really about. In doing so we often gave too much
away. You can't dictate to anybody how to relate to some-
thing. Not if it's really worthwhile.

JT.... You often portrayed women as victims in your early
work. Has that perceptually changed with your settlinginto a
more maternal lifestyle?

Pat.... | don't think so. The one great thing about children is
that they open up your perspective. Things that bothered you
before, like women as victims, still bother you but your vision
gets clearer. It still bothers you just as much but now you
know why. You can see the avenues that you should go down
in order to best make a change.

shouting "Darling It Hurts" last year, but his new album will
make you revel in pleasure as Paul Kelly reverts back to his
roots and fires up a few moiten licks in between that smooth
slide guitar. | admit to idolizing this man’s songwriting
talent for marrying music and lyrics with the right amounts
of emotion, hope, humility and faith. It never ceases to
amaze that he comes up with a fresh sound every time,
even though the original concept is based on straight for-
ward rock and roll. From the harmonica, piano, sax, fiddle
and banje, charm is just around the corner and moreover
at your fingertips. Inthe case of "Under The Sun", it's one
of the few times the title track deserves as strong a billing
as this one. From the bittersweet chord progressions, the
warmfill of the organ and the rolling outrothis record leaves
a lasting impression.

momentum. “Love On Your Side" mixes stormy romance with
mild blues where the harmonies again make this one of the
album’s most memorable slow songs. Listen till the last note,
and the heartfelt arrangements in "Watching The Rain" are sure
to wash over you. It's obvious that Beatnik Beatch is a band
of substance and musical talent. Excellent songwriting is their
ticket to tomorrow.

Biff Bang Pow! "Love Is Forever"
(Relativity) when Creation founder Alan McGee joined
forces with Relativity last year, Biff Bang Pow! was quickly ab-
sorbed at college radio with the "Oblivion" Lp. So began
America’s introduction to a fine group that hinges its music on
the new psychedelia movement. McGee is also the core mem-
ber of BBP, and after a taste of the band’s newest effort he
can't lose either way. Not only is it hard to resist the sultry
sounds of the sixties throughout, but the smooth orchestra-
tion in "Miss California Toothpaste 1972" is absolute proof that
they Echo appeal similar to that of the Bunnymen. The aloof
vocals and scattered acoustics dare you to challenge their
sense of melody, as "She Haunts" follows up with a harmonica
that will get 'em every time. As you experience the Biff Bang
Pow! excursion in sound, it's important not to land too soon.
This one is packed with swirling soundscapes and hypnotic
chorus lines like those in "lce Cream Machine" to keep you
cool and dreamy all summer.

Ranking Roger "Radical Departure"

LR As the star pupil of Dave Wakeling's General
Public, the idea of Roger going solo is natural. The results are
one better as he demonstrates an affinity for combining rock
and reggae into a potent dance beat. Here lie catchy songs
and serious, timely lyrics land a message in the mix. "One
Minute Closer To Death" could be his answer to Just Say No,
while "Smashing Down Another Door" deals with the futile ef-
forts of war. 'Time To Mek A Dime" boasts a big rappin’ reg-
gae hook and "So Excited" is quickly becoming a summer
sensation as quick reaction to the first single placed it on the
Airplay Chart even before the album arrived. An R&B influence
swells into a collage of great rhythmic energy on "Radical
Departure", a record that reaffirms its roots while stretching
into current pop trends.

Voivod, "Dimension Hatross", Noise....
The response to this record has exceeded all previous
expectations. This week they pulled the highest debut on
the Hard Hitters with their placement at #20*. If it's any
indication of this band’s greatness, KUPD’s Jonathan
Rosen is extremely into this record, just listen to this, “Ill
tell ya, believe what Rich Scroggs and Monte Conner
stated last week about Voivod's 'Dimension Hatross'. This
is a devastating piece of vinyl. This isn’t simply 'heavy
metal’, it defies catagorization of what our ears are
normally used to. Not to be cute, this has got to be
heaving metal. 'Tribal Convictions’ is bullish on
imagination, as are many of the other tracks. It's either
instant appeal or a quick turn-off. | like that. No
inbetweenies." After another listen to the Lp certain tracks
catch your ear as being either extremely strange or utterly
brilliant. “Microsolutions To Megaproblems" is one of the
stranger ones and "Technocratic Manipulators" is just
great. Getting play on: KCMU, KQQK, KTEC, KUNV, WAIF,
WCDB, WDWN, WEOS, WJUL, WKNH, WNYU, WPYX,
WERK, WWUH (at #1), and WVVS just to name a few.

