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URD REPORT  More On The Pickà... 
Crowded House, "Temple Of Low Men", 
Capitol.... There's simply no getting around it. Neil Finn 
is hands down the best new melody meister to come along in 
years--and possibly the best at his craft since the those sweep-
ing Elton John/Bernie Taupin confections of the mid 70's. And 
even though the new single is very much on the move with 
tons of stations and a 30-26* underline, we hear several tunes 
we think will rank well ahead of it as CroHo classics. Only a 
reptile could resist those gorgeous flowing harmonies in 
"Never Be The Same", so adeptly mated to the neo-
psychedelic outro, and for a delicious time trip back to some 
of McCartney's baroque period, you've got to check out "Into 
Temptation". Yeah, we like 'em when they get a little frisky too, 
but for the really big score, Ballads R Them--so get used to it. 

Pete Bardens, "Gold", Cinema/Capitol.... 
With a number of very successful musical variations on the 
market these days playing on the edges of the post progres-
sive movement, Pete Bardens maintains some of the best 
balance on the scene. The Gilmouresque guitar, including 
some nifty speed riffs, comes layered onto a cycling syncopa-
tion a la Depeche Mode that sets the tone throughout this 
piece. And that seems to be the key here. Pete has a definite 
sound going for him and what worked well with "In Dreams" is 
now even stronger. The style is refined and precise, featuring 
a much more controlled and evocative vocal but when it all 
comes down we like to think of this one as Alan Parsons with 
hooks. And with that long lived Floyd album starting to sink 
slowly in the west, it's time to dig down for this sterling replace-
ment within the genre. 

Winger, " Madalaine", Atlantic.... Noted 
decibel demon Beau Hill has a better idea--and if he was taking 
on investors we've bet the ranch and the dog. What he's done 
is to round up a bunch of his studio pals--guys like Kip Winger 
(Alice Cooper tours and albums), Red Beach (Howard Jones, 
Chakka Khan, Bee Gees, Fiona, Zip the Wonder Pig), and 
highly respected stickman Rod Morganstern of Dregs 
fame--and crank out a tune with twist and turn that ever 
worked. From the 12 string (dying to be talked over) intro to 
the true layered harmonies (as opposed to the hampsters on 
speed effect of most metal bands), to the just the right drum 
and keyboard flourishes—everything on this song is perfectly 
in place. It's what you'd expect from pros of this caliber. 

RECORD OF THE WEEK 
Huey Lewis, " Perfect World", Chrysalis.... 
132 adds later and the Huester sits high atop the most added, 
all alone in the end zone. But not quite. Somehow he got most 
of the Tower Of Power horn guys in there with him, and radio 
feels they're a really welcome addition to the team. WKGR's 
Mike Ryan comments, " It has ' monster smash' written all over 
it. And how about those Tower of Power horns? It's great to 
hear Huey getting down with some first class brass action".... 
WKFM's Brian Illes adds, "I don't know if I hear it as an oldie 
on my station in six months, but it is too good a record to 
ignore for the summertime".... From Al Scott at KZEL, "Huey 
is out of the box and is getting top 5 phones already. CHA is 
already on it, so there is no time to hold back." Obviously the 
week's highest debut at 13*--with 15 powers and 59 heavies. 

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW 
Marti Jones, "The Real One", A&M.... Marti 
has always had terrific writer radar--and her selection of this 
wonderful John Hiatt composition once again highlights her 
great taste. You know female vocals have never worked better 
with rock listeners (though ample quality has been available 
all along), and to our ears Marti has always had one of the most 
expressive and evocative voices on vinyl. Factor in Don 
Dixon's impeccable production and playing talent, throw in 
Marshall Crenshaw on guitar and you can only lose if you don't 
play. Great album, too. 

Beatnik Beatch, " Beatnik Beatch", 
Atlantic.... Dawn Hood is a big fan of this band--dating 
back to her coverage of their indy release last year. We've 
been digging the new disc in our office over the past couple 
of weeks--but it wasn't until Russ Mottla popped it at WIYY this 
week that we really tuned in to the mainstream potential. We 
won't say you've got to be right on the water to catch the 
wave--but in terms of tapping into a neat little sparkler of a 
shore thing, the appeal here should be obvious. Between the 
"Jack Kerouac" reference and the Ray Charles influence, this 
thang's nothing but 3:00 of fun. 

Hank Williams, Jr., "You're Gonna Be A 
Sorry Man", Curb/NB.... Have you ever noticed 
how well heavily research oriented outlets such as KQRS do 
with Hank Jr. records? It's true. Just call Johnny Rock at 
KQRS and ask him about "Bocephus". It's gotta be the big 
hook that lurks right under the skin. You don't have to work 
too hard to get the message, and in this case you've got 
playing from rock aces like Gary Rossington making this remix 
all the more relateable to your audience. 

Parthenon Huxley, " Double Our 
Numbers", Columbia.... We were hoping the 
obviously artsy overtones of "Chance To Be Loved" would 
generate a little more programmer enthusiasm, but alas, that 
wasn't to be. But don't let that song's sound or it's track record 
keep you from putting an ear to this follow up. Our new MD 
Mike Marrone had #1 phones for "Double Our Numbers" three 
weeks in a row at WHTG--and top 5 response for five 
weeks--starting with the first week of play. Maybe it's the old 
"settling down" theme, or those almost Jackson Browne like 
overtones—but whatever the attraction, you can't argue with 

results. 

The Escape Club, "Wild, Wild West", Atlantic.... Hey, we haven't gone for the "name game/sounds like" 
gambit too much this week, so here goes. Anyone else hear The Cruzados "Bed Of Lies" meets Elvis Costello's "Pump It Up"? 
Granted, "Wild, Wild West" could come across as almost too much fun for any rock radio type who likes to play it safe and serious. 
But for fun seekers, the abundance of musical bells, whistles, and melody make this pop/rock crossover something you'd want 
to move on quickly. Sure sounds like a reaction record to us. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Glass Tiger, " Far Away From Here", EMI/Manhattan.... Anyone familiar with their previous album knows 
these guys didn't have to rough it up in order to move units. But all it took was one listen to " I'm Still Searching" to know that 
course correcting the sound back in our direction was a priority. They made a real effort to come back to the fold, a stylistic 
overhaul that resulted in their strongest AOR support to date. You're well on the way to reclaiming a band with a long future 
ahead of them--and surprising female appeal--so don't stop while you're ahead. Are they, in fact, Gene Pitney meets The Edge? 
Don McLean meets Buster Póindexter? Only one thing's for sure. It will be big on at least two formats--and your piece of the 
action depends on your timing.

Brian Wilson, " Love And Mercy", 
Sire/Reprise.... Brian's highly anticipated new single 
scoops up 32 first week stations, and some truly heavy duty 
accolades. F'rinstance, BCN's Carter Alan calls it 
"Undoubtedly the best Beach Boys record in 18 years".... From 
WKWQ's Art Boerke, "I was never really much of a Beach 
Boys fan, so I didn't expect much--but this is a really great pop 
song. The older demos should really eat it up".... From 
WGIR's Karen A. Small, "I hadn't realized how much I missed 
Brian tu l this tune came in. Lush harmonies and beautiful 
arrangements adorn this song".... OTB adds include KSHE, 
WBCN, WHCN, WKDF, WLLZ, WMAD, WNEW, WPYX and 
KILO. New at 76*. 

