It's everything that made "Final
Countdown" and "Rock The Night" such giant rock radio crowd pleasers--and "Cherokee" and "Carrie" such effective pop to
rock crossovers--with more of what made Europe happen in the first place. Let’s face i, the real star of the show here is Joey
Tempest--and his profile couldn’t be any higher unless this was a picture disc. Ron Nevison must have found that "11" position
on this particular vocal. And when they were a legit metal band (Can you believe that?), John Norum’s presence probably meant
something, but now he would have been just another guy playing in the band--and besides, new addition Kee Marcelo fits the
bill perfectly. Finally, you guys had months to decide on "Countdown", then weeks--and days--to make max use of each
successive smash. With simultaneous AOR/CHR service next week, "countdown" has never been more the operative phrase.

Huey Lewis & The News, "Small World", Tommy Conwell and The Young
Chrysalis.... Neveristhe old "f it ain't broke, don't fixit' ~ Rumblers, "I'm Not Your Man’,
saying more appropriate than in the ranks of the platinum plus Columbia.... As we said on the cover, you've got to

That’s one
more reason why we’re totally knocked out with "Small World".
Huey and the News are exploring all kinds of new avenues,
and the end result is all you ask for--creative hits.

As was the case
with manager Steve Mountain’s other hit band The Hooters,
WMMR played the hell out of Tommy’s best material on local
Antenna records--airplay that generated close to 100K unit
sales. And these days those debut totals are impressive even
on a national level. Now you have the album’s best reaction
track in final form, and | guarantee both versions will knock
you on your butt. Furthermore, the man’s a monster live--with
some of the most exciting stage dynamics you'll see from a
new or old act. Great singing, killer playing--and all kinds of
really first rate songs. Just watch this space for radio reaction
to the huge Philadelphia showcase this week--as all the radio
and concert promotion types from all across America discover
an act this region already knows is a star.

This
song reached the top of the alternative charts on the first go
round, with a tour that convinced the skeptics that they were
really a rock and roll outfit first and foremost. Capital will be
mounting a serious-plus CHR charge on this project--and
given the band’s much better than average active listener
response before, you'd be smartto take a good hard look early
this week.

"Nemesis"
from 1985’s "Oil And Gold" still scores huge requests at
progressive stations across the nation--and who didn’t love
slipping "Gunning For The Buddha" in from last year's "Big
Night Music". "Go Bang" is currently #1 on Dawn Hood'’s
alternative rankings, and with the 40K initial order now
doubled--it's time to take Shriekback seriously.

Upon the release of their third album, Big Audio Dynamite are
established in a class all their own as kings of the
cinematic-dub team. They mix sound bites from movie
soundtracks into an eclectic mix of reggae and dance
rhythms. Astowhetherthey rock or not, lead man Mick Jones’
asks the musical question, "Do | have to twist and shout?

They are to the Eighties what the Stones were to the Sixties
and Aerosmith the Seventies. They barf on Rockline and they
pack in houses from coast to coast while the request lines at
radio melt into a post-nuclear lump. Guns N’ Roses, are
ripping up the chart once again and that inspired double bill
with Aerosmith is piling up even more listener awareness, if
possible, while the station count is growing by leaps and
bounds as well. And where the role model is looking pretty
sedate and gentlemanly these days, the Axl onslaught shows
absolutely no signs of letting up. New play for "Sweet Child
O’ Mine" on KSHE, WEBN and WQFM matches up with

increases at WPYX, KMOD, WZZO, KYYS, WDIZ, WNEW and
KGON for a hefty 11-7* debut into the Top Ten. Big requests
continue to be reported all across the country including
WBCN, KISS, KICT, KPOI, WRDU, WPHD, KTYD, WOUR and
WHJY along with a cast of thousands.

New to the Top Ten is Rod Stewart’s "Dynamite" with some
serious ups in rotation on KKDJ, KYYS, WKDF, WONE and
KPOl while steady emphasis play at KISS, KATT, KWHL,
WZZ0O, WMMR, WFYV and KRQR points toa 15-10* jump this
week. Inthe rush for a second cut from Rod’s best received
album in a decade, the action at AOR got a bit diffused with
other PD fave selections jamming up the pipe. Now that the
momentum has swung solidly behind "Dynamite" the push for
Top Five status is on. Right behind Rod and gaining speed at
a breakneck clip is the Fabulous T-Birds with a 19-11* week
for "Powerful Stuff'. Those Powerful players like WEBN are
already getting Top Five phones and the number of high
rotation bidders on the board increased impressively with
WBCN, KWHL, WONE, KQRS, KPOI and WDVE all joining the
parade. This from-the-hip slice of Austin rock and roll has just
enough R&B swing to grease those upper demos while the
lower end will get all hot and bothered by that downbeat
dominance and growling vocals. Make no mistake, this is a
blue ribbon track for AOR is there ever was one.

