Newtothe Top Ten but looking like they were born for the part,
Rhythm Corps gets their hook laden "Common Ground" to a
13-10* position with an assist from WZZQ, CFOX, WOUR,
WGLF and WHCN. This song is a source of real pride among
the programmers who could hear it and wouldn’t let it go in the
early weeks of the project.

Cheap Trick has got a hunka hunka burnin’ love going with
the audience on "Don’t Be Cruel” and the proof is in those
stronger than dirt calls like KRQR, KGON, WRKI, The Loop and
CHEZ getting behind that 21-13* leap up the Winners Chart.
Don't kid yourself, this one has all the gyrational stuff to be shot
only from the waist up. Hey Bud, oops | mean hey Mick, let's
toss off a couple of brews and settle in for some big slipstream
moves by Mr. Winwood this week. That huge 36-19* hammer
job is even more impressive when compared to the Hard
Hundred ranking of 28*. Format leaders have been quick to
note that his tour is big news in the Lower 48 and the audience
is always ready for more. This week WFBQ, WDIZ, WMMR,
KLPX, KLOS and KEZO all chip in with new play for this track.
Put a Def Lep album on the market and stand back! A full year
ago this song hit the fan and even now the audience response
is from frenzy time with requests boiling at WFYV, WEBN,
WRXK, KQRS, CHOM and WIOT among others. That 33-21*
week is breathtaking but why is that a surprise? You have to
hand it to these guys, they sure know how to give the format
an album with shelf life.

Big first week showings this week include Glenn Frey’s latest
at 31*. Born a poor young black child and destined for
greatness as a guacamole toting LA cowboy, Glenn has come
backto the R&B roots that helped influence his early days. The
rollcall of stations includes The Loop, WLVQ, WFBQ, WNEW,
WYNF, WPYX, KGGO, KISW and WNOR where that female
pulse rate gets pretty excitable when this one hits the mix. The
other big foot in the door comes from Bad Company and
these boys are definitely ready for some action this time out.
That 32~ showing is a strong 15 positions ahead of the HH
ranking which indicates that the premium players in the format
are solidly behind this guitar rich return to form. KZAP, KATT,
KLOL, KMOD, WNEW, WEBN and KICT have all given this one
priority treatment and you can count on the rest of the format
to catch up very soon.

The backup track to Little Feat's lead off piece is looking
pretty healthy all by itself with substantial help from KSHE,
WRXK, WMMR, KEZO, KBCO and WHCN among others. That
36* showing is looking at solid growth as a programmers fave
already. It doesn’t take a sliderule to figure these guys for
some platinum action in near record time. Henry Lee
Summer has his hands on the tube of power and is testifying
in a major way with WLVQ, WEZX, WGLF, KMOD, WLLZ and
KLPX all singing hosannas in harmony. Henry Lee gets on the
chart with a 46* blip and you can count on this middle America
star of the future to prove that three times is definitely the
charm.

Hothouse Flowers are among the most talented new bands
from the "other side" and their European intensity combines
with an Anglo-Saxon rock tradition that is instantly compatible
with the AOR audience. "Don’t Go" is getting waved in at
KLAQ, WONE, KICT, KBCO, WKLS and KATT and their 47*
introduction should get some more major league backup next
week. Already picked as one of the big debuts this year,
Hothouse Flowers is going to be a solid bet for PD’s with ears.
The Canadian invasion gets a helpful nudge this week with the
addition of this new Frozen Ghost track. "Round And Round"
hits the playlists of America with a 49* debut and airplay adds
on WLAV, KEZO, KMJX, KYYS, KZAP, WHCN and WIQT this
week. These guys have been waiting in the grass for a big jump
at success and this is just the track to get things going all over
again. Elton John may be auctioning some of his ostrich
plumes and sequin jockstraps but there’s no reason to conduct
a fire sale with tunes like this in his repertoire. KATT, KTXQ,
WIYY, KSHE, KRQR and WNEW are all in the boat with this one
and a 50* debut should be followed up by more good news
next week. Make no mistake, "Goodbye Marlon Brando" is
staring to pile up the kind of action that makes for great box
office.

To hear that the wizard of Shriekback was a founding member of XTC is a bit unsettling and yet satisfying at the same time. It
may be one of the many contributing factors as to why he ventured out and explored newer sounds that ‘ev‘entuall‘y helped
form one of the most awesome progressive bands of the 80's. Each album has been a breakthrqugh, building their strong
reputation for a varied collection of seductive, funky pop songs and sound effects that lurk and whisper in quiet atmosphere.

"Go Bang!" is Shriekback'’s latest release already perched on the #1 Alternative Airplay spot as it rings out with more commercial
appeal than ever before. So the story goes and to tie it all together on this page is the music maker himself, Barry Andrews.

Dawn Hood: There has been a strong musical change in
Shriekback over the years that would lead us to believe it has
something to do with the changing lineup ever since the "Care"
album. How to you see these events affecting the sound of
the band even though you are still it's creating force?

Barry Andrews: The way things have tended to work is drawn
from the idea that development is a consequence of becom-
ing interested in things and following them through. The extra
people have always tended to work in a given area to the ex-
tentthat we plan the part and find someone to play it. We have
always worked with musicians in that stereotypical way, so the
development of the band has been separate from those people
who were session players.

Dawn: What was it like to work with Richard James Burgess
as the producer.

