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The 12-7* Hard Hundred move for "A Friend Is A Friend" was an
eye-opener, and the base of 169 stations is just a whisker away
from the saturation point. Another 17 Adds helped, but the 28
Increases were third best as KEZO, KGB, KLOL, KSHE, KSJO,
WAOR, WBLM, WIZN, WQMF, WXRT and more step-up
rotations, bringing the Heavy or Higher play a shade under 50%.
We all knew the audience was ready to eat up some new
Townshend, and the Top 5 Request action at KGGO, KOMP,
WLAV, WMAD, WYNF and another five back up that belief.
WKGRB is also seeing major call-out response and Paul Michaels
isn’t the least bit shocked, "On first listen it becomes obvious that
this is a brilliant piece of music. Exactly what you would expect
from the man".... Ain’t it the truth? It must be a bitch to compete
against a body of work matched by so few, but now that "The Iron
Man" has arrived it’s safe to say Pete is up to the task. The obvious
starting point will be the two Who tracks, and here we have a pair
containing all the elements of past classics, but also a keen ear to
the future. "Dig" is more along the lines of the textured "Don’t Let
Go The Coat", bright and bouncy but with a bit more muscle. Not
to kick a man when he’s down, but we can’t help pointing out that
Simon Phillips is much more suited to the throne of Moon than
Kenny Jones ever was. A fact even more apparent on the other
Who tune, "Fire". Their update of Arthur Brown’s attic acid
anthem may not be as furious as the original, but certainly more
musical. This is guaranteed to positively melt phones! Another
sure-fire reactor is one of the ageless John Lee Hooker vocal
contributions, "I Eat Heavy Metal". It’s a genuine pleasure to hear
the great John Lee in such fine voice, and this is a set of pipes that
could be the most imitated in the history of rock and roll. These
are just a few of the many highlights of the latest Townshend
concept, and it could be just the format that brings out his best
work. "The Iron Mask" will do nothing to dispel that hypothesis.

may be singing "Don’t Say You Love Me", but with a lock at the
top of the National Request list the core don’t seem to be taking
Billy’s wish seriously. Three dozen stations report Top 5 phones
including KISS, KISW, KJJO, KKDJ, WAOR, WDIZ, WFBQ,
WGIR, WIOT, WLZR, WRKI and WYNF. The Hard Hundred
says, "Just say HUH!" with a 7-6* move, and more than a dozen
up play, and over 60% are still spinning the first track Heavy or
Higher.

The whole package is "Hear And Now", so you can safely exhale
with the relief that the "Stroke" man is back in the saddle. The
place to bop the beam first for all daypart blowout is "Don’t Let
Me Go". The usual ensemble is augmented by Anton Fig in the
drummer’s seat, and "Deliverance" fiddle legend Eric Weisberg
on this mid-tempo meltdown. But fret not basher fans, the U.S.
answer to Bonzo--Bobby Chouinard takes the stool for 60% of the
aural proceedings. He’s the only man alive that could kick "Tied
Up" into the "Misty Mountain Hop", and this won’t be the first
time that B.S. borrowed a page from L.Z.’s songbook. All’s fair
in love and guitar riffs, and "G.O.D." certainly contains a bit of
"Good Times, Bad Times". But let’s be fair, Jimmy Page didn’t
exactly invent those licks either. While we’re on the sound alike
subject, "Mine Tonight" suggests Billy has been listening to some
Def Lep in his off time, and with "The Work Song" he has given
us a '89 update on his "Stroke", with a dash of The Uptown Horns
for spice. Desmond Child’s Midas touch is evident on the
aforementioned "Tied" and "Stronger". The intro of the later
would make a perfect segue with The Cars’ "Just What I Needed",
and Psychedelic Furs’ sax man Mars Williams really blows his
brains out. Just because we’ve used a host of names for
comparison’s sake, don’t get the impression that "Hear And Now"
is a "Music Minus One" session. This will be immediately
recognizable as just what it is, a damn good Billy Squier album.

«eee YoUu can joke all you want about Don and Bruce trying to

sound like the Batdorf and Rodney of the 90’s on the title track, but the H&H boys are getting the last chuckle as they rocket 9-1* on
the Hard Hundred. Henley has always been one artist able to get sensitive without resorting to mindless mush, and when you get Wayne
Shorter to chip in on soprano sax you know the quality of play is first rate. The 170 station base didn’t leave much room, but another 5
squeezed aboard, and the 40 Increases easily led the pack on this week’s Increase Index. Heavy or Higher at 82% of involved frequencies,
and already pulling down the #7 spot on the National Request scene with Top 5’s at 21. In a Summer that’s alrcady run rampant with
big name releases, it would be tough to name one more eagerly anticipated than Don’s full "Innocence” album. Even though the tight
security surrounding the project has only given us a short lead time to spend with the whole disc, it didn’t take long to realize that this
will be on air in spades through 1990. Big names abound in credit land, and as far as contributions go it’s co-producer Danny Kortchmar
that has made the most. "Kootch" co-wrote 6, and is responsible for the instrumental backing tracks on 4 of the record’s 10 songs,
including the one that everybody and their mother has been waiting for--- the tune with Axl Rose. Appropriately titled "I Will Not Go
Quietly", we’ll bet a dollar to a donut that this will hit the air first. A rockin’ workout that owes a bit to Little Richard’s "Rip It Up" in
the phrasing department, the only other musician involved is the head of L.A.’s guitar mafia, Waddy Watchel on acoustic. The other
main player is Heartbreaker drummer Stan Lynch. Stanley grabs writer royalties on 3, a co-production on 2 and is all over the backing
tracks. One of which, "The Last Worthless Evening", could be the next cross format smash, but it has an awful lot of competition.
"Gimmie What You Got" smolders with deceptive funkiness, and backing vocals from Edie Brickell and Melissa Etheridge. Old pal
J.D. Souther brings his voice and pen for "If Dirt Were Dollars", a song that manages to mention Jesus and Elvis in the same sentence,
and "The Heart Of The Matter". This is mainly Mike Campbell’s baby, and yet another highlight. There are many more special guests,
like Steve Jordan, Pino Palladino, JIm Keltner, Take 6, Ivan Neville and others. But the star of the show remains Don Henley, and his

