January, became reality last Monday. Starting at 5am, WSHE cut to a heartbeat, which
got progressively more rapid through the morning, overlaid with drops from sports fig-
ures, celeb advertisers, and the like, asking where SHE had gone, with responses along
the lines of "SHE's out shopping, but she'll be back at 1:03." At the appointed time,
TK Communications VP/GM Gary Lewis came on with a brief positioning state-
ment, after which WSHE kicked into R.EM.'s "Radio Song,” followed by a mix one indus-
try local described as “an upper demo version of 99X," complele with signature voice
Kevin Eubanks.

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GREG MULL

From his humble beginnings at little ‘ole WJRI in Lenoir, N.C., Greg Mull has become one
of the most highly respected programmers of the modern age. He put WXRC on the map
back in the mid-80’s, and then made WRXK/Ft. Myers a winner. He spent a year with the
Research Group, and since arriving in Tampa in early 1990, has continued to turn the town

on its ear. Big numbers, big revenue, and Livestock, the city’s biggest outdoor event — no

problem. Now, in addition to powerhouse 98 Rock, Citicasters recently acquired their sec-

ond Tampa signal, with the Classic Rocker “The Thunder” the perfect complement. But even

with all that fun stuff to talk about, we still had to come up with a new angle to pin Greg

down for his third Hard cover story...

Hey, I want to thank you for braving the cover
jinx and doing this interview, Greg. I’'msure |
can find something for you here at the Hard Report
if Dave Crowl or your GM Dan DiLoreto has a prob-
Jem with this piece.

\Greg: Thanks, Bill, but with Tommy serving as my cov-
er condom, | know I'm totally protected.

What’s your overview on the Carey Curelop/Steve
Young reporting scenario?

\Greg: | think Rock radio needs to suck it up, have some
balls and realize a lot of this is their fault. For fifteen years,
when the record companies were out there releasing decent
new music, we as a format completely /gnored
it. And when a format
comes along like
Alternative, that's
new music orl-

s

ented because it comes out of CHR, and record companies
see outlets that will play their music and sell their
records, they gravitate toward that. | would tell you that
in the markets where Rock radio would not play new rock
n’roll, there's an alternative station doing very well right
now. In the markets where there is no alternative sta-
tion, it's because the Rock station got their head out of
the sand and played the new music that was coming along.
And they not just played it, they got behind it, believed
that it was the next big thing, and bought into the fact
that new music was important. Those slations do not
have modern rock competitors. My point is that in cer-
tain situations the record companies are justified in treal-
ing Rock radio the way they do, because we sat on them
for so long and didn't support their music. The prob-
lem is that we did it for s0 long that the brass at the record
companies think we are a null and void format. It's
going to take us a while to get out of that. But we
are not going to do it by pissing and moaning and
pointing, we are going to do it by taking what we
can get, doing the best job we can do with it and

blowing our competition away. That's the way we will
get the respect back.

You were in New York over the weekend. What
did you think of Q104.3?

Greg: It's the best I've ever heard the radio station sound.
! thought the music was right on and | hear great
progress in their presentation. |look forward to hear-
ing them in another six months. Hopefully they'll have
improved that much more.

What did you think :

Greg: WNEW
surprised me
with the new

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thought that in that adult mix, it worked. It was a really
good awareness check for them to be playing the biggest
hits from Live and Stone Temple Pilots. | didn' get to spend
alotof time, but the library that | heard seemed to fit. It
sounded like a good 25-54 radio station.

One of the nice things about an event like the
McGathy weekend is that you can kind of take
the temperature of the format. Was there any
sort of prevalent thought or concern about the
format you picked up?

Greg: The biggest thing | picked up was this ‘alternative
versus rock'thing. A lot of my peers aren't sure where {o
go next. They're hav-
ing to compete with
this allernative animal
and there's no proven
game plan to follow.
They've had things
on their own terms
for so long that they
don't know how to
operate with a niche
player. For me, it
kind of brings back
memories of the hey-
day with us and "YNF.
They are having to
fight a lot of the same
battles that we did
except now plays per
week figures into the
politics.

Do you feel you've
gotten your fair
share of support
as the market
leader?

Greg: My feeling going in is that the record companies
don' really owe us anything except giving us good
music to play.

