FHE RIVER RISCS IN ROSTON

While some people struggle with the identity of the Triple A format, there are still
a handful of programmers for whom the concept is as clear as a bell — play good new
music that appeals to adults in your specific market. A little too simplistic? A little
naive? Maybe, but nonetheless true. While the “experts” are spending a lot of time
and money telling us what the format is and isn’t, and should be and shouldn’t be,
there are programmers out there who — through their musical knowledge and instinct
— just get it. Joanne Doody is one of those programmers. A ten year veteran of Alternative
WENX in Boston, Joanne knows the market and the music, and was an obvious choice
to helm the format flip when Northeast Broadcasting changed their AC WLYT to
Triple A WXRV. She handpicked Mike Mullaney from crosstown WBOS for
MD Duties, and together they have shaped Boston’s newest AAA, The River...

LUV NEANP CAB  Joanne: No. Northeast Broadcasting Company has
had the station for about twenty years. It used to be
WLYT and it was an Adult Contemporary station.
Northeast Broadcasting also owns WNCS in Vermont,
another Triple A station.

What made Northeast Broadcasting make the
move toward Triple A and away from AC?

Joanne: It was sort of a joint decision in that there are
four pretty powerful AC stations in Massachusetts.
WLYT was not doing very well. The ratings were low
because they weren’t doing anything better or differ-
ent than the other AC stations. It was like, ‘Why be
another AC station? Let’s do something a little bit dif-
ferent.” That is when they came up with the idea of
taking the station Triple A. It was kind of amazing to
me because it was exactly what | have always wanted
to do, | just never thought anyone would propose it to
me. When management said, ‘The format | am looking
for is a cross between ‘FNX and ‘BOS,’ | almost fell flat
on my face. It’s like a dream for me. | worked at ‘FNX
for ten years and you do kind of outgrow things at
some point. You are probably familiar with ‘BOS. |
think they are doing a good job, but it wasn't exactly
the way | would do it. To be in a position where some-
body would come and offer me this opportunity was
. almost like a dream come true! | know what kind of
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music | like, and | know a lot of people that also like
that same music. | never thought someone would say
‘Hey, | am going to let you program this station doing
what you actually like.’

Had Northeast done much research in making the
decision to flip from AC to Triple A?

Joanne: | think they had a good feeling about it
because 'NCS has been very successful in Vermont.
They asked us not to be quite as eclectic as they can get
away with in Vermont. As you know, every Triple A is
adjusted to the area. Our target area is north of
Boston and southern New Hampshire. Certainly not as
eclectic a group of people as you would find in
Vermont, but still people open to new ideas and new
music. That is what we are finding.

In a highly rock-radioed market like Boston, how
do you find the niche? What's going to make
your station stand out from the pack?

Stars. Anything to get out there. We will be going to a
lot of events, especially public service ones at this point,
to meet people and get our name out there. We really
haven’t done too much because we are still in our
infancy here. We are doing a great contest now —
every day we're giving away a weekend trip to
Vermont. Listeners have to fax in and tell us what they
like about The River. The promotion has had some very
good results and wonderful reaction from people
telling us what they like about the station.

Do you feel like you kept a lot of the same people
that were listening to the station when it was
AC?

Joanne: Yeah, | don’t think we lost too many. If we
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get a good, solid core
audience of an attractive demo, they would be happy
with that.

Your GM, Dan Lankford, had he been at the sta-
tion when it was AC?

Joanne: No, he's new here, too. He was working as a
GM at WTTM, a News/Talk station in New Jersey. He's
been working on our media campaign, handling the
transition as it relates to sales, and overseeing pro-
gramming and promotions.

Even though it
was Let's Go that put them on the map, to give a true perspective of Rancid's history you
have to go back to the streets of the East Bay area where the band just barely lived - and
still reside - in a punk community that did not trust the outside world, but relied on each
other for survival. That street element saturates both their music and lyrics. It's what sels
Rancid apart from their suburban punk colleagues. The opening cut, “Maxwell Murder”
is a short but frenzied tempo that sets the pace for ...And Qut Come the Wolves which will
be arriving next week for Sept. adds. There are plenty of three minute blasts to choose from,
but some of the other highlights include "Roots Radicals", an ode to the sceng that
found some airplay from a single release last year, and the current single “Time Bomb”,
which incorporates the ska influence of former project Poison Ivy. You can hear their rools
in “Lock, Step and Gone”, a raw melody in "Ruby Soho”, and slashing rhythms in
‘Disorder and Disarray”. With the last release selling just short of gold, it looks like they
are going to be catapulted into the mainstream despite themselves, but it's apparent that
the true spirit of punk is alive and well in Rancid.

“Civilized Man": the anthemic, radio-ready “Here We Go”, and the hard-core nod of
‘Appreciation”. The lyrical tongue-twisting delivery of “Not the Flesh" will make most
hip hoppers jealous.
