An hour from ncw you will walk into the studio to fol-
low Mancow. What's that like?

Jo: It's a flurry of activity. He usually doesn‘t get off the air until
10:15, 10:30, or sometimes 10:45, so | know now to take a
bunch of work upstairs with me and do a ton of show prep while
| am waiting in the wings, as it were. He's got 9 or 10 people
in the studio at all times, so when | go in it's just mayhem. There
are still people everywhere, moving their carts, and this and that.
Mancow's terminally losing his keys or his glasses, so they final-
ly clear out of there about 11:30.

And you walked into that straight out of Columbus.
Wasn’t that daunting?

Jo: It was pretty darn intimidating. You just have to take a deep
breath and go ‘Wow. So this is what the big time is like.” I'm
definitely used to it now. You just have to go with the flow.

What's the pressure to perform like when you follow such
a high personality daypart?

Jo: Dave puts it best when he says, 'Jo, you follow Jerry
Seinfeld.” You've got a great lead-in, so you have to be great.
But it's an entirely different animal because Mancow is an
entity in and of himself, and the challenge for us as a radio sta-
tion is to maintain that the rest of the day - with attitude, with
tempo, with great music, great personalities and great production,
everything. As far as that goes | think that Mancow has made
this entire station the best that it can possibly be.

Obviously, the powers that be are thrilled with everything
that has transpired since he hit town.

Jo: Yes. They are. They're not thrilled with some of the after-
math of what happens.
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The Stern thing, the publicity...

Jo: The publicity is fine, they have no problem with
that. It’s just that sometimes it can backfire. They deal
with that too. It's just the name of the game. If they are
going to get someone as high profile as Mancow then they
are going to have to deal with some of those conse-
quences. They fully expect to do that and handle it well.

Is there a fundamental difference in the audiences
you and Mancow reach?

Jo: Yes, there definitely is. I'll get phone calls at 1:30 in
the afternoon, people still calling wanting to talk to
Mancow. Which is nice for me. It definitely keeps the ego
in check. But on the other hand | do have listeners who
wait to tune in at 10:30. That's the way it goes. His num-
bers were huge from day one. Our challenge was to catch
up to him as far as our ratings go. Now they are much more
equal.

Jo joined by Warner Bros.' Grover, Dave Lombardi and

two-thirds of the Goo Goo Dolls.

Which is really quite rare with a giant numbers
morning show, Howard in particular.

Jo: 1 think that Dave has once again been smart in that he uses
'Cow’s show to promote the rest of the radio station. We can't
expect Mancow, because he’s got his own agenda, to go 'Oh by
the way, Jo Robinson has this and this and this. And Lou Brutus
has this coming up later on this afternoon.’” The way that we com-
bat that is we use produced promos for my show that run in ‘Cow’s
show, and then through every daypart. I've got Lou Brutus pro-
mos in my show and so forth. All the station promos are writ-
ten and recorded by our 6-10pm guy, Ned Spindle, who is just
brilliant. They are hilarious. Each one is funnier than the next.
Peopie turn the radio up just to hear Ned’s promos. Those run
in morning drive as well.

Has coming on after Mancow fundamentally changed
your on-air approach? Is there a big difference in what
you are doing now and what you were doing a month
before you got there?

Jo: | think that it's the entire station persona that’s different.
At’LVQ we were a 25+ radio station. Here we are 18-34, we con-
centrate on 25-34 year olds. But at ‘LVQ it was an entirely dif-
ferent station sound. Being sandwiched between Mancow and
the best Rock afternoon guy in the country, Lou Brutus inspires
me to do my best. Lou is proof-positive that the witness protection
program works.

There was really kind of a sense around the industry
that John Edwards did a great job of handing over what
was pretty much a burn bag to Evergreen. When you and
Dave got started, did you recognize that you had a major
overhaul on your hands?

Jo: Absolutely. That was the reason | wanted to come here. |
knew that we could make this frequency work and | knew that
Dave would be the guy to go with to do it. When we got here
there were maybe 40 CDs in the studio. That was it. Now
we're very tight but we've got thousands in the studio. We've
definitely honed what we're doing over the last year and a cou-
ple of months. When we first got here the Blaze played no
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Soundgarden, no Pearl Jam, no Stone Temple Pilots. We sat and
said, "It would probably not be a bad idea to play “Fall On
Black Days” .’

That was an easy sell job | would assume.

Jo: Yeah. We had no problem with that. We were also play-
ing at the time Boston, Foreigner, and Kansas. That was in August
of '94. The Classic Rock station, ‘CKG was a cake walk to beat
so then we focused entirely on our battle with Q101. That's the
point at which we sat down and decided what sounded right and
what didn’t, and not necessarily from auditorium tests or ary oth-
er research.

