1995°s most significant radio merger took
place late last month, uniting the vast
holdings of the Group W and CBS station
groups. For this year’s Presidential
Perspective, we're honored to present
an in depth conversation with Dan
Mason, the recently named President of
the new CBS Radio Station Group. Dan
was formerly President of Group W
Radio, a title he assumed in 1993.

Mr. Mason began his career in radio in
1975 as Program Director of WZGC in
Atlanta. In 1977, he moved to WPGC-
AM & FM, where he was both Program
Director of the station and National
Program Director for owner First Media.
In 1979, he became Vice President and
GM of KTSA and KTFM in San Antonio,
returning once again to First Media in
1980 as General Manager of KFMK-FM in
Houston. In 1985, he was promoted to
the position of Executive Vice President
of First Media, and in 1988, when First
Media became Cook Inlet Radio
Partners, he was named President of that
organization.

He is currently in the midst of a tour of all
39 CBS Radio Station Group properties,
a roster that now includes WNEW-
FM/New York, WMMR/Philadelphiq,
WXRT/Chicago, KTXQ/Dallas, KTWV/Los
Angeles, WLLZ/ Detroit, and KRQR/San
Francisco, with additional stations also
in Houston, Boston, Pittsburgh, St. Louis,
Dallas and Minneapolis.

THE HARD REPORT

How would you rate the state of affairs at Group W
when you took over in 1993?

Dan: Group W was always a successful broadcasting com-
pany, very community minded, and caring about listeners and
clients. They still are. However, | think that over the past
three years we have added a financial side to Group W
that has brought our company up to speed, making us as com-
petitive as we can be on the broadcast cash-flow side.
Three years ago Group W's broadcast cash flow was 32%, as
defined by station expenses from the net revenue, versus three
years later, at 42%. Ten points on a margin line of a major
radio company with their heritage represents a super job from
a lot of General Managers.

You'd say the primary impetus for those gains came
at the GM level?

Dan: Sure, because they became very aware of the finan-
cial side of the business.

Was heightening that awareness one of your prima-
ry goals as President?

Dan: | might have made them aware of it, but | can’t do the
work. They have completely done all the work and deserve
all the credit. What | brought to the table was just an

awareness that this is something that they needed to do in
order to make the company as profitable as it could be.
When you get into these large corporations like Group W or
CBS, sometimes there is not the financial awareness that you
might find at a smaller entrepreneurial company. Once a cor-
porate company has that financial side, the situation is some-
what analogous to a sailboat. You twist the sail the right way
and you can really move in the water.

Have your ratings over that time frame increased pro-
portionately?

Dan: Some have, some haven't. | think that WMMR and KTWV
have done a great job. WNEW has really been affected by
the competition level in New York, and | think they were hurt
directly by WAXQ. You are aware of 'XRT. That has always
been a successful radio station. WLLZ has not done as well.
However, the overall news battle has been won by Group W
over the past three years, as it had been before.

I've heard it said that Group W has been fairly public
regarding your feelings about how the CBS properties
have been run. Is that an accurate comment?

Dan: When you stack up performance, the CBS stations are
10 to 15 points behind the Group W stations on the margin
side. That's significant. There are some issues that CBS has
that Group W does not have. One specifically is that the CBS
radio stations are compensated very little by the network. The
Group W stations are compensated well in that area. You have
to take that into account. On the whole, there is a lot of work
to be done at the CBS stations. They have tremendous prod-
ucts. Some stations do as well or better than ours, specifically
WCBS-FM in New York. That is about as good as it gets.

How have those comments gone over with CBS man-
agement? Has there been blow-back?

Dan: | have not had any feedback like that. | think the CBS
General Managers in this new company are very eager to get
going, to move on. It's my job to bring these two companies
into the same focus. They will all have the same goals. | want
them to have relationships with one another and | will do every-
thing to make that happen.

Group W has long been known as a fairly bureaucrat-
ic organization. Have you found that to be true?

Dan: No. | have never really run into that myself. Early on,
I went through a couple of turf skirmishes with television, but
as relationships began to be developed, that went away. A
lot of people had told be before | took the Group W job that
| may not be able to be effective, that maybe | wouldn't be
able to get anything done. But | did not find that at all. It
was really the opposite. | got exactly what | needed to
bring the company to the place where | thought it should be.

You're the extremely rare group President who cornes
from programming rather than sales. There are obvi-
ous advantages to your specific radio programming
experience, but were you perceived as kind of an ‘out-
side’ guy initially?

Dan: Any time a person goes into Group W as the President
of the radio division, of course they are going to be an out-
side person. | got over that fairly quickly because | am a radio
person. | have been in radio and have done absolutely
everything that there is to do with a radio station at one time
or another. I've painted control rooms, messed with towers,
put air conditioners in walls in transmitter buildings. There
are a lot of great radio people at Group W, so my expertise
blends into the organization. | don't look at my experience
so much as a programmer, but as a total radio person.

