A Philadelphia native [sort of), Ben
Arnold has spent the last several
years becoming somewhat of a leg-
end in the local music scene. His

live shows have been described
as electrifying and riveting, and
his audiences are willing
hostages captured by his
performance. A two-week
tour opening for Jeffrey
Gaines in late 1994
found Ben in front of
an audience that
included Chris
Schwartz, the CEO
of RuffHouse
Records, and his
partner,

So is it true that you
started out as a chef?

Ben: | really started out
playing music, and then
during high school, I start-
ed working as a cook in a lit-
tle kitchen. | got pretty
sucked into the restaurant business. It seemed like a great
way to support yourself — a good way to feed yourself
during the day. | think that where actors always seem to sup-
port themselves by being waiters, musicians are always
cooks. I had fun with it. 1 am not very well educated in the
sense of advanced education or anything like that. When |
got done with high school it was like, ‘Okay, that was nice.
I went to a high school for four years. | know how to play
music. Now what can |1 do?’ | needed to start doing some-
thing, so | started working at restaurants and found that | had
a talent for cooking. | ended up becoming pretty much a chef
by trade. All around, | think | am pretty good at it. | ended
up working at lots of different restaurants in different spots
in the country, from Seattle, to Virginia, Ontario, and Canada.
I've been to a bunch of places. More recently, in the last four
or five years, | worked as the chef for Electric Factory Concerts
cooking backstage at rock shows.
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RuffHouse President Joe Nicolo.
After seeing Ben perform, they made
him the label’s first singer/song-
writer signing. Ben recorded his
RuffHouse/Columbia debut,
Almost Speechless, in
Philadelphia. Emotional
and raw with intense lyrics,
Almost Speechless has
ignited AAA stations
with its high energy,
electric sound and
Ben’s impassioned
vocals. When we sat
down with Ben, we
went for the meat
and potatoes of his
story...literally...

That's one way to get your
foot in the door.

Ben: It was a cool experi-
ence. You would be amazed
at what I learned while doing
that. You learn a lot about
how the real business works, how the real backstage scene
is and how a show goes from starting at 6 o’clock in the morn-
ing with this cold empty huge space to 8 o'clock at night when
the lights go up. It's a pretty intense day. | learned a lot about
how the actual production side of things works and who is
really in charge and who calls the shots and makes the deci-
sions. It was a great experience. | also got to meet some peo-
ple that maybe | wouldn‘t necessarily love, but it was cool meet-
ing them.

Did you ever have an artist ask you for some really weird
food?

Ben: Nothing weird. People are pretty normal. | think that
was a '70s kind of trend where people were requesting all
kinds of strange things. There were some prissy, primadonna
acts who wouldn’t let smokers within a hundred yards of the
building, stuff like that. We served a helluva lot of wheat grass
juice, I'li tell you that. You provide a lot of raw vegetables
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to put into juicing machines. You would be amazed at how
many things that you have to provide that the acts say are
absolutely necessities, and later you find that they haven't even
touched them. The strangest thing we had was Kenny G. want-
ing to have his room decorated like a Japanese garden, and
he wouldn't have any air conditioning on — and when he came
to town it was about 100 degrees.

No wonder his hair is so curly. When you were work-
ing in restaurants, did you see any waiters do anything
disgusting to food?

Ben: I'll be honest with you, | never really saw anything. No
spitting or anything. | would never have put up with that.
if | saw anybody doing that,

The ones that were that one step below Tommy Conwell. It |
was just an entirely different scene. Most of the musicians

in Philly now don’t even know who those guys are. | think |

it's refreshing looking at those things. I'm sure it was a lot |
of fun, but the whole thing just looks so corny to me —to be |
just a show band kind of thing. | love the way the music scene
here is going now. It has become less separatist. Bands are
more willing to share bills with another band that may not

necessarily be in their exact group or click of friends and might |

not have the same sort of sound going, but they just respect |
their musicality. No egos involved.

And there are so many more venues now for singer/song- |
writers than there was 10 or 15 years ago.

That’s good to hear. |
feel a little more secure
about eating in restau-
rants.

