Iceman Mourned 
The great Texas-born, 

Grammy-winning blues gui¬ 
tarist Albert Collins passed 
away last Wednesday (24) of 
lung cancer at the age of 61 in 
his Las Vegas home. 

Collins, the inspiration for 
such axemen as Eric Clapton 
and Robert Cray, grew up in 
Houston’s tough Third Ward 
district with fellow future gui¬ 
tarists Johnny Copeland and 
Johnny “Guitar” Watson. He 
became a major fixture on the 
local club circuit with his 
trademarked Fender Strat and 
patented pickless percussive 
playing style, which earned 
him the title, “Master of the 
Telecaster.” 

Collins’ first big hit was 

1962’s “Frosty,” and he went 
on to record such blues clas¬ 
sics as “Don’t Lose Your Cool” 
and “There’s Gotta Be A 
Change,” both on his own and 
with his band, the Icebreakers 
on the Imperial, Tumbleweed, 
Alligator and, most recently, 
Virgin’s Pointblank labels. He 
earned his Grammy in ‘86 for 
his collaboration with Cray 
and Copeland, “Showdown.” 
His latest album was “Collins 
Mix,” released earlier this 
year.

Didn t you start with your sisters as a 
singing group? 
We were known as the Braxtons. We performed 
a showcase for Arista Records in February, 
1991, but they had just signed TLC, so they 
didn’t need a girl group. They had a female 
artist position available and offered it to me. 1 
talked with my sisters about it, and they said, 
“You go do your thing and bring us in later.” 
Are you going to bring them on board? 
Absolutely. They will be out next year, but I can 
say anything else. They’re going through contrac 
tuai things now. 
How were you able to attract Arista Re¬ 
cords to a showcase? 
I met a guy, Bill Petaway, at the gas station 
where he worked. Bill wrote “Girl You Know 
It’s True” for Milli Vanilli and knew the pro¬ 
ducer Ernesto Phillips. He had also seen me 

perform, so he introduced me to Ernesto, and Ernesto 
put my sisters and me in contact with Arista 
Records. Before then, I’d been trying for years to be 
heard. I would sing at the opening of an envelope. 
There was a time when you were studying 
to become a teacher. What became of that? 
I would have been a teacher. I have only one year 
left to finish my degree. But I decided to put all of my 
eggs in this basket and give it a try. 
Did you also study music? 
Sort of. I wasn’t sure what I wanted to do, so I stud¬ 
ied both elementary education and music in college, 
although I didn’t do very well in music. My mom was 
an amateur opera singer and taught me theory, but 
never on paper. It was practical theory. She showed 
me what to do but not why to do it. So l played mu¬ 
sic by ear and by memory. I could do that as long as I 
heard it first. One day, the teacher asked me to play 
something without hearing it first. That’s how she 
found out. My fingering was all off, too. To this day, I 
can’t read a note of music. I was just going through 
the motions, even with voice. 
Tell me about the songs that you co-wrote 
on this record. 
“Best Friend” is a true story about my best friend dat¬ 
ing the guy I was dating. Even though they broke up 
shortly thereafter, I was devasted. I was hurt by her, 
but I was much more angry at him because he was 
older and should have known better. If I saw him 
right now, I would get in the car and hit him. But 
that’s behind me, and now I’m an adult, interviewing 
for the position again. 
How is the interview process going? 
I have found a candidate. Now he has to go through 
the final screening committee — my dad. I don’t 
want to talk prematurely, but he’s a very nice guy 
and a medical student at Georgetown 
University. I’ve known him for a couple of 
years. I can’t say anymore because my dad 
might not like him. 
What about the song, “How Many Ways’? 
It’s just a happy song. I wanted the album to 
show various sides of love, not just 
“Touch me, hold me, feel me.” The 

song “Breathe Again” is about loss. If 
this person walks out of your life, you 

don’t know what you’re going to do. 
“Love Shoulda Brought You Home” and 
“Seven Whole Days” show that love isn’t 

always happy, but I didn’t want the album 
to only reflect sadness, so I wrote “How 
Many Ways." 
You joked about the completion of 
the record, saying that it allowed you 
to take off the boxing gloves. Was 
recording a confrontational experience? 

L.A. and I were fighting a little. He’d say his 
opinion, and I would disagree. But he won most of 

the time. We fought over things like choosing the 
first single and the order of songs on the album, or I 
may have wanted to sing something over again, and 
he would disagree. But it was all fun-fighting. In the 
end, I always apologized and let them do their jobs. ■ 

□evern, MD-born Toni Braxton has been “singing 

since she could talk.” But because of her strict, 

religious upbringing (her father is a minister), 

music always had restrictions. She sang in the 

church choir and talent shows, but secular music 

was off-limits. A tenacious Toni still managed to 

get her musical fill, “sneaking off to watch ‘Soul 

Train’ whenever my parents weren’t around.” 

Tuning in to her love—early '80s R&B—cer¬ 

tainly paid off, as Toni, “the first lady of LaFace 

Records,” has already had two hit songs — “Love 

Shoulda Brought You Home” and “Give U My 

Heart” from the “Boomerang” soundtrack — 

even before the release of her self-titled debut al¬ 

bum.

All talent needs 
direction. All jocks need to feel that the PD is 
probably listening. As a PD, my air staff knew they 
might hear from me at any time with either con¬ 
structive criticism or praise. Never neglect righteous 
praise. It gives real meaning to the criticism and 
vice-versa. Also, choose your words and moderate 
your tone of voice when communicating with a jock 
on-air. The idea is not to intimidate to the point of a 
mental shut-down, but to keep things on track and 
open. A set of written' programming guidelines 
would help, as would regular (twice per week, once 
per month, depending) one-on-one air-check ses¬ 
sions. As a jock, I need to know what you want!
