THAT DOG proves the vitality of hyper-intelligent punk rock. TONY BENNETT's PoMo

visibility goes to show that even punks have parents, and coolness transcends decades.

The big news in urban music for 1993 is that The People have spoken. "The People," being

consumers and programmers, have said "Enough!" to mysogynist-, drug- and violence-oriented lyrics,
at the college/underground and mainstream urban radio levels in particular. This movement seems
to be centered on, but certainly not limited to, gangsta rap. Jazz-flavored hip-hop such as that
performed by DE LA SOUL, A TRIBE CALLED QUEST and US 3 seems to be quietly filling

the void.

Nevertheless, the biggest hip-hop story of the year is SNOOP DOGGY DOGG, whose
"Doggystyle" CD came bangin' onto the charts. Other notable hip-hop successes include DR. DRE,
CYPRESS HILL, 2PAC, ONYX, EAZY E, ICE CUBE and QUEEN LATIFAH. Quiet Storm
continues to break new material such as TONI BRAXTON's "Breathe Again," MAZE featuring
FRANKIE BEVERLY's "The Morning After" and TEVIN CAMPBELL's "Shh." With urban
playlists being fairly tight and set, Quiet Storm jocks are still generally free enough to ferret out and

air viable new music.

1993 also saw the return of "Old School" acts such as EARTH, WIND & FIRE,
MAVIS STAPLES, TEDDY PENDERGRASS, RUN DMC, GEORGE CLINTON,
WALTER & SCOTTY (of THE WHISPERS) and the ISLEY BROTHERS, proving that true
talent is a lasting thing. It was also a banner year for TONY TONI TONE, NAUGHTY BY
NATURE, BABYFACE and the previously mentioned Braxton.

In addition, this was the year of "Whoot!/Whoomp! Mania" as Wrap/Ichiban's 95 SOUTH and
Life/Bellmark's TAG TEAM dueled their way up the charts. Breakthrough artists of the year
include ME'SHELL NDEGEOCELLO, XSCAPE, SWV, RUPAUL, ROBIN S and DOMINO.
On the label level, Capitol's urban department went away, though most of the people remain.
A&M's urban department disappeared, then re-surfaced at Perspective with mostly new players.
Winning labels this year included MCA and Columbia (of course), STEVE RIFKIN's Loud/RCA,

the ever-expanding Def Jam/RAL group and Jive, who could do no wrong.
