W ith over 20 years of com-
bined songwriting, film and 
TV composing, band and 

music business experience, Rich-
ard Haitz brings an incredible 
amount of expertise to his latest 
venture as a career consultant for 
up-and-coming talent in various 
arenas of the industry. 

Since launching his consulting 
business early in 2006, Haitz has 
proven to be an invaluable re-
source for young musicians, bands 
just starting out, and older people 
who are dusting off their musical 
dreams and pursuing them. For a 
very reasonable, competitive fee,

BACKGROUND: Vicky Hamilton 
Inadvertently changed the face of 
popular musk when she intro-
duced Guns N' Roses madman 
Axl Rose to S/ash, but she's done 
much more than merely foment 
relationships between heavy 
metal titans — she writes a col-
umn for The Music Business 
Registry (wwwmusicregistrycom), 
books acts for Hollywood's pre-
mier 90th club, Bar Sinister, and 
released a Grammy-winning al-
bum by June Carter Cash on her 
label, Small Hairy Dog. She's also 
worked AtfR for Geffen and 
Capitol, written a screenplay and 
is now teaching a class on man-
agement at The Musicians /nsti-
lute, 

At A Glance: 
I've been a manager since I moved 
to Los Angeles in 1982. It was my 
intention to get these bands I was 
managing signed, so my manage-
ment career goes back that far. I 
was a management consultant for 
Motley Crue and then Stryper. And 
then back-to-back t personally 
managea Poison, Guns N' Roses, 
Faster Pussycat, Darling Cruel. 
Then I did A&R for Geffen Rec-
ords, ran my own little manage-
ment company and promoted 
shows on the side. It just kind of 
evolved from there. 

Hot For Teacher: 
I just started teaching the personal 
management class at the Music-
ians Institute. Kenny Kerner, who's 
in charge of the Music Business 
program, asked me to judge one of 
their contests last year. I did that 
and he said, " I think you would be a 
great teacher." Then he said that 

"I did live with Guns N' Roses 
and that probably wasn't a good 
idea. You have to keep a bit of 
distance between you and your 
client." 

the personal management class 
was available and I decided to give 
it a try. It's not something I really 
envisioned myself doing, but I feel 
this need to give back to the com-
munity that's served me for my 
entire adult life. If I can help some 
kid and make his life a bit easier, 
then it's all worth it. As it turns out, 
I'm having a lot of fun. 

Making Academia Relevant: 
Anybody can be a manager. It 
doesn't take a diploma, although I 
totally endorse going to programs 
like MI and learning how the music 
business runs, because the more 
tools you're armed with the better 
off you're gonna be. But the reality 
is you don't learn unless you're out 
there doing it. So I have a thing I'm 
calling the MySpace Challenge. I 
ask the kids to pick a band on 
MySpace and pitch it to me in 
class. The winner gets 10 points on 
their grade. You have to pitch it like 
you're a business professional and 
give real selling points, like how many 
hits they're getting or how many plays 
and where they're touring. 

Learning From Teaching: 
I chose management because I like 
working behind the scenes. I'm not 
really the person who wants to get 
out and speak to a huge group of 
people. It stretches my comfort 
zone to speak to a class, but I'm 
getting more used to it. I like the 
kids. They're actually my teacher 
because they know so much about 
new technology and what's going 
on with it. I learn a lot from my stu-
dents, so it's a good give-and-take 
situation. 

Working With David Geffen: 
I think I got most of my street 
smarts from that period in my life. 
David Geffen is a complete genius 
as far as knowing the industry. He's 
not afraid to try new things. He has 
really good instincts. I can't really 
say enough good things about him. 
I'm very grateful for my time there. 
I learned that it's not just about 
being creative, it's a business and 
that's why they call it the music 
business and not music friends. It 
has to be based on the bottom line. 
At the end of the day, you've got to 

be able to sell records and make a 
profit, so you have to spend money 
wisely and know when to pull out. 

Finding Bands: 
I have a band from Detroit called 
X0 who are moving to Los Angeles 
in January. They're making a record 
with J.J. Blair, who is a producer I 
represent and also was the produc-
er of a June Carter Cash record I 
made when I started my label. I 
manage a pop, hip-hop, rock guy 
named Jack Dill. He was brought to 
me by an attorney whose band I 
shopped 20 years ago. I wouldn't 
have thought that would happen. 
X0 came to me via a psychic who 
said, "Would you listen to my 
nephew's demo?" It was weird get-
ting solicited by a psychic, but okay. 
I normally find bands through other 
bands or industry people or a 
lawyer. We have one of the best 
record stores ever here in 
Hollywood called Amoeba Records 
and I ask the clerks whom they like. 
They've turned me on to some 
good bands. 

Heavy Metal Memories: 
I haven't really done many metal 
bands in the last five or six years. I 
think I did more metal stuff in the 
80's and early 90's, because I was 
angrier. I'm not really angry any-
more, but I can still appreciate the 
music. I like Panic! At The Disco, 
Fall Out Boy and some of the 
bands that play ( Bar) Sinister like 
Stone Babies, and the Distance. 
They're a little bit angry. 

The Management Lifestyle: 
You basically are blamed for every-
thing and credited with nothing. In 
this modern music business, where 
record labels aren't doing a whole 
lot of artist development, that sort 
of falls on the manager's shoulders. 
It's really about being able to mar-
ket the bands, get them noticed 
and start a following. When there's 
something wrong, the artist always 
comes to the manager first, so 
we're right in the firing zone. I find 
that management is very reward-
ing, because I really like dealing 
with artists. It's kind of a marriage 
between manager and artist — 
and hopefully it's a good marriage. 

The Right Relationships: 
I don't know that I would've done 
anything differently, even if I had 
known. However. I did live with 
Guns N' Roses and that probably 
wasn't a good idea. You have to 
keep a bit of distance between you 
and your client. Management and 
basically all facets of the record 
industry are built on relationships. 
I've done pretty well at not burning 
bridges and things of that nature. 
Maybe I would've sent out a few 
more thank you notes, showed a lit-
tle more gratitude, probably 
befriended a few more lawyers, 
because they're very important in 
today's record industry. 

Finding A Manager: 
Check the record jackets of the 
bands you personally like and 
solicit those managers. I know that 
Pollstar makes a great manager 
sourcebook, with all the contact 
numbers. You have to be persistent. 
You can't just make one phone call. 
You have to keep calling or sending 
e-mails. Send a nice package that 
includes a demo of three to five 
songs, with the best song being 
first, a picture and bio no longer 
than a page. Don't send out your 
packages too soon. Get a bit of a 
story developing, some kind of fol-
lowing, a little marketing plan, 
some successes under your belt. 
Because, if you start shopping too 
soon, you usually only have one 
shot at these people and then 
they're over it. So make sure you 
don't blow your wad. And be nice to 
the secretaries, because they're 
very important people in the man-
agers' world. 

