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Artist Profile <4

lodd Smder

Todd Smider is this blond-haired surfer looking dude whose
music takes you by surprise. You would think a Southern
California alternative or Seattle grunge sound would come from his
band’s debut, Songs For The Daily Planet. But the only thing
alternative about Snider’s sarcastic songs is the fact they are an
alternative to the surplus of tunes recorded by sound-alike bands
that make up a large portion of the contemporary music world.

Snider’s debut on Margaritaville RecordsMCA demonstrates a
style of southern-tinged rock that you could plain and simply say
is folk. Others would call it country. Comparisons to Snider’s
musical and lyrical style can be as varied as Bruce Springsteen
meets Bob Dylan meets Steve Earle. But comparisons are neither
accurate nor fair yet they do help get across the essence of Snider’s
genre-blending sound without the benefit of actual audio-bites.
Snider’s music is the kind of stuff that might be too twangy for
some rockers and, at the same time, too rockin’ for some country
fans, which is a difficult place to start. But that’s where Snider and
company started — and they started without any expectations for
fame.

Despite wanting to learn how to play guitar, Snider never
intended to be a musician by profession. "I went and got a guitar
because I wanted to know how to play the guitar, not because 1
wanted to be a rock dude in a rock band," Snider said. "And I
made up songs because I wanted to have songs to sing, not because
I wanted to make records that sold a bunch. And I still sing songs
because I like to communicate and play with my band, not because
I've decided that I'm going to be a singer and that’s what I need to
do. It’s not a very goal oriented thing for me."

When pressed about how a guy who never pursued a recording
career ended up with a major label deal, Snider is left practically
speechless in his humility. "I wish I knew the answers to these
kinds of questions," he said. "I make up songs and I sing. I really
don’t think about business. Maybe that’s why things are going
well. I just let them happen to me."

Snider’s guitar playing and songwriting led him and his band
down the trail to Nashville even though he hadn’t deliberately
pursued that path. "I was playing the guitar for six months maybe
when it started to be my trade. I did that in Texas and then I went
to Memphis and played in clubs there for a long time. I ended up
staying in Memphis [even though] I was headed towards Nashville
which I decided to never do." Though the singer doesn’t actually
live there, Snider’s business is based out of Music City including
his manager, Lynsey McDonald of Magnolia Way, and his agents
Steve Hoiberg and Tim Kyne from Monterey Artists.

Snider told POLLSTAR he and his band never thought their
music would be able to find a home on radio. "Everybody told me
that unless it had a really soft verse that went into this screaming
chorus, nobody cared.” But that observation was wrong. The first
single, a sneak track called "Talkin’ Seattle Grunge Rock Blues,"
has surfaced on radio stations across the country. The song, with
its "herd mentality” message coupled with its simple guitar,
harmonica and vocals, is a perfect example of Snider’s ability to
observe tidbits in pop culture and turn them into songs that cleverly

touch your ear, your intellect and your funny bone. Snider’s
insightful lyrics move across one’s brain like pictures from the
American scrapbook with an Americana soundtrack to match. The
28-year-old songwriter takes a look at his generation and the world
around him and puts his wise ass observations into songs that defy
categorization.

Some artists are warned about recording music that can’t easily
be put into a genre or radio format. As a matter of fact, Snider had
signed a six-month development contract with another major
recording company but was dropped because he wouldn’t burn his
bridge between country and rock. "They just thought I either
needed to rock or twang or shut up.” Having people say they don’t
know where to put Snider’s music is a compliment in this artist’s
book. "I suppose if that ends up harming us in the long run, I don’t
[mind]. We're still going to be thankful that we made the music
that we did.”

And Snider is thankful for all the people that lined up behind his
career. The folks at Margaritaville are high on his list of those to
receive kudos, as is MCA's Bruce Hinton and Tony Brown, who
with Michael Utley produced Snider’s record. "They’ve just totally
supported me doing whatever I want to do,” Snider said. "I don’t
know what has possessed them to do this or why they’ve decided
to trust me for some God-forsaken reason but they are and I'm
having a good time."

