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Nederlander & Disney To Build Florida Shed

The Nederlander Organization, Disney and Osceola County have
announced plans to build a 30,000-capacity amphitheatre adjacent
to Walt Disney World in Kissimmee, Fla., 20 miles southwest of
Orlando. The project grew out of talks between Nederlander and
Osceola County in 1993 to build an amphitheatre us part of a
proposed New York Yankees sports and entertainment complex.
When the Yankees deal didn’t materialize, Nederlander and
Osceola County officials continued to explore the possibility of
buiiding a new facility in Central Florida. Disney was brought
into the mix and plans for the new amphitheatre are back in
motion. Disney will contribtte $22 million in land and funds,
Nederlander will put up in excess of $5 million in equity and
Osceola County will finance the remainder through a $34 million
revenue bond issue. The amphitheatre’s expected opening will
coincide with Walt Disney World’s 25th Anniversary celebration
next year. Nederlander will operate and book the facility under
a long-term agreement with Osceola County. The new shed will
have 7,500 covered, climate-controlled seats and a lawn capable
of accommodating another 22,500 concert-goers. The proposed
Nederlander-Disney amphitheatre is still subject to approval by
the Osceola County Commission, although initial reports indicate
substantial community backing for the project. The venue will
be built on an 85-acre site located at the intersection of Highway
192 and Interstate 4.

Performance Interruptus In Dallas

A deadly storm swept through north Texas May 5Sth pelting the
Dallas / Ft. Worth area with huge hail stones and causing flash
floods. Cinco de Mayo celebrations and outdoor festivals were
drowned out and concerts were halted by rising flood water.
Even Brooks & Dunn had to defer to Mother Nature when a
power outage hit the Starplex Amphitheatre. Starplex GM Larry
Fontana said 15,000 tickets had been sold for the thrze-act show
and 12,000 fans showed up in spite of the storm threat. The
Tractors opened the concert and by the end of their set,
amphitheatre management decided to let the folks on the grass
move to the covered area. "We had been monitoring the storm
but at that point, we didn’t want to cancel the show. The winds
were strong but the hail dissipated before it got to us," said
Fontana. "It was pouring down rain but there was no place for
the people to go so David Ball went on as scheduled.” Ball

performed during the height of the storm and then after his set the
crowd was told to sit tight. "Right after we made that
announcement, the power went off,"” said Fontana. "Everything
went down. Even cell phones were out. We were using police
radios to get information about the storm and the power." After
about 30 minutes of sitting in the dark, Brooks & Dunn
management rep Clarence Spalding decided to nix the concert
"Brooks & Dunn’s people were great. They took responsibility
for communicating with the audience and explaining the
situation.” The show has been rescheduled for May 22nd. Once
the fans left in their flooded-out vehicles, the Starplex had to
figure out how to load out the show. The band was playing the
next day in Louisiana but its gear was stuck hanging in a shed
with no power. "Every generator in town was in use; there was
none to be had,” said Fontana. Then tequila came to the rescue.
It turns out that small generators are used to run the Starplex’s
margarita machines. "We got hooked up and they got their stuff
off the rigging and the stage." But the Starplex had been lucky.
At least 13 people died and around 100 were injured in the storm.
Roofs caved in, flooded cars became tombs and severe property
damage was widespread. About 600 people had turned out to see
Tommy Tune at the Fair Park Music Hall in Dallas and had to be
evacuated. In the Fair Park parking lot, cars had been swept up
by the water and piled on top of each other like kindling wood.
Nevertheless, the debris was cleared away and the building was
up and running for Tune’s matinee show the next day.

Some industry observers believe one very effective way for a
band to become successful in the "90s is to follow the pattern of
Elektra recording artist Better Than Ezra; build a strong fan base
through dedicated touring and back it up with self-direction and
commitment. Better Than Ezra came together in 1988 amid the
soul and spirit of the Louisiana heartland while guitarist/vocalist
Kevin Griffin and drummer Cary Bonnecaze were attending
Louisiana State University. Living in a university town was
advantageous for the band because it immediately became a hit
with the Baton Rouge college audience.

Griffin told POLLSTAR, "When you’re a band down South, one
of the great things is you can make a living playing music. We
were playing parties, fraternity things and bars around town. And
we were playing 50 percent originals.” Griffin said it is a rarity for
bands in that situation to be able to play original music but Ezra
was able to make the transition from covers to its own material.
“In 1990, we put out our own cassette and people really took to our
original music. So luckily, we were able to make a smooth
transition to playing all our own songs."

