The 

Sugar Shoppe apparently have one heck of a 

following, and it was just impossible to find 

room for ALL the fans and ALL the press 
types. It was one big enjoyable crush. 

The Sugar Shoppe is a Mamas and 

Papas come folk -rock -jazz group. It's rather 

difficult to catagorize them. The reason for 

their success is probably the familiarity that 

surrounds their material. It's borrowed yet it's 

The fabulous John Murray Anderson 

John Murray Anderson has died, and 

with him passes an era that became suddenly 
quiet even with his retirement from the busi- 

ness three years ago. 
Murray, as he was known to his many 

friends, was regarded throughout the world as 
Canada's greatest impresario. It was John 

Murray Anderson who brought many of the 

world's greatest showbusiness figures to 

Canada, and many for the first time. His 

Brant Inn became the showplace of North 

America. 

The big names who appeared at the 
famous Burlington showplace included Sophie 

Tucker, The Dorseys, Guy Lombardo, Victor 
Borge, Liberace, Johnny Ray, Eddie Duchin, 
Count Basie, Johnny Mathis, Bobby Rydell, 

and many others. 
Murray brought many of these top 

names to the Brant Inn knowing full well that 
he would lose, but loss leadering was an im- 

portant part of the operation of the Brant Inn 

for although he was making national headlines 
through radio, TV and press, the shrewd and

very successful businessman John Murray 

Anderson was taking advantage of the free 

coverage to build up his weekly dances as 
well as his elegant but reasonably priced 

-Polynesian dining room. Murray knew that 

once a couple had visited his beautiful com- 
plex, they were hooked. 

The Brant Inn was not restricted to 

any one age limit. Customers in their seven- 

ties remember the big band era of 1934 because 

of John Murray Anderson. This was the year 
that Murray, along with Cliff Kendall, bought 

the Brant Inn. (Murray bought out Kendall in 

1954). Brant Inn fans, now spread around the 

world, remember the first time they saw and 

heard Eddie Duchin. Their children can recall 
the first time they saw the great Johnny Mathis 

and the exciting young pop idol, Bobby Rydell. 

It was at the Fabulous Brant Inn, and through 

the efforts of John Murray Anderson. 

Murray was also a soft touch for the 

locals. He often threw open his club for the 

youngsters, and many times supplied them 

with free musical entertainment. When a 

charity wished to organize a show, it was 
John Murray Anderson they approached to get 

the show on the road. 
During his hey -day at the Brant Inn, 

his weekly dances were covered live by 

CHML in Hamilton and later he appeared 

on CHCH-TV (Channel 11) on a dance party 

show that became a favourite weekend pas- 
time for thousands of television viewers. 

Murray was also active in Variety 

Village work, and even after selling the Brant 

Inn, in 1965, he remained active until hisdeath. 
To many of us who knew the real John 

Murray Anderson, who knew that his bark, 
"Are You Kidding" was worse than his bite, 

his passing, at the age of 65 is the loss of a 

truly dear friend and a great Canadian show- 

man. Walt Grealls

Wax's 10 year old firm, Morty Wax
Promotions, has recently undergone a revamp-
ing and expansion to meet the needs of its
present and future clients. To make maximum
use of the rash of new consumer music publi-
cations, Wax has added a Fan Magazine Pub-
licity Dept.to complement the already existing
Record Promotion and Industrial P.R. oper-
ation.

Remember the Boodly Hoo? I used

to mention them quite a bit last year. Well,
they've kinda re -organized and even put out
a good sounding disc. It's titled "Mornington
Crescent", which was written. by and the ses-
sion produced by Greg Hambleton. Now there's
a name that seems to be popping up a great
deal lately. Anyway, the disc is on Giant, and
apparently something didn't happen with it.
Well you can't be winners the first time out.
They've got the right idea, so I hope they
have another go at the recording bit. They've
been having quite a bit of success with their
bookings around the Toronto area, mainly be-
cause of the impact of their dual drummers,
John Tanti and Bob Fitzgerald. Doug Caldwell

is the leader of the group and is also the lead
vocalist, Martin Obern handles the lead guitar,
and Rich Halas, the bass. The Boodly Hoo
is managed by Musicgroove Enterprises, with
that big bundle of energy, David Foley, looking
after them personally.

