Return of Entertainment in Movies

MOVIE REVIEW — John Watts

THE MOLLY MAGUIRES

The old time movie has returned.
Toronto’s Towne Cinema saw the
reappearance of entertainment in
motion pictures with the opening
of the new Paramount release ‘‘The
Molly Maguires’’. Without frills,
undue sex, violence, bad language,
or tricky techniques, ‘“The Molly
Maguires’’ provides a solid hour
and a half of entertainment,
enjoyment and history. It is
strictly a story of conflict and
inter relations between people,
people in a real—life situation,
real people. The film sees a
number of excellent old—time
performances by Richard Harris,
who had a hit with ‘‘MacArthur
Park’’, Sean Connery, about whom
nothing more need be said and
Samantha Eggar. All are highly
believable in their roles as Irish
miners and their families strug-
gling against inhuman conditions
in the Pennsylvania coalfields.

The film is also a chronicle of
the beginnings of the American
labour movement.

A secret society, ‘““The Molly
Maguires’’ was organized in the
coalfields of eastern Pennsylvania
in the mid—19th century. It was
formed as a direct result of a
miners’ strike that failed simply
because the workers were no
match for the owners, who

forced the workers to go back to
their jobs rather than starve.

The terrorist activities of the
Mollies followed.

Feeling that violence was their
only weapon, the Maguires took
their name from a similar
anti-landlord group in Ireland, and
dressed in women’s clothes to
avoid recognition, they blew up
mines, attacked and sometimes
killed mine foremen and
superintendents, and spread a
wave of terror throughout the
area.

‘“The Molly Maguires’’ were
either murderers or heroes,
depending on which side made
the accusation, and the mine
owners finally acted against
them.

They sent in a private detective,
an Irish immigrant himself named
McParlan, played in the film by
Richard Harris, who infiltrated the
terrorist group, became a Molly
himself, and then turned the others
in. Nineteen of the.ringleaders
were hanged, and ‘“The Molly
Maguires’’ as an organization was
finished.

From it, however, grew a deter-
mination on the part of the miners
to correct the conditions that had
spawned the Mollies in the first
place.

In Panavision and Technicolor,
set against the backdrop of a
legitimate Pennsylvania mining
town ‘“The Molly Maguires’’ could,
and hopefully will mark the return
of the good old times in movies.

Restricted Airplay For New Polydor LP

‘‘A Night At Santa Rita’’ Polydor
543.122 is not a record for
entertainment. The set is, in fact,
something of a major social
document. It tells the story,
first-hand, of the editor of
Ramparts magazine who was
locked in a California concentra-
tion camp with several hundred
others, including a reporter for
the San Francisco Chronicle and
a lawyer, following the
demonstrations at Berkeley. The
set contains language which some

might consider in bad taste and
which, in most cases precludes
the possibility of air play with
the notable exception of
Montreal’s CKGM which is
programming it. Polydor’s Allan
Katz says ‘‘these words are a
part of the history of North
American Civil War — a war of
people for an ideal society. And
that’s why this dramatic,
historic recording should be
played over and over, everywhere.
Maybe that’s why it won’t be.’’

Quality Bows Merchandising Tape Rack

Toronto: Quality Records is
making available, to tape dealers
and rack jobbers, their newly
designed 8 track and cassette
merchandising racks. The 8 track
rack holds up to 54 cartridges
while the cassette rack holds 99
cassettes.

The racks are being made available,

free, to dealers and rackers who
order 54 assorted stereo tapes.

An added feature for the display is
a theft proof lacking device, plus
a stereo tape centre display sign.
Unlike other tape racks, the
Quality rack allows the buyer to
see the selections on the back of
each package.

“Magic Christian”
Opens

The ‘‘Magic Christian’’ a film
which, in its own words is
‘‘antiestabishmentarian, antibellum,
antirust, antiseptic, antibiotic,
antisocial and antipasto’’ is
almost an antimovie. That isn’t
intended to be a negative comment
by any means, ‘‘Christian’’

simply uses just about every
gimmicky trick ever thought of

in a put down of almost every-
thing.

Star number one, Peter Sellers,
turns in his usual flawless
performance, Sellers continues to
create every role he enters to
absolute perfection and as

a result has got to be the world’s
worst (or best) scene-stealer.
Star number two is Ringo Starr,
lovable, motherable old Ringo.
His long face and sad eyes touch
even the stoutest heart which
precludes the possibility of
criticizing his merits as an
actor. The best thing to say
would be that Starr is one of the
world’s great non-actors which

is not necessarily a bad thing to
say in an industry where people
take themselves much too seriously.

