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Toronto: Quality Records has negotiated a
deal with Domenic Troiano and Club
Bluenote owner Sid Markowitz for the release
of the album Live From The Bluenote Vol.
One.

The album, scheduled for a May 9 release,
was produced by Toronto guitarist-producer
Domenic Troiano, who has played with such
names as The Mandala, Bush, The Guess
Who and the James Gang, as well as record-
ing his own solo LPs.

To be released on the Quality label, the
album features the cream of Toronto’s R&B
scene of the ’60s, including such names as
George Olliver, Roy Kenner (both of whom
were lead singers of the Mandala), Shawne
Jackson, Wayne St. John, Jayson King, and
the group Gangbuster.

The material includes such R&B standards
as In The Midnight Hour, Heat Wave, Good
Lovin’, Mercy Mercy, the Mandala classic
Love-Itis, and the Shawne Jackson hit Just
As Bad As You.

‘‘We feel the album can be a regional hit,”’
said Quality’s Larry Macrae. *‘It’s live and

Relief for studios is
spelled BUDGET

Toronto: Effective immediately, recording
studios in Canada may import mixing con-
soles and allied equipment, not made in
Canada, duty free. Tariffs had previously
ranged up to 13.9%.

The tariff changes were announced in the
recent Federal Budget by Finance Minister
Marc Lalonde and is due, in part, to the
pressure exerted on the Tariff Board and the
Department of Finance by the Canadian
Recording Industry Association (CRIA).

CRIA had established a negotiating team
comprising Andrew Hermant of Manta
Sound (Toronto) and Andre Perry of Le
Studio (Morin Heights, P.Q.). They, in turn,
canvassed Canadian manufacturers of broad-
cast and recording studio equipment, ensur-
ing their cooperation on proposed new im-
port provisions.

Toronto: Tim Craig, Yamaha's Director of
Marketing for musical instruments, has an-
nounced the establishment of a wide-ranging
product development team comprised of four
product specialists.

Under the direction and supervision of
Product Manager Curt Smith, the team will
be responsible for product development and
evaluation, retail and wholesale staff train-
ing, product clinics and seminars, and market
research.

299 - the first in the West
to air a digital disc

Regina: Z99 has scored what is considered “‘a
breakthrough in audio technology’’ with the
airing of the first digital (compact) disc in
Western Canada. Says PD Mike Mac-
Naughton, ‘‘With the airing of Bruce Spr-
ingsteen’s Born To Run on digital disc, the
future of regular 33 rpm albums (analog,
records) is now in doubt.”” The disc was aired
April 14, 1983 at 4 pm.

MacNaughton pointed out that the com-
pact disc ‘“‘virtually eliminates record surface
noise and because there is no contact between
the disc and player, the disc will never wear
out or lose any of its original quality.”

The system used by Z99 was a Sony
CDP-101 compact disc digital audio player.
The discs contain approximately 60 minutes
of stereo recording time on one side, and is
made of transparent plastic with an
aluminum reflective coating and sealer with
protective lacquer.

Sony reports that several stations in On-
tario have ordered the CD player and that in-
terest is growing among broadcasters.

Anvil’s Forged In Fire
released around the world

Toronto: Ralph Alfonso, Artist Development
for Attic Records, reports that Anvil’s new
album, Forged In Fire, is scheduled for a
simultaneous release in Canada, England,
Europe and Japan, the second week of May.

Recorded at Phase One Studios in Toron-
to, the album is the Toronto heavy metal
band’s third project and was produced by
Chris Tsangarides, known for his work with
Judas Priest and Thin Lizzy. He also produc-
ed the band’s Metal On Metal album.

“We had a good time making the album
and I think people are going to have a good
time listening to it,”’ said band rhythm
guitarist Dave Allison, who sings lead vocals
on the track Never Deceive Me.

Other tracks include Shadow, Free As The
Wind, Future Wars, Hard Times - Fast
Ladies, Make It Up To You, Motormount,
Winged Assassins, and Butter Bust Jerky.

Besides Allison, the group comprises lead
vocalist-guitarist Lips, bassist lan Dickson
and drummer Rob Reiner.

Ryerson’s CKLN offers
new alternative FM

Toronto: The city now has a new alternative
FM radio station, CKLN, which originates
from Ryerson Polytechnical Institute.

The station reports the CRTC approved
the application for an English-language stu-
dent low power FM radio station in Toronto,
on the frequency of 88.1 MHz.

CKLN presently broadcasts on Rogers
Cable FM on a frequency of 102.9 and is
available to Ryerson’s campus via a close cir-
cuit network.

