McGibbon said the Arts Council is 

reviewing the report through its planning 
committee, and pointed out the particular 
significance of the report recommendation 

of a two-year review and restructuring of 
OAC priorities. "The report suggests OAC 

re-examine the allocation of its resources 
and revise, priorities for the years ahead," 
he said. 

Total appropriation for the 1983-84 
budget was $17,381,365.00, which in- 
cluded administration costs.
