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Tribute to Art Snider scheduled for Toronto
A roast cum tribute dinner for veteran record
producer Art Snider will be held at the
Teller's Cage in Toronto at 6:30 pm Sunday
Feb. 15. Purpose of the "good-natured
roast" is to raise funds for special treatments
that Snider is going through.

Irving Dobbs, a Toronto songwriter and
longtime friend, is organizing the tribute
which is expected to draw a large turnout in
view of Snider's contribution to the Canadian
music industry over more than 3 decades.
During those years he helped launch the
careers of several well-known Canadian
recording acts including Gordon Lightfoot,
The Mercey Brothers and Ottawa's now
internationally -famous comedian, Rich Lit-
tle. Fittingly enough, during Lightfoot's ac-
ceptance of this year's Juno Hall of Fame
