"Not that
we've seen the end of this one," cautions Bur-
ger, "But we want to be in the position that it
doesn't take us two years to get the next album
ready."

In the meantime, Dion continues her
hectic schedule, promoting her mini-series in
Quebec, and promoting her album in the U.K.,
Norway, Spain, Holland, Switzerland, Ger-
many, Belgium and Austria which will end just
in time for her to make the Juno Awards in
Vancouver.
