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Dummies lead Canadians in Grammy nominations

Winnipeg’s Crash Test Dummies completed a
tremendous break-through year by grabbing
three nominations for the 37th annual Grammy
Awards, which take place March 1 in Los
Angeles.

The Dummies are up for three awards:
best new artist, best alternative music
performance (for the album God Shuffled His
Feet) and best duo/group pop performance
(for the single Mmm Mmm Mmm Mmm).

The Dummies lead a strong Canadian
contingent at this year’s Grammy’s, which
also features two nods for Toronto native Neil
Young, who will attempt to break through a
lengthy drought at the awards. Young is
nominated for best male rock vocal
performance for the song Philadelphia, from
the movie soundtrack, and for best rock album
for his current release, Sleeps With Angels.

David Foster, who grabbed seven
nominations at last year’s awards, is once
again nominated for producer of the year,
which he won last year.

Another Canadian artist making a strong
US breakthrough, Sarah McLachlan, will fight
it out with the Dummies for best alternative

music performance. Also nominated in the
category are Tori Amos, Green Day and Nine
Inch Nails.

Quebec pop songstress Celine Dion will
make another Grammy appearance this year,
with her version of The Power Of Love
nominated inthe female pop vocal performance
category.

K.D. Lang is named in the pop vocal
collaboration category, for her duet with Tony
Bennett on Moonglow, taken from Bennett’s
MTV Unplugged album, an album also
nominated for album of the year.

In the same pop vocal collaboration
category, Bryan Adams is nominated, along
with Sting and Rod Stewart, for the song All
For Love, from the Three Musketeers
Soundtrack. Other nominees in this category
are Al Green and Lyle Lovett (from Rhythm,
Country & Blues), John Mellencamp and
Me’Shell NdegeOcello (the track Wild Nights
from his Dance Naked album) and Luther
Vandross and Mariah Carey (Endless Love,
from Vandross’ Songs record).

Other Canadians nominated include hard
rock perennials Rush, nominated in the rock

instrumental category for Leave That Thing
Alone; Raffi in the children’s album category
for Bananaphone; and St. Catherine’s polka
king Walter Ostanek, who looks for a third
consecutive Grammy in the polka album
category for his Music And Friends album.

Thirteen Canadian artists were nominated
at last year’s event (a record), but only Foster
and Ostanek took home any hardware.

In the big three categories the nominees
shape up like this:

Record of the year: I'll Make Love To
You (Boyz Il Men); He Thinks He’ll Keep Her
(Mary Chapin Carpenter); All [ Wanna Do
(Sheryl Crow); Love Sneakin’ Up On You
(Bonnie Raitt) and Streets Of Philadelphia
(Bruce Springsteen).

Album of the year: MTV Unplugged
(Tony Bennett); The Three Tenors In Concert
1994 (Carreras, Domingo & Pavarotti); From
The Cradle (Eric Clapton); Longing In Their
Hearts (Bonnie Raitt) and Seal (Seal).

Song of the year: All I Wanna Do (Sheryl
Crow); Can You Feel The Love Tonight
(Elton John); Circle Of Life (Elton John); 1
Swear (All-4-One and John Michael
Montgomery) and Streets Of Philadelphia
(Bruce Springsteen).

Island Records’ The Cranberries finally made it Toronto after numerous
cancellations, and the trip was well worth it. The band was presented with
platinum awards for the latest release No Need To Argue by A&M/lIsland/

Motown's national and Toronto branch staff.
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Nashville retaliation ... ? Well, what
did you expect? CMT will restrict its Canadian
video lineup to only those Canadian artists
who are signed to a US label, which is less than
2% of the entire Canadian industry. Now this
only reflects CMT’s programming, not TNN’s
other segments. It’s too bad this whole thing
about bumping CMT off Canadian cable
couldn’t have been handled a little more
delicately. Did you know that 91% of cable
households in the world get CMT. They are
big in Europe, soon to be big in South America
and the Asian/Pacific Rim countries, and
obviously big in the US, but nowhere to be
seen in Canada. (EC: Thanks CRTC . . . !)

