To Merchandising, Promotion 
London Records' latest sales 

program, known as FP -66 (Fall 
Policy Program for 1966), first 
introduced in mid -July as a key 
element of the firm's release of 
26 new albums for fall mer- 
chandising, involves an un- 
usually heavy emphasis on 
merchandising. The plan, which 
incorporates "product, stability 
and profit," as London execs 
announced during four recent 
regional sales meetings, brings 
into the spotlight a volume of 
special promotional materials 
for window and in-store use, 
colorful printed literature and 
personal appearance tie-ins in 
addition to advertising. 

A major element is a huge 
piece built around the best- 
selling Phase 4 pianist, Ronnie 
Aldrich. This unit ties in all 
seven current Aldrich sets on 
Phase 4, and is expected to 
come in for prime attention, 
in view of the artist's impend- 
ing first visit to the United 
States in September. 

Also in connection with the 
new Phase 4 release of six 
albums, is a stereo demo LP 
for in-store auditions of the 
new releases .by dealers; stereo 
dept's; hi-fi sections; audio 
equipment outlets etc., and a 
host of promotional LPs for 
both mono and stereo stations. 
AM stations will receive, in 
addition to samples of London's 

four new regular pop releases, 
mono versions of new Phase 4 
LPs by Aldrich, Frank Chacks- 
field and Ted Heath. 

All 26 new releases will be 
heavily promoted through a 
series of trade paper spreads 
and an extensive cooperative 
newspaper ad program. Retail- 
ers may obtain details of the 
program through their distrib- 
utors. London itself will be 
advertising the new product in 
the Phase 4, pop, classical and 
international divisions in maga- 
zine advertising as well, be- 
tween now and the end of the 
year. 

The newly announced London 
FP -66 program is the third 
consecutive, long-range pro- 
gram initiated by the firm since 
July of 1965. With these six- 
month -long programs, London 
execs believe sales perform- 
ances become even more effec- 
tive, since customers can oper- 
ate with confidence that a 
different set of discount pat- 
terns won't suddenly be intro- 
duced to upset previous plan- 
ning and stocking. 

The present FP -66 Program 
which offers discounts, delayed 
payment plans and a special 
100 percent exchange arrange- 
ment on Phase 4 and the Man- 
tovani catalog is in effect until 
next Dec. 31. 

Concert Review 

Mamas & Papas, 

Simon & Gar Wow 
FOREST HILLS-The Mamas 

and the Papas did a swell job 
in their first New York area 
concert last week at Forest Hills. 
Columbia's Simon and Garfunkel 
opened the show and they ap- 
pealed to the crowd too. 

The 'Ms and Ps demonstrated 
that they have what it takes to 
remain on the scene-imagina- 
tion. Their arrangements of 
their hits-"Monday, Monday" 
and California Dreamin' "-are 
different, decidedly musical and 
worthy of attention. 

The foursome performed all 
their numbers winningly, al- 
though their stint was marred 
by swapping too many barbs 
with a heckler in a down -front 
seat. The group should just 
sing. That's what the crowd 
was there to hear. 

Mama Cass Elliot is the vocal 
mainstay of the group. A rev- 
ved up Kate Smith (as one of 
the New York dailies ob- 
served), she has a powerful, 
supple contralto and is ex- 

tremely graceful to watch des- 
pite the now renowned pound- 
age. 

Cass was especially delightful 
singing "I Call Your Name" 
from the first Ms and Ps album 
and "Darwin' in the Street" due 
out on the second album. 

Dennis Doherty is also a re- 
liable and hefty singer and 
Mama Jill Gibson and Papa - 
songwriter John Phillips know 
what they're up to. 

Simon and Garfunkel dug 
through their songbag of quasi - 
poetic statements on lack of 
communication, depression and 
loneliness. Although the Paul 
Simon -penned tunes are short on 
melody (the lad was once quoted 
as saying he's notinterested in 
tunes), their messages are com- 
pelling in the way some of e. 
e. cummings, Emily Dickinson 
and Robert Frost compel the 
college crowd. 

