A few
seasons ago everyone was sitting around wondering just what
direction, or trend, the then slightly sluggish business would
take next. Poof, the Beatles. And buying records became possibly
a greater habit than ever before for an international public.

So, more recently it has been the Monkees, with success not
only on both singles and albums but also on television, where
their Beatle-like, zany half-hour each week is proving one of
the few solid hits of a video season in which some of the biggest
show biz names already have gone down with the ratings.

What is in store for the Gurus? That is written only in the
sands of time. But from their polished, electric showmanship,
their fresh but still very contemporary sounding performance
af last week’s coming-out party—well, it doesn’t take a Guru to
predict another exciting record world success story here.

And the entire industry once again will bloom in reflected
glory.

six weeks. The next day, there
were long lines at ‘World’: peo-
ple wanted to see the ‘What
Kind of Fool Am I' show.”

“Oliver!” opened on the West
Coast first, Richmond recalled,
“and stayed out for about five
months. The RCA original cast
album was released in Septem-
ber, in San Francisco; and by
the time the show opened in
New York in January, 125,000
albums had been sold.”

Other shows coming from

TRO (and frequently from
overseas) are likely to be
“Cyrano,” via Newley and
Bricusse; “Nell Gwynn,” John
Worth; Sandy Wilson’s “Di-
vorce Me, Darling”; the new
Swann and Flanders revue;

and Oscar Brand and Paul Nas-

The album, unusual in itself, is
extraordinary in that Vanguard
has chosen to surround Miss
Baez’ crystal clear voice with
original ancient and medieval
instruments.

“Noél,” a collection of 17 tra-
ditional songs was recorded un-
der the personal supervision of
Vanguard’s co-president May-
nard Solomon. Miss Baez is
accompanied by a Consort of
Recorders, a Consort of Viols,
Lute, Harpsichord, Baroque or-
gan, Winds, Strings and Per-
cussion.

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Seeburg Donates Jukes to Hospitals

CHICAGO—U.S. Navy Hospi-
tals throughout the world are
boosting the morale and gen-
eral welfare of ill and wounded
U.S. Servicemen with music
from phonographs donated by
the Seeburg Corporation. The
phonographs have had the coin
accepting equipment removed
and are set to provide free
music.

The idea for the donation
came from Louis J. Nicastro,
Seeburg President, who lives
in Glenview, Il1l., near the Glen-
view Naval Air Station. He
noted military transport planes
with a large red cross on their
tail assembly flying overhead.
Upon inquiry, he discovered
the planes were bringing
wounded military personnel
from Viet Nam who would be
transported either to the near-
by Great Lakes Naval Hospital
or on to other hospital facili-
ties nearer their homes. Know-
ing that music is a good morale
booster, Nicastro thought that
military personnel, both
wounded and those ministering
to the wounded, would appre-
ciate some music. Thus the do-
nation of the phonographs,
completely programmed with
records, came about.

Seeburg Advertising Manager
Frank Luppino finalized mat-
ters with the U.S. Navy and
with Seeburg distributors
throughout the world. The ma-
chines are now being placed in
hospitals in Guam, The Philip-
pines, Japan, in the United
States and even aboard the hos-
pital ship U.S.S. Repose, cur-
rently in the Viet Nam area.
Captain Harold Bishop of
Washington served as liaison
officer for the U.S. Navy.

Rear Admiral B. M. Strean,
Deputy Chief of Naval Person-
nel, in commenting on the do-
nation of the phonographs,
said in a letter to Nicastro:
“Your phonographs will pro-
vide many hours of enjoyable
musical entertainment and
should enhance our patients’
spirit and their ability to re-
lax. Your patriotic public serv-
ice gifts will have an invalu-
able effect on the morale and
welfare of our personnel.”

Seeburg has a world wide
network of independent distrib-
utors and affiliates who are co-
operating with the U.S. Navy
in installing the phonographs.
They have pledged to provide
free inspection and preventa-
tive maintenance on the phono-
graphs.

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Taking Care of Business
By DEL SHIELDS
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Ask any buff the definition of
jazz and you embark on a con-
troversial trip that sometimes
leads to loss of friendship.

