on Atlantic, Kama Sutra, White
Whale and many other labels.
Bob Crewe’s DynoVoice label
has now been taken up by Dot,
and Lou Adler’s Ode—halle-
luak!—belongs to us.
“Consider the power and suc-

cess of Atlantic, especially
within the last six months.
Then think of how much of

that power comes from their
affiliate labels—Stax, Volt and
Dial”

“Consider, shall we say, the |

‘bargaining power’ of the Beach
Boys, whose records will now
be released on their own
Brother Records label, mar-
keted by Capitol,” he added.

“No one needs to be told
about the success Victor has
had by forming Colgems for
the Monkees.

“Now exactly how ‘new’ is
this concept of forming special
labels for special material? Not
so new. The multi-label com-
pany concept began as soon as
the industry was big enough to
warrant it, 'way back in the
’20s. Using a little less shellac

and a little more cardboard, |

you could sell a special record
label for a little bit less, get
more business from that part
of your consumer audience who
had a little bit less to spend,
and wind up making money.

“We used the Okeh label for
many types of product when we
acquired the catalog and the
name during the 1930s. Victor
created the Bluebird label in
1933 for a specific audience.
The original Brunswick Rec-
ords created Vocalion, and was
in turn re-created when Decca
acquired the Brunswick label.”

He continued: “The point I
am making is this: every major
record company has, at some
time or another in the last 20
vears, created a specific label
for a specific product for a spe-
cific audience. It is vitally im-
portant to do so today for in-
dependent production and in-
dependent material.

“Why would independent
producers want to come to our
label? Because they feel that
their material would get a fair
and sympathetic hearing,

“CBS Records has formed

CBS Records has formed dis-
tribution for Ode Records for a
producer. And in both cases we
are racking up hits.

“Date has four regional pro-
motion managers, North, South,
East and West. Really, they're
more like a field force. We se-
lect an area in whiceh to break
a record. If it starts to go in
the West, the Eastern, South-
ern and Northern men pick it
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up. Now this is where you come
in. We can advise you of where
the biggest push will do the
most good, fill you in on the
situation and warn you about
the dangerous curves.

“That’s how we can sell rec-
ords together. That’s how we !
can bring more money to CBS.

NEW YORK — Al Martino’s
voice has grown richer and
warmer with the years, and
yet for some inexplicable rea-
son he has lately been “embel-
lishing” his nitery stints with
a completely superfluous vocal

backing known as the Martino |

Singers.

So it was again for the Capi-
tol star’s otherwise highly en-
joyable opening at the Royal

Box of the Americana Hotel |

last week.

The Martino Singers, ooh-
eeeing behind the songster like
some celestial choir, is com-
prised of two gals who resem-
ble those two heavenly bodies
Jacqueline Susann and Connie
Stevens and three fellows who
could be defrocked Modern-
aires. Relentlessly, they flip
both their sheet music and
themselves with the kind of
forced fervor usually reserved
for band members during the
comedy act—in this case, Dick
Capri, an agreeable, to-the-
point young man who needed
no bogus enthusiasm but got
it anyway.

In Excellent Voice

Singing almost two dozen
generally well chosen numbers,
Martino was in excellent voice,
if not always like diction
(“Born free, as free as de grass
grows”). His style is relaxed,
almost casual, unencumbered
by excessive mannerisms of
“style” and secure in a big and
first-rate voice. Which makes
the almost constant vocal back-
ing doubly unfathomable.

Patterless, Martino did his
1960s hits, capped by a haunt-
ing “Mary in the Morning” as
well as outstanding readings
of “Somewhere My Love” and
“Spanish Eyes,” especially.

There is no doubt that the
most successful domestic peo-
ple to people jazz program is
the “Jazzmobile” in New York.

It is the only jazz program
that affords an opportunity to
many persons, lovers of jazz
who are a part of the low in-
come groups to see many of
their favorite jazz musicians.

But don’t be mislead. Since
the concerts are free, one finds
a cross section of persons from
all walks of life enjoying jazz,
swinging, dancing and finger
popping together.

. » Eleanor
Towe wrote a
descriptive
history of the
Jazzmobile:

She writes:
“Three years
ago one of the
city’'s most
valuable sum-
mer programs
made its first
in the streets of
New York. It was called Jazz-
mobile, and it was welcomed by
people of all ages. The Jazzmo-
bile is a traveling jazz concert,
complete with stage, sound sys-
tem and the world’s foremost
jazz  musicians. It moves
through the streets and housing
projects of the city’s under-
privileged neighborhoods draw-
ing residents in its musical
wake to a central site. Once
there, thousands crowd around
the bandstand and lean out of
countless windows listening to
that unique American sound—
jazz.

Jazzmobile isn’t all jazz.
Latin sounds and rhythm and
blues are also part of our musi-
cal heritage—and part of the
Jazzmobile repertoire.

For Scale

The great names in the jazz
world can ask and receive large
sums of money for a singular
performance. But when they
play for Jazzmobile, it’s always
for the union’s minimum scale.
They are happy, even eager to
play because the empathy jazz
develops between artist and his
audience in the streets, is a spe-
cial kind of personal communi-
cation.

