LOS ANGELES—In a major
growth move for the record di-
vision of Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer,
MGM Records President Mort
Nasatir and hit producer Mick-
ey Stevenson have announced
the formation here of a new
record company, Venture Rec-
ords.
