The office is headed by Bob 
Jennings, a veteran country 
music disk jockey at WLAC 
Radio, a recording artist with 
Chart Records, one of the 
South's leading horse show an- 
nouncers, the announcer for 
the local "Carl Tipton Televi- 
sion Show," the announcer for 
the Stoneman Family syndi- 
cated television show filmed in 
Nashville, a Little League base- 
ball manager, President of 
Granberry School PTA, an avid 
quail hunter and golfer. 

While Bob is away on out- 
side assignments, his secretary, 
Gloria Bennett, minds the store. 

Bob Jennings is now in his 
sixth year as head of the Nash- 
ville office. The growth has 
been solid and consistent each 
year. Four Star is now one of 
the top publishers in Music 
City with the main office in Los 
Angeles, Cal., owned by Presi- 
dent Joe Johnson and Vice - 
President Dave Burgess. 

Four Star had the distinc- 
tion of having four records in 
the Top 10 at one time during 
the past year: two Liz Ander- 
son songs, "I'm a Lonesome 
Fugitive" by Merle Haggard 
and "Words I'm Gonna Have 
To Eat" by Bill Phillips, a 
Jean Chapel song, "Lonely 
Again," by Eddy Arnold, and 
one penned by Carl Belew and 
Van Givens, "Stamp Out Lone- 
liness" by Stonewall Jackson. 
They have had 10 Top 10 
country records this year and 
six hits in the pop field, plus 
a number of other records 
which didn't quite make the 
Top 10, but were high in the 
national charts.

ists. 

The international hit, "Re- 
lease Me," along with the many 
other hits are proving what a 
great year it has been for Four 
Star; but if their present mo- 
mentum continues, the year 
ahead will be bigger and bet- 
ter. 

Variety is Spice 

Of Hank Jr.'s 

Career 
Broken attendance records 

and return engagements have 
become something of a routine 
for Hank Williams, Jr., and the 
Cheating Hearts; however, dur- 
ing 1967 a lot of other events 
joined the routine. 

An early start was the 
tremendous success of a record- 
ing by the young MGM singer, 
"I Can't Take No Longer," 
which was produced with a 
blend of sounds reminiscent of 
Hank Williams, Sr., and sounds 
obviously modern. 

In First Movie 

Interspersed b e t w e en the 
many personal appearances 
were arrangements that will 
keep Hank, Jr., on the West 
Coast for a while this winter 
working on his first movie. 

Variety seemed to be the 
theme all the way through, 
especially in Hank's recording 
activity. His "My Own Way" 
album presented thoughtful in- 
terpretations on the part of the 
youngster that were both mean- 
ingful and entertaining. Single - 
wise, "Nobody's Child" has 
proven to be highly commer- 
cial, as was the teen -oriented 
"Meter Reader Maid," recorded 
under the knickname of Bose- 
phus. Latter was bestowed 
upon him in infancy by his 
legendary dad. 

Cedarwood: Tradition 
In Young Hands 

Cedarwood Publishing Com- 
pany, whose catalogue is pro- 
moted primarily by young pro- 
fessional manager Roger So - 
vine and equally -youthful John 
Denny, has successfully com- 
bined traditional and pioneer- 
ing concepts in the publishing 
field. 

Long-time song writers Mel 
Tillis and Wayne Walker are 
joined on the firm's writer 
roster by a number of young 
writers, resulting in a large 
number of Cedarwood songs be- 
ing cut in pop, country and 
middle-of-the-road sessions. 

'All the Time' Year's Biggest 
"All the Time," the pubbery's 

biggest song of the year, 
helped Jack Green maintain a 
top status and kept Sovine 
busy with other recordings of 
the song, including one by Patti 
Page. Webb Pierce, Faron 
Young, Bobby Sykes, Marti 
Brown, Paul Moore, Johnny 
Darrel and the Geezinslaw 
Brothers are an illustrious 
cross-section of the artists who 
recorded Cedarwood songs this 
year. 

At Nashville's Municipal Air- 
port are J. William Denny, Presi- 
dent of Cedarwood Publishing Co., 
Bob Kingston, Southern Music 
Publishing Co., Ltd., London, and 
John E. Denny, VP, Cedarwood 
Publishing Co., Kingston, whose 
company took the Nashville Sound 
to Britain via "Detroit City" re- 
corded by Tom Jones, made a brief 
visit to Music City following a 
meeting of all Pear -Southern reps 
in New York recently to examine 
the Cedarwood catalogue now ex- 
ploited in all parts of the world 
by the Pear -Southern Organiza- 
tion. 

Gallico Plays Publishing 
House to Win - And Does 

NEW YORK-Al Gallico is 
the publisher of Tammy Wyn- 
nette's "I Don't Wanna Play 
House," which is number one 
on the country music charts 
this week. 

Al Gallico is also publisher 
of Leon Ashley's "Laura, 
What's He Got That I Ain't 
Got?", which was number one 
on the country charts the week 
before last. 

Al Gallico is the publisher of 
David Houston's "You Mean 
the World to Me," which should 
be number one in two to three 
weeks. 

Seven No. 1 Tunes 
That's the kind of year it's 

been for Al Gallico and his Al 
Gallico publishing company. 
The fellow, who is statistically 
the most successful New York 
publisher of country music, has 
had seven number one tunes in 
the past year or so. 

Some of the others included 
Grammy -winner "Almost Per- 
suaded," "With One Excep- 
tion," "Your Good Girl's Gone 
Bad," "Loser's Cathedral." 

Many of these songs were 

written by Glenn Sutton, Gal- 
lico's exclusive staffer, and 
Epic's Billy Sherrill. About 
Glenn's signing, Gallico told 
Record World, "Merle Kilgore 
found him in Jackson, Missis- 
sippi. He said, `I want you to 
hear a new writer with great 
potential.' And he was right. I 
put Glenn together with Billy." 

"Now all the program direc- 
tors I talk to mention Glenn's 
songs." And that must include 
pop as well as country peedees, 
since the Sutton -Glenn ditties 
are getting recorded by pop 
artists. 

Knack with Pop Potential 
And so is the Leon Ashley - 

Margie Singleton "Laura, 
What's He Got ..." ditty, for 
Al Gallico seems to have a 
knack of publishing country 
tunes with pop potential. 

Right now Gallico, who visits 
Nashville once a month, is ex- 
cited about new songs from 
some of his other staffers- 
Norris Wilson (Gallico's Nash- 
ville topper), Merle Kilgore 
and new writer Jerry Chestnut. 

Gallico obviously wants to 
play publishing -house-to win. 
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A few decades back, one of 
the great vilifications in the 
broad world of music was nam- 
ing as "hillbilly" or "mountain 
music" that breed of tune 
emanating from an area bound- 
ed on the West by the Missis- 
sippi (although leaking into 
Arkansas and parts of Texas) 
and by West Virginia to the 
north. 

Thanks in a back -handed way 
to World War II, this authentic 
American art form expanded 
from its territorial confines to 
international status through 
V -discs, USO -sponsored coun- 
try music troupes and trans- 
cribed shows beamed through 
the Armed Forces Radio Net- 
work. 

Actually, the international 
country music market could be 
said to have had its beginnings 
with Jimmie Rodgers, whose 
recording career was limited to 
a six -year span (1927-1933), 
and, on a lesser scale, with the 
still -very -much -active Carter 
Family. Both Rodgers and the 
Carters were discovered by the 
late founder of the famed mu- 
sic publishing firm Peer -South- 
ern Organization, Ralph Peer, 
at the time head A&R man for 

RCA & The International Nashville 
Chet Atkins: Many Highlights 

In a Busy Year 

RCA Victor's country music 
division. During the first week 
of August, 1927, Peer recorded 
both of his discoveries at ses- 
sions in Bristol, Tennessee. 

$100,000,000 Industry 
From this modes beginning, 

country music has in 40 years 
become a $100 million interna- 
tional industry via recordings, 
with its vortex being Nashville, 
Tenn. Some music fans in 
Tokyo, West Berlin, Dublin and 
Johannesburg may know more 
about Nashville than many 
otherwise well-informed resi- 
dents of Manhattan or Minne- 
apolis. 

Although Jimmie Rodgers be- 
came the first country artist to 
gain wide -spread recognition 
both domestically and interna- 
tionally through his records 
(his "Blue Yodel #1," recorded 
by RCA Victor in February, 
1928, was perhaps his biggest 
hit), and was followed by such 
RCA performers as the Del- 
more Brothers, J. E. Mainer 
and his Mountaineers, and Bill 
and Charlie Monroe, as well as 
the Carter Family, the big 
break -through for recorded

Although Chet Atkins fans 
and the music industry would 
probably emphasize accom- 
plishments like Jimmy Dean 
and Bobby Bare albums as the 
1967 highlight for "Mr. Gui- 
tar," Atkins himself would 
probably stress playing in the 
Colonial Invitational Golf Tour- 
nament. 

Now, that isn't to say that 
Atkins was not impressed and 
grateful for the tremendous 
effort behind "Chet Atkins 
Day" in Tennessee May 28. The 
gathering of socialites and mu- 
sic business personalities to 
benefit a Nashville charity and 
salute Music City's best known 
proponent was virtually un- 
precedented. 

However, Atkins is an 
acutely accomplishment -minded 
individual and, to him, a good - 
selling RCA Victor album is 
of extreme importance. In like 
manner, his ability on the links 
presents an important clhal- 
lenge. 

The accomplishments Atkins 

Chet Atkins 

was involved in during 1967 
were numerous. The Festival 
of Music, featuring him, Boots 
Randolph and Floyd Cramer, 
entered its fourth season with 
"99% return business," accord- 
ing to manager X. Cosse. Palito 
Ortega of Argentina, Maria Pal- 
las of Australia and the Hill- 
siders of England recorded at 
Victor's studios in Nashville, 
widening t h e international 
scope of Music City. 

"Chet's Tune," produced 
without his knowledge by Bob 
Ferguson with a number of 
Victor artists and engineer Bill

country music here and abroad 
did not occur until the mid - 
'40s. 

There were a few exceptions, 
of course - Vernon Dalhart's 
"The Prisoner's Song," which 
actually predated Jimmie 
Rodgers' first record by two 
years, and Elton Britt' s 
"There's a Star-Spangled Ban- 
ner Waving Somewhere," are 
two which come to mind. 

As country music spread, so 
did the popularity of the 
guitar, and probably more 
than any other single artist, 
Jimmie Rodgers was respon- 
sible for the replacement of 
the piano by the guitar as 
the most popular musical in- 
strument in the world. 

RCAers Among Giants 

Among the giants of the 
country music field, interna- 
jtiona;lly, a handful of RCA 
Victor artists stand on the pin- 
nacle. One of the oldest non- 
classical members of the RCA 
roster, Halifax -born Hank 
Snow, joined the label in 1936. 
Hank, who named after his all- 
time idol his only son, Jimmie 
Rodgers Snow, recorded his 
songs originally for consump- 
tion primarily in his native 
Canada. His popularity ex- 
panded greatly when he joined 
the Grand Ole Opry in 1950, 
and he has since become a 
world-wide favorite (his second 
tour of Japan is scheduled later 
this year). 

Like his countryman, Hank 
Snow, Canadian Wilf Carter, 
also known as Montana Slim, 
gained some measure of popu- 
larity in the United States and 
on the international market 
during the early days of World 
War II. 

Began in Nashville in '47 

RCA Victor began recording 
in Nashville late in 1947, us - 
ling for its studios the old 
Tulane Hotel at the corner of 
8th Street and Broad. From 
these beginnings, it went on 
to build the largest, most mod- 
ern studios in Nashville, 
opening the doors in March of 
1965. Prior to the mid -'40s, 
through the 1920s and 1930s, 
most recording companies made 
disks in such places as At- 
lanta, Fort Worth, Camden, 
Chicago and New York, but it 
was apparent that each Satur- 
day's "Grand Ole Opry" broad- 
cast was bringing the stars 
through Nashville and it would 
be only natural to record them 
there. 

Eddy Arnold, indisputably 

one of the biggest names in the 
contemporary country field, 
joined RCA Victor in 1944, just 
prior to the "birth" of Nash- 
ville as a recording center. Al- 
though his origins date back to 
the Western field with the Pee 
Wee King Band (which 
spawned such talent as Cowboy 
Copas, Minnie Pearl, Ernest 
Tubb, et al), Eddy has emerged 
as a "class" singer. 

