London Records, following
hard on the recent completion
of the biggest fiscal year and
the largest first-quarter grosses
of its history, has projected for
May one of its most extensive
and diversified LP releases. An-
nouncement of the firm's pro-
gram was made this week by
Herb Goldfarb, National Sales
and Distribution Manager.

All types of product will be
represented in the release, which
will be staggered in various
groupings over the course of the
entire month to allow for a more
even flow of produet into the
market.

Bernstein Devil’s Advocate for Rock

Leonard Bernstein is defending rock. He said recently, “We
must take it seriously as both a symptom and a generator of a
very real revolution.” To Bernstein, pop music is a reality. So
much so, that to deny its existence is to deny the future. On the
April 25 CBS-TV special “Inside Pop” he answered the ques-
tion, “What does the future hold?” He says, “Turn on your radio
to top 40 and keep listening to the lyrics. They are telling you
something. They are voicing the thinking of millions of our
young people. They are expressing their views on many sub-
jects: Civil Rights; peace, alienation; mysticism; drugs; and
first and foremost, love.

“The message is delivered by implication. This is one of our
teenagers’ strongest weapons: it amounts almost to a private
language.

“But thig use of implication produces another effect as well;
something bordering on poetry. And protected by this armor of
poetry, our young lyricists can say just about anything they
care to.

“What is this strange and compelling scene called Pop Music?

Kapp added that negotiations
are nearing completion for the
release of 'Compass product in
Germany, Australia and South
Africa.

Soden. Kapp said that the firm
would continue to release two
singles at a time, with the em-
phasis on diversity of product.

NEW YORK — “Hallelujah,
Baby!” which opened at the
Martin Beck last week, is an
integrated musical comedy (in
all connotations of the term),
that takes a serious and humor-
our look at civil rights.

Unfortunately, Author Ar-
thur Laurents, while depicting
the state of race confrontations
over the past 60 years with a
wry eye, has turned civil rights
into civility where his main
characters — a girl and two
men involved in an inter-
racial triangle—are concerned.

And it is the civility (no
sparks, little conflict between
man and woman) with which
“Baby’s” three main characters
treat each other that makes this
new Laurents-Jule Styne-Betty
Comden-Adolph Green tuner,
all glitter and glow on its
surface, just a little dull and
uninvolving at its core (cer-
tainly no pun intended).

It’s a case of slick, sometimes
inspired Broadway craftsmen
letting down what could be,
should be, and obviously was
intended to be a fun-loving,
ves, but stronger statement.

More’s the pity, since Laur-
ents and his cohorts started
out with an inspiration of an
idea—to show the development
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lelujah’ — Maybe

of a romantic entanglement
over six decades while mores,
attitudes, customs and cos-
tumes change, but the ages of
the protagonists don’t.

Appealing, Flashy Bow

And also more’s the pity,
since Leslie Uggams, playing a
rising songstress fighting the
times, makes an easy, appeal-
ing and genuinely flashy Main
Stem bow. She shuffles-trucks-
frugs, along with Robert Hooks
and Allen Case, two helpful
leading men, at the head of an
abundantly talented ‘“Hallelu-
jah” chorus directed compe-
tently by Burt Shevelove. All
of them are immeasurably
adept at fulfilling their tasks of
recreating decades past and
present.

(One stand-out touch in the
’30s segment has the heroes in-
vited off the breadline by a
debutante on a scavenger hunt
who needs one Negro and one
forgotten man to complete her
list.)

The dances by Kevin Carl-
isle, myriad costumes by Irene
Sharaff and orchestrations by
Peter Matz (who knows when
to allude to Benny Goodman,
Burt Bacharach et al in his

The O’Brien package will

Kapralik also produces the
Spellbinders  for  Date. “I

won’t produce too many art-
ists,” he said. “I don’t believe
in buckshotting. Management
takes up much of my time now,
although I’'m bringing in peo-
ple to handle this area.

