For New 3 7/8 Pocket Disc

LOS ANGELES—Americom,
which 1s introducing Pocket
Disec and hopes thereby to
change sales patterns on sin-
gles records, is making further
moves to accelerate sales with
a new vending machine for the
373" disks

The vending machine will be
marketed by Pocketdisc Vend-
ing, Inc., which will be owned
also by Consolidated Distribu-
tors and Lou and Herb Steiner,
owners of the Brooklyn-based
vending machine company.

In discussing the new ma-
chine, Americom head Fred
Hyman said that 200 machines
are ready for action in the Ta-
coma-Seattle area and will be
unveiled in the fall simultan-
eously with the market test in
the region for Pocket Dises.
Within five years, Hyman esti-
mated, 25,000 to 40,000 ma-
chines could be operating na-
tionally.

Hyman feels that the advan-
tages of vending machines for
disks will be greatly appreci- |
ated by dealers, who have no
time to acquire in-depth knowl-
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edge of records and record
sales. Because the machine will
be handled by one-stops and
rack jobbers, dealers and em-
ployees will not need to con-
cern themselves with the ma-
chine. And, Hyman underlined,
there will be no clerical prob-
lems for proprieters.

Hyman pointed out that the

machine is also pilfer-proof
and will obviate worries on
that score.

“We must not allow our singles
sales to slip out of our grasp,
out of our control and into the
hands of others.”

He continued: “I’m afraid
that in some instances we’re
doing just that—and so are
other labels.” He mentioned
that the racks don’t like singles
because, they say of pilferage
problems and general nuisance
value. “In order to get those
hit LPs,” he said, “we must
get singles exposed on the air,
we must get them to sell, we
must make them hits. We must
get their (the rack’s) support.
Not only their support on
what’s
but what is breaking out re-
gionally for us.”

Noonan also cited the racks’
reluctance to position regional
records. “This hurts us and
limits our areas of exploitation
for singles to spread and be-
come national hits. It further
limits us when it comes to
breaking new artists and it
places a lymgiter on new musical
trends whiesh never see the
light of day across the country
to meet the full test. It affects
single hits and follow-up mon-
ster LPs.

“It is also costing them sales.
There is money in regional rec-
ords and if you, the salesman,
and you, the promotion man,
work closely with your rack
jobbers, without hype, we can
reap greater sales, but more
important, break more hits,
more new artists and have
bigger LPs.”

Workin' on a groovy label
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New Promotion Ideas
In the Wind

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK—Promotion can
be a problem—sometimes even
more than no promotion.

Nowadays with companies of-
fering big money contracts to
groups with sub-clauses guar-
anteeing promotion monies, the
poser for new artists is not how
to get promotion, but how to
make promotion count, how to
make it stand apart from other
simultanecus promotion cam-
paigns.

One of the most subtly dis-
tinctive promo campaigns of
the last few months has been
the one Capitol is executing at
a reported $90,000 for new sep-
tet, the Wind in the Willows.

About a month prior to the al- |

bums’ release, company sent out
paperback copies of the Ken-
neth Grahame classic that pro-
vided the group’s moniker. No
explanatory release accompa-
nied the book. Concurrent with
the release of the album, Cap
sent out a kit enclosing the al-
bum, a wind chime mobile, a
portfolio of lyrics and paintings
by well-known illustrators and
a number of decals featuring a
caricature of group leader, Paul
Klein. Still no bias or group
photos. And four promotion
films—one of them an animated
cartoon—are on their way to
TV stations.

Two men are behind the pro-
motion and both of them shy
away from the word because
of its connotation in certain
bastions they hope to storm.
The duo are Wind in the Wil-
lows manager Peter C. Leeds
and public relations man Dom-
inic Sicilia. Both men visibly
wince at the word “hype,” too.
Promotion, Hype Differences

“If you spend a lot of money
on a group and they don’t have
it, that’s a hype. When a group
has it and you spend money,
that’s promotion,” Sicilia told
Record World last week. “But
you still have to be careful with
promotion. Some people are im-
pressed by money and then
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there are some people—many of

| the members of the under-
ground press, for instance—
who will turn off on a new |

| group the minute they see any
| money is being spent at all.”

“We didn’t want any kind of
promotion that screams ‘proj-

ect, project.” What we had to do
was to make people interested
in the group, interested enough
to play the album when it came
out,” Leeds said. “And not ex-
| clude any market. And it’s hap-
pening. We're getting play on
AM and underground FM sta-
tions in the same cities already.
After the album is a success,
you can do anything to promote
it, but beforehand it’'s very
tricky.”

“The idea behind the book,”
Sicilia explained, “was just to
get the name in front of people
—to make them remember it.
People receive a lot of promo-
tion, but nobody but a nut
throws a book out. We didn’t
care if they made the connec-
tion between the book and the
album. In fact, we kind of
hoped people
why we sent the book out so
long before the album was
ready for release. We just
wanted the name to be on peo-
ple’s minds enough so that
they’d play the record when
they saw it. Of course, if people
realized that the group was
saying what the book says,
| that’s another thing, but we
| don’t expect that.”

