Between them, the Disney- 
land and Buena Vista labels have 
three "Jungle Book" LPs, one 
seven-inch Little LP book -and - 
record, and three children's 29e 
titles. Buena Vista's sound- 
track of "The Jungle Book," 
which retails at $4.79, utilizes 
the same master as the chil- 
dren's record except that the 
narration and dialogue are 
omitted and the pages of art 
work which accompany the 
children's record are not in- 
cluded. This record was re- 
leased as an afterthought when 
it was found that there was a 
demand for the music from the 
sound track of "Jungle Book" 
by teenagers and adults who 

weren't interested in the story- 
telling features of the lower - 
priced Disneyland LP. 

The combined sales of the 
"Jungle Book" records on the 
two labels are now more than 
one and a quarter million. 

The "Jungle Book" records 
are international hits; and in 
every country where the record 
has been released, it is among 
the top sellers. In England it 
has been on the top 15 LP list 
for more than 25 weeks (and 
this is also the children's story- 
telling version, competing with 
the Beatles, Rolling Stones and 
all the rest of the top LPs). 

Like the other classic titles 
in the Disney Storyteller line 
such as "Snow White," "Cin-

Now that FM underground radio has been established, which 
makes it mostly establishment, and the adjective (never adverb) 
underground passé, the way is clear for the liberation of other 
media. 

A precedent has been set. It has been proven that audiences 
are intelligent, that they can appreciate good, creative, well- 
rounded musical use of the airwaves. Certainly, it was an experi- 
ment, but one with not much chance of losing, unless handled 
with incredible ineptness. The charts, right there and black and 

white, were the graven tablets. It took only 
guts, a little gambling, a basic knowledge of 
what was going on and the willingness to 
program without shuck. 

The result, as everyone involved knows, has 
not gone unnoticed. Change has started to 
come, though there's not much evidence of it 
yet. AM radio has had to get hep-to keep up 
with what's really going on in order to project 

what their audiences are going to be into before too much time 
has passed. 

WGBS in Miami has devoted five of its prime youth hours to 
hard rock, and has begun to eat into the shares of WQAM and 
WFUN. Those GBS listeners ain't coming away from Miami easy 
listening or country and western stations. It's the first AM sta- 
tion in a significant market to get into direct competition on with 
Top 40 radio, and you can be sure that a lot of programming as 
well as management people are going to be watching the station's 
performance closely. 

The rumbles were felt last weekend in Las Vegas at the Bill 
Gavin meetings, where several discussions-formal and informal 
-took place among radio and record people on FM rock radio's 
impact on Top 40. One prominant program director of a potent 
East Coast bubble gum station expressed his vibrations: "I just 
have this feeling, you know, a gut feeling, that things are going 
to change for us very soon. And very fast. It's frustrating not 
to be able to document my intuition, but it's there, and it bothers 
me." He felt that his station's format would probably convert to 
hard rock, when the time comes, by first integrating more 
album cuts by artists like Steppenwolf, Judy Collins, Blood, Sweat 
and Tears, the Doors, the Byñis and so on, and later devote a 
portion of the day to hard rock-probably the evening. 

That would seem to be the most likely way AM radio will use 
to catch itself up with what's happening; devoting the morning, 
work hours and drive time to those who are musically less dis- 
cerning, and turning the evening and possibly early morning 
hours over to avant garde music. 

With AM on it's way toward capitulation, the obvious next 
goal should be television, and why lines of demonstrators have 
not begun picketing local stations and network headquarters long 
before this is a curious question. But it is probably also part of 
the problem. 

