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Concert Review 

A Winter Of 
Fillmore Surprises 

NEW YORK - There were 
some strange things happening 
at the Fillmore last weekend 
(14). People who were sup- 
posed to be there never showed 
and last-minute substitutions 
were the bill of the weekend. 
The Jeff Beck Group failed to 
appear and the spot was filled 
on rather short notice by At- 
lantic's dynamic Sam and 
Dave. 

Otherwise, things seemed 
more or less orderly and the 
show started with a set by 
Aorta, a Chicago group soon to 
be released by Columbia. 

Eludes Cliches 

The same label's Winter, fea- 
turing Johnny Winter, was 
next and soon after the walls 
of the Fillmore were echoing 
with his electric blues and 
shimmering guitar solos. Shim- 
mering might not be exactly 
the right description because 
Winter's music is based on the 
Southern Delta type blues on 
which Johnny was bred and 
raised, but there is a certain 
quality in the overall sound 
that somehow eludes the class- 
ical cliches. At times this can 
be brought more clearly into 
focus by a comparison to Mick 
Jaggar and Keith Richards. 
There is a similarity but this 
is only apparent for short in- 
stances-just long enough to 
make the association but not 
so that it becomes dependent 
on this style in particular. 

After changing a six -string 
guitar for a 12, Johnny did a 
bottleneck blues solo which 
was perhaps just a little too 
drawn out. However, when he 
regained the original instru- 
ment they did a slow blues by 
B. B. King which was unmis- 
takable. Johnny was able to 
control his voice like King and 
sometimes even made his gui- 
tar scream like Lucille. This, 
too, only lasted momentarily to 
be covered again by Winter's 
own Delta blues style. 

Another 12 -string solo ended 
the set but not before the Fill- 
more crowd screamed them 
back for an encore. The albino 
musician and his group re- 
turned smiling for one more 
short number. They played it 
through, put down their in- 
struments and quietly walked 
off-gone but far from forgot- 
ten.

If a young, turned -on person were to look around New York 
City for a typical weekend evening's entertainment, there could 
be little doubt that he would end up at Bill Graham's Fillmore 
East. 

And this would be a good choice because Graham's concerts 
have to be among the finest. But an evening at the Fillmore 
would not be such without the binding presence of the Joshua 
Light Show. Still one of the most creative and inventive of the 
"visual environments," the Joshua Light Show smooths over 
parts of the concerts that might otherwise drag, and adds beau- 
tifully to the rest. 

It was about one year ago that Joshua White and a few others 
decided to put together a small light show. They worked on it a 
while and started by doing jobs on the Long Island disco scene, 
when someone fronted them enough money to get equipment for 
a show at the Mineola Theatre. Once this acquisition was made 
the Show was ready for bigger theaters and better jobs. This 
proved to be the case when soon after they were booked to go 
to Toronto to help do four concerts with the Jefferson Airplane. 

The weekend was, of course, a success and when the show re- 
turned to New York they found themselves set up at the then 
popular Anderson Theater. It was about this time that Graham 
was taking some interest in the New York scene and the old Vil- 
lage Theater soon took on the bright green and white of the Fill- 
more East. As an added attraction (and also keeping with his 
West Coast style of dance hall concerts), Graham hired Joshua 
and his Lights. As Joshua White explains it, "We just packed up 
everything, marched across the street and we've been here ever 
since." 

Light Show Set for European Tour 
This is not to say that the Joshua Light Show has been totally 

immobile. In the time that they have been at the Fillmore they 
have performed at many different events and activities. In De- 
cember they designed and performed a show at Carnegie Hall 
exclusively for the Berlioz Symphonie Fantastique and the New 
York Symphony Orchestra. They also did a 10 -minute scene 
(which actually took hours to film) for the upcoming Dustin 
Hoffman film, "Midnight Cowboy." In March the Show embarks 
on its first European tour (with the Chambers Borthers) which 
will take them to just about every major city there. 

If there are any complaints on the part of the management of 
the Fillmore, they are well -hidden. However, it is most likely 
that these problems do not exist in the first place. Joshua says 
that the show's relations with Graham are as ideal as can be ex- 
pected: "He lets us do what we want and is pretty good about 
it." 

