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Clive Davis: 

N. Y. Continues As 
Important Music Center 

By DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK - Clive Davis, 
who presides over Columbia Rec- 
ords' international disk activi- 
ties from a Mondrian room high 
above Sixth Avenue - New 
York's Avenue of the Americas - behind a desk covered with 
papers and geegaws, has this to 
say about New York as a record 
center: 

"There has been too much talk 
about the scene shifting from 
New York to other cities-Nash- 
ville, Los Angeles, San Francis- 
co. It leaves the impression that 
New York has become barren. 
Well, while we enthusiastically 
support the music scenes in other 
cities, we have to say that New 
York continues to be an impor- 
tant center." 

Actually all of the Columbia 
marketing, merchandising, pro- 
motion sales and art departments 
are based at 51 West 52nd, in 
the distinctive skyscraper that 
Eero Saarinen completed design- 
ing shortly before he died in the 
early '60s. Columbia employees 
refer to the building now, and 
have since it was first opened, 
as "Black Rock," and in it a 
great percentage of Columbia's 
product is begun and completed. 

Davis won't venture to say 
just how much product continues 
to come from New York ex- 
clusively, but he does say that 
"some of our most illustrious 
artists record here - Bob Dylan, 
Simon and Garfunkel, Blood, 
Sweat and Tears, Barbra Strei- 
sand, Laura Nyro." 

Recording is done in one or 
more of the five studios that 
Columbia has at its access in an- 
other building across town on 
52nd St. - fifth studio was just 
recently opened. 

Magnet for Talent 
"Our being in New York has 

certainly helped us find some of 
our important artists," Davis 
noted, in acknowledging the big 
Apple as an undiminished mag- 
net for talent. "Our being in 
New York meant that we got to 
watch and know the Rascals and 
sign them. And the New York 
Rock Ensemble, for instance." 

"For Broadway and classical 
music, we certainly have to be 
in New York," Davis continued. 
"Broadway is not the influence 
on music that it once was, which 
means that companies can flour- 
ish away from Broadway, but 
we're certainly still interested 
in that area. We believe that

Edward Wallerstein 
Dead at 78 

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. 
-Edward Wallerstein, the for- 
mer head of Columbia Records, 
died here Sept. 8 at 78. 

When he retired from his 
post in 1951, he was President 
and Chairman of the Board at 
Columbia. 

Ted Wallerstein is credited 
with helping pioneer the 33 rpm 
disk first at RCA and later in 
the late '40s at CBS, along with 
Dr. Peter Goldmark, label's Di- 
rector of Research. 

Wallerstein joined RCA in 
1933 and, prior to that, was 
Eastern Manager of the music 
division of the Brunswick- 
Balke-Gollender Co. from 1925 
to 1930 and Sales Manager of 
Brunswick Records from 1930 
to 1932. 

After leaving Columbia, Wal- 
lerstein was a consultant to 
Kapp, and in 1959-60 served as 
a Vice President of Belock In- 
strument Corp. 

He is survived by his wife, 
two sons, a daughter and seven 
grandchildren. His daughter is 
married to Charles Schicke, Di- 
rector of Special Projects, CBS 
Records.

Ben Bartell, Vice President 
of Integrity, is General Man- 
ager of the Wherehouse opera- 
tion. The opening was launched 
with what Hartstone called 
"the largest initial advertising 
budget of any similar under- 
taking." They are buying space 
in metropolitan,, college and 
underground newspapers, plus 
time on both AM and FM radio. 
They opened with the lowest 
prices in Southern California. 

Stock is in-depth in every 

category, with a complete 
classical line in every store. All 
locations are being run by 
young people whose ages aver- 
age in the early twenties and 
each store is situated near a 
college. 

The Wherehouse stores are 
carrying Columbia and Pana- 
sonic sound equipment. An un- 
usual aspect of the new opera- 
tion is that they are buying 
for sale in the stores local 
handcraft - pottery, jewelry. 
leathercraft, etc. 

Hartstone was formerly a 
Senior Vice President of Trans- 
continental Music Corp. when 
he sold his rack -retail -one stop 
complex, Recona, to them. Prior 
to Recona, he was Vice Pesi - 
dent and General Manager of 
London Records. Bartell was 
formerly General Manager of 
Cal Rack s, Inc. Integrity's 
Treasurer, Lou Fogelman, pre- 
viously was with Recona. 