King Diamond, "Them", Roadracer....This
has got to be the most eagerly awaited album of the Summer...
sofar. Coming off the success they had with "Abigail", the band
has really got a shot at gold status with this one. Most of you
have already heard the 12", "Welcome Home" and judging
from the response to that, (#2 Most Added Metal), you like it.
Ifthat’s the case, you'll love this concept Lp. KFMX’s Jeff lvan
says, "Forget the Bates Motel, look out for Amon. Of course
I'm speaking about the house in the latest King Diamond epic,
"Them'. He is really growing into the Stephen King of metal.
The first thing you notice about this album is the up-front
production of the guitars. The whole thing sounds much better
than 'Abigail’." Jeff's absolutely right, the production is much
better and some really interesting things are done with the
King’s harmonies. Check for that on 'Tea" and "Mother's
Getting Weaker' especially. The musicaluty of the band is
unbelievable. Andy La Rocque and Pete Blakk make one of
the best twin-guitar teams in the genre. The same goes for the
rhythm section of drummer Mikkey Dee and bassist Hal
Patino, very tight. The vocals are trademark King Diamond,
from the high pitched stuff to the snarls of the Grandmother.
Trax to track are "Bye, Bye, Missy", “The Invisible Guests", "A
Broken Spell" and "Twilight Symphony".

Chrome Molly, "Angst", I.R.S.....After the first

time you listen to this Lp, there's no doubt in my mind that

This band shows an incredible
amount of potential. You should have the 12" "Thanx For The
Angst" soon if you don’t have it already and the release date
for the LP has been set for Monday the 27th so you don’t have
much time to prepare for this one. Included on the albumis a
Difford and Tilbrook cover called "Take Me I'm Yours" on which
former Squeeze member Jools Holland makes a cameo
appearance with some trademark keyboard work.

Other than the fact that the album is
a member of the Hard Hitters #1 club and is currently at #3
very little remains to be said. Except that this includes one of
Beaver Brown’s "hooks from hell” but that’s another story. All
you have to know is that it’s a killer tune from a kickin’ band.

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U2's "Rattle & Hum" documentary is now scheduled to open
on November 4th. A double album, that will probably be out
in August, will include three sides of live material and one side
of new tracks. The first single from the album will be one of the
new songs, "Desire." The live sides will include versions of "I
Still Haven't Found What I'm Looking For," "Where The Streets
Have No Name," and "Pride (In The Name Of Love)."

In Jamaica, 30-year-old Dennis Lobban has been sentenced
to hang for the murder last year of Peter Tosh. A jury in
Kingston took only five minutes to reach a verdict. Asked by
the judge whether he had anything to say before the man-
datory death sentence was imposed, Lobban said only, "l am
innocent." Lobban had denied he was involved in Tosh’s kill-
ing when he testified in the trial on Tuesday. He said he was
drinking at a bar when the murders of Tosh and two other men
were committed last September. Death by hanging is the man-
datory sentence in Jamaica for murder. Lobban was found
guilty of three counts of murder for the deaths of Tosh, Wilton
"Doc" Brown and disc jockey Jeff Dixon during a robbery.
Three survivors identified Lobban, an unskilled laborer, during
the four-day trial. One witness, whose identity was kept secret,
told the jury that Lobban was a friend of Tosh'’s and a frequent
visitor to his Kingston home. The witness says that on the night
of the killings, Tosh and the others were upstairs in Tosh’s two-
story house watching television when they heard a knock on
the door. Someone went to answer the door and came back
under escort by three men with guns. The other man charged
with Tosh’s murder, taxi driver Steven Russell, was acquitted
for a lack of evidence. The judge in the case accepted a "no
case submission” by Russell's lawyers and ordered the jury to
return a not guilty verdict. The trial was closed to the press.
Police have said they are looking for a third suspect in the slay-
ings.

Motley Crue’s insurance company will pay a settlement of
over $175,000 to avoid a second trial in Alabama of a lawsuit
that claims pyrotechnics caused a fan to go blind in one eye
while attending a 1986 concert by the group. Jim Corder, an
attorney for one of the two boys who filed suit, says an un-
disclosed sum is being paid to Robbie Miller and David Wright.
The first trial last month ended with a deadlocked jury. Corder
says most of the settlement will go to Miller, who was blinded
when dry ice or some other debris flew off the stage during the
band’s show. Wright suffered facial cuts.