Henry Lee Summer, " Hands On The 
Radio', CBS Associated.... I can see why the 
folks at 51 W. 52nd went for the big ballad shot with 
"Danielle"--but "Hands On The Radio" is obviously much closer 
to the style that made "Wish I Had A Girl" such a cool crossover 
item. He writes a great summertime chorus--and this track's 
got one of the best. Plus, isn't it nice to hear a "Radio" song 
that's not at all cloying or gratuitous. New this week on KFMF, 
KFMH, WEZX, WKFM, WNGZ, WRUF and WVVTR. Already on 
KRZQ, KZAP, WAOR, WDHA, WGIR, VVTPA and WZZQ. 

Lita Ford, " Back To The Cave", 
Dreamland/RCA.... OK, so how many of you amateur 
tatoo artists thought the former Runaway whose previous best 
seller had topped out at 150 thou would be closing in on 700 
units? Between all that rock radio play, top 10 CHR action and 
a video that will probably wind up voted one of the year's best 
at MN, there's simply too much momentum to ignore. The 
track's not too pop, it doesn't feature Ozzy, and she'll be 
touring all summer long. 

Camper Van Beethoven, "Eye Of Fatima", 
Virgin.... While we're on the subject of "whoda thunk", 
whoda thunk a band whose first radio exposure came via "The 
Day Lassie Went To The Moon" followed by "Take The 
Skinheads Bowling"? No one but Naumann, of course. Now, 
mere years later, the likes of KRQR, WHJY, KOZZ and WKGR 
are actually adding the record. Not to mention ongoing play 
at KBCO, KEZO, WBCN, WHCN, WKLS, WNEW, WPLR and 
WZEW. As WH EB's Scott Laudani says, CVB takes so many 
musical directions, it makes my head spin. This band 
deserves a shot.... Or, as WKGR's Mike Ryan puts it, " It's just 
different enough to guarantee some listener response, so we 
want to give it a shot and see how the reaction stacks up. The 
band is certainly tight and has some unique musical ideas." 

IMPACT TRACKS 
The Fabulous Thunderbirds, " Powerful 
Stuff", Elektra.... As if the sound of the record weren't 
convincing enough in its own right---the stats further reinforce 
our belief that this will be their strongest radio track since "Tuff 
Enuff" and may well be their biggest song ever. As WIOT's 
Jim Steel says, "Just when you might start having doubts 
about the T-Birds, they have put together a tune head and 
shoulders above their previous work. Looks like the 
soundtrack is going to be a killer too".... Down the pike a ways, 
WONE's J.D. adds, "This song is just what the title implies. 
Once again the T-Birds come through with a hot number with 
their impeccable touch".... Out of the box on 102 stations, with 
a significant 16 starting it heavy--including KAZY, KISS, KLBJ, 
KSJO, WEBN, WRXK and VVTPA. New at 28* on the Hundred. 

Van Halen, " Finish What You Started", 
WB.... Looking at the growth curve, it's safe to say you'll be 
dealing with this 41-35* mover if you aren't already. It's new 
on 14, up at KFMG, WIBA and WKGR and currently on 89. 
Solid in the heavy play division as well, with WLUP, WFBQ, 
WHCN, WMAD, WMMR, KTXQ and WAAF listing it max. As 
for the phones, KQRS, WKGR and WKQQ Top Five it.... 
Meanwhile, "When It's Love" notches up a 3-2* week on the 
Hundred, with #1 a status a heartbeat away. That one's power 
on 52, heavy at 93 more, up at KLOS, WMMR, KAZY and half 
a dozen more. At this rate, don't be surprised to see the LP 
rebound back into the top slot. 

David Drew, "Green-Eyed Lady", MCA.... 
BCN's Carter Alan calls it "Another DJ hit. This song is 
already generating huge response. The new version rocks 
and was a good choice for a cover".... KWHL's Cyndee 
Maxwell seconds, "Really a killer version. Excellent work".... 
In a week when a lotta records took it in the shorts, David digs 
in with 17 more adds--and play-ups from WBCN, WCCC (who 
report top 5 phones) and WHEB. Other key calls: KOME, 
KYYS, KZAP, WAAF, WDIZ, WDVE, WHCN, WHJY, WLVQ, 
WMMR, WNEW, WNOR, WQFM and WYNF. 69-60*--and it's 
just now getting started. 

Cinderella, "Gypsy Road", Mercury.... Two 
weeks down the road and the long awaited follow up nails 
down 99--with 20 brand new believers and early ups from 
KBPI, KISS, KZOQ, WIXV, WHEB, WGIR and KZRR cranking 
out a 43-34* advance. The #8 Most Requested debut has to 
qualify as even bigger news, with KBPI, KISS, KJJO, KQDS, 
KSJO, KQRS, WCCC, WKLS, WQFM and WYNF leading the 
list of 17 Top Fivers. As WCKO's Johnny James sez, "No 
sophomore jinx here. Probably one of the most powerful 
tracks that we've put in. This has got Top 5 phones here in 
just one week's time".... KGB's Pam Edwards adds, "As with 
most bands trying to top an impressive debut LP, there is 
always that sophomore jinx phenomenon to contend with. 
But like an unstoppable freight train, Cinderella has not only 
crushed any thought of a jinx but has moved onto the next 
plateau." 

Kenny Loggins, " Nobody's Fool", 
Columbia.... Kenny cops this weeks fourth longest 
70-59* underline--not too tough to do when you take 13 adds 
and 6 increases to the table on a relatively quiet week. Ups 
include WCMF, KZOQ, KGGO and WVVCT, with no decreases 
and heavy play at WZZQ, KFMZ, KGGO, KZEL, WIOT, WPLR 
and VVVVCT. Here's KFMZ's Mike Richter with the quote: 
"Kenny Loggins is working exceptionally well for us here. The

more." 

Gregg Allman, " Can't Get Over You", 
Epic.... 18 increases give Gregg the #3 spot on the 
Increase Index—with WQFM, WMMR, WLLZ, WKDF, WCMF, 
WBCN, KQRS and KLPX on that early-up list. 13 adds make 
it 156 now playing, with 56 listing heavy rotation. KKZX's 
Christina Gorton calls it "Good strong rock with a great blues 
base. This one really works with the more mature male 
listener. Gregg remains true to himself without selling out and 
becoming too pop along the way. This is a very consistent 
piece of work".... Already a Top 5 performer at KGGO, KKZX, 
WIBA, KMOD, WQFM and WWRX. 14-'10* on the Hundred. 

Scorpions, "Believe In Love", Mercury.... The Scorps turn in this issue's third longest 39-29* gain, thanks to 
20 more adds, 104 now on board, ups from KGB, KRX0, KWHL, WIMZ, WVVV and WGIR. Just goes to show what a monster 
tour will do to get that follow-up in high gear. It's already heavy on 23, including majors KBPI, KGB, KRXQ, WLLZ and WYNF. 
And the first with Top 5 phones--KISS, K\NHL, WBYR, WHEB.

WAAF's Rick Mackenzie says, "The Northeast 
has always been good to Iggy and now he reciprocates with 
a hot piece of rock and roll".... The lgman turns in the second 
longest HH move this week, 56-45*, with new air on WFBQ, 
WKLS, WAAF, KTYD, KTCL and 6 more, along with ups from 
KJJO, WHCN, WRQK, KMBY, KFMH and KBOY. 

John Norum, " Back On The Streets", 
Epic.... I'd think that after Europe the fill-in would be a little 
faster for the man who was a large part of that sound--but it 
does look as if the pace is picking up appreciably. John's new 
on KOME, WBCN, WHCN, WHJY and 5 more, with WCMF 
increasing, and KAZY, KBPI, KQRS, WCMF, WEZX, WLZR and 
WQFM all reporting heavy. It's clearly got the stamp of the 
champ from that Upper Midwest Research network--so expect 
continuing acceleration. 