Something interesting is going on with the two major debuts
this week and the format leaders have reversed position with
the format at large as a result. Little Feat charted on the HH
at 23* this week while the Winners Chart placement for their
return sits at 14*. Format leaders have shown a marked
preference for this instantly nostalgic piece of music. WRXK,
KGB, KZAP, WEBN, KISW, WWDC, KSHE, KLAQ, WBCN,
WPYX and The Loop all have joined in playing this OTB
sensation with requests piling up already on WEBN, WRDU
and WKLS among others. The tour has been a key element
sodon’t miss your shot at a seat in the front row when it comes
to town. The other big debut this week sees Robert Cray
hitting the Winners Chart at 21* while the HH ranking sits
slightly advanced at 18*. This effectively swaps the impact of
these two songs between the format at large and the premium
players with Little Feat getting the better of it this time out.
That’s not to say that Robert’s "Don’t Be Afraid Of The Dark"
is anything other than a monster because with adds like
KMOD, WFYV, WNEW, KICT, KBCO, WNOR, WHCN, KYYS,
KEZO and many others it becomes obvious that Cray is back
and beautiful. Nothing can stop this man’s blues inspired
genius and the format is better off for it.

The big developing move this week back in the body of the
chart sees glamsters Britny Fox hopping 49-37* on the
Winners Chart. The big move at MTV as "Most Requested"
has begun to trickle down, hitting radio with new play on KGB,
KLAQ, KLPX, KZAP, WHCN and WIOT and increased airplay
KGON, WDIZ, WRK! and KATP. These guys have a strong feel
for core sensitive rock that should shore up any playlist
looking for help on the lower end.

New stuff on the Winners Chart this week includes the Blue
Oyster Cult critically acclaimed return to form "Astronomy".
From the Stephen King intro to the ultra refined production to
a hook from hell that should leave them gasping for air in the
first five rows, this track looks like a solid performer. New play
at KATT, KYYS, KLOS, KEZO, WLLZ, WNEW, KQRS and
KGON gets the song onto the chart at 41*, a full 8 slots ahead
of their HH ranking. Steve Winwood is also up and running
with "Don’t You Know What The Night..." clocking in at 47*
with Heavy play on CHOM, WHCN, WONE, WWDC and WLVQ
pushing this paean to pop consumerism 9 positions ahead its
HH placement.

Paul Kelly also hits the chart this week with "Dumb Things"
breaking at 49* with support play from KPOI, WYNF, KBCO,
WFBQ, KYYS, KZAP, KLBJ and WBCN. This track represents
some of the most formative music yet to come from the fertile
ground of Australia and it is interesting to note that WEBN
already has it in Power. Paul’s songwriting is so far above the
norm that comparisons get fuzzy but anyone can appreciate
that howling harmonica. Yetanother chapter in the Lita Ford
story comes to light with "Back To The Cave" sliding in at 50*
this week. Big phones at WNPQ, WHJY and WDHA backs up
some steady airplay on WHJY, WYNF, KGB, KZAP, KEZO,
WLLZ, KLPX and KLOL. Lita has effectively crafted a
multi-media image that is certainly working in the Eighties and
that new airplay on WDIZ, WFBQ, KGON, WNEW, KPO! and
KLAQ is bound to be followed by more of the same.

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INTERVIEW

In this day and age of pre-programmed and big business AOR, unfortunately too much music is heard and nowhere
near enough is really listened to. The Bible is a band that demands not only that both sides of your brain be open but
your ears and heart as well. Now, don’t get the idea that we’re talking about Magma style spaceoid freakouts here, oh
no. The Bible is, pure and simple, a masterful blend of pop, folk and jazz with a large helping of capital E for emotion.