Barry: [long pause] It was a good experience and | learned a
lot without it being particularly enjoyable. In fact | found "Go
Bang!" to be the least enjoyable album to make. It was the
least pressured situation but there were a lot of other factors.
We wrote exclusively on the drum computer and nowadays
sophisticated technology allows one to put everything (guitar,
vocals etc..) on beforehand. So the preproduction had been
so thorough that by the time we got to Compass Point which
is a very isolated studio, there wasn't really a great deal for me
todo and even less for Martin to do. We selected Richard be-
cause he seemed like he was the kind of producer to take the
thing by the throat, who wouldn't be a glorified engineer who
gets paid a lot of money. So he did fulfill his obligations and
take complete responsibility for the whole thing. | found it a
bit frustrating, because there is only so much swimming in the
sea you can do.

Dawn: How did you get the idea to do "Get Down Tonight"?

Barry: It was suggested by our A&R person, Joel Webber,
and | liked the idea because it was one of those tracks that was
playing in my infinitely upsetting adolescence. | never got as
far as buying but it was the soundtrack to the youth club disco,
and it represented danger and sex and grown up kids doing
stuff that | was desperately trying to get involved in and
couldn’t work out how to. So in many ways that early 70’s ap-
proach to funk sort of fuels the Shriekback thing and 1 thought
it would be good to make a direct statement about that. Sort
of a tribute that was part of a medley we began doing during
our Australian tour which included "Brick House" by the Com-
modores and "Le Freak" by Chic. Qur versions were a com-
plete act of vandalism, like pouring paint all over a sleek
limousine and scratching the sides.

Dawn: There are a lot of contrasting sounds on "Go Bang!",
from quiet, sedate music carried over from "Big Night Music",
like "Dust And A SHadow" to energetic pop songs.

Barry: We were looking for music to conclude the record and
"Dust In The Shadow" was one of those last minute songs that
came up when you thought you had completed everything and
then it bubbled up. It seems to have a general upbeat party
atmosphere too, reminding me of.... the great party that is
human existence!!! The song came to me from a book of latin
catch phrases by Horace that says we are but dust and a
shadow.

Dawn: Let's talk about what strikes you the most about "Go
Bang!"? What was your reaction the first time you heard the
final mixes for the new album?

Barry: What pleases me the most is that we set out to do
something and we accomplished our goal. | get a thrill and a
sense of mastery from this album. With "Care" | was flying by
the seat of my pants but it still turned out great. But this one
was like setting a goal and achieving it. By involving Richard

in everything it was the complete act of will and intention. |
feel good about it and like I've learned something and the last
15 years has not been wasted!

Dawn: The title track is unlike anything you have ever
recorded. How did you pack all the energy into "Go Bang!"?

Barry: It was wanting to get one of those Bob Dylan type
songswithlotsofwordsjustpouringoutahhhh!!  And the song
was kind of descended from "Nemesis" and "Gunning For The
Buddha“. The Shriekback impulse to write fast, loaded pop
songs about incredibly weighty philosophical concepts. |
wanted to put everything into a 2 minute pop song with rock-
abilly rhythm. How naff can you be, and talk about the whole
human condition in 2 1/2 minutes?

Dawn: What about "Shark Walk"?

Barry: "Shark Walk" is the closest | get to social comment. |
loved the groove and | was so happy with the bass line be-
cause it was the first time | played it myself. So [ wanted to do
a song that had that sound of a smooth, predatory animal.
Then | saw something in a fashion magazine in Australia that
said "if you stop you die", and 1 just thought about the British
cult of yuppie dome and thrusting materialism and the fact that
a shark can't stop swimming because it drowns. The sense of
thrusting wildly toward something because you have to was a
large part of the song. 1 like the idea of characters in music,
to dream and feel songs more and more.

Dawn: Looking back on your involvement with XTC and then
Shriekback, what are some of the strongest impressions that
stayed with you?

Barry: A few polaroids from the past... There was a brilliant
vibe in doing "Care". | love that album and it was done very
quickly (19 days in a demo studio) and everybody who was
goingtoleave the band has left by then so it was just me, Dave
and Carl asking what sort of music are we going to make? I've
always found it exciting when you've had the creative sources
blocked for a long time and suddenly are opened up. I's al-
ways felt from XTC on down that | couldn't get it quite right and
I was making music | didn't fully believe in like a post punk pop
song or something. When I finally came to Shriekback | had
all these thoughts floating around like my experiences with
Fripp and a prolonged exposure to reggae and things relating
to the Penguin Cafe Orchestra spinning around in my head.
When "Care" happening my conscience said yeah, you like all
that stuff so go out and do it and forget what anyone else is
gonna think of it. Carl and Dave kept the whole idea powered
up and it flew together in 19 days from 5 hours of blank tape
to the finished album.

Dawn: Then we heard the band become even more exotic on
"Qil And Gold".

Barry: | am very pleased with that record, and yet you could
hear that Carl was starting to develop his own thing and that
he and | were becoming more separate. There is a kind of
schizophrenia on the album, as much as | would want to hear.
It's acceptable but if there was any more it would sound
bonkers! Then Carl left and "Big Night Music" happened,
which was a very enjoyable album to do. It was directly after
the Ivan Ivan/Simple Minds tour. The band had become more
creative with a brilliant sense of extended family to it. Me and
Dave being the Dad, Martin the oldest son and Wendy and
Sarah making the whole thing seem like the Waltons.

Dawn: Has every record you've made been a new experience
for you?

Barry: Oh yes, each one is a little journey in itself and I've al-
ways felt like the making of a record is an act of personal ex-
ploration. The lessons that one learns in creating a record are
the lessons applicable to the general way to run your life.