all ready to pull out the cabin soapbox and gleefully leap up and
plead for you to pay attention to one of the Country’s best bands.
We should have realized that the BoDeans already have a solid
support system in place at stations nationwide. "You Don’t Get
Much" grabbed another 26 Adds, 5 Increases and is pulling
premature Top 5’s at calls like WHFS and WMDK. That
translates into the week’s 4th Biggest Mover, 54-36*. As Chris
Herrmann at WHJY says, "Sounds super comfortable next to
anything'we play, and just might be the tune that introduces this
great band to the average AOR listener".... But "Home" is where
the heart is, ladies and gentlemen, and the new album bearing that
title is about to bring many to the bursting point. We don’t even
have to sing its praises solo, the community of the committed will
do it for us. Witness KBOY’s Bob Jeffries, "Rich and colorful,
perhaps the album to catapult the Everly Brothers of the 90’s into
real prominence”.... And counterpart Rick Pannek of WAPL, "I’ve
had the opportunity to listen to the new album, and it shows a
wealth of talent and maturity that strikes a balance between their
first two. One song in particular, 'Good Work’, captures the
intense energy they display in concert. This has the potential to
become a classic Summer song! Give it a listen and see if you don’t
agree"....

JULIAN HITS
THE HIGHWAY

a mini interview

We had a chance to chat up Julian Lennon the other day on
the eve of his impending worldwide tour. Coming fast on the
heels of his first two singles in the States, Jules is priming
the pump for some major board thumping from coast to
coast. But first, it’s off to Europe for a tune up on the warm
weather outdoor festival circuit. Seems those happy hunzas
in Germany love nothing more than to slop down beer and
holler "Ja!" at those big outdoor shows. So with his bags
packed and the band all fired up, Julian gave us a call.

JT: Last time we spoke you were getting ready for a tour of
small clubs to be followed by larger venues. Which one are
you about to launch this time?

Julian: Actually, it’s a mixture of the two. In some towns we
will be hitting the smaller clubs and then return for shows in
a big hall, so 1t’s all a bit confusing. First thing is to travel to
Europe for a series of outdoor shows. They really like out-
door shows in Germany and we will be spending some time
there figuring out our song list and the like before coming
back to America,

JT: Has it been difficult to put a band together?

Julian: Not really. Three of the musicians have been with me
through the whore last album so we have a good feel for each
other. I must say that I am a little apprehensive if only be-
cause it has been a couple of years since I was last on the road.
It’s really quite a decision figuring out what to include in the
setsand it feels a bit awkwarg inasense. I think I will definite-
ly find out who my fans are this time around.

JT: Piece of cake. When do you hit America on this tour
sweep?

Julian; We will be in America on July 9th and then it’s off to
Canada for a few dates. We kick off the American leg in
earnest on July 25th at the Beacon in New York. Then we will
just waltz our way across America and on to the Orient and
Australia. 1 plan on staying out on the road just as long as I
can.

JT: The first single really ripped ’em up but the second one
has had a hard time of it against all the superstar traffic out
there right now. It has to be frustrating.

Julian: You’ve got that right. Especially so because I believe
in this album more than anything else I have ever done before.
But there is a lot of competition out there right now. "You’re
The One" is still the one for me.

JT: Video can be the key. In fact, I was talking to a manager
the other day and he told me that his rule of thumb when
negotiating with a label was, "Look, if you aren’t going to sup-
port this band with a strong video push, don’t bother to sign
them in the first place”.

Julian: We are waiting to open the door on our next video
push and you are right about video making the difference.
The shoot is a live performance and it ties into the tour very
well. I think it’s the best video I have ever done because it
really captures the individual personalities of the band. I
wanted to show people that this tour will be more than a bunch
of faceless musicians backing up the legendary traveling rock
star package. These are some of the finest musicians I know
and it’s a point of pride to be sharing the stage with them. This
tour will be much more than me and my piano, although there
will be plenty of that as well.

Look for the tour to hit and stick through the Summer haze
of the concert season. Ifyou can draw conclusions from such
indicators, it might be interesting to note that the biggest
single ticket item at the recent KLOL Rock and Roll Auction
was Julian’s guitar. Frenzied fans bid the six string up to a
hefty $10,000 before someone could call it their own. If that
sort of interest translates into ticket sales and more retail
growth, the airplay end of the equation is bound to expand
as well. Our money is on Julian finishing ahead of the com-
petition by a platinum nose.