Are you of the mindset that two, three years from
now there won’t be any more officially sanctioned
co-pros? Do you think it is going in that direc-
tion?
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Greg: Only in those markets where the competitive sit-
uation pushes it in that way. That's how Tampa was five
years ago with us and 'YNF. A lot of labels called a halt
to it and some artists just avoided the market altogeth-
er. | thinkthat rock radio should hope that stations that
clearly support a particular artist more than other stations
will always have first option on the co-pro, as opposed
to nobody getting anything.

Without the kind of label cooperation that you
have enjoyed over the years, would Livestock be
an impossibility?
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Greg: You bet. We could not afford to put that kind of
show on and pay the bands their siandard fees, and
charge the ticket price we do and still give money to char-
ity. But we did the first Livestock back when few were will-
ing to work with us. We did the first one in September

When we started playing Alive’
in September of 1990, it was a good six months before
| got decent call out on it. Last week | put Tmmortality’
into call out, and after just several days, it's already test-
ing heavy. There is the same band, but time is the con-
stant. | can tell you right
now that we've been test-
ing the Dokken for almost
two months, and it looks
dirty. But if you look at it
over a two month period of
time, you can see that it is
very slowly, a couple of
percentage points a week,
getting befter. | listened to
it and my inftial reaction is
this is not going to work.
Then I listen to it some
more, and | think maybe it
will. Maybe this will be the
album that will shine
through.

How much are you will-
ing to put up with in
negatives for a poten-
tial positive gain?

Greg: Again, it depends on
the song. If | see a song
that is pretty negative and | know it doesn't sound like any-
thing else out there. | will let the song have a little bit of
time to get familiar. | should immediately start seeing the
negatives go down and the positives go up with a little more
play. Then there's a song, and | don’t want to name names
because the song looks to be doing very well on the chart,
that I can't play anymore because it was pulling 38% neg-
ative, and it only got worse every week. It was a big band
and we can't play them anymore.

What is the most negatively testing record that
you have long term faith in?

Greg: REM. ‘Strange Currencies.” I'm looking at 21%
negative on that, but | am also looking at 31% favorite.
That is a great initial sign. We are powering the record.
It's certainly not testing power, but it will. It will be the
biggest performing RE.M. song for everybody off of
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this album. Another example is Tom Petly’s t's Good To
Be King.’ 22% negative one week, but we stick with it and
the next week it is down to 10% negative. Another one
that is coming around is White Zombie, obviously a
polar record. It started out extremely high negatives. You
can guarantee that it wasn't just in the upper end, it was
all over. But it was a particular type of person who did-
n'tget them. But we keep playing it, we opened it up to
daytime, gave it a little more rotation, and got the nega-
tives down to 12%.

Ayear and a half ago when we talked, you stat-
ed you didn’t think Tampa had a large metal or
alternative oriented segment. Has that thinking
changed at all?

Greg: No, it has not changed at all. Alternative is main-
Stream, that's why it works.

There was a point in time when ‘XTB was perceived
as a station that was way ahead of the curve. Has
the curve caught up to you or do you like to think
that the station continues to stay ahead of the
norm, if not the mainstream?

Greg: | think the reason the station works is we stay ahead
ol the norm. Not too far ahead. though. You have to be
Just ahead of the wave. We don't program to the indus-
try, we obviously program to Tampa Bay rock listeners.
1 like the fact that they can feel that they are musically ahead
of their friends in other towns, and even MTV. They get
exposed to their new music here on 98 Rock. Thatis a
major mission for us, to try and find the next band. We
were there before anyone knew who Pear! Jam and
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Nirvana were, we were banging them, and whoever the next
big band is | guarantee we are already banging them now.

Who is the next big band?

Greg: | think that it could be several. | think Monster Magnet
has a good shot at it. Bush is obviously on the way, but
1 think their sound is of a style that we may be getting ready
to move away from. I'm impressed with Filter. |don't think
there is another track on the Dave Matthews that fits a pure
rock station Iike ours, but the success we had with What
Would You Say’ certainly opens things up for their next
album here. Hootie & The Blowfish are already there, which
goes to show a band doesn't have to be hard to be the next
big thing on 98 Rock. | think Fury In The Slaughterhouse

has as good a shot as anyone as being the next Live. We .
have been on that record |

already three weeks.