Obviously your numbers are great, but do you feel like there
are still some perceptual problems in listeners’ minds that
linger from the Blaze era?

Jo: Initially, yes. We had a lot of people calling in asking if we
were the Blaze. Or "You guys used to play Killer Dwarfs, why don't
you play them now?’ That happens far less now. | might getone |
phone call every couple of weeks with somebody going 'Hi, is this
the Blaze?' Everybody pretty much knows us as ‘The Rock’.

How important do you see your air shift versus all of your
other programming assignments? |

Jo: Itisjust as important as everything else that | do. Had | not
been on the air during our metamorphosis, | don’t think that |
would have realized the direction that we needed to go. |
think that | can better help the radio station by being on-air.
How many hours a week do you work?

Jo: Easily 60.

And you're still married, huh?

Jo: And I'm still married.
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Your husband is in the production side of the music busi-
ness. Is that good for the relationship or does it take a
lot more work to keep things smooth when you are both
in a high-pressure entertainment oriented environment?

Jo: We are both very good to each other. We've got a very nur-
turing relationship. | think that it’s important that we spoil each
other. To answer the question, no, we don’t get home and get
on each other’s nerves.
being on the planet. | think we compliment each other that way.
When we don’t see a lot of each other we always reserve
Sundays to make sure that we spend some time together, If I'm
out of town or whatever then we look forward to the follow-
ing Sunday. He’s a tremendously supportive individual and
loves to see me succeed and | love to see him succeed. it's a good,
healthy relationship.

'RCX cast-aways Jo and Dave (in the striped sweater)
take the proverbial 100 lucky listeners on a little lake

Cruise.

Let’'s talk about your relationship with all those part
timers you’re in charge of air checking. Would you con-
sider yourself more of a psychologist in those sessions or
more of a practical ‘get those calls in every eight seconds’
sort of tactician?

Jo: More of a psychologist because the name of the game
here is attitude. We don‘t do the weather. We don't give the
time. We don‘t do PSAs. We don’t have liners in the studio. All
of our promos are pre-recorded by Ned. Our main focus is on the
music and station features from 10:30am on. What's important
to me when | am airchecking the jocks is you've got to put
your personality into the show and really talk up all of the new
music because that's our bread and butter. A lot of people don‘t
know the difference between Bush and the Toadies and they have
to know the difference between those bands. We are completely
anal about getting bio information in the studio. There are just
volumes of bio books in there, of research books. We expect our
jocks to do a lot of show prep.
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Ernie is the most laid back human -

How much do you do daily?

Jo: Probably about an hour to an hour and a half. But you can‘t
make it come across like you’ve done show prep. You've got to
make it sound completely spontaneous. You need to know what
you are talking about.

You were a liner jock before you got to Chicago. How hard
was it for you to make the transition to a dramatically more
spontaneous approach?

Jo: Once you reach a certain level, being comfortable on the air
you don’t use the liners anyway. You know that they are sitting
there in front of you and you've got to touch on this point at some
point in your show. | do agree that there is that comfort zone
where you could sit back and say ‘I've got a headache today,’ or
I'm tired. | didn't get a lot of sleep so | can read the liners this
one break verbatim.” You can not do that here - ever.

From an air talent perspective, you pretty much are
at the pinnacle. Where do you go from there?
Does New York or L.A. have any special allure to you?

Jo: Not at all. Chicago is as large a city as | ever want to
live in. | like New York and L.A. to visit but | don’t believe
that | would ever want to live in either of those cities. A
lot of that has to do with me but also with my husband.
I really have to be cognizant of his wishes. We do all of
this as a team. | don’t think that either one of us a year
and a half ago thought that I'd be in the position that |
am now. Not that he didn’t believe in me but this is a pret-
ty special thing.

Were you and Dave friends before you got the call
at wLvQ?

Jo: 1didn’t even know Dave and he called me a little over
a year ago and left a message on my voice mail. | thought
that he was looking for tapes of people that we had
gotten at ‘LVQ or whatever. | didn’t even know what WRCX
was when he calied me. We chatted a lot. It was going
to take a lot for me to move because | was happy at ‘LVQ, we
owned a house, my husband had a business there, family is
there, the whole thing. | interviewed him as much as he inter-
viewed me. | knew that there was a commitment there, and we
clicked immediately. The funny thing was | never asked him how
he found out about me, why my name came up versus everybody
else. I've never really been one to promote myself. | don't do
comments in the trades or send my picture to the trades, or what-
ever.