When WNEW decides to make a major change in direc-!
tion, as they did a few months ago, are you involved
in those programming decisions?

Dan: The General Managers in the company run their indi-|
vidual radio stations. | am aware of all the changes that go
on in the company because | talk to the General Managers.
Obviously, if | didn't agree with it | discuss it with them. They
run their own ship. They have the autonomy at the local lev-
el. It has to be that way.

If, say, you didn’t agree with a particular format direc-
tion or modification, could you put the brakes on?

Dan: | haven't vetoed anything. I guess | could. | never have
had to arrive at that position. | want to give these General
Managers the autonomy to run a good business. | want to!
move rules and regulations out of their way.

How are you going to avoid that sort of occupying force
mentality that so often accompanies mergers? What
are your keys to peace and harmony in that situa-
tion?

Dan: You just keep preaching the uniqueness of the two prod-
ucts and give them the same financial goals to hit.

What’s your sense about current station pricing that's
now closing in on multiples of 20. Is the end in sight?

Dan: Remember that multiples on radio stations are not a
function of the radio industry. They are a function of the finan-
cial markets. Right now, the market is flooded with money
ready for investment. When that dries up, the multiples go
down.

Your thoughts on the deregulation bill before Congress?

Dan: We think it's good for the industry if it passes. 'We'd

like to see it happen.
'

You've just acquired a healthy chunk of radio real
estate. How long do you think it will take to get the
systems in place, to get things worked out and to
truly move forward and digest such a big meal?

Dan: When something like this occurs, the best opportuni-
ty for change is in the beginning. So we're going to try to move
as quickly as possible within the first 90 days to set the orga-
nization. The systems integration is going to be a big prob-
lem, but after the first year, | hope that we're way down the
road. I'm going to do everything that | can to move fast as
far as setting the company structure.

What's on your acquisition wish list?

Dan: There are two holes in our portfolio. Those holes are
News stations in Dallas and Washington.

A number of the big operators have commented that
they have the cash, but just can’t find properties at the
right price. Are you experiencing that to any great
degree?

Dan: They are participating in a time when to make a deal
you have to spend the money. It's the investors’ choice to spend
it or not to. There is no radio station that any of us are going
to steal right now. We have to wait for the financial market
to dry up for prices to drop, but then the money won't be there.
When you have an opportunity to buy the right property, you
simply have to buy it. You don’t buy just anything. You don't
buy junk. You try to buy franchise stations. What better fran-
chise is there than CBS radio?

What do you see as your smartest buy?

Dan: 'XRT was a great buy. it was pricey, but we still were
able to get it for less than 12 times cash flow. it's a great radio
station in a top 3 market.

There are persistent rumors that Disney may be will-
ing to spin off ABC radio. What is your educated
guess as to whether or not that will happen?

Dan: I'd guess it would depend on how much they needed
the money. Otherwise, there is just no real reason for them
to sell. Cap Cities radio is a name brand. Talk about franchise
stations.

What sort of advice would you offer to Program
Directors who want to move into management?

Dan: If they want to be a General Manager, especially if they're
a successful Program Director, they have got to move when
they are hot. That is very, very important. Nobody is going
to hire them when they're cold. When they get a string of
successes, or a couple of good books behind them, that's the
time to start marketing themselves and to tell as many peo-
ple who will listen that they want to be a General Manager.

What would you consider the key risks you took to get
to where you are?

Dan: Back in 1978, when | was at WPGC, | had a solid three
year contract making six figures. In 1978, that was big mon-
ey. Along comes KTSA and KTFM in San Antonio, which were
and are still great radio stations. They offered me the
General Manager job. | was 27-years-old and | had to take
a $10,000 pay cut. That was risky, but my wife and | made the
decision to go for it. That was a really tough decision
because WPGC was always a successful radio station. Plus, the
Marriott family were such a wonderful bunch of people to
work for. Why would anyone leave? | wanted to be a
General Manager so bad that it was worth the risk. We had
a couple of great books at 'PGC that year, and the station was
really hot. 1 don't think they would have called me if the rat-
ings were down.

in the course of your programming career, who are the
toughest competitors you've faced?

Dan: Unfortunately, in programming | don’t think there is
any one of us who is so bright that they are a master of all
formats. So, we've kind of all split off as specialist in certain
formats. | will tell you that in the Urban/CHR arena, in my mind
there is none better than Jerry Clifton. He is the absolute best
in his field. In terms of NAC, | think that Broadcast Architecture’s
Frank Cody and Bryan Stone are the best. In terms of rock,
I think you would be safe to say that Pollack and Lee Abrams
are at the top, and in Top 40, Scott Shannon can do wonders
with a station.

Other than your own, what company do you most
admire?