Ben: There are definitely
some questionable people
who work in restaurants.

Ben: Good venues. They're
not huge, so you don‘t feel|
that necessity to have two
beat deep club bands that |
bring out six hundred people.

Ben: Another confusing
story. | was born in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, and | lived there
until  was 3 or 4. Then we moved to upstate New York, in
the Rochester area. | lived there until eighth grade, at which
point we moved to Philadelphia. My mother and | moved to
Philadelphia after my parents split up. I lived here until
about a year and a half after | graduated high school, then
I moved up to Ontario, Canada, then back to Philadelphia, and
then to Seattle. Then I moved to Virginia before moving back
to Philadelphia. | call Philadelphia my home though. | have
my majority of friends and business associates in Philadelphia.

The music scene has changed so drastically in Philly in
the last five years.

Ben: Oh man, it's unbelievable how much it's changed.
One of the guys in my band, Christopher Colucci, his broth-
er, Jeff played in Beru Revue for a number of years. Chris’ dad
dropped off this big box of memorabilia stuff, and in the box
were video tapes of Beru’s Christmas pageant at the 23 East
Cabaret. We were checking it out last night and it was like
there were some people The Daves, and people from Beru —
all of these bands that kind of ruled the music scene for awhile.

He helped me put it togeth-
er. 1 knew him from working at the restaurant, and he
asked to hear some songs. He really liked them so he said,
‘Let’s work out some way to get them recorded.” We went
and recorded them and put out the cassette. | actually got
some press from that cassette. People just weren’t doing it
at that time, making a cheesy demo tapes. But | made an effort
to package it nicely, and | sold a shitload of them. Then after
that, two or three years later, | put out Sore, which is my inde-
pendent CD. With that, | had a record release party — but
that was right before everybody was having tons of release
parties and everybody was putting out independent CDs, so
I ended up getting a decent amount of recognition off of that,
plus the fact that it was pretty listenable.

Is it much different from the latest CD, Almost Speechless?

Ben: Yeah. Song-wise, no. As far as the tones of the songs
go, no. But the production is very different. | started play-
ing guitar a couple of years ago — | had always been a
piano player, piano can be a pretty mellow instrument unless
you are Ben Folds...

...And you play it with your feet.

Ben: Guys named Ben are happening right now — Ben
Folds, Ben Harper, and Ben Vaughan — the name is out
there. The other day, the band was over rehearsing, and |
brought out this cheesy little toy piano — | really like Ben Folds,
don’t get me wrong — but | put it on the floor and said, ‘This
is my Ben Folds impersonation’ and | jumped on it and
smashed it. | guess you sort of had to be there...

He does get carried away.
Ben: Where was | going with this?
How the CDs are different...

Ben: Almost Speechless took on a much more aggressive tone
because | had just started playing guitar. |'wasn’t really
playing folk guitar, | was playing rock guitar. | got into
jamming some chords and making some noise. Sore has much
more of a pristine, shimmery quality to it than Speechless, which
is just more raw. | think that it works for me a lot better to
be raw because | have rough edges and I'd rather not deceive
people to think that | don‘t. | think that’s what Sore did. People
thought | didn’t have these rough edges, because we spent
so much time trying to make everything perfect, rather than
throwing the songs down on tape; making sure the groove
is right and the vibe is right and just turn on ‘record.” |
hope that people get to see the live show because the live show
rocks. If they like the record, they are going to love the live
show.

Columbia is putting a lot of pressure on this record,
aren’t they?

Ben: It's funny because it was a very low budget record that
was done as a side project for RuffHouse. What happened
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was that Chris Schwartz, the CEO of RuffHouse, a Vice
President at Columbia, and Joe Nicolo the President of
RuffHouse. They were at Columbia playing one of the tracks
for Don lenner, the first track we got done, and Donnie got
all excited about it. | can't complain, but here we go, we have
this low-budget record, and all of a sudden, they are treat-
ing it as if it were a substantially higher budget record,
which makes me a little nervous. We could have done such
and such and such. If we had another three weeks and
another $20,000, we might have been able to do a couple of
things differently, but we just rushed and finished the record.
It turned out pretty good though.