What She's Looking For: 
I try not to repeat myself. If I did 
Guns N' Roses this season, I'm not 
gonna want to do Guns N' Roses 
next season. A great live perfor-
mance, innovative songwriting with 
some radio airplay potential, for-
ward thinkers who have something 
new to say. We live in a multimedia 
world, so you're gonna have to 
translate on TV as well. Somebody 
who has something spiritually to 
give the world. I don't really want to 
deal with people that are strung out 
on drugs or alcohol. 123

B
ay Area act the A'Z have been kickin' it in 
the hip-hop scene since '97.

Feeling dejected, band member Speedy went 
to their MySpace page and he saw a comment 
from James Eichelberger, who they soon 
learned was an A&R rep from New York's TVT 
Records. "He said, 'Get ready to show your-
selves to the world. I'm coming for you," Speedy 
recalls. "At the time we didn't have a manager so 
I gave him Vernon's number so we could have 
an adult speak fcr us. He then setup a confer-
ence call with [label president] Steve Gottlieb. 
After we talked he said that James would be out 
to sign us on Monday." 

What's it like to embark on a label-backed 
career accompanied by a manager new to the 
music business? 'This lets us create our own 
path and gives us a way to kind of be our own 
managers," A.E. says. "He's still learning [about 
the business] so everything he does is out of our 
own best interests." 

In October MTV added The A'Z video 
“Yadadamean" (Bay Area slang for "You know 
what I mean?") to their rotation. City of Gods: 
They Dreamed of Being Legends will be 
released in the first quarter of 2007. Labelmates 
include Ying Yang Twins and Lil Jon.

he summer before her college graduation 
Annie Stela landed an internship with a Los 
Angeles marketing outfit and became 

acquainted with the owners.'9 kind of shoved my 
demo at them," Stela recalls. "They had friends 
in the business, they passed it along and even-
tually it got to 3-D Management. In the fall I went 
back to my home in Michigan for school and I got 
a call from 3-D soon after I returned." 

After graduation Stela relocated to L.A. Soon 
after her arrival she decided to record another 
demo, but being short on both time and cash, 
she booked only an hour of studio time. 
"Recording that demo was hterally like a live per-
formance," she explains. " It sounded a little more 
professional than :f I'd just recorded it in my liv-
ing room, but it was still pretty raw. It was a one-
take type of thing with just piano and vocal." 

Stela put her newly-pressed demo into the 
hands of her manager who was able to get it into 
Capitol. "Andy Slater [Capitol president/CEO] 
really connected with it," the singer says. "He 
called my manager and asked if I'd come in to 
perform. We played several songs for Andy at 
Capitol and I was in such a daze that I didn't 
realize how intimidating that kind of thing could 
be. When I finished, Andy said to me 'You want 
to make a record?' That was the first meeting 
and Andy was basically in it from the beginning." 

Although signed in 2004, recording wasn't 
started immediately on Stela's album. "It took us 
a while to develcp the record and find the right 
producer," she recalls. "Bill Bottrell was one of 
the first people that Andy had mentioned 
because he'd worked with Shelby Lynne and 
Sheryl Crow on their first records. I'm so happy 
that we chose him because I couldn't have 
asked for a better first experience." 

Capitol Records will release Stela's Fool on 
Jan. 23rd. Her EP There is A Story Here is avail-
able now.

rom Portland, OR. Stars of Track and Field 
met in college at the University of Oregon in 
Eugene, and formed a bond in 2002.

Metallos, 1/2, 3 Doors Down, Hinder

W
hat separates true enginee.-s from wannabes are the long hours 
and dedication to the project. Randy Staub came to a deep under-
standing of this when he worked with producer Bob Rock on 

Metallica's Metallica, popularly known as The Black Album. 
"It was a very, very intense project." Staub recalls. "The level of attention 

to detail was a bit off the charts for everybody. On the drum kit we had 
almost 50 mics. I learned how to work at that level and to not just hear the 
sounds, but listen to tne sounds." 

Canadian Staub embarked on his career at 18 when he began to do live 
sound. He soon crossed paths with the band Darkroom when they landed 
a label deal in the mid 80's. This led to an assistant job with a Canadian 
studio where he met fellow countryman Bob Ezrin (producer of Pink Floyd's 
The Wall). Ezrin recommended him for a job with A&M Studios in Los 
Angeles, a job that led to engineering and/or mixing projects for bands 
including Metallica, U2 and 3 Doors Down. He now mixes exclusively. 

Staub found that even the best efforts of an engineer aren't always 
enough to ensure a hit record. " it's nice when you work that hard and it 
pays off in the end, like it did with The Black Album," he remarks. 
"Sometimes you work on records that are fantastic, but they don't hit with 
tne public or the A&R guy gets fired as soon as the record is done. Over 
the years you do work on a lot of great stuff that just never quite does it. 
When you do work on something that is successful it's quite gratifying." 

Every engineer has his own opinion on what is the most difficult thing to 
record well. It varies depending on who you ask, but Staub's view is that 
getting quality sound on bass and cymbals proves the most challenging. 
"When you had a Dr and an amp, you couldn't just shift the amp so it was 
more in phase with the DI," he observes. " It was either in phase or out of 
ohase. If the bass is not setup properiy you've got notes dropping out or a 
much lower level than other notes. And cymbals are such a radical wave-
form. When you stand in front of one and hear it smash you wonder what 
exactly they're supposed to sound like. 

"The one thing I notice with a Iot of music f get is that the cymbals are 
out of phase at least 75 percent of the time," Staub continues. "Now that 
people are on Pro Tools they don't use a console and they don't look at the 
meters. Just by looking at the meters and flipping phase buttons it's sort of 
the basic framework of recording. The reason the phase button is red is 
because it's really important. You'd be surprised: get the overheads, flip 
your phase buttons and all of a sudden there's all this nice warmth and 
tone in the drums. The snare is there again." 

Technological advances have been a boon to the industry, obviously. But 
Staub sees a less obvious consequence of sound's tech advent: the loss of 
an informal apprentice system. "Young engineers aren't learning from older 
engineers anymore?' he explains. "That whole chain of starting as a runner 
and then moving to assistant — learning from the engineer — is becoming 
lost. One of the main sources of business was the commercial jingle. Once 
Pro Tools and MIDI came about, at that business moved to the producer's 
home studio and that chain of runner to assistant got broken." 

Staub notes that less time is taken to do a quality recording than in the 
past. " I mixed a record one time and the drums just sounded really dead, 
really dull," he recalls. "The drummer was proud that they'd recorded them 
in three days with no EQ. I was like, 'What is this, a documentary?' The 
cymbals should be bright, the snares should be lively. Get a sound so that 
when you put the faders up it should be more or less how you want it to 
sound in the end." 

Staub is working on a live Nickelback DVD and recently mixed the well-
charted Hinder album Extreme Behavior.

X-Form is useful in music 
production, sound design, and post-
production when music clips must be 
time-stretched and/or pitch-shifted for 
artistic reasons. Other uses are: to 
correct pitch problems, time restrict a 
performance, or match the pitch and 
tempo of multiple clips. 