Snider is on a club tour until the end of March and has some
irons in the fire for something bigger later in the year. He and his
band will perform a showcase set at the upcoming Concert Industry
Awards party at the House of Blues in Los Angeles February 4th.
No one at POLLSTAR was really familiar with Snider at the time
MCA Records made their deal to showcase him at the awards
party. But a subsequent listen of his debut CD resulted in a near
instantaneous recognition that this was an artist of true talent and
someone who deserved broader recognition. %

The Bunny Hop

After a week filled with reports of shake-ups at the top of Wamer
Bros., Danny Goldberg announced January 24th the long rumored
executive changes at the company. Steven Baker, who is
currently VP of product management, will become Warner Bros.
president. Sire VP/GM Howie Klein will become the president
of Reprise, and senior VP of creative services Jeff Gold will
move into the GM position at Warner Bros. Reprise senior VP,
director of promotion Rich Fitzgerald will assume GM duties at
Reprise. Goldberg had to move quick to squelch rumors of a
major purge transpiring at the Bunny following the departure of
senior VP/GM of black music Benny Medina and VP/GM of jazz
and progressive music Ricky Schultz. Goldberg, reportedly
responding to a Hollywood Reporter story, issued a memo
Janwary 13th to assure his executives and staff that large

employment cuts are not forthcoming. Goldberg also demanded
and received a retraction from the publication which had reported
that major cuts were expected as part of a Bunny exec overhaul.

David Cole

David Cole, 32, died January 24th due to complications arising
from spinal meningitis. Cole and his partner, Robert Clivilles,
were at the forefront of the 90s dance music scene. The duo
received Grammy album of the year honors last year as producers
of The Bodyguard soundtrack. Cole and Clivilles also made up
the core of C+C Music Factory, which won 28 awards during its
existence including five American Music Awards and two MTV
Video awards. Cole and Clivilles also produced recordings by
Whitney Houston, Mariah Carey and many others. Cole first
teamed with his partner playing keyboards live as Clivilles mixed
the music at dance clubs in New York. They went on to record
a gold record for A&M’s Vendetta Records with their girl group
Seduction but would always return to their roots, making regular
appearances behind the boards at the hottest Gotham nightspots.

No Sweat On New Year's Eve

After taking the heat for a failed New Year’s Eve concert, UIC
Pavilion officials are taking measures to make sure that promoters
who rent the Univ. Of Illinois-Chicago facility in the future have
the financial resources to put on the show. The issue surfaced
after a New Year's Eve concert was canceled when headliner
Keith Sweat did not take the stage because of problems with
getting paid by promoter Reggie Norman of Concord
Entertainment. UIC Pavilion spokeswoman Toshiye Yokota told
POLLSTAR there was a secondary problem with the labor unions
getting paid, as well. She said the equipment wasn’t in place for
Sweat to perform and everything was at a standstill before the
plug was pulled. Though the other acts on the bill, Blackstreet,
Silk and Aaliyah, played, the venue still ended up giving refunds
to everyone. And Yoketa said the venue, rather than the
promoter, ended up taking care of the numerous complaints from
unhappy concertgoers. She said, "Whenever there’s a complaint
about the quality of the show, we refer [concertgoers] to the
promoter. And in this case, many people wanted to speak to
somebody to get some kind of satisfaction. Apparently,
[Norman] was inundated with calls and so he disconnected his
phone and was virtually impossible to reach by the general
public." Since Norman made himself unavailable, Yokota said
the venue felt obligated to compensate the public. She said, for

U.K. News Report

(London) The seemingly never-ending saga of WEMBLEY's financial
woes has taken an interesting turn with the recent revelations in The
Sunday Times, that the bid on the table from American investors Apollo,
is in fact backed jointly by the SONY/BLOCKBUSTER/PACE
partnership. If this bid is ultimately accepted it would cause quite a stir
The Sony/Pace partnership already operates the 60,000 capacity
National Bowl at Milton Keynes, which competes for most of the same
outdoor shows as Wembley. It would also place the control of the UK's
foremost outdoor concert venue in the hands of an American company,
which, in terms of nostalgia alone would ruffle a few feathers - the
stadium is an icon in British soccer. Add to this a deep rooted suspicion
harboured by British promoters and venue operators, that American
venue management companies ultimately want to shift the balance of
power in the UK market and promote shows directly in our venues, and
you can see how the plot thickens with this latest bit of news..... The
ROLLING STONES have gone on sale with a second Wembley and are
about to announce a third one in the not too distant future, | am told.....
Meanwhile, "the artist formerly known as PRINCE" has finally decided
to tour the UK. A March arena tour went on sale two weeks ago
Despite coming very close to appointing John Giddings at Solo ITG as
agent last year, the appointment of CAA in the US means the tour has
been booked directly and is being co-promoted by Barry Clayman,
Harvey Goldsmith and Danny Betesh. Seven additional shows have
been added since the tour was announced - it's selling really fast, even
with tickets priced at £27.50. Apparently European audiences will be the
first to hear new material from his controversial “Gold Experience" album
- the word is that he will stay on the road untit Warners “liberate the
album* contractually..... We are barely into 1995 and there have already
been a few interesting upheavals. Primary Talent has lost its second
hot agent in 12 months with the departure of IAN HUFFAM to ICM Fair
Waming / Wasted Talent. Huffam takes 18 acts with him, including Blur,
Nick Cave and The Bad Seeds, Youssou N'Dour, Jesus Jones and the
subject of this week’s media hype, Menswear.