The band progressed to playing a circuit from Atlanta to Dallas
and grew to be a really strong regional act — selling out many
clubs and making a great living to boot. But tragedy struck the
band when original rhythm guitarist Joel Rundell died. Griffin
drifted to Los Angeles and Bonnecaze and bassist Tom Drummond
shortly followed. Rundell’s death disrupted the bands progress but
Better Than Ezra never broke up. Instead, the band periodically
would return to the South to grace what had become profitable
stages and to play for loyal audiences. "A lot of bands from these
large cities like New York can’t imagine being able to play all the
time and not only that, but being able to support yourself," Griffin
said.

It was during the time they lived in L.A. that Ezra band mates
decided to pursue a recording career more deliberately. "I had seen
too many bands, Southern bands, become caught in this — being
a big fish in a small pond, playing these bar scenes and suddenly,
because you don’t know any better, no one in the industry ever
hears about you," he said. "You end up becoming this bar band
and you peak and then you start going down hill. We didn’t want
to become that.”

Better Than Ezra sought out some industry know-how in order
to make a more educated decision about pursuing a career as
professional musicians. "We knew nothing about the business or
the ins and outs. Part of the reason I went to L.A. was [because]
I didn’t know if I wanted to be in the business — on the business
side or be a musician still," Griffin said of the transitional period.
"If you have any sense, you question what you’re doing going into
the entertainment industry. You go, 'Oh God, what am I doing?
I’m throwing my life away. They’re pipe dreams.” But through
reading a lot of books and making a point to educate myself, and
the guys did the same, we realized what we’d been doing wrong in
the business and we realized what we needed to do to take the next
step in our career for the band. And one of those things we
realized was putting out our own CD."

Better Than Ezra financed that CD, Deluxe, by continuing to gig
in the South. "We were living in L.A. but every two or three

months, we would fly back down to Louisiana and play six or
seven shows that we had booked ourselves and we would come
back with a considerable amount of money. And that’s how we
paid for the art work and the studio.” The version of Deluxe that
Elektra released is identical to the one BTE recorded independently.

In L.A., Griffin spent four months in the agency training
program at CAA but the band eventually decided to move back to
Louisiana. "We were kind of hesitant because I didn’t want to get
back into the same scene but we basically had a plan. We were
going to go-out, put our own CDs in stores on consignment and sell
them at shows. And we decided we were going to play South by
Southwest,” he said. "And finally, being organized and setting
goals, everything happened like clockwork. We played SxSW last
year and all these labels started coming [around].”

Griffin said the industry sat up and took note of the band’s
strong tour history when its independent record sales hit 25,000
units. "We created a scenario that made us very appealing to
labels. And at the same time, going out and doing it ourselves
finally gave us some leverage with the labels,” he said.

“When you’re out in L.A. and you just want to get a label, you
have no leverage and you have to take what you've been given,
basically. There’s the exceptions, like the Jane’s Addictions, but
we realize that we’re not some ground-breaking act. We're a
rock’n’roll band that has good songs. So finally, we had the ability
to say, 'Hey, we’re touring and we’re supporting ourselves. We
don’t need your money.”" Better Than Ezra simply wanted to get
its music heard and was looking for an artist oriented label to
achieve that goal. Elektra had the right offer, then Keith Sarkisian
at William Morris came along to handle the ever-expanding realm
of national touring.

As far as the philosophy that Better Than Ezra did it the "right”
way, Griffin had this to say: "There are a few bands that we've
seen just do things the right way and not try to cash in. We'd
rather just be around for the long haul. And if we are, then we've
done it the right way and if we’re not, then we certainly won’t have
any regrets about, 'Gaw, we took advantage of people and stuff.’
Griffin credits the band’s philosophy in part to manager Jeff
Levinson who has lent a consistent guiding hand to Better Than
Ezra’s development. "Having that kind of mind set, doing things
for the long run as opposed to trying to cash in early, that's
basically what our band’s about in a nut shell."