The Citation have a new manager.
Now I know that's not earthshaking news, but
looking at it from an angle that every great
group needs an even greater manager, Jim
Leighton, could just be that manager. You

know why, because he's let the rest of the
world know that he is the new manager of the
popular Barrie, Ontario group known as The
Citation. Oh, I know RPM doesn't look very
big, but when you take into consideration that
it goes to every radio station in the nation, as
well as every major radio station and record
company in the U.S. and to many important

people in the UK, Europe, Australia, New
Zealand, The British West Indies, Mexico and
South America, that is earthshaking news and
now that the world awaits our next sentence,
let's find out about The Citation and their
manager. First let's take a quote from little
Susan Cruikshank, who writes the popular and
most informative "Teen Times" for the Strat-
ford paper. "Saturday night at Club 42, was
the scene of a fabulous dance with The Cita-
tion from Barrie. These guys were absolutely
out of sight. They played everything from
Tobacco Road to Kind of a Hush". Now isn't
that a nice way to leave a dance? I understand
they've been back again, so don't underesti-
mate the power of the press. The power pack-
age is made up of Eric Rose, the lead guitarist
and singer, Allan McCurdy is the drummer
and leader of the group, Rick Stephens is the
bass man and his brother Tom the rhythm
guitarist. Bill Trainor is the organist, singer
and if that wasn't enough, he plays the trumpet
as well. They've been playing around their
own area with the odd trip to Oshawa and
Stratford, but with the right contact, could
move into Toronto and clean up.

Montreal is sure moving out into the
open with their top recording talent. Those
MG and The Escorts look like they're off and
running up the charts with their Reo outing of
"Next To Nowhere", and The Persuaders and
their Jet single of "I Found A Love" could
also make tracks up the charts along with
"Understanding" by The Flower Garden and

Flow often have 
I been asked, "What's 

wrong with Canadian records?" Everyone 
blames "the sound". If by "the sound" they 

mean the technical part of recording, I think 
they are wrong. I would like to take this 

article to talk about what I sincerely believe 
is the problem with the groups who are today 

rushing into studios to make records. 

The story I am about to tell is true. 
Only the name of the group has been omitted. 

As a producer and A&R man I am often 
asked to listen to groups' demo tapes to hear 

a rush recording of the selection and arrange- 
ment of their proposed session. In the case I 

am about to describe, the group had arranged 
to let me hear their demo tape. As I listened 
to the group, their voices and arrangements 

were great on the first three cuts of the four 
cut tape. The first three numbers were all 

tunes that had been recorded before and their 

What's A Njce Kid Like You 
Doing In A Business 

Like This??

carbon copy arrangements of the original re- 
cords were amazing. The fourth cut was an 

original, and this is where the group fell flat 
on their faces. The original selection was dull 

and monotonous and very repetitious. The ar- 
rangement was uninteresting, and the instru- 

ments and voices (as good as they were) suf- 
fered from the lack of good material and good 

arrangement. 
One of the biggest problems in Canada 

is the lack of good original material. There 

are only a handful of really polished writers 
and the good arrangers are expensive (or very 

busy making money). The groups that gig 
around Ontario often do their entire show 
around established hits by their favourite 

groups. The Who are probably more famous in 

Canada for being copied by local groups than 
they are for their own hits. 

A further indication of the power of 
"oldie but goodie" repertoire is the group that 

announces a selection from the bandstand and 

says, "We'd like to play for you 'Such and Such' 
by the Angry Elves". Years ago, a dance 

band might introduce "Begin The Beguine" by 
Cole Porter (indicating he wrote it). Today a 

group ignores the composer to tell the audience 
whose recording they are simulating. 

The first excuse you hear when you. 
ask about original material is "Well, the old 

tunes seem to be coming back". In fact, there 
is never a time when one or two of the top 

100 might be old tunes, but the other 98% are 
original tunes. 

A good original arrangement of an 
original tune performed for the first time on 

record is the answer. That is what makes a 
"good sound" and is step ONE to having a 

HIT you can call your OWN.

"Their best yet. This is a real good recording with just the right kind of appeal to get it a lot of
of deserved airplay. I couldn't pass it up as a CKDM Canadian Talent Pick hit."

MARTY ADLER - CKNX - WINGHAM, ONTARIO
"The song has potential to make charts but not enough to go anywhere near the top."

HARRY R. BURKMAN - CKCY - SAULT STE. MARIE, ONTARIO
"The disc grew on me with each additional play. As a result, it has been placed on our rather limited
playlist and may be charted. I found the instrumental bridge outstanding. The bass work sets off the
entire record, while the organ provides an excellent back-up. The lyrics create no excitement. It
won't go too far in this market - too typical!"

Dave Poulin, leader of the group and
organist, feels it is important to get into dif-
ferent things, and not to become too static.

"Runnin"Round In Circles", their
current outing on the Sir John A label, which
is distributed by RCA Victor, has been out

for two months, but is apparently just begin-
ning to happen

The "Real" O'Neil Speaks Up
Readers in the radio industry will

probably agree that Canadian stations often do
without some of the benefits and conveniences
that our American neighbours take for granted.
I write specifically of on -air material, such as
jingles and production backgrounds.