Around a practically non-existent
plot is built a series of
intrigues, sub-plots, subtle or
otherwise digs at everyone and
everything which make the film
extremely worthwhile and vastly
entertaining.

Musically the picture is a fantastic
success. The feature song is
‘““Come and Get It’’ a McCartney
penning performed by Apple group,
Badfinger. The group also
performs ‘‘Carry on to Tomorrow’’
and ‘‘Rock of Ages’’. One of the
funnier scenes has Peter Sellers,
in drag, singing the Noel Coward
penning of ‘““Mad About the Boy’’
to a young man in a bar, at the
end of which the bleached blonde
wig is snatched away revealing

a shiny skull. But far and away
the best number in the film is the
John Keen song ‘‘Something in the
Air®’ performed by Thunderclap
Newman. ‘‘Something in the Air’’
received some play on the air

last summer but never captured the
attention it deserved. The sound
track from the movie is available
on the Commonwealth United label
CU6004.

CFOX - MONTREAL

The Canadian Radio—Television
Commission has presented a new
set of recommendations concerning
the content of this country’s

radio and television programs.

One of the proposals would apply
specifically to AM radio stations,
such as CFOX. All would be
required to include thirty percent
Canadian Content in musical
presentations. In other words,
about one third of the music played
on radio stations would have to be
performed by Canadians, composed
by Canadians, or recorded in
Canada.

CFOX is proud of the fact that its
Canadian Content is already well
above the fifteen percent mark, and
has been for some time. In order
to reach the proposed thirty

percent level, only a small
adjustment in our musical formats
will be required.

Another source of satisfaction is
the fact that CFOX was the first
English language radio station to
regularly program French Canadian
records. We are pleased that this
idea has been enthusiastically
received by our listeners and that
it fits in perfectly with the CRTC’S
proposals for increased Canadian
Content.

If playing Canadian records is
the price we must pay for being
a Canadian radio station, then
we are most happy and willing to
pay that price.

With the
European interest in the record it
is expected to get another lease
on life in this country.

He said, “‘It’s
the news that counts, not what it
looks like.’”” RPM continued,

but it is a pity that his letter
wasn’t seen by the record
companies. The words are golden.
Of the many words that have been
written to RPM this one letter
stands out as a masterpiece of
statement. Since that time, Old
Ed: has lived with that motto and
because of it RPM has survived.

It must hurt our pride, as
Canadians, to think that we can’t
duplicate the foreign trades, but
we can’t even duplicate their
population or their mass production
and we will only be able to do

more if we can overcome these two
factors.

Advertising and promotion are two
areas that are slowly developing
in Canada. The method of
increasing record sales is still

a problem we haven’t licked, but
slowly we are realizing that a
great deal of money is being
spent on what is instant waste
paper. The postal rates, while
causing trouble for second class
publications, have caused many
companies to revalue the
effectiveness of their direct mail
promotion. This has been a great
factor in RPM’s improved look and
added features.

After six years of publication,
RPM has attained the respect of
many readers throughout the world.

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RCA HOLDS MEET

Montreal’s Chateau Champlain was
the setting for RCA Records’
annual sales meeting this year.
The event, held January 4th to

7th, saw the record men from east
to west gathering in the bi-bi city.
National Sales and Promo Manager,
Andy Nagy, chaired the sessions.

Opening the meet was George
Harrison, Vice President and
General Manager, who covered
RCA Record Division’s plan for
dynamic management. The plan

is intended to attract young people
to opportunities in management
which is his words ‘‘offer the best
for young people who are looking
for an opportunity to exercise

their creativity and individuality
and have it recognized rather than
stifled and thwarted by strict rules
and procedures.’’

RCA’s new marketing concept was
detailed by Marketing Manager
Knox Coupland. The newly created
plan is designed to coordinate the
marketing functions of the record
division.

1970 product plans were presented
by Merchandising Manager, Stan
Kulin. Illustrating his talk were
sight and sound presentations
lasting about an hour.

RCA recording artists prepared
special taped messages, tailored
for the Canadian sales force.
Among these was a presentation
featuring Nilsson, with original
words and music specially

composed for the Canadian meeting.

Among representatives of the many
independent labels at the meeting
was Nimbus 9’s Jack Richardson

who hosted a dinner at the
Montreal Playboy Club. Performing
at the affair was Richardson’s
most recently signed group, Cat,
whose first LP has just been
released on RCA. Mary Helfer,
Dunhill Records Sales Manager
hosted a breakfast at which he
reviewed the label’s outstanding
performance in 1969 and projected
label plans for 1970.