With Anton Leo as Station Manager and
John Johns as Program Director, the
station’s reported aim is ‘‘to entertain Toron-
to and inform it of the alternative arts that
eminate from within its midst.”’ Music Direc-
tor for the station is Warren Young.

Fashioning itself as an alternative to com-
mercial radio over the years, the station is
promising unique and diversified program-
ming, and boasts an ‘‘eclectic music package
drawing from new music, alternative jazz,
fun and classical.”

The station will also carry news, public af-
fairs, entertainment programs, and sports in-
cluding play-by-play broadcasts of the
Toronto Marlies. Their programming policy
will be set for June 1, this year.

The station has recently been airing such
names as Kinetic Ideals, U2, Wall Of
Voodoo, Martha & the Muffins, Bow Wow
Wow, Echo & the Bunnymen, the Dave
Howard Singers, Miles Davis, Gary Burton
and more. CKLN’s playlist is based on on-air
preference and audience response.

Major move by CKSL to
City Centre complex

London, Ont.: CKSL and City Centre (Lon-
don), have reached a final agreement on a
plan to bring CKSL’s studios to the City Cen-
tre complex. The joint announcement was
made by Gordon Hume, Vice-President and
General Manager of CKSL Radio and Ira
Gerstein, a senior official of Horizon
Developments. CKSL reported the initial in-
vestment by the two companies at close to
$1.5 million. City Centre is to construct a
modern new radio studio on the mezzanine
level.

Although the amount wasn’t disclosed,
CKSL reported that it is investing a signifi-
cant amount in totally re-equipping their sta-
tion. Stated Hume, ‘‘Our target date for the
first broadcast is September 1. This is the
most important and significant dramatic ad-
vancement for our station since we were first
licensed and reaffirms our company’s com-
mitment to the people of London and the
business community in our city.”” He added
that negotiations began in mid-1982 and the
final agreement signed in London and Toron-
to April 4. Construction should begin in
about a month’s time, as soon as final plans
and specifications are completed. The station
reported their new studios will make CKSL
among the most modern broadcasting
facilities in Canada with state-of-the-art
equipment. The new location will have four
main studios with five talk studios, plus room
for expansion.
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Clubs turn to alternative aids to attract business

Toronto: The club scene in Canada, par-
ticularly in Toronto has changed drastically
in the last couple of years. In an effort to at-
tract week-nite audiences some clubs have
turned to ‘‘skin acts’’, male and female on
alternate nights, spiced sometimes with a wet
T-shirt contest.

Other clubs are maintaining a hold on au-
diences by presenting videos of top name
groups, sometimes followed by a couple of
sets by a local group although most of this
latter type action is reserved for Fridays and
Saturdays.

There are those in the booking business
who have obviously been hurt by the trend to
skin and video acts, while others have con-
centrated on selling recording acts that have
acquired a following through airplay.

‘“We’ve had a 60 percent growth in the last
year alone,”’ says Ralph Jolivet, President of
the Toronto-based Platinum Artists agency.
Platinum books approximately 50 acts on a
national basis 25 of which record.

““It's hard times for some clubs but good
times with an agency with winners,’’ he said.
“It's a buyer’s market from Monday to
Wednesday and a band’s market from Thurs-
day to Saturday. Some bands are finding it
hard to get employment from Monday to
Wednesday and in some cases are accepting
S0 percent less money to work on those
days.”’

Jolivet explained that clubs are turning to
other aids, but noted that the change hasn’t
hurt Platinum because of the type of acts on
their roster, many of whom do one-nighters.

‘““Many of the acts that we deal with are
known because of their airplay or because
they specialize. This is the age of specializa-

Memorial services for
CKEY News Director

Toronto: A memorial service was held in the
city’s Trinity Evangelical Lutheran Church
for CKEY News Director Ric Miller who died
of cancer recently at the age of 34.

When informéd of his condition late last
year, Mr. Miller insisted on returning to work
in February after a short rest, and worked as
regularly as possible until only a month ago.

Toronto-born and raised in Barrie, Mr.
Miller began his broadcasting career at Hunts-
ville, Ontario station CFBK. He joined
CKEY in 1971 as City Hall reporter after
working in North Bay.

He became a Queen’s Park specialist for
CKEY and the Newsradio Network in 1973,
later to be named Toronto Bureau Chief for
Newsradio in 1975, where he remained for
two years.

After working briefly for CFTO-TV, he
returned to radio as Parliamentary Bureau
Chief for Newsradio, Ottawa and later as
Director of News and Public Affairs for
CKOY-AM and CKBY-FM in Ottawa. In
1981 he returned to CKEY as News Director.