A political ally. .. ? Look who’s coming
out swinging in support of Canada’s music
community. Senator Allan MacEachen, no
less, the powerful co-chairman of the joint
Commons-Senate committee. In an article in
the Nov. 19/94 issue of The Economist, which
Al Mair sent along, MacEachen was described
as being one who “has long argued that a
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country’s image is better projected by its
cultural exports -- singers, writers, artists --
than by politicians or even peacekeepers.”
Wait, there’s more. MacEachen who was
Trudeau’s foreign minister goes on to suggest
that “the projection of Canada’s culture abroad
should be a fundamental dimension of its
foreign policy,” which the report argues “is
the better-than-borrowed image by which
Canada is best known abroad today -- and
rightly.” Now that hurts, but it’s true. Here’s
MacEachen’s kicker, “Canada’s cultural
image, good in itself, could help sell Canadian
products too. Artistic groups should accompany
ministers on trade missions.” (EC: I always
liked Mac . . . !)

John Donabie moves on . . . ! This
veteran broadcaster has been on the air for
most of the radio stations in southern Ontario,
and a few outside. He joined CISS-FM when
that country giant made its Toronto debut last
year and he was a charmer on his afternoon
drive show. He will be missed, but he will still
be around, popping up at record companies
looking for records and attending all the
openings and launches. He is going to be busy
doing more freelance work and spending more
time with his computer business. Donabie is
being replaced by Chris James, who gives up
his midday post to Lisa Rendall, who did
swing. What a break for Rendall. She’saradio
star in waiting. She has great delivery and she
knows country. By the way, a pre-requisite
for capsulizing country news for a country
station newsletter should be a thorough and
real knowledge of the subject. What’s wrong
with the in-house guy, Cliff Dumas? Now,
there’s a nose for news. (EC: Righton . . .!)

Hey! Hey! Hagood Hardy . . . ! How
about that? Hagood Hardy, who knows a lot
about pianos, will be running against Bob
Rae, who knows a little bit about politics, in
the next election. Gentle Bob better watch out,
Hagood’s a charmer. (EC: And he’s a better
piano player . . . !)

After all is said and done . . . !
Clicking onand off the New Country Network,
when I'm visiting friends or a friendly bar
where I can switch channels, turns out to be
not so bad. I tive in a remote, backwater that
isn’t wired for cable, so I’m not a contributor
to building the Rogers empire. But a dish?
Yes! I'm looking. Anyway, NCN may be
risking its national parameters as far as a
national audience is concerned. Country means
a lot more in Kamloops, Halifax, Saskatoon
and Dauphin, than it does in Toronto. So, cut
out the crap. Give us country or let us eat cake.
Onthe other hand, alittle bit of sugar wouldn’t
hurt, now that Rawlco has opened its doors. If
you don’t like what they’re programming,
drop them a note, but be constructive. [’ve got
to say one thing, in my limited viewing of the
channel, I've seen more Cancon videos than
I’ve ever seen, and I haven’t seen any that |
haven’t liked. (EC: Now YOU get off the pot.
Are you fir 'em or agin ‘em . . . ?)

GO services the Junos . . . ! Those
drunks who were afraid to go to the Junos
because of the long drive to that hockey arena,
just might have an out. Rumours have it that

a VIP-type of car will be added to each GO
train that travels between Toronto and Hamilton
on that most hallowed day for the record
industry. Kind of like the Orient Express,
with finger food, champagne and coffee from
Juan Valdez and his donkey. That’s pretty
neat, and the arena is within walking distance
from the GO station. The only big problem is
determining the time schedule. Everyone would
want to be on the car with the donkey. (EC:
Is there a hidden message there . . . ?)

Speaking of the Junos . . . ! Things
are too quiet on Merton Street. What’s going
on? I saw a couple of the CARAS people
recently and they actually looked relaxed.
Could everything be going according to plan?
Is acooler head calling all the right shots? Are
they about to announce who the host of this
year’s show will be? And, speaking of hosts,
the best one that comes to my mind at this
juncture in time is John McDermott. Forget
Jim Carey. He would have been great, but the
CARAS people waited too long. (EC: Yeah!
How about John McDermott . . . ?)