Duo did "I Am a Rock," 
"Sounds of Silence," "Dangling 
Conversation," "Red Rubber 
Ball" (the best Simon song since 
it doesn't take itself too seri- 
ously) and the near sell-out 
crowd was extremely pleased.- 
Dave Finkle.

NEW YORK-Twelve months 
in the business and already 
they've accounted for two gold 
records and more than 10 mil- 
lion in record sales throughout 
the world. That's the impressive 
record of Myrna and Leonard 
Stogel who, as Leonard Stogel & 
Associates, Ltd., celebrated 
their first anniversary as a 
personal management office on 
Aug. 9. 

"The company was formed 
last year with one act and one 
song. But it was quite a start, 
because the act was Sam the 
Sham, and the song was 'Wooly 
Bully,'" stated Stogel. 

"Within a matter of weeks 
Sam had turned 'Wooly Bully' 
into a gold record, and we were 
on our way." 

In the late fall of last year, 
Sam, Myrna and Lenny were 
presented with the award for 
the record of the year. 

"That was a very big thrill," 
said Lenny. "Myrna and I could 
hardly believe it was happening 
to us. After all, at that time we 
had been in business for less 
than three months." 

Getting off to such a flying 
start brought all kinds of re- 
cording acts flocking to the 
company's offices at 155 East 
55th St., and this meant Myrna 
and Lenny had to draw up their 
own set of rules. 

Had to be Proud First 
"We decided we would repre- 

sent only acts we could be per -

sonally proud of," said Myrna. 
"We began to look for acts who 
were dedicated to bringing only 
credit to their profession." 

The first group to meet these 
requirements was the Royal- 
ettes, who record for MGM. 

Their first release with the 
infant management company 
was "It's Gonna Take a Mira- 
cle," which zoomed to number 
16 on the national charts. 

Then came the Southern - 
based college group, the 
Swingin' Medallions, whose 
"Double Shot" went to number 
18 and sold around half a mil- 
lion copies. 

The following months saw 
Myrna and Lenny add acts like 
the Gants on Liberty Records, 
James Carr on Gold Wax, the 
Jones Boys on Atco, Van Dyke 
Parks on MGM, Rege Mull and 
the Spike Drivers to their 
roster. 

"Then, some weeks ago," said 
Lenny, "a new artist appeared 
on the scene. His name was 
Napoleon XIV and he produced 
what I think is the novelty 
record of the decade." 

Less than two weeks after its 
release, Napoleon's record had 
sold more than half a million 
copies, and was hard on the 
heels of another record by a 
Stogel act: "Lil' Red Riding 
Hood" by Sam the Sham. 

"It was very exciting watch- 
ing both these records race each 
other up the charts," said 
Lenny. "Then, we were told 
that, according to one of the 
charts, Sam had won the race to 
the top. 

"It was no less a thrill to 
learn that James Carr had en- 
tered the chart at number 100, 
because it meant we opened and 
closed the list for that week." 

Impressive though their first 
12 months have been, Lenny 
and Myrna have no intention of 
resting on their past accom- 
plishments. 

Myrna Heads Pubberies 
"Myrna is in charge of the 

music publishing companies we 
have, and we are building up 
that part of the business rapid- 
ly," Lenny revealed. 

"We're also building a pro- 
duction company so that we can 
independently produce most of 
our artists. 

"We're planning to open a 
California office by the first of 
the year and although we'll al- 
ways stay in the pop music 
field, we will enter all aspects 
of show business." 

When a company in any field 
starts off with as big a bang as 
Leonard Stogel & Associates 
has done, then they must be 
doing something right.

The old pros are still providing the dependable supply of 

guaranteed hit R&B product. All the artists on the big R&B 
labels' rosters, both old and new, consistently come up with 
the records that "happen." They know "where it's at" for the 
market place! 