We shall not address our-
ourselves in TCB’ing to the
academics of the subject in
which we are deeply involved.
However, a review of the Top
20 Jazz LPs on Record World’s
list presents an interesting and
sometimes overlooked truism.
The list reflects “jazz taste.” It
is within this indefinable area
that we find the real explana-

: » ' tion and the
il soul of jazz.
" The taste of
the jazz fans
presents the
real problem.
Emphasis by
record compa-
nies must be
placed on
‘“what will
sell” which de-
termines the type and number
of releases. But for the jazz
fan, his reply is “Is the cat
sayin’ something.”

The jazz fan is not moved by
trends and is not easily per-
suaded. Since jazz is so person-
al, whatever it is that motivates
his likes develops a fierce loy-
alty to his musician and his
music.

For the jazz fan, as we re-
view the list, there is the jazz
ballad, the jazz blues, the jazz
swing, the jazz cooker, the sad
song, the organ grinder, the
big band, Latin jazz and Latin
soul, the gospel feel, the avant
garde, the jazz pianist,
the jazz trumpeter, the
jazz saxophone, the jazz drums,
the jazz flute, the jazz guitar
and Roland Kirk’s sundry in-
struments. All of these add up
to the jazz taste.

The non jazz followers are
quick to give a broad interpre-
tation of what jazz or the jazz
taste is. For the real buff, he
shakes his head in disgust when
he realizes that nonfollowers
and nonbelievers really don’t
know what’s happening when it
comes to jazz. He will say you
must first dig it to understand
it, and in most cases the people
responsible for promoting and
merchandising and even report-
ing jazz don’t dig it and really
don’t understand it.

Just about every jazz taste is
reflected on our charts. And in
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looking at the list of best sell-
ers, there are some albums con-
sidered by some critics as non-
jazz. However, if the jazz publie
responds to the artist and can
relate to the music as well as
feel the jazz feeling in the pro-
jection and interpreting of the
material, then we have to ac-
cept it as jazz.

Since most jazz is created by
the Negro (and with appropri-
ate apologies to those who
might feel we are flag-waving),
it is not difficult to understand
some of the confusion. The Ne-
gro is rarely understood as a
human being, so therefore his
music cannot be understood nor
explained.

I recall an incident a few
years ago while watching a
group of young guitar students
with their teacher who were
fascinated by the playing of
Wes Montgomery. One of the
bright lads whispered to his
teacher, “But his technique is
all wrong.” The instructor ad-
monished his student to forget
the technique and try to get the
feeling.

So it is reasonable to assume
that taste has a lot to do with
the feeling.

Jazz is and will always be ex-
cerimental to a degree. Rather
than experimental, perhaps we
should say exploratory. For the
music is created not by the sea-
sons but every time a musician
takes up his horn, or his in-
strument, he is reflecting his
feelings about life and things
through his music. And some-
where along the line, somebody
gets the message and responds
by saying “I feel the same
way.”

In some areas, Duke Elling-
ton is considered godly as a
composer and an immense fig-
ure in jazz. But to really appre-
ciate Duke one should listen to
his music. One should explore
his taste and the explorations he
takes in developing sounds and
producing a music as no other
artist in this country. Yet, in
jazz, there are those who reject
Duke because they cannot re-
late to his music. But they will
accept him because of his
charm, sophistication and his
stature. And again it reverts to
taste.

When jazz is able to create a
basis for peoples of all classes,
races, and economic statures to

come together, there is no scien-
tific analysis available for a
suitable explanation. The clos-
est we come is that we recog-
nize that taste in jazz is one
made up of many different likes
and dislikes based on the per-
son’s response to the music.

A Different Look

It is amazing what can hap-
pen to a tune that was specifi-
cally written and composed for
a Broadway show. And after a

period of exposure, taken by a ’

jazz musician and given a cer-
tain interpretation, it takes on
an entirely different look. This
happens again and again.

Perhaps we are saying that
the jazz world is the last vestige
where man can perform free-
ly without commercial induce-
ments and without giving up all
his principles.

Whatever the reason, there is
no doubt that the jazz taste is
one of the most indefinable but
important aspects of jazz.
There are reasons why a Nancy
Wilson with her growing so-
phistication and acting talents
is still able to hold onto her
jazz followers and a Jimmy
Smith a successful commercial
artist and still a burner is able
to combine both phases of his
talents.