Jazz musicians today are se-
rious, dedicated craftsmen.
Many are public idols and as
such realize that younger, as-
piring musiciang pattern them-

selves after their style and per-
sonality. This is a responsibil-

ity jazz celebrities don’t take |

lightly.

In recent months, I've spoken
to a few of the gentlement of
jazz who are less well known
outside the business. We talked
about the Jazzmobile and all
seemed to have the same feel-
ing, expressed in different
ways.

Trombonist Garnett Brown:
“New York City is a great
place, the Jazzmobile is one of
the best ways of bringing cul-
ture to the community. This
form of art enables the artist
and the community to become
acquainted, at the same he can
express himself artistically.”

Trombonist Julian Priester:
“The entire concept of jazz to
the public on a free basis is
excellent.”

Tenor Saxophonist Harold
Ousley: “This is the most beau-
tiful way for people to be asso-
ciated with each other, the mu-
sician meets his fans, old and
new, and they get to know each

Trumpeter “Blue” Mitchell:
“I love the idea of the Jazzmo-
bile, there is a feeling of to-
getherness with musician and
the local people. When you
travel, you meet people and
they get to know you better. I
feel that this is unique and
should continue for as long as
there are musicians to play for
the people.”

Wein Tribute

At the 1967 Newport Jazz
Festival, the producer, George
Wein, paid the Jazzmobile a
great tribute when he said in
his opening remarks, “Billy
Taylor has received support
once again for the Jazzmobile,
which I think is perhaps the
greatest encouragement jazz
has ever had from American
big city life.”

Music is a universal lan-
guage and therefore instant
communication. There is so

much to be heard and so much |

to be learned just by getting
to know these gentlemen of
jazz. They are warm, sensitive
gentle human beings. They
should be seen and heard as
often as possible. They’ll be in

the streets playing for you this |

summer—don’t let them down.”
In May of this year. the New
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York State Council on the Arts
selected the Jazzmobile to re-
ceive the State’s highest award
given for “significant contribu-
tion to the material and artistie
enhancement of the State of
New York.” The award was pre-
sented by Governor Nelson A.
Rockefeller to Jazzmobile and
its sponsors at a ceremony held
in the State Theatre at Lincoln
Center.

The Governor said, “The city

Biz-Arts Awards

In 1966, the New York Board
of Trade presented a “Business
and the Arts” award to P. Bal-
lantine & Sons for underwrit-
ing a traveling Jazzmobile and
for “furthering the role of the
arts as an integral part of in-
dividual ecommunity life.”

Club Review

Marilyn Maye,
A Superb Voice

NEW YORK—How do you re-
view the opening of a gal with
a sensational and supple voice
and an annoyingly unimagina-
tive repertoire? I suppose you
say that RCA’s Marilyn Maye
bowed at the Copa last week,
singing just beautifully but
singing almost nothing that
hasn’t been heard on the Copa
floor twice nightly for the last
two vears.

(After a while a regular
patron begins to wonder if
Jules Podell just doesn’t hand
out a list of required tunes.)

Miss Maye, schooled in jazz,
has a full voice, marked by a
slight nasality that gives a cer-
tain tang. She can skip merrily
around a fast melody and find
her own tender improvisational
approach to a slow song. Lis-
tening to her, one suspects that
she could enhance just about
any song she sang and could
certainly make something me-
morable of a lovely evergreen
like “The Lamp is Low” (which
she indeed does exquisitely on
one of her RCA albums).

But the lamp is never low.

The emphasis is on what is sup-
posedly newer and fresher(?).
And therefore Miss Maye, self-
assured and a pleasing pro on
the floor, sings “Put on a Hap-
py Face,” “Walking Happy,” “I
Wish You Love,” “I Will Wait
for You,” “Get Me to the
Church on Time,” “Make Some-
one Happy,” “What Now My
Love,” “The Shadow of Your
Smile.” She also sang “Cabaret”

and “Sherry” which was only
right.

Without meaning to be snide,
I would say she sang just about
every song today’s singers feel
they have to sing—with the ex-
ception of “Strangers in the
Night” and “The Impossible
Dream.”

Certainly singers should try
out some of these numbers.
They’re all —or most — good
songs and true and the audi-
ence likes to hear a few of
them. But why all? Whatever
happened to the attitude among
performers that they really
haven’t proved themselves until
they sang some Porter or Ber-
lin or Kern or Gershwin or
Rodgers and Hart and Ham-
merstein, etc. People still like
to hear these catalogs, too.

Miss Maye would sound great
on anything she chooses, and
she did. But she is not a wo-
man who needs to stick to
cliches to get by. Disappoint-
ingly, she did that, too.

Comic Murray Roman pre-
ceded her on the bill. The War-
ner Bros. contractee told a few
maturing stories and retold the
plots of some old Warner
Brothers movies (as tribute to
his company?) that amused
some people.—Dave Finkle.