Being one of the first country 
artists to sing "straight" with a 
good voice and to utilize a full 
orchestra, Arnold has always 
leaned toward the better qual- 
ity country song, performing 
the more commercial ballads to 
appeal to the "pop" masses. 
While many of the top country 
artists (Eddy included) have 
broken the barrier and played 
Carnegie Hall in New York, Ar- 
nold has taken a further step, 
and on Oct. 2, this year he made 
a sensational supper club debut 
at Hollywood's Cocoanut Grove. 

Atkins & `Nashville Sound' 

Chet Atkins, a 20 -year man 
with RCA Victor and for the 
past 10 years Manager of Popu- 
lar Artists and Repertoire of 
RCA Victor Records in Nash- 
ville-and perhaps the person 
most responsible for what has 
become known as "The Nash- 
ville Sound" - was signed to 
the company in 1947 by mail 
on the basis of an electrical 
transcription of a tune called 
"Canned Heat." The person- 
able, mightily talented guitar- 
ist has enjoyed successful tours 
of Europe, South Africa, Japan 
and the United States, spread- 
ing the word-the word being 
country music. 

Among the politicians Who 
were, at one time, country art- 
ists and who used country mu- 
sic as an integral part of their 
campaigns were Louisiana's 
Governor Jimmie Davis, Okla- 
homa's chief executive Roy 
Turner and the governor and 
later U.S. Senator from Texas, 
"Pappy" Lee O'Daniel. 

RCA Victor was the first ma- 
jor recording company to send 
country music caravans on in- 
ternational good -will tours. One 
of the first, in 1957, traveled

"So Good," one of the titles 

In Acuff -Rose Publications' ex- 
tensive catalog of pop -country 
music, is a most fitting descrip- 
tion of the Nashville -based mu- 
sic publisher's past 12 months. 

One good thing after another 
has happened in a year of ex- 
pansion and innovation at the 
down -South publishing house 
that is a partnership enterprise 
of country music singer Roy 
Acuff and one-time accountant 
Wesley Rose. Indicative of the 
success is the unusually large 
number of titles Acuff -Rose has 
on current active single -play 
record labels. Twenty-five of 
the firm's compositions are on 
current releases and 12 more 
are on disks that are still to 
come out. 

Some of the tunes that are 
putting Acuff -Rose in the spot- 
light are among the current 
chart favorites. These include 
"Louisiana Man," 'by the Pozo 
Seco Singers for Columbia; 
George Hamilton IV's "Break 
My Mind" for RCA Victor; 
Hank Williams, Jr.'s rendition 
of "Nobody's Child" for MGM; 
"Go with Me," by Gene and 
Debbe on TRX; Carl Smith's 
"Deep Water" for Columbia; 
"All My Love" by Don Gibson 
on RCA; and Robert Mitchum's 
Monument recording of "You 
Deserve Each Other." 

Other Acuff -Rose composi- 
tions on new releases will be 
beginning to surge around the 
country. Among these are 
"She," by Roy Orbison on 
MGM; "Let Me Down Hard" by 
Peggy March for RCA; "You 
Don't Know the Meaning of the 
Word" by Ceasar Whitehouse 
for TRX. "Cathy's Clown" by 
Bobby Goldsboro for United 
Artists, and Perry Como's "You 
Made It That Way" (Water- 
melon Summer). 

In recent months Acuff -Rose 
has also enjoyed success from 
the Casino's smash single of 
"Then You Can Tell Me Good- 
bye," which made the Top 10; 
"L'il Red Riding Hood," a gold 
record winner by Sam the Sham 
and the Pharaohs; "Have a 
Happy Time," cut by Tom 
Dooley; Roy Orbison's record- 
ings of "Cry Softly, Lonely 
One" and "So Good," and Tom 
Jones' treatment of Mickey 
Newberry's "Funny Familiar 
Forgotten Feelings," a hit in 
both the U.S. and England. 

Result of Song Drive 

The spiraling prominence of 
Nashville's oldest music pub- 
lisher is largely the result of a 
drive launched this year to ac- 

quire new and stronger song 
activity on a variety of labels. 

Looking back on achieve- 
ments that have been made 
since the drive began, Rose, 
who is president of the firm, 
declared: "We're very excited 
over this year, and we're look- 
ing forward to even 'bigger 
things in the future." 

Accompanying Acuff -Rose's 
recent success with its music 
have been a number of other 
developments which have to 
rank among milestones in the 
firm's 24 -year history. For ex- 
ample, the company moved into 
a new half -million dollar build- 
ing, added some of today's 
hottest song writers to its sta- 
bles under long-term contracts, 
continued to expand its foreign 
activities, strengthened its man- 
agement with the appointment 
of a music business veteran as 
general manager and received 
national recognition from the 
granddaddy 'of the performing 
rights organizations. 

Acuff -Rose Publications is 
part of a three -pronged music 
publishing combine. Fred Rose 
Music, Inc., and Milene Music, 
Inc., are affiliated companies. 

The combine is housed in a 
sparkling new $500,000 head- 
quarters building which opened 
in mid -April. The two-story 
building, located at 2510 Frank- 
lin Road in south Nashville, 
contains nearly 24,000 square 
feet of space. In addition to in- 
dividual executive offices and 
conference rooms, the building 
contains a complete printing 
operation, darkroom and re- 
cording studio. 

"Having complete music pub- 
lishing and merchandising ca- 
pabilities in one complex has a 
number of advantages for our 
writers and enables us to do a 
better job with their songs," 
said Rose. 

Characteristic of Rose 

This kind of imaginative 
thinking is characteristic of 
Rose and is one of the reasons 
for the enviable reputation 
Acuff -Rose Publications has in 
the music world. Yet he got 
into the music publishing busi- 
ness quite unintentionally. 

Son of the late Fred Rose, 
country -music luminary and 
writer, who with Acuff formed 
the music publishing firm in 
1943, Wesley Rose was auditor 
at the Standard Oil Company's 
Whiting, Ind., refinery in 1945, 
when he visited his father in 
Nashville. The elder Rose asked 
his son to take a look at the 
firm's books. When Wesley crit- 
icized the firm's bookkeeping 

methods, his father asked him 
to take over its management. 
He has been in Nashville ever 
since. 

Rose has played a key role in 
merchandising the song -writing 
output of his father, of Acuff, 
and of the late Hank Williams. 
He was one of the first to un- 
derstand the potentially broad 
appeal of good country music, 
and through his personal con- 
viction and salesmanship, he 
obtained pop -styled records of 
country songs. The latest ex- 
ample of this is Lawrence 
Welk's recording of "Tennessee 
Waltz." 

Twelve years ago Rose took 
the lead in carrying the guitar - 
based, heart -felt music of Nash- 
ville to foreign shores in the 
belief that the English, Ger- 
mans, French and others were 
as interested in hearing Amer- 
ica's country music as they 
were the multi -styled pop music 
from the big cities. The result 
was the establishment of a 
British operation, Acuff -Rose 
Music, Ltd., and affiliates and 
subsidiaries in more than 20 
countries. 

Steps were taken this year to 
expand overseas activities, in- 
cluding the selection of Subar 
Music Publishing Company, 
Ltd., in Israel to publish Acuff - 
Rose's material, and to estab- 
lish a closer working relation- 
ship with foreign affiliates to 
further Rose's "one world in 
music" concept. 

McCluskey General Manager 
As a part of his growth plan 

for the future, Rose recently 
named Robert McCluskey as 
general manager of Acuff -Rose 
Publications and its affiliated 
companies. McCluskey had 
served as assistant to Rose for 
three years and previously was 
the firm's West Coast represent- 
ative. Before joining Acuff - 
Rose, he was national promo- 
tion manager for RCA Victor 
Records, national sales man- 
ager for RCA Victor's country 
product and superviser of the 
famed RCA Victor "country 
caravan of stars," including 
Eddy Arnold, Hank Snow and 
Johnny and Jack, and West 
Coast advertising manager of 
Billboard. 

McCluskey has been instru- 
mental in programs to broaden 
Acuff -Rose's publishing func- 
tions and to further develop 
the firm's overseas affiliations. 

Another recent promotion 
that is of significance to the 
Acuff -Rose organization was the 
appointment of Miss Dean May 
as office manager of the music 
publishing combine. An Acuff - 

Rose employee for 17 years, she 
is recognized as one of the fore- 
most Nashville authorities on 
copyrights. 

Rose and his associates also 
took steps to insure that one of 
the most active catalogs on the 
entire pop -country music front 
will continue to produce fresh, 
new music for years to come by 
signing several new writers and 
obtaining long-term contracts 
with others. 

Recent signees of exclusive, 
long-term contracts with Acuff - 
Rose include Don Gibson, Dan 
Folger, Joe Melson, Mark Holly, 
Troy Shondell and Gene 
Thomas. 

Edna Lewis and Les Ledo 
were signed for Milene Music. 

Bought Interest in Windward 

Acuff -Rose Publications also 
recently bought half interest in 
John D. Loudermilk's Windward 
Side Music, which gives Acuff - 
Rose Loudermilk's exclusive 
services as a songwriter on a 
long-term basis. The firm will 
also share in profits from ear- 
lier Loudermilk compositions. 

With such a far-sighted ap- 
proach to the music business, it 
was little wonder that Rose re- 
cently became the South's first 
and only member of the board 
of directors of the American 
Society 'of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers (ASCAP). He 
also is the first and only board 
member to be elected from out- 
side the New York, Chicago and 
Los Angeles areas. 

This honor closely followed 
his election to the board of the 
National Music Publishers As- 
sociation (NMPA)-on which 
he is also the only board mem- 
ber from outside the New York 
area.

throughout Europe with the 
Browns, Del Wood, Skeeter 
Davis, Hank Snow, Jim Reeves 
and Hank Locklin, among 
others. These groups were as- 
sembled mainly to promote 
country music, not as money- 
making packages. 

The distinctive song -writing 
from Nashville has been a 
source of endless fascination to 
music students, and the urban 
folk -music revival which began 
in 1958 has also spurred the 
popularity of much of Nash- 
ville's music among collegians 
and city youth, regardless of 
the fact that, for many sophisti- 
cated city listeners, Nashville 
music is an acquired taste. 

The line of demarcation be- 
tween the world of (American) 
folk music, as best exemplified 
by, say, the late Woody Guth- 

rie, and country music, with 
Jimmie Rodgers the prime ex- 
ample, was basically in its ma- 
terial and its approach. A true 
folk singer performed authentic 
folk lore set to music, singing 
for his own and his listeners' 
entertainment without a com- 
mercial approach. The coun- 
try singer, on the other 'hand, 
was out to make a living, and, 
although his repertoire did in- 
clude a few folk songs, he did 
mostly original material, often 
describing musically current 
and/or recent events of import. 

With the world market now 
open, the formerly territorial- 
ized country field, extending 
from the Ozarks to Appalachia, 
is now international in its con- 
fines and is a major factor 
wherever music is performed, 
regardless of whether the Eng- 
lish language is understood.

UA Expansion 
Planned

"Country records are getting 
better and better," opines 
United Artists Records' Direc- 
tor of A&R in Nashville, Bob 
Montgomery, now celebrating 
one year at this post. 

"Everyone is cutting better 
records, more sophisticated 
ones," he told Record World. 
"Why? Because the competi- 
tion is very stiff. You have to 
cut better ones. In years past 
there was only a certain num- 
ber of established artists. But 
today there are many new art- 
ists trying to get established, 
so all the A&R men realize the 
necessity of cutting not just a 
good one but a great one if they 
want to get a new artist off the 
ground." 

Another reason for the in- 
creased sophistication of coun- 
try music proffered is that "the 
big C&W stations in metropoli- 

tan markets lean toward more 
sophisticated records with more 
pop sounds than in the past." 

Reeves, Darrell, Lewis Hit 
In his first year with UA, 

Montgomery has seen careers 
bloom for label pactees Del 
Reeves, Johnny Darrell and 
Bobby Lewis, particularly. 

"We've been trying to im- 
prove the promotion of the rec- 
ords, work mare closely with 
the deejays, which I feel is so 
important. Also, we've been 
trying to establish new artists, 
like Billie Jo Spears, Mark 
Dinning, Joyce Paul, Tommy 
Cash and Bill Wilbourne & 

Kathy Morrison, a husband and 
wife team. (Montgomery also 
mentioned that his own wife 
provides backup voice on many 
recordings, mostly in country 
but frequently R&B, too.) 

Furthermore, word has come 
down from UA's parent com- 
p a n y , Transamerica, that 
"there is no C&W artist in the 
world too big to negotiate for." 
Within the next six months, 

United Artists Records should 
be announcing some big name 
acquisitions in the country 
field, he feels. 