Top Teachers

“I learned the business as-
pects at Columbia from Bill
Gallagher — I started there in
the sales department — and
A&R from Mitch Miller, who
taught me the importance of
promoting my product. Bob
Crewe does this, for one. The
most effective people are a

Just Say, ‘Hello’ Radio Contests

Storer Broadcasting’s WIBG ran an ad in the Philadelphia
papers that discussed the fact that “during February, Philadel-
phia audience measurements began to show substantial short-
term variations in individual station performance. These varia-
tiong were unexplainable in terms of program innovations or
community service.” WIBG concluded the reason to be a revival
in the market of an “I Listen to . . .” telephone answering contest
offering substantial prizes.

WIBG states that “several experts in the audience measurement
profession believe that such “contests” distort ratings to the
point of unreliability. For competitive reasons WIBG reluctantly
initiated a similar type contest and awarded prizes to those who
answered their phones with one word, “WIBBAGE.” WIBG’s
audience ratings, as compiled by certain serviceg increased faster,
they concluded, than any station’s audience could possibly in-
crease.” WIBG stated that, “these high ratings are unreliablie and
cannot be conscientiously used as sales tools since this type con-
test does not require listenership and represents a phantom audi-
ence.”

charts) do more than their
share to recall period, but
these are diversionary tactics—
albeit, by definition indispen-
sable to musical comedy.

And there they are, Leslie,
Hooks and Case, continually
not resolving their particular
situation only because, in theater
tradition, the show must go
on, and not because these three,
as written, have any real per-
sonal conflict. Nobody gets
fighting mad, just piqued.

Styne, Comden and Green
have written a couple of ex-
uberant, nasty songs (admidst
some forgettable dross),
which should spark the impend-
ing Columbia tracker (Leslie’s
on loan-out from Atlantic).
Among these are the sensa-
tionally-presented title number,
“Talking to Myself” and two
comedy ditties, “Smile, Smile”
and “I Don’t Know Where She
Got It,” bumped and ground by
hefty, audience-pleasing Lillian
Hayman, who gets some of
Laurents’ best comedy lines
and crowd reactions to match.

Canada’s Canusa Records in U. S. Move:
Sets Distribution Through Beil Label

The first full-scale invasion
of the American market by a
Canadian recording firm is now
assuming definite shape. Tak-
ing its cue from the crescendo
of publicity attendant on the
Dominion’s centennial celebra-
bration and the opening of the
long-heralded Expo ’67 on Fri-
day (28), Canusa Records,
which boasts three current top
charts contenders in the Que-
bec area, has announced the
formation of Canusa Records
USA.

Operated by Tony Roman,
one of Canada’s best-known
current pop idols, Canusa will
be distributed exclusively in
the United States by Bell Rec-

ords. Arrangements for the
distribution deal were com-
pleted last week by Paul

Marshall, Roman’s attorney in
New York, and Larry Uttal,
President of Bell Records.
23-year-old Roman is icon-
currently a star of the label,
its producer and its business
brains. In addition, he handles
all booking for the entire seven-
artist roster, including himself
and Montreal-based American
expatriate singer Nanette.
The move into the United
States market is the latest in
a series of international opera-
tions recently established by
the 18-month-old company. The
firm has already set distribu-
tion under its own name for

France through Festival, Italy
through Dirium, and Germany
through Hansa.

Distribution in the United
Kingdom, Scandinavia and the
Benelux nations will be on
EMI’s Stateside label.

International Posture

According to Roman, the
firm intends to adopt a truly
international  posture. “We
don’t expect to try to keep
proving that Canadian talent
is just as good as any other
and therefore deserves to make
it in America and other mar-
kets,” he said. “If we’re trying
to prove anything, it’s that Ca-
nadian production can com-
pete favorably anywhere.