This oblique promotion phil-
osophy extended to the port-
folio. “We have the drawings
accompanying the lyrics to get
people to read the lyrics.” Leeds
said. “If they frame the pic-
tures or put them on the wall,
that’s fine, but we really want
them to read the lyrics. The
reason we made a cartoon is
because I'm a bug for cartoons

At first, we suffered with
sharp disbelief that the public

Then, it
became clear that the name of
Dr. King was not exactly ex-
ploitable in terms of records.

I began to give some thought
to this proposition of why
these records did not become
chartbusters. And I thought of
the hypocrisy of our lives in
terms of being honest, straight-
forward American people.

It could not have been that
all the records were bad. It
could not have been that the
arrangement of the tune and
the production was not up to
par. It could not have been
that the companies did not
place the usual amount of pub-
licity and merchandising behind
their product.

The only conclusion I could
come to was that there were a
lot of people who possibly felt
that they no longer needed to
remind themselves that Ameri-
ca’s loss was in reality human-
ity’s loss. The death of Dr.
King could only be forgotten

great work and the legacy of

| ing the after-

penetrating and  thoughtful
messages he left behind.

Brought Formats to Mind

It brought to mind the pur-
suit of the maniacal and sterile
music formats of most of our
stations. In a time when

America needs to be constantly |

reminded of truth, we, radio
stations, record manufacturers
and others failed again to meet
the challenge.

Most of the records dedicated
to Dr. King never should have
been sold. They should have
been given away as mementos
to keep us reminded of our loss.

Radio stations should have
been challenged to play one of
these records each hour on the
hour to educate the listeners
to their responsibility to listen
and learn what Dr. King actu-
ally meant to America.

Instead, records were pro-
duced, released and treated to
4 minimum amount of merchan-
dising without any of our
“knowledgeable” record people
making a sincere effort to see
that these records were given
more than token promotion.

One could not expect music
directors or station managers
to make a stand in the name of

justice. It was too much to ask .

the record industry to use its
vast influence to help make a
contribution to keep an idea

burning that would help all of |

mankind.

It was too easy for our
“knowledgeable” record people
to say that the public just did

not want to hear any more
about “Why the KXing Was
Dead.”

And yet we continued to mer-
chandise “soul” as a crass gim-
mick to identify music of a
people who seek only truth and

a chance to shake hands with |

mankind.

What Greater Soul Music?

What greater soul music
could one ask for than records
and songs dedicated to Dr.
King? And what greater mes-
sage of soul than his “I Had a
Dream” and “I’ve Been To The
Mountain Top”?

Aliza a Likeable One

NEW YORK—Aliza (“Hello,
pipple!”) Kashi. who debuted
entertainingly at the Royal Box
of the Americana Hotel last

week (23), is a kind of Israeli |

Carmen Miranda.

Murdering the English lan-
guage and several others dur-
ing her act (“I would like to
welcome yourselves,” “Oh,
you're so hips tonight,” etec.),
the comelier thrush is not,
however, quite as bizarre a
dresser as the late Brazilian
Bombshell. Although there are
comparigons. Miss Kashi em-
ploys an all-purpose silver gown
that she continually takes apart
and gets to wrap around all of
her except her mouth. Instead
of a garden of bananas for a
crown, Miss Kashi has an erupt-
ing volcano of large curls.

The Jubilee recording star
opens with “Ay-Ay-Ay I Didn’t
Know What Time It Was,” and
it is soon time for some overly
familiar club items like “Born
Free,” “Come Back to Me,” “If
I Were a Rich Man” and “Mala
Femina”—giving an impressive
dramatic reading on the latter,
in particular, with the assist-
ance of some very emphatic
Italian. She also gets off “The
Fool” and “God is Alive,” a pair
of Don Christopher lyrics, and

another oft-done favorite that |

comes out sounding like “By
the Time I Get to Felix.”

By me, though, she’s alright.
Her singing is respectable: but
the quality that sets the gal
apart is her showmanship—
something Miranda also had
from fruit to wedgee. She is
quick, almost compulsive of
tongue, even if it's tangled
some of the time, and has a
comedienne’s sharp timing. In-

deed, Miss Kashi plays with her
audience as much as she sings
to them, and is wise to do so.
She’s good at it.

While her repertoire consists
mostly of the “big” pop tune
and may not be very adven-
turous, she does not otherwise
sop to her audience. There is a
tang to her nature-—which is
basically a good and warm one
——that comes across refresh-
ingly. “I am now going to sing
a song from ‘Fiddier on the
Roof’,” she announced at one
point. “Everybody say, ‘Ahhh!””
Talking to painter Dong King-
man at ringside, she asked,
“Kingman—that’s a Chinese
name? Usualy names that end
in ‘man’ ... Look up your trees.
Maybe you're wrong.” And
when someone requested ‘“Never
on Sunday,” she replied, “I
don’t believe in dot.”

Although sometimes accused
of being a shade too ebullient
during her many appearances
on the Merv Griffin TVer
(where she was discovered),

she has smartly modulated her |

current performance to just the
right pitch of impulsiveness.