Radio was easy to bring around to reality in comparison with 
the task awaiting those who seek to reform the glass teat 

Changes are coming already, though. Small. But significant 
PBL, a near disaster last year in its first attempt to use educa- 
tional television creatively with government and Ford Foundation 
support, bowed this year with a compelling documentary by film- 
maker Art Barron, "Birth And Death." The two-hour essay jux- 
taposed the real experiences of a young couple preparing for 
and finally sharing the experience of the birth of their first child,

with the preparation for death of cancer by an old man. The 
Public Broadcast Laboratory seems to be materializing as the 

light at the end of the tunnel, despite the 
handicap of its limited ETV exposure. 

And in San Francisco, veteran music critic 
Ralph Gleason has worked a deal to produce 
a series of rock documentaries on local ETV 
outlet, KQED. The first was an experimental 
study of the music of It's A Beautiful Day, a 
new Columbia band, and others planned will 
examine the sounds of the Ace of Cups, an 

all -girl rock band, and the Jefferson Airplane. It is not known 
whether the series will be distributed to other educational tele- 
vision outlets. 

So the establishment of underground radio, a reflection of the 
improved (or degraded, whichever way you want to see it) taste 
of broadcasting's audience, an acknowledgement of general in- 
telligence, has repercussions far beyond the advancement of 
better music. 

The whole world, is watching.

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Heritage's Jerry Ross 
Cites 'Teen Power' Import 

NEW YORK - Jerry Ross, 
President of Heritage Records 
and Jerry Ross Productions, 
urged manufacturers and re- 
tailers to beam a sizeable 
portion of their ad and sales 
promotion dollars directly to 
today's teenagers to attract the 
"teen power" buying strength 
of the 13 -to --17 age group. 

Ross, an active participant 
in all phases of operation for 
the Heritage label, including 
advertising and sales promo- 
tion programs, pointed out that 
the nation's 24,000,000 teen- 
agers have a buying power of 
more than 11 billions of dollars 
annually, and by 1970 there 
will be in excess of 27,000,000 
teens spending well over 16 
billions of dollars annually- 
with the largest percentage on 
luxuries and entertainment. 

"Recent buyers' surveys con- 
ducted by national department 
and discount chains," Ross 
noted, "indicate that the indi- 
vidual teenager spends between 
$300 and $1,000 a year, with a 
median purchase power of 
$500." Ross further estimated 
that "approximately 23% of 

that figure is being spent on 
records." 

Special Attention Due 
"With that kind of profit to 

be made," said Ross, "it is es- 
sential that the trade pay spe- 
cial attention to this market 
and plan individual campaigns 
aimed directly at the teenager. 

"I would also suggest that 
in all planning of advertising 
and sales promotion budgets, 
special attention be paid to the 
amount of retail dollars that 
the teen market represents to 
the industry."

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John Green of 'Oliver' 

Prescription 
Spectaculars: 
NEW YORK - John Green, 

Musical Supervisor and Ar- 
ranger of Lionel Bart's 
"Oliver!", the Columbia Pic- 
tures musical which opened 
here last week, was in from his 
Coast base for the festivities 
and promotion on the multi- 
million dollar spectacular. 

Talking with Record World, 
Green, also a noted composer, 
cited as one of the problems 
that certain screen musical ex- 
travaganzas were encountering 
-and there have been some 
problems lately-is that they 
try "to wing it." On "Oliver!", 
Green, choreographer Onna 
White, production designer 
John Box and director Carol 
Reed started work on the proj- 
ect years ago-in Green's case, 
two and half. 

"First of all, we had to get 
Shepperton Studios in England 
ready to make this kind of big 
musical picture," Green related. 
"They'd never done anything 
like this before over there. We 
went in with every `i' dotted, 
every 't' crossed. And we came 
in less than three weeks over 
schedule and relatively little 
over budget. Do you know what 
a feat that is on a production 
of this magnitude?" He gives 
much credit to producer John 
Woolf, too. 

Green reported that "there is 
less than 15 minutes of film in 
the bin" (unused) and only four 
and half minutes of his music 
that wasn't used. "This film 
runs two hours and 29 minutes, 
plus an intermission, and there 
is two hours of music in it, 
plus the overture." Colgems is 
releasing the soundtrack album 
here.