"Oh yes. There was one small contribution," recalls Lois Zel- 
man, another show member, "which Mr. Graham made to the 
show; he added a question mark to the 'MORE' sign." 

After the tour with the Chambers Brothers, the Joshua Light 
Show will be back at the Fillmore, ready to take anything that 
happens to come along. "There are no set plans," notes Bill 
Schwarzbach, "and this will enable us to go in any direction we 
desire at the moment." 

Plans or not, the record still stands that the Joshua Light 
Show appears every weekend at the Fillmore-and this in itself 
is a tremendous acomplishment for any one set of performers. 
They will be gone for a few weeks and certainly noticeable in 
their absence. They will be welcomed back perhaps with the un- 
spoken thoughts that the Fillmore could never be quite the same 
without White, Lois Zelman, Bill Schwarzbach, Tom Shoesmith, 
Cecily Hoyt and Ken Richman-the Joshua Light Show. 

Fillmore. They are perhaps two 
of the hardest working per- 
formers and this was proved 
once again when, at almost the 
last minute, they were able to 
substitute for the invisable 
Jeff Beck Group. 

After being introduced by 
one of the horn players in the 

band, Sam and Dave appeared 
and immediately there was 
electricity in the atmosphere- 
the kind that makes 'you want 
to get out of your seat and 
dance in the aisles.

An Open Letter To The New York Times : 

The word is that the editors of your entertainment sections 
have opted to devote no more feature space to the news of rock 
and roll music, having decided to limit reporting of rock to con- 
cert reviews only. Not that anyone who isn't aware of the new 
policy will notice, since you've devoted precious little space to 
this medium anyway, acknowledging it late and then giving it 
merely token coverage. 

The word is that the editors' decision was based partly on one 
writer's prediction that rock is finished. Now, 
Richard Goldstein is a bright and intuitively 
unique critic whose words in the Times, the 
Village Voice and other publications have no 
doubt contributed a certain amount of order- 
liness to the rock music scene, as have other 
critics' opinions in perhaps less significant 
print. But he was far from being a major 

influence on the music. We can safely say that in his own milieu 
he was no Walter Kerr. His announcement at the first of the 
year in New York Magazine that he felt rock had become a bore 
and that he was through concentrating on it was hardly a dis- 
heartening bit of news to those creatively involved in rock. They 
were too busy pushing on in their work to notice. 

Broadway admits being in trouble. Dance is appreciated only 
by a hard-core minority. Classical music struggles, with your 
help, to maintain its domain. Your pages are home for these valu- 
able, if antique, media of creative expression. They are examined 
by thoroughly qualified writers and critics from every possible 
angle, as they have been for years. And yet contemporary music 
places last on your list of entertainment values, even though a 
good half of your readership has an interest in it. About a year 
and a half ago, in one of his first pieces for you, Goldstein rapped 
a new album by the Beatles-"Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club 
Band." Two weeks later you had to run nearly a full page of let- 
ters reacting to the critique in your Sunday Entertainment sec- 
tion. When was the last time that happened as a result of a 
review of a classical record? 

72 Per Cent of Record Sales 

Contemporary popular music records in all forms accounted 
for no less than 72 per cent of all record sales in 1967, according 
to market research by CBS. Rock music accounted for 16 per 
cent of that figure. It would easily be safe to say that the figure 
increased to 25 per cent in 1968. The tag "underground music" 
was applied to rock because the establishment, including the 
Times, ignores these statistics. 

The point is that a new generation (maybe you've heard about 
us) is upon you. A facet of maturity is the ability to let go of 
the past and learn to live with the present. And it's a responsible 
newspaper's duty to reflect a society's tastes as well as to main- 
tain a high standard of criticism in the society's interest. Fea- 
ture reporting of the activities of rock and roll artists is just as 
important as critical reviews of their performances. As artists 
who have, through teir works, an undeniable effect on their 
peers, they deserve this recognition. 

Rock and roll music (the label, as frivolous and archaic as it 
has become, sticks) simply cannot be denied its place in contem- 
porary culture. To try to ignore its impact and its creative merit 
is to play ostrich. It is here to stay, and the New York Times, 
as a publication of record, has a responsibility to acknowledge 
the fact. It will not just go away. 