Ampex Worships At 
Winchester Cathedral 

NEW YORK - Jesse Win- 
chester is just about to receive 
a promotion push from Ampex 
to the tune of something like 
$150.000, according to label 
prexy Larry Harris, who visited 
Record World last week to ex- 
plain the thinking behind this 
big push on Winchester's first 
album, "Jesse Winchester."

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Elton John Arrives! 
By DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK - According to 
reports, faint tremors were felt 
up and down the California 
coast a week or so ago. Not 
caused by earthquakes. But by 
the arrival in Los Angeles and 
San Francisco of Uni's Elton 
John for personal appearances. 

Overwhelmed by his recep- 
tion and just a little tired from 
it, John, who writes the mel- 
odies for his songs, stopped 
here last week with his lyricist 
Bernie Taupin to spend time 
with his publishers, Dick James 
Music, and to prepare his re- 
turn tour scheduled to begin in 
late October and finish Nov. 20 
and 21 with Filmore East ap- 
pearances. 

Lunching last week with 
Record World, John was as 
subdued and articulate (Har- 
row accent) off-stage as he is 
reported to be volatile and rus- 
tic on-stage. Taupin, wearing 
an Alcatraz tee-shirt, was also 
rather soft-spoken (Lincoln- 
shire accent), playing on words 
every once in a while. 

"At the Troubadour," John 
reported, "we got standing ova- 
tions every night. It was in- 
credible, ludicrous. We never 
expected it. Who would?" (Nor- 
man Winter, Uni's press man, 
handed around xeroxed copies 
of the hyperbolic L. A. and 
S. F. reviews, the tenor of all 
of them being that John has 
lived up to his publicity-rare, 
meaningful and grudging 
praise from critics.) 

Relatively New 

The reason that John might 
not have been quite so ready 
for the royal welcome is that he 
and his songs are relatively 
new. He and Bernie Taupin 
have, according to them, only 
been writing songs they liked 
for the past year and a quar- 
ter. "We got together because 
we both answered an advert," 
John recalled, "placed 'by Lib- 
erty in London. They wanted 
talent. We got together and 
were signed to Dick James. 
They wanted us to write top 
40 type stuff." 

"We were just no good at 
bubble gum stuff," Taupin in- 
terjected. "You should have 
heard them." 

"We tried that for a year and 
three quarters, and then we 
finally said we can't do it. We 
went to Dick and said that 
from then on we were only go- 
ing to write what we wanted 
to. From then on we began get- 
ting recordings of our songs- 
'Lady Samantha,' `Skyline Pi- 
geon.' My mother still has the 

early demos we made. She 
plays them every once in a 
while. She likes them." 

"Nobody else will ever hear 
them again," Bernie said. "No- 
body will ever want to record 
them either. We tried for a year 
and a half to get them record- 
ed. Now somebody says to me, 
`Do you remember this song?' 
And I can't even remember 
most of those songs." 

Well, times have changed, 
and John and Taupin as well 
have become new rock darlings 
and are just about to become 
international crazes, since the 
"Elton John" album is forging 
slowly up the charts and John's 
version of his "Border Song" 
(twice covered here) is playing 
hide-and-seek with the top 100 
chart, and other recordings of 
their songs, e.g. Three Dog 
Night's version of "Your Song," 
are becoming cherished pos- 
sessions for the rock cog- 
noscenti. 

Long -Time Dream 
For John the new acceptance 

is the realization of a long-time 
dream. "I dropped out of 
school because an opening in 
the music business came up, 
and they're rare to come by. I 
always knew I wanted to be in 
the music business. And I 
don't regret leaving school. 
Friends of mine who didn't 
know what they wanted to do 
went on to University and still 
don't know what they want to 
do with themselves." 

The opening John referred to 
was as a stock clerk at Mills 
Music in London. "It wasn't 
much, but I was glad to have 
it," he said. He also joined a 
group around them and played 
for a while before teaming with 
Taupin, for whom songwriting 
and the current budding suc- 
cess was less a definite goal. "I 
wanted to write, but I didn't 
think that much about writing 
lyrics." It turns out, after 
prompting from John, that Tau- 
pin admits his mother posted 
the answer to the "adverts" 
after he had filled out the 
blank and then thrown it aside. 