Vince Ely, the original drummer for the Psychedelic Furs, has
rejoined the band six years after leaving. Ely replaces Paul
Garisto, who is now working with Ilggy Pop. The Furs have just
released a new single in England, co-produced with
Morrissey’s collaborator Stephen Street, called "All That
Money Wants." The band will have a greatest hits album and
video out this fall, and a new studio album (also co-produced
by Street) early next year. There aren’t any plans for the band
to tour this year.

Boston has won a partial victory in their lawsuit against their
former label (Epic Records). A judge in New York has allowed
Tom Scholz and the band to claim over $3 million in deferred
royalties from the band'’s first two albums. Epic began to with-
hold the group’s royalties in 1981, claiming the band was
taking too long for its third album.

Hunters & Collectors will have their third U.S. album, "Fate,"
out in early August. The LP features the band’s brass section,
which appeared on Midnight Oil's "Beds Are Burning." The
Australian version of "Fate" will apparently be slightly different
than the U.S. version.

Glenn Frey has finished a new solo album called "Soul Sear-
ching." It was recorded in Muscle Shoals, Alabama.

James Brown'’s wife, Adrienne, is being held without bond on
two counts of possession of PCP after failing to appear for an
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arraignment on the charges in Augusta, Georgia. Mrs. Brown
was arrested at her home on a fugitive warrant.

The city of Jacksonville will have to pay the Beastie Boys legal
expenses and $1,000 in damages because the city printed the
warning "for mature audiences only" on tickets for the group’s
show there last August. The City Council had ordered the lan-
guage on the tickets because of complaints about the Beas-
ties, but the band challenged the decision as unconstitutional.
A U.S. District Judge agreed a day later, but the events only
took place a few days before the show. Lawyers have filed a
settlement stipulation in which the city agreed the injunction
violated free speech and due process. The city agreed to pay
a small fine for lost ticket sales, but was able to avoid paying
alarger sum. The ordinance didn’t mention the Beastie Boys,
but was passed after an earlier show in Jacksonville by the
band.

The Fine Young Cannibals will have a new album out in Sep-
tember.

Flotsam & Jetsam say the departure of Jason Newsted for
Metallica didn’t hurt them for their second album, "No Place
For Disgrace.” "Jason wrote all the lyrics, so no one really
noticed the rest of the band," says guitarist Ed Carlson, "al-
though we all knew that there were four other people in this
band who could do the same things." The album includes a
cover of Elton John's "Saturday Night’s Alright For Fighting."
"It was the only song we could agree on," says vocalist Eric
AK. "We wanted to do a cover real bad and everybody had a
different idea, Kiss songs, Sex Pistols. The Elton John version
was a pretty exciting party song so we figured if we converted
it to a heavy metal sound it'd be cool.” The fine print on the LP
includes "a special fuck you to the unsupportive people who
didn’t believe in us then, who suddenly developed the urge to
believe in us now."

Robert Plant is performing some Led Zeppelin songs on his
current tour. "l feel comfortable about my past now, | don'’t
have to consciously deny it anymore," he says. "The Zeppelin
material is part of the spectrum of my career. | deal with it as
such. The new songs are still the main part of the show." But
that doesn’t mean you'll see Plant singing "Stairway To
Heaven." "I'd break out in hives if | had to sing that song in
every show. | wrote those lyrics and found that song to be of
some importance and consequence in 1971, but 17 years
later, | don’t know. It's just not for me," Plant says. "l sang it at
the Atlantic Records show because I'm an old softie and it was
a way of saying thank you to Atlantic because I've been with
them for 20 years. But no more of 'Stairway To Heaven’ for
me."

The Blasters are touring with new guitarist Greg Hormel and
Phil Alvin taking over the songwriting for the band. Alvin says
he’s a bit worried about having to measure up to the standard
set by his brother, Dave, who left to join X a couple of years
ago. "If my brother never existed, then I'd have no trouble,"
Phil Alvin says. "The person I'm going to be compared with is
Dave Alvin, who is as good a songwriter as there is on the
planet right now." The Blasters are currently without a record
contract.

Bob Goldthwait’s new album has a backward-masking mes-
sage on it -- one that can be played backwards to say "Obey
your parents, be nice, don’t eat snacks, go to church and give
money to Jerry Falwell." The album is called "Meat Bob."

Eric Peterson is now the full-time bass player for the dB’s,
who expect to have a new album out at the start of the new
year. Peter Holsapple will be playing a solo gig in New York
(in conjunction with the New Music Seminar).