TAKE TWO 
Ziggy Marley, "Tumblin' Down", Virgin.... 
Considering the single's top 10 rock radio acceptance--and 
tremendous phones and sales to match--we'd think you'll have 
this follow up slotted into near-automatic status. True, it's a 
bit gamier than "Tomorrow People", but now that we're well 
into summer, what the hell! You gave those listeners the 
appetizer, now get a little closer to the authentic item. New 
this week on WDHA, KROQ, KWIC, WBRU, WCCC, WFNX and 
four more, with KBCO, KLBJ, KTCL, KTYD, WKLS, WMAD, 
WPLR, VVVVRX and WRCN among those already in. New at 
79* 

Jerry Harrison, " Man With A Gun", 
Sire/vvB.... About the only reason that might make sense 
for holding off on this beautiful remix is the fact that it sounds 
more like Pink Floyd and less like "Rev It Up". And considering 
how many of you folks at first thought "Rev" was "Too dancey", 
I'd say that's a positive. And not only is the tune totally 
tastefully reworked--but it's lyrically one of the most intelligent 
things on the street. This man has kids he wants to send to 
camp so come on!! New on KLBJ, KZAP and WFNX, with 
KROQ, KRZQ, KTYD, WBLM and WRDU among the early 
supporters. 

Yngwie Malmsteen, "Now Is The Time", 
Peydor.... Well, jump back if the Yngman doesn't have 
this week's longest Hard Hundred move! Adds at KBPI, 
KOME, KZAP, WFBO, WDHA, WIMZ, WNGZ and WRQK bring 
home that 87-75* underline, with WLLZ, WQFM, WRIF, WLZR, 
KRZQ, KJJO and KEZO the most significant adds to date. 

Brian Setzer, " Rebelene", EMI/ 
Manhattan.... The Stray Cats' success inspired scores 
of imitators--and paved the way for a number of legitimate 
roots rockers to finally get the market share the genre 
deserves. And now that the follow up has him out of those 
saxophone infested suburbs and back to those rockabilly 
basics—let's give the boy a break, OK? WHJY, WMAD, KBOY, 
KATP and four more did this week, with WBCN the Kahuna call 
letter already in. Hey, if it was Bruce, you'da added it 
yesterday. 

Poison, " Fallen Angel", Enigma/ 
Capitol.... If you played "Good Time", then you've got to 
play this. It's more formatically compatible, and at this stage 
you've seen those Billboard numbers. KATP, KJJO, WCCC, 
WCKO and WIMZ add, with KISS, KLOL, WPLR and WQFM 
already on board. Count on a debut next week. 

Tracy Chapman, "Talkin' Bout A 
Revolution", Elektra.... Elektra's really a couple of 
weeks away from the big push--and at the rate this record's 
cranking out those quarter of a mil ten days, it should hit 
platinum about the time Mr. Cook calls you regarding your 
thoughts on "Revolution". Why not be like those forward 
thinkers at stations like WNEW, KBCO, KLBJ, KILO, WFNX, 
WMAD, WZEW, WWRX and WCCC and add it...say...when you 
feel like it. Take it from WKRR's John Amberg, "We continue 
to get great response around here. The calls are flooding the 
phones from your basic upper demo females with a healthy 
dose of male interest as well." Up 94-83*. 

The Church, " Reptile", Arista.... From where we sit, there's not much more a first track can do to lock up a hall 
pass for the second—short of really gigantic sales. And as we frequently hear at conventions, programmers aren't in the business 
of selling records. In short, 78 current reports for " Reptile" on the heels of a #1 song certainly adds fuel to the fire that this format 
is way too tough on second tracks. KLPX, KOME, WNEW and KMBY add, with KBCO, KPEZ and WIZN showing play increases. 
Up 46-42*. 

CHARTSTARS 
Guns N' Roses, "Sweet Child O' Mine", Geffen.... Unless Mike Dukakis chooses Tracy Chapman as his 
running mate, it sure looks to us like these guys have Rookie Of The Year honors sewed up--with or without the Good 
Housekeeping Seal Of Approval. And even if the album weren't at two million, their loud and proud stance high atop the Most 
Requested should be sufficient motivation to anybody even half way watching the street. Plus, this is easily their most 
programmable track--a la WMMR's first ever action on the band this week--along with new air on KZEW, KRQR and three more. 
Very solid in the increase area too, with KBPI, WDIZ, WEGR, WIOT, WOUR, KMBY and six more giving the group our fifth best 
increase total. Currently on 138 reporters, 16-14* on the Hundred. 

Robert Palmer, "Simply Irresistible", 
EMI/Manhattan.... We smell a #1 record--and the 
stats certainly lean that way. KLOS, KOAS and WKWQ take 
the add total to 173, 31 of which report power, 81 at heavy. 
The request momentum builds by six more Top 5 mentions to 
#6 nationally, and he's solid plus in play-ups with 31, for #2 
on the Increase Index. It's underlined at 4*--and you can 
expect at least one more more forward next week--and 
possibly two. Our guess? #2 behind Van Halen. 

Deep Purple, "Hush", Mercury.... You've got 
to admit--it's a rare remake by the original band that scores 
this big this fast. It moves 47-41* this week, with new air on 
KGB, KMBY, WCCC, WCMF, WONE, WSTZ and KNAC. 
WNEW has it up in play, with no decreases and heavy rotation 
at KISS, KKZX, WCKW, WFYV, WHCN, WNEW and VVTPA. 

Joe Satriani, "Always With Me, Always 
With You", Relativity.... We've told you this would 
be a big phone getter--and sho' nuff, WKLS, WXLP, WEQX, 
KOZZ and KATP already report it Top 5. On the airplay side, 
KRQR, WDHA, KVRE, WHEB and VVWTR add, with KLOS the 
week's most noteworthy increase. Currently on 49 reporters, 
underlined 67-64*. 

Rod Stewart, "Dynamite", WB.... The overall 
chart movement and heavy report quotient says to expect 
easy top 10 status here. KQRS, KISS, WCCC and several 
more show Power rotation, with 47 more heavy--and you know 
that total's going to build. KBPI, KKDJ and WKGR increase, 
with Top 5 phones at KISS, WKQZ and WRKI. Currently on 
140. 
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Patti Smith, " People Have The Power", 
Arista.... WKDF, KNCN and KMJX log in with adds; KATP, 
WDHA, WJXQ, WNPQ, WONE, WXLP and KUSF show 
increases. Factor in Top Five phones from CFNY, KTCL, 
KUSF, WBCN, WFNX, WPDH and VVWRX and you've got a 
record ready to move on to the next plateau. Our calculations 
say that should happen around the middle of this week, when 
the album finally hits the stores. Expect serious listener 
interest in the title track and "Up There Down There". 

Elton John, "I Don't Wanna Go On With 
You Like That", MCA.... While the current state of 
things might not quite have Elton back to his glory days, you 
do have to respect 134 adds so far--and the 13-11* move this 
week. It comes about via adds from KRQR, KZ00, WEGR and 
WGLF and Increases from WCCC, WRXL, VVVVV, WPDH and 
5 more. Also interesting to note Power play at KYYS, WAAF, 
WCCC, WHCN, WLUP, WMAD, WMMR, WPYX and 12 
more--and heavy action at another 57. Now Top 5 at KYYS, 

WKLC and WNPQ. 

Hurricane, " I'm On To You", Enigma.... This 
power pop rocker continues to rack up points with stations 
that believe you can't keep a good hook down. Increased 
airplay on KSJO, WEZX and WQFM indicates how well this 
neat little stylistic cruncher will perform given a shot. 
Continued Heavy airplay on WRXK, WHJY, KQWB and KATP 
look good but let's get serious about that Power play on KLOS 
and KJJO! These guys nudge up the chart 38-36* and get 
ready for a little overdrive action to hump it into the upper third 
of the chart. Don't lose out on this audience pleaser. WRIK, 
«BR and powerhouse KBPI all report top five phones. 