It is my pleasure to do my first interview for the Hard Report with a band that, | believe, any true music lover will embrace.
From the first listen to their brilliant debut, "Walking The Ghost Back Home", up until the five-hundredth time through
the stunning follow-up "Eureka", | suspected this to be a band that matters. After speaking with Boo Hewerdine I'm

convinced. Hopefully you will be too.

The Bible
Boo Hewerdine- Vocals, Guitar
Tony Shepard- Keyboards, Percussion
Dave Larcombe- Drums
Neill MacColl- Guitar, Mandolin

MM: As a big fan of your first LP "Walking the Ghost Back
Home" | was wondering how your approach to recording dif-
fered, if at all, on "Eureka"?

Boo: Well, we started doing this new record and we went to
the big places and anticipated a long recording time and we
realized in the end that we didn’t need to do that. We did the
first record in four weeks and we did this one inten. So it was
getting dragged out a bit but we kept the same spirit. Plus,
getting Steve in to produce so he could sort of be someone
at the helm really helped. We did the first LP ourselves, but
this time we wanted someone to take control of that so we
could concentrate on giving our best performance.

MM: How did a British band persuade American Steve Earl to
take on his first production job?

Boo: We heard that he liked "Walking The Ghost Back Home",
somehow he had gotten a copy which was really amazing to
us. He wanted to come see us while he was over in England,
originally he was going to do just one track which made some
people a little nervous but not us. As it turned out, he wound
up doing the whole album because we worked so easily and
fast together.

MM: He has a reputation as a bit of a wild man, how did that
differ from people you had been used to working with?

Boo: Yeah, well we are pretty quiet. | mean we like a cup of
tea and all that sort of thing. But underneath it all Steve’s the
same as us. You know, he’s about songs. We didn’t have any
real wild nights together, we didn’t see that side of him
allthough we were with him for quite a time.

MM: It really surprises me that Steve Earl would have hunted
down a copy of your import LP when there wasn't much
American press on the band.

Boo: The thing about Steve is he’s a real music fan. He was
always out hunting new records when he was over there with
us. He would sort of go off for a couple of hours and come
back with a huge pile of records. He just loved anything new
he could get his hands on.

MM: What do you think makes the Bible unique?

Boo: The thing about this band is, right from the beginning
when | started it with just Tony who was involved with jazz,
everyone we wrote with and everyone in the band, we all try
to bring in some completely new type of music into it, like
working with Steve. Neill is a folk player, | was into the punky
band scene, Tony’s a jazz player. It’s kind of a collective type
thing.

MM: I've read about the band members diverse musical back-
rounds could you expand on their experience for our readers?

Boo: OK. Well, Tony who plays keyboards for us now only
learned since playing with me. He used to be, and still is, a
jazz drummer and he's played on some really avant garde
records.

MM: Didn’t he play with Keith Tippet?

Boo: Yeah that’s right. And then Neill, his parents are Ewan
McColl and Peggy Seeger, he used to do tours here with them
when he was a teenager. He’s been playing since he was four
I'think. So folk music is well ingrained in him. Dave and | went

to school together and used to be in sort of raucous punk
bands.

MM: With your musical taste and experience covering such a
wide range | can't imagine what you would listen to when not
working, what is on your turntable at home these days?

Boo: I've only got a cassette player and the tape I left in is by
an American group called Color Blind James Experience,
have you ever heard of them?

MM: No Boo, you've got me there.

Boo: They're a group from near here (Boston). It's a really
funny record, a bit jazzy and a bit strange. They've got songs
like "I'm Considering A Move To Memphis" it's about ten
minutes long and all about him walking around Memphis and
having a sandwich then losing the sandwich. | also like REM
alot and | buy a lot of old blues and soul things. | used to
work in a record warehouse so | have a really big collection.
I guess I'm always trying to hear new sounds, whether they
happen to be old or not. 1listen to everything, anything where
| feel someone meant it when they did it. | really want to visit
a blues club when we get to Chicago.

MM: | see The Bible as a group of very accomplished
musicians, with that in mind, if someone said "OK, Boo, | real-
ly like the band but if you compromise and do X you'll have a
hit single. Essentially what I'd like to know is would you rather
stay true to your musical integrity or have hits?

Boo: | can answer that quite honestly because | was ina band
that was signed to a major label. | was 20 then and we got
sucked into all that back then.

MM: What was the name of the band?