You" putting these guys in the mainstream line of vision, it's
good to see them comin’ on again with an equally strong track.
Metal radio has been all over this album, but the AOR’s among
us are a little slow to join the hit parade where these guys are
concerned. They approached "I'm On To You" with yellow
flags waving, but when the "na na na" chorus kicked the
requests in, they hit the accelerator and launched this band as
high as #32 on our Hard Hundred. Now with "Livin’ Over The
Edge" the band is out to see if they can do it all again, without
the Na Na Nas. So, hard hitters let's show 'em how it's done
in this neck of the woods and get this cut on the air. As for the
songitself, it starts off slow with some especially melodic guitar
picking and Kelly showing his competence as a capable
vocalist (he doesn't sing at the top of his lungs all the time ya
know) and when the harder stuff kicks in you're hooked. One
of the cool things about Kelly's vocals is that as smooth as his
voice can be, there’s always that rough, unpolished edge just
underneath. It gives the band a raw, natural sound and that's
the spark that makes Hurricane somethin’ special and still Top
Twenty on our Hard Hitters airplay chart. (C.B.)

Metallica, "Mandatory Metallica",
Elektra.... Y'know, it's about time that somebody finally

had the brains to put out some kind of a greatest hits
compilation for the world's most popular thrash-type band.
Even though this doesn't quite qualify, (almost, but not quite),
it's still long overdue. There are seven cuts on this metal radio
only CD, and they are, (all but one), near-classics. Three of the
seven songs featured are from "Master Of Puppets" and three
are from "Ride The Lightening". The oldest material included
is "Seek And Destroy" from "Kill 'Em All". The rest of the list
goes like this: "Master Of Puppets”, "For Whom The Bell Tolls",
"Fade To Black", "(Welcome Home) Sanitarium" and "Creeping
Death". Unfortunately, nobody's perfect. Instead of including
true Metalliklassix like "Am | Evil", "Blitzkrieg" or "Whiplash", the
other track is "The Thing That Should Not Be", (which, in this
case, is aptly titled to say the least). That's the only thing that
Idon'tlike about the compilation Ep but hey, what can you do.
All tracks are the original Lp versions and all but one are over
6 minutes long. This CD should be coming to you soon and is
just a little something to hold you over ‘til you get the new one
on September 2nd (a date which will live in infamy). (J.L)

Flotsam & Jetsam, "Saturday Night's
Alright For Fighting", Elektra...Yes, this is the
same song that Elton John and Bernie Taupin wrote way back
in the Seventies only, this one was done F&J style. The tune
is almost entirely true to form, apart from the inclusion of the
word "mosh" in the first verse. The feel of the song got just a
little bit heavier as well, when Flots got a hold of it but that's
about it. It's even got some splashes of piano and background
vocals supplied by "Special Phoenix and L.A. friends" which |
suppose means "Special friends from L.A. and Phoenix" but
you never can really be sure about these things. Of course, the
production is excellent (produced by Bill Metoyer and mixed
by Michael Wagener) and the band sounds great. Eric AK.'s
vocals are, as usual, powerful without being overbearing,
likewise for the dual guitar sound of Ed Carlson and Mike
Gilbert. This band is really tight and it really shows on this track.
Even though this is the 12", don't forget about the rest of the
Lp, especially "Hard On You" and "Misguided Fortune". This
week, Flotsam is holding on in the top ten of the Hard Hitters
Chart at #7. (J.L.)

many ways to tackle issues like world domination, hate, war,
loneliness, utopia etc,... and doing it on vinyl seems to be a
growing trend. These five Germans have really vivid
imaginations and a rather obvious affinity for songs that read
like scripts to Star Trek episodes. This isn’t putting this record
downat all, | mean after all Star Trek is great and a cult favorite,
and this record really is okay. Apparently, the interest in this
intergalactic consciousness is growing among metal mashers
especially, take for example the new albums by Voivod and
Screamer. Fortunately, these bands have the musical intensity
and ability to carry off these extraterrestrial themes without
coming off soundinglike a cartoon. Scanner hasa really strong
sound, with solid guitar leads and tight interaction between all
four musicians and vocalist Michae!

Circus Of Power, "Call Of The Wild",
RCA.... iforone had never really heard of this band before,
but when it arrived upon the metal mess | call my desk, | was
intrigued. First, by the band name which conjures up images
of a band with a lot of energy and a great sense of humor
(makes sense doesn't it?). And secondly, KJJO added "Call..."
into medium this week. So by now, I'm really wondering, you
know. So, | listened to it and hey, this song isn’t bad at all. In
fact, it's pretty good.

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Greetings to one and all from Metal Control Center deep
in the heart of Queens. This is Sal "Earl Of Earache" Trep-
piedi with metal news from around the world. This week,
we begin the first of our four part interview with Schmier
| of Destruction. Right now, let’s get to the news.

We begin with news regarding former Europe guitarist John

Norum. Norum recently hooked up with former Deep Purple

bassist/Black Sabbath vocalist Glenn Hughes to sing for him

| on the road in support of his Epic release, "Total Control". Ap-
parently, Norum, like others before him, was forced to let

‘ Hughes go because of various difficulties in performing live. It
now appears that John will have Goran Edman, the vocalist

| onthe Lp, go out on tour with him instead. Norum is expected
to share in the singing chores with Edman.

Stryper is making headlines once again. The band will ap-

parently be heading out on the road with Atlantic recording ar-
| tists White Lion. In the meantime, Mike Sweet and Oz Fox
have been taking on the production tasks for other bands.
Michael recently finished work on the debut Lp from Boston's
Mass which will be released later this year. Meanwhile, Oz will
be in the studio with California’s Guardian, another Christian
metal act. There is no word yet on the release date for that
one.