Looking back over the
past year, what would
you call your biggest
success as far as find-
ing a little known
wannabe band and
making them a big hit?

Greg: Last spring when
Throwing Copper came out
and no one really knew
who it was, we embraced it
immediately because we

Toadies, a band we have
been on about a year now, are just now getting ready to
explode ona mass level.

That the
Toadlies are doing so well is a good indication of just how
much the programmer mindset has changed over the last
year.

Greg: If Dole and Newtie will leave them alone, they will
do great.

What is your read on the status of metal right now

in the marketplace?

Greg: Dead
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What killed it?

Greg: Time. It was a phase and we moved through it. Just
like alternative right now is a phase and we are moving
through that. It was happening at the time because it was
the only thing new and fresh out there. Now it's not the
only new thing, and as a matter of fact, peaple got their
fill of it and have moved on.

Do you feel musical limitations played a role?

Greg: Metal’s limitations musically? I can’t think that it's
a function of that, because every genre has talented
artists and creative songwriters. | think what stifles cre-
ativity is when everyone Is trying to go after the same sound,
based on the success of the two or three top bands.
When the next Metallica
record comes out, it will be
huge, metal will probably
come back in, and will once
again be more sound alike
releases, none of which will
be as successful.

Do you have concern
that too much of the
music that you are play-
ing is going to wind up to
be in the one hit wonder
category and that in
terms of active powerful
library material you are
running a little thin these
days?

Greg: | say yes to both of
those. We are playing a lot
of stuff that we won't be using
in two or three years. Butwe
are also playing a lot of stuff
that we'll use ten years from
now. And even though a number of bands that were big
in the late ‘80s are pretty much over, we'll still play their
best tracks. | think Tesla will have library tracks on the air
for a while. | think ‘Fly To The Angels' will be a song that
sticks around for a long time. It still tests great for me.
Nothing else from that band, can't play any more of
them, but that was truly big hit song.

Certainly you listened to the new album. What
were your thoughts?

Greg: My thoughts were that they are still doing the style
that worked back then but is not at all in vogue now. And
that's fairly major baggage.

You’re not finding any of that with Dokken?

“
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Greg: No, I'mnot. | found it more with Van Halen than
with Dokken.

Really? Explain that.

Greg: wishcould. My only guess is that Dokken was-
n'taround during those years where that style of music
got beat to death. So Dokken wasn't necessarily perceived
as part of that movement. | think more people remem-
ber back to 83-84 when the Dokken records they listened
fo weren't all over the radio and MTV. Dokken was
unigue.

You played the Skid Row record, and you played
it a bunch.

Greg: And we're not playing as much anymore.

Did you find that image was a problem?

Greg: To me the song was a good song, so I've got fo
say that it was either image or an extension of image against
style. For some reason | could not get the negatives to
go down, infact, they only went up. | really believed that
the Skid Row record was strong and had as a good shot
of any of breaking through, and it hasn' yet.

1 certainly can’t fault you for not giving it the rota-
tion.

Greg: Ii's real easy right now just fo play what is test-
ing, and what's testing is alternative sounding. But | think
as a Rock station you still have to keep your finger a bit
on the puise because my radio station has the same lis-
teners today as it did 4 or 5 years ago. They liked a dif-
ferent style of music then, and they like a different style
now but as library material isn't some of that stuff they liked
before still accessible? Those were the hit songs from that
period of their life. So you have to give them a shot and
1 know that when it does swing back around from this alter-
native mode it is going to be guitar based rock n' roll again,
and ifwe move completely away from that image and turn
into the Cranberries/Oasis station we are not going to be
very suited to go back into that genre. We are also
going to be really vulnerable to another station coming
inand doing that against us.

Give me an example
of how pop you’ll
lean.

Greg: Probably ‘Live
Forever' from Qasis.

Jim McGuinn at the
Paoint in St. Louis
recently comment-
ed that too many nov-
elty records like
Sublime and P.0.L.
could wind up really
hurting his format.
Is that a legit con-
cern for you?

Greg: Not really. | just
worry about making sure
that every great active
record that fits the format
is on the radio station. |
don't want to put too
many on at one time but that opportunity really hasn't ever
happened. 1 do think that what you have to be afraid of
is playing too many bands that sound like other bands that
have already established themselves in particular genres.
| don't ever want to hear another band that sounds like Pear
Jam, yet | am still being fed them.