1 have to be honest with you... Hal Fish put the deal
together to get you out of town.

Jo: That's why he sent me flowers when | left, huh?

Did you have a sense that with the momentum Hal and the
Blitz had that it might be a good time to get out of
Dodge?

Jo: That never crossed my mind.
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The Hard Interview

Insulting question, eh?

Jo: No, not at all. But, honestly, | wasn't looking to get out of
Columbus.

-Being a music driven person, wasn’t it frustrating to
have WBZX coming at you so hard with a current inten-
sive approach when you were relegated to a much more
classic intensive approach?

Jo: Me, personally, yes. It was frustrating because there were
a lot of bands that | would have liked us to play when | was at
‘LVQ that didnt necessarily fit. Now | think that maybe the music
gods or whoever were looking after me because now | am here
and have a major influence on what we play at this station.

A number of label reps have commented on the extent of
your playlist power. Is that something that you had to work
out with Dave over time or coming in was it clear...

Jo: That was a prerequisite for my coming in. He was hiring me
for many reasons but two of them were my ears. He obviously
has the final say in anything that we add, but he’'ll be the first
to tell you he came from a Classic Rock background, and that's
why he needed me here. That has not changed.

Do you run Selector yourself?

Jo: Yes. Dave doesn't have a computer in his office.
Yeah, and I'll bet his desk is a wreck.

Jo: It's a mess.

How do your responsibilities differ from the standard APD?
Anything that you do that you think is unusual? Do you
make Dave get coffee for you?

Jo: Yes, of course | do. And | make him make it too. | will cer-
tainly do anything that needs to get done, and as time has
gone on | have accepted more responsibilities from Dave.
Actually, Dave just walked in, and he just said ‘She doesn‘t do shit.’

Isn‘t it just a matter of time before Dave takes out some
sort of group responsibilities or goes somewhere else and
you become PD? Could you do it?

Jo: Sure, I could. Ithink that is probably what this company has
in mind for me. We talked about that a year and a half ago when
I came here. It would be tough for me to give up my show because
I love it so much. But it's almost impossible to do a four hour show
and do everything else involved in programming a station like
this. There would be no way to stay on the air.

But given the choice you’'d opt for the programming?
Jo: Sure. It's the next level.

Now that you have had the chance to do the hang with
mega talents like Mancow, Brandmeier, Dahl, Kevin

Matthews, etc, is there any one common thing about
their personalities you‘ve observed?
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Jo: That they don't let criticism affect them the way that it may
other people. You've got to have a huge ego to do morning radio
in Chicago, or afternoon radio. Whether it's only on the surface,
their sense of security is exemplary. | wish | were more like that
sometimes. '

Talk to any national rock promotion person, and they’ll
tell you ‘presents’ battles are a major headache. How’s
that situation with you and Dave these days?

Afternoon driver Lou Brutus and Jo take on Rush
St. during St. Patrick’'s Day celebrations.

Jo: It finally seems like with the great summer book and us beat-
ing Q101, that a lot more people realize how real we are. All that
we have ever asked for is neutrality on shows. We don‘t care if
we get a Presents or not because there is no question that we
can out-promote anyone on any concert. |

Is that because of Evergreen’s promotional war chest?

Jo: Don't we wish. No, it's because of our collective vision as a
radio station. Dave is an incredible programmer. He is a detail
maniac. We've got the best promotion director in the country
in Natalie DiPietro. The staff just gets behind everything 1000%.
Because we're not liner driven, we have the freedom to truly get
behind every single promotion we do, be it music or other-
wise, and out promote any of the competition. g

Jo: Itisn’t that it has turned them around totally, obviously, but
it's hopefully enough that they'll think three times instead of twice
about giving the Alternative stations a co-pro. Once the nation-
al men and women come to town and hear what we do, they total-
ly get it. Jeffrey Naumann is a perfect example. He was here for
the Smashing Pumpkins free show at the Riviera on Monday night.
They were blown away by how we promoted the show as ours
when the competition also had tickets to give away. And that
was a totally neutral show. '

l
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You hear a lot about the WRCX/Q101 battle. How
does WXRT factor into the presents politics?

Jo: | don't think we really have had any battles with Presents
with ‘XRT. Also we have to realize that we’re only a year
and a half old, and ‘XRT has been here twenty years. If
they get a co-pro on the Goo Goo Dolls, if they have been
playing the Goos since their first record we'll bow to
that. We don’t have a problem with that at all. Ifit'sa
new band and we're playing it as much as our competi-
tors and the competitors get the co-pro we want to
know why.

What do you like best about what they do?