Dan: You have to admire Infinity for what they have done
for the radio industry as far as making radio stations more valu-
able. They have set the tone for higher multiples in radio and
| think it's reflected in the price their stock sells for.

Your purchase of WXRT this past year was interesting
oh a couple of levels — one, the big dollars involved,
and two, that Group W and WXRT were perceived by
many to be slightly strange bedfellows. What were your
thoughts going into that deal?

Dan: To buy a franchise property. Yes, WXRT did set a new
(at that time) standard for multiples, but WXRT is a waterfront
franchise property that people don’t have an opportunity to
buy very often. |f you are even lucky enough to get to buy
a station of that stature, you buy it. They deserve a premi-
um because it is such a legendary radio station. As far as cor-
porate cultures, | tell Harvey Wells, the General Manager, "Just
tell me what | have to do to stay out of your way. Just send
me the money.” WXRT has total freedom, like any one of our
radio stations, to do what they want to do as long as they hit
the three main goals that we've set out to do. And that is real-
ly simple. Those are going to be the same goals for CBS: Top
five in their target demo, or specifically top five 25-54; if they
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go for a shorter demo like 18-34 they have to be in top
three to survive; top five in revenue; and to keep a profit mar-
gin near 50%. That's what we're after. WXRT hits the bell.
In my book, that qualifies them to be a franchise radio sta-
tion.

Who do you see as the ultimate winner in the
WRCX/Q101 battle?

Dan: WXRT.

We as an industry love to glom onto the next cool for-
mat. Do you foresee all this Alternative attention
sustaining?

Dan: It's another splinter of AOR radio. Sure, it will sustain.
It’s another niche. Go back in the history of music pro-
gramming and look at how all of the major formats have been
splintered. You see it in Urban radio with Urban Contemporary
and Softer Urban. Now you've got Urban Oldies. Who
would have ever thought that there would be Young Country?
Classic Rock splinters AOR, and now The Arrow splinters
both. And then there’s Triple A. Over the next ten years, you
are going to see splinters of splinters. It's going to become
very narrow because radio is more competitive.

Isn‘t it about time for someone to come along with a
magic formula to combine all of the above and take all
the marbles?

Dan: There may be a hole in programming the best of all these
music forms into one great format, perhaps the New AOR. But
I don't think that we've really figured out how to program
that yet. But as these music forms continue to fuse, the oppor-
tunity will present itself. All it takes is some really bright pro-
grammer to figure out how to roll that into one package and
you've got yourself a great new format.

You guys don‘t do much with the Modern Rock format.
Is that by design or just the way the cookie crum-
bled?

Dan: Just the way we inherited the stations.

Do you see that as an area that you'd like to get
involved in?

Dan: It depends on the market condition.

In the late ‘80s, Group W had a number of Heritage sta-
tions that were going through some serious competition.
How do you feel you’ve corporately responded to the
challenge?

Dan: Timing was so much of it. Howard got really hot at that
time. He really hurt 'MMR, of course, and sure as heck did-
n't help WNEW. Then we made our own mistakes, specifically
on WNEW, there was some talent at that station that walked
across the street to WXRK — that hurt. Qur problems at that

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point were probably 50% of our own company shooting itself :
in the foot and about 50% of very skilled competitors eating '
away at us. ;
What do you see as the primary ingredient in 'MMR’s
rebound?

Dan: Their longevity. It's a franchise station. An interast-
ing point about radio, is that a station that still maintains a!
fairly significant cume can reach up and bite you in any giv-|
en three month period. It's the sleeping dog theory. As long|
as there is cume, a radio station can be deadly. In pro-
gramming, we often make the mistake of assuming that that| |l
dog with the big cume is dead. But it's only sleeping, and it/
can really get you — and on a dime. That's the nature of radio.
It's very quick, word of mouth and things happen fast. If there'
is cume, anything can happen.

The situation in New York is a focus of a lot of con-
versation and debate these days. Three months ago,
SBR came on board with a ton of steam behind their!
success at the Peak, and the WNEW change camef
amidst great fanfare. Now, the ‘Rock Alternative’
positioner has been dropped and a lot of the Classic
library material is back in. Do you think a mistake was|
made in blowing off the core with the elimination of.
that Classic material? And how would you address com-|
ments that jocks like Scott or Carol Miller don‘t quite|l
work in the context of the new mix? i

Dan: We probably did move too quickly. |think that Ted and
Kevin and myself, we all realize that. 1think we had a situ-!
ation where we couldn’t generate new cume fast enough as‘
we could potentially lose the 75% cume that was there and|
enjoying the current and Classic Rock mix. So knowing that,
they have to do very skillful music research, work with $BR,
and now with Norm Winer, to craft a product that can
accomplish what they need to do. One thing about WNEW:
Never underestimate their heritage. That is their format —
Heritage. I'm really not concerned about Carol or Scott
being a detriment to that format. They're part of that her-
itage and what we have to do is going to take time. Radio
stations are very delicate entities. Let me go back to the sail-
boat again. If you turn that sail one wrong inch, you think
you are going to Connecticut and you end up in Florida. So
programming a radio station is just as delicate. It has to be
done carefully and skillfully. The mission is to capitalize on
WNEW'’s heritage while moving it into the '90s.