1 think it turned out great. And it’s got to be nice hav-
ing the powers that be at a label like Columbia behind
you.

Ben: It's really cool. They had a couple of other acts being
released at the same time, and | was nervous that | was
going to get brushed aside, but they ended up really giving
us a push. They are into helping me build a career, which is
cool.

I've heard you compared to Randy Newman a lot, and
Elvis Costello. Who have your heard yourself being com-
pared to where you thought, ‘What are they thinking?
| don‘t sound anything like him.’

‘Ben: | tell you, this Randy Newman thing... Did he ever rock?

I'm not familiar with too much of his music, but |
never hear him mentioned when people are talking
about the history of rock.

Ben: People kept comparing me to Randy Newman so
much, and | had never even heard of the guy other than 'Short
People,’ so | bought Sail Away. | guess some of vocal inflec-
tions maybe are the same. And maybe some of the detail in
the songs. He’s a lyrical guy. Somebody told me Jackson
Browne, and | thought that was kind of weird. Most of the
people | have been compared to though, even if | don't
necessarily love their work, they are really good. So | figure
that's okay. Joe Cocker | get a lot, mostly | think in terms of
my live show. | get the Counting Crows sometimes, but | don't
understand that one at all. | listened to a lot of '70s rock when
| was growing up.

And you lived through it.

Ben: My sister had these 45 collections, she was eight years
older than me. She was a hippy. She had her room with her
black lights on and Jefferson Airplane posters on the wall. |
was always checking her albums out, so | grew up listening
to Woodstock, Jesus Christ Superstar, Tommy, Joe Cocker,
Crosby, Stills & Nash, Neil Young, and a lot of Zeppelin and
that kind of stuff.

Did you get into disco at all?

Ben: No, not really. When | first moved to Philadelphia, | lived
in the Northeast and for about six months, and we did not
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like it out there. 1 had no friends and | didn't know anybody
and it was the summertime, and at night | would fall asleep
with WIP on. It was right before | got turned on to WMMR.
I would go to sleep with the stereo on really quiet, and it was
right when Saturday Night Fever was breaking. It was all that
kind of easy rock stuff. | definitely tuned into that. At the
same time, my folks were really into the show music, and Burt
Bacharach, Hal Davis, Carole King, and that kind of stuff. And
strange show music like Liza Minnelli and the coconut guy...

Jimmy Buffett?

Ben: No, way too hip. Harry Belafonte. We listened to a lot
of that kind of stuff. But as far as disco goes, | never felt com-
fortable with the fashion of the whole disco era so at that time
I leaned — and at that time, you really had a choice, you either
leaned toward disco or you leaned toward heavier rock. At
that time [ was more into Zeppelin, KISS, Jethro Tull, and Yes.
I was way into Yes. Supertramp, and more like wordy, song-
oriented rock stuff.

Did you watch any of the rock n’ roll documentary that
was on PBS?

Ben: | caught a couple of the episodes. My favorite
was the one with George Clinton, James Brown, and
the funk episode.

1 saw the one that featured David Bowie,
and | was surprised that the Ziggy Stardust
album didn’t do that well, because | was
a kid in Philly at the time and it was
huge here. | waited in line for hours

to get tickets for that show at the
Tower.

Ben: That surprises me, too. Philly
was his audience for a long time. |
think he probably broke in the United
States in Philly, New York, and L.A.
probably quicker than he did
anywhere else. Philly was a
big disco town and a big
rock town all at the
same time. When |
watched the show
with George
Clinton, just seeing
how the whole
funk thing
evolved from
James Brown —

I guess | always
knew that, but
they put the
whole thing
together so
clearly. I
thought that
was such an
amazingly
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well done series. After the show was over, PBS had something
on Stevie Ray Vaughan. What they did was play three different
sections of Austin City Limits and that was amazing. It was
when he was 19. He was this young kid, still just a little uncom-
fortable, but still on fire rockin’. He was so good. Then they
had one from a little bit later on, then they had one that they
had taped about a month and a half before he died. You can
see him rise to the point of being this bonafide star. The one
from ’89, right before he died, was amazing.