I relied heavily on X-Form during 
my recent work on a reality-based 
music TV show where completed, 
mixed music-backing tracks had to be 
changed in key to accommodate 
singers of different abilities and 
ranges. There was no budget (or time) to re-record the tracks and the 
show's structure did not allow us the foreknowledge of the appropriate 
key. X-Form performed flawlessly on stereo track mixes as well as the 
individual tracks of muiti-track Pro Tools sessions due to its Polyphonic 
algorithm. I was able to key-change up or down many semitones without 
worries of weird artifacts or flaming drum attacks. I found solo instru-
ments or vocals to sound best when using the Monophonic algorithm. 
When changing song tempos, the Transient Sensitivity control allows 

you to compress or stretch drum loops and other percussive material 
without losing attack transients. Deciding to correct or not formants at the 
same time as pitch is an option with X-Form. Formant correction is cru-
cial to natural sound — especially for vocals when you want male voices 
stay manly and female vocals to remain feminine. Not correcting formants 
produces strange sounding vocals — great for special effects.

Congressional Action 
for Songwriters 

The United States Congress 
made a temporary tax change for 
American songwriters permanent 
as part of a tax package they 
adopted prior to adjourning for the 
year. Congress originally adopted 
the "Songwriters Capital Gains Tax 
Equity Act" in May, but the impor-
tant tax correction was only author-
ized for a five-year period, expiring 
in 2011. This action makes the 
change permanent. 

The equity measure, envisioned 
by the Nashville Songwriters 
Association International (NSAI), 
applies only when an American 
songwriter sells a catalog of songs 
and does not apply to ordinary roy-
alty income. Decades ago, song-
writers were changed from one tax-
reporting category to another, but 
through an oversight, language

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SONGWRITER PROFILE 

Reeve Carney 
A F8/77* Affair on Fairfax

I
t's a frigid Monday night on Fairfax 
Avenue in Los Angeles, but a 
packed crowd is generating substan-

tial heat in the backroom at Molly 
Malone's. Onstage, backed by a group 
he's dubbed "The Revolving Band," 
singer/songwriter Reeve Carney whips 
through his inspired set with an unaf-
fected naturalness and a captivating 
charm. This is one night in an ongoing 
residency, not an artificial Hollywood 
showcase, and the audience of twenty 
something's, who sings along, cheers 
the band's solos, and settles into an 
admirable silence during the solo 
encore, are hardcore fans. It all feels 
like home. 

Reeve Carney is an ascending artist with a sparkling aura, and audi-
ences and industry heavyweights alike are taking serious note. Carney is 
now signed to David Sonenberg (DAS Communications), a top flight man-
ager best known for guiding the careers of the Fugees, John Legend, Black 
Eyed Peas, and Interscope Records' Jimmy lovine, who inked the young 
artist to the label. 

Carney imparts his lyrics in a husky, sandpaper tenor, in songs that 
measure easy familiarity with the quirky melodicism of inventive chromat-
ics and half steps. " If anyone asks me who my favorite composer is I have 
an answer: Richard Strauss," offers Carney. " I learned about him two years 
ago — that's who moves me the most musically, and Paul McCartney is my 
biggest musical hero." 

Until the Interscope project is completed, an independent CD/DVD pack-
age, Live At Molly's, pays testimony to the artist on his home turf. Carney 
is a generous frontman; offering stage time to his brother, lead guitarist 
Zane, and Paris, his sister, on backing vocals. Bassist JD, drummer Gavin 
Salmon, and crowd favorite, mighty barrelhouse pianist, Charles Jones, 
round out the ensemble. "It's not really a revolving band," Carney admits. " I 
liked the sound of it without paying attention to the meaning, but no one 
could think of a better name." 

Prior to performing music, Carney had an early career as a child actor, 
playing the young Ethan Hawk in Snow Falling on Cedars. "We moved out 
to L.A. because my brother was in (the television series) Dave's World. At 
14, my mom would take me to this place around the corner, now called 
Firefly, that used to be Smoking Johnnies — a janky little blues club. It 
taught me how to play lead guitar. Money was tight then — it was a way to 
learn without taking guitar lessons. I formed a blues band at 16." The fam-
ily's show biz roots run deep: Carney's great uncle was Art Carney of The 
Honeymooner's fame. 

While Carney spent a year studying jazz guitar at USC, he's garnered a 
far grittier education on tour with Jonny Lang as a member of Lang's band, 
and more recently, as Lang's opening act. " It's helped to play for audiences 
who don't care," Carney asserts. "It makes me think of what kind of songs 
excite these people. Not that I want to be anything that I'm not — it's more 
of an expansion than a shift in styles." On a break from the road, Carney 
and company recorded in Nashville's Blackbird Studios, laying down 28 
songs in two days as potential picks for the forthcoming Interscope project. 
"It made me feel like we were in the industry in days of old," laughs Carney. 
lnterscope's Tony Ferguson is working with Carney on song selection, and 
a key member of his management team, Ken Komisar, while not directly 
involved with the label, has impeccable A&R credentials as well. 

Along with a group of promising writers, Carney was selected to partic-
ipate in the ASCAP Foundation Lester Sill Workshop, eight weeks of inten-
sive sessions led by ASCAP's Brendan Okrent and Warner/Chappell 
Music's Senior VP Judy Stakee. Carney credits this experience with mov-
ing his career forward. " I have problems committing to things in terms of 
scheduling, and I was concerned that this was something I won't be able 
to do," he confesses. "But the workshop ended in February, I signed to 
David Sonenberg and went to Jimmy lovine's office the First of March. I 
signed the record deal on March 16th. I think the workshop had something 
to do with that. The more you focus, the more things in your life come 
together."

With The Open Door, Evanescence has given any fears of a sophomore 
slump a dismissal that is as forceful and undeniable as the leaden, muscular 
guitar riffs found in most of its songs. The follow-up to 2003's Fa//en — 

which sold 14 million copies worldwide and won a pair of Grammys, includ-
ing Best New Artist — debuted at No. 1 on the Billboard 200 sales chart 
when it was released in October. Its first-week sales mark of 447,000 copies 
beat out formidable competitors such as modern rock colleagues the Killers 
and Beck and country star George Strait. Evanescence made it look easy, 
but the truth is that making their latest, The Open Door, was anything but. 
The group had already suffered an acrimonious split with guitarist Ben 
Moody, who had co-founded the band with ex-girlfriend Lee in Arkansas, 
during the Fa//en cycle. Then Lee suffered a well-publicized end to her rela-
tionship with Seether's Shaun Morgan, chronicled on several songs on The 
Open Door, including the first single "Call Me When You're Sober." And gui-
tarist Terry Balsamo, Moody's replacement, suffered a stroke in October of 
2005 as Evanescence was in the early stages of making the new album. But 
Amy Lee (who moved from Los Angeles to New York during the making of 
the album) says there was never any fear of the band "Going Under"; rather, 
Evanescence is as alive and healthy as ever, and Lee is reveling in a kind of 

victory that is, to her, about more than just making some new music.

Cone What made The 
Open Door the right title for this album? 