Shaken But Stylistic

The Stylistics’ week-long engagement at The Blue Note in Osaka
was interrupted as they got caught in the tragic earthquake that
recently rocked Japan claiming the lives of more than 5,000
people. Following their opening night show, the members of the
group were asleep in their fifth floor hotel rooms when the quake
hit. Though the Osaka Blue Note is just 30 miles from the
epicenter, it was not severely damaged and the group resumed
playing January 18th, the day after the quake. Stylistics singer
Russel Thompkins said there was a whole different feeling in the
club that night. "I have never felt so close to an audience in all
my life," he said.

Dr. Dre Delays His Day

A Los Angeles judge gave Dr. Dre a one-month reprieve on
starting his five-month jail sentence for drunk driving and
probation violations. Judge Paula Mabrey postponed the date to
February 10th to allow Dre to wrap up production on a music
video. However, Judge Mabrey denied a request to have the
rapper serve his time at a privately run halfway house. Dre will

serve a work-release sentence which will allow him to work
outside the jail on weekdays between 8 a.m. and 6 p.m. Dre pled
no contest to drunk driving charges last year after leading
authorities on a high-speed chase through Beverly Hills and Los
Angeles in his Ferrari. The conviction was also in violation of
his probation from a 1993 battery conviction and marked his third
misdemeanor conviction since 1991.

Island Founder Returns To Jamaica

Chris Blackwell and PolyGram have announced plans to launch
the first major record label to be based in Jamaica in three
decades. In 1962, Blackwell moved his Island Records from
Kingston to London and PolyGram acquired the label in ’89.
PolyGram has reportedly agreed to invest $1 million for 49
percent of the new company. Blackwell will retain about 15 to
20 percent of the venture with the rest reportedly going to
Jamaican investors through a $1 million private placement.

The Mobile Teen Rap

City officials in Mobile, Ala., changed their minds about booking
Willie D for a free teen concert when they discovered the nature
of some of the lyrics the rapper sang with his former group, the
Geto Boys. The city’s executive administrator, Al Stokes, was
prompted to investigate the artist after receiving a phone call
from a local reporter. Stokes found the following lyrics sung by
Willie D: "Her body’s beautiful, so I'm thinkin’ rape. Shouldn’t

have had her curtains open so that’s her fate. Slit her throat and
watch her shake." Local radio station WBLX booked Wilhe D
to perform at one of its youth concerts which are part of a series
known as Teen Jamz. The station sends letters to record
companies asking for acts coming through the area to headline its
Teen Jamz shows. Station VP/GM David Clark said, "In the
future, we won’t leave it to the discretion of record companies.’

Paying The Publicist For The First Time

Robert Goulet and his wife were ordered January 23rd to pay
$6,100 to settle a pay dispute with a publicist. The Goulets were
accused of failing to pay $30,000 to publicist Michael Sterling
but after three days of testimony, the judge ruled that Sterling had
received $14,500 and the Goulets only owed him another $4,900.
The Las Vegas District Court judge also ordered the Goulets to
pay $1,200 in attorney fees. Sterling had claimed he entered into
a one-year agreement in 1991 to work for Robert and Vera
Goulet. However, Vera Goulet claims that she and her husband
hired Sterling for only a five-week period in the summer of *91.
She said Sterling agreed to work as a publicist for the limited
engagement of the "Together Again, for the First Time" stage
show at the Aladdin Hotel which featured Goulet, Debbie
Reynolds, Donald O’Connor and Rip Taylor. The Goulets’
attorney said Sterling had proposed a one-year contract but the
couple rejected it. Sterling had claimed the Goulets owed him
about $7,000 for early termination and he also claimed he was
owed $100 per diem for about 70 days of work.