Better Than Ezra is in the midst of a four-month tour headlining
clubs and small theatres. The band will also appear at a number of
commercial alternative radio-sponsored festivals this summer
including KROQ’s Weenie Roast, the HFS festival in DC, the End
Fest in Seattle, the KOME festival in San Jose and Live 105°s
festival in San Francisco. %

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Hong Kong. The last of the major record companies to go
global, MCA has outlined an ambitious expansion with branches
set to open by the end of the year in Australia, Taiwan, South
Korea, Malaysia, Singapore and New Zealand. Expansion into
mainland China, potentially the world’s biggest market, will wait
until copyright piracy issues are resolved. The international
recording industry, in general, has discovered that local talent and
local partners are the key to success in Asia. Up to 80 percent of
recordings purchased in the region are reportedly by local artists.
Satellite television also promises a huge potential impact on
Asia’s billions of viewers and MCA’s competitors have already
staked claims in music TV. Sony, Wamer, BMG and EMI have
bought into Star TV’s Channel V and PolyGram has purchased
half of MTV’s Asia operation which is back on the air after a
one-year absence. MTV’s seventh international venture is based
in Singapore and returned to the airwaves May Sth. An estimated
S million televisions from India to Indonesia can now have their
mostly-English MTV. A year ago, MTV Asia was broadcasting
out of Hong Kong on the Rupert Murdoch controlled Star TV.
But then MTV and Murdoch locked horns. On May 2, 1994,
Star replaced MTV with its own Channel V, which was modeled
after MTV, and subsequently attracted the investments from
major record labels. The Chinese-speaking market was not
forgotten during MTV'’s hiatus. MTV Mandarin started up in
April and is tailored for that market, which, among other things,
means no "Beavis and Butt-head" because it’s too vulgar. And
on May 23-25 the first MIDEM Asia conference will be held in
Hong Kong. More than 600 hundred delegates from 40 countries
will be in attendance. There will be a heavy coniingent from
Australia as that country is beginning to see its economic future
more closely tied to Asia than to the U.K. or U.S. That’s not to
say the U.S. won’t be well represented. Among those looking to
spawn new Offspring in the burgeoning market will be Epitaph
prexy Brett Gurewitz. POLLSTAR will also be attending and
subscribers are invited to come by our booth near the entrance to
the exhibit hall to say hello to editor Gary Bongiovanni.

Reba McEntire finally won the top honor at the Academy of
Country Music Awards when she took home her first entertainer
of the year trophy. The red-headed money machine also snagged
the female vocalist honor at the May 10th ceremony broadcast
live from the Universal Amphitheatre. With stiff competition

from Garth Brooks, Vince Gill, Alan Jackson and Mary Chapin
Carpenter, Tim McGraw was stunned to win top album for Not
A Moment Too Soon. McGraw also took home best new male
artist while Chely Wright was named best new female. Jackson,
who was nominated in seven categories, walked away with the
top male vocalist award. The song and single of the year went
to John Michael Montgomery for "I Swear." The Mavericks
made a clean sweep with group of the year as well as new group.
And Brooks & Dunn got comfortable in their best duet title, an
award they took home for the fourth consecutive year. The ACM
honored Garth Brooks with the Jim Reeves Memorial Award for
furthering the cause of country music internationally.

Singleton Tackles A Ruthless Problem

Emie Singleton, former president of the black music division at
MCA Records, will take over the day-to-day operations of
Ruthless Records, Los Angeles Superior Court Judge Robert
Letteau decided May 8th. The label, founded by Eazy-E, is in
the midst of a legal ownership squabble following the AIDS
related death of the rapper in March. A co-trustee of Eazy’s
estate, attorney Ron Sweeney, said the company, which
represents the bulk of the rapper’s estate, owes about $1.5 million
to creditors but has a potential value of $5 million to $15 million
in record deals and sales. The disorganized state of Eazy’s affairs
at the time of his death has delayed payments to artists on the
Ruthless roster and support payments to the six mothers of seven
of his children, Sweeney said. The rapper made Sweeney and his

Taiwanese pop star Teresa Teng, 42, died Mav 8th while
vacationing in Chiang Mai, northern Thailand. Autnorities said
a heart attack was the cause of death. China barned Teng’s
sentimental love songs in the ’80s as "spiritual pollution.” But
fans all over China managed to listen to her music on pirated
tapes smuggled from Hong Kong. In the meantime, Taiwan used
Teng’s songs in anti-Communist propaganda broadcasts to
mainland China during the Cold War. In recent years, Teng had
quit singing and was living in France..... Reggae Sunsplash is
celebrating its 20th anniversary this year. Sunsplash was
launched in 1974 by Tony Johnson, a Jamaican who was a
student at UCLA at the time. After spending scme time in
Jamaica to put together the first festival, Johnson moved back to
Los Angeles and decided to produce a touring version of the
Sunsplash. The annual tour, established 11 years ago, has grown
to feature a Jamaican food and crafts faire featuring the feel and
flavor of the Caribbean Island. "My life long desire has been to
bring the wonderful sounds of reggae ... to audiences around the
world and we have an incredible group of people helping to make
this happen,” Johnson said. "Among them, John Huie at CAA
who has been with us through more than half of the last decade