When it comes to buying a jingle pack-
age or production service, the usual procedure
is to do business with an established U.S. firm.
While many Canadian stations can financially
afford the benefits thereof, radio outlets in

smaller markets are often forced to buy more
inexpensive packages, with a resulting loss of
quality. As far as jingles are concerned, some
stations have supplied themselves with one
inexpensive series and let it run for years, to
avoid the trouble and expense that goes with
purchasing a new series from an American
company.

Even stations in larger markets in this
country sometimes wind up with jingle pack-
ages that may be two years old. With trends
rising and falling as fast as they are in con-
temporary music and radio, a two -year -old jin-
gle is just too far behind.

So the Canadian production field is

wide open. At this time, there is plenty of
room for an organization that could keep pace
with Canadian moods and trends, and still be

able to cater to smaller -market radio stations.
Furthermore, this is Canada's one-hundreth
birthday, a milestone in national politics and
history, and definitely a matter of national
pride. We don't let foreigners run our govern-
ment; why should we let them run a monopoly
on our production services? Centennial Year,
in my opinion, would be a fine time for a good
(perhaps the word should be "better") Canadian
jingle company to begin serving fellow Cana-
dians.

Of course, to set up such a service
requires, among other things, time patience,
talent, and money, but my guess is that some
smart cookies are going to make a lot of noise.

Another area in which a great deal of
work could be done is in the area of record
servicing. Even stations that currently employ
record services from the States find themselves
consistently late in receiving new releases
from major record companies. And most of us
aware of the time factor involved in waiting
for Canadian companies to release American
and British product. AHEM.

Out west and up north the problem is
extended to the point, ridiculous as it may
seem, that Canadian radio stations can't get
serviced with Canadian records. No, I don't
mean Canadian copies of foreign tunes, I mean

real, live, Canadian -produced records. And
not to pick on last week's skeleton -in -the -clos-
et again, but just where do record pushers get
off, screaming that radio stations won't play
their Canadian records?(Suggestion, gentlemen:
The nearest mailbox.)

To triple the dilemma, Canada is a

Commonwealth member, and geographically
the closest nation of importance to Great
Britain, as far as the Commonwealth is con-
cerned. I am sure that Canadian radio stations.
would consider it a boon if new recordings by
some of the more prominent British talent
were released to them here at least as soon as
they are released in the United States.

Sometime in the near future, hopefully,
someone with foresight will set up a brokerage
service to make sure that Canadian radio does
not get left behind the rest of the world, even
by two weeks. For a nominal fee, of course.
Unfortunately, a brokerage firm servicing sta-
tions with foreign product will undoubtedly
get foreign records to the stations faster than
Canadian companies have been known to get
Canadian records to the stations. And, radio
people, if you think Canadian record pushers
are hard to get along with now, you ain't seen
noth in' yet.

Ellington also introduced some of his
newer works and the audience seemed to go
for his "La Nouvelle Af ricaine". There was
interesting solo work by Aaron Bell on bass
and bari sax man Harry Carney. Cootie Williams
also looked good along with Wm. Cat Anderson.

MIDEM 2 SET FOR JAN./68
NYC: The official dates for MIDEM 2, have
now been confirmed as Jan 21 through 27th
to be held in Cannes, France, according to M.
Jean-Claude de Villeroy, MIDEM international
manager, through the offices of their American
Representative, Ren Grevatt.

There had been some uncertainty with
regard to the dates because of the organiza-.
tions efforts to obtain maximum operating
facilities and hotel accommodations in the
Riviera resort town. As it is, MIDEM will,
during the week now confirmed, have the entire
Martinez Hotel for office spaces.

De Villeroy had come to North America
to secure the participation of the most im-
portant record companies and music publishers,
for the second annual record and music publish-
ing market, and although working 6 months in
advance, from the number of contracts already
signed it would appear that their anticipated
300 percent increase in attendance over last
year, will be a reality.

De Villeroy also visited Mexico and
Brazil before returning to Paris.

There is no report of any Canadian
participation in this rather important event.

RICCIO - ESSO STEEL - DUCKS
TOP NEWS AT ARC
Toronto: Pat Riccio, well known Canadian
composer and musician has a new album re-
lease for Arc. "A Man And A Woman - The
Sensuality of Sax" (A 725) is based on the hit
foreign film by the same name and captures
the mood of modern Europe where Riccio has
enjoyed much success. During the war years
he was musical director of the RCAF Stream-
liners and has returned to Europe several
times since with the United Nations Emergency
Force tours.