Luigi Creatore and Bud Katzel
previewed upcoming product on
the Avco-Embassy label in a live
and slide-tape demonstration.
Also previewed were plans for
the Earth and Poppy labels.

The Tape file was covered by
Wilf Gillmeister, Manager of
Pre-Recorded Tape Sales. His
talk included a discussion on the
future of tape cartridges and
cassettes.

One of the highlights of the meeting
was a presentation on a new colour
television tape player using
holographic colour tape, the newly
developed RCA cartridge video
playback system. Technical
aspects of the system were cov-
ered by D. Miller of RCA New

York and W. Hannan, RCA Prince-
ton. This marked the first time the
new system had been demonstrated
in Canada.

The final banquet was addressed
by John Houlding, President, RCA
Ltd. George Harrison emceed the
entertainment portion of the
evening which included perform-
ances by George Hamilton IV,
Young & Company, recently signed
by RCA, and Van-Elli, a newly
discovered Montreal talent.

The sub-theme of Overture ‘70 was
that RCA didn’t meet competition —
they make it.

BMI Files Conspiracy Suit

Broadcast Music Inc. has filed a
suit in New York federal court for
close to sixty million dollars. The
suit alleges that CBS, NBC and
ASCAP entered into a conspiracy
to destroy BMI. At the same time,
BMI informed NBC that it would
not renew its licensing agreement
with the US network when the
present agreement expires on
April 4th.

The suit charges that CBS and
NBC use of BMI controlled
material is equal to, or greater
than, that of ASCAP, but that

BMI receives roughly half as much
in royalties from the two networks
as ASCAP. The suit also alleges
that ASCAP was using the monies

draw writers away from BMI. The

The magazine
evolved and the Canadian music
industry evoled with RPM. The

weekly publication grew with the
industry. It slowly saw the needs
and slowly filled them. It became a
vehicle for the trade and the media
and gradually became a weekly
reading habit with record dealer

and disc jockey alike.

What does the future hold? RPM
is a reflection of the industry and
as the industry grows and
knowledgable record people become
more aware of the vehicle that
RPM is and the audience it offers,
RPM will grow in importance and
it will grow in size. It can be

any size that the industry can
afford and it can contain any
quality of news that the industry

can afford. A strong and healthy
industry will be reflected in the
pages and quality of RPM. What
will it look like a year from
today? A year ago we wouldn’t
have wanted to guess and we
don’t want to guess now.

The recent goverment ruling on
Canadian content will mean there
will be more news from Canada
and it also means Canada will
be more productive. It could
mean that Canada will emerge on
the world music scene and it
could mean that RPM will grow
with this progress.

Another single being revived is
““Tutti Fruitti”” by Mickey Lee
Lane on the Mala label. A dealer
in the east end of Montreal had an
old copy which he began using as
an in-store sample. After two
weeks of play he had over 100
requests for copies. ‘‘Tutti
Fruitti’’ was originally a hit by
Little Richard in the 50’s.
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A young fellow at a radio station
in British Columbia wrote and said
something to the effect that he is
always being asked...What do
you think of Canadian Music? I
read his reply that people laugh
when he gives an answer that
radio should expose more of this
Canadian product.

I would like to say that it is my
feeling that most stations in
Canada do play Canadian Music.
From Coast to Coast, radio men
are featuring some very talented
groups of entertainers and the
audience reaction has been most
impressive.

The one thing that I object to is

the fact that most people say that
Canadian stations should programme
more Canadian content. This may
be true....however, Canadian
stations do nct programme BAD
American music (at least very few

do) and I don’t feel that a station
should be expected to programme
BAD music just because it is a
Canadian recording and should
be played because this is
Canada.

My understanding of Canadian
content programming is that it is
not limited to Canadian composed,
produced, and performed...but
...if any part of the record is
Canadian and it is good music...
then every station playing that
record is promoting Canadian
talent. This holds true even with
the Canadian Talent Library to
which many stations are sub-
scribers. Not every piece of
music on those discs was

written by a Canadian...but
every piece was performed by a
Canadian ... and therefore that is
Canadian content. The same
would go for a number written by a
Canadian and yet performed by a
U.S. artist.

I think that Canadian music has
come a long way in the past
decade .. .and the future looks
even brighter. In the ‘70’s more
and more stations will find
themselves exposing Canadian
talent ... whether they realize it
or not at the beginning...and then
possibly we shall stop degrading
stations that choose not to play
certain Canadian works only
because they don’t fit in with the
usual programming.

Hail to Canadian talent...and
let’s have more of it so most of
our programmes can be of Canadian
product...but please keep in

mind that if it wasn’t for our
American neighbours like Patti
Page, Dean Martin etc., where
would we be now ??22?°9