He was described by one CKEY colleague
as a “‘fabulous journalist who was absolutely
couragous and kept his humour and never
complained.””

Mr. Miller is survived by his wife Mary-
Ann.

tion and we carry a top-band roster.

“But just having dancers or video is not
enough. The clubs that are surviving are hip
about how to promote themselves. For in-
stance, Larry’s Hideaway compliments the
videos by having a live group featured during
the night as well.””

He noted that it’s because times are tough
that clubs have turned to other ‘‘gimmicks”’
to attract business, noting that exotic dancers
are making good money in a lot of clubs,
pointing out that a nightspot such as Tony’s
has made an art on how to make money by
having dancers during the week, but also by
promoting it.

“The odd club has turned away from live
acts completely, but this trend is only a threat
to up-and-coming bands. They're finding it
harder to get off the ground. Promotion is
the name of the game and the clubs are pro-
moting themselves, learning how to reach
people.”’

He pointed out that if the group is good,
the economic times can also be beneficial to
the act since a club will pay more money to
have a name band and that the club needs a
well-known act to make money. He said local
radio stations have also been supportive of
local talent.

““There are more clubs running entertain-
ment than ever before,”” claims Jolivet, ‘‘and
there are far more buyers than before. Rock
has still proven to be the most successful
entertainment in the clubs. People don’t like
surprises. A successful club has to have a for-
mat.

““Take a look at the Gasworks. They’re full
every night and there’s no cover. People
know whai to expect when they go there.
Customers don’t have as much money as they
used to and so the club owners have become
the promoters. They’re the ones getting the
business. I find it very hard to find a club do-
ing well without promotion.”’

Jolivet added that video is not hurting the
club business noting that he can’t see video as
replacing live entertainment.

‘“Nothing can beat live entertainment,’’ he
said.

U.K. recording vet
joins CMI

Toronto: British music industry veteran Peter
Shelley has joined the Toronto based Com-
puter Music International (CMI), a firm
which specializes in music produced by com-
puter.

With 47 world hits as performer, writer
and/or producer, Shelley is credited for
discovering the British groups King Crimson
and Ten Years After. He scored 14 Top 20
hits in the U.K., eight of which went Top 10
and four to No. 1.

Shelley recently emigrated from England
after 15 years in the British music industry.
He began his career in the mid-60’s at E.M.I.
and later moved to Decca as talent scout.

After a period of writing and producing
film music for the BBC, in the’70s he became
co-founder and A&R Director for Magnet
Records where he launched Alvin Stardust,
writing and producing all his hit material.
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Did you know?

Anne Murray, through meetings with her
manager Leonard Rambeau and top ex-
ecutives of Capitol-EMI, had agreed to do a
surprise walk-on at this year’s Junos? She
was to be spirited into the building to make
her entrance sometime during the show. They
were about to approach the CARAS people
with the suggestion when the mud slinging
began.

Wild horses wouldn’t have dragged me to the
Junos after that attack in the press, followed
by a Star editorial. The attack on Murray
travelled across the country and into the
U.S., where as members of the global music
community, Canada must have looked pretty
pathetic. George Anthony, who returned to
the Toronto Sun (April 8), levelled a broad-
side at Murray’s critics with “By knocking
her (Murray) in public, some rock group
manager with a perhaps neurotic need for
the spotlight gets a free publicity ride,
and the Toronto Star editorial pages get
to look sillier than ever.”

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Don’t hold your breath

And don’t turf out your old turntable yet.
There’s much to say and write about the new
Compact Disc and perhaps some of us have
gone a little overboard. But you have to ad-
mit, the CD has injected a little excitement in-
to an industry that’s been hurting. While
we're talking about the advent of the CD
hardware and software, there are those in the
high-tech end of the businesswho are convinc-
ed that the future is looking good for newer
and more exciting happenings for the lowly
turntable. One company has mastered that
age old problem of the warped record and,
just to be sure, they’ve come up with a correc-
tion device for the off-centre records. It’s ap-
parently all done with magnets which
stablizes the tonearm. Watch for Bang &
Olufsen to introduce their new turntable that
features a double suspension for the turn-
table, which in fact floats the platter and
tonearm on a separate sub-chasis, which is
literally hung from the main theme. I haven’t
heard from Bang & Olufsen officially, but
they would appear to be leading the field in
the development of the turntable.