Disney has arrived . . . ! The Disney
people were in town laying down a bit of PR
for the staging of Beauty & The Beast set to
open at Toronto’s Princess Of Wales Theatre
on August 8. Us press weasels were treated to
a piano recital of the new songs that will
appear in the stage production, performed by
Alan Menken, who co-wrote the songs with
Tim Rice. We also had a glimpse of what the
Beast goes through in getting made up,
something like three hours. He doesn’t wear it
to bed, so that means he has to go through that
ordeal each night and for matinees. Disney
doesn’t look for the big stars, most of whom
are prima donnas, to bring in audiences. They
concentrate on the character, with appropriate
talent of course, and build on that, and it’s
paid off pretty good with the New York run.
The Mirvi did the same with Tommy. So
maybe it’s a growing trend. Anyway, Miss
Saigon, after a most successful run will vacate
the theatre that was built for it on April 30. Old
smoothie Ed Mirvish says about the $12 million
Beauty & The Beast, “A fantasy fit for a
princess.” The Disney people are hoping to
have a 100% Cancon cast, and, if they have
the same kind of luck Tommy had, it’s in the
bag. (EC: They can use the MAPL logo on
their advertising . . . !)

Heritage Minister puts butt on line for Cancon

When Canadian Heritage Minister Michel
Dupuy released information on the introduction
of a public performance right and a blank-tape
royalty to augment the copyright act (1988
revisions to the 1921 copyright act) on Dec.
22/94, he let it be known that he wasn’t too
concerned about criticism nor threats of
reprisals from the US.

In the few weeks since Dupuy’s
announcement at Toronto’s Royal York Hotel,
there has been signs of growing opposition to
the bill, which is called Phase 11, on both sides
of the border.

The Canadian Association of Broadcasters
(CAB) has already indicated its intention of
mounting a battle against the performance
right, or neighbouring rights as they are best
known. CAB’s Michael McCabe suggests therc
could be “severe cutbacks,” for local
programming at private stations, predicting
there could be as many as 50 radio stations bite
the dust

Much can happen before the bill is in a
position to be voted on. It’s expected the bill
could take up to two years to reach the House

of Commons and the Senate, and, if it ts
passed, there would be a five-year transition
period for the implementation of both the fees
for neighbouring rights and blank tape royalty.

Neighbouring rights is described as
referring “to activities related to copyright
that were codified internationally in the
Convention for the Protection of Performers,
Producers and Phonograms, and Broadcasting
Organizations (1961, the Rome Convention).”

The Convention also points out that “In
the absence of neighbouring rights legislation,
neither performers nor producers have the
legal right to remuneration for public
performance or broadcasting of their
recordings, while broadcasters receive no
protection for their signals.”

Dupuy stressed that neighbouring rights
“will ensure, among other things, that
producers and performers of sound recordings
will be remunerated when their songs are
played on the radio. The level of fees under the
proposed regime will take into account the
financial situation of radio broadcasters.”

home-recording media and hardware, but it
doesn’t have a performance right in place,
although it is expected to become a reality
over the next few years. Until the US comes
into line, its recording artists, musicians-and
producers will not share in the fees from sales
of audiotapes and the royalties paid to air
performances by Canadian broadcasters.

Oddly enough, the Recording Industry
Association of America (RIAA), the Canadian
Recording Industry Association’s (CRIA) US
counterpart, has taken a somewhat subdued
stand against the Canadian action. Introducing
neighbouring rights in Canada is expected to
be an influencing factor in its US debut, with,
of course, the support of all the majors.

SOCAN isn’t too happy either.
Neighbouring rights is seen as a threat for that
performance rights organization in asking for
increased payments from broadcasters.

There is also a bit of confusion over who
will collect and distribute the funds, and, in
the case of the tape levy, how much. It was
indicated the levy would be between 5 and 15
cents per tape. In any event, lobbyists on both
sides of the border will be kept busy for the
next couple of years, not to mention the herd
of legal beagles from various US government
agencies.

Broadcast legend Byron MacGregor is dead at 46

Byron MacGregor, who popularized the
recording of The Americans in 1973, died
from complications of pneumonia on Jan. 3 at
Detroit’s Henry Ford Hospital. He was 46.

Born Gary Mack in Calgary, Mr.
MacGregor began his radio career with on-air
shifts at radio stations in Yorkton,
Saskatchewan, Winnipeg and Calgary. Shortly
after joining the 50,000 watter, CKLW-AM,
in 1967 at the age of 19, he became the toast
of Detroit and Windsor. He was the news
voice at The Big Eight, which fashioned its
news on the Drake Top 40 format of 20/20
News. His powerful voice and unique delivery
of news also made him one of the more
popular television anchor people in the Detroit
area.