For example, "Knock on Wood," Eddie Floyd, Stax, is now 
positively confirmed for his first smash in a long while. It 
is a giant in Washington, and broke wide open in Cleveland, 
St. Louis, New Orleans, Baltimore, etc. Al Bell is so thrilled 

that he can't speak, and you know that's 
something! Then, "B -A -B -Y," Carla Thomas, 
Stax, is fantastic in sales. But that's what 
we expect from Carla, and she has blossomed 
into a mature class artist, and her new LP 
will prove that she will be in the Nancy 
Wilson league. Jim Stewart feels, justifi- 
ably, that if a class song like "B -A -B -Y" 
were ever given exposure pop, then this 
would be a pop hit. But, this never happens, 

although it will eventually. 
Ed Wright, WABQ, Cleveland, tells me that the flip of 

Johnny Taylor, "Just the One I've Been Looking For," has 
busted into his Top 10. So Lucky Cordell, WVON, Chicago, 
is now playing this side also. The "A" side, "Love Somebody's 
Baby," is over 100,000. Cleveland and Chicago have been 
breaking the same R&B records lately, but some of those 
records don't do much in other markets. So there are market 
differences and regional hits in R&B, just as in pop, and no 
one can give a good explanation for it.

Walker are stupendous. His station pick last week, "You 
Busted My Mind," Judy Clay, Scepter, is breaking. "Ain't 
Nobody Home," Howard Tate, Verve, which they started, con- 
tinues large, and it is big in N.Y., Baltimore and broke in 
Philadelphia, Cleveland, Chicago, Memphis, etc. Bill predicts 
that "We Got Love," Enchanters, Loma, will be another big 
one for Jerry Ragovoy. I had the pleasure of speaking with 
"The Queen," Martha Jean Steinberg, and her biggest blues 
is the Johnny Taylor on Stax. I'm looking for her to start 
another big soul sound like she did with James Cleveland. 
The Fascinations and Mary Love continue large at WCHB. 
New at WCHB: "Swear By Stars Above," Ben E. King; Olym- 
pics; Temptations. 

"B Side" Ed Wright of Cleveland is doing it again: He tells 
me sales are starting on the "You're My Fellow," Edwin Starr, 
and he is on the "Hey Diddle Diddle" side of the Marvin 
Gaye. He is on Anthony; Temptations; Jimmy Hughes, picks 
Lou Rawls; and Eddie Floyd and Supremes are giants. 

Lucky Cordell, WVON, Chicago, wants you to know his Top 
Pick is "But It's Alright," J. J. Jackson, Calla. The Jr. Walker 
is a smash and Monk Higgins hit Top 10. WVON Picks are: 
Eddie Floyd and "I've Got Something Good," Sam & Kitty, 
Atlantic. 

Chuck Cunningham called, and he is cooking at KATZ, St. 
Louis . . . I've learned that WAPX, Montgomery, Ala. has 
reopened with Mr. Lee and Allan Dixon. The other R&B sta- 
tion there is WRMA with Ellis Ford and "Alley Cat," l'al 
Patrick, formerly of WERD, Atlanta.

Epstein Clears Up Priest Champions Dot 'Wipeout' 
Lennon Statements Jones' `Dream' Deck Hits Again 
NEW YORK - Beatles Man- 

ager Brian Epstein jetted to 
New York recently (August 5) 
to read a statement to the press 
concerning the John Lennon 
statements on Christianity that 
had so aroused some southern 
radio stations earlier. 

Epstein said in the statement 
(which had been approved by 
Lennon over the phone) that the 
quotes had been misunderstood 
out of their original context, 
which was an interview by 
Maureen Cleave in the London 
Evening Standard. Lennon's in- 
tentions in stating that the 
Beatles were "more popular 
than Christianity" were to criti- 
cize the current times which had 
replaced some of their religious 
faith with contemporary idols. 

Epstein said that the inter- 
view had been meant to be 
printed exclusively in the Eve- 
ning Standard and that neither 
he nor Lennon had been pre- 
pared for the reprint in teen 
fan magazine Datebook. 

It was from the Datebook 
version of the article that the 
radio stations had taken their 
quotes. 

Epstein also stated that, al- 
though the furor had him wor- 
ried about the Beatle tour (now 
underway), there were no plans 
to cancel it in part or in en- 
tirety. 

He noted that ticket sales in 
Memphis had picked up notice- 
ably, the closest concert site to 
Birmingham where the contro- 
versy first flared. 