Jazz will always elude the
cold analysis of scientific in-
vestigation, but it will cater to
the varied tastes of its re-
spondents for it will remain
personal in execution and re-
sponse.

Everyone says it reminds them so
much of “Green Onions.” We will now predict that the new
Otis Redding LP will sell over a quarter of a million, and
how many hit singles will do that. They cannot be kept on
the shelves. New Orleans was cleaned out of them. Also, the
“Memphis Gold” LP is a sales giant. Fat Daddy says that al-
bum should sell for $6.95. This is all rather ironic, because
as recently as a year and a half ago, you could hardly give
away pure R&B albums to the people. Bill Curtis, Eddie
O’'Jay, Fred Hanna and Fat Daddy are now leading the way
for R&B stations to “cart” these hot LP cuts (just as is be-
ing done at pop stations like WFIL who “cart” the Supremes
LP and Mommas & Poppas), and play them with the 45s in
regular rotation. The public wants the best sound, wherever
it comes from, and soul brothers now are buying LPs for the

Acuff-Rose Breaks Ground
For New $400,000 Home

Nashville Mayor Beverly Bri-
ley, Anna Belle Clement, sister
of Governor Frank G. Clement,
Grand Ole Opry General Mana-
ger Ott Devine and Berry Hill
Mayor Rosa headed an assem-
blage of dignitaries at ground-
breaking ceremonies this morn-~
ing in connection with a new
$400,000 home for Acuff-Rose
Publications.

Nearly 200 guests, compris-
ing notables of the Nashville

was called to order by Bob Jen-
nings, prominent Nashville
master of ceremonies.

Jennings then traced the his-
toric highlights of the firm
which started a quarter century
ago in a one-room office on Cap-
itol Boulevard, which housed a
one-man staff, consisting of the
late Fred Rose. The company
now incorporates more than 50
persons in its world-wide oper-
ations, which ‘includes Acuff-
Rose offices in 15 countries, the
Hickory label identification in
more than a dozen countries
and publishing and recording
representatives in many more
nations on four continents.

Following brief words of
greeting from both Roy Acuff
and Wesley Rose, Jennings in-
troduced the guest speakers.
Then Acuff, Rose and all the
dignitaries on the dais took
their respective turns at break-
ing ground for the new building
with a gleaming, gilt-finished
spade. The spade will hereafter
hang in a special place in the
new offices, near a collection of
scores of plaques and scrolls
won by Acuff-Rose songs over
the years.

Biz Keeps Stapp
From Accepting

NASHVILLE—A last-minute
turn of events gave the Coun-
try Music Association two new
presidents in one 24-hour pe-
riod recently when both Jack
Stapp and Paul Cohen were
elected president of the organ-
ization.

Stapp, who was elected by
the board in a special meeting
on Thursday, Oct. 20, could not
be reached during the rush of
convention activities for con-
firmation that he could accept
the office. By the time he was
contacted Thursday evening,
word had leaked to the press
that he was the new CMA pres-
ident. In a Board of Directors
meeting at the new Country
Music Hall of Fame on Friday
afternoon, Stapp met with the
CMA officials and outlined sev-
eral projects which made it
impossible for him to accept
the post.

‘Deeply Flattered’

Stapp told the group: “I am
deeply flattered that you chose
to honor me with the office of
president. However, the in-
creased activities and gigantic
projects of the CMA will re-
quire a man who not only
understands fully the goals of
the CMA, but also a man who
will be available here in Nash-
ville 1009% of the time. Busi-
ness developments in the past
few days including several
which occurred during the con-
vention will require my full at-
tention. I will be traveling to
Europe, South Africa and other
parts of the world and would
not be available when you need
me most. Therefore, I cannot
accept the office of President at
this time, but will be happy to
serve the Country Music Asso-
ciation as Executive Vice-
President and in any other way
possible.”

Following Stapp’s comments
before the board, nominations
were again opened for the of-
fice of president, and Paul
Cohen, a veteran music indus-
try leader, was elected presi-
dent by acclamation.

Cohen stated: “I hope to do
a great job as president. With
1700 members this year, I hope
to have 3400 next year.” Cohen
made his first executive deci-
sion as CMA president inside
of two hours, signing a con-
tract to issue a second album
of Country Music Hall of Fame
hits.