A general expansion of UA 
C&W is underway, in fact, and 
not only of its artist roster. 
Promotion people are being 
added in Nashville, and Mont- 
gomery reports that his UA op- 
eration there-in the RCA Vic- 
tor Building-will very likely 
soon be looking for a bigger 
suite of offices. Montgomery 
also works with indie producers 
and is always looking for mas- 
ters, etc. 

A Goldsboro 'First' 
Among interesting recent 

Montgomery productions are a 
Bobby Goldsboro single "which 
he and I co -produced, called 
'Cathy's Clown.' Bobby also 
teams up with Del Reeves on a 
new album, 'Our Way of Life.' 
This is perhaps the first real 
country recording Bobby has 
done." 

Continued Montgomery: 
"With country artists, it's an 
'establishment' thing. You con- 
stantly bring out product and 
when you get a good one, you 
must follow it up." It was 
noted that in the past year, 
even if pop singles were a mite 
slow for the label, C&W disks

were consistent sellers. 
A few years ago, things 

didn't look quite so bright for 
United Artists in the country 
area.

But Kelso Herston came in 
and got things rolling smooth- 
ly. When 'he left for Capitol 
last year, Del Reeves told UA 
Records President Mike Stew- 
art: "I have just the man for 
you. Bob Montgomery." Having 
faith in Reeves right down the 
line, Stewart replied: "If you 
say so." 

The choice has proved a win- 
ner by a country mile.

It will be used pri- 
marily to feature contempo- 
rary, pop and top 40 material. 

Early responses to TRX's 
first three releases are good. 
Troy Shondell's "Head Man" 
appears to be chartward-bound. 
Gene and Debbe, a Houston 
boy -girl duo, are having such 
success with their first single 
on TRX, "Go with Me," that 
the company is preparing to cut 
an LP by them. Shondell also

Again," a song the young sing- 
er wrote himself. 

One of the exciting LPs to 
come from Hickory this year is 
"Roy Acuff Sings Famous Opry 
Favorites." In addition, one of 
the songs from the album, the 

old Hank Snow standard, "I'm 
Movin' On," is starting strong 
as a single in several Midwest- 
ern and Eastern cities. Another 
Hickory album that has at- 
tracted attention is "Pop Goes 
the Country," by the Swingin' 
Gentry Singers. 

In New Areas 
New areas of distribution 

have also been a part of the 
Hickory picture. The company 
entered agreements with three 
leading duplicators of recorded 
tapes for distribution of Hick- 
ory albums in a complete range 
of tape techniques. The agree- 
ments, all for U. S. distribu- 
tion, were signed with Muntz 
Stereo -Pak, General Recorded 
Tape, Inc., and Mercury Rec- 
ord Productions, Inc., which 
are releasing packages of eight 
to 10 albums under the Hickory 
label. 

On the international scene, 
Hickory signed agreements for 
distribution of its disks in 
Great Britain, Germany, Switz- 
erland and Austria by London 
Records through Decca Record 
Company, Ltd., of England. 
This supplements previous 
agreements the company had 
with Artone Gramophone for 
distribution of Hickory Records 
in Belgium; with EMI for dis- 
tribution in New Zealand, and 
with the Australian Record 
Company for that country. 

Hickory and TRX Records, 
meanwhile, are making new 
moves in the area of recording 
and acquiring outside masters. 
The doors are open to anybody 
with a good song or a good 
sound, according to Rose and 
Kilpatrick.

Epic and the Changing 
Sound of Country Music 
VP Len Levy Calls Billy Sherrill 'A 

By DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK-For the past 
year and more Epic Records 
have been a sensational success 
with country product. David 
Houston, Tammy Wynette, Jim 
and Jesse (all Record World 
award winners this year) have 
consistently been up at the top 
of the charts, and Charlie 
Walker and Stan Hitchock have 
been gathering commendable 
sales records. 

Family Teamwork 
This is no chance accom- 

plishment, states Len Levy, 
Epic's Vice President, Sales and 
Distribution, who attributes 
the results to the "family" 
teamwork of the sales and pro- 
motion departments, the 
"genius" of chief Nashville 
A&Rer Billy Sherrill and also 
the growing country market. 

"Everything we do in the 
country field is tied in very 
closely," Levy said. "We re- 
searched the field before we 
went into it. We didn't want to 
be just another New York com- 
pany who releases a country 
record because it's the thing 
to do. We have a scientific 
sales approach and plain hard 
promotion. 

"And we have a strong co- 
operative tie with the creative 
department. Billy Sherrill, who 
is a genius, has frequently gone 

on promotional tours and 
helped open a few doors." 

Sherrill Hit Writer, Too 

Sherrill, in addition to his 
A&R chores, has been writing 
a number of the tunes for his 
artists ("Almost Persuaded," 
"My Elusive Dreams," "I Don't 
Wanna Play House") with 
Glenn Sutton, his new produc- 
ing assistant and new label 
contractee, and Curly Putman. 
This house writer situation 
gives Epic an added boost al- 
though, as Levy revealed, "Billy 
is actually a very shy guy. And 
he has to be forced to record 
his own songs." 

Also clicking on the Epic 
country roster (Levy hopes that 
"town and country" will soon 
supersede Country/Western as 
category tag) are Lois John- 
son, Lucille Starr, new pactee 
Autry Inman. And singles are 
due soon from Ruby Wright 
and Goldie Hill, who now re- 
cords under her married name 
Goldie Hill Smith (Carl Smith, 
that is).

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The largest amount of foot- 
age in the new structure will 
be allocated to Long's Moss 
Rose Publications, Inc. The 
publishing firm and part of its 
subsidiary staff will occupy a 
suite tentatively planned to 
contain six offices. Moss Rose's 
present nucleus, including ex- 
ecutives Audie Ashworth and 
Howard White, coordinator 
Shirley Welch, Secretary -recep- 
tionist Flossie Anderson and 
technician Richard Long, will 
be joined by some additional 
office personnel in the new of- 
fice. The new space was neces- 
sitated in part by the increased 
volume in songs received and 
placed through the efforts of 
White. 

New Hala Label 
Another major plank in the 

Long complex expansion is the 
creation of the Hala Records 
label. Hala is primarily an out- 
let for new artists and material 
in the Top 40 and rock vein. 

The label is under the direc- 
tion of Moss Rose head, Audie 
Ashworth. Ashworth, who has 
proved his prowess as a music 
merchandiser by adding sev- 
eral noteworthy contributions 
to the publishing catalogue, 
will rely on his broadcasting 
background in mating pop ma- 
terial and artists under the new 
label. The first Hala releases in 
the rock idiom will be released 
later in 1967. 

T h e imaginative thinking 
which resulted in the new hori- 
zons for the Long's organiza- 
tion also paid off with several 
top record placements for 
Long's publishing enterprises. 
One of the 1967's biggest coun- 
try songs, "Little Ole Wine 
Drinker, Me," was written by 
Moss Rose signee Hank Mills. 
The tune was parlayed into a 
top record by Texan Charlie 
Walker, re -polished by actor 
Robert Mitchum for a Monu- 
ment release, then exposed in 
the pop field by NBC tele -star 
Dean Martin. Connie Smith's 
rendition of "Cincinnati, Ohio" 
has launched the Bill Anderson 
tune into a strong LP entry. 

One of M -R's hottest subsidi- 
aries in 1967 has been the Bill 
Anderson Stallion Music com- 
pany. Anderson wrote, then re- 
corded several toppers, includ- 
ing "I Get The Fever," "Get 
While the Gettin's Good" and 
"Bad Seed" (recorded by Jan 
Howard). Porter Wagoner 
vaulted Bill's "Cold Hard Facts 
of Life" into the upper num- 
bers. 

Not all the growth associated 
with the Long group is limited 
to tangibles. Long and Ash- 
worth were recent visitors in 
Europe, where relations with 
the Moss Rose overseas affili- 
ates were firmed up. One 
fringe benefit of the trip was 
the opening of several "civil- 
ian" theaters in England to 
country music in general and 
HLTA artists in particular. 
David Houston, for example, 
played the Grafton Ballroom in 
Liverpool on Aug. 9 and New- 
castle on the 10th, both by- 
products of the HLTA overseas 
expansion. 

Long's talents have also be- 
gun to score in other countries 
and on other mediums. While 
in Germany, Houston played 
the German TV network. Jim 
Ed Brown was a recent guest 
on the BBC "Folk Meets Pop" 
radio show. 

HLTA Moves Ahead On 
Three Fronts 

The Hubert Long Talent 
Agency has scored advances in 
several areas during the sum- 
mer of 1967, opening new doors 
for the firm's artists and ex- 
panding the Agency's book. 
The enlarged staff, consisting 
of Hubert Long, John Owen, 
Grover "Shorty" Lavender and 
Louie Dunn, turned in the 
largest number of perform- 
ances booked in HLTA history.

Several upcom- 
ing appearances have been pen- 
cilled in for the upcoming win- 
ter season. 

Bill Anderson scored a Net- 
work appearance of another 
type. Bill recorded the title 
song for an upcoming NBC 
movie of the "World Premiere" 
series. Bill will be the title 
voice accompanying the credits 
for the "Stranger on the Run" 
feature film, starring Henry 
Fonda and Anne Baxter. 

Several talent acquisitions 
signed by HLTA have aug- 
mented the firm's long 
range plan to serve not only all 
the shadings of taste within 
the country music sphere, but 
the so-called "pop" and "rock" 
music fans as well. One of the 
outstanding new names on the 
Long Talent roster is Tammy 
Wynette. She was joined a few 
weeks ago by Dick Flood and 
his Pathfinders and by writer 
and artist Sammi Smith. Sam - 
mi, a recent addition to the 
Columbia Records lineup, is 
also an exclusive writer for 
Moss Rose Publications, Inc. 

HLTA plans for the future 
include a physical expansion 
over the entire third floor of 
the Long Capitol Records 
Building and a thorough mer- 
chandising of the European 
civilian market, a field now be- 
ing explored by teams of HLTA 
entertainers.

NEW YORK-Pickwick Inter- 
national's commitment to Coun- 
try & Western music predates 
the introduction of the Pick- 
wick/33 label. 

Hilltop, the company's econ- 
omy -price Country & Western 
series, first appeared in 1963, 
and brought with it an enor- 
mous expansion of the audience 
for what had been considered 
a local phenomenon. Pickwick's 
35,000 retail outlets put country 
music into the hands of the 
housewife as well as the folk 
fan, and discovered that the 
Nashville sound sold as big in 
the North and East as the South 
and West.

Pickwick's Hilltop series cur- 
rently includes albums by 
George Jones, Patsy Cline, 
Webb Pierce, Bonnie Guitar, 
Hank Locklin, Jimmy Dean, 
Ferlin Husky, Johnny Cash, 
Faron Young, Claude King, 
Roger Miller, Carl Perkins, 
Johnny Horton, David Houston, 
Roy Orbison, Jerry Lee Lewis, 
Sonny James, Minnie Pearl, 
Floyd Tillman, Bobby Bare, 
Floyd Cramer, Buck Owens, 
Roy Acuff, Del Reeves, Cowboy 
Copas, Melba Montgomery, Iry 
& Charles Louvin, Merle Travis, 
Tex Ritter and Dave Dudley. 

Strong Publishing Activities

Fourteen miles from the 
Texas state line in northwest 
Louisiana is the city of Shreve- 
port, home of Creole French 
cooking, fast horses, beautiful 
women, good entertainment 
(Bossier City) and Stan's Rec- 
ord Shop. 

Stan Lewis is celebrating his 
20th year in the record indus- 
try and optimistically states 
that the next 20 look as good 
or better than the last-and for 
him that's really saying some- 
thing. With a few bucks, a lot 
of hope and much faith, Stan 
and wife Pauline put in a tiny 
record shop on Texas Street in 
downtown Shreveport. That 
very same shop now covers 
nearly a quarter of a block and 
houses millions of records of 
every description and taste. 

A major difference in Lewis' 
business other than size from 
20 years ago is the addition of 
Lewis' own record labels to his 
seemingly endless stock. All 
these Jewel-Paula-Ronn labels 
are also stock items in his 40 
distributors places of business 
from coast to coast. Jewel & 
Ronn Records are primarily 
R&B and gospel labels, while 
Paula is the country and pop 
outlet 

The Paula label boasts such 
artists as Nat Stuckey, Tony 
Douglas, Cheryl Pool, Peggy 
Paxton, Mickey Gilley, Van 
Givens, Billy Bohannon, Lee 
Rose, Lynn Hilburn and Jimmy 
Fautheree. 