“We plan to sign artists in
all the countries where we are
represented. They don’t have
to be Canadian as long as
they’re good. Many of them
we’ll produce in our home base
of Montreal, but others we’ll
produce in their home coun-
tries.”

Canusa’s initial U. S. release,
being rushed out this week, is
a single by Roman titled
“Shadows on a Foggy Day.”
Currently on the Canadian
charts, the disk is due for
early release in Great Brit-
ain as well. The first Ameri-
can single by Nanette is due
to be cut shortly.

Road fo Success

NEW YORK — Columbia’s
Paul Revere (of the Raiders),
a tough-minded rock and roll-
er, who regards his own musi-
cal and business sense higher

(e. g. agents, the press), talked
to Record World amiably last
week about his philosophies.

Chief among them is that
hard work is the only fool-
proof way to success. And to
prove his point he reminisced
about his first years in show
business, where by his strong
will, he sewed up the North-
west group circuit and trav-
eled 100,000 miles worth of that
route annually in an old hearse.

Paul said that he and lead
singer Mark Lindsay and some
of the other 27 Raiders, who
have come and gone in the last
seven years, were pulling over
$200,000 per annum just before
he was called away from his
domain and to Dick Clarks ABC
“Where the Action Is” and a
Columbia contract.

“We were and are a working
group who don’t sit around
waiting for royalties to come
in,”” Revere said, supplement-
ing the summary statement
with statistics like 250 Clark
shows last year as well as 250
one-nighters plus recording
sessions plus separate record-
ing sessions for the Clark
show. “We didn’t make it over-
night,” Revere understated.

Everything Backwards

“Everything for us has been
backward,” he went on. “We
had a TV show before we had
a record album, and we had a
hit album before we had a hit
singte. And we’ve never had a
number one single.”

Programming: Ted Bair, Program Manager of Metromedia’s

WCBM, Baltimore, comments especially for Record World’s
“Station Breaks” on the “Standard Pop” operation and WCBM
in particular:

“Years ago, creative talent had a limited number of avenues
through which radio exposure could be gained. Elvis, for example,
was playing only on ‘rock’ stations. Sinatra got very limited
exposure in that direction. Now, there is acceptance within the
framework of both formats for those two performers as well as
other creative artist/composers. At WCBM my play list includes
Simon and Garfunkel, the Seekers, occasionally the Beatles,
Mamas and the Papas, Petula Clark, etc. These artists have put a
refreshing shot of ‘today’ into the old ‘Middle-of-the-Road’
formats. The broadcasters, in return, have broadened the routes
of exposure for the artists. From the standpoint of a Program
Manager, 1 have to say that the mere playing of these records
dos not necessarily mean success for a station. Any given
hour’s worth of music must be carefully constructed. Andy Wil-
liams, Steve and Eydie, Peggy Lee and Henry Mancini can stand

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'67 NARA Convention
To Atlanta

NEW YORK—At a specially
called meeting of the Executive
Board of the National Asso-
ciation of Radio Announcers
at the Park Sheraton Hotel,
Saturday, April 15, the Board
voted to move the 1967 Con-
vention from Louisville, Ky. to
Atlanta, Ga. Meeting was
authorized by the Chairman of
the Board Ken Knight.

The Louisville convention
site had been voted on at the
New York Convention at the
Waldorf-Astoria last August,
1966. The members also voted
Miami, Fla. in 1968 and At-
lanta, Ga. in 1969. Inasmuch
as the Louisville site had not
met with overwhelming ap-
proval by the membership, the
Board had been petitioned over
the last eight months by the
membership to review Louis-
ville and requested to move the
convention to a new location.
Among the cities mentioned
were Miami, Florida and At-
lanta.

More Centrally Located

At a Board meeting held in
Louisville the weekend of Jan.
21 and 22, the members in-
spected the Louisville site and
the hotel facilities. It was
then telt following that meet-
ing that the hotel selected
could not properly accommo-
date the 1967 convention and
in view of the success of the
New York Convention that the
growth of the organization and
the tremendous cooperation by
regular and associate members
called for the convention to be
more centrally located in the
South.