She did, won 
all sorts of awards and got a 
recording contract. This month 
"Susie" (as he calls her) opens 
at Caesar's Palace, Las Vegas, 
as the exhaustingly musical 
"Mame." 

He is also proud of the 
award -winning Concert Hall se- 
ries of MGM musical shorts he 
initiated in '51 with the MGM 
Symphony Orchestra - "I built 
that orchestra, pirating guys 
from all over the country.

They were also pace- 
setters in the use of stereo- 
phonic sound in films.

MGM In 
The 'Chips' 

By DOUG McCLELLAND 

NEW YORK - Although Ar- 
nold Maxin took over the Presi- 
dency of MGM Records only a 
few short weeks ago (retaining 
his duties at the helm of the 
Big 3 publishing firm), pro- 
nounced results are already in 
effect. 

Gone is the Community of 
Labels concept, replaced by a 
concentration on MGM's three 
main labels: MGM, Verve and 
Verve/Forecast, a l o n g, of 
course, with a few heavy inde- 
pendent labels continuing to be 
distributed by MGM. 

As Maxin told Record World 
last week, "We're concentrat- 
ing on our three main labels. 
That doesn't imply that we 
won't go into another label; but 
we're being more selective in 
keeping with our promotion 
and distribution capabilities. 
So far, this has worked to both 
our advantage and that of our 
artists. We've been able to con- 
centrate more on them. 

"We've had a very successful 
first quarter and will be in the 
black." 

On the subject of new sign- 
ings, Maxin stated: "Our main 
job at present is to make room 
for them. There will be sign- 
ings, in all areas-some of it is 
going on right now. But again 
it will be on a very selective 
basis. It will be whatever will 
means record sales." 

More Emphasis on 
Progressive Rock 

He continued: "I can say 
there will be more emphasis on 
progressive rock. We are going 
to build a staff of young pro- 
ducers who will work for the 
company. (We will maintain 
relationships with outside pro- 
ducers, too.) Richard Delvy, 
who is based on the West Coast, 
is the first new producer we 
have added to our staff. And 
there will be others soon." 

Maxin noted that the film, 
publishing and record compa- 
nies are operating much more 
closely than ever before. He al- 
so waxed enthusiastic about 
upcoming soundtrack album 
properties from MGM movies, 
particularly "Goodbye, Mr. 
Chips," the Peter O'Toole-Petu- 
la Clark roadshow attraction 

due for release late next year. 
Maxin said the album of the 
Leslie Bricusse score would be 
out in late summer of '69. Was 
there any problem getting Pe- 
tula Clark, who records for 
Warner Brothers, on the MGM 
label for this package? "None 
at all," said Maxin. "It was all 
worked out beforehand. And 
Pet is a wonderful girl to work 
with." 

Resurgence of English Pride 
The story of "Chips," as 

movie buffs will recall, was 
filmed in 1939 with "Mr." Rob- 
ert Donat (who won the Oscar 
for this performance) and as his 
"Mrs.," Greer Garson, who won 
stardom on the strength of this 
work. It follows the adventures 
of an English schoolmaster in- 
to old age, and jerked many a 
tear in its time. Maxin feels it 
will again, now with music. 
"Something is happening in 
England," he opined. "There 
is a resurgence going on there, 
a resurgence of pride in their 
tradition and customs." What 
this sudden reversal could 
mean to the overall internation- 
al music scene is interesting to 
ponder. 

The label President also sees 
a trend in musicals-not only 
film, but stage-toward strong- 
er story lines, with the music 
less advancing the story line 
than complementing it. Such is 
the case with "Mr. Chips." 