Don't let it be said that the New York Times failed to notice 
'the revolution. 

Jimmy Page, 
New Superstar 
NEW YORK - Eric Clapton, 

Jeff Beck, Jimmy Page. Three 
legendary names to come out 
of the English music scene, and 
all of them by way of the Yard - 
birds. Page is the latest to 
emerge with his own "Super- 
group," from a background as 
one of the finest studio mu- 
sicians in England, backing the 
Stones, the Kinks, Donovan and 
others. He's a super -guitarist 
with enough studio knowledge 
to be producer as well. 

When the Yardbirds finally 
split, word went around that 
another "Supergroup" was on 
the way, that it was to be called 
Led Zeppelin, and that Atlantic 
had signed them. Naturally. 
And for lots of money. Ho hum, 
another supergroup, with 
Jimmy Page and John Paul 
Jones. 

Then the Led Zeppelin came 
to the Fillmore East on their 
first U.S. tour, and were held 
on stage for a few hours and 
given multiple standing ova- 
tions. Then their album took 
off, and was in the top 20 im- 
mediately. And their second 
tour was set before the first 
was completed. So it looks as 
if we really do have another 
supergroup on our hands. 

At It Since 15 

Their tour just ended, but 
Jimmy Page stayed in New 
York for an extra day or so, 
and gave us a chance to have a 
few words with him. He cer- 
tainly isn't too impressed with 
his "Superstar" status, perhaps 
because he feels it's a product 
of American press wizardry. 
He feels he's just doing what 
he does as well as he can. And, 
doing it since he was 15, he 
does it very well. 

On No 'Ego Trip' 
Also slightly bewildering to 

him is the current American 
fad of considering any lead 
guitarist (or any good group) 
to be on a really groovy "Ego 
Trip." Page is not on an "Ego 
Trip" as far as his music is 
concerned; his background as 
a good studio musician makes 
that almost impossible. 

He describes himself as "not 
a scene -maker," in that he'll 
go to a club to see the mu- 
sicians, not just to hang out 
and be seen. But he is one of 
the best guitarists in quite a 
while, and really is different. 
And he will be a force in con- 
temporary music, for his is an 
original head.

Atlantic's Underground a Hit 
Ahmet Ertegun, who has per- 
sonally signed most of the rock 
groups on the label. 

The Buffalo Springfield and 
the Iron Butterfly were both 
discovered and signed by Ah- 
met Ertegun. In addition, Er- 
tegun has selected the produc- 
ers to work with the groups, 
like Felix Pappalardi for 
Cream and Jim Hilton for Iron 
Butterfly. Ertegun, who over 
the years has produced many 
hits for Atlantic-Atco, has 
been executive producer on a 
number of underground al- 
bums for the label. 

In spite of the breakup of 
Cream and Buffalo Springfield, 
Ahmet Ertegun believes that 
1969 will see even more growth 
for Atlantic-Atco in the under- 
ground field. He is now work- 
ing with a new group headed 
by ex -Buffalo Springfield mem- 
ber Steve Stills. "This will be 
one of the super groups of 
1969," predicts Ertegun. 

New Giants 

A number of new and impor- 
tant rock groups have been 
signed to Atlantic by Ertegun 
that he expects will take their 
place with the underground 
giants. They include two much - 
talked about West Coast acts, 
Green and Black Pearl, and an 
important new group from 
Florida (now living on the 
West Coast) called Blues Im- 
age. He is very excited about 
the new English group, the 
Marbles, who have already had 
a top 10 hit in England and 
will soon have their first LP 
released here. Another group 
that Ertegun has under Atlan- 
tic's wing is Dewey Martin's 
New Buffalo, who have been

creating attention on the West 
Coast. 

In his active search for new 
talent, Ahmet Ertegun can of- 
ten be seen at rock clubs any- 
where from New York to Cali- 
fornia, and is a constant visi- 
tor to Bill Graham's brace of 
Fillmores, East and West. Last 
week he was at the Cartoone 
party in Los Angeles and at 
the Led Zeppelin concert in 
Detroit. 