Now the two write when the 
spirit moves them, and although 
they share a flat, rarely write 
together. When Taupin's spirit 
moves him, the writes down 
what the spirit dictates and 
then puts it into a pile that 
John sorts through when his 
spirit moves him. "Sometimes 
I won't write for weeks," John 
said, "and then while I'm hav- 
ing a bath, I'll get an idea for 
a song. I'll dry off and go to 
the piano." 

The spirit has accounted for 

RCA Launches Blues Series 
RCA Records, in keeping 

with its policy of offering the 
most varied and exiting talent 
available in the rock medium, 
is launching a British Blues 
Archives Series, it was an- 
nounced by Gary Usher, Divi- 
sion VP, Rock Music. 

Volume 1 of the series will 
be issued in October with sub- 
sequent volumes to be issued 
by the end of the year. The 
tapes for the series were ac- 
quired from Immediate Rec- 
ords, the British recording com- 
pany, which is no longer in 
business. Immediate was owned 
by Andrew Loog Oldham, the 
man responsible for producing 
many of the Rolling Stones hits, 
as well as many other top sell- 
ers, and Tony Calder, also an 
established record producer. 

The series will offer the 
cream of the British blues mu- 
sicians, many of whom have 
become international rock he- 
roes. Such young giants as Eric 
Clapton, John Mayall, Jeff Beck, 
Jimmy Page, Nicky Hopkins 

and Jo -Ann Kelly are featured 
in the series. An interesting 
point in Volume 1 was the ad- 
dition on the three Eric Clap - 
ton numbers of Mick Jagger on 
harmonica; Bill Wyman on bass 
guitar; Ian Stewart on piano 
and Chris Winters on drums. 

Usher said: "The British 
Blues Archives Series offers the 
music to which nearly all tal- 
ented young musicians turn in 
search of themselves, and will 
be a must for all collectors of 
blues and rock. Very few play 
the blues well, and fortunately 
those Britishers that do are 
compiled in the British blues 
anthology."

a second Uni album to be re- 
leased in November (there was 
a first album unreleased here 
that the duo were dissatisfied 
with; it was their meeting with 
arranger Paul Buckmaster that 
got their "Elton John" album 
going). And Taupin wants to 
do a spoken word album. "I 
don't know what it'll be or 
when I'll do it, because every 
time I think about starting it, 
something else comes up. It'll 
have to do with the sound of 
words. I don't know." 

John returns to London this 
week to score a film called 

"Friends," for which he and 
Taupin have already completed 
five songs. "It's a sweet little 
story about two people who 
meet and fall in love," he said. 

And other new songs, too, un- 
doubtedly. "I've gotten many 
ideas while I've been in Amer- 
ica. This is such a marvelous 
country, ludicrous. There would 
be something wrong with some- 
body who didn't come to Amer- 
ica and get new insights." 

"I have many ideas," Taupin 
said, "but I haven't written 
anything while I've been here." 

"I have," John said.

Most of the so-called classical music revered today and per- 
formed over and over again by Ormandy and the Philadelphia, 
Bernstein and the New York Philharmonic, Szell and the Cleve- 
land, etc., was composed before the electric light was perfected. 
And performed for a very, very few, relatively, on instruments 
that were hand-crafted. 

If the news has escaped you, a widow in England by the name 
of Rosemary Brown has been receiving compositions from the 
next plane. They are dictated to her-some by "using" her hands 
at the piano, and others by automatic writing dictation, note for 
note-by Liszt, Bach, Beethoven, Chopin, Debussy and Rach- 
maninoff, among others. 

Naturally, Mrs. Brown's phenomonon 
has provoked a controversy in England 
and throughout the music world. Mercury 
Records has released a number of the 
short pieces received by Mrs. Brown on 
an album. 

Get it, play it and if you don't want to 
judge for yourself, just get behind some 
very nice music. If it did come from an- 
other life, it was probably the composers' 
reaction to the Iron Butterfly.