The Dregs, formerly the Dixie Dregs, are now touring, though
they are without Andy West, who couldn’t get away from his
job in the computer field in California. Dave LaRue is filling in
for him. The band’s current tour ends July 5 in New York. Steve
Morse has just finished recording a solo album which will be
out {(on MCA Records) in September. The LP features some
of the other members of the Dregs, and Morse says "it's some
of the best writing I've ever done."
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The New York Times dryly notes that Madonna's appearance
on Broadway in "Speed The Plow" is attracting some new fans
tothe theater. The newspaper cites as evidence "anincreased
amount of jumping up and down for refreshments."

Judge Robert Sweet said that the
only way a record buyer would know that the "Tribute" album
was not by the original band is to open the record and "the
dedication to the victims of the crash is revealed -- and then
in size barely visible without eyestrain."

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Several controversies have erupted over The Nelson Man-
dela 70th Birthday Concert, held two weeks ago at Wembley
Stadium here in London and broadcast up to 1 billion people
worldwide. First, the organizers have expressed their anger
at the American broadcast of the show. Secondly, both the
organizers and the BBC have been accused of "supporting ter-
rorism" and "political bias" by British right wing groups. Ac-
cording to reports in the UK music press, The United States
received a heavily edited version of the day's festivities. Even
the name of the event was changed to the more innocuous
"Freedom Festival". The cable network who produced the
American coverage, The Fox Network, owned by Australian
publishing tycoon Rupert Murdoch, carried the show on a six
hour delay and used the time available to cut out all the eth-
nic and African performances and most references to Nelson
Mandela or remarks about opposing apartheid. The or-
ganizers have called it censorship. Itis alleged that the sanitiz-
ing of the show was due to corporate pressure from sponsors.
(Canada’s Much-Music took a different feed). But it seems that
you can't win either way. Here in The United Kingdom, BBC-
TV carried the 10 and 1/2 hour show, without interruption, but
they were accused of political bias by right-wing organiza-
tions, most of whom have South African business interests.
One British Conservative member of Parliament went as far as
to accuse the BBC of "being hijacked by left-wing extremists".
(It is worth noting however that the official line of the ruling
Conservative Party to the event, was made in a message from
Prime Minister Thatcher expressing her hope that Nelson Man-
dela will be released). South Africa itself has lodged two for-
mal complaints against the BBC. They complainthat the airing
of the concert will raise money to support the African Nation-
al Congress, hotly denied by both the BBC and UK's Artists
Against Apartheid. They also objected strongly to the airing
in the same week of a moving documentary, "Suffer The
Children" about child torture and detainment in South Africa,
where more than 10,000 children have been imprisoned in the
past two years.

The Psychedelic Furs are back. They have announced a
changed line-up, a new single and a compilation album and
video. The new single is called "All That Money Wants",
produced by Morrissey's partner and former producer for The
Smiths, Stephen Street. Returning to the drummers stool is
Vince Ely, who left the band in 1982. The current line-up now
consists of Ely, Richard Butler, Tim Butler and John Ashton.
Together they are working on a new studio album to be
released in early 1989, again produced by Street. Inthe mean-
time they will soon release a greatest hits album and video.
Speaking to “Melody Maker", Richard Butler has denounced
the band’s last album “Midnight To Midnight": “To be polite to
'Midnight..." we tried to make it accessible." He says "l knew
it wasn't the most adventurous writing that I'd done lyric-wise,
but | wanted something people would easily relate to and,
having done that, ! think it was our biggest mistake as a band."

The Pet Shop Boys, whose film "It Couldn't Happen Here"
goes on general release in the UK from July, have already won
an international award for the movie. As previously reported
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in "The Hard Report", "It Couldn’t..." stars people like Barbara
Windsor, veteran "Carry On..." star and Gareth Hunt of New
Avengers fame, but it was grimly reviewed by a posse of British
critics. Now to their surprise, the film has just received a Gold
Special Jury Award at Houston’s International Film Festival,
coming out first against 75 other movies! As most of the music
material contained in the movie is old, well known Pet Shop
Boys songs, there will be no soundtrack album. The duo have
also performed live for the very first time, as part of a special
benefit concert in London featuring actors opposed to Clause
28, a new Biritish legislation banning the use of public money
to be used to promote homosexuality. A new single from The
Pet Shop Boys is expected out in August.

Killing Joke release their seventh album, "Outside The Gate"
this week on EG Records. The album comes out as the band
is experiencing personnel difficulties. The official line-up has
now been whittled down to just two members, Jaz Coleman
and guitarist Geordie. The album features the recent single,
"America".