Pat Benatar, "All Fired Up", Chrysalis.... 
She rules rotation this week--with 39 play ups topping the all 
knowing, all seeing Increase Index. That's as real a readout 
as you're going to get. Not that requests don't count 
heavily--and there she's sitting pretty with 21 mentions and the 
#7 National position. 22 now report the song in Power, with 
91 more in heavy. And the 8-5* HH advance? Easily the most 
powerful gain on the chart this week. 

MORE HARD ACTS 
Melissa Etheridge, " Bring Me Some 
Water", Island.... This lady is bucking the odds and 
coming up with a winning combination of song and voice that 
has programmers sitting up and taking notice from CFNY to 
KISS with KXRX and KLBJ upping rotations. "Melissa is one 
of the few women who can belt out a rock and roll song with 
conviction", says Karen A. Small at WGIR. She gets those 
phones hopping also at stations like KBCO, WMAD, WZEW 
and WHTG. Scott Laudani, WHEB sez "Melissa has what 
AOR is thirsty for, rich female vocals with passion. Tracy broke 
the barrier and Melissa is next in line." Check that 48-43* move 
on the Hundred and watch those 71 reporting stations bloom 
next week. 

Rhythm Corps, "Common Ground", 
Pasha.... KYYS, WDIZ, WKDF and WKLS all join in this 
week and swell the reporters on this ear-fave to a 33-31* run 
around the block. "The Rhythm Corps is a real jock favorite 
right now. I get real positive feelings everytime I hear the 
song," sez John Amberg at WKRR and he seems to be 
echoing the positive vibe on this band from those vicinities 
where it is getting some exposure. Premium players KLOS, 
KATT, WOUR and WCCC have all increased their rotational 
pressure and phones are shaping up nicely at WRKI, WEQX 
and WDHA. 

Shine, "This Wall Of Hate", RCA.... The Hard 
Hundred welcomes a newcomer this week as the intriguing 
fusion of Shine debuts at 100*. Adds this week from KJQN, 
WCCC, WKXL and WMDK bring the airplay total to 22 stations 
on including calls as diverse, (in geography and ideology), as 
KROQ and WNEW. While we know the collective desk of the 
format is flooded with plenty of new music crying for your 
attention, "This Wall Of Hate" has a hook that will hypnotize 
and deserves more than a casual listen or two. Rotational 
support is increasing already at KFMU...Check it out. 

Asian, " Loving Me Lately", Capitol.... 
Unfortunately, it's now a fact of life that every band to emerge 
from Ireland is going to inevitably be compared to "You Too 
Know Who". But with the passion in these grooves, Asian 
proves that they have a sound all their own. And it's the sort 
of sound that works for KBCO, KKDJ, KOZZ, KVRE and KZAP. 
These stations join what we see as a growing list of quality 
supporters for a band that is bound to leave their mark. Chart 
positions don't lie, especially that Hard Hundred jump of 
95-89*. 

Britny Fox, " Long Way To Love", 
Columbia.... Here they come and nothing known to man 
can stop their onslaught. Britny jams 'em and slams 'em like 
a tough night on the wrong side of town and the effect is pure 
rock and roll bliss on reporting stations KOME, KMJX, KJJO, 
WCCC and WHEB. That 55-50* jump is looking pretty healthy 
with a total of 76 stations getting behind the Fox frenzy. You 
might not want to spend too much time in their cruel shoes 
but you couldn't find a better group of guys to set your night 
numbers on fire. Guaranteed ground zero impact for your 
core. 

Paul Kelly, "Dumb Things", A&M.... This 
album kills! Paul Kelly is a master songwriter with the ability 
to jump in and out of more skins than Boa boot manufacturer. 
His vocal range and clarity of lyrical vision would be enough 
to guarantee "sensation cum breakthrough" status for the 
man. But add to that his musical expertise and the music of 
Paul Kelly looms large for the future. 66 stations are among 
the believers with WEBN already in Power and CHEZ, KLBJ, 
WIMZ and WKQQ increasing their airplay this week. Paul gets 
a 57-53* push this week for "Dumb Things" and the only 10 
test around here is for those who can't hear this sterling track. 

The Bible, "Crystal Palace", Chrysalis.... 
Looking for that piece of atmosphere for your playlist that will 
generate instant and intensely positive response? Well, this 
vaguely surreal piece from the Bible is just the ticket for those 
speakers that have been bashed into a pulp by too much lower 
demo tweaking. CHOM, KMOD, KTYD, KRQU and WVVV 
have all added "Crystal Palace" this week, nudging that total 
to 44 and the Hard Hundred ranking 72-70*. Heavy airplay on 
WRCN and WBAB might indicate a Long Island conspiracy but 
the circle of emphasis play also includes WGTU, WHTG and 
WMDK. 

Gary Wright, "Who I Am", Cypress/ 
A&m.... This week Gary gets some steam in his boiler with 
WLLZ, WIBA, WCCC, KZOQ, KMOD and KBOY getting his 
track on the air. While "Who I Am" is distinctively Wrightesque 
it is also represents some welcome shifts in his musical 
direction. Gone is the almost self-conscious style of relegating 
everything to the keyboard. There is a refreshingly "live and 
natural" sound to much of the instrumentation and the change 
works wonders. "It's the kind of song that we can play right 
through afternoon drive. This could be the perfect song to 
reestablish his career", so sez John Amberg at WKRR and 
the man speaks the truth. 

Robben Ford, "Wild About You", WB.... For along time Robben has been praised as the consummate guitarist. 
That is often a nice way of saying, "No thanks, I'll pass", but not in this instance. With "Wild About You" Robben proves his vocal 
and songwriting skills ain't too shabby either. The action is mostly on the West Coast but the crest of the wave can be seen 
forming with adds on KBCO, KKDJ, KOZZ, KVRE and KZAP. Mr. Ford is right on the edge of cracking the chart and a few inner 
ears along the way. The man is a rare talent, stay tuned.

The growth within the Top Ten this week sees Pat Benatar 
juicing up a 10-4* run with help from The Loop, WPYX, WBCN, 
KGB, KLOS, KLPX, KPOI and WMMR. "All Fired Up" is doing 
some real chart damage and the album is going to dynamite 
preconceptions left, right and center. Robert Palmer is 
trailing Pat in a photo finish with an 11-5* week that racks up 
Power play already at WZZO, WCCC, KLAQ, WMMR, KQRS, 
WRXK and KYYS. The man with the wearever libido is back 
and bigger than ever before, don't get left behind. New to the 

top of the Winners Chart is Gregg Allman who debuts at 10* 
with a little help from WLLZ, CFOX, KGB, WMMR, WBCN and 
WNOR. Gregg's sound is integral to any good AOR and new 
material from him is most welcome. 

No stranger to the upper reaches of any chart known to man, 
Huey Lewis breaks onto the scene with a 12* debut that is 
going to roll into the Top Ten like a steamhammer on steroids. 
"Perfect World" gets the red carpet treatment on KSHE, WEBN, 
WZZO, WLLZ, KGGO, F<WHL, WOUR, KTYD and KISS. Huey 
and the T-of-P horns sound like a multi format mutha if there 
ever was one. Insta phones attest to that with top five status 
already at WNOR, CHEZ and KVRE. 