Boo: It was called "The Great Divide". We never did very well
but by a real fluke that was on Ensign Records and they
dropped us. It's under really flukey circumstances that we're
on Ensign/Chrysalis in America now. Neill was in a band called
The Roaring Boys who were the most hyped band ever. So
we've been through the whole thing of doing that and both of
uswere so miserable that | can honestly answer that we’re just
going to stay true the music because that’s more important to
us than anything else.

MM: Do you think there is a chance that your first LP will ever
be released in this country?

Boo: I'm trying to talk them into it. I've since gone in and
remixed "Graceland" and "Mahalia" and put more tracks on it.
It has been released in Australia like that. Kind of a new and
improved version of "Walking The Ghost Back Home".

MM: You mentioned earlier that Neill had been to America
before, is this your first trip here?

Boo: It's my first trip here to do music. | came here when |
was 16. | had an uncle who payed for me to come over and
stay with him for a summer in Oregon. We spent the whole
summer going up and down the West Coast together, it was
a great summer.

MM: It sounds like it. How do you like it this time around?

Boo: | have to be honest, we were a bit nervous but we're real-
ly enjoying it and looking forward to a tour here.

MM: Well, Boo thanks for taking the time and | wish you all the
best. | can honestly say | am a major fan of The Bible.

Since 1983 this group set the wheels in motion to form what
Ireland’s music industry voted the #2 national pop act be-
hind U2 last year. With an air of traditional folk influence In
Tua Nua molds a modern Euro-pop edge into an exciting
collection of songs that venture into new sound territory
with a familiar approach. As the first American debut
album, "The Long Acre" poses the musical question: Can
you afford to overlook this one? The answer is no. The
band weaves layers of dramatic guitar work with violin and
precision production credits go to Don Dixon as he tactful-
ly blends Leslie Dowdall’s voice into each composition with
the expertise we've come to expect.

The
melodies of the guitar tandem of Ronnie Valeo and Michael
Schantek (this year's nominee for the Alex Masi look-alike
contest) compliment the lyrics to the utmost. Listen especially
to "Visionary", "Forgotten One" "Heir To The Throne" and the
title track for some of this year’s best power metal.

A couple of months down the road and things are finally
beginning to happen for this band. | for one am really happy
to see it. You people out there in metal land are finally
beginning to catch on, which is what helped launch these
former Texans up 23-18* on the Hard Hitters chart this week.
From day one this band has shown its impressive songwriting
capabilities, talented musicianship and a flair for delivering
unique and creative musical ideas with energy and power.
Influences like Queensryche and Iron Maiden are especially
evident in the bands complex song structure and intense,
meaningful lyrics. There is also, however, a touch of the blues
running through some of the songs on this Lp. The
combination of those two very different musical types creates
high-power music that delivers on many levels. Songs like
"Stormtrooper”, "Kamikaze" and "The Phoenix" are prime
examples of this band’s youth and vitality. In fact every song
on this album can be considered a must play for hard
rock/metal block programs. If you haven’t given Drive some
airtime as of yet, wait no more because "Characters In Time"
will no doubt be a success with you and your listeners.

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METAL MUSIC NEWS

Greetings to one and all. This is Sal"Earl Of Earache” Trep-
piedi reporting from Control Center deep in the heart of
Queens, New York. This wee, we will have part two of our
conversation with King Diamond as well as a report
regarding the on goings at the recent New Music Seminar.
Let’s get to some news first.

Blood Feast has made some personnel changes. The New
Jersey based band recently announced the departure of
guitarist Adam Tranquilli. No replacement has been found.
Infact, the band has no immediate plans of replacing Tranquil-
li. According to New Renaissance, Blood Feast has cited per-
sonal reasons for the departure of Tranquilli. The band is
currently recording their second full length Lp which is entitled
'The Last Remains'. The record is set for a fall release.

New Jersey's Attacker are set to sign a European deal with
Axis Records in Europe. According to bassist Lou Ciarlo, the
band needed to get more exposure in Europe. Their latest Lp,
entitled "The Second Coming", is currently available on Mer-
cenary Records.

It seems that Iron Maiden had some pretty impressive people
show up at their New York/New Jersey show. During their set,
Maiden was joined by Lars Ulrich of Metallica for "Run To The
Hills" during which he forgot the song, the boys from Anthrax
for a cover of "Heaven Can Wait" and Jimmy Schulman and
Alan Tecchio of Hades. It's safe to say that the crowd got
their money’s worth.