One of England’s legendary metal acts is returning to America.
Magnum, who are considered gods in Europe, will be releas-
ing "Wings Of Heaven" on PolyGram Records. If early indica-
tions hold true, this should be a grand success for the band.
Look for them to tour in the states beginning sometime in the
fall.

Some well known artists are apparently going to contribute
songs on an Lp to benefit an organization known as the Make
A Difference Foundation. This organization helps drug and
alcohol abuse centers. The man behind the foundation is none
other than Doc McGhee. McGhee, as you may recall, was
found guilty of drug trafficking charges and as part of his
parole, was to head an organization that would help those who
are on drugs or alcohol to kick the habit. Those who are ex-
pected to participate include Bon Jovi, the Scorpions and
Motley Crue. The bands will allegedly be performing covers
of songs recorded by people who have died from drug or al-
cohol abuse.

New York's School Of Violence recently completed their
debut album entitled "We The People...?". The Lp was
recorded at Chung King's House Of Rock in New York. Ac-
cording to Senior Clyde at Metal Blade, the band sounds like
early Motorhead, specifically, the "Overkill"/'"Bomber" era.
Look for a release later this year.

Greg Goldie has left the confines of the Dio camp. In what
management is saying was a mutual decision, Goldie and the
band apparently agreed that is was in the best interests of both
parties that he leave the band. Ronnie James Dio will be hold-
ing discreet auditions in search of a young guitarist with a
European sound that he can write with.

Sacred Reich has completed work on a new Mini-Lp that will
feature live and studio tracks. One of which will be a cover of
Black Sabbath's “War Pigs". Look for this one to be released
in September.

Europe has set temporary tour plans. Hot on the heels of their
new album, "Out Of This World", the band will be touring with
Def Leppard. Once they finish with Leppard, they will head for
Bombay, India. Following Bombay, Europe will head off to
Australia and then to Japan for headlining dates and then
return to the states. Plans have not been confirmed yet as to
whether they will headline or not.

Time for our feature interview. For the next four weeks, we
will be talking to Schmier of Destruction. First, some back-
ground. Destruction burst onto the scene in the early 80’s
with Lps that were well received by fans. press and radio
alike. "Infernal Overkill’ and "Eternal Devastation" brought
the band into the metal spotlight. Following the "Eternal
Devastation" tour, the band underwent two personnel
changes. Drummer Tommy left to pursue a military career
and was replaced by Olly just prior to the recording of the
"Mad Butcher' mini-Lp. A second guitarist was added
before Tommy parted and his name is Harry. The band
then went into the studio and recorded "Release From
Agony" on Rock Hotel/Profile records. They finally hit the
states for showcasing shows at the New Music Seminar
earlier this year. now it appears that Destruction are once
again without a label and management. Let’s find out what
Schmier has to say regarding these developments.

HARD REPORT: You've had Lps released on Metal Blade,
SPV and Rock Hotel. Do you feel that having released records
with three different labels has been a setback for the band?

SCHMIER: We've changed labels because they have done
nothing for us. We have not been satisfied. Metal Blade did not
promote us enough. SPV is new in America and we did not
know what it would be like. Profile and Rock Hote! are having
problems. So, we are back in the same situation that we were
in before. We have no record company here. That's why
"Release From Agony" has not helped ustoo much here. There
was not enough promotion here. That's why we want more
promotion with our next album. things always seem to go
wrong for us in the states. There are always problems.

HR: What was behind the fact that you had never played in
America until recently?

S: Metal Blade was not really interested in bringing us over.
Our German company, SPV, did not want to spend that much
money to bring us over. It costs a lot for a German company
to bringa German band over. They also didn’t have all the con-
tacts like an American company would. then, when we did
have the chance to come over, the promoter was not able to
get us working permits. We had our bags packed. We were
just waiting for the call. Finally we decided to cancel a few
shows and play the rest of the tour. Two weeks later, the whole
tour was canceled. We were happy that we were going and
then we didn't

That will do it for now. We’ll have more with Schmier from
Destruction next week.

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In this past year, I've had the opportunity to talk with
many interesting musicians and am truly impressed
with the extent to which some bands become involved
with working their records. In this interview, I talked
with David Chastain, a man who is honest, intelligent
and ultimately creative. Any fan can attest to the
amazing quantity and quality of material that this
man churns out in any given year. And when it comes
to being involved with a project, he becomes the
project. He is a gifted guitarist, manager, and
businessman. To get an idea of the man behind
Leviathan Records, Chastain, CJSS and other
various projects, read on.

Chris: What inspired you to pick up the guitar and work as
hard as you have to master it? And do you play any other in-
struments?

David: Well, originally when | was in about the second or third
grade or whatever, my parents put me in a school band and |
took trumpet. That doesn't really count though because |
couldn’t play one if someone were to hand me one now. Not
too long after that when some of my friends were playing in
bands - real trivial stuff, | was kind of drawn to playing guitar
and I've been doing it ever since. I've been playing for 18 years.
I do play other instruments, like on the instrumental album, |
played the bass guitar and on all our albums | play keyboard
parts but | can't really play keyboards all that well. | also can
play the flute if | have to.

Chris: And so your basically self taught?

David: Yeah. I've never really had a lesson. I've picked up
songs before off of records, you know but | never picked off a
lead and | think that’s helped me create a more original style.
‘Cause you know when | first started | couldn't learn the leads
and by the time | could, | didn't want to anymore. | wanted to
create my own thing. I've always been into original material.
Even from when | first started, within the first week of being in
my first band it was all original. It was horrendous, but.... |
remember the first gig we played they said they'd pay us if we'd
just quit playin’.