Do you sense any alternative backlash with
your audience?

Greg: Notwith my audience, because we have never said
the word alternative on the radio station. In this market,
Bush and Nirvana and the Toadies are rock n' roll bands,
we are a rock n' roll station, we are the source where you
hear this music first and most often. | think that there is
definitely going to be a backlash to alternative music for
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stations that play nothing but type of music. Fortunately,
we are a bit broader than that.

Brian has almost become the exclusive music con-
tact person at the radio station. How much
juice does he have?

Greg: Hehas alot. It he gets a bug up his ass on a record,
we'll probably be playing it. He does that occasionally
and there are a few of them on the list. He offers quite a
bit of input in our music meetings. In fact, he brings in
the music that we listen to. | don't take the record calls
so | don'’t know what is out there. | am really only
exposed to what he plays for me. Although | am still kind
of a music guy myselfand | can go and find things, but
you can't rely on that being a way to get on the radio sta-
tion.

Programmers constantly comment that they
get ‘XTB thrown at them. Who gets thrown at you
the most?

Greg: Nobody. | don'tlisten to alphabet soup because
I don’t program my station like anybody else. | program
my station for my audience and | don't feel anyone has as
good of grasp on what my audience wants as | do,
because they are not in here looking at the research
every day, listening to the phone calls, talking to people
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on the telephone, and living in the market. Tampa is not
like any other market, and what everybody else is doing
is irrelevant.

How is your all-request morning show doing? That
is quite the unique concept.

Greg: It is a tactic we adventured into five and a half years
ago, and itis still working for us. The numbers last trend
looked great, a dominant #1 18-34, #1 men 25-54. We
are playing a lot of music, having a lot of fun and getting
numbers to boot. If's a good concept.

Are you currently consulting anyone?
Greg: No.
Does your Citicasters deal preclude that?

Greg: No, it does not. I've tried itand | don't like telling
people my opinions and giving them suggestions, only
to have them execute their interpretation of my advice and
have it not work. I'm tired of that. I've had that happen
at several radio stations, and it has not been fun for me
{o be involved in something that is not working because
the execution is not there. | guess I might be open to it
down the line, but it would have to be the right situation.
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The Tampa situation is obviously idyllic. You have |
two major signals, a wonderful climate, nation-
al regard out the ass, and, thankfully, good
health. Do your plans involve staying there for
an indefinite period of time?

Greg: | don't foresee moving out of this area. Not thals
it couldn't happen for exactly the right situation, but [ am
hard pressed to think of what that situation would be. Therd.
hasn't been anything that | have been pitched on that | have
been interested enough to follow up on.

What is it about the Citicasters corporate cul-
ture that you find so stimulating? |

Greg: They love success. They want to win, whatever
the cost and there aren't many companies out there thal
do. They will back us and support us to the maximum|
as long as we believe in what we are doing. They may nok
get every aspect of what we do, but if they understand thal
we believe in it they will support us 100%. In five and
a half years here, there has not been a single thing that
I thought was critical to the future success of the radio sta
tion that we have not been allowed to do. '