Jo: | think it's enviable the variety of music that they can
play. Their jocks are just so knowledgeable but they
don't talk down to their listeners, they are just on a dif-
ferent level than a lot of mass appeal radio is. Patti
Martin is just a fabulous woman and a great Music
Director. Norm Weiner is a super guy too. We had din-
ner with them on Monday night - we get along very
well with them.

That's nice. |1 hang with the FMQB guys every chance | get.
Jo: Yeah, I'll bet you do.

How much does the potential to do a show factor into what
baby bands you decide to step out on?

Jo: Not at all with us. | can’t think of an instance where that has
actually happened to us where a label has said ‘If you play this
record you'll get the co-pro on it because Q101 isn’t on it,” or some-
thing like that. Our slots are very valuable. It's darn important
for us to be playing the hits. If we play a record we are going
to be committed to playing that song, and it isn‘t just going to
be for a week or two and then drop it. No. Our slots are pre-
cious to us and | think that labels realize that. There’s not a lot
of wheeling and dealing for baby bands for us to get the co-pro.
If it's neutral, fine, we'll promote it. We'll give away tickets, and
whatnot...

How about if it's not neutral?

Jo: If itisn't neutral, we'll still give away tickets. We will not ignore
that band. | know that a lot of people will say, ‘Well, wait a minute,
you’re promoting your competitor’s concert,” but the perception
is that it is still our show because we always out-promote them.

But at the end of the day, do the listeners really care whose
show it is?

Jo: 1 don’t think they do. 1think it's all ego. As long as we get
as many goodies as we can to help promote the show — tickets
or t-shirts, or whatever — | don’t think the listeners care who is
presenting the concert. | don’t think the promoters care either,
they just want their venues sold out.

What's the last band that you guys broke and you can hon-

estly say that you did things for that nobody else in the
city did?
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Jo takes a swing vs. Brother Cane.

Jo: Toadies.

What's the last band you feel like you went to the wall for
and your efforts weren’t recognized?

Jo: Bush. Same record company.

Do you think that there will come a time when most
shows will be neutral?

Jo: | certainly hope so. I'd be able to sleep better at night. But
it's not just us against Q101. It's us against Bill Gamble and his
other Alternative stations that he consults.

How difficult does that make your task?

Jo: It makes it almost impossible, but the adversity definitely makes
us better. Whereas Dave and | can say ‘Okay, if we don't get this
we won't support the artist’, Bill can say, "We won’t support the
artist in any number of cities.” That's a tough thing to go up against.
There’s no question about it. It's frustrating as hell. That's the
excuse that we get back from the labels too. ‘But Gamble will
drop the record.’” But you’ve got to wonder if that would real-
ly happen if the record is working and the people want to hear
it. it's important for the labels to know when someone is crying
wolf and it's important for the labels also to realize that we're
in this for the long haul. We don’t drop records when we don't
get our way. We are very reasonable people who don’t throw
temper tantrums but we expect respect.

Good line, Jo.

Jo: Thanks to Rodney Dangerfield. And we deserve that
respect.

What's the biggest programming modification that you
and Dave made over the course of the past year?

Jo: Deciding to concentrate on being Active Rock when we did-
n't even know what that was at the time. Weeding out the old-
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er music even if it tested well with our listeners and going for that
more current sound. It was a risk.

You dumped stuff that was testing?

Jo: Sure, we did. Things like Pink Floyd's ‘Time’ or ‘Carry On My
Wayward Son’. Both would still test through the roof here
but it just sounds wrong and old. So we don't play it. We still
play Pink Floyd ‘Young Lust’ or ‘Welcome To The Machine.’

What is your favorite new track on the radio right now?
Jo: ‘Bullet With Butterfly Wings'.
And your favorite baby band?

Jo: 7 Mary 3, which | hope doesn’t get lost in the shuffle. I've
listened to the whole disc, American Standard, and | think that
it's got some real potential. ‘Cumbersome’ is one of those
songs that seems to be ahead of the pack - it's starting to push
its way through the mass of new bands and we're starting to get
legitimate requests for it. It's kind of like the Toadies, they did
the same thing for us.

I know that Mancow sold a ton of Popa Chubby records.
Do you speak with him regularly on bands that he might
get behind or does that sort of just happen?

Jo: it sort of happens although | will leave certain things for him
to see if he wants to try them. 'Cow doesn‘t play a lot of music
but if he does get behind certain artists, whether he plays them

or not peopie think that's cool and they will go out and buy the
record.

You and Buzz Knight were a formidable team. What did
you learn from that association?