And you feel that the Classic Rock now being re-intro-
duced is compatible with the bones of Rock Alternative.

Dan: Yes, | do. | think you'll find those same oldies on KFOG
and WXRT. They are not unique to WNEW.

But I'd doubt that you’ll hear them in Miami or Denver.

Dan: | agree 100%. But we do not want to be like Miami an
Denver. | see us more as a mix of ‘XRT and KFOG. i
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And it’'s reasonable to assume that Norm and the
boys in Colorado will offer Ted non-conflicting advice?

Dan: Norm has had hands on experience over the years with
WNEW. | look at it more in a collegiate way. These guys are
colleagues. It's like a group of doctors trying to make the patient
great. |really don't look at it as a reporting structure or some
title thing. 1look at it as a good team of professional radio
programmers working on a product.

There’s lots of talk regarding WYNY’s rumored move
to dance. Smart move for them if it happens?

Dan: Probably, because with Urban radio you can score
ratings very quick. | shouldn't say just Urban — with any
younger demographic you are going to score ratings quick-
ly. They should do well.

‘YNY sounds like a well run Country station. Is that for-
mat not being more successful there simply a question
of the inherent ethnicity?

Dan: People used to say that in Chicago when | worked with
WUSN but | have a hard time accepting that.

Do you sense that Country is on the wane?
Dan: The format has peaks and valleys.

In Houston, you gained ownership of the #1 and #2
Country stations in KILT-FM and KIKK respectively.
Now KKBQ owns the #2 Country slot. Did the duopoly
not do what you had hoped?

Dan: You have to give KKBQ some credit here. They are a
very good radio station. The duopoly would have done
handstands had it not been for KKBQ. | think Dene Hallam
is an excellent Program Director. He has done a great job with
KKBQ.

Your new conglom is clearly the king of News radio.
Dan: Our mission is to deliver radio news in the United States
in the top 10 markets. That's what we want to do because
I believe that could turn out to be a company within itself.
That is a powerful position to have.

Who's your closest competitor?

Dan: With this merger there is no one. No one produces radio
news in the world better than Group W and CBS.

How does News revenue compare to music formats?
Dan: 60% News, 40% music.
WCBS and WINS in New York have gone head-to-head

for many years. What's it like trying to make peace in
that hallway?

Dan: It's like listening to a couple of brothers in the family.
Sometimes they don‘t do what's in their brother's best inter-
est, but they are brothers. Does that mean they have to love
each other and get along? Heck no. Does it mean they are
in the same family and unfortunately they will never be
able to kick their own brother out of the house? Yes.

CBS has made great strides with the Arrow format, but
detractors argue the format has a limited shelf life. What
are your thoughts?

Dan: [t depends on what the Classic Rock arena looks like in
the market. it's well documented that Arrow displaces
Classic Rock, specifically in Houston and Washington, DC. If
there is a Classic Rock station in the market and an Arrow for-
mat in there, it's difficult for both of them to survive. There
still is a franchise in every major market for Classic Rock
music, | believe. But just one.

In many cases though, that format tends to falter
without the big morning show.

Dan: | think that's true of any format.

Then again, look at WMMR. Obviously Pierre Robert does
a good job, but it ain‘t Howard Stern level numbers.

Dan: Again, you just said it. Pierre is a name brand person.
To Pierre's audience, he is a superstar.

What's your feeling about Triple A at this point?

Dan: | like any format that produces 25-54s. What stations
like WXRT or the Mountain in Seattle have done is impres-
sive. Any format that produces 25-54 is a friend of mine.

WRIF’s Detroit rebuild is also impressive.

Dan: They've done a great job with the morning show. ¢
you take the morning show away, it's one of 6 Rock statios
in Detroit.

The fact that WLLZ has floated down between a 1 and
a 2 share hasn’t hurt them. | know you can’t comment
specifically, but...

Dan: There are too many Rock stations in Detroit.

You're not doing a lower end format anywhere, a la the
success that Citicasters is having at WXTB or Journal
Communications with KQRC in Kansas City. Why?

Dan: If a radio station is first or second in a market 18-34, you
can be successful and you can make a lot of money. From third
on down in a major market, you begin to get in trouble.
However, with a 25-54 format, you can be top 5 or 6th and
still do very well. Any radio operator will tell you that they
need 25-54s. Salespeople and General Managers were telling
me that in 1975, when | was Program Director at Z93. Things
really haven’t changed much in the last 20 years.