1 imagine you’ll be doing some pretty extensive tour-
ing soon.

Ben: | think part of the marketing plan involves a fair
amount of aggressive touring. I'm into it. We are all into it.

Will this be your first extensive tour?

Ben: |did a tour with Jeffrey Gaines, and one with three oth-
er songwriters — a songwriters in-the-round, on the road type
deal. Both of them were fun. We have not actually gone out
as a band and done any touring yet. We are starting a res-
idency tour tomorrow, which will take us in rotation between
Boston, Albany, and Philadelphia. Then we are doing

on-offs every week in Northampton, Amherst,
New York City, and a couple of other places.
I'm really excited. We've been waiting for
this tour and we're finally starting it

tomorrow.

It sounds like you’ll be hitting
the cities that have Triple A sta-
tions.

Ben: They've been pumping the
record to Triple A pretty much. |
don’t think we have even tried
to touch AOR or Modern Rock or
\_ anything like that. | think what
they are doing is, my impression
at least is that they are trying to
slowly massage things inta
that space so that maybe
after the first of the year
we will slowly start try-
ing to hit some of the
AOR and Modern
Rock stations. |
hope we can climb
up these charts;
and hopefully,
people will call
in and say,
like that guy.” I
guess that’s
what every:
body hopes
for.

Red Hot Chili Peppers’
drummer Chad Smith’s broken wrist is expected to delay the
resumption of their tour until early 1996... Dead Hot Workshop
and The Gin Blossoms teamed up with The Refreshments
to play a benefit show for Camp Hakuna Matata earlier this month.
Proceeds from the performances go toward expanding the
size and scope of the summertime refuge, which brings togeth-
er families coping with AIDS and HIV. Camp Hakuna Matata (trans-
lates as “no worries” in an African dialect) is sponsored by a group
of dedicated Phoenix residents and the Arizona AIDS Project,
with support of private donations and corporate funding. The
event was a sell-out - just over 14,000 - and the concert enabled
just under $50,000 to go to the camp... LIFEbeat, the music-
industry-fights-AIDS organization, has signed on its first wave
of artists to participate in this year's Counter AiD. The fundrais-
er will bring together major and "mom & pop” retail outlets with
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music, television and film stars. From December 1st (World AIDS
Day) through December 7th, participating retailers will be ask-
ing their customers to round their purchases up to the nearest
dollar, with the extra money being donated to LIFEbeat. Artists
slated to participate in NY on December 2nd include Lisa
Loeb, Sponge, J. Mascis of Dinosaur Jr, Juliana Hatfield,
and Naomi Campbell. In L.A., Coolio, Mike Inez of Alice in
Chains, Johnette Napolitano and “Weird Al” Yankovic will
be among the participants. Speech of Arrested Development
will field a register at the Blockbuster store in Atlanta. The
Rembrandts will appear in Miami. Additional artists are
being added daily... You may have already heard, but Mark Olson
has decided to leave The Jayhawks. There is no word about
the future of the band at this time... Congratulations to WBZC
at Burlington County College for winning "Station of the
Year” honors from the National! Association of College
Broadcasters. They are the youngest station ever to win the award
and the first county college radio station tc be named number
one in America in the history of the award. Kudos to OM Drew
Jacobs and MD Earl Gardner... Thanks to John Butler of
Silvertone for stopping by to play me the upcoming record from
the band Jars of Clay. Watch out for “Flood,” the Adrian
Belew-produced first single in January. It's excellent, and will
stir you up... God Lives Underwater’s frontman David Reilly
pleaded guilty to charges of inciting a riot stemming from the
June 16th incident at WNVE’s concert in Rochester, NY. Reilly’s
sentence - which includes 40 hours of community service in Los
Angeles during the next 3 months - is apparently flexible
enough to allow the band to go ahead with their in-progress
European tour with Filter.