I thought of that early on, actually. I 
just felt we were really free this time. With 
Fa//en there was so much pressure to break 
into the industry, and I had to compromise a lot 
for what Ben wanted. And the label definitely 
had concerns and there was just so much pres-
sure. I felt like we had to establish our sound. 
constantly, like every song had to establish who 
we were in a nutshell. And this time I really just 
had complete freedom; it was like, "Okay, we've 
already established ourselves. We've estab-
lished our sound. Let's just make cool music." 

Fallen had a long cycle. Did you get 
tired of it at any point? 

We all were just dying to make something 
again. By the time we finally stopped touring in 
the very end of 2004, everyone was just kind of 
burnt on touring and the old songs. And for me, 
I feel like as a musician and as a performer and 
myself as a person, my confidence and every-
thing had just grown so much since the songs 
from Fallen had been written — some of them 
five years before they were recorded. The 
Open Door sounds more mature, and that its 
from better musicians, because it is. 
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MC: After all that time spent on the road, were you worried about not having enough 
to write about for the second album? 
Lee: Oh, no. (laughs) So much happened to me during those couple years, through record-
ing Fallen and then the whole rollercoaster ride touring Fallen and everything that happened 
in our lives. I had so much to write about, it was crazy. There was definitely plenty of fuel. 

MC: is it important to turn your specific issues into a song that's more universal? 
Lee: Yeah, but it has to get out in some way that feels like it solves that problem for you. The 
best thing is for me to write about those situations and write exactly what I'm feeling and not 
worry about the consequences, because it's just a song and I can throw it away if I want to. 
But listening back to it makes me go, "Wow, I've got to do this!" 

MC: Any concrete examples of that? 
Lee: Moving from Los Angeles to New York. I was in L.A. for five years; I moved there when 
we were doing artist development for Fa//en and we were writing, and it was cool at first and 
I was young and it was like, "Ooh, L.A....," awesome and everything. But now I guess I've 
seen the world and a lot more of the country, and I've just learned it's not very me. I just hit 
a point in my life where I really wanted to change everything and I did it and I moved to New 
York and totally started over, and I'm feeling great about it. 

MC: So you channel all these very specific emotions Into the songs. Once that's 
done, do you self-edit very much? Do you worry about cutting too close to the bone? 
Lee: No, I let it go. This album's a lot more intimate in a lot of ways. It's funny, because you 
listen to a song like "Bring Me to Life," which is so poetic and I love those lyrics, I really do, 
but they also make you want to go. "So what's that about?" Then you listen to lyrics like "Call 
Me When You're Sober," which for me is a lot more mature because I can do the poetic stuff, 
but I think I was hiding behind metaphors in the past. I was afraid of the consequences of 
saying what I really meant. I think we've changed in a lot of ways, and the lyrics are more 
intimate. I'm really happy and proud of that. In certain ways they're not harder to [write]; it's 
just me sitting here analyzing myself. 

MC: And letting everyone In on the process? 
Lee: Pretty much. Like, "Call Me When You're Sober" says something that's impossible to 
hide from. I'm stuck with everyone knowing exactly what I'm talking about, and there's if there 
are consequences for that — which there are — then I have to face them. But it's true; it real-
ly happened, and it meant so much to me and it felt so good to just blurt it out that it was 
worth it. It's a real relief to work so hard on something and care about it so much and nurse 
it to health and make it into something I completely love — and then release it to the world 
and see what happens. It's a very satisfying thing. 

Me is there a potential downside? 
Lee: Oh, yeah, sure. It's a double-edged sword, and you are making yourself completely vul-
nerable to not only criticism, but people knowing enough about you and your innermost fears 
to say something really cutting to you or to try to hurt you in some ways if they want to. And 
they really do. 

MC:You cut a pretty tough pose, though. Aren't they afraid you'll kick their butts? 
Lee: (laughs) I've never really kicked a butt. I think it might be fun...No, just kidding. 

MC:Another big change on The Open Door is having Terry Balsamo as your chief col-
laborator. How did that work? 
Lee: I don't think this record would sound like it does if it weren't for Terry. We just play off 
each other well. I trusted him already, and we really connected and liked each other as 
friends and, musically, on bands that we like and different things we think are cool. ... He 
wasn't sitting there judging me, and that was a big part of it — feeling free to play in front of 
him and free to try stuff. 

MC: So It was a creative environment that was easier to experiment within. 
Lee: I felt like I was pushing myself to heights I'd never gone to before, experimenting with 
sounds and my voice and playing piano. It felt like we were creating a whole new sound in a 
way, just because we were feeling all these new feelings from the writing. 

MC: How did his stroke affect progress on the album? 
Lee: That was a huge shocker. It was really emotional for all of us, especially me. Everything 
else didn't matter for a moment. 

MC: Were you considering contingency plans in case he couldn't play anymore? 
Lee: I knew it was gonna be okay. I don't know why. I think having that to focus on, I just felt 
really freed from a lot of things that had been dragging me for a long time. 

MC: So, no going on reality TV to pick a new guitarist for Evanescence? 
Lee: Oh, please, no. I'd rather die. Those things are so ridiculous. It's the same thing with all 
these American /do/shows, to show the world that the music industry is so insecure that it's 
gonna go on television and let you decide who's gonna be the lead singer for the band or 
whatever. It's hilarious and depressing; it's honestly the most depressing thing ever, 'cause 
labels don't have faith in their musicians. 

MC: The new album has done so well. Do you feel a great deal of pressure for it to 
equal or surpass the success of Fallen? 
Lee: I just haven't ever looked at it that way. Fa//en is a great record, but I don't think you can 
try to match the success of another body of work. I think that's only gonna frustrate you, hon-
estly, if what you really care about is record sales and money and Grammys; there's no way 
you're going to make a great piece of art. You're just going to get confused and make some-
thing ungenuine. My only goal making this one was making something that I love even more. 
that I think is a better record, and we've definitely done that.

WANTE 
GREAT CAREERS IN 
THE MUSIC BUSINESS

A
music biz adage states that for each person you see onstage performing 
music, there are at least 30 people working behind the scenes. The rise of the 
independent artist, the proliferation of new media and the microclimates of the 

music business add up to fertile opportunities for the creative, the ambitious and the 
fearless. What roles exist, what is required and how much can you make? In this fea-
ture, MCopens up the windows of opportunity to reveal the possibilities within. 

liiiMusic Supervisor 
The music supervisor, like many jobs in the entertainment industry, is generally considered a glam-

our or taste-making position. The number of music supervisor jobs available in film is directly related 
to the number of films being made. Currently, major studios are producing fewer movies, so compe-
tition is keen for few job openings. By strictest definition a music supervisor coordinates the work of 
the composer, the editor, and sound mixers. Additional duties include researching, obtaining rights to, 
and/or supplying songs for a production. " I don't think people understand what a music supervisor 
does," says Mark Goodman, who worked last season with Bonnie Greenberg on Desperate 
Housewives "It changes, based on each person's experience, whether it's film or television, and what 
the producer or director is demanding. It's more than just picking out songs for a scene, and it's more 
than just putting together a soundtrack. It's being the middleman between all of the disparate ele-
ments." 
A few top film music supervisors earn up to $200,000 per film project. Most others earn approxi-

mately $20,000 per film project. For television projects, music supervisors can earn $ 1,500 to $4,000 
per episode. 