providing us with his magic booking touch that puts us in front
of a wider audience year after year." Among the artists on the
'95 tour are Aswad, Big Mountain, Buju Banton, Wailing Souls,
Dennis Brown, Sister Carol and Worl-A-Girl..... Six Flags CEO
Robert Pittman is expected to walk away from the company
with $20 million cash when he departs later this year. According
to published reports, the multimillion payment reflects a buyout
of Pittman’s contract with Time Warner as well as a fee for
arranging the sale of a 51 percent stake in the park to the investor
group Boston Ventures. Pittman had been expected to join
Boston Ventures in the purchase but he changed his mind before
the deal was signed. Pittman, one of the founders of MTV, took
the top job at Six Flags a little more than three years ago and his
contract with Time Warmer reportedly calls for him to be paid for
the appreciation of the value of the business..... Stephen Stills,
Graham Nash and Michael Hedges played a concert May 6th in
Oklahoma City to benefit children who’s parents were killed in
the April 19th federal building bombing. The show was held at
the State Fairgrounds and was forced by rain into the exhibition
hall..... Former Guns N Roses drummer Steven Adler was
arrested April 26th in L.A. and charged with possession of
heroin, being under the influence of heroin and possession of a
syringe. Adler was taken to a hospital April 20th after neighbors
found him slumped over the steering wheel of his car..... A
falling out between TNN and producer Jim Owens spells the end
of the Crook and Chase hosted ""Music City Tonight" program.
TNN plans to continue the show with new hosts.

Legal Griefs

Tone Loc was ordered to undergo an anger management
program, pay a $1,350 fine, perform 100 hours of community
service and make two inspirational speeches to students in the
Los Angeles Unified School District as the sentence for one
count of assault with a deadly weapon. The rapper, whose given
name is Anthony T. Smith, pleaded guilty May 2nd to bashing a
car with a baseball bat while it was occupied by a woman. The
woman was not injured and the prosecutor in the case said the
attack grew out of a domestic dispute..... A hearing in the murder
case against Snoop Doggy Dogg was postponed Mzy 5th despite
the judges desire to get on with the show. "This case has got to
go," said Superior Court Judge Paul Flynn. "It’s been hanging
too long.” Flynn postponed until May 19th the hea-ing that will
determine whether the charges against Snoop and two others
should be dropped because some of the evidence in the case has
been destroyed. A police officer recently told -he court he
accidently had the evidence destroyed because of a computer
error while he was new to the job of property disposition
coordinator. Snoop, a.k.a. Calvin Broadus, McKinley Lee and
Sean Abrams are charged with murder in the Augusi 1993 killing
of Philip Woldermariam..... Wayne Newton’s forner business

manager, Mark Moreno, will have his day in court, ruled a
federal appeals panel in San Francisco May Sth. The court order
overturned a lower court’s ruling that had denied Moreno an
extension of time to investigate a claim that the entertainer
defrauded him out of an estimated $4 million. Moreno hopes to
convince the court that the money he’s allegedly owed should be
repaid despite Newton’s bankruptcy. Early in Newton’s
bankruptcy hearings, the Midnight Idol blamed Moreno for most
of his financial woes claiming his ex-business manager
mismanaged his business and led him unwittingly into numerous
lawsuits. If Moreno is successful, Newton could be liable for full
payment outside the reorganization plan that was approved earlier
this year in U.S. Bankruptcy Court. Under that plan, unsecured
creditors who are owed a total of more than $22 million will only
be paid back less than $3 million over a five year period.

W.C. Handy Awards

Buddy Guy captured three awards including entertainer of the
year at the Blues Foundation’s 16th annual W.C. Handy Awards
May 4th in Memphis. Otis Rush was also a multiple winner with
honors for contemporary blues male artist and blues song. FEtta
James took home the Handy for contemporary blues female artist.

Musselwhite Band was named blues band of the year, John
Hammond won the country acoustic blues artist of the year award
and Keb’ Mo took home the honor for country-acoustic blues
album.