The Twenty-six Esso Steel Trinidad
has signed a recording contract with Arc
Records, who have released their first single,
"Michelle", the Lennon -McCartney hit, and
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a Mighty Sparrow tune, "No Money No Love
Calypso" (A 1185). The band was recently
featured at Expo '67 in the Trinidad Tobago
and Granada Pavilion and were hailed as one
of the most popular attractions at the World's
Fair. They thrilled Toronto audiences with.
their appearance at the Caribbean Festival.
They have also appeared in Ottawa, New York,
Philadelphia, Washington and Miami.

One of the most popular of Canadian
rock groups is the Yorkville squad known as
The Ugly Ducklings. Their recording of

"Gaslight" (YV-45013), which features the
voice of David Byngham, is already a chart
item at many of the important stations across
the nation and has entered the top 20 of the
all important WKBW in Buffalo, and is reported
breaking out in Detroit.

MARTINO AT QUEEN ELIZABETH
Montreal: Capitol recording artist Al Martino,
is currently playing the Queen Elizabeth,
(Sept. 16-24) and receiving the usual rave
reviews.

Martino has just returned from Europe
where he performed on their first colour TV
spectacular and again picked upravenotices.

Capitol have just released what looks
like another chart climber for Martino in

"More Than The Eye Can See" and "Red Is
Red". Also just out is his a Ibum"Mary In The
Morning".

PITNEY TO CONCENTRATE
ON COLLEGE CIRCUIT
NYC: Musicor Records star Gene Pitney has
just completed a 27 day tour that grossed over
$27,000, a record,since undertaking the 'annual
30 day barnstorming, 5 years ago.

At the close of the tour, Pitney, who
has always screened the talent for his tours,
announced that in the future he intends to con-
centrate on the college circuit.His next Ameri-
can tour,will probably take place in the spring
and will find the pop artist on College cam-
puses almost exclusively.

Pitney's newest release "Something's
Gotten Hold Of My Heart", is beginning to
catch hold across the nation and is to be fol-
lowed up by a series of promotional TV ap-
pearances. He co -hosted Cleveland's syndi-
cated "Upbeat" show on Sept. 16, appeared
on the Hy Lit WKBS Philadelphia TVer (20),
the Jerry Blavat Show on WFIL-TV also in
Philly (21) and over at Chicago (23) for the
Art Roberts show on WCIV-TV. He's also set
for a round of TV appearances in New York
City and also in Hartford on WTIC-TV.

Pitney will kick off a one week promo-
tional tour in England commencing Oct. 7 and
will then fly directly to New Zealand for a two
week tour (Oct 14) and will also make telev-
sion appearances in Sydney and Melbourne in
Australia. He returns to England in November
for a full month of concert engagements.

BRITISH MODBEATS SPLIT
St. Catharines, Ont: One of Canada's most
successful groups, The British Modbeats,
have lost the most important factor to them
becoming as successful as they were. Lead,
singer, and the member responsible for turning
the audiences on, Fraser Loveman, has quit
the popular Red Leaf recording group and is
reported to have organized The Foundation -
featuring Fraser Loveman.

The Modbeats had just returned from a
highly successful trip to New York City where
they picked up rave reviews from Variety and
Billboard magazines.

CHAPPELL ACQUIRES
ISRAELI SONG
NYC: Chappell & Co. Inc., which picked up
the 1967 San Remo Song Festival first place
winner "Non Pensare a Me", has now acquired
one of the most popular Israeli songs to come
along in years. The tune, "Jerusalem, Jerusa-
lem" was commissioned by the mayor of

Jerusalem, and written by one of Israeli's top
songwriters, Naomi Schemer. Miss Schemer
completed the music and lyrics in time for a
debut performance by popular Israeli recording
star Shuly Nathan before 13,000 persons in
Jerusalem's Nation Hall on May 15, the
Israeli Independence Day. The song was so
fantastically received that the entire audience
joined in the chorus during three encores. The
concert, which was broadcast by the National
Radio, drew a deluge of mail and when Israel
and her Arab neighbours had a go at one
another, "Jerusalem" became almost as popu-
lar as the national anthem among Israeli forces.

Besides being a smash hit in Israel,
"Jerusalem, Jerusalem" was performed by

harmonica virtuoso Larry Adler, in concert
with the Israeli Philharmonic in Haifa. Topol,
Israeli stage personality, currently appearing
in the London production of "Fiddler On The
Roof", has also made a recording of Miss
Schemer's hit, as has Eddie Fisher. Fisher's
version will be released in North America,
shortly, by RCA Victor