Don’t undersell catalogue

George Struth supplies us with some in-
teresting figures on what went down in the
business last year (see separate item) and it’s
interesting to note that of the 60 million units
sold (albums and cassettes) last year, two
thirds of the sales came from catalogue while
one third comprised chart items. Now, what
can be confusing is today's definition of
‘‘catalogue’’. Some of the streetwise people
are too star struck to differantiate between
catalogue and hit product. One know-
ledgeable record exec told me that catalogue
is generally regarded as that which sells three
copies or less a week and facetiously adds
‘‘Some of the streetwise people believe that
anything that sells ten or more a week is a
hit.””

Managing Murray’s Millions

Who has the distinction of being Canada’s
highest-paid entertainer maybe even one of
the top grossing entertainers of the world?
The answer of course is Anne Murray and
guess who has recognized that the record
business is a worthy subject to explore? Cana-
dian Business, and they've put together a very
interesting article on Canada’s famous
snowbird. It helps, of course, if you have the
professional help of a very knowledgeable
writer like Frank Rasky, who has probably
probed the record/entertainment industry
more than any other journalist. I think it was
Rasky who first referred to the music in-
dustry as having a ‘“‘godfather’’, now there
are so many | understand the mafia wants
out.

Axe to issue Don Lougheed 45
Wayne Baguley of Starrider Productions in
Mississauga, reports that Keach-Baguley
Publishing, a division of Starrider, recently
signed a publishing and recording deal for
Toronto artist Don Lougheed with the Peer-
Southern Organization worldwide. The
agreement involves the songs Sans Harbour
and Loneley Lovesick Blues, both written by
Lougheed and released in England last year
on the Pinnacle label. Sans Harbour gained
local Toronto/Hamilton attention, winning
CFTR and CKOC talent contests. The single,
produced by Randy Kumano, will be released
on the Axe label, and qualifies as four-
parts Cancon.

A new Bob Marley album, titled
Confrontation, has been set for a May re-
lease and is reported to contain previously
unreleased material.

Animals re-form for world tour
The original Animals, fronted by vocalist
Eric Burdon, are reported to have re-formed
for the second time in what’s to include a.
worldwide tour, a new album and a possible
film about the British group’s career. They
are perhaps best remembered for their classic
House Of The Rising Sun, which knocked
The Beatles out of the number one position
on the charts. The original group split in 1966
with Burdon forming three different versions
of Eric Burdon and the Animals before the
band finally called it quits in 1968. A year
later Burdon, with the group War, had a hit
with Spill The Wine. He later formed the Eric
Burdon Band. The original Animals re-
formed a few years ago recording an album,
Before We Were So Rudely Interrupted, and
also played several U.K. dates, but the LP
failed to make an impact. The tour will kick
off in the U.S. in mid-July and is also to in-
clude two dates at the legendary London club
The Marquee in fall for the club’s 25th An-
niversary. No word of Canadian dates as of
yet. Last year Burdon toured Canada with his
own band.

David Wilcox inks with Capitol

In a surprise signing, Deane Cameron of
Capitol Records confirms that Toronto rock-
blues guitarist David Wilcox has signed a
five-year deal with Capitol Records Canada.
His debut album Out Of The Woods, was
released on the Freedom label distributed by
RCA. Cameron pointed out that the agree-
ment presently only applies to Canada, but
that the company is hoping for a worldwide
release on Capitol for his forthcoming
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album, tentatively titled My Eyes Get Me In-
to Trouble. The LP is expected for a July
release. Said Cameron, ‘‘I've been a Wilcox
fan for some time. We liked his first album
and especially the excitement of his live show.
We see his potential as an international
artist.”

Listen, the new album from A Flock Of

radio but not commercially. Released on the
Jive label the album contains a long and short
version of Wishing, plus the track Commited,
all of which was produced by Mike Howlett.

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Kevin Denbok wages war against CF

There are many causes and charity drives that
tap the bankbook and tug at the heartstrings
and when we become involved, giving a few
bucks here, lending a hand there, giving
moral support and any number of considera-
tions that take only minutes, it makes us all

walk a little taller. Most of the support for
these causes come from without, from people
not afflicted, but who are nonetheless af-
fected by the handicaps suffered by so many.

Kevin Denbok however, is unique. He is
supporting the fight against cystic fibrosis
(CF) from within. Kevin knows what CF is all
about — he’s been living with it for years.
Cystic fibrosis is a life-threatening genetic
disease affecting the respiratory and digestive
systems, and is second only to cancer in
claiming the lives of young people, many be-
ing struck down in their teens.