From 1977 through 1990, Mr.
MacGregor anchored the morning or afternoon

prime-time newscasts for WWJ-AM, and also
anchored the prime-time evening newscast for
WKBD-TV (Channel 50) in Detroit. In recent
years, he was the news director and morning
anchor for Group W Radio/WLLZ in Detroit
and Greater Media’s WCSX-FM in Detroit.
He became an American citizen in 1983.

In 1974, Mr. MuacGregor hired Jo-Jo
Shutty, a former Miss Teenage Detroit and
World’s Baton-Twirling Champion, as the
broadcast industry’s first female helicopter
trattic reporter. They were married in 1976.

Mr. MacGregor gained international fame
in 1973 with his narrative recording of The
Americans, a tribute to the US, written by
Canadian broadcast legend, the late Gordon

Sinclair. Mr. MacGregor picked up the piece,
which was aired by Sinclair on his own CFRB
Toronto show. Both of the readings were
released as recordings. Sinclair’s recording
went to #30 on the RPM 100 (Feb. 23/74) and
to #24 on the US trades. Mr. MacGregor’s
version peaked at #42 on the RPM 100 (Feb.
16/74) and at #4 on the US trades.

Interestingly enough, Mr. MacGregor’s
release sold in excess of 3.5 million copies in
the US, and he never accepted any payment.
He donated all his procecds from the recording,
more than $125,000, to the American Red
Cross. Mr. Sinclair also donated all his
proceeds to the American Red Cross.

Mr. MacGregor is survived by his wife
Jo-Jo, mother Murdena Mack and sister Leilani
Harvie of Calgary, and brother Hudson Mack,
who lives in Victoria.

Show Boat producer takes action against Ontario

Live Entertainment of Canada (Livent), the
producers of Show Boat, is taking the Ontario
government to court, alleging it aided, through
funding, protests against its musical.have filed
a $20.5-million action against the government
of Ontario.

The $20.5-million action, filed in Ontario
Court General Division, claims that provincial
grants to protest groups violates its freedom of
expression.

The action also claims government grants
to the Coalition To Stop Show Boat and other
protesters who tagged the musical racist
contradicted a government policy not to take
a stand on the issue.

It was also apparently alleged by Livent

that the Ontario Ministry of Citizenship’s
Anti-Racial Secretariat gave the coalition and
other groups $200,000 in grants to protest
against the musical, which the ministry denies.

It was also claimed in Livent’s suit that
with the protesters mounting their daily vigil,
ticket sales were adversely effected and that
school groups cancelled trips.

The action takes particular aim at the
school situation citing “false representations
made by protesters to school boards throughout
Metropolitan Toronto caused some of these
boards to prohibit school-sponsored outings
by students to Show Boat.” Livent is
particularly proud of its student education
policy that allows school-aged children to
view the workings of all its musicals through
backstage tours and meeting cast members.

The suit also challenges the creation and
operation of the government’s Anti-Racism
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Secretariat, suggesting that it discourages
expression it deems racist and that such activity
violates the Charter of Rights and Freedoms.
The Livent suit is claiming $10-million
in general damages and #10-million in punitive
damages and $500,000 in expenses.

Show Boat opened in October, 1993 at
the North York Performing Arts Centre, now
the Ford Centre For The Performing Arts,
where it will run to June of this year.

Livent’s Broadway version of Show Boat
opened this past fall without any complaints.
Interestingly enough the New York production
broke all previous Broadway records for the
highest single-week box office gross chalking
up US$1,021,212 for the eight performances
for the week ending Jan. 1, 1995.

Thunder, like many ather aboriginal artists, has
a raw, natural intensity to his voice, which
breeds a certain authenticity into his music.

Interestingly enough, this
collection was actually recorded back in the
summer of 1988, in Werchter, Belgium, during
the midst of torrential rainstorm. The video of
the concert was eventually televised both in
Canada and the US, but the album was held back
for several years, mainly because Adams didn‘t
feel the time was right to release a live record.
Now, however, with Adams achieving enormous
popularity around the world, A&M felt the time
was right to finally release the album. Unlike
many live efforts that come out these days, this
one is as live as it gets - no overdubs, no studio
trickery. And unlike many live albums, this one
simply doesn’t concentrate on the artist's
greatest hits. Adams throws in a number of non-
hits, like She’s Only Happy When She’s Dancin’,
Hearts On Fire and Long Gone, as well as rock
and roll faves like Walking After Midnight and |
Fought The Law. Adams is one of the biggest
rock and roll artists there is right now, and this
simply confirms that fact.