The Evening Standard first 
ran the John Lennon interview 
in March in a series of four 
interviews with the four Beatles.

Taking Care of Business 

By DEL SHIELDS 

NARA Meet Jazz Breakthrough 
One of the most significant 

breakthroughs for jazz recogni- 
tion took place at the recently 
held 11th Annual Convention of 
the National Association of 
Radio Announcers, held at the 
Waldorf-Astoria Hotel in New 
York Aug. 11-14. 

The occasion was the First 
Annual Awards Dinner at 
Which time about 500 disk 
jockeys who voted in the "best 
of music" categories selected 

Ramsey Lewis' 
single, "In 
Crowd," on 
Cadet and Jim- 
my Smith's 
"Got My Mojo 
Working" al- 
bum on Verve 
as the two best 
jazz perform- 
ances of the 
year. 

This was the first time disk 
jockeys had made formal pref- 
erences of their jazz choices. 
And what was even more im- 
portant was the profile of the 
djs who are primarily R & B 
jocks who over the past year 
have greatly increased their 
programming of jazz records. 

Richard Groove Holmes' 
"Misty" on Prestige, a rather 
late entry in the "best of" 
ranks, made an impressive 
showing.

New Jazz Audience 

That the R & B jocks in- 
cluded in their selections jazz 
is indicative of the trend we 
have been using as our premise 
the past few months: jazz is 
better than ever. There is a 
trend growing and it might pos- 
sibly be due to an awareness 
that there is a new jazz audi- 
ence available among the 17-25 
age group, and possibly the 
older jazz members are finally 
receiving jazz programming in 
the daylight hours. FM stations 
across the nation are beaming 
more and more jazz. Just last 
week we heard from Jim Sam- 
uels in the Virgin Islands who 
programs a nightly show of 
jazz, on WBNB. In Charlotte, 
Jackson, Mississippi, Florida, 
Texas and in the other South- 
ern areas jazz is no longer a 
stranger to radio programming. 

In the New York area, our 
own station, WLIB/FM, has in- 

creased its programming to 12 
hours in five months of opera- 
tion and is making plans to add 
six more hours before the end 
of the year. 

There is a market, and the 
R & B jocks are to be applauded 
for giving to jazz this recogni- 
tion. 

The actions of the jocks, how- 
ever, are not purely altruistic, 
since they were greatly respon- 
sible for the airing and expos- 
ing of these records. And they 
certainly deserve to take a bow. 

Within the group of NARA 
are a number of jazz jocks or 
R & B jocks who program jazz. 
The combined efforts of these 
jocks are making it possible for 
jazz to be exposed and are cre- 
ating programs where the ex- 
posure of records are making 
jazz records big sellers. 

It is also an indication that 
successful commercial jazz that 
sells and builds audiences is 
not a "sell-out" of the artist. It 
is good to know that we are no 
longer condemning the jazz per- 
former who is a success. And 
even in their success, they still 
are creative and personify class 
and gentlemanliness in their 
personal and professional lives. 

The Passing of Bud Powell 
In line with this recognition, 

one of the great jazz voices was 
stilled the other week. Earl 
"Bud" Powell passed away in 
Kings County Hospital in 
Brooklyn. 

The daily newspapers imme- 
diately proclaimed that a jazz 
giant had passed and his body 
was lying unclaimed in the 
morgue. 

The news was released be- 
fore the papers bothered to take 
time out to find out what ar- 
rangements were being made 
and by whom. Apparently, there 
are still those who feel that 
jazz is something better left 
unsaid. 

At our station, we were im- 
mediately in touch with the 
hospital and through the con- 
sent of our General Manager, 
Harry Novik, offered not only 
assistance but willingness to 
arrange for the burial to in- 
sure that Powell was given a 
service in keeping with the 
marvelous position he enjoyed 
as one of the great innovators 
in jazz. 

In addition, we were in touch 
with Rev. John Gensel whose 
prestorate is to the jazz world 
in New York. 

Through Rev. Gensel we were 
kept informed of the prepara- 
tions being made and the noti- 
fication of Bud's family. 

Daily accounts were given of 
the plans for burial and his 
funeral. Half hour tributes were 
programmed of Bud's music 
each day. 