Lewis has a great deal of ad- 
miration for all his artists, but 
is especially aware of the 

C&W fans' devotion to their 
favorite artists and the buying 
power of these fans. Nat 
Stuckey's recording of "Sweet 
Thang" was so universally ac- 
cepted that it has been (and is 
being) recorded not only by 
C&W artists but performers in 
the pop and R&B fields as well. 

Future Promising, Too 

The future of country music 
looks promising for the Loui- 
siana -based record firm and 
plans are constantly being 
made for sessions and releases. 
Larry Page, department head 
for C&W promotions, reports 
that Nat Stuckey and Cheryl 
Pool have just returned from 
a "smash engagement" at the 
Golden Nugget in Vegas where 
crowds numbered among the 
largest ever for a country art- 
ist. Nat's soon -to -be -released 
"My Can Do Can't Keep Up

Tony Douglas will soon have 
a new album on Paula, 
"Heart," that contains his 
widely acclaimed single of the 
same name. 

All in all, the record busi- 
ness looks good for Stan Lewis 
and associates; and the Coun- 
try and Western end is a sig- 
nificant segment of an already 
vast but still expanding Paula 
Records. 

Fox Signs Major 
Producer in OW Push

to happen at 20th Century Fox Records before the end of the 
month. 

Although there were no details at press time, Record World 
understands that label is signing a major independent production 
deal with a veteran producer, who has a highly impressive credit 
sheet in the C/W area.

Producer Don Law, who has 
long been an effective recording 
team with Goldie's husband Carl 
Smith, waxed enthusiastic over the 
session.

Pete is known world-wide for 
his "Talking Guitar" and for 
the hit sounds on practically 
every country record that 
comes out of Nashville. His 
big recording was "Forever." 

Tommy Hill has written 
many hit songs, to name a 
couple, "Slowly" and "Giddy - 
Up Go." He has also pro- 
duced many hit recordings in 
the past ten years for Starday. 
Tommy recently partly left 
Starday to work for Window 
Music, Inc. Tommy will still 
produce Starday artists and 
miscellaneous sessions. 

Jack Drake, a top bass player, 
has been with Ernest Tubb for 
24 years, but he says he's still 
not sure if it will be a steady 
job. (Actually, it won't be 
steady after Jan. 1, 1968. He 
is retiring from the road to put 

in full service into Window, 
also.) 

Jerry Shook, last and "least" 
(in size only), is a guitar 
picker with a beard (at the 
present time) .

Window is having growing

Window, owning its own build- 
ing, has been leasing one of its 
two stories to Bo'b Neal 
Agency. But due to expansions, 
Neal has exited to make room. 

Stop On 

The Go 
Formed by Pete Drake and 

Tommy Hill in 1964, Stop Rec- 
ords is expected to become one 
of the better independent rec- 
ord companies around. 

It already boasts a line-up of 
well-known artists including 
Johnny Bush, Johnny Jay, Dave 
Rich and Benny Martin. Benny's 
first release is due soon. 

Drake recently left Smash 
Records to record on his own 
Stop label. Larry Kingston,

The Kapp C&W roundup in- 
cludes such stars es Freddie 
Hart,. Hugh X. Lewis, Bob 
Wills, Mel Tillis, Cal Smith. 
Recent acquisitions additions 
include Becki Bluefield, Benny

The club opened the weekend 
after Labor Day with a country 
package including Mel Tillis, 
Marion Worth and Tammy 
Wynette. 

Lazar Emanuel, the operator 
of the Nashville Room, con- 
tinues to be amazed at the tor- 
rid love affair that has sprung 
up between New York's night 
people and country music. 
Crowds have continued to grow 
up to the point that 300 couples 
had to be turned away from the 
doors of the 600 -capacity nitery 
during a recent Del Reeves en- 
gagement.

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CMA's Year of Opportunity 
With the accomplishments of 

1966 setting a standard of ex- 
cellence, the Country Music 
Association began this past 
year with plans for bigger and 
better development of country 
music. 

Early in January, CMA's Jo 
Walker, Frances Preston, Juan- 
ita Jones and Joyce Bush were 
honored by the Nashville Area 
Business a n d Professional 
Women's Club as outstanding 
Women of the Year. The re- 
sponse of the local press in 
outlining their activities looked 
like a resume of CMA efforts. 

In preparation for the open- 
ing of the Hall of Fame a spe- 
cial color film was produced 
depicting the history of coun- 
try music. Major Beverly Briley 
of Nashville made an early tour 
of the new building to survey 
the theatre and the swiftly 
mounting number of displays 
being donated by artists and 
fans. Since this date over 60,- 
000 have toured the new build- 
ing. 

Membership in CMA had 
climbed to 1,778 by the time 
the Board of Directors met in 
San Juan, Puerto Rico, in Feb- 
ruary. The board established 
five new categories of member- 
ships, planned for the Country 
Music Story show to be pre- 
sented on the West Coast, and 
in New York, fixed the date for 
the Grand Opening of the Hall 
of Fame, pushed the work to 
increase CMA's influence as an 
international organization, and 
established a committee to work 
out a Code of Ethics for CMA 
members as a basic guideline 
for conduct. 

For the first time in its his- 
tory the National Association 
of Record Merchandisers open- 
ed its doors to a trade associa- 
tion and on March 8 watched 
CMA present an hour-long 
show during the annual NARM 

convention. The show "The 
Selling Sound of Country Mu- 
sic" utilized sight, sound and 
live performers under the di- 
rection of Hal Neely, producer. 
It featured Minnie Pearl and 
Tex Ritter backed by color 
slides, 16 mm motion picture 
film and other live talent to 
tell the story of country music. 

Artists Suggest Code 

The CMA Code of Ethics, de- 
veloped by Johnny Bond and 
Hank Thompson, a OMA Direc- 
tor, was suggested by the art- 
ists themselves. A voluntary 
code, it is a good example of 
the dedication C&W artists 
have to their profession. As 
soon as it became available in 
March, CMA headquarter was 
nearly swamped by artists lin- 
ing up to sign the code. 

Jo Walker, CMA Executive 
Director, announced that the 
annual CMA Survey of all radio 
stations was to be expanded to 
include both AM and FM oper- 
ations. The questionnaire pro- 
duced an accurate listing of 
information on both the station 
and the disk jockeys through- 
out the United States. 

A priceless donation of 
manuscripts, song sheets, re- 
cordings and a vintage Dobro 
guitar was presented to the 
Country Music Foundation for 
permanent use in the Hall of 
Fame on behalf of Lieutenant 
William Settlemire, the first 
Vanderbilt graduate to be 
killed in the Vietnam war. 
Donated by his mother, the 
articles represented a life long 
collection which he had speci- 
fied should go to the CMF 
should he not come home from 
the war. 

Along with the growth of the 
exhibits for the Hall of Fame, 
other events occurred which 
kept the CMA in the forefront

of news in the country music 
trade. A new movie by CMA, 
"What's This Country Coming 
To?," was picked as the best 
music industry promotion in its 
annual Diamond Awards com- 
petition by the Nashville Chap- 
ter of the Advertising Federa- 
tion of America. The award to 
CMA and producer of the film, 
Bill Hudson, was presented in 
special ceremonies at Nash- 
ville's Hillwood Country Club. 
The film was created for show- 
ing to visitors to the Hall of 
Fame. Narrated by Tex Ritter, 
it has artists Chet Atkins, 
Sonny James, Del Reeves, 
Momma Maybelle Carter and 
Dottie West making guest ap- 
pearances. 

Leon McAuliffe added to the 
CMA Acquisitions Committee 
collection by donating the first 
steel guitar ever manufactured 
by the Fender Guitar Company. 

April saw the grand opening 
of the Country Music Hall of 
Fame and Museum. It was a 
dazzling highlight in the his- 
tory of CMA. With the doors 
officially opening at 6:30 p.m. 
Friday, March 31, a crowd of 
celebrities, business leaders 
and government officials cheered 
the procedings and congratu- 
lated CMA members on the 
spectacular beauty of the build- 
ing. The brilliantly lighted 
building houses a Hall of Fame 
gallery in the central area, a 
museum in the north wing, an 
auditorium and display area in 
the south wing, a set of offices 
in the basement and a parking 
lot for fans and visitors. At- 
tendance in the first two months 
exceeded 15,000. 

The Third Annual Music City 
Pro -Celebrity Golf Invitational 
Tournament, jointly sponsored 
by the Nashville Junior Cham- 
ber of Commerce, the Nash- 
ville Tennessean and the Coun- 
try Music Association, was 
opened with another list of the 
best golfers in the pro field and 
the top stars from country 
music, Hollywood, television, 
radio, baseball and other sports 
fields. Perry Como and Law- 
rence Welk were back again to 
be joined by Phil Harris, Jim 
Bunning, Bobby Nichols, Frank 
Beard, Harmon Killebrew and 
a group of country music stars 
beginning with Webb Pierce 
and Minnie Pearl. Along with 
Archie Campbell, Chet Atkins, 
Eddy Arnold, Boots Randolph 
and a host of others came Ernie 
Ford and Dizzy Dean. New 
players in the pro field included 
Gay Brewer, Don Cherry and 
Paul Hahn. 

By decision of the Board of 

Directors, Country Music 
Month was expanded to be 
recognized as an international 
event in October. In Canada 
Stone Records and BMI Canada 
co-operated with RCA Victor 
and Columbia to produce a 
special album entitled October, 
International Country Music 
Month. 

For the fifth time, a C&W 
show was presented by the 
CMA. This time to the Interna- 
tional Radio and Television 
Society in New York City's 
Waldorf Astoria. Playing to a 
thousand people from the radio, 
television, business and enter- 
tainment world, the show met 
with tremendous success in 
early October. A Tennessee 
Walking Horse, "Country Mu- 
sic," was given as a door prize. 

With the support of CMA, 
New York also got its first 
country music nightclub when 
on June 30 the New Yorker 
Hotel opened a Club Nashville 
seating 450. 

Helped on Special 
The CMA, working closely 

with Chet Hagen, veteran pro- 
ducer of NBC-TV specials for 
the NBC News department, 
helped with the production of 
"The Booming Country" for 
airing in the spring. The spe- 
cial will showcase the major 
facets of the country music 
industry in both the United 
States and foreign countries. 

The First Annual Country 
Music Awards were presented 
at the Country Music Associa- 
tion's Anniversary Dinner and 
show in October during the Dee 
Jay convention. The epic event 
brought the country music ver- 
sion of the "Oscar" to ten win- 
ners in separate categories.

In June of 1962, Greene be- 
came a member of the Ernest 
Tubb outfit, and the rest, as 
they say, is country music his- 
tory.

Network for twenty-five years 
of programming of country 
music to military forces around 
the globe. This beautiful scroll 
mounted on red velvet in a 

chased gold frame will be 
mounted in the Headquarters 
of the AFRTS in Los Angeles. 

Goodson-Todman Arrangements 

Announcement was made 
that arrangements were com- 
pleted with officials of the 
Goodson-Todman Productions 
to produce the annual CMA 
C&W Awards Show for tele- 
vision. Producers of such spec- 
taculars as "What's My Line," 
"Match Game" and "Pass 
Word," the Goodson-Todman 
firm announced that the crea- 
tive director of the CMA show 
will be Mike Gargiulo, whose 
credits include the New York 
Thanksgiving Day parade, the 
Cotton Bowl parade, Holiday on 
Ice and other television spe- 
cials. 

Indeed, 1967 was more than 
a year of opportunity; it was 
a year of challenge, fulfillment 
and progress.

K -Ark's Capps: 'Build On 
A Firm Foundation' 

Some 37 years ago, in Kat- 
tawa, Ky., a child named John 
Mack Capps was born. As a 
small boy, he moved with his 
family to a small town in south 
east Missouri, Poplar Bluff. 
And from the time he learned 
to walk and talk, he loved 
country music. 

As a teenager he set out to 
make country music his world, 
he played music, from coast to 
coast, for several years. In 1955 
he decided he should try to 
help singers who had the po- 
tential of making a name for 
themselves in the country field. 

He started his label in St. 
Louis, Mo., under the name of 
Ozark Records. About a year 
later, Capps and his Ozark 
Records went in partners with 
a Mr. Staton, who at that time 
owned a record company called 
Kay Records. However, only a 
short time elapsed before the 
dissolving of this partnership, 
but the two record companies, 
Ozark and Kay, became K -Ark 
Records. John Capps carried on 
with the K -Ark label on his 
own. 