A regional membership meet-
ing was held in Atlanta on Feb.
18 and 19 at which time more
than 50 members were in at-
tendance including Board mem-
bers and the requests to change
the convention site became in-
tensified. During the weekend
of the meeting the Board mem-
bers had an opportunity to in-
spect the city and its various
facilities.

The growth and expansion of
Atlanta with its new hotels and
its rising position of promi-
nence revealed to the Board
that Atlanta should be given
more than casual consideration.
More than 100 telegrams and
letters were sent by individual
members of NARA to the New
York office at 850 Seventh Av-
enue, Suite 1005, requesting
the Board to give strong con-
sideration to continue the for-
ward movement of NARA un-
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der the “New Breed” and to
extend to the members of the
South an opportunity to hold
the convention in one of its
more progressive centers.

The members of the Board
requested the Chairman Ken
Knight to hold a special called
meeting to discuss a change
or retention of Louisville as the
1967 convention site.

Del Shields Presided

The Chairman was unable to
attend the Board meeting, and
Del Shields, Executive Vice
President presided. Others at-
tending were Ed Wright, Gen-
eral Manager Minit Records,
Former President; E. Rodney
Jones 2nd Vice President
(WVON); Jack Walker, N. Y.
Metropolitan President,
(WLIB); Buzzy Willis, Carl
Proctor, Clarence Avant, Avant
Garde Enterprises; Jack Gib-

son, Decca, and Joe Medlin
Membership Chairman,
Decca. The nine members

cast their votes in favor of At-
lanta in addition to proxy votes
sent by Novella Smith, Execu-
tive Secretary (KPRC); and
Jack Holmes, (WRAP). None
of the members voting in favor
of Louisville were present.
However, their proxy votes
were sent in by letters. They
were Ken Knight, Bill Summers
and Scipio Collins. Martha
Jean Steinberg and John Rich-
burg did not vote by proxy but
indicated their preference in
favor of Louisville. George
Nelson, the remaining member
of the Board, abstained.

It was decided by the Board
to hold the convention at the
new Regency Hyatt Hotel in
Atlanta, Aug. 9-13. Jack Gib-
son, Founder Emeritus, was ap-
pointed Convention Coordina-
tor and Bea Elmore (Mary
Mason, WHAT) Assistant Con-
vention Coordinator.

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Jazz goes to the movies is
becoming more and more in-
teresting.

We are well aware of the dis-
tinguished achievements of such
musical giants as Quincy Jones,
Johnny Mandel, Lalo Schifrin,
Pete Rugulo and others. We
have covered their accomplish-
ments in previous columns.

However, when we found that
Sonny Rollins and Herbie Han-
cock have pen-
ned movie
scores, it cal-
led for a lit-
tle investiga-
tion.

Sonny’s
score for “Al-
fie” may have
been lost un-
der the ava-
lanche of
Oscar public-
ity concerning the picture plus
the best-selling vocal arrange-
ments. But we finally got a
chance to see the picture our-
selves just recently and were
pleased with what we heard.

Of course we thought the pic-
ture was a gas. But I don’t
think the quality of the picture
influenced us to the point that
we lost our objectivity concern-
ing the musiec.

Sonny’s score was bright.
And the album produced by
Impulse! should keep Sonny
around for some time. It could
not happen to a nicer guy.

This “Alfie” score proves
that Sonny Rollins, although
recently inactive, is an imag-
inative writer as well as one of
the important tenor saxophone
voices on the scene today. It’s
certainly worth airing and
should become one of the
strongest Impulse! items this
vear.

Meteoric Rise

Herbie Hancock’s meteoric
rise has been nothing less than
sensational since he burst on
the scene with “Watermelon
Man” a few seasons ago.