Other important soundtracks 
for MGM are the current An- 
thony Quinn starrer, "Shoes of 
the Fisherman," with a score 
by Alex North, and just named 
one of the year's best pictures 
by Films in Review; plus such 
upcoming major properties as 
"Ice Station Zebra," starring 
Rock Hudson, score by Michel 
Legrand; and "Where Eagles 
Dare," music by Ron Goodwin, 
teaming Richard Burton and 
Clint Eastwood. 

Other Labels' Artists Help 
Maxin noted that the MGM 

family increasingly has also 
been able to utilize artists per- 
forming only on the sound- 
tracks of MGM movies, as well 
as their records of these 
themes, for promotional pur- 
poses, even when they are not 
under contract to the diskery. 

The Colwell -Winfield Blues Band 
was the highlight of the special 
Blues Bag held recently at the 
Cafe Au Go Go in New York City. 
On hand were MGM execs (left to 
right, standing) Lenny Scheer, Ar- 
nold Maxin, President of MGM 
Records, Sol Greenberg, Neil Resh- 
in, Business Manager for the group, 
Mike Becce and Phil Picone. 
Seated left to right are the Col- 
well -Winfield Blues Band: Charlie 
"Moose" Sorento, Mike Winfield, 
Jack Schroer, Chuck Purro, Bill 
Colwell and Collin Tilton. Their 
current album is "Cold Wind 
Blues" on Verve/Forecast. 

He cited Judy Collins, who 
sang in "The Subject Was 
Roses"; Lulu, ditto in "Hot 
Millions"; Ella Fitzgerald, the 
same for "A Place for Lovers"; 
and the Cowsills, who sang in 
"The Impossible Years"-only 
the latter group records for 
MGM Records. 

Definitely on the upgrade, 
too, as Maxin sees it, in the up- 
beat MGM outlook is tape sales. 
"It's the young buyer," he re- 
ported. "It's the kid who con- 
trols the radio at home and the 
car."

and Folkman take up the challenge and the result is some of the 
most virtuoso, florid music we have ever heard on the Moog. 
Hundreds of hours went into the devising of these sounds and 
into the final assembling of the finished "takes" which were built 
up from eight separate tracks. 

"Switched -On Bach" is important to the industry for it repre- 
sents a significant turning point in electronic music. It has 
opened the way to electronic music albums that have mass ap- 
peal, that can be dug by the general lay public. 

Technically, the album marks the first stage in the develop- 
ment of the Moog Synthesizer's ability not only to imitate tradi- 
tional sounds but new sounds that are equally valid. One wonders 
about the Pandora's Box Carlos and Folkman have opened, but 
one cannot help being intrigued by the scores the Moog may 
transform as it becomes an even more highly developed instru- 
ment than it is today.

Gloria Loring: Girl 
Who Has Everything 

NEW YORK-Gloria Loring: 
If she's not Big-time, then in- 
deed God never made little 
green apples, and it don't rain 
in Indianapolis in the summer- 
time. 

Currently at the Persian 
Room, Miss Loring is that rare 
-sometimes, it seems, almost 
extinct-entertainer who has 
just about everything. She's 
willowy and lovely, a high- 
cheekboned blonde with just 
the slightest deviation here and 
maybe there for character, 
without Which, after all, there 
is no true beauty. She's sexy, 
even in her current costume, a 
Brunhilde -inspired, almost 
campy blue gown with sequined 
breast plate and wrist guards- 
somehow appropriate, for even 
though Miss Loring is a beauty 
in a time when the big nose is 
the news, her overall style is a 
superb blending of the grand 
with the groovy. 

And she can sing, with a 
range that can sting like a whip 
or lull like a church solo. Miss 
Loring has a pure, solid, vig- 
orous pop voice that combines 
with "now" enthusiasm and ex- 
citement to fill in the genera- 
tion gap as well as anyone I 
know singing today. 