According to Ertegun there 
is no lack of competent rock 
groups around today. "The dif- 
ficult part," says Ertegun, "is 
to limit the number of groups 
signed by our firm. On my last 
trip to the West Coast I saw 
15 groups, all with a following 
in Los Angeles or San Francis- 
co, and all with other labels 
bidding for them. I didn't sign 
any. Our policy today is not 
to overload our artist roster 
with new acts unless we have 
a producer set and an adver- 
tising and promotional cam- 
paign laid out for the group." 

"What is often called 'under- 
ground' music today, doesn't 
have much meaning," notes 
Ertegun. "What we mean when 
we say underground music is 
a group playing music for mu- 
sic's sake -music played sin- 
cerely - as opposed to music 
created for a market, trying to 
be a commercial record. A gen- 
uine underground group is one 
sincerely interested in the mu- 
sic it plays, rather than the 
money it can make." 

Has Underground Paper 

In addition to widespread 
use of underground newspa- 
pers and magazines to adver- 
tise its rock product, Atlantic 

also has its own underground 
paper, which it circulates to 
underground stations and 
press media, called "Under the 
Logo." This paper will occas- 
sionally carry news about acts 
other than Atlantic -Ateo, 
points out Ertegun. "We dig 
acts on other labels too -espe- 
cially exciting underground 
groups." 

Atlantic maintains close re- 
lations with college radio sta- 
tions, which the firm supplies 
with new rock product on a 
regular basis. "College stu- 
dents are very aware of what's 
happening in the underground 
and many of the college sta- 
tions have been the first to 
pick up on new groups. like 
Led Zeppelin. And the review- 
ers on the college papers, from 
the Harvard Crimson to the 
Daily Bruin at UCLA, are 
every bit as aware as the rock 
reviewers on top consumer 
newspapers and magazines. 
Their support has helped make 
Atlantic-Atco's rock artists 
favorites with underground 
fans," stated Ertegun.

Taking Care of Business

The bell tolled for another 
jazz prophet recently. He was 
Pee Wee Russell. 

As I thought about his death 
at 62, I could not help but 
think that black jazz men have 
felt the sting of economic and 
social predudice in jazz; but have we 

failed to ad- 
"" mit to the in- 

justices per- 
petuated on 
white j a z z 
men? 

Before I'm 
accused by 
my more mil- 
itant broth - 

Del Shields ers of "Tom - 
ism," allow me to state my 
premise. 

We do know that most jazz 
innovators are and have been 
black. But the question has 
never fully been resolved 
whether or not white jazz men 
can play jazz. Or will we ac- 
cept their playing of jazz? Or 
whether the arguments have 
generally been centered around 
the arena of economic pres- 
sures and social predjudice 
that has effected the black mu- 
sician. 

However, through the his- 
tory of jazz there have been 
a number of sterling white 
jazz men who have played on 
an equal par with black jazz 
musicians. 

Yet there has been little dif- 
ference of the philosophies of 
white or black jazz musicians. 

John Wilson in his obituary 
of Pee Wee Russell reports 
Carleton Brown's summation 
of Russell: 

"He does with musical 
phrases just about what Joyce 
did with words. He breaks 
them up, violently rearranges 
their structure and accus- 
tomed order and puts them to- 
gether into fascinating new 
patterns. Pee Wee Russell 
makes a clarinet sound like a 
unique and marvelous instru- 
ment that he invented for his 
own ruggedly individualistic 
purposes." 

Jazz Men Attack Order 
Musically, all jazz men at- 

tack the order of things. And 

in their approach, they bring 
to us order out of chaos. Truth 
becomes the guidelines. And 
they comment on life and 
things. Their music becomes 
a commentary on life. 

Whether a man is black or 
white, he, if he has elected to 
become a jazz musicion, must 
be able to assume the role of 
"the changer." 

The last time I saw Pee Wee 
Russell was at Newport. And 
through all of the years, I 
have been involved in the 
backstage scene, I still main- 
tain the wonderment of the 
spectator who has the chance 
to observe and watch the ma- 
gic of the man who stands on 
stage and creates without ben- 
efit of musical score, a musical 
story. 

As I watched Pee Wee, I 
asked myself why he made the 
decision to become a jazz mu- 
sician. Why would he elect to 
voluntarily become a part of 
a community that fights each 
day for mere existence? 