ETCETERA: As promised, another "Woodstock" album will be 
forthcoming, if its independent producers can get the approvals 
together. Insiders say there's an outside chance this next one 
will be ¡Columbia's ... There has yet to be a self-contained, all - 
girl rock band, despite several attempts (the Female Beatles, 
Daisy Chain, Cake). The Carrie Nations of `Beyond the Valley 
of the Dolls" didn't make it despite plenty of exposure. Now 
Reprise is trying with a group called Fanny. Their Richard 
Perry -produced album will be released in time for that Christmas 
selling season ... "Don't Crush That Dwarf, Hand Me the Pliers" 
is the title of the Firesign Theatre's latest Columbia album, and 
it is finding greater acceptance than their two previous LPs did, 
even though it takes four or five listenings to catch fifty per cent 
of what is going on ...

wait until their third album or 
so before they really caught on 
with the public. Dylan did. 
Judy Collins did. But I don't 
know that it's written in Gene- 
sis anywhere that this has to 
be so. If an artist warrants it, 
we have to give him this kind 
of back-up, no matter what the 
economic situation is. We have 
to spend whatever's necessary 
to establish him." 

There are many parts to the 
campaign, Harris reported. The 
company has put together 5000 
booklets containing the per- 
former's 'best reviews, which 
will be sent to deejays, reviewers 
and distributors, etc., as well 
as placed at check-out counters 
in stores.

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Ventures Sell $30 Mil At ABC/Dunhill Meet 
In First Decade 

in 1958, Don Wilson was a 
hod carrier on a building proj- 
ect in Seattle. His foreman was 
Bob Bogle. Today, they and 
three other gentlemen called 
the Ventures have left an indel- 
ible mark on pop music, and 
sold 30 million Liberty records 
in the process. 

A guitar company which 
manufactured their personally - 
designed instruments grossed 
;$1,500,000 in 1966. A Ventures 
guitar instruction record with 
book, originally intended for se- 
rious music students, reached 
the top of national top 40 
charts. In Japan, their appear- 
ances cause near riots, ap- 
proaching the Beatlemania phe- 
nomenon of 1962 in this coun- 
try. 

The Ventures possess some- 
thing that few groups have: 
longevity. Ten years ago they 
were kings of surf guitar, the 
life of every teenage dance 
party. Today they are interna- 
tional stars. Last season, their 
version of the theme from TV's 
"Hawaii Five -O" was a hit. 
Now they have just finished re- 
cording the soundtrack theme 
for ABC -TV's "Storefront Law- 
yers" scheduled to debut this 
fall. The Ventures, it seems, 
just go on and on. 

Immediate Triumph 

While no one could predict 
their longevity back in 1960, the 
success of their first effort, 
"Walk Don't Run," was an im- 
mediate triumph for the boys. 
Key trade publications called 
them "The Most Promising In- 
strumental Group of 1960" and 
their hit smash became "Favor- 
ite Single Instrumental Record" 
of the year. Four years later 
an updated version of "Walk, 
Don't Run" (with a far more 
subtle, relaxed feeling) earned 
a second gold record for the 
group. At present, 38 LPs have 
brought the Ventures' unique 
sound to listeners around the 
world. 

Don Wilson was born in Ta- 
coma on Feb. 10, the son of 
Josie and Woodrow William 
Wilson. While music was al- 
ways to pastime, his early en- 
deavors ranged from selling 
autos to working in a mill. Be- 
fore working with Bob Bogle, 
his., only performing experience 
was -.at school dances and local 
talent shows. 

Bob Bogle played a lot of 
football in his native Portland, 
Ore. and dabbled on the guitar 
in between jobs in the construc- 
tion business. His professional 
career began with the Wilson - 

Bogle debut in Tacoma. 
The Ventures' original drum- 

mer,. Howie Johnson, was in- 
jured in an auto accident, and 
at his doctor's advice forfeited 
the strain of one-night stands 
and retired from music. After 
auditioning several drummers, 
the guys chose Mel Taylor, a 
strong young percussionist 
from New York, whose brother 
Larry played bass with Canned 
Heat. Mel is one of the most 
articulate members, and has re- 
cently begun managing the 
group's recording and booking 
activities. Nokie Edwards, the 
original lead guitarist, left in 
1967 to pursue other interests. 
The addition of Jerry McGee to 
replace Nokie was a wise one. 
A formidable guitarist, McGee 
has worked with the Monkees, 
Rick Nelson, Trini Lopez and 
Herb Alpert plus extensive 
work as a freelance studio 
player before joining the group. 