The middle of the chart shows some road tested momentum 
monsters with the Kings of that turf, Guns And Roses, leading 
the way. Play increases at WOUR, KBPI, WIOT, KZAP, WDIZ 
and KKDJ point the way for that 25-14* stomp up the Winners 
Chart. Steve Winwood has positioned "Holding On" for a 
maximum overdrive push into the top of the Winners Chart as 
well. WEBN, KGGO, WZZO, WKDF and KBCO are among 
those finding this depth track the perfect compliment for the 
lead single. "The Dead Heart" marks yet another format win for 
Midnight Oil with WDHA, KOME, KMJX, KISS, KGB and 
WBCN adding their rotational pressure to that 30-23* leap on 
the chart. The video is just beginning to roll so get ready for 
more listener awareness. The Jimmy Page onslaught 
continues with a 37-24* move for "The Only One" and support 
on KISS, KSHE, KQRS, WONE, WNEW and KEZO. Page's 
speaker shredding guitar and that Plant vocal guarantee a 
positive response from the listener at large. The Scorpions 
have done well with "Believe In Love" and WLLZ, KGON, 
KEZO, KMOD, KLOL and KAZY are riding their coat tails with 
the kind of airplay that makes a 48-26* move look like the start 
of something monstrous. The last of our developing tracks is 
Crowded House with "Better Be Home Soon" finding the 
welcome mat laid out at KLPX, WAAF, The Loop, WDHA and 
CFNY. At The Loop this track goes into Power this week so 
stand back for some serious follow the leader increases next 
week.

NEXT WEEK - THE SCORPIONS INTERVIEW IN THE HARD REPORT 
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SAN JOSE SHAKEDOWN PART TWO 
KSJO KICKS IT IN 

The South Bay wars have geared up and those perennial rock and roll pugilists, KSJO and KOME, have projected them-
selves into a new era of fierce rivalry. A very solid Winter Book has positioned KSJO for a run at their nemesis and one 
of the key ingredients has been morning ace Perry Stone. Perry reaps as many negatives as one would expect from an 
irreverent and high profile personality doing business in a market where camaflouge has been the rule and not the ex-
ception. Still, the boys at KSJO think that the flack is worthwhile as Perry starts piling up listener awareness all across 
the Bay. Musical changes have increased the dial swapping outside of morning drive and the difference could take a 
few more books to shake out. The man on the spot is PD Ken Anthony who took some time to talk to the Hard Report 
about how things are developing. 

JT.... You've been in the market for a long time Ken, how do 
you see things going right now? 

Ken.... I started working for KSJO in 1981 and I have done 
everything from Middays and research during the Sebastian 
years to programming the station since September of '86. 
Everything about San Jose has grown during that time. Once 
our downtown was a ghost town but now we have a light rail 
system working and a new hotel and financial district along 
with great retail pavilions all helping to cultivate a modern and 
hip looking downtown. We are working on a 20,000 seat 
arena. We may even move a pro sports franchise into this area 
as well. Like everything else, income has gone way up with 
the heart of Silicon Valley still looking like a boom town. The 
demographics are very strong 18-40 and very young and af-
fluent as well. I'm impressed at how things 
have changed for the better here. 

JT.... How does the South Bay differ from 
San Francisco as an AOR market? 

Ken.... I think it has a lot to do with the 
demographics. San Jose has a very 
young rock and roll audience to work with. 
It's kind of like a high tech Cleveland. 
People really love to rock in this market. 
Make no mistake, San Francisco casts a 
big shadow and it's hard to compete with 
it in terms of culture and liberal lifestyle, it 
is a very fascinating city. But when it 
comes to good straight ahead rock and 
roll, we hold our own. San Francisco has 
a huge Asian population and a Gay 
population that is very dance oriented. 
Oakland is very ethnic so soul music does well there. Down 
here people want more straight ahead rock and we deliver 
that. AOR needs a kind of street hipness to overcome the 
limitations imposed by the music when it stands all by itself. 
I'm not sure that the San Farncisco stations have managed 
that very successfully. 

JT.... The big story has to be Perry Stone. Give me the run-
down on your new boy. 

Ken.... His impact has been tremendous. He is a new 
phenomena in the Bay Area without a doubt. I mean, Alex 
Bennett was the closest thing to him but Alex relies on shtick 
for the most part. Perry is very unique and so is his style of 
radio. He is also a very likable guy and doesn't take himself 
too seriously. The show is very fast paced with lots of 
produced bits and great phone interplay. He has had his share 
of controversies and I have been in the middle of it but he has 
certainly shaken things up. Let's face it, radio has been fairly 
boring around here. 

JT.... What about those controversies? How did you guys 
work out that initial storm of negativity? 

Ken.... Those negatives are still there, they are an everyday 
part of my job. I take a lot of calls and have to deal with them 
and the letters that come in complaining about Perry. But 
there have been a ton of positives also. The ratings show that 
he is pleasing a large number of people. It's hard to pinpoint 
exactly what he does that gets people so upset. Things like 
Kittyball where he plays baseball with kittys instead of balls. I 
get calls from the humane society and cat lovers screaming 

at him but, hey, David Letterman put a cat in a blender on his 
show, it's just part of the act. And Perry owns two cats of his 
own. Then he'll do some racial humor like when he spoofed 
the Oakland Olympics with bits like Hubcap Stealing or Pros-
titue Figure Skating as events. This is really hilarious stuff but 
people get upset because it's racial in content. I have to tell 
you though, a lot of the underdogs in Oakland have come out 
to defend Perry in a big way. The way I look at it, he will of-
fend just about everybody in a democratic fashion. Nothing 
is sacred, except the FCC limitations of course. The man will 
tackle just about anything in his own warped way. 

JT.... How has Perry had to adjust to the market? 

Ken.... Perry came out here without his partner so we looked 
for someone different from him to work as a foil. He's the typi-

cal New York macho loud mouth and Trish 
is the blonde sushi beach babe. Great 
comedy teams have always had a good 
yin/yang to their creative tension and 
that's what we have created here. After 
the gay blowout that got Perry fired in Mil-
waukee, we knew that he would have to 
watch that angle a bit. In fact, he now has 
a few regulars who are gays. For instance 
he will put in a call to Gary the Gay Guy 
about some subject and let him talk from 
that point of view. 

JT.... How do you seperate yourself from 
the competition? 

Ken.... My philosophy is that you have to 
play the course and not the man. Give the 
audience great radio and they will 

respond. KOME is a good station with great backing and I 
respect them a lot but I don't go out of my way to track them 
all that much. We just try to do our best and do it with ir-
reverence and a sense of humor. That makes all the difference 
for us. 

JT.... How do you respond to the rap that you simply copycat 
them? 

Ken.... That's a Pollack ploy if ever I heard one. I can give you 
five to ten examples of stuff that they have copied from KSJO. 
If they think that we spend our time and energy trying to 
copycat them, that's an absolute joke. It's a common Pollack 
trick to take something from the competition and do it double 
over to make it seem like your own stuff. Our audience is a 
hell of a lot smarter than that. 

JT.... How do you see KOME hurting themselves in the 
market? 

Ken.... They reacted to Perry in such a way that we have to 
win. It's interesting how Dennis Erectus is back on the air now. 
They would send out their sales team to badmouth Perry and 
then the programming team would promote Dennis on the air. 
Now Dennis is the prototype of the shock jock who goes for 
a cheap shot and they had to let him go at KOME because of 
that. Now that they have gone back to using Dennis, even if 
only on the weekend, all of that badmouthing on the street has 
absolutely no credibility. As for the morning show, it sounds 
to me like they have tried to be the total opposite of Perry. 
They play lots more music and the music is much softer than 
before. They counter just about every element that makes 
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Perry special and by doing so they are executing an about 
face from their own previous position. It's just not working. 
Perry is third in the market they are eighth, period. Another 
thing, Perry really likes his listeners and they react positively 
to that. There is no jock snobbery in his approach. 

JT.... What do your instincts and the trends tell you is next for 
KSJO? 