Here’s some news from the New Music Seminar:

Had a chance to talk to Steve "Doc" Wacholz of Savatage
who talked about their forthcoming album. According to Doc,
the album is going to be more intricate and musical. Once
again, Paul O’Neill will produce the album with the band. It
will be recorded at Bearsville Studios in New York beginning
in September. The album wil be released by early 1989. Some
of the tracks to be included are "Thorzian Shuffle", "Before |
Hang", and "One Of The Dead".

Jon Sutherland, William Howell, Cheryl Valentine and
Brian Slagel were talking up a storm about Liege Lord. Their
new album "Master Control" is scheduled to be released on
August 1st. According to the M.B.M. (Metal Blade Mob), this
is going to rival the success of fellow Conneticut metalheads
Fates Warning. Expect some incredible stuff from Liege Lord.

After several attempts, Profile recording artists Destruction
have finally made it to America. Vocalist Schmier put in an ap-
pearance at one of the panels at the Seminar. Following the
panel, the Earl had the opportunity to talk to Schmier about
finally getting to America.

HR: What does it feel like to finally be in America?

SCHMIER: It's like adream come true for us. We've been wait-
ing three years to get over. In Europe, we are always hearing
stories about how great it is here. Everybody in Germany likes
to go to the states because it is really different. It's bigger and
more huge. You can do more things here than in Europe. It's
more of a party here than in Europe. We were looking forward
to it. We had problems with Tommy and the record company
and then the promoter could not bring us over because we did
not have the proper papers. Now we are here and looking for-
ward to doing a big tour.

HR: What's going on with your record company situation?

SCHMIER: With the folding of Rock Hotel, everything basical-
ly came to a stand still. We sold about 30,000 copies in the first
three weeks. Now everything is turning bad. We sold many
records in Germany and in Europe. We sold twice as many
there. We should be able to do the same thing here. We’'ll have
to wait for the next record to come out to break here.

Personally, the Earl has waited for Destruction to come over
for quite some time. Next week, | hope to have a review of
Overkill/Destruction at L’Amour.

Let’s get to our feature interview. This week we have part two
of our feature interview with King Diamond. King is scheduled
to go out with Flotsam & Jetsam. Keep your eye on that one.

King Diamond: Part Il

HR: What can we expect on the King Diamond tour?

KD: Their is going to be a brand new stage show which is being
made at the moment in Sweden. There is going to be a house
on stage that you can actually walk in and our of. You can im-
agine the house on the front cover and then picture what we
are going to have on stage. Then we willincorporate an actress
to play the part of Grandma on stage. The wheelchair that is
on the cover and in the booklet is going to go with us as well
as Grandma. There is also going to be a lot of stuff going on
while all this is happening. We are going to be in London shoot-
ing the video. Our people have already spoken to some
magicians over there. They have given them the lyrics and the
music in order to try and come up with some kind of illusion
that we can use during the stage show. I'm going to do the en-
tire album on stage. In order to not make our other material
suffer, we had to prolong the set. We still want to do stuff from
"Abigail", "Fatal Portrait* and some old Mercyful Fate stuff as
well.

HR: How will you divide all that?

KING: We'll start off with side one. Then we will tell the
audience what is going to happen. We'll then do songs form
earlier days. Then we will tell them that we are going to go back
and do stuff from the new album. We'll do some more nasty
things to Grandma. We'll take the story to the end, and a
surprise at the end will finish off the show.

HR: | suppose you will now keep us in suspense.

KING: You will have to wait until we come to your town to find
out.

That concludes part two of our interview with King Diamond.
Next week, we will find out if Grandma caused King to make
some personnel changes in the band.

Sal Treppiedi
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Night Ranger recorded their new album, "Man In Motion,"

without Alan "Fitz" Gerald, who has left the band. "It was a
mutual agreement that worked best for all of us," says vocalist
and bass player Jack Blades. "He wanted to go off and do his
own thing and it gave us the opportunity to open up and hard-
en a wall-to-wall guitar sound." The new Night Ranger LP was
produced by Keith Olsen, who has worked with Whitesnake,
Foreigner, Pat Benatar and Fleetwood Mac. "There was a lot
of excitement during the recording process," Blades says. 'l
feel that translated into a high-energy record. With this release,
we had strong creative direction and we clicked with Olsen.
It was the most fun we've ever had making a record."