ChASTAIN

Chris: Your style of playingincorporates a lot of different kinds
of musical tastes. There is jazz, classical and a touch of fusion
on top of hard rock with intricate melody lines.

David: Well, I've always really loved heavy music, it was just
that it seemed to me that the guitar players weren't really that
good. So as soon as | began playing guitar | was turned onto
people like John McGlaughlin and Alan Holdsworth, who were
just so far ahead of rock guitar players. So what I thought was
that | would like to put some of that serious guitar over heavy
music. | don't really like the backround music these guys play
over. | really like to do it just the opposite, the other way
around.

Chris: How do you maintain that creativity and originality.
Especially since you seem to have so many projects going at
all times.

David: Well | think when most people, guitar players per se
sit down to practice, they sit down to do these scales and go
over theses little exercises and stuff like that. That is not my
way of doing things and has never been. When | sit down to ’
play guitar, it's to jam around and come up with song ideas. |
have tape recorders everywhere in my house when | practice, '
soas soon as anidea comes from that practicing, | immediate-
ly get it down ontape. Then | review the tapes and get the best
ideas from them, and I just sit down to write songs. | don't sit
down to run around an E Minor scale all day.

Chris: They say that people are their own worst critics. You
have been called one of those "guitar gods" and given quite a
lot of praise for your playing and for your various projects. How
do you feel about your accomplishments?

David: 'm sure | am my worst critic. | don't like to listen to
any of my stuff that's over 6 months old. When you set out to
play, well when | did, | hoped to one day be recognized as one
of the best guitar players. It's impossible to say who's the best
though. It just comes down to a matter of taste. You could put
20 people in a room and 10 different guitarists on stage and
you'll get 10 different opinions, at least. | hope to continue to ‘
get better and | know that | do, but it's just an endless cycle
because you strive for perfection and perfection is impossible.
!

Chris: Do you try different kinds of guitars to achieve different
sounds and textures or is there a particular brand that you stick
with?

David: | pretty much stick to a Kramer guitar that 've been
playing for about four or five years and also a B.C. Rich. Those
are pretty much the only ones | can play. I'm still searching for
the perfect guitar too. I go to stores and | try out all the guitars
and ! talk to companies about endorsements. But you know,
the final line with endorsements is that you have to play the
guitar. It's not that important to me to get three or four free
guitars for free to play something I'm not happy with.

Chris: Let's talk a little about some of your many projects.
Let's see, there's CJSS, the solo projects, the latest Chastain
album and of course the record company (Leviathan
Records). How do you manage to balance alt of that?

David: Well, | work until about 5 in the morning (laughs). The
CJSS band really doesn’t take up that much time. We've
haven't had an album out in about two years and last year we
only played about four or five dates. We were going to do an
album this year, but | just wasn't totally in love with some of
the material that was being submitted. | want to keep my
products as high a caliber as possible. The Chastain band is
definitely the band that does take up the most time because
we do tour around and put out an album once a year. And on
the instrumental thing, all | really had to do was spend some
time writing material and then about a month recording, so that
doesn't really take up too much time. Now, the record com-
pany, that does take up a lot of time. | pretty much just run the
whole organization, it's not "my" record company but it's pret-
ty much what | do. My existence.

Chris: Would this be a fair statement: That the different styles
of the two bands, are actually moving closer together. The last
CJSS album was melodic and although old Chastain was
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much heavier the material on the new one is much more ac-
cessible and melodic as well.

David: Right, yeah. That’s one reason why | didn't do the new
CJSS album, because | didn't want it to sound like a Chastain
album with a male singer. But in the beginning there was a big
difference. | think Chastain’s moved more towards center and
CJSS has moved away from center so they have become a lit-
tle closer to each other. At this point and time though, there
aren’t any plans for another CJSS record. There just seems to
be too much confusion, not with people who are really
knowledgeable about the material or who work on the
projects, but common people just can't seem to relate to
having so many things going on. Like everytime | put out a
CJSS album, 1 get all these letters asking why | kicked Leather
outand it’s the same thing when any of the other records come
out.

Chris: Your music is finally becoming more accepted over on
these shores (it's extremely big over in Europe), do you think
that this is due at all to the sudden appreciation of guitar
oriented albums that have come out lately?

David: No, not really. | think that the situation in Europe as
opposed to the States for a new band that is not commercial
is that all the magazines over there will write about new bands.
They look for new bands and they want to break the next new
artist. Whereas in the United States, if you're not that kind of
band you can't really get that kind of
press. The only way you can really get
known in America is by touring and
building up your following. Because
the main magazines, you know the
ones that distribute hundreds of
thousands each month are writing
| about the big bands like the Judas
Priests, Motley Crues and
Queensryches and things like that. So
it's hard to get underground press
going in the U.S. as opposed to
Europe where the Kerrangs,
Aardshoks and Metal Hammer want
to write about the new bands. In
America, of course you can break
really, big really fast if you're a really
commercial band, but if you're an un-
derground type band it takes a while
longer.

Chris: Do you and your band feel that
it's finally beginning to happen for you
here?

David: Well, you know it continues to
keep getting better. We would always
like to do better, but it's never been
better.

Chris: | think people are really be-
coming aware of your music.

l especially since we don't have a staff
here at the label for radio and promotion and stuff like that. So
we do pretty well considering the obstacles were up against.