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Jewel captivates the crowd at the Big Night Out.
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This past weekend, while a lot of you were pounding ‘em
down at MeGathy, | took it to the road and hooked up with
WMRQ/Hartford, Connecticut's first commercial
Alternative outlet which, at present time, is a scant 9
months old. In such infancy, it was intriguing to find out
that they were throwing a bash of their own in New Britain,
at The Sting, featuring heavyweight acts like Bush,
Letters To Cleo, Wax, Jewel, Jill Sobule, Eve’s
Plumb, and the debut U.S. show for the Catherine
Wheel tour. And when | called Promotions Director
Jason Steinberg to get some passes, he told me about
the bus trip they were planning to the HFStival immediately
affer the show, with contest winners and station person-
nel. And, yes, there was an extra seat. | was planning to
attend the HFStival, anyway. So I weighed the options -
Sub sandwich, drinks, radio talk and plenty of laughter in
the bus. Peanuts, business dudes, little or no relatable con-
versation and bad coffee on a plane. And besides, flights,
as a general rule, should be unmemorable. | remember
two or three out of the dozens I've taken. One Christmas,
for instance, when the plane banked nearly 90 degrees {o
dodge some incidental LaGuardia traffic on the way o the
landing strip. | remember that. Memorability potential was
certainly on the side of The Bus Trip. So Friday | fled to
New England, and got to the venue in daylight, to find the
station’s afternoon driver Kew doing his show amidst a long
line of showgoers waiting for doors to open. By the start
of Jewel's intro set, the room was 3/4 full, with a long line
yel to enter. Qut of the box, it was apparent that the
event was going to be a home run in terms of atten-
cance. Jewel was probably the surprise of the night for
me. Here's this little woman behind an acoustic guitar,
perched in front of stacks of Marshalls, drum kits and oth-
er pre-staged band gear. With the slightest edge she began
o sing and play tunes from her record, slowly enticing the
rock-ready crowd out of their ongoing conversations.
When she was done, she had complete control of the room.
All of the acts played well, but Catherine Wheel was tran-
scendent. Acting MD/Night Goddess Gina Crash
provocatively interviewed Rob Dickinson before the
show, and culled some very important details: 1. This was
the Wheel's first performance in 18 months. 2. They were
going to play on rental gear. Handicaps? Forget about
it. They were really extraordinary. You couldn’t help but
consider how ready this band is for arena exposure.
Their set was a magical mixture of nerves, restlessness,
intense stage command, transfixed crowd, and superior
songs. Oh, and Mercury’s National Alternative
Promo Domo Michael Idlis stage dived during
“Waydown." We set off around 2:30 a.m. for Washington
DC, with the Wheel's set invading our conversations for
many miles down the road. Got to DC at about 9:30 a.m.,
and to the hotel for a shower, then back to RFK where |
hooked back up with John Knapp, Jason and others. We
et up with Robert Benjamin of WHFS, who took us
'hrough the lower trenches of RFK to the backstage cater-
ng area. And kindly pointed out some sites along the way,
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such as the framed photo of Marion Barry and Michael
Jackson shaking hands which was hanging outside the ele-
vator. We hung with the artists who were coming to and
from the stage, watching the closed-circuit TV of the
early bands while we fested the fabulous spread of healthy
food and drink. Everyone was very cool from WHFS. And
this was an immense event - everyone was pitching in on
some level. It was too Big Time for words. On to the are-
na, to take in the vibe. The threat of rain was fairly well-
established by the night before, and it held off until
General Public's set, when a light rain began just as they
kicked into "Rainy Days." That squall passed very quick-
ly, with a new band of storms trekking in behind it an immi-
nent threat to the event. So while the clouds moved in,
Primus and PJ Harvey finished their sets on the main
stage. Then the skies opened up, the lightning flashed,
and the throng of thousands on the field split into three
groups: Those Who Fled For The Eaves, Those Who Covered
Up And Stayed Put, and Those Who Didn't Give A Shit. The
latter group holding the most members. And as the rain
fell, WHFS' Rob Timm conveyed the news from the
stage that the show would be delayed, but not cancelled.
During the rainstorm, the music on the PA appropriate-
ly changed (“Red Rain”, etc.), and humorous messages
flashed across the RFK scoreboard (“That's not rain,
those are people who couldn’t get in pissing on you!" et
al.). Tums oul, WHFS Promotions Guru Bill Glasser
produced the music and the rest of it earlier in the week,
and called up to the scorebox via walkie-talkie to start the
Serigs, and rolled the tunes from the soundboard. And with
the theatrical introductions, the image ID's thrown in
around the tunes between bands, and other items, it
appeared that WHFS thought of just about everything on
that Saturday in June. Band highlights included Bush, who
were far more energized and compelling at HF Stival than
they were the night before, The Ramones (huge stage
set, with smoke and lights, the whole bit), and Seul
Asylum. Dave Pimner js a helluva performer. And sport-
ed a major tude from the stage. There was a bit of a ruckus
backstage between Winona Ryder and Les Claypool
of Primus just before the Soul Asylum show {...ahh.
“Wynonna's Big Brown Beaver"?) in reaction to some on-
air comments made during Ryder's HFS interview the pre-
vious morning. And that apparently led to Pirner's mood.
Glasser reported that Mr. Pirner was very amiable during
pre-show meet and greet sessions with contest winners
and such. Soul Asylum’s set was biistering hot, and Pirner’s
ferociousness was a major part of the story. So ifa little
misery breeds this level of show, | don't see a problem.
Anyway, | had a ball, and it was due in significant part to
the cool people | partied with, including Gina Crash, John
Knapp, Jason Steinberg, Kev, Jake, Dan, Randy,
and everyone at WMRQ, AQ, Rob Timm, Robert
Benjamin, Jackie Webber and everyone at WHFS,
Jay Schultz, Al Pellegrino and others at Liberty
Broadcasting, Stu Bergen, Michael Idlis, Gerry
Thompson, Barry Lyons, Tom Kenney, Kevan
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Rabat, Andrea Miller, and others of record company
note. Itwas a pleasure... Beginning at6 p.m. PT on Monday
6/12, The Jesus Lizard will inhabit the Lollapalooza