Jo: Buzz is a soul mate. | love him so much. He really taught
me patience and how to better organize myself as far as the man-
agement thing goes. He was my mentor, he still is. He is just an
exemplary programmer.

You are obviously a very successful female in what is pri-
marily a male dominated business. What dos and don‘ts
would you offer to the next generation of Jo Robinsons?

Jo: [ do think that young women coming up in the business still
think that it's okay for them to put up with compromising
themselves to get ahead. You don’t have to be a rock n’ roll bitch.

As defined?

Jo: As defined by trying to sound too sexy on the air or trying
to be a come-on on the air. It's very important to be yourself.
Have passion about the music, or just give it up — and that applies
to men and women. Also, it's important to realize that nice guys
don‘t always finish last. Try to be a good listener and to surround
yourself with people with whom you share mutual respect and
who wiil let you do your job.

Hoon, we must take a minute to think. Obviously we are sad-
dened by the loss, and sad for friends and family. It is truly a tragedy.
From family to fans, this loss is undoubtably hurtful. Our con-
dolences to all of them.

The rest of the story on this man’s passing remains to be writ-
ten. What happens now? How do we go about our day? What
gets said or done about this event at this point? | think these are
valid points to ponder.

Perhaps Shannon Hoon's name doesn't ring as familiar with main-
stream America as do Garcia’s and Cobain’s. Some will know, some
won't. In ali likelihood, this man’s passing will go comparitive-
ly unnoticed in that regard. It won't to the Alternative audience,
however.

The truth here is that we really must do something. We are all
creatures in pain, to a certain degree. 1 think it is safe to say that
this format gathers this country’s youth with a greater social con-
sistency and "birds of a feather” mentality than any other
around. We know our listeners. Many of them look to darker
tunes as a way of relating. It's catharsis. 1 did it (still do, to a cer-
tain extent), and you probably did, too.

If your station hasn't already been providing some PSA time to
some sort of detox line or clinic, maybe it is a good time to begin.
True, many of those places and organizations have presentations
that truly suck. Radio stations in this format have mastered the
art of presentation, of marketing. You can find a way to hippen
a stance.

I'm not advocating soap-box methods or confrontational
announcements or proclaimations. I'm certainly not suggesting
you talk around Blind Melon tunes in this way. Don't be uncool.
Be cool, and helpful, and laid-back. We've all done drugs and alco-
hol, and managed to skate through alive. Maybe we can be a lit-
tle more responsible for outreach to our fans on a subtle scale.
Just a thought.

As for the label side, the NBA and NFL both have drug treat-
ment programs. I'm sure there are counseling services of one kind
or another afforded to labels for their artists. Perhaps if there
aren’t those options available at this time, you can quietly pur-
sue something in that regard.

It just seems like we’ve gone a little too easy on the needle late-
ly. It's a shame that it's so addicting that you want to take more
than you can handle. Let’s not let it become cool again.

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Blind Melon canceled their current tour after the apparent over-
dose death of lead singer Shannon Hoon at age 28. He was found
dead by the band'’s sound engineer on the group’s tour bus on
Saturday, October 21, in New Orleans. Funeral services were held
October 25 in Hoon's hometown of Lafayette, Indiana. The
band's manager says that Hoon died from an accidental drug over-
dose, but a coroner said toxicology reports would be needed to
confirm this. The owner of the Houston nightclub where Blind
Melon had played the night before said Hoon seemed fine at the
time. Hoon had recently told interviewers that he was cutting
back on drugs and alcohol. “I'm going to be a father longer than
I’'m going to be a singer,” he said in one recent interview.
Hoon's family has asked that memorial donations be made to an
educational fund established for Hoon's baby daughter, Nico Blue.
(Nico Blue Hoon, c/o Shapiro & Company, 9229 Sunset Blvd,
Suite 607, Los Angeles CA 90069.)

Oasis had to cancel their last three U.S. concert dates after replace-
ment bass player Scott MacLeod suddenly quit the band say-
ing he "wasn’t enjoying it.” McLeod was temporarily replacing
Paul McGuigan, who had taken time off because of “nervous
exhaustion.” MacLeod’s departure is not said to have been
because of any disagreements with the band. The band is now
looking for a third bass player and plans to play upcoming U.K.
dates. Earlier this year, the band replaced original drummer Tony
McCarroll with Alan White.

Bob Seger says the title track to his new album “it's A Mystery”
is about “stupid media in general.” Seger says the track “sort of
set the tone” for his new album. “{'ve done the down-the-mid-
dle stuff. Now | want to go out on the edges,” he says. "l do like
fringe stuff. I'm more that way than | am mainstream. | always
have been, really, but now I'm really expressing it. I'm fascinat-
ed by records by Leonard Cohen and all the Tom Waits
records. These are really fringe records that most people can’t
even stand to listen to for one reason or another because
they’re so out there.”