Dan Baird, formerly of the Georgia Satellites, releases a second
solo album in January called ”Buffalo Nickel.” Baird says the music
and lyrics combine to say, ‘I'm not a kid anymore, and I'm not ashamed
of it. I'm proud of it! So don’t fuck with me.” The lead track from
the album is “Younger Face,” which Baird says is “about the fate
that awaits everybody who's in a public opinion bix. People love
the new thing. | mean, the day will come when even the Rolling
Stones probably won't be able to get a record deal. But, hey, I'm
going down swingin’.” Baird says "Younger Face” was difficult to
write. “I must've used up a minor rain forest of scrap paper writ-
ing this song,” he says.

Brian Henneman of Festus, Missouri, band the Bottle Rockets
readily admits that Crazy Horse and ZZ Top are "two major
influences. “The Brooklyn Side,” originally released on an independent
label last year, isn‘t called that because the LP was recorded in New
York. Actually, "The Brooklyn Side" refers to a special shot used in
bowling, even though no one in the band is a bowler. “The balls
are too heavy, man,” Henneman says. “It’s too much like work. And
it takes too dang long, t0o0.”

Kim Deal of the Breeders has recorded a cover of Willie Nelson's
" Ange! Flying Too Close To The Ground” with Kris Kristofferson
for an upcoming Nelson tribute album called "Twisted Willie.” The
album, coming out in January, will also feature Waylon Jennings
with L7; and Johnny Cash backed by Kim Thayil of Soundgarden,
Sean Kinney of Alice In Chains and former Nirvana bass play-
er Krist Novoselich.

Matt Sharp’s involvement in the Rentals doesn’t mean he's turn-
ing his back on Weezer. The band is recording songs for an album
to be released next spring.

Henry Rollins, the Gun Club, Phranc, the Muffs and Mike
Watt will perform at a benefit in Los Angeles on December 18 for
three organizations which help runaway and homeless youth in the
Hollywood area.

Ruby, the band formed by Lesley Rankine, former lead singer for
Silverfish, releases its debut album “Salt Peter” in the U.S. in ear-
ly January.

George Harrison reportedly primarily agreed to participate in "The
Beatles Anthology” television special because he needed the $80
million he will earn for his part in the production. John Lennon's
former personal assistant, Frederic Seaman, told the New York Post
newspaper that Harrison “didn't want to participate until his
accountant ripped him off for millions of dollars.” Harrison filed
a $25 million lawsuit earlier this year in Los Angeles against former
business partner and financial manager Denis O'Brien, claiming that
his investments were mishandled, costing him at least $16 miilion
over two decades. Harrison, meanwhile, told a television program
in Adelaide, Australia, that the television special means people will
recognize him again and he joked that "by the time the show comes
out I'm going to have short blue hair.”

Bon Jovi had to cancel a concert in Perth, Australia, because
drummer Tico Torres has been suffering from a recurrence of ten-
donitis. Torres was told by doctors to take four days off to reduce
the swelling in his wrist.

Frank Black releases an album called “The Cult Of Ray"” at the end
of January (on American Recordings).

Keith Richards says the Rolling Stones are on "a winter break
kind of thing” until the band begins touring Asia and South
America with a concert in Bombay, India on March 1.

Van Morrison and Bono of U2 appeared at a rally in Dublin, Ireland,
in support of introducing divorce in the Catholic country just days
before a referendum on the issue. Divorce has been banned under
ireland’s constitution for 70 years.

John Lydon, formerly of Public Image Limited is mixing a solo
album for release next year (on Virgin Records).

Alice In Chains’ self-titled album sold 189,000 copies during its first
week out as it debuted at number one on the album sales chart.

Rita Coolidge will release an “"Out Of The Blues” album next year
as well as going a national tour of “The Best Little Whorehosue In
Texas."” She's also planning to marry keyboardist Tim Veasey.

Wet Wet Wet, Eternal, Squeeze and Bitty McLean are on bill
for the Princess Of Wales’ Concert of Hope at Wembley Stadium in
London on World Aids Day — December 1. “We are proud to be
involved in any way we can and particularly in helping the Princess
of Wales's Concert of Hope continue as a major fundraiser and sym-
bol of carying for those in need,” Wet Wet Wet said in a staternent.