RTranscriber 
If you're proficient in writing music and have an excellent ear, a number of possibilities exist with-

in the realm of music transcription. Songwriters and composers who are preparing for sessions will 
generally work with a music transcriber in preparing a flawless chart. Transcribers need to be able to 
work from CDs, MP3s and other media, and to accurately translate what they hear with utmost accu-
racy. A familiarity with a variety of music software is a prerequisite to this endeavor. 

Although there are companies that provide transcription services, a self-starter with contacts can 
work independently in the range of $30/hour, with additional tablature an extra cost of 75 cents per 
measure. And, on average, one lead sheet may take approximately three hours. 

INIMusic Therapist 
For the recent cover feature, "Sticking with It: No Matter What" (Vol. XXX, No. 25), MC spoke with Cal 

State Northridge music therapy student. Amy Lynn Franklin, about this expanding field. " I started to work 
with clients and see amazing things — the mentally retarded, adolescents in the penal system, people 
with all kinds of physical and emotional issues being healed and helped by music," she confirmed. 

Over 60 universities nationwide now offer 
degrees. According to the American Art Therapy 
Association, starting salaries for music thera-
pists average $29,000 and median salaries 
average $38,000. The National Association for 
Music Education advises that hospitals and psy-
chiatric facilities pay their full-time therapists 
$20,000—$62,000 annually. 

[£1 Worship Leader 
Filled with the spirit? Church organists can 

earn up to $57,000 yearly, plus perks for addi-
tional performances. Choir directors in major 
churches can earn up to $70.000 and cantors 
command over $150,000. Large churches have 
a variety of music positions, from kids' youth 
choral leaders to Christian rock bandleaders and 
musicians. Soloists in churches in Los An-geles 
can work multiple services and earn $100+ per 
performance. 

el Music Journalist 
If you have the ability to write about a wide 

variety of music — or, if you're an expert on one 
particular genre — you may want to consider 
diving into the murky waters of music journalism. 
Clips (examples of your writing) are a necessity, 
so writing for your local paper, a college rag, or 
an internet site, even for free, will help as you 
begin to amass the necessary portfolio. The fees 
paid for articles written about mJsic and the peo-
ple who create it vary wildly, but some legitimate 
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publications will pay up to $1.00 per word or more. However, as in many fields perceived as relatively high 
profile, there are more aspirants than positions, so editors and publishers can afford to be very picky. 

6. Publicist 
In a broad spectrum across media and events, working in the fields of public relations and public-

ity can put you at the epicenter of the entertainment industry. With the downsizing of record compa-
nies, many more opportunities exist for independent operators and companies. If you want to work in 
this field you will generally begin as an intern or a lowly paid staff member at an existing firm. Hours 
are long, pay is low and contacts are everything. The National Association for Music Education 
(MENC) notes a salary range of $21,000 - $ 141,000 a year. 

U  Music Educator 
With more colleges offering degrees in the music business, real-life experience can translate into 

a classroom gig. While colleges generally require instructors and professors to have advance 
degrees, private schools are much more lenient. Locally, you can teach through UCLA Extension or 
The Learning Tree. Musicians Institute ( MI) has a huge staff of world-class musicians, producers and 
educators, and Los Angeles Music Academy (LAMA) is also a highly regarded learning facility. 

For the past two years, producer Andre Fischer (Natalie Cole, Rufus, Gladys Knight, Lalah 
Hathaway, Tony Bennett) has been teaching record production at USC's Music Business Depart-
ment. "My class was 39 people, but sometimes 50 people would show up," notes Fischer. "Not only 
did I do production, but I worked on people skills, marketing, insight to the record company, methods 
of promotion." He is now on faculty at the music department at McNally-Smith College of Music in St. 
Paul, MN. " I help my students transition from school to the working community. It's more than teach-
ing; it's like life coaching. The level of students here is no different from USC, but they need a more 
worldly outlook, and that's what I'm lending to the school. The college has been here for 20 years; it's 
a four-year accredited college, 120 teachers, and 600 students. We have full-blown studios, Pro Tools 
rooms, performance rooms and the best musicians in Minneapolis and St. Paul teach here." 

If you can teach the business angles and have a passion for communicating, music education can 
be a fulfilling career with qualified part-time teachers earning upwards of $200/class. Be aware, also, 
of online teaching opportunities. A Nashville-based website, SongU.com, boasts a roster of world-
class instructors teaching in a virtual classroom. Online teaching, done from the comfort of your 
home, can bring in up to $50/hour. 

Instructor 
Of course teaching an actual musical instrument shouldn't be overlooked. Having the technical 

facility and being able to translate this information to a student in a one-on-one session is a require-
ment, and a college degree might also be helpful. In Southern California, voice teachers can com-
mand over $100/hour for their services. 

9 Early Childhood Music Educator 
The physical benefits of early childhood music are outstanding. Motor skills can be improved 

through improvisational dancing and handling of the instruments. Vocal and speech development 
improve through singing while listening skills and concentration improve with aural training. The old-
fashioned goals of sharing and cooperation are reinforced with the sharing of instruments and 
encouragement of other students. 
The most important benefit, however, is the proven positive effects music has on brain develop-

ment. This has been thoroughly researched and documented and is most crucial during the first six 
years, when the most important brain development takes place. NPR radio broadcast a program 
called Gray Matters: Music and the Brain, which included Dr. Gordon Shaw, who first described "The 
Mozart Effect." 

If you love kids, you might want to consider a career in early childhood musical education. A teach-
ing certificate and a bachelor's degree are required. $60/hour is realistic pay for this position. 

Stylist 
In this video age, an artist relies on the talents of clothing, fashion and hair stylists to project their 

image. Hair stylist Andi Scarbrough explains, " I started out in theatrical performance and then segued 
into the music industry." She says the mediums are different. "For photo shoots you need mobile hair. 
For a performance, the hair has to stay put — that's where Elmer's Glue comes in." 

Creative cuts and colors are Scarbrough's specialties. "I've done rock-star makeovers where a 
musician is changing their sound and want to illustrate it with a new look. For the band Evil Beaver, 
we took the artist from shoulder-length blond hair to a foot-high Mohawk in platinum blonde and red." 

Scarbrough says that earning a cosmetology license isn't even the beginning. "You have to do a 
lot of work for free, make mistakes and learn from them. Hair is actually a tenth of what you're doing: 
it's about personality maintenance and crisis control. Your job may be hair, but you will also be mend-
ing wardrobe pieces and broken hearts and mixing cocktails. The biggest learning curve is in know-
ing what to do once you get in the room." 
The salary range begins at zero, but the sky is the limit. " I had a guy I worked with who was flown 

to do a certain rap guy's hair, just to edge his face, he was flown twice in one week and paid seven 
thousand dollars for each trip. It depends on the caliber of people you're working with. But there is 
definitely a price you pay for working with the higher caliber people." 