Contrary to what you might think this
story is all about, Kevin Denbok is not a
charity case. He has much more to offer — he
has a warm and inviting vocal talent and he’s
put it to good use in his fight against CF.
From the time his voice broke at age 13, Den-
bok was convinced he had a talent for writing
and singing and taught himself to play the
guitar which put these other two talents in
proper perspective. His determination paid
off when he wrote his first song at 13.

Save Your Fantasies, was released as a
single and was Denbok’s first step toward
recording an album that could be used to add
even more punch in his fight against CF.

The Kinsmen Clubs of Canada became in-
terested in Denbok’s cause and supplied the
financial backing necessary to take him into
studios for an album session. Russ Little,
well-known trombonist who became promi-
nent in the recording industry as a member of
Lighthouse, took on the job of producing the
album at United Media studios in Toronto.
Having auditioned Denbok, as he would with
any other vocalist or musician he might be
working with, Little was convinced that this
young singer/songwriter had the professional
ability to deliver and the session was set, us-
ing 30 of Toronto’s top session musicians.
The album, People Like You, was released in

July of 1982 and promoted through the more
than 1100 Kinsmen and Kinette clubs. The in-
itial pressing of 5,000 copies were sold within
35 days and to date (April 27) sales have now
topped the 40,000 mark. All profits from
sales of the album go to the Canadian Cystic
Fibrosis Foundation.

Released on the Kinsmen’s New Breath
label, the album was given a further boost
through Denbok launching 2 national promo-
tion tour that took him from Newfoundland
through the West, during which he perform-.
ed at more than 75 concerts. The Tonight
track was taken as a single from the album
with Together Forever on the flip. Radio pro-
grammer support was almost immediate,
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which in itself is a tribute to Denbok’s talent.
Programmers weren't aware of his afflica-
tion. They judged the record on what was in
the grooves. A follow-up single, Turning,
with Don’t Go, on the flip, has been released
and again, the programmer reaction has been
exceptional. All the material on the album
was written by Denbok, who is an associate
writer with PRO Canada.

Denbok returns to the studios in May when
he will cut a duet with Mary Lou Zahalan.
The single, We Can Make It, will be released
the latter part of May. An album session is
being pencilled in for late summer. In the
meantime, Denbok has put together his own
four piece back-up group, With Thanx. For
dates now being scheduled for the spring and
summer.

Canadians can draw as well as anyone - Empry

Toronto: Gino Empry, head of his self-titled
public relations and personal m~nagement
firm, and who is also Entertainment Director
for the four rooms of Toronto’s Royal York
Hotel, says that Canadian performers can
draw just as well as others depending on the
talent.

‘It also depends on the name,” he said.
*‘Being Canadian or American makes no dif-
ference. Anne Murray’s not successful
because she’s Canadian. Performers draw
because they’re good.”

Empry, who presently manages 12 per-
formers, began his company 18 years ago and
has affiliated offices in Chicago, Las Vegas,
Los Angeles, Miami, Montreal and New
York.

Empry says he’s looking at signing other
performers, pointing out that he’s not
necessarily looking for particular types of
entertainers, but noted the important thing is
whether they’re compatable, not their na-

. tionality.

I look for somebody I can do something
with,”” he said. ““‘And I don’t believe in con-
tracts. The only contract [ have is with the
Royal York. We're also partly a booking
agency.”’

Recently Empry has been booking more
rock-oriented performers and groups into the
Royal York.

“I think the Imperial Room can handle
just about any kind of entertainment now. It
took us a while to get into rock, but were do-
ing it now and the hotel seems to like it. The

only act that didn’t do well was Paul Revere
& The Raiders and I think it’s only because
they need to come back for a second time.’’

Empry now estimates that the Royal
York’s audience ranges anywhere from 18 to
80 years of age.

‘‘Hopefully we’re drawing a younger au-
dience,”” he said. ‘**We’ve done that with peo-
ple like Burton Cummings, Ronnie Hawkins,
Peter Allen and Anne Mortifee. We try to
present as many contemporary names as we
can, but some are harder to come by. We try
to provide something for everybody."”

But what will people be looking for in the
future?

“The same mixture - the legends,”” he
pointed out.

Empry, when asked why the media raved
about Ronnie Hawkins after appearing at the
Imperial Room when he has performed at
bars all aver the city, explained that the suc-
cess of The Hawk had to do with the sur-
roundings.

“‘People won't go to see Craig Russell in a
gay bar, but they will come to the Imperial
Room. We’re also not as expensive as we us-
ed to be.”

Empry is currently a personal manager for
such names as Toller Cranston, Salome Bey,
and Karen Kain among others.