An hour was cleared by our 
news and programming depart- 
ment to air a special one hour 
discussion program featuring 
Jackie McClean, the altoist; 
Chris White, bass player for- 
merly with Dizzy now with the 
Billy Taylor Trio; Donald Byrd, 
the trumpeter; and Kenny Dor- 
ham, the trumpet star and 
Downbeat reviewer. 

The program was hosted by 
Gil Noble, WLIB newsman and 
Special Events Director. 

Musicians' Relationships 
The conversations centered 

on the relationship these musi- 
cians had with Bud and his in- 
fluence on jazz. It was a lively, 
spirited and free -wheeling con- 
versation between men who 
have devoted years of their life 
to the jazz arts. They pulled no 
punches and expressed honestly 
but without bitterness, their 
concern over the lack of appre- 
ciation of the jazz men by the 
music public. 

Yet, within the context of 
their conversation they were 
unaware that their appearance 
on a program beamed to thou- 
sands of people in the greater 
metropolitan area of New Yok 
was then making more people 
aware of the jazz men. 

By the end of the week, Bud 
Powell's death was well known 
to the jazz peer, and the news- 
papers, too, took a different 
slant. They buried the sensa- 
tionalism. They did not look 
for the drug association as so 
often happens with jazz musi- 
cians who pass. Instead they 
began writing of his death in 
the respectful tones his pass- 
ing merited. 

On Monday, Bud came home 
to Harlem. And with a cortege 
and a marching band plus a 
group of musicians who played 
his tunes. Bud's final hours 
were a warm tribute from a 
public grateful to him for his 
legacy and asking him to un- 
derstand their long delay in 
showinz their appreciation.

In English ... 
We have been informed by Normand Kurtz, the attorney for 

the Record Merchants Association, that New York State has just 
passed two acts which are extremely important to the record 
industry. The first outlaws the unauthorized duplication of phon- 
ograph records and makes it a misdemeanor to do so. Anyone 
who "knowingly" transfers or causes to be transferred any 
sounds recorded on a phonograph record, tape, film or other item 
on which sounds are recorded, with "intent" to sell or use for 
profit through public performance without the "consent" of the 
owner, is guilty. This bill finally gives a record company the 
leverage, through police investigation, to stop pirating. 

The second act deals with the conduct of record companies in 
labeling, specifically the use of the word "stereo" or "stereo- 
phonic" and the obligation of the manufacturer to place its name 
and address on the finished product. Pursuant to this bill, a record 
company can be guilty of a misdemeanor if it "knowingly" sells, 
distributes and circulates a phonograph record without the name 
and address of the manufacturer on the outside cover or jacket 
containing such record. 

A manufacturer who prints or labels the words "stereo" or 
"stereophonic" on a phonograph record or on an outside cover 
or jacket "knowing" that such record is not stereophonic, is 
guilty of a misdemeanor. The act has defined the term "stereo- 
phonic" to mean a recording having two distinctly separate modu- 
lations derived from an original live recording, utilizing a mini- 
mum of two (2) separate channels, except that a "stereo" 
phrase may be used with .a recording having two (2) distinctly 
separate modulations derived from an original monophonic re- 
cording "If clear and conspicuous disclosure is made" next to 
the phrase that the recording has been changed from monophonic 
to stimulate stereophonic reproduction. 

This act shall take effect on Jan. 1, 1967, and shall apply only 
with respect to records manufactured after Jan. 1, 1967.

NEW YORK-Tom de Cillis, 

President of Ramot Enterprises, 
announced that the independent 
record production and talent 
management firm has just 
signed a new femme vocal 
group called the Sound of Soul. 
Their first Ramot produced ses- 
sion was previewed at the 
NARA Convention this past 
weekend. The Sound of Soul 

will be managed by Ramot 
under the supervision of Ed 
Leipzig, head of Talent Man- 
agement. 

Leipzig also announced that 
Ramot will manage and produce 
another new pactee known as 
"R" Gang. This male vocal and 
instrumental combo will soon 
be recorded by Ramot with a 
label affiliation now being set 
by de Cillis.