While K -Ark Records was lo- 
cated in St. Louis, Capps had 
several records out. His first 
session cut on the new label 
was by Roger Miller (yes, the 
same). Capps also recorded 
such artists as Jimmy Payne, 
now on Epic; the Dillards, now 
on the Andy Griffith show as 
the Darling Family; and all- 
time great Onie Wheeler and 
his "I Saw Mother with God" 
and "Go Home," which to this 
date has sold over 200,000 rec- 
ords. 

Moved to Nashville 
Capps moved his K -Ark Rec- 

ord Co. to Nashville three years 
ago. His first big one for the 
label after coming to Nashville 
was "I'm the Man" by Jim 
Kandy, which was a national 
chart hit. Next came "I Ain't 
Crying Mister" by Larry Steele, 
which was also a hit. 

Since Capps' move to Nash- 
ville, he has been very success- 
ful, and has had nine records 
in the top 50 national charts. 

A short rundown on them: 
"I'm the Man" by Jim Kandy; 
"I Ain't Crying Mister" by 
Larry Steele; "Almost Per- 
suaded," instrumental version, 
by Larry Butler, "Honda" by 
Larry Heaberlin; "War with 
the Blues" by Georgia Rae; 
"Too Hot to Handle" by Onie 
Wheeler; "Down, Down Came 
the World" by Bobby Barnett; 
"Black Bug Boogie" by Jimmy 
Dawson; and now at this time 

"Losing Kind" by Bobby 
Barnett. 

Label Signings 
This past year, Capps and 

his label have signed such art- 
ists as Hylo Brown, the Web- 
ster Brothers, Bobby Barnett, 
Curtis Wayne, Wade Jackson, 
Smiley & Kitty Wilson, Jim 
Eanes, Boots Till and several 
others. 

Capps and K -Ark Records are 
swinging high, wide and hand- 
some all across the country 
with Boots Till and her "Gay 
Divorcee," Hylo Brown and his 
"Daddy's Old Guitar," Bobby 
Barnett and his "Losing Kind," 
also Curtis Wayne and his 
"Forty Miles of Heartache." 

Capps says, "Build on a firm 
foundation, and you're on solid 
ground." He gives further cred- 
it where credit is well deserved, 
to his secretary, and right arm 
for 10 years, Della Rae. 

Waylon Jennings, 
Multi Talented 

Just about two years ago a 
new name on record labels was 
slapping the public in the face 
and everyone was pretty ex- 
cited about Waylon Jennings. 

Actually, t h e Littlefield, 
Texas, native had been a strong 
name in the Southwest since 
his days of playing bass for 
the late Buddy Holley. How- 
ever, Nashville's recording in- 
dustry beckoned and, through 
team efforts of Don Bowman, 
Chet Atkins, Lucky Moeller and 
Harlan Howard, Jennings soon 
became an international favor- 
ite. 

Reaction to his "Nashville 
Rebel" movie, premiered in 
Nashville last October during 
the Country Music Convention, 
has been favorable, paralelling 
a string of hit singles, strong 
albums and successful personal 
appearance. With the kind of 
act that goes over equally as 
well in a Las Vegas nitery as 
in a North Georgia auditorium, 
RCA Victor's Jennings and the 
Waylors have become one of 
Moeller Talent's busiest acts. 

The penmanship of Jennings 
has recently begun benefiting 
artists other than himself, not- 
ably in the case of "Julie," 
which was selected by Porter 
Wagoner before the song was 
completed. With success as a 

singer, writer, guitarist, and 
performer, Waylon Jennings 
has settled down for a long 
stay in country music.

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Leon Ashley: 
What's He Got? 

What does it take to become 
successful with an unknown, 
independent record label in to- 
day's tremendously competitive 
record business? 

Ask Leon Ashley, youthful 
President -Owner of Ashley 
Records, and you might get sev- 
eral different answers, but each 
of them a link very necessary 
to the success of an organiza- 
tion such as his. 

Just having a record com- 
pany certainly does not insure 
success. Too many have found 
that out. Ashley realized this 
before he started. His entry 
into the record business began 
with a definite plan based on 
what he felt listeners and rec- 
ord buyers wanted. He pos- 
sesses that knack of sensing 
what people want to hear. The 
best evidence of that is his 
Number One hit recording of 
"Laura, What's He Got That I 
Ain't Got?" 

From the moment he and his 
wife Margie Singleton wrote 
the song, he felt it was a hit. 
After the song was recorded, 
several major companies want- 
ed to lease the master to their 
own label, but he realized that 
this was the one to establish 
Ashley as a label to be reckoned 
with. He also realized the 
problems and work involved in 
getting distribution set up .. . 

radio station promotion ... and 
all the other things entailed 
in getting a new label off the 
ground. These were merely a 
challenge to him, and without 
them he probably would not 
have been nearly as successful. 
For Ashley thrives on chal- 
lenges. 

One of Youngest Execs 

At the age of 21, Ashley 
found himself to be one of the 
youngest executives in radio, 
owning seven radiostations, an 
advertising agency and being 
involved in numerous other 
business activities. But still 
there was that one field he had 
always had the burning desire 
to conquer-the field of writ- 
ing and recording songs. 

After his marriage to singer - 
writer Margie, Ashley began to 
divest himself of his radio and 
advertising interests and de- 
vote more time to his newly 
formed Ashley label and his 
several music publishing com- 
panies. Today it's a full-time 
venture with three hit singles 
and two hit albums already to 
its credit. Following "Laura"

there was Margie's hit record- 
ing of "The Ode to Billy Joe" 
. . . Alice Joy's "Johnny" . . . 

the duet hit of "Hangin' On" 
by Leon and Margie and now 
the new Leon Ashley single of 
"Anna." There was the hit al- 
bum "Country Music with 
Soul" by Margie and the tre- 
mendously successful "Laura" 
album by Leon. And as Leon 
puts it, "We've just started!" 

Much of his success he 
credits first to his choice of 
material, how it should be re- 
corded and when to release it. 
Second, to the people who work 
with him, like his arranger - 
producer Don Tweedy, from 
Atlanta and loaded with fresh 
ideas and approaches to this 
business; and Ed Hamilton, a 
Nashville disk jockey who did 
the job of getting the promo- 
tion done with the radio sta- 
tions.

Jim, Jesse Mix 
Old with New 

The singing duo of Epic Rec- 
ords' Jim & Jesse (McReynolds) 
is not a new one. In fact 
they've been singing together 
for most of their lives, and are 
regular stars of the Grand Ole 
Opry. 

Just this year, though, they 
recorded a song called "Diesel 
on My Tail" and a "new sound" 
was created for this act which 
had always done predomi- 

nately "Blue- 
grass" style 
songs. The y 
followed t h e 
Epic single 
record with an 
album also entitled 
"Diesel on My 
Tail" contain- 
ing this new 
sound, which 

combines the steel guitar with 
the mandolin. It too was a Top 
10 album and is still riding 
high. 

Jim & Jesse were born in 
Coeburn, Va. and were raised 
in a musical family. Their 
grandfather was one of the pio- 
neer "fiddlers" and recorded 
for the old Victor label. Their 
recording of "Cotton Mill Man" 
and "Better Times a Corning" 
were both chart records and 
their current release, "Ballad 
of Thunder Road," is in the Top 
50 across the country. 

Jim & Jesse combined the 
"old time" sound with the 
modern country music sound 
and came up with their unique 
one, which certainly makes 
them "Most Promising" in any 
category.

Neal Agency Gross Bookings 

20% Ahead of Last Year 
"Business has never been 

better !" 

That was the reaction of Bob 
Neal, President of the Bob 
Neal Agency of Nashville, 
when queried about the cur- 
rent status of the booking and 
management office headed by 
Neal. 

"Through September of 1967 
our gross bookings are running 
about 20% ahead of the 1966 
figure. Gross commission earn- 
ings of the Agency are run- 
ning 25% ahead of the same 
period of last year," Neal said. 
He went on to point out that 
these figures indicated the 
overall growth of the business 
was continuing at a very steady 
pace. With the advance book- 
ings for the balance of 1967 
that are already contracted, the 
year will be-by far-the larg- 
est year since the Neal Agency 
was founded. 

Neal - who was associated 
with the early careers of Elvis 
Presley and Johnny Cash- 
pointed to the tremendous pop- 
ularity of Sonny James as a 
great contribution to the 
growth of the business. Other 
top artists represented by the 
Neal office whose careers are 
growing include Conway Twit- 
ty, Nat Stuckey, Liz and Lynn 
Anderson, Johnny Paycheck, 
Stonewall Jackson, Bobby 
Helms, Janet McBride, Jim 
Nesbitt, Vern Stovall and Billy 
Edd Wheeler. 

Connie Smith a Boost 

"When Connie Smith and her 
manager, Charlie Lamb, se- 
lected the Bob Neal Agency to 
represent her, it was a really 
great boost and a great com- 
pliment to us," Neal said. He 
also pointed out that Johnny 
and Joanie Mosby, the Compton 
Brothers and Pam Miller have 
recently been added to the list 
of artists represented by the 
Agency. 

"Advance indications for 
1968 show us that we are go- 
ing to have a record breaking 
year again! Plans are develop- 
ing in cooperation with certain 
New York and West coast 
agencies that will offer exten- 
sive TV participation on a na- 
tional basis to our artists. Also, 
the Agency plans in conjunc- 
tion with those of Jack Stapp 
and Buddy Killen, of Tree Mu- 
sic, who are stockholders in the 
operation, look forward to ex- 
pansion in the physical setup 
of the Agency," he went on. 

"We anticipate the addition 

of other top artists to our rep- 
resentation in the near future," 
Neal said. "We welcome the 
fact that many country music 
artists are now represented by 
capable managers. This will 
give us a better opportunity to 
concentrate on bookings for 
our artists for personal appear- 
ances, concerts, fairs, TV and 
moving pictures in the future." 

"Plans for expansion also 
call for expansion in key per- 
sonnel when the necessity 
arises in the near future. This 
would be in addition to the 
very capable talent people now 
with the agency-Sonny Neal, 
Helen Neal and Becky Frost," 
he added. 

Archie Campbell 
Crowing Loudly 
When RCA Victor scheduled 

an album release for Archie 
Campbell for fall of 1966, no- 
body had any idea of what the 
album would start, all because 
of the tune that was picked to 
be the title number, "The 
Cockfight." 

Reaction to the tale of two 
roosters resulted in one of 
1967's hottest singles, and 
"The Mayor of Bull's Gap" be- 
gan one of the busiest periods 
of his long career in country 
music. 

Part of this activity was an 
experiment in entertaining 
tourists to his native East Ten- 
nessee. A regular show, pro- 
duced and directed by Camp- 
bell, was presented in Gatlin - 
burg throughout the summer 
months, offering a variety of 
regular and guest performers 
that proved enjoyable to both 
the tourists and area residents. 

A longtime dream of Camp- 
bell's, the Gatlinburg operation 
could easily be the pilot for 
similar undertakings in ninny 
other resort areas. A number 
of top names were scheduled 
with Campbell's regular troupe 
for the season, providing a bal- 
ance that contributed heavily 
to the success of the venture. 

Recording -wise, Campbell's 
production has been most noted 
for the "Cockfight" follow-up, 
"Rojo Meets Blackie Bantam," 
and the album, "Kids, I Love 
'Em." In keeping with his past 
preference for variety, a pack- 
age of nostalgic material is 

planned for the near future. 

Lou Stringer: 
Preaches Guitar Gospel 
In Nashville High 

NASHVILLE-You'd expect 
a pied piper for the youngsters 
of Nashville to draw his fol- 
lowing by strumming a guitar, 
right? 

You'd never cast Lou Strin- 
ger in the piper role. He 
doesn't fit the fairytale image 
-too intense, too realistic and 
much too much of a mountain 
of a man to trip through the 
streets all day. 

But there is a touch of 
Mother Goose in the way Lou 
made the dream of guitar les- 
sons in the schools come true 
for the music -mad youngsters 
in Nashville. 

No public school system in 
the U.S. has ever offered guitar 
instruction as a part of free 
music education. When Lou 
became a "roving" band in- 
structor far five Nashville ele- 
mentary schools five years ago, 
he began hoping such a pro- 
gram might originate in Mu- 
sic City U.S.A., which claims 
"more guitars per person per 
inch than anywhere in the 
world." 

While Lou dreamed, he plug- 
ged away at preaching the 
guitar gospel to school admin- 
istrators. Small-scale experi- 
ments this year were impres- 
sively successful; school per- 
sonnel were eager to try steps 
to improve the system's already 
outstanding music program. As 
a result of these two factors, 
there's a whole lotta plunkin' 
going on at Warner Elementary 
this fall-with expansion of 
the program a definite possi- 
bility. 