From “Melon” he penned
“Blind Man, Blind, Man” and
soon became one of the most
sought - after and  talented
youngsters on the New York
scene. Added to this was the
invitation by Miles Davis to
join his group as pianist, and
this should be the end of the
story.

However, Herbie was given
the assignment to do music
for “Blow-Up.” This besides

being one of the best motion
pictures of the year revealed
that Hancock’s talent is just
being tapped. There were some
people we discussed the picture
with who did not understand
why there were long moments
of silence in the picture. How-
ever, in the sequences where
Herbie’s music was used he,
too, showed that jazz has a def-
inite place in movies. He also
wrote a few swingy rock tunes
that helped the picture along.
In both pictures, it is interest-
ing to note that they were pro-
duced by Europeans, who once
again show markedly that they
are far ahead of Americang in
adapting jazz to a medium
that could do so much to ad-
vance the cause of jazz.

And where jazz might be
considered the “in” thing, it is
as adaptable to a movie score
as it is for a Broadway show.

“Blow-Up” was released by
MGM.

New Audiences

We're happy to see jazz men
given the opportunity to expose
the art to new audiences. It
is so pathetic that jazz is still
forced to crawl and beg for a
substance in order to exist.
Sad that a form born and bred
in this country must be re-
legated to an existence of fight-
ing for survival.

Since Europe ig leading and
has led the way for Americans
in jazz, perhaps we may see
a new trend developing. It could
be.

What Better Music

And if so, what better music
could be used to depict drama,
beauty, soulfulness and alll
emotional values. Jazz would
be helped immeasurably if more
and more movie producers
would get the members of the
jazz academy to add a bit of
spice to their pictures.

Prophet

We don’t want to seem like
the crying pronhet in the wild-
erness. But this is an area
where we would like to see
more musicians in jazz offered
an opnortunity to shout loudly
that this is jazz.

Oddly, the preponderance of
music on television commer-
cials, stations breaks, etc., are
a combination of jazz and r & b
cials, stations breaks, etc., is
derstand fully that the sound
of today is jazz as well as the
contemporary sounds.

George Carlin: Take - Offs
And Put - Ons

Not so many years ago
George Carlin was stationed
with the Air Force in Louisi-
ana and was doing a local
radio show there. The talented
comedian is now readying to
co-host the summer replace-
ment for the Jackie Gleason
TV show. Lots
of things have,
and are hap-
pening, to sep-
arate these
two events.

Carlin didn’t
become a com-
edian because
he inadvert-
ently said
something
funny one day and discovered
that he loved the sound of
laughter. Nothing so romantic.
“It was all a plan. T decided
originally that I wanted to be-
come an actor, which is a word
I use for comic. I knew that if
I became a disk jockey, a good
jockey, that would put me in a
position to get into something
that would open doors.”

After the deejay stint Carlin
spent several months cracking
up audiences in Greenwich Vil-
lage coffee houses like the Cafe

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Au Go Go, where he was a
mainstay. The plan was work-
ing. Carlin teamed with actor
Jack Burns and the two played
most of the important houses
in the nightclub circuit and the
top TV variety shows. After
Burng and Carlin disbanded,
Burns to go into serious act-
ing, Carlin began pursuing his
career as a single.

He got started on the Merv
Griffin, Johnny Carson and
(last summer) John Davidson
shows.

Speaking to Carlin, one gets
an insight into what motivates
his keen sense for comedy. I
think that most good comediang
are aware and interested in
many things that people gen-
erally take for granted,” he
says. The performer can be a
study in what the comedic art
is all about. “Comedians see
the same things that everyone
sees, but from a slightly dif-
ferent angle,” and Carlin tilted
his head to demonstrate. “com-
edians take everything literally,
which can be very funny in it-
self.”” Someone asked for a

coffee and the check, to which
Carlin replied, “so the waitress
brings back his coffee with the
check in it, right?”