Superior Song Bag 

In her current engagement, 
the gal sings mostly contempor- 
ary material, but it is musically 
superior of its ilk and appropri- 
ate to the more mature clien- 
tele at the Plaza. Outstanding 
are a moving "Didn't We?"; 
a firecracker "Goody Goody"; a 
delightful "Those Were the 
Days," incorporating other dit- 
ties in this "Cabaret" mood by 
Kurt Weill, etc.; and the amus- 
ing, beautifully "acted" "With 
a Little Help from My Friends," 
proving she has a flair for hu- 
mor which should stand her 
well when the movies grab her 
about 10 minutes from now. 
She even makes palatable the 
pretentious but probably nitery 
standard -bound new "Did I 
Ever Really Live?" ("You're 
born, you cry, you smile, you 
die"-or something similarly 
revelatory). 

The 22 -year -old' has just been 
signed by Stereo Dimension 
Records. If she can convince 
her peers that good looks don't 
automatically mean no talent 
and can keep the less attractive 
ringside females at bay, Gloria 
Loring has got it made.

NEW YORK-Teddy Powell,

Negro promoters who were los- 
ing acts as they moved into 
higher price brackets could find 
ways of combatting the prob- 
lem. Powell said that he was 
making progress in this area. 
"We understand that acts want 
to get into new situations," he 
said, "but we want these acts 
to realize that we can handle 
them in these areas." 

Powell's next show, which he 
is packaging for a two -night 
stand (New York and Newark), 
includes Nina Simone, Young - 
Holt Unlimited, the Sweet In- 
spirations and John W. Ander- 
son (Kasandra). 

"One of the only ways to 
make money these days," Pow- 
ell noted, "is to catch an act on 
the way up-the way I am with 
John W. Anderson. I signed him 
a few weeks ago and now he 
has a record that could be a 
big hit."-Dave Finkle.

Supremes, Temptations Hour Blockbuster 
Motown's Diana Ross and 

the Supremes and the Tempta- 
tions scored heavily last week 
(9) in a precedent -setting NBC 
special, "TCB" (Taking Care of 
Business), the first prime -time 
television hour devoted to black 
rock performers. 

The hour, produced by 
"Laugh -In" producers Ed 
Friendly and George Schlatter 
with Berry Gordy, Jr., acting 
as creative consultant, was a 
judiciously- tailored showcase 
for the popular Motown groups. 

Showcased within the show- 
case was Diana Ross, who 
shone in the highlight of the 
program, a songless neo - 
African folkdance, choreog- 
raphed by Donald McKayle. No 
easy set-up turn, the dance 
demanded great physical agil- 
ity, and Miss Ross, considering 
that her terpsichorean abili- 
ties have never even been 
hinted at. was surprisingly 

adept. 
Apart from the unexpected 

Ross solo, the hour primarily 
consisted of an arena rework- 
ing and blending of the groups' 
night club acts - an interm- 
ingling of their own pop hits 
and standards. Both groups ac- 
quited themselves fancily in an 
array of colorful clothes and, 
in the cases of the girls, a 
never-ending variety of wigs. 

The songs included "Baby 
Love," "Stop in the Name of 
Love," "Get Ready," "Ain't 
Too Proud to Beg," solos of 
"Eleanor Rigby" and "Some- 
where" by Diana, "Do You 
Know the Way to San Jose," 
"I Hear a Symphony," "Hello, 
Young Lovers" and tunefully 
on like that. 

Motown had the show's 
soundtrack in stores the day 
after the airing, and the pack- 
age should be a blockbuster.

Conyers on Communications 
Friday's luncheon guest

message of communication. To 
stress the importance of radio, 
the congressman pointed out 
the fact that 100% of ghetto 
homes have radios in contrast 
to a much less percentage who 
subscribe to newspapers or 
have TV.

He also said that be- 
cause of the impersonal mar- 
ket that exists today, the rec- 
ord business more than ever 
needs effective radio support. 