While the questions per- 
meated my mind, I soon found 
my questions turned to admir- 
ation for an artist who found 
in jazz a means of expression 
and perhaps a means of exist- 
ence. 

And in a manner of speak- 
ing since he did have the 
choice of society band music 
as opposed to jazz, how does 
one weigh his sacrifice? 

And if a Pee Wee Russell 
gives 40 years of his life to 
jazz, do we not also owe him 
something? 

As we listen to youngsters 
of today, who are using the 
jazz form in spreading their 
brand of joy, they are not 
hung up on whether it is eth- 
nic or soulful. They seek truth 
and no matter where it is nes- 
tled they extract and shape it 
for themselves. Therefore, 
they, too, have become chang- 
ers. They differ, however, in 
that they will acknowledge 
the source and pay tribute to 
the innovators. 

While many Americans are 
facing the question of age and

Among his many talents, Lou has man- 
aged through the years to discover new 
talent and showcases in a manner where 
they performed on a level of excellence.

Goulet Pleases At Empire Room 
NEW YORK - Medleys are 

loathsome. Whoever thought 
them up back in some par- 
simonious 'Puritan day-Eleazar 
Medley, or whoever-deserves to 
have met his end by being gar- 
roted with a piano wire by a 
team of incensed composers and 
lyricists. There is something 
chintzy and teasing about med- 
leys since they give the impres- 
sion of magnanimity while in 
actuality they withhold a great 
deal-like a millionaire going to 
a ghetto to dispense a case of 
doughnuts. 

All this is brought up because 
Columbia's Robert Goulet, pos- 
sessor of an extremely pre- 
possessing baritone, opened at 
the Empire Room last week and 
sang almost nothing but med- 
leys. Just when he'd swing into 
something old ("Stardust") or 
new ("Always Something There 
to Remind Me") that you 
wanted to hear, he'd switch to 
something else. This non-stop 

practice became night club gim- 
mickry and had very little to do 
with appreciation of a melody 
or a lyric. 

Goulet has frequently been 
scored for cold, mechanical sing- 
ing (his warm and Tony -win- 
ning performance in last year's 
"The Happy Time" disproved 
that) , and the verdict will stick 
if he continues to put his act 
together as if he were editing 
Reader's Digest. 

In fairness Goulet dropped the 
trick toward the end of his turn 
and closed with involving and 
unabridged versions of "Didn't 
We?" and "Healin' River," but 
that's an awfully long time to 
wait (through tight but too loud 
orchestrations) to get into a 
good thing. -Dave Finkle. 

(Reviewer's note: There was 
one medley that really worked- 
the "ladies' man" medley in 
which Goulet roved among the 
tables to sing snippets of love 
songs to pretty first nighters.)

Sherman's announcement em- 
phasized that the move is a "one- 
time, one place" decision and not 
an experiment for future refer- 
ence.

The label's product is ex- 
clusively handled by independent 
distributors throughout the 
country. 

The move, which Sherman 
says has been in the planning 
stages with company executives 
for a long time, is based en- 
tirely on "artistic" and "psycho- 
logical" factors. 

"So many of our artists live in 
the Los Angeles area or spend 
the major portion of their work- 
ing schedules here because of 
recording, movie and television 
assignments," he said, "that our 
headquarters in Bur. . nk has 
become a second e : e or them. 

"Many of o recent big -hits 
have started i Los Angeles and 
because our a 'ple have a very 
close-and sometimes demand- 
ing-relationship with us we 
have -icünd it awkward to have 
a dual personality with them." 

"This in no way is meant to 
denigrate our Los Angeles dis- 
tributor-Hart-which accounts 
for a good percentage of our 
annual volume," Sherman said. 
"We are not making this move 
for economic reasons as much 
as for the need for specialized 
coverage in its broadest sense."

Under the terms of the new

which relate to Roosevelt Mu- 
sic Company, which was re- 
cently acquired by Columbia 
Pictures Industries, Inc. 

In addition, Magraw will 
serve as the liaison between 
Screen Gems -Columbia Music 
and the various English and 
European production compa- 
nies involved in feature pro- 
duction with Columbia Pic- 
tures.