Organist Added 
Three years ago, an organist 

was added to the group, hand- 
somely expanding their total 
sound, and adding a variety of 
textures that complement the 
basic electric guitar sound 
Johnny Durrill was born in 
Houston where he taught him- 
self piano, organ, and composi- 
tion. He holds a B.A. degree in 
English and was singer and 
writer on several hits by the 
Five Americans before joining 
the Ventures. 

A decade represents a 
lot of time in anyone's life, and 
for the Ventures, the years be- 
tween 1960 and 1970 mean a lot 
of things: recording 38 long- 
playing albums (1,112 hours in 
the studio plus close to 2000 ad- 
ditional hours of rehearsal), 20 
million records sold in the 
sold United States, 10 million 
sold in Japan, more than one 
million miles traveled in suc- 
cessful tours of Australia, Ha- 
waii, Mexico and the Orient.

Atlanta NARAS, Library Team 
For Pop Music Collection 

The Atlanta Chapter of the 
National Academy of Recording 
Arts and Sciences announces 
that it will donate 30 albums 
per month to the Atlanta Pub- 
lic Library for the establish- 
ment of the country's first com- 
prehensive and current pop mu- 
sic record collection. Records 
will be housed in special bins 
in the Fine Arts Department of 
the Central Library and can 
be borrowed for a period of two 
to three weeks. 

Records will be selected by 
NARAS on the basis on the 
popularity charts from the mu- 
sic industry trade papers as 
well as local sales. Serving on 
the NARAS Selection Commit- 
tee are Larry King of South- 
land Record Distributing Com- 
pany, Wade Pepper of Capitol 
Records, Zenas Sears of WAOK 
Radio and Sam Wallace of Stero 
South. According to Sears, 
Chairman of NARAS' Educa- 
tion Committee, "This is the 
first effort of its kind anywhere 
in the country. I have checked 
with libraries in Washington, 
Baltimore, Philadelphia, New 
York, and Boston, and while all 
had record libraries, none had 
comprehensive collections of 
the currently popular LPs". 

Spokesmen from the Library 
explained that phonograph rec- 
ords have been available on 
loan since the establishment of 
its Fine Arts Department in 
1953. Due to limitations in ma- 
terials budgets only those rec- 
ords which might have lasting 
popularity were generally se- 
lected for inclusion in the per- 
manent collection. In addition, 
the necessary time lag in pur- 
chasing, processing and making 
popular records available often 
kept them from reaching the 
public at the height of their 
popularity. 

In accepting the gift, Carlton 
Rochell, Director of the Library 
said, "Films, records and other 
non -book materials are rapidly 
gaining equal popularity with 
books as patrons' demands be- 
came greater for them. Getting 
popular records into the hands 
of our users is an important 
service and another way the 
Library can reach today's 
youth. We greatly appreciate 
NARAS' help in making this 
possible." 

The Library, Rochell also 
said, is currently attempting to 
get funds for placing record 
collections in all branch librar- 
ies in the system.

Watch Out 
For Sommer 

NEW YORK - Bert Sommer 
has been around longer than 
you think. It has only taken the 
far-out heads of Dominic Sicilia 
and Artie "little Woodstock" 
Kornfeld to bring him to the 
light of people who can appre- 
ciate his unique vocal and mu- 
sical style. 

Bert opened a short stay at 
the Bitter End here in New 
York last week (Sept. 2) and 
had little trouble filling the 
cafe with what seemed to be 
admiring fans somewhat fa- 
miliar with his material. 

After a few ungainly tuning 
delays, the set finally got un- 
derway with Bert strumming 
on his giant acoustic guitar 
backed by piano, bass and 
electric guitar. 

Bert's voice is perhaps his 
greatest asset. There is power 
there. Power enough for him to 
be a screamer and still have 
vocal room to move. But as with 
a true artist he has also real- 
ized the importance of contrast 
and therefore uses his voice 
with meaningful discretion and 
poise. 

The result is demonstrated 
nicely with an interpretation 
of Paul Simon's "America"; 
starting delicately, softly then 
suddenly building and swelling 
to easily conqured peaks, only 
to tumble down and begin 
again. 