Ken.... First you've got to take a look at the big picture. A year 
ago they had 5.4 and were dominant in all key male demos 
and we had a 3.0 and were just hanging in there. Now, we have 
a rock solid morning show and they have dropped to a 4.6 
while we have risen to a 4.5 and are now #1 males 18-34. 
That's how I look at it. What could happen a year from now, 
who knows? We pay attention to the audience and let the rest 
take care of itself. I'm aware of the competition but I don't 
overly concern myself with them as much as they obviously 
do with us right now. It's a great position for us to be in. 

JT.... How do you respond to the rap that Westcoast radio just 
isn't up to snuff and that's why there are so few truly dominant 
AOR's on the coast? 

Ken.... It just ain't so Joe. When you talk about market 
dominance itself you may have a point but the transience of 
the people that make up those markets out here makes that 
goal far more difficult. People in Boston have grown up and 
lived with WBCN all that time, of course they are going to do 
better because the audience is more entrenched. There are 
people in Philadelphia who have never left the county they 
were born in. Not so on the Westcoast. KSJO has been here 
20 years but maybe 1/3 of our target audience is brand new 
to the market and the station. That's the nature of the 
Westcoast and the boom-bust cycle of these towns. Also, that 
sunbaked laid back attitude definitely is a factor. The Giants 
have to work twice as hard as a team like the Cubs to get 
people to come out and support their ballclub. Why? Be-
cause of all the things for people to do out here. If a team isn't 
doing well you go to the beach, or the racetrack, or the moun-
tains or out with friends. Radio definitely goes along with them 
but it plays a much more passive role in their lives. It takes 
someone like a Perry Stone to come along and make them 
say, "Holy Shit, that's my radio doing that stuff!" 

No doubt about it, the KSJO-KOME feud would do the Hat-
fields and McCoys proud. With charges of mimicry sling-
ing around and the numbers balancing to a neutral point 
one thing is certain, it is anybody's game from here on 
out. The new found confidence at KSJO stems directly 
from their Perry Stone trump card more than any other 
single element. So next week we will compare the morn-
ing shows at KOME and KSJO head to head with some 
numbers to help flesh out the story. It should be interest-
ing and if the market race hinges on what happens in that 
daypart you better believe it will be crucial to who's smil-
ing and who's not by the end of Summer in San Jose.

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The Primitives " Lov&y" (RCA) As relative 

newcomers to the British pop scene, this band took the 
press by storm and found themselves high in demand upon 
release of their earliest singles. Dense layers of electric 
guitar and a quick pace beat are the blueprint for their varia-
tions on simple melodies, and lead singer Tracey Tracey 
grabs the vocal reins and guides you swiftly through an im-
pressive album debut. Although "Crash" has been avail-
able on import, it's easy to see why the release was delayed 
for summer arrival. The light whispery vocals and dance-
able energy help plant the song deep in your memory, just 
one of many gems on the record. The heavy hitting guitars 
and repetitive choruses are another musical factor, much 
like that combo was for the Ramones, Jesus And Mary 
Chain and the Go-Go's, and there is something to be said 

about a wall of noise with formula pop strategy underneath. 
Trashy or trendy, the band's indirect link to the late 60's Vel-
vet Underground sound is another haunting connection 
that lurks in the mix. Non-stop strumming will keep you 

spinning with cool ones like "Carry Me Home", "Run Baby 
Run" and 'Ocean Blue", and the psychedelic "Shadow" is a 
one-of-a-kind experimental success. The Primitives might 
come off smooth and sweet, but the mingling of music and 
atmosphere on this "Lovely" album sets a small miracle into 
motion and makes you wonder what ever happened to the 
Way Outs.

Seduce, "Too Much Ain't Enough", 
I.R.S  From the Motor City to #5 on Hard Hitters in 
a few weeks tine ain't too shabby a feat. With their second 
release, Mark, David and Chuck have firmly established 
themselves as one of metal's best new bands. With the 
first single "Any Time Or Place" they set the pace for what 
appears to be a very successful future. It brought them 
onto the charts just a couple of weeks ago and with the 
release of the full album they have rocketed up the Hard 
Hitters with a vengeance that surprised a lot of people and 
have given some of the biggies in the metal market 
something to really shake in their boots about. "Too 
Much..." is a really strong release with track after track 
worthy of airtime. Songs like "Empty Arms', "Been So 
Long", the title track and "Accusations" perfectly 
showcase this band's musical dexterity.

Iggy Pop, " Instinct", A&M.... Some 18 years 
down the rocky road of his career, it seems Iggy has come 
home to rock. With a career that delved into hard rock, the 
original punk stylings and four years of not really doing 
anything, it is only right that he returns to the roots where he 
became a legend. With this new release Iggy has brought back 
the biting guitars (supplied by Steve Jones) and the visual and 
stark lyrics that made him an innovator in the hard rock genre 
with the legendary Stooges.

this week's metal news happenings from around the 
world. This week, we will begin the first of our four part in-
terview with the one and only King Diamond. Prepare to 
stop into the world of the King. First, let's get to some 
metal news. 

We begin with news that New Yorkers are certain to jump at. 
most of you should have already heard that Paul Stanley and 
Gene Simmons recently joined Ace Frehley on stage for a 
"never seemed like they were apart" version of the classic 
"Deuce". Apparently that was not the only time apple biters will 
get to see Kiss in their full glory. Kiss has scheduled two shows 
at the Ritz. The band will be showing a new set that will feature 
more older material in preparation for their European festival 
dates. It is rumored that Ace may show up. The Earl feels that 
this is highly unlikely. Remember, Ace will be on the road with 
Iron Maiden. The Earl suggests that you get to the Ritz though 
as this may be the only time you rivetheads will have the op-
portunity to see Kiss on a club stage. 

While we are on the subject of reunions, in a recent issue of 
Concrete's "Foundations" newsletter, Billy Milano was 
quoted as saying that S.O.D. will reunite for Megaforce 
Records' 5th anniversary party. The event is scheduled to take 
place on August 10th at the Ritz in New York. In the interview, 
Milano was asked how he felt about the reunion. "At first I was 
pretty reluctant and upset, because I was given no choice in 
the matter. S.O.D. would reunite regardless of how I felt. After 
thinking about the whole situation there was a lot of bargain-
ing that had to be done for S.O.D. to happen.

Ronnie James Dio is in the news once again. Kerrang recent-
ly reported that Dio had sacked his whole band. THIS IS 
FALSE. According to Niji Management's Larry Morand, the 
band was recently rehearsing in preparation for he recording 
of the new album. Any rumor of Dio breaking up is totally false. 
The band is well and together. Some changes will take place, 
though. First, Dio has proclaimed that the new album will fea-
ture less keyboards and more guitar. This, by no means, 
should lead one to conclude that Claude Schnell is out of the 
band.

The new 
line-up would have included Dio, Tony lommi, Geezer But-
ler and Cozy Powell. Dio, from the start, has refused to rejoin 
Black Sabbath. He is still holding firm to this. Don't expect a 
Ronnie James Dio/Black Sabbath reunion. 

Several months ago, this column broke the news that Rough 
Cutt was going to sign with Atlantic Records. Well, please 
hold off on collecting the money you have made making bets 
with your friends. It now appears that Rough Cutt will sign with 
Pasha/CBS Records. Spenser Proffer has apparently taken 
a keen interest in the band and wants them on his label. The 
deal could be done within weeks. The Earl will be obtaining a 
copy of a recent demo Rough Cutt did with Ronnie James Dio 
producing. Keep your eyes glued to this column for a review. 

And now children, the time has come to enter the realm of the 
King. He has been called controversial, a genius, a master-
mind and just plain sick. One thing he is is a brilliant storyteller.