Former Average White Band members Hamish Stuart and
Steve Ferrone have formed a new band called Easy Pieces.
The group also includes session bass player Anthony Jack-
sonand Australian singer Renee Geyer. Easy Pieces will have
an album out (on A&M Records) this fall. Some remaining
members of AWB have reformed and are currently recording
an album for release later this year (on Track Records).

Emilio Estefan of the Miami Sound Machine has produced
two cuts for Clarence Clemons’ upcoming album. He's aiso
working with Julio Iglesias and Pia Zadora. Estefan says he’s
also been asked to produce the music for a three-part movie
on him and Gloria, lead singer of the group. "l really don’t want
todo it," he says. "It sounds a little too much. Gloria doesn't
wanttodoit either.”

Pee-Wee Herman says his next film will be with Eddie Mur-
phy. He says he’s not supposed to say much about it, but says
it's "a story about two guys who become friends and lose the
rest of their friends."

Slave Raider’s "Make Some Noise" is among the songs on
the soundtrack to the new film, "License To Drive," which stars
Corey Haim and Corey Feldman. Songs from Tiffany, Billy
Ocean and the Breakfast Club are also included.

The Ramones are planning a promotional video for "l Wanna
Be Sedated," in conjunction with their new double "best of"
album. The video wil be shot in one take, and will feature the
Ramones singing the song at normal speed while action takes
place them at two to four times normal speed.

Gary Wright's new album, "Who | Am," features George Har-
rison and Steve Farris of Mr. Mister on Guitar. Drummers on
the album include Yes member Alan White, Terry Bozzio of
Missing Persons and Jim Keltner.

Ringo Starr will be appearing on a children’s television series
which will begin to air on PBS in January. It's called "Shining
Time Station," and Ringo’s co-stars are an eight-year-old and
a nine-year-old. The series, based on the books published in
the 1940s by Reverend W. Awdry, is an Americanized version
of a British television show. Starr will narrate the program and
appear as a miniature character named "Mr. Conductor."

Andrew Tosh, the 21-year-old son of Peter Tosh, is looking
for a record deal in the U.S. He’s released a seven- and 12-

inch single onanindependent label. He's been touring the U.S.
with his band, Word Sound & Power.

Glass Tiger vocalist Alan Frew has undergone arthroscopic
surgery on his knee, to remedy an injury that occurred during
a benefit soccer game against Iron Maiden in Toronto.

James Brown has beenindicted by a grand jury onfourfelony
charges stemming from an incident in May inwhich he alleged-
ly led law enforcement officers on a high speed chase. Brown
was indicted on charges of possession of PCP, possession of
an illegal firearm, resisting arrest and failure to stop for a blue
light and siren. Brown is scheduled to stand trial when he
returns from a month-long European tour. He has denied
using drugs and said the seven grams of PCP belonged to his
wife, Adrienne, who is facing drug charges in Georgia and
New Hampshire.

Doug Boyle says he didn’'t expect to become the guitarist in
Robert Plant’s band. In fact, he says he’s not a big fan of Led
Zeppelin, and only owns the band’s "Houses Of The Holy" LP,
which he bought when he was around 11. "l didn’t really know
anyone into Zeppelin," he says. "l was too young, really. I've
done a lot of catching up." Boyle had to learn "Misty Mountain
Hop," \"Trampled Underfoot," and other Zeppelin tracks for
Plant’s solo tour. Boyle was recommended to Plant by drum-
mer Chris Blackwell, and he says Plant phoned him about a
year ago asking him to come to sessions and rehearsals.

Members of Chicago are touring the U.S. in two tour buses.
One is for smokers, and the other is for non-smokers. "When
we talk about clearing the air, we really mean it," says Robert
Lamb, a non-smoking member of the band.

Canadian rocker Lee Aaron and her guitarist John Albani
have been working on new material, collaborating with
Jonathan Cain of Loverboy, Ritchie Sambora and Jon Bon
Jovi, and Taylor Rhodes, who wrote several tunes for the
Loverboy album "Wildside." Aaron is about to sign a U.S.
record deal, and should have a new album out in October.
Aaron appears on the Scorpions’ track "The Rhythm Of Love."