Chris: Are you going to be touring for your latest Chastain
record "Voice Of The Cult"?

David: We've been talking about it, but I'm not overly in love
with doing. Because | know what a hassle it can be and since
I work as the band's manager too, | have to worry about
motels, directions and set-ups it's not something that | per-
sonally look forward too. If we get someone to handle that stuff
| would really love to do it. | especially want to go to Japan.

[
| Chris: Have you guys gotten any major label interest?
l David: Well I'm always talking to major labels and the situa-

tion is that I'm not going to sign some wierd contract just to
say that I'm with a "major" label, you know. We’re doing, well,
I'll guarantee that we're making a lot more money doing what
we're doing than a Iot of people on a major label are. Just be-
cause there are so many people with their hands in their
projects and so many expenses they have to recoup. I've had
} contracts offered to me and I'm like, "You know there’s like no

way | can sign this". So they're like, "Just strike out what ever
‘ lines you can't live with and we’ll try to deal with it". But I'd have
l to strike out every paragraph. Hopefully one day something

will work out where it will be feasible for all things. At this point
and time I'm not losing any sleep over it. Important, who dis-
tributes our records have the capability to get the records in
where they want, obviously like they did with Satriani. It would
be nice to have the budget to do real videos and tour, but I'm
not going to go broke doing it this way.

Chris: As far as input goes on the albums, the Chastain
projects in particular, does the band have an increasing role
in the writing or are you still handling the majority of that?

David: Well | would like to get Leather (Leone) involved as
much as possible in the lyric writing - she’s getting much bet-
ter at it. Right now I'm still doing about 100% of the music. And
Ken (Mary), well he hears the music after we've done it and
he's the last to get recorded. He pretty much puts in his own
drumming style, but as far as actual songwriting goes with that
band it’s pretty much all my music, most of mylyrics and some
of Leather's. Though, like ! said I'd like to get Leather more in-
volved.

Chris: What would be the ultimate for you? You work so hard
on all these different projects, so what would be the "top" for
you, success?

David: Obviously, | guess the pinnacle of success would be
to have a number one record on Billboard and your picture
plastered across all the magazines and stuff like that, but | feel
we have achieved success in certain
ways. Uhm, actually to put it in very
simple terms | guess, what would be
success in my eyes would be to have
a very, very successful album on our
ownterms where wedidn’t have to"sell
out" or change or do something wierd.

Chris: Anything that you want people
to know about any of your projects?

David: One thing that | would like to
mention is that the record company is
expanding and we're getting more
people, we just put out the
Candlemass album through Black
Dragon Records, we just signed a
band called Manilla Road and just
finished their album. We're looking to
make Leviathan Records a quality
oriented label. | get hundreds of tape
and we really want to put out the cream
of the crop, what we think are the
cream of the crop. | will not sign a band
whose material | really don't like. And
since | am a musician | think we're
giving people really good deals and
they sign the same kinds of contracts |
have too. And | also realise that when
I'm signing a band, that I'm also sign-
ing their dreams and hopes. | want to

David: Yeah, I think we do pretty well, David T. Chastain really make sure that we do what we

can for them.

Chris: Did you have any backround in the business end of the
record business or did you have to learn from scratch how to
run this label?

David: Well, | learned a lot from Mike Varney. | kind of saw
some of the things that he did that we’re very positive and also
some things that weren’t so positive and I've tried to take the
good and tried to improve on the things that he really didn’t
do well. You know, like he's very bad with the radio and the
mags. | saw him kind of ignoring that aspect of the business
but he's very good at what he’s doing and he’s very success-
ful at what he’s doing. I've always handled business in any-
thing I've done. Why pay someone to screw it up when you
can handle it just as well or better yourself. And we do alright.
All our catalogues are still selling well - we're okay.

I’d like to thank David Chastain for the informative
and honest interview and for the great music. Best of
luck with your company David and on all of your
various projects. Thanks also to Carol Radel for set-
ting it up. Look for David’s work on his latest Chas-
tain Lp "Voice Of The Cult".

Big Audio Dynamite and former Clash guitarist Mick Jones
is recovering in a hospital from a combination of chicken pox
and pneumonia that left him unconscious and in intensive
care. Jones' condition deteriorated after originally catchingthe
chicken pox from his 4-year-old daughter, Lauren. Within two
days, he was taken to a hospital and has spent a week uncon-
scious on a life support system. The latest news is that Jones
has recently regained consciousness, but is still very week.

Los Lobos’ next album isn't intended to be the "next" one,
according to the band’s co-manager Rick Bates. He says the
album of Mexican music is a "special project" and doesn’t
mean the band is changing its style. "They are going into the
studio soon to start their next rock album," Bates says. "This
is something they wanted to do more as an artistic venture. |
don't think anybody is expecting it to sell five million copies."
This won't be Los Lobos' first Spanish-language album. They
released an album of acoustic versions of Mexican and South
American folk songs in 1978, called "Los Lobos del Este de
Los Angeles."

Willie Nelson has agreed to play a benefit concert in
Springfield, Massachusetts, on August 23rd, to appease police
officers upset that he played a benefit concert for American In-
dian activist Leonard Peltier eight months ago. The concert
later this month will benefit the National Police Memorial Fund
and the American Indian Defense Fund.

Around 500 items that Elton John is auctioning off -next
month at Sotheby's have gone on display at London'’s Victoria
& Albert Museum. A smaller group of items can be seen at
Sotheby's office in Beverly Hills, California. The sale of about
2,000 lots next month in London is expected to take in almost
$6 million. "I don't find the need to surround myself with such
clutter any more," John says.