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A university student has been charged with assault for allegedly throwing a can at Divinyls
lead singer Christina Amphlett during a concert af a Sydney, Australia, club. The stu-
dent has been released on bail is slated to appear ina Jocal court on June 28. The band
left the stage briefly after Amphlett was struck by the can near her right eye, however
the Divinyls’ set continued a short time later.

The Rolling Stones and the Pretenders have recorded acoustic albums for MTV's
“Unplugged"” series. The Stones played two club dates on May 25 and 26 at the Club
Paradiso in Amstercam, the Netherlands, as warm-up shows for the European leg of
their world tour. The sets included many of their best-known songs and a version of
Bob Dylan’s “Like A Rolling Stone.” The Stones' "Unplugged” album will be released
in October, around the same time as the release of the Pretenders’ acoustic album, which
was recorded in London last week.

The Four Tops and Boyz Il Men have planmted a time capsule underneath what will
become the Motown Cafe on 57th Street in New York City. The time capsule is to be
opened on January 12, 2059, the 100th anniversary of the founding of Motown
Records in Detroit. It includes a harmonica from Stevie Wonder and 45s of Smokey
Robinson & The Miracles’ ‘Shop Around” and the Temptations' "My Girl.”

Former Alabama Governor George Wallace says Elvis Presley once called him and
talked about killing Arthur Bremer, the Wisconsin man who was convicted of shooting
Wallace in Laurel, Maryland. Wallace says Presley called him from Atlanta after the shoot-
ing, which left Wallace paralyzed from the waist down. “He said, Im going up there and
Kill that SOB, " Wallace says. “He was drinking or under the influence of something, dope
or whiskey one.”

Deep Purple have reformed for a tour with former Dixie Dregs guitarist Steve Morse
in the line-up.

Chris Isaak says he regrets dwelling on a break-up with his three-year girlfriend on
his album “Forever Blue.” A lot of things seem like a good idea, when you're at your
house and it's four o'clock and you go: 'This would be a good thing to put there. Then
when they ask you about it on television it's like later on you think, 'Well, maybe this
wasn'ta good idea.” The liner notes even include a letter to his ex-girlfriend that he nev-
er sent her. “Do you sleep with somebody else now?” Isaak writes. At least, he says, I
left her name out of it.”

Bond has been set at $150,000 for the man who was shot after he jumped a fence to enter
the grounds of Madonna's Hollywood Hills estate. Robert Dewey Hoskins has plead-
ed innocent to one count of stalking and two counts of making terroristic threats. Police
say Hoskins was shot in the arm and hip after entering the compound. He's allegedly threat-
ened to kil Madonna if she refuses to marry him. Hoskins appeared in a wheelchair in
Los Angeles Municipal Court, where a preliminary hearing has been set for June 14. If
convicted of all charges, Hoskins could be sentenced to five years in prison. Police say
that before Hoskins was arrested, he'd gone swimming in her pool, and was carrying a
small wooden heart that said “Love to my wife Madnna,” with her name misspelled.

Phil Rudd has rejoined AG/DG as drummer.

REM have written over a half-dozen songs for their new album, which the band hopes
to finish by the time it ends its “Monster” tour. “It's going to be prefly chaotic and wild."
says guitarist Peter Buek. “We're going to try fo record them during the tour, on stage,
during soundchecks, maybe in dressing rooms, maybe even jump into a studio one after-
noon with local musicians and knock something out. We'll just try to pull something
together in the most creative and interesting way.”