Heavy metal guitarist and Juilliard graduate the Great Kat is releas-
ing a CD-ROM (through the Bureau of Electronic Publishing) at
the beginning of November called “Digital Beethoven On
Cyberspeed.” It's described as combining “classical music and rock
music, along with wildly entertaining computer graphics and out-
rageous video to entertain users about the history of music.” The
CD-ROM is also playable on a CD player. “This CD-ROM is an inter-
active preview into the music of the 21st Century,” Kat says. The
CD-ROM includes five previously-unreleased Kat soundtracks, a
gallery of famous classical composers with Kat's comments and
a chance to play virtual instruments in an orchestra. There’s also
a "Lifestyles Of The Psychotic & Neurotic Musical Geniuses Test”
and "The Great Kat IQ Test.” “Digital Beethoven On Cyberspeed”
is available for Windows and Mac.

Paula Yates, the former wife of Bob Geldof and the current giri-
friend of Michael Hutchence of INXS, says she's surprised her
mother has criticized her new autobiography as a “work of fic-
tion.” At a London book signing, Yates declined to comment about
the remarks by her mother, Helene Thornton. Yates writes about
her affair with Hutchence in the book and describes how she took
heroin at age 12. One London tabloid newspaper columnist
described Yates as “immature and desperate for attention.”

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Lee Brown, director of the Office of National Drug Control
Policy, has criticized the “Hempitation” album as “irresponsible.”
“"What kind of people would coax children down this road to
destruction when our hospital emergency rooms and prisons are
jammed at record numbers from drug related cases?” Brown asked.
Brown made the comments while in Hollywood to attend a "Drug
Violence & Youth” seminar sponsored by the Entertainment
Industries Council. Brown said recent surveys have shown
increased use of marijuana and other drugs by high school stu-
dents, with young people increasingly believing that drugs are
not harmful.

Rickie Lee Jones pulled out of an Irish television appearance
after lrefand’s RTE-TV network refused to let her sing the song
“The Altar Boy” because of a recent series of cases of sex abuse
involving Catholic clergy and altar boys. Jones was to have
appeared on the “Kenny Live” program, but she says the tele-
vision channel rejected the song “based on current news and not
on the lyrical content of my work.” Jones says the song, written
about three years ago, is about “a chaste man who strived to main-
tain his commitment to the pure faith in the face of tremendous
temptation.” She says she refused to perform another song in
place of “The Altar Boy"” because that would have condoned cen-
sorship. Program producers said the decision was made “pure-
ly on a programming basis.”

There will be an “MTV Unplugged” CD-ROM coming out later this
year with extra footage from programs aired by the cable channel.

Chrissie Hynde of the Pretenders makes a cameo appearance
on "Friends” (on NBC-TV) on November 2. She plays a folk
singer and will sing an acoustic version of “Angel Of The
Morning,” which is included on the “Friends” soundtrack LP.

Suede drummer Simon Gilbert had to be taken to the hospi-
tal on October 7th, after he was attacked because of his homo-
sexuality. The attack occurred in Stratford-Upon-Avon in the
Midlands of England and a friend of Gilbert’s also needed hos-
pital treatment. The drummer had spent the evening drinking
in a local pub and was walking home at around midnight when
the incident happened. Gilbert told the New Musical Express that
he was surrounded by about a dozen men who shouted, ”You
fucking queers.” He was then struck on the head and passed out
for a few seconds. When he came to, he could see his friend being
beaten up. He was then kicked by six or seven of the men for
around four or five minutes. Eventually, police in plain clothes
with dogs chased the gang, but nobody was caught. Gilbert also
says, “They actually did it because they thought we were (gay)
probably, which is scary. I've never had anything like that for being
either gay or being in Suede or whatever. | was always surprised
that | didn’t get any trouble after | came out, there was no name
calling or anything, and all of a sudden it hit home. A few years
ago when | first came out | was really worried about it, but for
it to happen five years later when things are socially more
acceptable is more frightening. It's frightening that people
are so stupid.” Elsewhere, Suede has begun work on a new album.
The band has been recording demos in north London... Oasis*
record company Creation say they do not know why temporary
bass player Scott MacLeod walked out of the band on their recent
tour. A statementreads: "He gave no apparent reason for leav-
ing, other than he was unhappy and didn‘t feel he fitted in. No
amount of persuasion from the band’s tour manager or manager
could persuade him to stay — he refused to discuss the matter
with any band members.” MacLeod was drafted into the band
after regular bassist Paul "Guigsy” McGuigan was ordered to
rest by doctors. Oasis are now looking for another temporary
replacement. Finally, Melody Maker reports that MacLeod has
had an "amicable” talk with the band about his departure... Black
Grape could be sued by Intastella in a dispute over royalties.
Intastella guitarists Martin Wright and Martin Mittler say they
co-wrote Black Grape's hit singles ”In the Name of the Father”
and "Reverend Black Grape,” along with a forthcoming single
"Kelly’s Heroes.” They have claimed royalties for the songs.
Speaking to the New Musical Express, a spokesman for Intastella
said, “When Shaun (Ryder) got the first idea for Black Grape he
enlisted Martin Wright and Martin Mittler. They demoed ear-
ly stuff but then Shaun decided to work with the other people
who are now in Black Grape and there seems to have been a falling
out about it. They feel he relaunched his career off their backs.”
No spokesperson for Black Grape has yet commenced on the dis-
pute. Shaun Ryder recorded a single with Intastella in 1993. Black
Grape will play UK dates in December... Elastica have recruit-
ed the streaker who joined them on stage at this year’s
Glastonbury Festival as their new keyboard player. Anthony Genn,
a friend of the band, will join on a temporary basis for Elastica’s
forthcoming American tour. According to a spokesperson for
Elastica, "Genn has been trying to live down the streaking inci-
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dent ever since it occurred.”... Police have been criticized after
a high profile drugs raid on a London nightclub. 800 people were
in Club UK, a south London venue, when 150 officers burst in