The London tabloid newspaper the Sunday Mirror is appealing a
court decision two years ago ordering it to pay $550,000 to Elton
John because it ran a story saying he was on a “don’t swallow and
get thin” diet. Jurors awarded the money as "exemplary punitive
damages” as they agreed with John's attorneys that the story, wkich
carried the headline "Elton’s Diet Of Death,” was published to hype
newspaper sales and with reckless disregard for the truth. The news-
paper claims the judge should not have let the jury decide the amount
of the award.

“There was a reconnection to
certain themes that were rooted in a lot of my own music, that |
feel close to. Some biue-collar themes, the state of things as they
are out there,” he says. Springsteen also produced Grushecky’s
“American Babylon” album, which was released last month {on Razor
& Tie Music). "It actually led me back to cutting live with the E Street
Band,” Springsteen says. “Working with them, | said, 'Next time |
work with the E Street band, | want to cut them live.’ So when we
went in for the ‘Greatest Hits,” that's what we did.”

Catherine Deneuve, Blur, MC Solaar, Bjork and East 17 are sched-
uled to participate in the MTV Europe Music Awards being given out
in Paris on November 23. Leading nominees for the awards include
Michael and Janet Jackson, REM, the Rolling Stones, Oasis, Blur,
Bon Jovi, Green Day, Madonna, East 17, U2 and Lenny Kravitz.
While the awards are described as being for Europe, Bjork is the only
one of the 37 nominated artists who does not come from an English-
speaking country. However, two French clip directors have been nom-
inated for their work: Jean-Baptiste Mondino for Madonna's "Human
Nature” and Michel Gondry for Massive Attack’s “Protection.”

Britain’s National Trust has purchased Paul McCartney's childhood
home in Liverpool. The organization, which preserves historic
sites, purchased the terraced house in a public housing project where
the McCartneys lived from 1955 to 1964. "My mum would have been
dead chuffed to think that our little council house would end up
with the National Trust,” McCartney says. “This house was the scene
of many of the Beatles’ formative years, such as leaving for
Hamburg, rehearsing and writing songs. Sometimes we made
quite a noise and | hope it will be quieter now the National Trust
has got it.” The price of the house was not disclosed.

Some of the royalties from the Beatles’ “Free As A Bird"” will be
donated to the Romanian Angel Appeal, an AIDS charity established
in 1990 by Elton John and the Beatles’ wives. Olivia Harrison
told the Reuters news agency that the band “donated a percent-
age, a very large amount of money, of their royalties for the pro-
ject.” "We spent some $4 million over the past five years in many
projects,” she explains. “We have done a lot of renovation and paid
salaires for many of the nursing staff in two clinics.” One of the AIDS
clinics is in the Constanta hospital, which has the highest rate of pedi-
atric AIDS cases in Eyrope.

Jane Siberry says the 20-minute song “Oh My My" on her new album
“Maria” is "in response to the media’s disrespect for people in the
way that it sees everyone as a source of money if you can just manip-
ulate the listener or viewer in the right way. All of these things, |
feel, eventually make you feel like an object without any worth or
value.” Siberry says she’s gone through emotional times in the first
half of the 1990s. “I've done a lot of work in the last five years just
to clear out my body which includes all of the emotional stuff that
is stored. Lately | fee! like I'm coming out of a long tunnel and things
are just beginning to manifest itself into a better quality of life. I'm
in a great space now and | trust myself more than | ever have.”

Man...or Astroman? are recording a new album with producer
Steve Albini (for Touch & Go Records), having moved their base of
operation from Auburn, Alabama, to Atlanta and Athens, Georgia.
The band is planning a tour of Australia and Japan this winter and
and will record a song called “Interplanet Janet” for a “Schoolhouse
Rock” album (on Atlantic Records) which will also feature Beck,
Mudhoney and Biz Markee.

Bass player Nikki Sixx says Motley Crue will have a new album
out during the first half of next year called “Personality #9.” It was
recorded with Scott Humphreys producing. A “Christmas Song"” will
be out before the end of the year.
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David Reilly of God Lives Underwater has pleaded guilty to a
misdemeanor charge of inciting a riot in connection with a free out-
door concert in June in Rochester, New York. Reilly told the crowd
to “have fun and express yourself” and moshers got through the
barricade separating them from the stage, prompting security
police to pepper spray the crowd. Reilly’s been sentenced to 40 hours
of community service in Los Angeles during the next three months.