1111 Music Marketing 
Andy French is VP of Media Services and Label Relations for Private Label Radio, a Division of 

DMI Music and Media Solutions. Having worked at A&M Records and NARAS, French's music busi-
ness experience is entrée to his current position. He explains, " I look across all of the media our com-

pany produces, everything from audio at 
Subway restaurants to video placement on 
United Airlines, and I look at opportunities for 
record labels to market their artists in non-tradi-
tional venues. At A&M Records, I was in artist 
development, so I'm familiar with record labels' 
objectives of reaching people in a captive envi-
ronment where they can't change the channel." 

French says a passion for music and an inter-
est in advertising are essential. "My job bridges 
the space between the music and the advertis-
ing industries. There are very few people who 
cater to record companies. Our focus is entirely 
on the needs of labels and marketing music." 

In this scenario, where a six-figure income is 
feasible, there is a sobering reality as income is 
directly linked to the health of the music busi-
ness. "If you're creating marketing plans for 
record labels, you have to be able to weather 
ups and downs," French notes. "Media sales tra-
ditionally can be lucrative, but it's commission-
based, so you take on a certain amount of risk." 

Tour Manager 
After extensive road campaigns, veteran tour 

manager Dave Ockun is now an L.A. production 
manager for the world's leading live entertain-
ment company, Live Nation. 

"I handle the logistics behind a lot of the major 
shows. The promoter or booker makes the deal 
with the agent. Once the deal sheet is issued, 
my job is to handle everything production-wise 
on a local level. It could be hiring local sound 
and lights, catering, stagehands, runners, pro-
duction staff, furniture, whatever elements are 
required. I advance the technical logistics with 
the tour's production manager. And also with the 
building, to make sure it's ready." 

Having tour-managed Nick Carter when the 
artist was one of the biggest stars in music, 
Ockun says there are a million pieces to the puz-
zle. 
"We would be flying to Japan with a couple of 

thousand kids waiting at the airport. My mind, in 
a calm way, would go into a crisis management 
mode to make sure my client would be safe 
because a situation can turn hostile if you don't 
plan ahead." 
Ockun started out in radio in New York when 

he was 11 years old, the youngest intern ever at 
ABC/Capital Cities. When he was of legal age to 
work, Ockun was the company's youngest em-
ployee. 

"The first concert I ever produced myself was 
at my high school — a battle of the bands. I was 
managing two of the bands that were performing 
in it and I hired top sound and lighting compa-
nies. As the years kept going I kept growing. 

"I met Bill Graham when I was 13," Ockun 
continues. "Fortunately, the people who taught 
me this business are the best people in the live 
industry." 
Ockun recalls that "the day after high school 

graduation I was on a plane travelling to Swit-
zerland where I handled the backline for the 
Montreux Jazz Festival. I also toured with Mel-
issa Etheridge, and road managed Barry Mani-
low. The people I've surrounded myself with 
have been leaders in the business." 

While the range of salaries on tour can range 
from $1,000 - $5,000 a week, Ockun notes, 
"Locally, it depends on the market." 

Roadie 
Lifting and carrying equipment and sets; driv-

ing, loading and unloading vans, trailers and 
buses; setting up and maintaining sound equip-
ment and instruments: Being a roadie is more 
than just a job; it's often described as a way of 
life. Meeting local bands is generally the way in. 
Working for an established sound and lighting 
company is also a way to make valuable con-
nections. The International Alliance of Theatrical 
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Stage Employees has a website where you can find local chapters. (See resources at the end of this 
article.) 
A roadie may also need to operate machinery such as forklift trucks, and may specialize in tech-

nical areas such as electronics and pyrotechnics. The gig varies depending on the size of the tour. 
Some groups need only one roadie to do a range of duties, while others need hundreds of roadies, 
including special music-industry technicians. 

While roadies often endure long hours when on tour, there are rest days in between gigs and 
breaks between tours. The job is very physical and requires heavy lifting and bending. The environ-
ment is noisy. When on tour, roadies may live away from home for long periods. Roadies can progress 
by taking on additional responsibilities, or by supervising small teams. Some may move on to become 
music industry tour managers. With training and experience it is also possible to specialize in one 
technical area. Unskilled roadies in today's music industry earn around $25,000 a year; those with 
music industry technical skills may earn $60,000 or more. 

Additional Road Positions Include: 

11.0 Guitar Tech 
The ability to work on a wide variety of acoustic and electric guitars, plus pedals, outboard gear 

and amplification is key to this position. Many guitar techs are also proficient players. 

MI Drum Tech 
The realm of the cymbal and kick drum is certainly its own universe, and it takes a well-qualified 

technician to fine tune drums, change heads, and care for the hardware. As in the case with all rock 
musician techs, being able to play the instrument is essential. 

10 Keyboard Tech 
And who takes the longest to set up? A keyboard technician needs familiarity with the latest soft-

ware while knowing how to hotwire a Hammond B-3. The projects range from sophisticated MIDI and 
sequencer setups to vintage keys. 

WA! Security Specialist 
Concert venues, events and clubs are always looking for qualified security assistance. A military 

or law enforcement background is good training, but be aware you might have to pee in a bottle to 
pass muster. Security specialists can earn from $ 15 - $60 per hour, if drug free. 

11 8., Performing Arts Medicine 
Do you want to stay in the music game while 

fulfilling your sainted mother's wishes of attend-
ing medical school? It's possible to fuse both 
careers into one if you practice performing arts 
medicine. Musicians are prone to very specific 
afflictions: carpal tunnel syndrome, vocal chord 
syndromes, and muscle stress caused by repet-
itive action. Experts in performing arts medicine 
have the requisite medical knowledge matched 
to a familiarity with musicians and the medical 
problems that musicians commonly encounter. 
Specialists in this field can earn in excess of 
$100,000 annually. 

11 9.1 Dentist to the Stars 
And here's one you probably haven't thought 

of: for horn players, forming the embouchure is a 
most complex and subtle skill. The slightest 
excess tension in the buccinators, or too much 
forward thrust or exaggerated recession of the 
jaw can prevent a performer from playing well. 
After such a session, a horn player may occa-
sionally find the front teeth are slightly loose or 
tiny cuts on the inside of the lips where they 
have been pressed into the valleys between the 
teeth or onto a sharp corner or a protruding 
tooth. The dentist can often smooth down such a 
sharp corner or protruding tooth. He can also, on 
rare occasions, make a thin plastic prosthesis 
that can be slipped over the front teeth and fill in 
the offending valleys. There are dentists who 
specialize in working with horn players for steep 
fees, up to $200,000 per year. 

1.0.) Retail Salesperson 
Working in a music store is an excellent way 

to stay up on current trends and to make invalu-

Generally salespeople specialize 
in one department: i.e. keyboards, guitars, etc., 
and work on a combination of salary and com-
mission. A quality salesperson working at a 
large music store can earn in excess of 50K 
annually. 

Building/Repairing 
Musical Equipment 

If you play music, you know how often you 
have to visit the repair shop. If you have techni-
cal and physical dexterity, a career building 
instruments or repairing them may be a viable 
career option. Qualified builders can make up to 
$65,000 annually, and often don't require 
degrees, although apprenticeships are an ac-
cepted path of entry. Musicians Institute offers 
courses in this field of study, www.mi.edu. How's 
your pitch? Piano tuners can earn $60 an hour. 