Lou plays 12 instruments, 
but he "thinks guitar." And 
he feels a child taught chords, 
time and notes on a guitar 
could as easily step up to d as- 
sical music- making as one 
taught on a more "dignified" in- 
strument. 

"Many mothers find their 
children rebelling when they 
are forced to take piano les- 
sons," Lou said. "That's be- 
cause the piano is 'out'; the 
guitar is the 'in' instrument. 
So why shouldn't a youngster 
learn the music basics on some 
instrument he is really ex- 
cited about playing?" 

Last year a classroom ex- 
periment gave visible support 
to Lou's theory. Often in mu- 
sic classes Lou has modulated 
from rock to blues to jazz 
rhythms on a piano, clarinet or 
other musicmaker to show the 

versatility of a single instru- 
ment. 

In sixth grade classes Lou 
began using the guitar to illus- 
trate types of music. Ears 
strained. Faces beamed. Voices 
hummed along. Lou had never 
experienced such enthusiastic 
response with other instru- 
ments. 

This past summer Lou won 
his first opportunity to actually 
teach guitar in the classroom. 
Under the government's Title I - 
financed "Project Summertime" 
program, Lou worked with 
about 50 "baby plunkers" at a 
high school in a section of 
Nashville where most of the 
youngsters would have never 
been able to afford private 
guitar lessons. 

The four -week program was 
entirely voluntary, but Lou had 
no trouble with dropouts-he 
actually had problems getting 
the students to put down their 
guitars when the session ended. 

When school board members 
visited a special "recital" at 
the workshop's end, they were 
so impressed they asked Lou to 
present to them a feasible pro- 
gram for guitar lessons in the 
schools. 

The plan went off the draw- 
ing board and into action last 
month. Lou teaches guitar in 
fifth and sixth grade classes at 
Warner School. He also con- 
ducts "in service" classes for 
teachers who might add guitar 
to their music classes in the 
future. 

Lou thinks the step is a real 
breakthrough in music educa- 
tion and should spread to every 
school seriously interested in 
conveying the excitement of 
music to students-

Behind the Scenes Force 
For Country Music 

J. William Denny (known by 
most as Bill) is President of 
Cedarwood Publishing Com- 
pany, Inc., and was the young- 
est president ever elected to 
head the Country Music Associ- 
ation. This year he receives 
Record World's Recognition 
Award. 

His introduction to the music 
business carne while he was a 
youngster working Saturday 
nights at Nashville's Grand 
Ole Opry and traveling with a 
carnival during summer vaca- 
tions. While in high school, he 
worked both as a prop man and 
cameraman at WSM-TV and as 
a disk jockey for WSM Radio 
and WMAK Radio. 

After high school, he at- 
tended Vanderbilt University 
and majored in Business Ad- 
ministration. In 1956, he became 
road manager of the Phillip 
Morris Country Music Show, 
traveling around the country 
handling advance publicity and 
promotion and later became di- 
rector of the Phillip Morris 
Country Music Radio Show. 
Rounding out this experience, 
he worked for an ad agency and 
trained two years in the bank- 
ing business. 

Impressive Sales Record 
In the spring of 1956, Bill 

joined Columbia Records as the 
Nashville Studio Manager, 
where he later developed Co- 
lumbia's Custom Record Press- 
ing Operation for Nashville. 
During his stay with the Co- 
lumbia organization, he estab- 
lished an impressive sales rec- 
ord in the custom pressing busi- 
ness Due to his father's illness, 
Bill resigned his position with 
Columbia and took over as 
General Manager of Cedarwood

Bill Denny is an outstanding 
example of the behind -the - 
scenes people who have helped 
Nashville earn its title of "The 
Music Capital of the World." 

Grant Turner 
Opry Mainstay 
Grant Turner . . . a name 

synonymous with the Grand Ole 
Opry. 

Grant's friendly and convinc- 
ing voice has been heard by 
millions of listeners every Sat- 
urday night on WSM's Grand 
Ole Opry for 22 years as com- 
mercial announcer. He was 
chosen as the announcer of 
"The Prince Albert Show" on 
NBC Radio Network for 11 
years, He went to New York 
twice on this show, working in 
theaters off Broadway, made a 
European tour by air with the 
Opry Stars (Roy Acuff, Red 
Foley, Jimmy Dickens, Bras- 
field, Hank Williams). This was 
his second visit overseas. He 
worked his way over on a cot- 
ton boat back in 1932. 

For 13 years on WSM Radio, 
Grant hosted the show "Mr. 
D.J. U.S,.A." which featured 
djs from all over the world. 
And from time to time he's been 
announcer on the all-night 
show, "Opry Star Spotlight." 
For his love of country music, 
his friendship with millions of 
people and his excellence as an 
outstanding announcer, Grant 
was awarded the "Country Mu- 
sic Dj of the Year" for three 
consecutive years.

Or Friday, 
for that matter."

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When Ken Nelson of Capitol 
Records re-signed Tex Ritter 
this simmer, it marked 25 
years of fruitful association be- 
tween the veteran cowboy and 
Capitol. As a matter of fact, 
Ritter was the label's first 
country artist and joined Capi- 
tol at the beginning. Tex 
started the ball rolling in Capi- 
tol country with hits such as 
"The Boll Weevil Song," "Jeal- 
ous Heart," "Rye Whiskey" 
and many others. 

The company's original 
Country A & R Director was 
Lee Gillette, who, although in 
retirement, still records Guy 
Lombardo and Stan Kenton on 
the West Coast. Shortly follow- 
ing Ritter's success, Gillette re- 
corded Tex Williams' "Smoke, 
Smoke, Smoke," which sold over 
a million copies. In this era 
also came Merle Travis, Wes- 
ley Tuttle and Hank Thompson, 
all artists who pioneered Capi- 
tol's firm entry into country 
music under Gillette. 

In 14347 Capitol hired a young 
broadcaster named Ken Nelson 
from WJJD in Chicago to head 
up its transcription service. 
Ken came to the Coast in 1948 
and in 1951 succeeded Gillette 
as head of Capitol's Country/ 
Western Department. Ken im- 
mediately took up where Lee 
left off and produced Hank 
Thompson's biggest hit, "Wild 
Side of Life." 

Recorded Wherever Possible 

In those days the Nashville 
recording center was not as 
fully developed as it is today 
and subsequently the A & R di- 
rectors recorded country art- 
ists wherever they could find 
them. Country sessions in those 
days were held in Atlanta, Lit- 
tle Rock, Houston, Chicago, 
Sioux City, Nashville, Los An- 
geles and other markets, in re- 
cording studios, hotel ball- 
rooms, or in radio station stu- 
dios. 

Not too long after Ken's first 
big hit, "Wild Side of Life," he 
signed Faron Young and Ferlin 
Husky to the Capitol label. 
These artists contributed 
greatly to the country hit scene 
in the early '50s and still are 
very much a part of country 
music today. Husky produced 
a million seller in "Gone" and 
Faroe Young followed suit a 
few years later with a great 
hit, "Hello Walls." 

About that time a young 
Southern gentleman by the 
name of Sonny James came on 
the Capitol scene and wasted 
little time in producing a multi- 
million seller in "Young Love." 
Sonny also is very much a part 
of the Capitol country scene 
today and is currently enjoying

his 12th No. 1 country record 
in a row with the label. 

The early '60s saw the phe- 
nomenal rise of another Capi- 
tol hitmaker, Buck Owens and 
his Buckaroos. Nelson signed 
this act out of Bakersfield, 
Cal. and they still record on 
the West Coast. Buck's string 
of top sellers, both singles and 
albums, are unsurpassed in the 
business today. Buck's band, 
the Buckaroos, have become 
famous for their recordings, 
too. 

From the religious field, Nel- 
son signed the famed Louvin 
Brothers and helped develop 
them into a best-selling 
straight country duet in the 
mid -'50s. The Louvin Brothers 
were Capitol's strongest coun- 
try group seller until Ira 
Louvin's death in 1964. Charlie 
Louvin has continued as a sin- 
gle act since and has had a 
succession of chart singles. 

A duet record introduced 
Jean Shepard to the Capitol 
label with Ferlin Husky and 
Jeannie grew into one of the 
label's leading female singers. 
Recently Merle Haggard, Bon- 
nie Owens and Wynn Stewart 
have embellished the West 
Coast country scene and are 
currently steady chartmakers, 
too. 

Used `Voices' Early 

Capitol was one of the first 
labels to use "voices" in pro- 
ducing country/western sin- 
gles. It is thought that Ferlin 
Husky's "Gone" was the first 
session where a vibraphone 
was used on a country session. 
Also, Ken Nelson was one of 
the first A & R directors to use 
the high female voice innova- 
tion. 

Capitol's history has been 

one of building new acts from 
the beginning. 

It has not been its policy to 
sign big name artists from 
other labels but to develop its 
own. In the early '60s "Hank 
Thompson at the Golden Nug- 
get" was recorded live and rep- 
resents one of the very first 
country albums recorded in 
person. 

Through the development of 
new talent, Capitol has grown 
to be one of the leading labels 
for country music in the world. 
Capitol maintains an A & R of- 
fice in Nashville headed by 
Kelso Hurston and Billy Graves 
who work with the Nashville 
artists. These two young A & R 
directors have added consider- 
able talent to the Nashville 
scene for Capitol Records. 

Ritter Celebrates 25, Too 

As Capitol celebrates its 25th 
anniversary, the label is prbud 
that one of its most distin- 
guished gentleman/artists, Tex 
Ritter, is also observing the an- 
niversary by renewing a long- 
term contract on the label. Tex's 
eminence after 25 years in 
country music is attested by 
his regular appearances on the 
Grand Ole Opry, his heavy road 
schedule of personal appear- 
ances, and until very recently 
his co -hosting with Ralph 
Emery on WSM's cross-country 
broadcast at nighttime. 

The label appreciates the 
fact that country music fans 
are the most loyal record buy- 
ers possibly in the world. Once 
an artist is established, the 
long term acceptance is very 
productive. In recognition of 
this, Capitol execs set up a na- 
tional sales and promotion of- 
fice in Nashville to augment 
the great potential of country 

music. Capitol was the first ma- 
jor to install a national sales 
office in Nashville for this pur- 
pose. 

Capitol's history in the rec- 
ord business has been a well- 
rounded one and a genuine suc- 
cess story. Country music has 
played a part in this good bal- 
ance, and the estimate of the 
future has no ceiling for Capi- 
tol's country artists.

Tommy Collins, a member of 
the Buck Owens Show, was 
called away from a recent ap- 
pearance due to the death of 
his mother. Red Simpson filled 
in for him. 

Wynn Stewart's wife, Do- 
lores, Was injured in a driv- 
ing accident while she was on 
her way to meet her husband. 
It is not certain whether her 
leg injuries will be permanent. 
Two weeks later, Wynn suf- 
fered from a broken ankle.

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A Year in the Country 
Better product and more ex- 

posure have joined together to 
hoist Country and Western mu- 
sic to its highest popularity 
during the past year. At a time 
when attendance records are 
being broken everywhere by 
C & W acts, more hit records 
are being produced to merit it. 

A year ago Buck Owens' 
"Open. Up Your Heart" topped 
the chart of C & W singles 
with indeed many other major 
developments taking place. 
Among the more notable was 
the ground being broken for 
the new $400,000 home of 
Acuff -Rose Enterprises on 
Franklin Road. Following this 
the actual work began on the 
huge music plant. 

Too, Kapp Records Nashville 
chief Paul Cohen took over the 
presidential reins of the Coun- 
try Music Association. Cohen 
stated when he took office: "I 
hope to do a great job as presi- 
dent. With 1,700 members 
this year, I hope to have 3,400 
next year." 

Sonny James Month 

Vast November was pro- 
claimed Sonny James Month by 
Capitol Records with the label 
going all out to peddle Sonny's 
new album release, "The Best 
of Sonny James," and his new 
single, "Room In Your Heart." 
This was climaxed by Tennes- 
see Governor Frank Clement 
signing a proclamation desig- 
nating November as Sonny 
James Month. During mid - 
November, as a fitting tribute, 
Sonny's single of "Room In 
Your Heart" hit the number 
one spot. 

David Houston signed an ex- 
clusive booking pact with 
Hubert Long while Houston's 
manager, T i l m a n Franks, 
would continue in that capac- 
ity. 

During November last year 
Mary Reeves signed an agree- 
ment with London Records to 
lease many of her Shannon 
label's releases to the British 
based firm. 

And Decca released a fol- 
low-up to Loretta Lynn's big- 
gest single called, "Don't Come 
Home a Drinkin'." 