John Sipple, Product Man- 
ager of Mercury Records, spoke 
on the need to fortify the gains 
made in marketing methods 
through creative services such 
as counter displays, tie-in pro- 
motions and TV exposure. 
Amos Heilicher explained his 
firm's use of computer ticket- 
ing which gives them daily fig- 
ures on the movement of their 
top selling LPs. 

In Audience Research, radio 
was represented by Kent Burk- 
hart, VP and General Manager 
of WQXI; Betty Breneman, 
Chief Music Counsel for Drake-

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At Bill Gavin Meet, Las Vegas 
their aim to have a balanced 
playlist so that the total sound 
and image of the station is al- 
ways recognizable to the au- 
dience. 

Buzz Bennett told how his 
station uses research and 
demographics to determine a 
hit quickly and consequently 
increase the frequency of air- 
play. He made the point that 
available statistics are usually 
inadequate and stations should 
innovate with research to ob- 
tain a knowledge of their mar- 
ket resulting in a successful 
operation. 

Re Smaller Markets 
Friday's activities ended 

with a cocktail reception host- 
ed by Janet and Bill Gavin. 
Saturday morning's session 
was devoted to "Smaller Mar- 
ket Radio" and "Top 40 Radio." 
First speaker on the smaller 
market theme was Buddy 
Deane, KOTN, Pine Bluff, Ark., 
who named the need of quali- 
fied personnel as one of the ma- 
jor problems facing stations in 
smaller markets. Rod Tanner, 
PD of KOTN, said that smaller 
stations also do research and 
can give early reaction on a 
record and give record compa- 
nies an experimental look at 
what is happening. 

Woody Roberts, Manager, 
KTSA, San Antonio, said that 
most problems existing in 
smaller markets are with the 
record distributor, and the rec- 
ord companies are making a 
mistake by ignoring the small- 
er markets. Jim Davenport, 
Manager, WFOM, Marietta, 
Ga., also mentioned the prob- 
lem of personnel and suggested 
smaller stations make a special 
effort to attract and keep com- 
petent personnel. 

Guest speaker Douglas A. 
Anello, Legal Counsel, Nation- 
al Association of Broadcasters, 
warned of the legal hazards in- 
volved in contests and station 
promotions. 

The most provocative discus- 
sion of the meet was the "Top 
40 Radio" panel. Main theme 
of the discussion was ex- 
pressed by Paul Drew, Pro- 
gram Consultant, WIBG, Phila- 
delphia, who expressed the 
opinion that top 40 appeals to 
a minority audience; and Pat 
O'Day, Manager KJR, Seattle, 
who said that top 40 radio has 
become inbred and that good 
music stations are now domi- 
nating the market. 

Bud Dain, General Manager 
of Liberty Records, brought up 
the problem of top 40 radio not 
playing album cuts, and the

fact that most independent pro- 
ducers today want to record 
albums and not singles. Ac- 
cording to Dain, most of the 
new groups are being broken 
via underground radio and air- 
play of album cuts. Dain felt 
the solution would be for top 
40 music directors to contact 
labels and retailers to find out 
which particular cut is selling 
an album and use this as a 
guide to programming. (See 
separate story on page 3 for 
Joe Smith's comments.) 

Closing note of the discus- 
lsion-which was much too 
Short-was expressed by O'Day 
and Drew: that radio and rec- 
ord personnel can be hopeful of 
future cooperation. 

Saturday's luncheon speaker 
was Goddard Lieberson, Presi- 
dent, CBS/Columbia Group, 
who brought up the question 
of how much attention is real- 
ly paid to music by the people 
who are most deeply involved 
in it. He urged his audience to 
stop thinking about "product" 
and start thinking about music, 
especially beause so many ex- 
citing things are happening in 
the new music. 

In speaking to programmers, 
Lieberson asked that they don't 
play it safe all the time with 
records that are listed, num- 
bered and charted but listen to 
the new things that they can 
share with their listeners. 