Valid Description 
This is perhaps a bit flowery 

but in a way stands as a valid 
description of Bert's total mu- 
sical character. For although 
his style lends itself to others' 
songs, it is still his own and 
best expressed by his own ma- 
terial. From his first LP re- 
leased a few years ago, "Things 
Going My Way" tells about the 
hard life lived without love 
until the right someone comes 
along, to the more recent "Jen- 
nifer," simply about a girl and 
her love, Bert's performance 
carries you along the familiar 
paths in just a slightly differ- 
ent perspective. 

Bert is presently enjoying 
commercial success with his 
single, "We're All Playing in 
the Same Band," taken from 
his latest Eleuthera album. "In- 
side Bert Sommer." Appro- 
priately enough, this same 
song ended the set, leaving the 
audience on an up note. Watch 
out for Bert Sommer. He has 
been around a long time and, as 
an informed listener said, 
"Once you've paid your dues, 
man, you just gotta be some- 
body famous."

Eric Andersen 

A Song is 
By GREGG GELLER 

NEW YORK-Warner Broth- 
ers' Eric Andersen decided to 
make a gold record, so he con- 
tacted the men behind the suc- 
cess of Bobby Sherman, produ- 
cer Jackie Mills and arranger Al 
Capps, and placed himself in 
their expert hands. 

Eric Andersen? Yes, Eric An- 
dersen. The same man who was 
at the center of the Greenwich 
Village folk singer -songwriter 
movement of the early 1960s. 
Who wrote such folk "standards" 
as "Violets of Dawn" and 
"Thirsty Boots." He has since 
moved to Venice, Calif., where 
he is raising a family. He has 
been doing such things as writ- 
ing the liner notes for his good 
friend Rick Nelson's last album, 
and recording this own two pre- 
vious albums in Nashville. But 
this is the time, he feels, for a 
decisive turning point in his ca- 
reer. Now is the time to reach 
a mass audience. 

Andersen described the devel- 
Dpment of the song he hopes will 
become THE record in a visit to 
Record World last week. The re- 
cent birth of his daughter Sarah 
provided t h e inspiration for 
"Sunshine and Flowers," a tune 
he wrote with a "happy summer 
sound" in mind. After rehears- 
ing the song with a group of 10 
children from his neighborhood, 
Andersen rounded up the whole 
gang to back him in the record- 
ing studio. The result, he says, 
is the most exuberant choral 
work in recent memory. He also 
cut the Carole King -,penned "Sit- 
ting in the Sunshine" at the 
same session. Life in Southern 
California seems to evoke an 
enviable preoccupation with sun- 
shine. This was his most en- 
joyable studio date ever, Ander- 
sen explained, because with Mills 
and Capps in control he was able 
to devote himself exclusively to 
his vocals. 

Will Continue to Write 
When asked why he was re- 

cording songs written by others, 
Andersen replied that he always 
has done so. One of his earliest 
recordings was of "That's All 
Right Mama," an Arthur "Big 
Boy" Crudup original he first 
heard in 1956 as sung by Elvis 
Presley. And one of his Nash- 
ville albums included songs first 
made famous by two of his fa- 
vorite artists: "Lovesick Blues" 
by Hank Williams ("he taught 
me how to tell the truth") and 
"Dock of the Bay" by Otis Red- 
ding ("he reminded me how to 
care") . Andersen reassures, 
however, that he will continue to

write his own material, as evi- 
denced by "Sunshine and Flow- 
ers." He has a new publishing 
company, Wind and Sand, so 
named because "musical styles 
shift like the wind and sand." 

Andersen was just winding up 
a week-long stint at an old Mac- 
Dougal Street haunt, the Gas- 
light. Earlier this summer, he 
had been a participant in the al- 
ready legendary "million dollar 
bash," the festival express train 
through Canada which also in- 
cluded Janis Joplin, the Grateful 
Dead, Delaney and. Bonnie, Ian 
and Sylvia and Rick Danko (of 
the Band) , among others. It was 
an experience he considers one 
of the most memorable of his 
career. 

As for the future, Andersen 
was to return to New York on 
Sept. 9 to headline (along with 
David Steinberg and Peter Du - 
chin) the opening of Pemble's, 
a club run by Metamorphosis - 
the Committee for a Peace Con- 
gress. Johnny Cash (he's a 
pickin' singin' Abe Lincoln") 
has invited him to appear on his 
television show during the up- 
coming season. And, at every 
opportunity, he intends to re- 
turn to that studio with Messrs. 
Mills and Capps to cut records. 
Eric Andersen is a professional.