KING DIAMOND: The main difference is that you are going to 
hear clearly that the new album is heavier. The guitars are more 
up front. WHen it comes to the vocals, you will see that I have 
used the normal voice on this album. I have not used it in quite 
sometime. It blends in very well with the other voices. The high 
pitches, the growls and all the stuff you are used to hearing is 
there. There is a big difference in the lyrics. The lyrics on 
"Abigail" had about 10 highlights but things were really hap-
pening. There were only things going on in about ten different 
places. The rest of it was characters, descriptions of charac-
ters and their mood, and descriptions of surroundings. With 
the new one, there are hundreds of things going on. There is 
more acting. Descriptions of surroundings and mood may suf-
fer but that has all been put into the music. The music is much 

more eerie. There are more pieces in here that you could 
characterize as being horror movie music. In that respect, 
those two albums are a bit different. With the production, it's 
turned out extremely good on the new one. You can't really 
compare them because they differ so much from each other. 
They are good in their own respect. 

FIR: Would you say that the difference between this album and 
the last is greater than the difference between "Abigail" and 
"Fatal Portrait"? 

KD:There was a giant jump between "Abigail" and "Fatal 

Portrait". There is a big jump between "Abigail" and this one 
but it is a different kind of jump. The music became a bit more 
complex in "Abigail". This time, it is different in other ways. The 
moods have been put into the music and it is so much harder. 
We have changed in the fact that we have put the guitars up 
front and made them the first priority. There is a big jump.

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The Amnesty International concert tour to commemorate the 
40th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights 
now seems set to include Bruce Springsteen & The E Street 
Band, Peter Gabriel, Sting, Tracy Chapman and Youssou 
N'Dour. Up to 20 venues on five continents will be included 
in the six-week tour which begins in London September 2. 
Details of the other dates on the tour have not been confirmed, 
though the tour will end in October in Rio de Janiero. Amnes-
ty lost money on two weekend concerts in Milton Keynes, 
England. Only 8,000 and 11,000 people attended the shows, 
and it's estimated that Amnesty may have lost as much as 
$200,000 on the shows. Regardless, the British concerts are 
expected to become an annual event for the organization. 

John Entwistle says the Who will record a new album this fall, 
but the band isn't likely to tour. "We plan to do an album in Oc-
tober, but haven't really discussed what to do after that," he 
says. "Maybe a couple of simulcasts, because Pete really isn't 
into touring. But even if we did a couple of gigs, there's noth-
ing after that." Entwistle is currently looking for a label to 
release a 10-song album he's recorded with his own band, 
which includes his long-time drummer Steve Luongo. He says 
he's looking for "a deal we can live with." 

Exene Cervenka says she, her husband, actor Viggo Morten-
sen, and their young child plan to move from Los Angeles next 
month and will end up in New York. Exene says she hopes the 
change of location will boost her creativity. There aren't any 
plans for X to record anytime soon. The band is currently 
without a record label. However, John Doe plans a solo album. 

Bryan Ferry begins a U.S. tour August 3rd, his first live per-
formance in five years. The 30-city tour will end September 18 
in Los Angeles. Ferry says his video for "Limbo" will be a tribute 
to 1920s jazz musician Josephine Baker. 

Earl Falconer, bass player for UB40, has been sentenced to 
18 months in prison and banned from driving for three years 
after pleading guiltyto causing the death of his brother by reck-
less driving. Falconer had a blood alcohol level almost twice 
the legal limit in November 1987 when he crashed into another 
car in Birmingham, England. Twelve months of Falconer's sen-
tence were suspended by the judge, who said it was his "public 
duty" to order a prison term. Testimony indicated that Falconer 
was traveling between 60 and 80 miles an hour when the ac-
cident took place. Ray Falconer, who was in the back seat of 
the car, was killed instantly. Ray had served as co-producer 
for the band. UB40 were able to find a last-minute replacement 
for Earl in time for their world tour which has just begun. For 
the first leg, at least, Laroy Bushell will stand in for Earl. 

Eric Clapton begins a U.S. tour this September celebrating 
his 25th anniversary as a performer. The 15-city tour begins in 
Dallas September 1 and ends in southern California Septem-
ber 23. 

Tony Kaye, keyboard player for Yes, says the band is work-
ing on a new album for release in November. The band won't 
be touring in the meantime, because many of the members 
are working on solo albums. 

Charlie Daniels has recorded an updated version of his "Un-
easy Rider" hit of 15 years ago. "Uneasy Rider '88" appears on 
the Charlie Daniels Band's new "Homesick Heroes" album. 
The new "Uneasy Rider" takes two people through the rural 
south on a trip to New Orleans via Houston. They stop for a 
drink in what turns out to be a gay bar. The song, written while 
Daniels was touring last year, has 13 verses. Daniels says he 
had to close his eyes and concentrate to remember all the 
words the first time he sang it. "I had thought about doing 
another novelty song after all of these years," Daniels says. "At 
the time we did it ("Uneasy Rider"), I kind of shied away from 
novelty songs over the last years because it kind of typecast 
the band. It was hard for people to realize we were a different 
kind of band than the only hit they had ever heard us play. I 
didn't do any more in that genre for that reason. We had a lot 
of serious music to play. I got thinking about it and the band 

is better established than we were then and I always like a 
funny story." Daniels says his new album is likely to be labelled 
as country. "People are going to say the album is more country 
because I think every cut can be programmed on a country 
radio station. But some of the cuts would also fit well on some 
of the other stations," Daniels explains. "As time has gone on, 
we've been kind of inched out of what people commonly think 
of these days as rock & roll. We're not a heavy metal band and 
never have been." Daniels has been asked to narrate an up-
coming concert video being released by the Lynyrd Skynyrd 
Tribute Band. 

When John Cougar Mellencamp finished his eight-month tour 
last week, it didn't mean that violinist Lisa Germano could take 
a break. Instead, she headed to Britain to join recording ses-
sions for Simple Minds' next studio album. "They asked me to 
play with them at the Freedom Fest," she says. "I was pretty 
bummed out that I couldn't do it, but we had a show that night." 

George Michael is now in Switzerland recovering from 
surgery at a London hospital where a cyst was removed from 
his vocal chords. He canceled the remaining dates on his 
European tour so that he could undergo the surgery. Michael 
is said to be recovering well, but he's been told not to speak 
for two weeks. The operation is not expected to delay the 
beginning of his U.S. tour in Washington, D.C., on August 6. 
"I am at least relieved that at long last the real reason for my 
problems has been discovered," Michael says. "I take great 
heart from my doctor's confidence that after the operation, I 
will be totally fit to resume the tour." Michael had to cancel two 
Irish concerts because of the throat surgery. In the week 
before the operation, Michael appeared with his former 
Wham!-mate, Andrew Ridgeley, for a concert in Liverpool, 
England, where 13,000 fans helped to celebrate Michael's 25th 
birthday. 

Elton John will play Uncle Henry in the Ken Russell film of D.H. 
Lawrence's "The Rainbow." Filming is taking place in London 
this month. 

lggy Pop is going on the road this month to promote his new 
"Instinct" album. Former Hanoi Rocks guitarist Andy McCoy 
and ex-Psychedelic Furs drummer Paul Garisto are part of 
Pop's new backing band, which also includes bass player 
Alvin Gibbs, formerly of the U.K. Subs, and keyboardsman 
Seamus Beaghan. The first part of the tour includes mostly 
club dates. 

Rod Stewart is donating his share of the royalties from his new 
single, "Forever Young," to local projects providing health care 
for the homeless around the U.S. 

The title cut to Steve Miller's next album, "Born To Be Blue," 
was co-written with Mel Torme. The LP also includes covers 
of tunes by Billie Holiday, Ray Charles, Lionel Hampton and 
Johnny Mathis. 