Those who thought the Mekons had gone too far in the
country direction may be reassured by drummer Steve Gould-
ing, formerly of the Gang Of Four. The new Mekons album,
"So Good It Hurts," is "more poppy sounding," Goulding says.
"I don’t know why, but it sounds more sophisticated, which is
weird because we didn’'t actually spend any more money or
time on it than we usually do, a week to 10 days. It's a con-
solidation of what we've done before. | hope the next album
will be much more radical, go off the deep end a bit more."
Goulding admits the band is really only popular along the east
coast of the U.S. "We're never going to be big in the midwest,"
he says. "When you see the difference between what we do
and something like John Cougar, it’s like an unimaginable guif.
| guess the most we’re hoping for is to sell as many records
as the Replacements. It's not beyond the bounds of pos-
sibilities."

The new EP by Mass, "Take You Home," precedes an album,
tentatively titled "Reach For The Sky," that should be out in
October. The EP was recorded in New Jersey about seven
months ago, says singer Louie St. August. "They’re songs we
knew we weren't going to put on the album, but they were
such good songs that we wanted to put them out on some-
thing. So we talked to Enigma to get an EP out and they
agreed." The upcoming album was recorded in California and
produced by Stryper’s lead singer, Michael Sweet. "We did a
couple of shows with Stryper and we just became friendly,"
St. August says. "After the first show we gave him a copy of
our 'New Birth’ album that we did in '85 for RCA. After listen-
ing to it for a while, he became a Mass fan. He said he really
liked the songs and he’d like to produce us someday." The
band will be playing dates in the northeastern U.S. this sum-
mer, and plans a more extensive tour, possibly with Stryper,
when the album is released.

Dwight Yoakam’s next album will be out later this summer.
It's called "Buenos Noches From A Lonely Room."

Bonnie Raitt, who had been without a major label deal for the
past year, has been signed to Capitol Records.

U2's album and movie will both be called "Rattle & Hum." The
first single from the double-album, "Desire," will be released
September 19. The LP will be out on October 10. Both precede
the film, which will be out the first week of November in the
U.S., and the last week of October in England and elsewhere.
One disc of the LP will be of live material, the other will include
810 10 studio tracks, some of which will be featured in the film.
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All total, there will be about 20 songs on the "Rattle & Hum"
album.

The Cruzados appear in the upcoming film "Road House,"
performing "Don’t Throw Stones" and other tunes. Patrick
Swayze stars in the movie.

The Sugarcubes have recorded a new version of "Birthday"
with the Jesus & Mary Chain.

The Aduit Net, the band formed by Brix Smith of the Fall, are
recording an album with Ex-Smiths guitarists Craig Gannon
and Johnny Marr and Ex-Blondie drummer Clem Burke.

David Bowie will co-produce and appear in the film "The
Delinquents." The film should be out next year. Bowie is ex-
pected to contribute to the movie soundtrack.

In the keynote address to the 9th New Music Seminar, U2
manager Paul McGuinness was sharply critical of artists who
endorse products, saying it is "offensive’ for artists to use rock
& roll's "image of freedom" to sell cigarettes or alcohol.

It's hard enough for musicians because AOR and CHR are
"practically atrophied,” McGuinness said, and MTV is of little
help because "new music is being made by people who can't
afford to make expensive videos."

"Rock & roll is now the first international language, especially
of young people or people who think young," McGuinness
commented. "lts practitioners are mostly people who meet
their responsibilities head on and are not afraid to draw the
audience’s attention to current issues which should be ad-
dressed by politicians and the media."

McGuinness says “rock & roll people understand the impor-
tance of independence. Rock & roll as an image of freedom is
something we should all prize very highly, which is why the
current debate about sponsorship is so important.”

“| think it is embarrassing to see a major star endorsing a
product like Pepsi," McGuinness continued. "It offends my
aesthetic sense but, more than that, it seems to contradict all
the values that | have associated with rock music."

"What is the point of going to all the trouble of being Michael
Jackson and achieving so much musically, creatively and cul-
turally, if you are then prepared to place all that credibility at
the disposal of a soft drinks manufacturer for afee?," he asked.
"The artists who've entered into those sorts of deals have cer-
tainly diminished in my eyes. You can trust an old warhorse
like Neil Young to hit the nail on the head. | laughed my head
off when | heard 'This Notes For You'."