About 75 acts are expected to participate in a Bishop Tutu
World Peace Concert at the Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum
on September 10. Ozzy Osbourne, Kool & The Gang, Herbie
Hancock, Manhattan Transfer, Ruben Blades and King Sunny
Ade are among those who will perform.

Elton John has decided against appearing in Ken Russell’s
film version of D.H. Lawrence's "The Rainbow," citing “per-
sonal reasons."

The band calling itself the Zombies while touring the U.S.
doesn't include any members of the original band, despite
claims that it features Hugh Grundy, the group’s original bass
player. The real Hugh Grundy is in England driving a cab, and
Grundy, Colin Blunstone and Rod Argent plan to take legal ac-
tion against the impersonators. They add that they have no
plans to re-unite the band.

Jake E. Lee, former guitarist for Ozzy Osbourne, has final-
ized the line-up for his new band. it includes former Black Sab-
bath vocalist Ray Gillen.

Bryan Ferry says he gave in to the demand for him to tour,
even though he had downplayed the possibility when "Bete
Noire" was released. "l had to be cajoled into it, but there’s ob-
viously greater interest in my work now," he says. "And like
most artists, | am feeding off the public interest. That's why
I'm doing this tour. There wasn’t an outcry, but people wanted
to see it."

Jules Shear went through a different process in recording
songs with his new band, the Reckless Sleepers. "This is the
first band I've been with where the songs evolve organically
from all of the members of the group," he says. "Writing the
songs in a room with a guitarist and a bass player and a drum-
mer -- which we did on this record -- is something I'd never
done before. Things have a rhythmic base immediately, rather
than me writing something at home and then applying the
rhythmic thing to it later when the drummer and the bass
player figure out what they're going to play to the song." Shear
hasa song on 'Til Tuesday's upcoming album that he co-wrote
with Aimee Mann.

Tinsley Ellis, formerly of the Heartfixers, has released his
first solo album, "Georgia Blue" (on Alligator Records). "I'm still

working foracceptance in the blues community,” Ellis says. "In
a way, my work has just begun."

Bon Jovi, Whitesnake, Aerosmith and the Scorpions will
be featured on an album to benefit organizations helping to
work against alcohol and drug abuse. The LP will include cover
versions of songs by other groups who have suffered because
of substance abuse. The LP, planned as part of the sentence
given manager Doc McGhee for drug smuggling, should be
out next year.

Motorhead are now working on a live album with producer
Guy Bidmead. It's tentatively entitled "No Sleep At All."

Echo & The Bunnymen say they plan to record another
album, but only after taking some time off. There had been
reports in Britain that the band was breaking up. Les Pattinson
was reported to have retired so that he could spend more time
on his boat building business.

Former Cars member Elliot Easton and session musicians
Elliot Randall and Will Lee will appear on the debut album for
Canadian artist Hugh Ball which is being recorded in New York.

The Smiths are reported to be considering reforming, with
Morrissey and Johnny Marr getting new backing musicians.
Bass player Andy Rourke is already set to be part of the band
on Sinead O'Connor’s next album, being recorded later this
year.

Tom Waits, Sinead O'Connor, Suzanne Vega, Bonnie Raitt,
Michael Stipe and Natalie Merchant will appear on an album
of songs taken from classic Disney films called "Stay Awake"
that should be out in October. The album is being produced
by Hal Willner, who worked on similar compilation albums that
featured material by Thelonious Monk and Kurt Weill.

Kiss will have a greatest hits album out before Christmas that
will include two new tracks. "We haven't settled on which new
tracks will be recorded," Gene Simmons says. He adds that a
new Kiss studio album will be out in April or May of next year.

Guitarist Andy Scottand drummer Mick Tucker of the Sweet
are upset that former vocalist Brian Connolly plans to launch
his own version of the band. Scott and Tucker have kept the
band going, and say they have the legal rights to the name The
Sweet. "We're very sorry that Brian is doing this to the name
and himself," Scott says. "He is being misled by a lot of un-
scrupulous advisers." There are plans for a Sweet live album,
"Live At The Marquee."

Voivod had to cancel their planned U.S. tour because
guitarist Piggy was diagnosed as having cancer. He's current-
ly undergoing chemotherapy.

Former Megadeth guitarist Chris Poland has joined the
Circle Jerks as bass player. "We tried out about 10 or 15 bass
players and since we couldn't find anybody that we were real-
ly happy with, we took a suggestion from our booking agent
to try out Chris, even though Chris is a guitar player," says
Circle Jerks vocalist Keith Morris. "All our past bass players
have been guitar players anyway, so | thought that we were
keeping in tradition. We didn't just take him on due to the
weight of the Megadeth name."

Guns N’ Roses will go into the studio in October to record
an album for release in May or June of next year.

Bruce Springsteen will be releasing a four-song live EP this
month, called "The Crimes Of Freedom," and he will donate the
proceeds to Amnesty International. The title track was written
by Bob Dylan. Other tracks on the EP will be "Tougher Than
The Rest,""Be True," and an acoustic version of "Born To Run."
The songs were recorded live on Springsteen’s "Tunnel Of
Love"tour. Springsteen recently played back to back concerts
in East and West Berlin. His East Berlin concert at the Weis-
sensee cycling stadium drew 150,000 fans, and an East Ger-
man radio station carried the concert live. Springsteen will also
be on the Amnesty International tour which begins in London
on September 2. Springsteen might play a second London
show, but this could conflict with a heavyweight boxing match
between Mike Tyson and Frank Bruno.