Judge Walter Porter granted Deal's request
to continue drug rehabilitation at the Hazelden Foundation in Center City, Minnesota. If
she completes the treatment, her guilty plea will not be part of her criminal record. If tried.
she could have been fined $2,500 and sentenced to up to 18 months in prison.

to sign Michael. The former Wham! U.K. member who has refused to record any new
material for his label, claiming his contract is oppressive. The Financial Times says a
deal could be announced within a few weeks. The report says the new label would pay
‘a substantial sum’ to Michael’s current label and would permit the former label to release
a greatest hits album. "Sony is anxious to extract the highest possible price for relin
quishing Mr Michael's contract,” said the newspaper's front-page story. “However, its
negotiating position is complicated by concern that the singer's market value will dirmin
ish the longer he goes without recording new material.”

SST Records owner Greg Ginn, who sued Negativland over a book it published about
sampling, has won the legal rights to sample all of Negativiand's work. He's planning
aproject called "Positiviand.”
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The debut albums by Randy Newman and Ry Cooder and the Everly Brothers'
“Roots” album have been re-released, a year after the producer of the L Ps stepped down
as presigent of Warner Brothers Records. “Obviously those are records I'm incredibly
proud of," says Lenny Waronker. “ always felt that those records are like little films that
have lasted for years. Maybe they have never been particularly successful, but they are
the real thing. When you're dealing with artistry like that — and maybe this has
something to do with how | think — you can't really go wrong..../ have always been ded-
icated to quality and understanding the artist and the artistic vision. Those really are the
most important issues, as opposed to sales. And Warner Bros. certainly was about that
—— g company really dedicalted to artists — and it wasn't just talk.”

A spokeswoman for the Rolling Stones says the band has turned down the chance
to write and perform the theme song for the next James Bond film, “Goldeneye.”

Aimee Mann's next album will be called “I'm With Stupid,” but no release date has
been set.

The owner of the Compact Disc Warehouse in Pasadena, California, has filed a law-
suit against the six major U.S. record companies, claiming they have conspired to keep
the prices of compact discs artificially high. Philip Hockwald's class-action lawsuit says
CD prices should have declined in recent years as the costs of production dropped and
sales volumes increased. The lawsuit asks for triple damages on behalf of all retail out-
lets who have purchased CDs directly from the six major distributors.

Hootie & The Blowfish have covered Roy Orbison’s "Drean Girl" for the sound-
track to Quentin Tarantino’s upcoming film, "White Man's Burden,” which will star John
Travola. Raleigh, North Carolina, duo the Walker Sisters sing backing vocals on the
track, which will be included on the soundtrack album coming out this fall (on Atlantic
Records).

Chapel Hill, North Carolina, band June will soon begin recording an album for
release early next year (on Beggars Banquet Records).

Michael Nesmith, formerly of the Monkees, is refeasing a book and CD both called

and he likens them to Disney films like "Fantasia” which combined "music and visu-
al representation that soared to great heights.” Nesmith says he’s trying to do some-
thing other than a music video. “The trouble with music videos is they don't understand
the mutual meaning of the visual and the musical. The effects are unmotivated and gra-
tuitous confetti,” he says.

A New York judge has scuttled a plagiarism lawsuit filed against Gloria Estefan by
. New York salsa pianist and singer Eddie Palmieri, who had claimed that her 1989
song “Oye Mi Canto” took its chorus from one of his earlier recordings. Estefan and
her attorneys say Palmieri dropped the lawsuit after an investigation found the tune is
rooted in traditional Afro-Caribbean folk music. Estefan’s attorneys say the judge
found insufficient evidence to proceed with the case.

Richard Thompson and Roger McGuinn played a concert recently in Boston to ben-
efit the Women’s Community Cancer Project in Cambridge. Thompson is working on
a solo album this summer. He's also working on a concept album with Danny
Thompson (no relation) based on Britain’s industrial heritage. "Some songs will be
hysterical because we're trying to avoid nostalgia,” he says.

Nitzer Ebh begins a tour June 20 in Buffalo, New York, in support of a new album called

‘Big Hit " A month of concert dates have been announced — the first US shows the band
has played in three years.
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Herbie Hancock is celebrating his 31st year in the record business with a new album
called “Dis Is Da Drum.” “I have available to me all of the tools of my musical experi-
ence,” he says. “The idea for Dis Is Da Drum’ was to combine those tools with elements
of today's sound to create music people can dance to without sacrificing the art.”