All customers were searched for drugs. However, critics of the
authorities have labelled the raid as a PR stunt. Police were accom

panied by camera crews from the BBC and ITV networks

Although a police spokesperson claimed the club had been
causing concern to local residents for some time, and that the
decision to film the raid was taken to let the community know
something was being done, others have linked the filming to the
death of an 18-year old a fortnight ago. The youth’s death in
Blackpool, north England was the latest in a service drug-relat

ed deaths at clubs. Many campaigners, though, doubt how effec:
tive a police clampdown can be. They point out that similar tac-
tics have been tried before and that people still take drugs in clubs.
Instead, they argue the answer lies in better education to pre-
vent tragedies. One of the biggest problems with ecstasy is peo

ple overheating as they dance. Drinking a lot of fluids can pre

vent this. As a result, the dance magazine Muzik has heen
running a "Thirst Aid” campaign, trying to persuade promoters
to leave cold taps running in cloakrooms. At the moment,
many turn them off, forcing customers to buy soft drinks at over
$2.00 each... Suggs, former singer with Madness, says he did
not base his single in Camden, north London because the area
is currently fashionable. The area has been the focus of the recent
Britpop movement, but Suggs says, "I wrote it because I've
been sitting here for the last eight years when no one wanted
to know, looking out of this window. Part of the song is about
this old drunken busker I saw fall over and trip up these tourists
who dropped their hot dogs. You see a lot of strange stuff here.
My songs have mentioned Camden before; there’s a line about
Arlington House in “One Better Day.” Camden Town has just beer
released via WEA.... Pulp’s Jarvis Cocker has told The Guardian
newspaper how his songs were partly inspired by attending
art college. Cocker says his class at St. Mortins, London contained
“every minority group” amongst its 20 members: "It was great,
it really focussed me on what | was. Before | left Sheffieid
(north England) | thought maybe the whole world was like
that. I didn’t believe that the class system existed. Suddenly yoll
had to think about everything again, and what was important
to you and how you saw things. That's what made the band real