Soul Asylum have recorded a track for “Sweet Relief I,” a com-
pilation of covers of Vic Chestnut songs that will benefit the Sweet
Relief Musicians Trust.

Edwyn Collins says he waited four years after the release of
"Hellbent On Compromise” to put out his new album “Gorgeous
George"” because he wanted to build his own studio to work with
other groups and learn production techniques. “Basically | was using
the groups | was working with as guinea pigs,” he says. “it took me
three years until | felt comfortable enough to start work on my own
record.” Collins says the new LP is “satirical in nature, especially the
title track. Before, | wrote a lot of unrequited love songs.”

Dale Maharidge’s book "Journey To Nowhere: The Saga Of The
New Underclass” will be re-issued in February with an introduction
by Bruce Springsteen, who has promised to help promote it.

- Springsteen says the book, which sold only 10,000 copies when it was
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first published a decade ago, helped to inspire his new acoustic album
“The Ghost Of Tom Joad.” Author Maharidge and photographer
Michael Williamson spent three years in the early 1980s investigating
how formerly middie-class people end up living on the streets.
The first edition of the book began with the closing of steel mills
in Youngstown, which have since been replaced by prisons. “You
can bet I'll be looking to see if some of the people who once
worked in those mills end up living in those prisons,” Maharidge says.

Guitarist Tommy Thayer, formerly of Black N’ Blue, has left #9
so he can put together an expanded version of Kiss' book “Kisstory.”
Thayer took time off to organize this year’s Kiss convention tour.
He'll be replaced by former Rozy Coyote guitarist Jay Gillie, who
filled in when Thayer was overseeing the convention tour.

Kix have released a new album called "Show Business” which fea-
tures guitarist Brian "Damage” Forsythe, who left the band after
it released a live album in 1993. Damage had been working on a pro-
ject with former Faster Pussycat bass player Eric Stacy. Filling in
for Forsythe on the road is Pat Dement, who vocalist Steve
Whiteman describes as “just a real wiry, blues foundation kind of
guitar player, which is kind of up our alley.” Dement’s only playing
with the band on one tour because he has a commitment to anoth-
er group, so the 17-year-old band is still looking for a guitar player.
“I think people know that we're a real band,” Whiteman says. “We
don't jump on the latest trend. We're not wagoneers, by any means.
We unfortunately kind of got lumped in with that kind of music like
the Britny Foxes and Trixters and Poisons and Nelsons and stuff
like that, because we were all popular at the same time. But we'd
been around 10 years before any of that stuff ever came out.”

The Delevantes are recording the follow-up to “Long About
That Time” (for Rounder Records) with producer Garry Tallent
for release next spring.

Craig Ross, formerly of Storyville and the Stick People, will have
a solo album out in March (on MCA Records).

"Weird Al” Yankovic has a compilation album just out (on Scotti
Brothers Records) called “The TV Album,” which features his songs
with television themes, including “Ricky,” “Bedrock Anthem,”
“Money For Nothing/Beverly Hillbillies,” “The Brady Bunch,” "I Lost
On Jeopardy” and "1 Can't Watch This.” The LP features art work
by Mad magazine illustrator Jack Davis. )
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Matt Freeman says Rancid took more time to record their latest
album “...And Out Come The Wolves” than they did with “Let’s Go.”
“'Let’'s Go’ we did in like six days,” Freeman says. "We just buzzed
right through it. This time we had a little bit more money and a lit-
tle bit more time. We spent about five weeks on this one. We
recorded 40 songs, finished about 25 to 35 of them and then actu-
ally put 19 on the record. We maximized our time. It still seemed hec-
tic, though. | think that we still think that we don’t have enough time,
we have to maximize everything or we're never gonna get a next
chance.” Freeman says he’s particualrly pleased with the mixing by
Jerry Finn, who worked on Green Day's “Dookie” album which
Freeman says sounds "“fuckin’ hell good, dude.”