Club Booker or 
Promoter 

If you can figure out how to put music onstage 
and butts in seats, you might have a possible 
shot at working with an established club, coffee-
house, or promoting your own night at a similar 
venue. Some situations pay either a weekly 
salary or a per-head deal, or a combination of 
both, such as $150 per week plus .50 per head. 
A mailing list is absolutely essential. Almost 
every successful club uses a list, if only for grand 
openings. A club that has a night available might 
be willing to let a new promoter in to do a spe-
cial night, but a promoter might have to invest. A 
standard deal is that the promoter pays for the 
flyers, DJs and bands while the club pays for the 
bartenders and bouncers. The promoter keeps 
the door, and the club keeps the bar. 

Midnight Flyer 
There are opportunities for well-spoken folks 

to operate as independent flyer distributors. If 
you have a real knack for communication and 
can develop a good reputation, you might be 
able to work for several clubs. There are even 
companies who specialize, distributing flyers for 
clubs by paying people $5 an hour and organiz-
ing very effective hits. Clubs sometimes pay 
based on how many flyers their reps gave out, 
rather than how many come back. 

Music Librarian 
For this position a broad musical background 

is essential, because music of any style, medi-
um, or era can find a place in a library. Aptitude 
and training in both music and librarianship are 
necessary. Music librarians work in large 
research libraries, such as the Library of 
Congress or the New York Public Library; in the 
music section or branch library in universities, 
colleges, and conservatories; in public libraries; 
in radio and television station libraries; with 
music publishers and dealers; with musical soci-
eties and foundations; and with bands and 
orchestras. 

Music librarianship offers a broad range of 
administrative and supervisory positions. Some 
of the smaller music collections are adminis-
tered and operated by a single professional, with 
the help of a support staff. When it comes to 
large academic and public libraries, there are 
management positions as department heads 
and assistant heads. 

The head of a music library, whatever its size, 
may have budget, personnel, facilities, and col-
lection management responsibilities. Librarians 
make up to $50,000 annually. 

g-1 Music Publishing 
Careers in the music publishing business are 

often more stable than their record label coun-
terparts. With the consolidation of companies 
and less operating independent publishers, 
there may be fewer openings, but the money 
never falls far from the publishing tree. Intern-
ships are an accepted practice, of course, and 
starting salaries are relatively low, maybe 
$2,000/monthly, but rapid progression depend-
ing on contacts and abilities, might lead to a 
$100,000+ annual salary for a key executive. 

Performing Rights 
Organizations 

Working for a Performing Rights Organization 
— ASCAP, BMI or SESAC — can also be a rel-
atively stable position. All three affiliates also 
employ advisors to investigate live music ven-
ues, to educate club owners and others about 
the federally decreed adherence to licensing 
necessary for venues featuring live music. PRO 
salaries are competitive, and commensurate 
with experience. (Check out the PRO websites 
listed at the appendix of this article.) 

-27-Armed Forces 
Musician 

You can make music for God and country as 
an Armed Forces Musician. Modern-day military 
musicians often perform a variety of other styles 
of music in different ensembles, from chamber 
music to rock & roll. Sure, the drawback is that 
you're in the military, but the contacts and travel 
opportunities — including certain war torn areas 
— can't be beat. Check with your local recruiter 
for details.

tions. Fees of $300 - $5,000 per clinic is possi-
ble, but you need to be at the absolute top of 
your game to command the big bucks and an 
outstanding technical and/or musical proficiency 
is necessary. 

"WI Cruise Ship Performer 
Cruise ships and boat trips are regular 

employers of cabaret artists, singers, dancers, 
musicians, bands, DJs and other entertainers. 
The type and style of music or show required 
varies considerably depending on the company, 
length of trip and passenger demographic. 
Entertainers and musicians are expected to be 
highly proficient, versatile and capable of learn-
ing new routines and songs quickly, able to read 
music and work long hours. Show salary range 
is: $ 1,700-2,700 U.S. per month, depending on 
the cruise line. 

Career Consultant 
If you have an altogether unique perspective 

on the industry and the ability to advise others, 
you might be qualified to be a music business 
consultant who can charge from $50 - $ 100/hour 
for your services. Life coaches, PR advisors, 
career consultants all exist to serve an expand-
ing market of novices and veterans alike. Word-
of-mouth and your reputation is the best way to 
promote. 

IJ Studio Manager 
Candace Stewart has managed some of the 

most prominent studios in Los Angeles and has 
worked with many legendary artists. She started 
out answering phones at her brother's studio 
and worked her way up. After years of observing 
and learning, the first session she booked was 
for producer/engineer Mike Clink; the band was 
an unknown group named Guns N' Roses. "This 
job is the ultimate in a service/hospitality career. 
You must know sales, marketing, bookkeeping, 
and have the right personality to help artists and 
other professionals do what they love." Stewart 
says the salary range for her profession is from 
the low 40's to upwards of 90K, depending on 
what a studio requires of its manager. Ci

HOW TO GET THE BEST DEAL 
ON NEW GEAR 

T
he temptation of the shiny new keyboard/guitar/ 

amplifier/drum kit is undeniable, but don't /ose grasp 

of the reality that your gear is an extremely impor-

tant investment Instead of succumbing to lust, envy or any 

other sin, think of your purchase as seriously as if you 

were buying a car — or maybe as if your father were buy-

ing a car! Here are 10 time-tested tips to help you get the 

best deal on the equipment of your hearts desire. 

1. DO YOUR RESEARCH 

Yes, that yummy bass that your idol plays looks and sounds amazing, but 
make sure you know the difference between what the instrument can do 
and what Flea can do with it. Get your hands on the model at a retailer and 
test it out. Once you are absolutely positive of the equipment you want, get 
online and on the grapevine and read reviews and get price comparisons. 
Ask around, and don't be afraid to ask someone who already owns the 
item what the price tag was. Know the MSRP (manufacturers suggested 
retail price) and subtract 40 percent to know what a realistic sale price is, 
and negotiate for that price. Yes, negotiate! It is accepted practice at many 
retailers. Be as well informed from your research as the person who will be 
selling you the equipment: this will give you optimum bargaining power. 

2. MAKE A FRIEND AT THE STORE 

If you are planning to purchase 
from a retail store, get to know a 
salesperson at that store. This is 
usually easy, as most are musi-
cians themselves. A friendly rela-
tionship can result in tips on 
upcoming sales and specials 
before they are announced, as well 
as a desire to ensure your future 
business. Be loyal to this friend and 
your repeat business will likely be 
reciprocated with exclusive deals 
— he or she will want you to help 
make his or her sales quota. 