Late November found Billy 
Anderson's "I Get the Fever" 
climbing into the nation's num- 
ber one song category. While 
a story was broken in Nash- 
ville about a law suit being 
filed in United States District 
Court in Montgomery, Ala. by 
Audrey Williams and Hank 
Williams Jr. charging that

Irene W. Smith, sister of Hank 
Sr., and Fred Rose Music had 
conspired to conceal the exist- 
ence of 150 hitherto unpub- 
lished lyrics by Hank Wil- 
liams Sr. and to sell them at 
an artificially low price. Any 
knowledge of such was denied 
by Wesley Rose, president of 
Fred Rose Music, Inc. 

Then Eddy Arnold's "Some- 
body Likes Me," hit the top of 
the C & W charts to be closely 
followed by Ray Price's "Touch 
My Heart." Aud-Lee Attrac- 
tions announced an expansion 
program for their booking firm 
which handles appearances for 
such standouts as Hank Wil- 
liams, Jr., Jimmy Martin, 
Wilma Lee & Stoney Cooper 
and Merle Kilgore, O -M -A -C 
announces the signing of Sheb 
Wooley, who formerly was han- 
dled by Nashville booker Joe 
Wright. Late December slaw 
what was to become the C & W 
single of the year, "There Goes 
My Everything," by Jack 
Greene, rise to the top slot in 
the charts and George Morgan 
exit Columbia Records for a re- 
cording pact with Starday Rec- 
ords. Kenny Price, on the heels 
of a hit, "Walking on New 
Grass," left the Hayride in Cin- 
cinnati after 13 years as a 
regular member to go on the 
road. Hank Snow and his 
Rainbow Ranch Boys jetted out 
for war -torn Vietnam for an 
18 -day government sponsored 
visit. Leon Rhodes left Ernest 
Tubb's T e xa s Troubadours 
after playing lead guitar for 
some six years. 

Greene Single Was Leading 

1967 found Jack Greene's sin- 
gle still leading the C & W hit 
parade and Bob Johnston tak- 
ing up residence as A & R 
chief of Columbia here. Roy 
Clark changed from Capitol to 
Tower Records, and promptly 
the label did a live album on 
the versatile figure. Mean- 
while, Hank Cochran signed 
with Monument following his 
leaving RCA Victor. Veteran 
tunesmith Vic McAlpin was 
honored with a surprise testi- 
monial dinner at the RCA Vic- 
tor Studio B. First of the year 
news also disclosed that Hank 
Thompson had resigned his 
personal endorsement contract 
with Falstaff Brewing Corpora- 
tion and Audrey Williams un- 
derwent minor surgery in a lo- 
cal hospital. 

One of the major stories dur- 

ing January was the Marvin 
Hughes resignation as manager 
and producer for Capitol Rec- 
ords' Nashville branch and 
naming of Kelso Herston as a 
replacement. Bob Montgomery 
was named to replace Herston 
at United Artists here. 

Kapp Records' local office an- 
nounced that promo -man de- 
luxe Chuck Chellman had been 
named national promotion head 
for their C & W division. Alex 
Zanetis debuted his new record 
company Jack O'Diamands. 
While Musicor yanked an al- 
bum cut, "Walk Through This 
World With Me," from a George 
Jones LP for a single. 

After sticking at number one 
for six weeks on the C & W 
singles chart, Jack Greene's 
"There Goes My Everything," 
was overtaken by Loretta 
Lynn's "Don't Come Home a 
Drinkin'." However, this meant 
that another super -star had 
been born in the person of Jack 
Greene of Decca Records. 
Multitalented Jerry Rivers 
signed to manage Nugget Rec- 
ords and the Lonzo & Oscar En- 
terprises as well as keeping his 
ties with the Homesteaders, 
which he organized some four 
years ago. 

Buck Bought Another Station 

Buck Owens announced that 
he'd purchased another radio 
station, KYND in Phoenix, Ariz. 
This made the second all -C & W 
outlet that the Buckaroo has. 

The Country Music Associa- 
tion completed its first quar- 
terly Board Meeting for 1967 
at the American Hotel in San 
Juan, Puerto Rico, in late Janu- 
ary. Hubert Long, membership 
chairman, reported at that time 
that 110 new members had been 
added. 

February saw Stu Phillips 
sign a booking and personal 
management pact with Acuff - 
Rose Artists Bureau. While 
Marty Robbins was busy shoot- 
ing a motion picture titled 
"Hell on Wheels," based on 
auto racing and country music. 

Musicor Records announced 
that March was set as George 
Jones Month for the label. 
Festivities included a new LP, 
"Walk Through This World," 
as well as a new sacred LP 
titled "Cup of Loneliness." 

Buck Owens' "Where Does 
The Good Times Go" overtook 
the number one position in 
early March. Talent kingpin 
Hubert Long was hospitalized 

for a spell and Shelby Single- 
ton Productions entered the 
C & W market with two re- 
leases on Starday by Shirley 
Wood and Mike Lane. Roy 
Drusky announced his resigna- 
tion as local manager of 
SESAC. This was followed 
closely by Lloyd Green's leav- 
ing the assistant manager's 
position. Joe Talbot replaced 
Drusky at the local SESAC 
operation. 

Eddy Arnold Broke Record 

Eddy Arnold broke all exist- 
ing records, attendance -wise, 
when he played for 41,956 fans 
at the Houston Livestock and 
Rodeo in the Astrodome. This 
was followed by RCA announc- 
ing a giant Eddy Arnold rec- 
ord promotion for April and 
May. The RCA single by Jim 
Reeves, "I Won't Come In While 
He's There," vaulted into the 
number one position in the 
charts. 

In early April came the offi- 
cial opening of the Country Mu- 
sic Hall of Fame and Museum 
on record row. It was a two- 
day event featuring ties and 
tales, marking the official open- 
ing of the memorial honoring 
this down-to-earth form of en- 
tertainment. 

"Need You" by Sonny James 
became the number one C & W 
tune in early May; and Charley 
Pride made his initial appear- 
ance on the Grand Ole Opry, 
marking the first time since the 
early days of the famed show 
that a Negro had appeared on 
stage there.

Associates, this graduate of the 
Citadel and former public in- 
formation officer of the Stra- 
tegic Air Command has brought 
into country music ideas that 
are both ambitious and healthy. 

The basic elements of his op- 
eration are simple: it is to the 
career advantage of each client 
for the public to be regularly 
reminded of his presence and 
to be informed of his various 
activities, essentially the same 
approach SAC takes on an in- 
ternational scale. 

One of the highlights of 
Rica's accomplishments to date 
was the co-ordination of "A 
Tribute to Chat Atkins" in May 
of this year. Working with the 
Junior Board of the Florence 
Crittendon Home, for whose 
benefit the affair was staged, 
his firm was totally successful 
in making the public aware of 
Chet Atkins and RCA Victor. 
One of the main goals far the 
evening was a greater appre- 
ciation of top notch Country 
talent by members of the Nash- 
ville community.

'Community of Labels' 
Set by MGM 

NEW YORK - In a prece- 
dent - shattering move, MGM 
Records' President Mort L. 
Nasatir has announced a major 
reshaping of the MGM Records' 
corporate structure into an 
image of a "community of 
labels." 

The "community of labels" 
idea groups the many labels 
produced and distributed by 
MGM/Verve into three autona- 
mous divisions, each with its 
own label manager, sales and 
promotion managers, field force 
and distribution. 

The three basic divisions in 
the "community of labels" con- 
cept are: the MGM group; the 
Verve group; and the Metro 
group. 

The MGM group will market 
the flagship MGM line, Kama 
Sutra, Lyra Records, the budget 
Metro label, and the two chil- 
dren's lines Leo The Lion and 
King Leo. The Verve group 
will handle Verve, Verve/Fore- 
cast and the budget jazz line, 
VSP. The Metro group is cur- 
rently responsible for sales, 
marketing and promotion of 
Cameo -Parkway, (and two sub- 
sidiary C/P labels, Vando and 
Windy City), the newly acti- 
vated MGM -owned Cub and 
Music Factory labels, and a 
number of other independently 
produced labels ready for re- 
lease shortly. 

Revealed at Distrib Meets 

Nasatir revealed these major 
changes last week at regional 
distributor 'sales meetings held 
in Los Angeles, New Orleans 
and New York City. 

He said: "This reorganiza- 
tion has been dictated by the 
explosive growth of MGM/ 
Verve over the past two years. 
We are now handling more hit 
product than ever before in 
MGM's history, and a major 
expansion of this kind is neces- 
sary so that we have a chance 
to plan, promote and sell each 
piece of product from its incep- 
tion. The `community of labels' 
concept will define specific 
areas of responsibility in sales 
and promotion. This means 
that a maximum of effort and 
concentration will be applied 
on each album or single issued 
by the company as a whole. I 
believe that this reorganization 
can virtually triple the already 
impressive number of albums 
we already have on the national 
charts." 

While a complete roster of 
personnel for the three divi- 
sions is not set, major appoint- 
ments have already been made. 
Reporting to Lenny Scheer, La- 
bels Manager for the MGM 
group, are: Sol Greenberg, LP 
Sales Manager; Phil Picone, 
Single Sales Manager; Mike 
Becce, LP Promotion Manager; 
Harold Berkman, Singles Pro- 
motion Manager; and a field 
force composed of Allen Par- 
ker and two other men to be 
announced shortly. 

The Very e organization 
headed by Labels Manager 
Jerry Schoenbaum is composed 
of Art Denish, LP Sales Mana- 
ger; a Single Sales Manager to 
be announced (Phil Picone will 
sell Verve singles in the in- 
terim) ; and two promotion 
managers, Lou Fields on the 
West Coast and Ron Weisner 
on the East Coast. Field men 
for the Verve label include 
Mike Abbott and Mort Weiner, 
with others to be announced at 
a future date.

Iry Stimler, of the Metro group 
are: Iry Trencher, Sales Mana- 
ger; and Nat Lapatin, Promo- 
tion Manager, and a sales farce 
which will be announced 
shortly

At UA's Distributor Meetings 

United Artists Records has 
completed its fall -winter sales 
program by having its entire 
sales force on the road to pres- 
ent 21 new albums at each of 
the label's local distributor- 
ships. 

In addition to UA product, 
merchandise from Solid State 
and UA International, economy 
collections from Unart and the 
True Action Adventure Series, 
four track and eight track ster- 
eo tape cartridges and the UA 
entire catalog were reviewed. 

The UA sales organization 
scheduled its nearly 30 local 
meetings with a threefold pur- 
pose. First, it enabled the com- 
pany to showcase their new al- 
bums to entire local staff, 
rather than just several repre- 
sentatives. Secondly it brought 
UA men into a local area where 
they could familiarize them- 
selves with regional problems 
and offer suggestions as to how 
to improve liaison between the 
UA main office and its outlets. 
Thirdly, by visiting each dis- 
trib, UA eased their traditional 
time-consuming and expensive 
burden of have to attend many 
manufacturer conclaves. 

Spearheading the program 
was a new album from peren- 
nial sellers Ferrante & Teicher, 
"In the Heat of the Night." Two 
UA debuts were spotlighted, 
"The Artistry of Carlos Mon- 
toya," by the noted flamenco 
guitarist, and "Bob Braun 
Sings," by the midwestern TV 
host. The pairing of pop star 
Bobby Goldsboro and C/Wer 
Del Reeves via "Our Way of 
Life" was another highlight, as 
was "Henry's Trumpets," a set 
from A&R chief Henry Jerome. 
Fast -rising C&W hotshot Bobby 
Lewis was represented with "A 
World of Love." "Live Bur- 
lesque Live," a salute to the 
current comeback of this art 
form, and "Great Movie Themes 
-Volume Two," a reprise of a 
previous UA bestsellers, were 
also offered. 

Rounding out the UA pres- 
entation were a trio of sets 
from England, "The Best of 
Everything" by composer -con- 
ductor -arranger Frank Cordell, 
and two albums geared to the 
10th anniversary as a song- 
writer of Lionel Bart-"The 
Heart of Bart" and "A Handful 
of Songs." 

Special Feature 
A special feature of the 

showing were a pair of new 
Christmas entries, "The Sound

Al Caiola with the Italian com- 
poser - conductor - arranger Riz 
Ortolani, and "Navidad Con 
Chucho," starring Chucho Avel- 
lanet. Each UA staffer also 
again reviewed catalog Yule-

Roselli, Del Reeves and Truman 
Capote. 

Solid State, the jazz -oriented 
UA subsidiary, was represented 
by a pair of new albums, "Thad 
Jones -Mel Lewis Live at the 
Village Vanguard," the third 
set from the most talked -about 
new big band in the nation, and 
Joe Williams, the blues great, 
with "Something Old, New, Bor- 
rowed and Blue." 