Labels Deserve Credit 
Tom Donahue opened the 

FM radio panel discussion with 
the remark that FM although 
not #1 in a market can still en- 
joy a healthy rating by ca- 
tering to the 18-34 age group 
with good music. He also said 
record companies deserve cred- 
it for experimenting with new 
music while gambling on air- 
play. George Duncan, Manager, 
WNEW-FM, said that under- 
ground music does not exist as 
such, but FM took the records 
that AM radio was not playing 
and programmed them for an 
existing market. 

Don Graham, National Pro- 
motion Director, A&M Records, 
called attention to the current 
importance of FM radio which 
is reflected in the price of 
time, and the fact that FM 
broadcasters will continue to 
experiment as they are not 
bound by tradition. 

R&B Dj Salaries Discussed 
At the Rhythm and Blues 

panel, the improvement of R&B 
disk jockey salaries was a ma- 
jor point. It was mentioned, 
though, that R&B stations 
themselves don't make suffi- 

cient income to make upped dj 
salaries feasible. It was fur- 
ther noted that when NATRA 
meets, station owner attend- 
ance is almost nil. Tom Dona- 
hue asked John Hardy of KDIA, 
San Francisco, why R&B sta- 
tions weren't playing records 
by the blues giants, such as Al- 
bert King, whose LP Donahue's 
underground station broke into 
a hit. Hardy countered with: 
"We're long past that kind of 
thing," meaning that R&B is 
in a more contemporary groove. 

Availability C&W Problem 
The well attended Country 

and Western music segment 
conducted by WJRZ' Lee Ar- 
nold, brought out the fact that 
many country records are not 
available in urban markets, 
particularly New York. Wally 
Cochran of RCA Victor said he 
realized this, and would see 
that his distributors were more 
aware. Disk jockey Chris Lane 
felt there was a need to get the 
demographics to reduce the 
feeling that agencies and spon- 
sors have preconceived notions 
about who is responsive to 
C&W music. 

Another disk jockey, Biff 
Collie, spoke as a. dealer, too, 
and mentioned the problem 
that one clerk can foul up 
sales "by not caring." Collie's 
own experience was that there 
were occasions when, knowing 
a record was available, he 
found that the record company 
had no knowledge of its exist- 
ence. 

Moon Mullins, also a dj, 
thought that the CMA should 
familiarize more people with 
C&W music at every label. 
CMA's Jo Walker mentioned 
the presentations made to agencies and time -buyers 
throughout the country in the 
past couple of years, at great 
expense to CMA, adding that 
CMA would nevertheless be 
happy to make available pres- 
entations-provided they were 
updated-to those interested. 

Bill Farr, Columbia VP, 
noted that his label is making 
a concerted effort to beef up 
their Country and Western de- 
partment, and is striving to 
know the customer better. 

Another problem cited: some 
labels were felt to be cutting 
country artists too pop, there- 
by losing the country buyers. 
Another area to be worked on, 
it was voiced by some, is to 
have radio stations strive for 
better communications with 
rack jobbers and one stops in 
their areas. 

Final panel discussion on 

"Rockless Radio" was opened 
by the statement from James 
Hilliard, Manager, WIBC, In- 
dianapolis, that top 40 radio 
was dead and stations should 
realize that the Storz-McClen- 
don era is over. Harold Childs, 
Promotion A & M Records, 
stated that a large percentage 
of top LPs start on "good mu- 
sic" stations and label promo- 
tion men should pay more at- 
tention to these stations. Al 
Bramy, Melody Sales, San 
Francisco, felt that good music 
stations are not being creative, 
and the disk jockies should 
get management more involved 
in programming. Saturday 
night's banquet was MC'd by 
Gary Owens of KMPC, Los 
Angeles, and was highlighted 
by the announcement of the 
1968 Men of the Year award 
winners. Sunday was devoted 
to a Gavin Correspondents 
Breakfast, a Program Direc- 
tors Roundtable and a News 
Directors Roundtable.