John Cougar Mellencamp is being commemorated at a new 
Indiana Walk Of Legends at the Indianapolis Fairgrounds. Mel-
lencamp will be represented by a two-foot square slab of con-
crete with his name and signature. 

Run Westy Run plan to release a seven-track EP this fall. It 
will include songs recorded during the sessions for the "Hard-
ly Not Even" LP, produced by Grant Hart and Pete Buck. 

Prince has fired his longtime public relations representatives, 
the Howard Bloom Organization, but the parting seems 
amicable. His publicity will now be handled by his record label. 
Billboard magazine reports that the "Lovesexy album may not 
be sold in Malaysia because of concerns that the cover might 
be offensive. Prince's record label has chosen not to take or-
ders for the album in that country, but some copies are avail-
able as imports. 

Billy Joel, Cyndi Lauper, Daryl Hall and John Oates played at 
a concert at New York's Radio City Music Hall to raise money 
for the Police Athletic League. Over $1 million was raised for 
the program for young people. Tipper Gore and her husband 
were in the audience for the concert and dinner at the Plaza 
Hotel. 

Kenny Loggins, Patty Smyth, Earth, Wind & Fire and the 
Pointer Sisters appear on the soundtrack for "Caddyshack 
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Two." Dan Aykroyd and Chevy Chase make appearances in 
the film. 

George Thorogood and Brian Setzer are touring together 
this summer. Setzer says he'd like to do a "superbilly" album 
in Memphis with Carl Perkins and Roy Orbison. 

Buddy Guy has been working on an album featuring contribu-
tions from Nils Lofgren and Aerosmith guitarist Joe Perry. Eric 
Clapton, Carlos Santana and Jeff beck may also appear on 
the LP. 

Little Feat's new album, "Let It Roll," is now scheduled for 
release on August 2. 

Jimmy Buffett says he's sold the movie rights to "Jolly Mon," 
a children's book he's written. 

Steve Forbert says he "took it all back to square one" for his 
new album, "Streets Of This Town." He says some recording 
sessions with Garry Tallen, bass player for Bruce 
Springsteen's E Street Band helped encourage him to put out 
a new record. " It had been such a long time since I was signed 
that we were thinking of putting the record out on an inde-
pendent label if no one else was interested,'' Forbert says. " It 
was another option. When the tape turned out so well, every-
thing was a lot better. It was more of a 'Well, here it is. Who 
will like it enough to go with it exactly the way it is? As it turns 
out, all we did was mix it. Geffen liked it the way it was." 

The Pogues filmed a video for their new British single, "Fies-
ta," in Barcelona. The clip was directed by Adrian Edmonson 
of the Young Ones, who also worked on recent clips by 
Squeeze. The band plan to go into the studio later in the sum-
mer to record a new album produced by Steve Lillywhite. 

Bryan Adams and Jim Valiance have begun writing material 
for Adams' next album, but recording of the LP is not expected 
to begin until late this year. 

Johnny Clegg & Savuka apparently won't be able to tour 
England because of objections from the British Musicians 
Union. Clegg has been expelled from the organization for 
"conduct detrimental to the union" because he's continued to 
play in South Africa since the union asked him last year to ad-
here to a cultural embargo. The union is maintaining its posi-
tion even though Clegg has the support of Nelson Mandela's 
wife, Winnie. The ban also prevents Clegg from appearing on 
television in Britain. Clegg was also unable to participate in the 
Freedom Fest concert at London's Wembley Stadium. "I am 
sad that I could not perform at this event and share the birthday 
of a man who is for many people a living symbol of the alter-
native to apartheid," Clegg says. 

Ranking Roger will be touring the U.S. with Big Audio 
Dynamite, to support his new album, "So Excited." 

The Christians have recorded a version of the Isley Brothers' 
"Harvest For The World." 

Rod Argent has released a solo album called "Red House." 
He's recently been working with Andrew Lloyd-Webber. 

Patricia Morrison of the Sisters of Mercy had mixed reactions 
to going to Bombay, India, to film a video for " Lucretia." "The 
first impression I had of Bombay was really just incredible," 
she says. "Because it's a city of five million people and most 
of them live on the street, and they were all asleep -- just 
thousands of bodies." She says the crowds made it difficult for 
the band to shoot scenes in public. " If I stood out in the street, 
there'd be 10, 15, 20, 100, 500, a thousand people just like that. 
They have nothing, they have nowhere to go and nothing to 
do, so they're just content to stand there and stare at you." 

Hurrah! have finished their second album, which was 
produced by Chris Kinsey and Simon Hanhart. 

British metal band Wolfsbane have been signed to the Def 
Jam label for an eight-LP deal. Rick Rubin will produce the 
band's first two albums. 

Todd Rundgren will produce the first album from Canadian 
band Pursuit Of Happiness, slated for release early next year. 
The band will re-record its two Canadian hits, " I'm An Adult 
Now" and "Killed By Love." The band are traveling to 
Woodstock, New York, for six weeks of recording. 

The Proclaimers have finished recording their second album 
with Pete Wingfield producing. It should be out in September. 

Spear Of Destiny are working on a new album, produced by 
Alan Shacklock. The LP should be out by the end of the year. 
The band have a new drummer, Chris Bostock. 

Nelson Mandela's 70th birthday will be celebrated by some 
of South Africa's top black musicians on July 17, the day 
before Mandela's actual birthday. The "Concert For Peace" will 
feature Ray Phiri, who performed with Paul Simon on the 
"Graceland" album. The nine-hour show could still be halted 
by government officials, who have restricted outdoor political 
meetings and groups sympathetic to the African National Con-
gress. Plans for the concert were announced at a news con-
ference attended by Mandela's wife, Winnie, and daughter, 
Zindzi. The performers are appearing for free. Proceeds from 
the $2.50 tickets will go to charity. It's hoped that 25,000 to 
30,000 people will attend. 

Crosby, Stills & Nash begin a U.S. tour later this month. A 
Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young album, recorded at Young's 
ranch in northern California, will be out in September. David 
Crosby has been putting the finishing touches on a new solo 
album. 

Metal Church have a new line-up with singer Mike Howe, 
formerly of Heretic, joining the band. John Marshall, who 
played guitar with Metallica last year when James Hatfield was 
injured, has also joined the band, which is recording its third 
album. 

Former W.A.S.P. guitarist Randy Piper has formed a new 
band called Animal. "The sound is like early W.A.S.P. with lots 
of energy," Piper says. "This is just a good hard rock band, 
which is what I've always wanted to be in. This is not Randy 
Piper and Animal, it's a band project with everyone contribut-
ing ideas." The band includes vocalist Rich Lewis, who Piper 
says "sounds like a cross between Udo (Dirkschneider) and 
Blackie (Lawless)." 

Vocalist Toby Williams has left Toto, who are rehearsing in 
Los Angeles with singer Tommy Nelson. Nelson, however, is 
not considered a permanent member of the band at this time. 

Ex-Keel guitarist Mark Ferrari has formed a new band with ex-
Waysted guitarist Eric Gamans. The band has been working 
on material in Los Angeles. "Leaving Keel was a very difficult 
decision," Ferrari says. "I put a considerable amount of thought 
into it, and finally decided that leaving was the best thing to 
do. I wasn't asked to leave, but did so of my own accord." 

New Order are in a studio in Manchester, England, working 
on a new album which they hope to release by the end of the 
year.

Deep Purple's new "Nobody's Perfect" album came about be-
cause the band had been recording its concert dates to see 
how the group had been sounding. "We had a 24-track on the 
road so we could make a reasonable recording of the shows 
every now and again -- to check it out and see if it still sounded 
hungry," says Ian Gillan.