“"Deep in my heart | am ashamed that there are artists who can
make great rock & roll and then sell it to Philip Morris or
Michelob or Nike. | think the music is much more precious
than that."

After his address, McGuinness elaborated by saying that en-
dorsements are "very distasteful" because of the enormous
amount of money involved. "It's ugly and unattractive to see
their greed so obviously displayed."

The 1988 New Music Seminar saw no consensus as to the
direction of "new music" this year. Aside from the usual atten-
tion to rock independents, the focus seemed to be on rap
music, rock music from Europe and the world beat sound.

A Sunday panel on rap music was heavily attended, notes
seminar director Tom Silverman. 'Rap is an area of new
music that has pretty much identical features to heavy metal
and the rap groups today are doing some of the most excit-
ing new stuff," he says. "This summer there happens to be
about five or six incredibly good rap albums out."

"It's bizarre music, it's even more bizarre than heavy metal,"
he adds. "It's really new music. It's not the same as rap was
when it started nine years ago. The rate of evolution is increas-
ing because the acceptance is increasing. It used to be a New
York phenomena."

Seymour Stein, Sire Records president, and winner of the Joel
Webber Prize for Excellence given out at the seminar, says it
is counter-productive to limit “new music" by classifying it. "A
new band can come out of anywhere," Stein said. "The
horizons are endless. You just have to keep your eyes and
ears open," Stein says.

The increased sophistication of equipment hasn’t meant a
commensurate increase in creativity, says Howard Masey, of
the Center for Electronic Music. "Certainly in America, there is
an undue reliance on technology. | think people have to get
to the stage where they're using technology creatively," he
says.

The increased sophistication has its drawbacks, Stein notes.
"If you strive for perfection, you lose the emotion. Some of the
best records were made in mono."

A global viewpoint may be helping world beat music, suggests
Mark Josephson, executive director of the seminar. "The in-
creased political significance of recent activities by rock ar-
tists is bringing to the floor the holistic situation. "Americans
are living in the same world as people in the Third World," he
says. 'That's increased everyone’s sensitivity...which makes
us more accepting of their music.

"The danceability of afro-disco...is part of the reason this is
happening," Josephson adds. "The technical ability of the
players and the quality of the records is increased, so that
records from the second & third world are more listenable to
people from the first."

As previously reported in "The Hard Report", U2 will have a
new album released this fall. Speculation in London indicates
that it will probably be released in October, but plans for a
double album may have been abandoned. It will probably still
come out to coincide with their concert movie "Rattle And
Hum", but according to sources close to the band, alive album
release would mean delaying the release of some brand new
recorded material the band are working on. Accordingto'The
New Musical Express", a single "Desire" will be out in late Sep-
tember.

EMI Records in London have strongly denied last week’s
"New Musical Express" story alleging a split between Morris-
sey and his songwriting partner, Stephen Street, although the
artists themselves have yet to comment on the story. EMl also
denied that Morrissey is teaming up with Communard Richard
Coles.

A fan attending Michael Jackson's 15th July concert at
London’s Wembiley Stadium fell 30 feet from some lighting ap-
paratus after clambering up there some time earlier. Staff at
the stadium admitted that they should make security tighter
after the incident. The youth was taken to the hospital,, but
despite his injuries, dismissed him self, refusing any treatment.
He had been dancing on the canopy for about half an hour,
with security staff trying to coax him down, when thousands
watched in horror as he plummeted to the lighting platform
below.

The Godfathers and their record company Epic are engaged
in a bitter dispute over the jacket to their latest single "Cause |
Said So". The originally issued jacket features a Warhol style
cartoon/photo of Margaret Thatcher with a Hitler moustache -
underneath is inscribed the song title "Cause | Said So!" Epic
objected to the sleeve and consequently delayed the release
of the record in Britain for two weeks. It will now be available
in a plain bag with the title in gothic lettering. The Godfathers
Peter Coyne has accused Epic of "feeblemindedness". He
said "l didn’t think it was in the least bit offensive, (satirical TV
programme) "Spitting Image" and (satirical magazine) "Private
Eye" get away with much worse things about Thatcher; it's
supposed to be humourous." he added 'lit’s ironic that the
single is called "Cause | Said So" and about doing what you
want by not listening to dictators. Epic have proved you can’t