Bryan Adams played to the largest rock music crowd in the
history of Portugal last month, playing in front of over 30,000
people. Bonnie Tyler joined Adams on stage for "Straight From
The Heart" and "No Way To Treat A Lady," two songs that
Adams wrote that were hits for Tyler. The show was a sort of
homecoming for Adams, because he had spent time in Por-
tugal during his childhood. Adams has now completed the
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second leg of his "Into The Fire" tour of Europe and is now in
Olympic Studios in London with producer Steve Lillywhite,
working on an album slated for release early next year.

U2, John Cougar Mellencamp, Bruce Springsteen and
Bob Dylan contribute to an album paying tribute to the songs
of Woody Guthrie and Leadbelly that will be released in late
August. "Folkways: A Vision Shared" also includes tracks from
Brian Wilson, Little Richard with Fishbone, Taj Mahal and Em-

mylou Harris. A one-hour special about the recording will ap-
pear on Showtime beginning in September. Publishing and
artist performance royalties from the album will benefit the
Smithsonian Institution, which last year purchased Folkways
Records from the estate of its founder.

R.E.M. have completed recording their album, which is now
being mixed in Woodstock, New York. It's likely to be out
before the end of the year.

Nick Cave, the lead singer for The Bad Seeds and formerly
of The Birthday Party, has entered a drug rehabilitation centre,
two days after pleading guilty to possession of heroin. Cave,
30, has gone to a clinic in south-west England where he'll
remain for atleast eight weeks. He was appearing ata London
court stemming from a charge last January for possessing a
very small amount of heroin. He was conditionally discharged
for eighteen months on the basis that he would be entering
the clinic. Cave’s lawyer Brian Spiro said "Mr. Cave has great
inroads towards rehabilitation, but there is still a long way to
go. ltis goingto cost him four thousand pounds from his own
private funds to register at the clinic and the treatment will
really put him to the test."

Mick Jones, the lead singer of Big Audio Dynamite has been
described as "seriously illI' and taken into intensive care.
Jones had caught chicken pox from his four year old daughter
Lauren and this later developed into pneumonia. His girlfriend
Daisy rushed him into the hospital on July 29th of August when
he complained of several kidney pains, compounding his high
fever. At press time Jones had managed to breath without a
respirator and it was said that the level of pneumonia was
going down, but this is only according to some friends; the
hospital has no comment. Best of luck to Jonesy.

The Proclaimers are back with a new single and an album
tofollow soon. The single is called "I'm Gonna Be (500 Miles)"
and it’s taken from a forthcoming album called "Sunshine On
The Leith" expected out in late September. The single, out this
week in the UK sees a continuation of the band sound found
onthe Gerry Rafferty remix of "Letter From America". They will
support the new album with a 25 date tour of Britain.

The Sex Pistols punk classic "Anarchy In The UK" gets the
ultimate seal of respectability this week as it becomes issued
as a CD single! Virgin Records release the track on three inch
CD, along with 20 other back catalogue singles including
‘Don’t You Forget About Me" by Simple Minds, "You Can'’t
Hurry Love" by Phil Collins and "Absolute Beginners" by David
Bowie.

In a few weeks, Britain's national pop and rock station, BBC
Radio One, celebrates its 21st birthday. Although criticized
from many quarters, one area in which the station can feel
pride in is its progressive block programming on weekday
evenings and some parts of the weekend. Indeed, the only
deejay who has remained at Radio One'from its first day is the
inimitable alternative deejay John Peel. The label that gave
youthe Peel Sessions, Strange Fruit, are planning to celebrate
the station’s manhood with a double album, "21 Years Of
Alternative Radio One", containing one track for each year.
Although not fully compiled yet, the label's Clive Selwood told
‘The New Musical Express" that a likely track will be a Marc
Bolan auditiontape as well as other rare tracks from Elton John
and The Who. He says he also has some interesting material
by Tim Buckley, Syd Barret, Joe Cocker, Rory Gallagher and
Lindisfarne, while other more recent material could come from
The Police, The Jesus and Mary Chain, Echo and the
Bunnymen and Siouxsie and the Banshees.

Following the end of their European tour this month, Iron
Maiden have announced that they are taking two years off.
The announcement has understandably, immediately fueled
rumours that the group are splitting permanently, but this is
hotly denied by the band. A spokesman said: “They have been
promising themselves a break for a long time now and the
moment has finally come. But they've already lined up a
producer for their next album so there is no question of a split."”

Voice of The Beehive, That Petrol Emotion, Marc Almond,
Michelle Shocked, and Pete Shelley are some of the artists
who have contributed tracks to an album called "Til Things
Are Brighter' on Red Rhino Records. The album is a tribute
to Johnny Cash and features new interpretations of the great
band’s songs including Almond’s version of "Man In Black"!
All proceeds from the album in Britain go to a special trust for
AIDS sufferers.

UK INDUSTRY NEWS

PolyGram are denying a rumour spreading this week that
Philips is about to sell off the company. A PolyGram
spokesman told "Music Week", "There is nothing in the story,
it is natural speculation." The rumour started following the
departure of popular music President for 17 years Mathieu
Vansweevelt.

The troubled format, Compact Disc Video, is officially
launched in Britain 3rd October and a series of roadshows
funded by Philips and Polygram will precede the format’s kick
off. There is still serious skepticism in the music industry here
about CDV's feasibility. Past demonstrations have been
dogged with problems, while the lack of standardization inthe
world’'s TV systems puts CDV at a severe disadvantage against
purely aural media like CD and DAT.