As they wrap up the first leg of a 52-cily tour, Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers have
announced details of the second part, which will begin in Salt Lake City, Utah, on August
10 and will last two months. Some of the dates will be in cities where Petty has
already performed this year. The band will again work with USA Harvest, an all-volunteer
food distribution group, to collect cans of food for distribution to the hungry and home-
less. Greenpeace will also have a presence at concerts on the tour, and the National Veterans
Foundation will be able to auction off front row tickets to every concert. Pete Droge
will again open for Petty.

Musician magazine has published an issue devoted to 20 Years of Punk Rock,” which
includes interviews with Paul Weller of the Jam and Billy Joe of Green Day, who
talks about growing up in a Berkeley, California, warehouse. "Half the house would be
up on LSD, another part of the house would be up reading and another part of the house
would be drinking all night.

Ringo Starr has been rehearsing in Vancouver, British Columbia, for a world tour that
begins in Japan. Starr's band includes Felix Cavaliere of the Rascals, John
Entwistle of the Whe, Billy Preston, Mark Farner of Grand Funk Railroad and
Randy Bachman of Bachman-Turner Overdrive. Starr, who hasn't had a hit record
in over 20 years and is now in his mid-50s, has scheduled a 45-date tour across America.
Ringo’s son, Zak Starkey, will play drums as part of the All-Starr Band. The U.S. tour
will run from July 2 to September 3. Band members will travel throughout America on
two buses — one for smokers, one for non-smokers. Apparently, Starr gave up cig-
areftes four years ago.

Canadian singer Jann Arden has launched a North American tour in Seattle in sup-
port of her “Living Under June” album which features a duet with Jackson Browne.

Brian 0’Neal, formerly of the Bus Boys, has formed a new band called Black Bart.

“l was aware it wasn't going to be an extension of the Bus Boys,” O'Neal says. "That was
fine with me.” The Bus Boys broke up in 1990, ten years after the release of their debut
album. The band also appeared in the film “48 Hours” with Eddie Murphy.

Ticket prices start at $30 and there are plans for
aworldwide television broadcast. “Each set will feature unique pairings of arlists per-
forming each other’s legendary work,” says Rock & Roll Hall of Fame Foundation vice-
chairman Jann Wenner. The $92 million museum is scheduled to open on Seplember
1,and there’s a report a second concert may be scheduled on Sunday, September 3.

The tape recorder Sam Phillips used in his Memphis studio to record Elvis Presley's
first release — “That's All Right” b/w “Blue Moon Of Kentucky” — is headed for the
Rock & Roll Hall of Fame & Museum in Cleveland. Phillips says the deck will be part
of a display of his Memphis Recording Service studio, along with an RCA control board,
homemade speaker, cabinet and the needle lathe used to cut acetate masters. “They Il
be duplicating the control room exactly, then they re going to duplicate part of the actu-
al studio.” The machine’s been at a small radio station (WLIZ-AM) in Lake Worth, Florida,
which Phillips built in 1959 using proceeds from the $35,000 he made by selling Presley’s
recording rights to RCA Victor. The station, which went from country to Christian in 1975,
aired daily 15-minute tributes to Presley called "Memories Of Elvis” through 1990. Some
of the Christian station's listeners questioned whether “Jailhouse Rock” and "Heartbreak
Hotel" were appropriate. “If you confuse Elvis Presley with Jesus Christ, you're in real
trouble,” Phillips says.

Young and adventurgus
listeners embraced the rocking bands from alternative restio
while they still flipped back to AOR for classic rock. [‘ne
“alternative” bands that crossed over and “made-l"i"’
were vital, raw, driven, individualistic, artistic without agip}-
ogy, and they echoed rock music's past in much of
their chords and phrasing. It wasn't their alternative fa-
tus that sold people on them. These were bastard-Son
rock bands come to roost. Now other young band iire
breaking out from under another classification, blowirig
past limiting pigeonholing, in the breaking out of Huuliie
& The Blowfish , The Dave Matthews Band, §nd
Blues Traveler. Each has toured long and hard, hgve
aloyal. core following, and labored long outside the “miin—
stream,” dismissed as “hippy bands.”