ly, gave us material.” Pulp’s new album Different Class is
released this week via Island. The LP’s lyrics focus on London and
deal with the familiar Pulp themes of sex, drugs and voyeurism...
William Orbit, composer and remixer for such artists as Prince
and Madonna, wants to release an album of reinterpretations
of pieces by such twentieth century composers as Arvo Part and
Philip Glass. However, his album Pieces In A Modern Style may
never see the light of day due to copyright problems. Some pub-
lishers have threatened legal action if the album is ever released,
apparently angry that someone associated with the dance scene
might want to work on the material... Erasure’s new album is
released this month via Mute. Erasure was recorded in Vince
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Clarke’s home studio, a dome-shaped structure built in Clarke's
garden. Clarke explains: "I built it by digging a large semi-cir-
cular hole in the ground then inflating a big balloon in it. The
balloon was covered in a concrete and metal structure to get the
shape. Then | topped it all off with a copper roof.”... The Stone
Roses’ guitarist John Squire says he wants to make a big
prawn out of scrap metal and then spray it with salt so that it goes
rusty. Apparently, he was inspired by a garden full of rusty mon-
ster sculptures... Brian Wilson has criticized the Beach Boys.
Talking to Vox and saying he won’t write material for the band,
Wilson calls them "assholes.” Asked why, he replies: “Why? Well,
there's probably five or six real reasons why they don't like
me. One is they're jealous. Two; they're assholes. Three:
they're too businessmen and too businesslike. And four: there’s
no respect. They just spit at me and kick me, no respect at all.
I say, ‘Well, fuck it then!.”” He goes on to say he should “beat
the hell out of them” before musing on whether he would get
beaten up himself if he tried... k.d. Lang has been talking to Ikon
about her famous Vanity Fair cover with supermodel Cindy
Crawford. Lang says, “I see it broader now than | did before. I've
developed a slight distaste for the perpetuation — is that a word?
— of overt sexuality. In advertising, in television. Y'know, | saw
this really fucked up ad the other day. There was this gorgeous
woman, gorgeous straight-looking woman, in a bikini at the beach,
walking toward the camera. And it said in type across her
breasts, ‘She's a he.” And then, at the bottom, by the bottle of
tequila, it said, 'Life is harsh, your tequila shouldn’t be." | could-
n't think of one group of people that wouldn't offend. And | swear
t've fuckin’ had it. I'm sated; that's why | called my record All You
Can Eat. It's...too much. | can't find substance anywhere right
now, or subtlety. I'm feeling completely isolated, like I'm livin’
in this world, lonely.”... Morbid Angel, the death metal band,
has had to delay the release of their new Earache album
Domination. The album was supposed to be contained in a see-
through plastic pack containing green slime. However, 80 per-
cent of the slime leaked in transit to a pressing plant. One work-
er who got the material on a sweater found his clothing
disintegrating. As a result, the slime has been labelled toxic and
won't be used... Menswear have turned down the opportunity
to model clothes for the London store Harvey Nichols. The
band was offered around $300 each, but didn’t think it was enough.
The band has also rejected similar offers from Miss Selfridge and
Katharine Hamnett... Ash has been banned from a Tokyo
hotel. The band smashed a room at the Shibuya Creston Hotel

and had to pay around 770 pounds sterling for the damage.
However, bassist Mark Hamilton says the band was charged too
much... Mekon, British dance artist, has recorded a song with
former gangster “Mad” Frankie Fraser. Fraser found fame in
the sixties as an adversary of the notorious Kray twins. Speaking
to the New Musical Express, he said, “I've served over 40 years
(in prison) so I've more than paid my debt back to society,
they've had more than their pound of flesh. But | ain't grumbling
about that. | used to be in a straitjacket or just eat bread and
water in a padded cell in Broadmoor (high security mental hos-
pital) or wherever and | used to be able to sing a song to myself.
Music is very important in anyone’s life, particularly so in prison.
It's wonderful. Now they’re allowed radios whereas years ago
you wasn't.” The collaboration came about when Fraser met
Mekon's John Gosling at a north London bus stop. “Revenge
of the Mekon” will be released via Wall Of Sound on October 30...
Radiohead’s Thom Yorke says he thinks people act differently
when they're with someone famous. Speaking to Melody
Maker, the singer says, “The thing that's really freaked me out
doing a tour with a band as big as R.E.M. is seeing how being
so famous can change the way that everybody, absolutely every-
body, behaves towards you.” Radiohead’s new single “Lucky,”
a track from the recent Help compilation, has just been released
via Go! Discs... The Shamen plan to broadcast their forth-
coming UK shows live on the Internet. Enthusing about the new
technology, the band's rapper Mr. C says, "We're making a lot
of new friends and allies from around the world, and it's (The
Internet) going to make our job as an information band a lot eas-
ier.”... Echobelly are reported to have been courted by
Madonna. It's alleged Ms. Ciccione has offered the band
around $1.5 million to sign to her Maverick label. Echobelly cur-
rently have a contract with Fuave/Sony. A spokesperson from
Echobelly said she was “not sure” about any money, but confirmed
Madonna had been in contact with Echobelly’s singer Sonya
Aurora-Madan... Blur’'s new single will be The Universal,
available via Food/EMJ on November 13. B-sides on different for-
mats will be live tracks and previously unreleased studio mate-
rial... Bush’s next UK single will be "Comedown" released via
Trauma/interscope on November 20. The band begin a UK tour
in late November... Barry Adamson, former Magazine bass play-
er, will make his first ever solo performance at London’s ICA on
October 29. The show will highlight his interest in film music,
pursued on such albums as Mass Side Story.