3. SHOP ONLINE 

Many pros report that they only 
shop online these days, both for 
convenience and price. If you know 
exactly what you want, you may 
find the best price is from an online 
retailer. And with every major 
"storefront" retailer also operating 
online, as well as many online-only 
retailers, there is a lot of competi-
tion. But be sure to factor in ship-
ping costs when making that pur-
chase — although you may save on sales tax if purchasing from an out-of-
state vendor, shipping may cancel out the savings. Also, consider that you 
can't simply take the equipment back if it is faulty or malfunctions. Weigh 
the potential cost and hassle of having to ship it back, even if it is under 
warranty. And even though most all of these online retailers are reputable, 
make sure you protect your purchase by paying with a credit card or 
PayPal, and also make sure you are informed when the product is shipped 
and have a means of tracking the shipment. 

4. TRY BUYING FROM A PRIVATE PARTY 

So much equipment is purchased from private party sales with little com-
plaint, and often, unbelievable savings. However, whether in person or 
online, you need to have a lot of trust and the ability to accept a significant 

risk with these transactions. Almost always an "as is" purchase, and almost 
always cash, this method is only a good idea for those intimately familiar 
with the item being purchased and able to thoroughly test it out (or having 
a trusted friend who is) before forking over the cash. Ditto for the lure of the 
pawn shop. 

5. BUY A FLOOR MODEL / LAST YEAR'S MODEL 

Sure, it's got a few miles on it from who knows who doing who knows what, 
but this can be a great way to get a discount on a current, popular item. 
And many retailers will offer some level of warranty on floor models. Also 
consider last year's model. Often, there is very little difference from year to 
year (although make sure you are fully aware of the differences — do your 
RESEARCH!) And stores are eager to unload them. 

6. GET ADVANCE NOTICE 

Ask your new best friend at your favorite store about upcoming promotions 
and how to get advance notice in the future. Most major retailers have e-
mail newsletters, and some have special advance announcements or pre-
sales for "preferred customers." Also, seasonal sales are common, just like 
in the car business. Familiarize yourself with the schedule, and plan ahead. 

7. GET AN ENDORSEMENT 

Once reserved only for the superstar performers of the business, manu-
facturers now offer endorsement deals to a wide range of performers. If you 
have played a couple of dates on the second stage on the Warped tour, or 
were on at 9 a.m. at Inland Invasion, you are still in front of tens of thou-
sands of their target demographic. Reach out to manufacturer representa-

tives via phone, e-mail or at trade 
shows, and present your press 
kit (or CD, photos, and tour itin-
erary etc.) Deals may start with a 
discount on equipment and 
cross-promotion opportunities. 

8. GET FINANCING 

Many major retailers offer store 
financing with deals such as no 
interest for a certain period of 
months. While it is not always 
advisable to get gear on credit, if 
you truly believe you can pay it 
off before interest kicks in, it is a 
good deal. If, however, you aren't 
sure this is a reality, don't do it, 
because interest can often 
become up to 20 percent, going 
back to when you purchased the 
item. 

9. SHOP AN INDIE 

Its easy to think that a large 
retailer, with its volume purchas-
ing power, will have the best 
prices. However, if you are seek-

ing a unique, specialty item or something from a smaller manufacturer, it is 
often wisest to consider an independent store. These stores will also likely 
provide far more intimate customer service and support, including on-site 
repair, and in-stock accessories and replacement parts for the specialty 
items and manufacturers they represent. This is particularly true with 
drum/percussion items. 

10. GET A GIFT WITH PURCHASE 

Many large retailers run promotions that include "package deals." For 
example, a free keyboard stand with a keyboard purchase, or free travel 
case, effects, mic, etc. Don't overlook these savings, and be sure to con-
sider the cost of any accessories you may need with your new purchase. 
The savings you'll see on these "bundles" could be substantial.

Material: Eileen Carey's country/ 
rock sound produces an atmos-
phere that is energetic and enter-
taining. With pop melodies and 
lighthearted lyrics, Carey's songs 
can be compared to artists like 
Wynonna Judd and Trisha Year-
wood. Some memorable tunes are 
"Hollywood" and "Good Time Char-
lie." They show off a humorous and 
charming side of this artist. 
Musicianship: Carey has done 
well to surround herself with a fine 
group of musicians. All the mem-
bers assist with backup vocals in 
addition to instrumental duties. 
Though Carey clearly enjoys per-
forming country music, her voice 
possesses that even-textured qual-
ity that would also sound great 
singing blues/jazz music a la 

Norah Jones. McDuffie is an 
incredible guitarist whose slide 
work and solos add a touch of 70's 
classic rock, while keyboardist 
Bonham uses piano and Ham-
mond sounds that add a honky-
tonk vibe. The rhythm section of 
MacGregor and Morisette are 
solid throughout. 
Performance: All of the members 
of Carey and group appeared to 
be enjoying themselves onstage. 
Each musician complemented the 
other with quality dynamics that 
only comes from years of live 
experience. Carey performed 
mostly originals, but also added a 
song by Terry Clark and Keith 
Urban. She maintained a great 
rapport with the audience, intro-
ducing each song and telling a 
story of how it came to be written. 
Summary: Years of experience 
and a true passion for music has 
obviously paid off for Eileen Carey. 
She writes quality commercial 
songs and backs them up with 
grade A musicians. But, Carey 
could set herself apart from her 
many colleagues If she develops a 
signature sound.

Soaring in chorus and del-
icate in verse, instrumental por-
tions of the songs were so beauti-
ful, it hardly mattered that the 
lyrics were a whisper. 
Musicianship: Thiele has a pro-
fessional group of players for this 
project. Even so, he manages to 
hold the spotlight as he switches 
between guitar and keys. In fact, 
his time behind the keyboard is the 
most memorable. It's there that 
Thiele seems to dig into his soul 
and share his deepest feelings. 
His vocals are sweet, sensitive 
and sincere without becoming 
emo. 
Performance: Though the mix 
problems seemed to throw Thiele 
off for a moment, the set was 
breathtaking. Adding a touch of 
quirkiness, Thiele incorporated 
"Agent Loucks" into the show by 
providing him a table, stool and 
newspaper, while he drank coffee 
at the back of the stage. Waiting 
for the "Agent" to do something 
made the proceedings fun. 
Summary: David Thiele has had 
songs placed on television shows 
such as CBS's Cold Case Files 
and WB's High School Reunion. 
And, it's easy to see why. His 
songs have strong emotional 
cores that evoke a myriad of feel-
ings — perfect for placements.

Lee takes command of the 
audience, and although cliché at 
time, has the tarent to pull it off. 

Performance: Despite sound 
problems that sometimes made 
the vocals unintelligible, Lee re-
mained entertaining, grabbing the 
attention of the crowd and never 
letting go. The band was free to 
move about, and did so frequently, 
stepping off the stage and onto the 
adjoining tables, bringing the 
music right into the crowd. It was 
obvious that Brother came to play, 
as they spent little time on audi-
ence interaction, choosing instead 
to win the crowd over with superb 
musicianship. Brother's brand of 
rock slapped the audience in the 
face with its intensity. The group 
then kicked it into overdrive and 
reached its hard rock stride on 
"Arsenal." 
Summary: Exhibiting incredible 
chemistry and maturity, Yea Broth-
er is a hard-rocking band with a 
viable chance to crack the rock 
scene.