UA International presented 
merchandise from a half -dozen

Creed Taylor 

Multi - Faceted 
By DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK-There are some 
people around who are a com- 
bination of so many enviable 
abilities that, if you didn't like 
them immediately, you would 
want to hate them. 

Creed Taylor, who heads up 
CTI productions, released by 
A&M Records, is one of these 
fellows. 

He is gentlemanly, has im- 
peccable taste, 
infinite crea- 
tive abilities 
(put together 
Lambert, Hen- 
dricks a n d 
Ross; put to- 
gether S t a n 
Getz and An- 
tonio Jobim, 
etc.), and a 
razor - keen

business mind. 
He is bringing all these 

facets into heavy play now that 
he is kicking off his new deal 
with A&M and he talked about 
it to Record World last week. 

First of all, he noted that 
CTI is completely separate 
from A&M-he has total con- 
trol of what and whom he re- 
cords and releases. "I have 
a wonderful working relation- 
ship with Jerry Moss and Herb 
Alpert at A&M," Taylor said. 
"When I want to do something, 
I simply call them and it gets 
done. No channels, no obstacles 
to worry about." 

"Also, what I like about 
A&M," Taylor continued, "is 
that the name means so much 
now and yet the album catalog 
is small enough so that my 
packages get the proper atten- 
tion." 

High Effectiveness 
Evidently the effectiveness of 

the CTI-A&M teamwork is high 
(as high as the quality of the 
product) because Taylor's first 
two albums, "A Day in the 
Life" by Wes Montgomery and 
"Wave" by Antonio Carlos 
Jobim, are already selling in 
large quantities - with the 
Montgomery album on Record 
World's chart at 50 this week 
up from 62. 

"I was in California last 
week," Taylor said, "and I went 
into a record store on the Strip 
right in the heart of hippieland. 
And the owner told me that his 
two best-selling records were 
the `Wave' album and 'A Day 
in the Life.' " 

Aside from the music, what 
Taylor hopes interests the buy- 
ing public is the packaging. 
All CTI albums will feature a 
wraparound cover coated with 
a special cellulose substance 
that minimizes glare and dog - 
earring. (Pete Turner takes all 
the photos and Sam Antupit 
is the album designer.) "And," 
Taylor stressed, "when the 
albums are lined up on a shelf 
with other packages, they really 
stand out." Shrewd. 

(Suggested retail price on 
the entire CTI line is, and will 
continue to be, $5.79, Taylor 
pointed out that as of now, "I'd 
say a third of the album sales 
are monaural.") 

What new, what next from 
Taylor? A Johnny Mandel al- 
bum featuring music from 
northern Brazil, a Herbie Mann 
album (already recorded, in an 
r/b bag, and called "Glory of 
Love"), an album by a Brazil- 
ian group called the Tamba 
Four, a single version of 
"Windy" from the "Day in the 
Life" elpee ("The deejays 
wanted it; some of the stations 
have already put the side on a 
tape cartridge"). And more, 
much more in Taylor's own 
measured time. He figures 
about 15 albums a year. 

Records All 8 -Track 

Taylor records everything 
eight -track. "You get a much 
better sound that way, even 
When you re-record it on two - 
track. I can't explain why; it 
just is." 

He does other things in the 
recording studio, too, while he's 
fooling around. "How do you 
think I got the idea for Kai 
Winding's `More.' I played a 33 
version of the song at 45. The 
faster sound reminded me of 
the `Telstar' recording that had 
been so popular. So I recorded 
Kai with a fast tempo." 

So .. . 

The end of this month Taylor 
is going, as a guest of the 
Brazilian government, to the 
second International Music 
Festival in Rio de Janeiro, a 
well -deserved invite, since, 
among all his other accom- 
plishments, Taylor is highly - 
responsible for the success of 
Brazilian music stateside,

Begins 2nd Season 

The Columbia Records Thea- 
tre Express. d success with 
thehtergoers last spring, will 
begin it ssecond season of pro- 
viding East Siders with nightly 
bus service to and from the 
theater district. 

Four buses running down 
Fifth and Lexington Avenues 
will operate each evening, except 
Sunday, beginning at 7:40 p.m. 
and will return after -theatre up 
Madison and Third Avenues, at 
a cost per passenger of 30¢ each 
way. The recording firm is again 
underwriting the operating ex- 
penses of the Theatre Express. 

Commenting on the company's 
plans to provide the service 
again this season, Clive J.

TV Review 

Not Enough TV Babs; 

Plenty on New LPs 
For her long-awaited, over- 

due third TV special, Colum- 
bia's Barbra Streisand decided 
to forsake her one -woman for- 
mat to re-create the atmosphere 
of a turn -of -the -century New 
York vaudeville house. 

She called the CBS hour "The 
Belle of 14th Street" (possibly 
to ready American audiences for 
her up -coming movie outing in 
"Hello, Dolly"). The show didn't 
work out as well as it might 
have looked on paper. 

For some reason, La Streisand 
used the first two-thirds of the 
hour to stress her modest 
comedic talents with the aid of 
Jason Robards, making an em- 
barrassment of his bow as a 
song -and -dance man. She and he 
tried a few dialects, tried to 
kid Shakespeare and George M. 
Cohan. Nothing was amusing, 
only strained. 

Streisand's genius is singing 
and she displayed it only inter- 
mittently until the last 15 min- 
utes when she showed what she 
could do on "Some of These 
Days," "My Buddy," "A Good 
Man is Hard to Find," "How 
About Me?", "My Melancholy 
Baby." 

This last Fritzi ScheffLillian 
Russell turn was worth waiting 
for-but only just.

Music from Five Different Lands 
Broad geographical represen- 

tation is the keynote of new 
special LP releases from Lon- 
don Records now being rushed 
to market. Items from En- 
gland, Germany, Scotland, the 
United States and Wales com- 
prise the new pop group, with 
one deluxe set by the Welsh 
and Scots Guards also drawing 
an extra merchandising boost 
from the presence of the troupe 
in the U. S. on a cross-country 
tour. 

The huge ensemble, with the 
lengthy title of "The Massed 
Bands, Drums, Pipes and 
Dancers of the Welsh Guards 
and Scots Guards," comprises 
"Her Majesty's Household Bri- 
gade" and is sponsored on its 
tour by impresario Sol Hurok. 
The tour opened in Baltimore 
on Oct. 3 and winds up at Madi- 
son Square Garden, New York, 
on Dec. 3.

full-length cartoon feature

whose coils keep getting bent 
out of commission. 

The animals are played, re-

George Sanders, Lord Tim Hud- 
son, Chad Stuart and long time 
and unbeatble Disney player 
Sterling Holloway. (Only a 
sequence with Pat O'Malley as 
a gruff British army elephant 
seems superfluous.)

Sherman have written a bright, 
easy -to-take score of five tunes 
(with an additional ditty, "The 
Bare Necessities," by Terry 
Gilkyson). Prima and Harris 
are magnetic scatting through

business. But it may be the 
sssssssly, ssssseductive "Trust 
in Me" that's the stand -out mel- 
ody. George Bruns contributed 
highly - evocative background 
music.

Del Shields they [slum 
youngsters] learn about art and 
music, and they look at profes- 
sionals who have arrived and 
they see these men cannot even 
eke out a bare pittance of daily 
bread, and they become bitter 
becaase they know their great 
ones are ignored." 

Taylor appealed to his well - 
dressed audience: "Come out 
and learn what the black man, 
the artist, is all about. He is 
good. Give him a chance to earn 
his way as an artist. It's the 
older professional who knows 
his trade who needs your at- 
tention and love and concert 
halls. He will give you back 
glory." 

Hoving Chaired Meet 

The chairman of the meeting, 
Thomas P. Hoving, director of 
the Metropolitan Museum of 
Art, asked: "Will you allow us 
to come in and look? People 
must have free passage to get 
in." Taylor nodded and grinned 
assent. 

His argument that jazz, spir- 
ituals and rhythm-and-blues are 
the only true American art 
forms went this way: Unlike 
the European immigrant, the 
Negro arrived in this country 
stripped of everything, and here 
he produced a culture that 
wasn't anything but American. 

"They are not African, Euro- 

pean," he said, "they are Amer- 
ican. The European remembers 
the place where his parents 
were born. The Negro cannot. 
He can only take What he is, 
and grow and become a man." 

"In Europe, they are feasted 
by kings and queens," he said. 
They come home to elevator 
jobs or to eking out a bare 
living pounding out white rock. 
They are not given a chance 
to give to America that which 
is American." 

The meeting at which Taylor 
spoke was one of a series held 
at the Waldorf by the New 
York Cultural Showcase ,Foun- 
dation. The subject was "The 
Cultural Life of New York 
City." 

Mayor Lindsay told the open- 
ing meeting that cultural insti- 
tutions, churches and govern- 
ments had failed to reach to- 
day's American youth. People 
who thought they could reach 
youth with established methods, 
he said, were kidding them- 
selves. 

The above statement is from 
a bylined story written by An- 
thony Burton in the New York 
Daily News, Oct. 3, 1967. 

The occasion was a meeting 
held in the plush Waldorf- 
Astoria and one of a series 
sponsored by the New York 
Cultural Showcase Foundation 
where patrons of the arts 
gathered to discuss and dissect 
the cultural life of New York 
City. 

Meet's Significance 

The significance of the meet- 
ing was the inclusion of jazz, 
long an illegitimate child of the 
cultural showcase in America, 
as part of the overall cultural 
picture. In addition, that mem- 
bers of the ghetto areas were 
asked to attend, recognized and 
heard, is indeed a step forward. 

According to Edward Taylor 
of the Harlem Cultural Coun- 
cil: "Jazz is the classical mu- 
sic of America but jazz musi- 
cians are ignored and slighted 
here. All the money in the 
poverty program is just creat- 
ing another riot. 

"You pour money into the 
streets and they, the slum 
youngsters, learn about art and 
music and they look at profes- 

sionals who have arrived and 
they see these men cannot even 
eke out a bare pittance of daily 
bread and they become bitter 
because they know their great 
ones are ignored." 

To those of us in jazz, this 
is certainly no revelation. It is 
heartening to know that per- 
haps the message put before 
those who can contribute 
monies to cultural programs 
might be motivated to 'do some- 
thing about the plight 'of the 
jazz musician. 

Deeper Look Needed 
It is necessary for the cul- 

tural patrons to take a deeper 
look into what is going on in 
the world today and recognize 
that art is no longer a special 
domain of the wealthy and the 
affluential. 

If jazz is really the gift of 
the Negro in America, he cer- 
tainly has shared very little in 
its rewards or enjoyed the 
prestige of acceptance. As a 
result there is little encourage- 
ment for the youngsters to be 
motivated to become another 
Duke Ellington, Basie or Arm- 
strong. 

Therefore, there is validity 
in the new music that has 
strange racial overtones in its 
message since the younger 
members among jazz musicians 
have taken note of the frustrat- 
ing circumstances of the older 
musicians. And they have be- 
come more and more vocal in 
their disapproval of the present 
status of musicians. 

Such meetings held at the 
Waldorf should certainly be 
repeated around the country. 
Since we now realize that a 
child who 'is culturally deficient 
is also one who cannot be moti- 
vated to move into a world he 
feels is hostile to his member- 
ship. What better program can 
be utilized than that of jazz 
to inspire and motivate him? 

In the meantime, Oct. 7 was 

declared jazz day in New York 
by Mayor Lindsay. This was 
the first time that a proclama- 
tion was issued officially recog- 
nizing jazz as 'an important 
enough subject to be a part of 
the official city ceremonial pro- 
gram. 

However, it was noted by 
this writer that there was little 
newspaper coverage of this im- 
portant event. 

Illustrious Accomplishment 

The day was another illustri- 
ous accomplishment for the 
Jazz Interactions group. They 
succeeded in getting Oliver 
Nelson to write a special work 
that was performed 'by a full 
orchestra at the Central Park 
Mall. 

What was alarming was the 
lack of record company partici- 
pation in this event which 
might develop into a national 
program. Other than MGM Rec- 
ords who bought the recording 
rights to the work, the record 
companies and jazz producers 
were noticably absent. 

Chico Hamilton and his fine 
group played in three areas of 
Harlem under the auspices of 
the Jazzmobile. 

Where were the record com- 
panies and the other members 
of the jazz academy who could 
have contributed so much to 
the expansion of the jazz art? 
Certainly this kind of event 
deserved far more aid and 
assistance since this was the 
real "'in" affair.
