® Forty-seven long-playing al-
bums and 21 singles were cer-
tified for gold record awards
during the first half of 1971,
the Recording Industry Asso-
ciation of America has an-
nounced. For the same period
last year, 46 albums and 27
singles received awards.

To obtain RIAA certification
for a gold record award, a com-
pany must submit jts sales to
an audit by an independent
firm of certified public account-
ants. To qualify, an album
must achieve a minimum of $1
million in sales of the record
and/or its counterpart on pre-
recorded tape; a single must
amass a minimum sale of one
million copies. -

RCA's Q8
System Is
‘Ideal’

By ROCCO LAGINESTRA
President, RCA Records

8 RCA Records introduced
four-channel sound with four
discrete channels with Q-8 car-
tridge tapes, and thereby es-
tablished what it considers the
ideal system now sought by the
industry for phonograph rec-
ords.

RCA Records has not seen
fit to offer a four-channel sound
system for records that has less
artistic and technical perform-
ance capabilities than does the
Q-8 tape system. In addition.
RCA Records feels that any
four-channel record should be
fully capable of total compati-
bility with existing stereo
phonograph players. The two
conditions have been met thus
far only by the ‘discrete’ four-
channel system such as has
been demonstrated by the Vic-
tor Company of Japan, Ltd.

The “4-matrixed channel
sound” system announced by
CBS as the S-Q System is ca-
pable of compatibility but is
not ‘“discrete.”” RCA Records
will continue to note with great
interest public response to this
and other systems as they are
introduced. In the meantime,
it will continue to devote its
engineering effort to develop a
“4-discrete” channel phono-
graph record which will be ca-
pable of compatibility play-
back on existing stereo phono-
graph players.

Covers Wide Variety

B NEW YORK—Record knowl-
edgeables combined forces
with 40 New York high school
students during a five-day pe-
riod ending July 2 for an in-
depth seminar on the creative
and commercial aspects of re-
cording.

Produced by the New York
chapter of the Record Academy
as a function of the NARAS
Institute, the Academy’s edu-
cational wing, the series cov-
ered live recording and dubbing
sessions, a visit to a record
pressing plant, plus numerous
question and answer sessions
with top industry performers
and behind-the-scenes person-
nel informing and advising the
students about careers in both
the artistic and business phases
of recording.

The opening Monday morn-
ing session at the NARAS The-
ater in the A & R Building pre-
pared the students for that af-
ternoon’s live recording date by
the Thad Jones-Mel Lewis
Big Band. Following an open-
ing statement concerning the
seminar’s purpose from Father
Norman O’Connor, who spear-
headed the week's meeting,
Jones detailed the orchestra’s
instrumentation and studio
set-up, while Lewis explained
the use of earphones during
live recording sessions, Engi-
neer Brooks Arthur then delved
into more technical recording
aspects, He also spoke on the
importance of complete cooper-
ation between producer and ar-
ranger, after which Manny Al-
bam, who had written the
charts for the afternoon ses-
sion, and Phil Ramone, who was
to serve as its producer, de-
scribed their roles.

L.eanse Welcome

To conclude the morning
meet, David Leanse, National
Administrator of NARAS, wel-
comed the students on behalf
of the Academy. He introduced
Rick Powell, President of the
NARAS Institute, who had

flown in from Nashville and
spoke about gospel recording.

That afternoon, after a lun-
cheon hosted by Columbia, the
students sat in A & R’s Studio
A-1 as the Jones-Lewis band
recorded two of Albam’s ar-
rangements, with Ramone in
charge of the session and Ar-
thur on the contro! board.

Both Tuesday sessions,
staffed mostly by Atlantic Rec-
ords execs and held in RCA’s
Studio B, concentrated on the
commercial aspects of record-
ing. Ted Williams traced the
record from its completion un-
til it reached the point of sale.
Mark Shulman, in covering al-
bum packaging, noted that it
was important to keep the art-
ist both happy and involved
and indicated that more of to-
day’s performers seem to be
more interested in graphics
than ever before,

Promotion man Maripo Medi-
ous, focusing on FM stations
“because they are more free
form” and thus more amien-
able to new ideas and new art-
ists, noted that he found it
easier to promote an album in
which he believed, but added
that a good promotion man will
promote his company’s entire
line. He briefly explained the
workings and importance of the
charts, singled out Boston., San
Francisco and Los Angeles as
the best breaking markets and
dubbed New York “the squarest
market in the world. The sta-
tions just aren’t as hip.”

Jazz, in which many of the
students were especially inter-
ested, seems to be reappearing
in other forms, he noted, and
listed Chicago and Los Angeles
as the cities with the best jazz
stations.

Zeroed in on N. Y.

National Sales Manager Rick
Willard also zeroed in on New
York, this time for its lack of
competition among its stations.
He advised those interested in
that aspect of the recording

SQ Disc
A Hit Says
Columbia

B Since its introduction last
month in Montreux, Switzer-
iand, Columbia Records’ SQ
disc system has met with un-
precedented initial success,
label reports.

Its acceptance was further
underscored in subsequent SQ
presentations in Tokyo and at
the recent C.E.S. Show in Chi-
cago. A dramatic, convincing
feature of each presentation
was an A/B comparison of the
SQ disc to a master studio tape.
Based on the interest expressed
by the hardware and software
communities following these
presentations, Columbia be-
lieves that SQ will quickly be-
come the standard for quad-
raphonic reproduction on disc,

Columbia has been exploring
the concept of quadraphonic
sound since 1968 and believes
it is the medium of the future
for both the recording industry
and the music-listening con-
sumer. To reach the largest pos-
sible public, Columbia has
deliberately withheld release of
quadraphonic product until an
optimum disc system fully com-
patible with existing home
stereo phonographs could be
introduced.

CBS Laboratories developed
a discrete modulation-type disc
system in 1969 but soon came
to realize it was impossible to
make it equal in quality to the
nresent LP stereo disc. Colum-
bia. immediately turned its at-
tention to a matrix svstem re-
sultine in the breakthrough of
the SQ record.

In contrast to the modulation-
tvpe disc system currently un-
der development in Japan, Co-
lumbia’s SQ disc is identical to
existing stereo records in re-
cording level, plavng time, dv-
namic range, freedom from dis-
tortion, and durability, Tt re-
quires no expensive, extended-
range playback cartridge and
sounds as good or better than
any stereo record when playved
on a stereo phonograph. Also,
in contrast to a modulation
disc, SQ can be broadcast on
both AM and FM radio sta-
tions.

To Limit Confusion

In order to limit consumer
confusion in both hardware and
software areas, Columbia Rec-
ords feels that the advantages
of quadraphonic sound be made
available simultaneously to the
total market on both disc and
tape formats as soon as possi-
ble. In addition to the SQ dise.

Mio's Marty Wilson:

‘Lets Give the Record Business
Back to the Professionals’

By MARTY WILSON
President of Mio International Records, Inc.

B As someone who has spent
some 25 years as part of this
business of making records, |
find myself appalled and dis-
turbed at the present condition
of the music industry. Record
World has provided me with
the vehicle through which I
can voice some observations
and opinions. Space permitting,
I hope to make my point.

I'm fortunate in that I've
been able to make a comfort-
able living in the recording
business during my years in it
—as a musician, contractor, re-
cording artist, producer and
now a manufacturer—sometimes good, sometimes very good, but
always comfortable, and I intend to continue for many more
vears. [ believe there was one basic reason why: I was always
allowed to use my own initiative, imagination and creative think-
ing in performing on record, or producing one. Not that 1 didn't
have anyone to whom I answered, because I did; but usually it
was to people who had a knowledge of music and the recording
business and more times than not, their suggestions were well
taken and helpful.

I honestly feel that isn’t true today. at least not with the so-
called big companies and conglomerates that have invaded
our industry in recent yvears. It appears that they've almost suc-
ceeded in destroyving what it took some 45 to 50 years of hard
work and dedication by some of the greatest talents behind and
in front of the scenes to build. What a pity. and what a disgrace
to observe how this relatively voung and constantly growing
giant is being repeatedly slain by the giant killers of Wall
Street’s big business! Does evervthing they touch in our industry
have to turn into a tax loss? When will they learn that just
because they can manipulate other businesses and industries
profitably, that doesn’t make them able to do the same thing in
our business. Because we are not just any other business. The
recording industry is a way of life, as are all facets of the
entertainment medium. and unless vou can understand, relate to
and accept that fact, vou don’t belong in our business.

Let’s look at some warning signs that now exist.

To begin with, the dollar volume of the recording industry has
reached an all-time high, as of the last available yearly figures,
and predictions for the future are for even higher grosses. The
sad but true fact. in light of the rosy billing picture. is industry
profits are probably lower than ever before evidenced by the tre-
mendous industry changes and cutbacks at all levels, Why? Is it
only because of the state of the economy and money is tight?
I don’t think so.

Secondly, there have been more bankruptcies, dissolutions, mer-
gers, executive firing, hiring, exporting and importing of person-
nel, consolidations and the like in the last several years than

ever before in our history and indications peint to more of the
same in the immediate future. Unfortunately, but predictably,
the majority of these changes have not produced a better climate
or results they were intended to produce and the recording in-
dustry is in its greatest period of flux and uncertainty. Why?
Where are the answers from these non-record, non-music “‘ex-
perts” who came into our business because of their valuable
expertise in some other field? Why haven’t they delivered?

Business Has Become Too Impersonal

Thirdly, the entire music business has become too impersonal,
on all levels. If such an attitude was effecting better product,
more hit product and a more stable, progressive profit picture for
everyone involved, I would have no cause for concern, and neither
would you. But it just isn’t so. What ever happened to the atmos-
phere of excitement, fun and pride of achievement that con-
stantly pervaded our industry and allowed freedom of creativity
that made our industry great? Isn't it strange that since 1964
we have not produced a superstar? Since the advent of the Bea-
tles, we have not really had a reason to rejoice to any large de-
gree, which should be enough to make ug all stop and consider
what it is we're doing wrong and start doing it right. Time is
growing short and the business is bleeding. We need a transfu-
sion. for if recent operations are considered successful, the pa-
tient is dving.

A fourth observation concerns the caliber of talent currently
employved by most manufacturers as compared to the caliber of
talent currently unemployed and really scuffing, which seems to
be way out of balance. For whatever the reason. there are more
capable, creative and knowledgeable people looking for work than
there are now working in some facet of our business. Just look
around at the number of non-creative people who are responsible
for establishing budgets for creative people, as is the case with
several colleagues of mine who are forced to bend to this kind
of stupidity to survive. When will some of the so-called “majors”
and many other manufacturers learn that there are qualified
people who have paid their dues and have more intelligence and
understanding for this type of work than those now calling the
shots?

It would appear that talent is no longer the criterion for get-
ting a job, based upon the kind of executive manpower recently
hired in our business not only by some of the newer companies,
but by other established organizations I thought knew better. I
mean no offense to those who are working that have the ability,
the know-how and a track record to back them up. But if the
shoe fits, wear it. The big firms seem to be very wary of the
individual becoming bigger than the corporation, when in truth,
the stature of any individual can only enhance a large organiza-
tion's image and reputation and, ves, its earning power. You can’t
put a price on creativity and those who are talented enough to
produce the most should be allowed to earn a salary that reflects
this ability.

The best indication of the status we now enjoy can be found
in our music trade papers., where it seems a week doesn’t pass
without some major executive changes are announced, along with
a number of minor ones, too. The only result [ have seen from

Aguaviva: New Capitol Concept

Chandler Daniels, Record World’s
Mike Sigman, John Nathan

B NEW YORK—Capitol Rec-
ords has just released a unique
concept album in the United
States. The name of the LP
(and the group) is Aguaviva,
and the concept, according to
Capitol A&R Coordinator
Chandler Daniels, is a natural
for international audiences,
including, of course, the U.S.
Daniels and John Nathan,
President of Overseas Music
Services, visited Record World
last week to explain the details
of Aguaviva.

The album consists of a com-
bination of narrative Spanish
poetry (by such greats as Lorca
and Alberti) and musical inter-
ludes (a4 la “Guantanamera’),
and it has already been a
smash hit in Spain and Italy.
Further, a single taken from
the LP, entitled “Poetas Anda-
luces,” has made the top 20
in both France and Holland,
and is being released all over

Europe. Nathan, who rarely
gets involved with individual
groups, made an exception in
this case and, by a fortunate
concidence, brought his idea to
Daniels, a fluent Spanish
speaker. Daniels immediately
realized the potential for the
item in this country and trans-
lated the poetry into FEnglish,
leaving the original music un-
touched. The record is expected
to score heavily among college
students, and, since Capitol has
also obtained South American
rights, the Spanish version may
be released in cities with large
Spanish-speakng populations.
Nathan also noted that this
record could be a breakthrough
in that foreign product rarely

gets much exposure in the
U.S., although American rec-
ords are often hits in other

parts of the world. Capitol ex-
pects to release the single
“Poetas Andaluces” in the fall.
and a second Aguaviva album,
“Apocalypse,” has been re-
leased in Spain, where it
reached number 4, and Italy.
Daniels feels that this group is
unique in that ‘“they have a
concept, not just a one-shot pop
single.” OQther current projects
for Aguaviva include a film of
the group, participation in the
San Remo Festival (at which
they finished 10th and an ex-
tensive tour of Europe.

If Daniels and Nathan are
right, bright things are also
ahead for the group in America.

Merc Readies 9 New Acts

@ CHICAGO — Mercury Rec-
ords has signed and will release
albums by five new contempo-
rary artists during July, an-
nounce A&R Director Robin
McBride and VP Charles Fach,

The new acts include Gentle
Giant, a group from England
produced by Tony Visconti and
developed by Gerry Bron, man-
ager of Mercury’s Uriah Heep.
They will be released on the
Vertigo label as part of Mer-
cury’s plan to duplicate the suc-
cess in the U.S. of the contempo-
rary label that it has enjoved in
England.

Also on Vertigo will be Brit-
ish  Afro-rock group Assagi,
representative of a new musical
facet in England, a raw-Havored
sound with jazz overtones utiliz-
ing Afro and Jamaican rhyth-
mic¢ influences. Group is mide
up of top African musicians
who have had past successes in
their homeland.

World Debut

Scheduled for a world-wide
simultaneous debut on Philips is
Guy Fletcher, a songwriter and
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singer produced by Anita Kerr.

An album developed and pro-
duced by Larry Page released
in England by the Philips-dis-
tributed Nepentha label repre-
sents the resurgent interest in
acoustic as opposed to electrified
sound and introduces Dulcimer.
On two cuts of their forthcom-

ing LP. noted British actor
Richard Todd recites orviginal
poetry to their musical back-

ground. Dulcimer will be mar-
keted under the Mercury label
here.

Brahman, also set for Mer-
cury, was acquired following a
live audition of the group in
their home studio in Vancouver,
British Columbia. The group
had been formed by Canadian
booking agent Wes Dakus who
built Brshman from outstanding
individual members of the more
than 100 groups he books
throughout Western Canada.

Al Martino

B NEW YORK — No one not

connected with “The Godfa-
ther” is allowed on the sets,
and interviews by the actors
are being discouraged. But Cap-
itol’s Al Martino, in his movie
bow playing Johnny Fontane,
the superstar singer who owes
his career to the godfather, was
able to give a few hints of
what’s going on when he
dropped up to Record World
not too long ago to plug his
latest Capitol single. “Losing My
Mind.” The latter is the high-
light ditty from Stephen Sond-
heim’s score for “Follies.”
“I'm involved with one of the
biggest film projects of the
century. No words can describe
the magnitude of the film. If I
had only one line to say in the
movie—and 1 don’t—I have
much more — 1 would have
done it. If they had asked me
to do it for zip, I would have
done it for zip,” he revealed.
“For some reason the press
has an idea that the part is
small, but it isn’t. All the im-
portant episodes in the book
are going to be in the movie.
And I can say this, the associa-
tion between the don and
Johnny Fontane, his godson, is
going to be established. It's
very important that that asso-
ciation comes across, because
that’s what the book is about—
the relationship between a
godfather and his godson. We
have an old Italian saying that
goes, ‘Life is so tough that one
has to have two fathers. It's
that relationship, which has
been hidden for so long, that
the book is about. When 1 was
a kid and I'd ask my father for
a dime, he might say no, but 1
always knew that, if my father
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said no, I could go to my god-
father, who would never say
no.”

Martino noted that his shoot-
ing schedule for the movie—
being shot entirely in New
York and Sicily—is for three
months and that he is also keep-
ing himself free thereafter for
any promotion that movie re-
quires. (There are two club
dates—the Elmwood C(asino
and the Monticello—in July.)

Sings Two Songs

Martino said that he sings
two songs in the movie—both
of them old songs, but that, so
far, he knows nothing about
who's scoring the movie, al-
though he’'d like to, Word on a
title tune has also not been
forthcoming. “I have my idea
on who should sing a title
tune,” Martino said, “but 1
wouldn’t want to mention it
and sound like I'm trying to
influence anybody.”

“Working with Brando [Mar-
lon Brando is playing the god-
father] is great. If I were as
professional as he is and I was
working with someone who was
making his first movie, 1 would
be worried. But he’s wonder-
ful and he’'s helpful.”

“I"d like to do another film,”
Martino said, in closing, “and
next time it might be my own
story, something I develop my-
self. This is definitely not my
last movie.”

Marathon Bill Opens Gaelic Series

The
abilities of both Cat and Carly
to stimulate an audience were
challenged at Gaelic Park, but
as the concert was moving to
an end, the fans, after many
hours of music, were more en-
thusiastic than ever.

More on Improving NARAS

B Just a note to commend you
on your series of NARAS ar-
ticles. Most anyone would like
to win a Grammy, but not many
are willing to spend the time
to attempt to upgrade its mer-
its. Your concern is gratifying.

The points you raise, like
seeking new, younger members
and in turn recognizing today’s
musical  forms. were well
stated. It is also most impor-
tant to review the award cate-
gories and change them where
necessary—even at the risk of
possibly losing some members.
Case in point, the category of
“liner notes.” It’s quite obvious
that liner notes have, for the
most part, become a thing of
the past. And vet the category
remains prominently on the
list. (Could it be that there
are a number of voting mem-
bers who are writers, and
therefore must be counted, re-
gardless of the category's less-
ening importance?)

But more important is the
category of ‘‘best album cover.”
Because covers have come into
their own as an art form, and
so much creativity is going
into today’s packages, I'd like
to suggest this category be ex-
panded. With today’s foldouts,
dye-cuts, posters, inserts, li-
brettos, etc., the reference to
“best cover” has obviously be-
come dated. A package should
be reviewed as a complete con-
cept, not just a cover. I, there-
fore, feel that there should be

two awards, one for ‘“best cov-
er” and another for “best
package.”

I suppose what I'm trying to
say is that [ agree with your
thoughts, Change is an almost
daily part of our business. Ig-
noring evolution is not the an-
swer. It won’t go away.

Geremiah At
Folk City

B NEW YORK — Paul Gere-
mah is the kind of folk-blues
artist who communicates a dis-
tinctive message to a small but
dedicated following. The
singer-composer has the added
ability to create interesting
chord changes which separate
his songs from the traditional
blues progressions which seem
to be his roots. All this was
apparent as he received a warm
reception from a small erowd
at Folk City last week (6).

Geremiah. who records for
Sire Records, sang a combina-
tion of folk ballads, upbeat rag-
time numbers and pure blues
songs. And while his perform-
ance of “Crossroads” added lit-
tle to previous interpretations,
he was quite effective in per-
forming several original com-
positions.

Highlights of the set were
“Bright Sunny Days,” which
featured some fine finger pick-
ing; ‘“Morning Song,” which
explored the possibilities of G
tuning; and “Elegant Hobo,”
which seemed more than any
other to be a song about Paul
Geremiah. Adding some humor
to the occasion, he closed with
a song reminiscent of Chuck
Berry's “Johnny B, Goode,” but
instead of “Go, Johnny, Go,” it
was “Go, Henry David (Tho-
reau), Go.”

Also appearing at Folk City
of late has been comedian Carl
Waxman, whom this reviewer
has now seen four times in the
past month. Although Waxman
has received varied reactions
from different audiences, he
has shown a remarkable ability
to consistently come up with
fresh material.

business to enrol] in marketing
and merchandising courses.

Following a luncheon hosted
by Atlantic, NARAS Trustee
Johnny Pate discussed record-
ing as a business. To the ques-
tion of how does one get entree

RCA producer Elliot Horne
and trumpeter-leader Jimmy
Owens then covered the intri-
cate relationships existing be-
tween producer and artist, and
how the former often gets close-
ly involved with the latter’s
career, with companies even go-
ing so far as to pay for the
bookings of certain acts into
showcase engagements. Owens’
advice to all recording neo-
phytes: “Get it al] in writing
beforehand!” .

NARAS attorney Dick Jab-
low closed the afternoon ses-
sion with a review of contracts
and copyrights delving into
the roles of ASCAP and BMI
as collection agencies, of AGAC
as a songwriters’ protection
agency. and of the AFM and
AFTRA as regulatory agencies
for musicians, arrangers and
singers. He explained the dif-
ferences between booking agen-
cies and personal managers,
noting that the latter usually
play the combination role of
lawyer, accountant, business
manager and friend. Regarding
recording contracts, he went
into detai]l about options, guar-
antees and advances while not-
ing that modifications of cer-
tain clauses may be possible,
though few companies like to
put such modifications in writ-
ing.

On Wednesday morning, the
students returned to the A & R
Studios for a second session
with the Thad Jones-Mel Lewis
band, this time to learn, via
live demonstrations, how the
voice of a singer Deedee Bridge-
water is blended with instru-
mental sounds.

The afterncon session was
divided between lectures and
discussions with John Gordy on
“The Future of Audio Visuals”
and Ts Horowitz on “The State
of Classical Music.”

Classical Covered

Horowitz painted a bleak
but complete picture of the
comparative strength of classi-
ca] records. “Sales haven’t de-
clined very much,” he said. “It’s
just that the tota] sales of all
records increased so much that
classical now make up only 3 to
49% of their total, as compared

with 15 to 18%
back.”

On Thursday morning, the
students bussed to the Defiance
Disc Company in Yonkers,
where they saw a pressing
plant in action.

Performers took over Thurs-
day afternoon in the NARAS
Theater. First, Carly Simon
traced her shift from folk to
contemporary music, stressing
the importance of getting “just
the right feel” into recordings
and admitting that she pre-
ferred to make her sides with-
out any sweetening. Composer-
conductor-pianist Rilly Taylor
then focused on the importance
of a liberal as well as a musi-
cal education.

Bill Chase, organizer and

the kind of vibrations in such
dire need in the music industry
today.

Much of the audience was
comprised of first-time concert-

goers. They wouldn’t or couldn’t
pay a high charge of admission
and seemed genuinely grateful
to UA for giving them a pleas-
ant evening.

There is a slight possibility
that this was unique and, like
a small Woodstock, is destined
for one time only. It is possible
that the harmony found be-
tween executives and acts is a
very special occurrence in just
that company, Let’s hope that it
isn’t so, that other musicians
and other record companies will
at least attempt similar feats.

Comiort Act

B NEW YORK — Southern
Comfort is now a group.

The five men who make up
the Capitol recording act were
formerly well-known as mem-
bers of Matthews Southern
Comfort. But when lan Mat-
thews left to record on his own,
they found themselves able to
move in new directions and.
really, to become for the first
time a coherent group in the
most important sense of the
word. Those who listen to their
new records (the LP is “Frog
City” and the single, taken
from the album, “I Sure Like
Your Smile”) expecting to hear
Ian Matthews’ backup band
will be only partially right.

In the words of manager
Ron De Blasio: “This album
was made in a completely dif-
ferent manner. Almost every-
thing was recorded live, with
much less overdubbing. There's
much more feeling and charac-
ter in this LP, and the sound
is much stronger and happier.”

Southern Comfort, coming off
a European tour, is about to
depart on their first American
tour. They wil] be performing
first with the Faces, then with
Deep Purple and then will
make some appearances on
their own, hopefully including
a TV shot.

The vibrations given off by
Southern Comfort are those of
a new group which is really
just discovering itself and what
it can do. With the added ad-
vantage of having playved to-
gether for a vear and a half
with Ian Matthews, and with
another album and a second
tour already in the works, fans
can expect to be hearing a lot
from them in the months to
come.

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WNEW-FM's Scott Muni:

Progressive Pioneer

Scott Muni

B NEW YORK — One of the
true pioneers of FM radio as
an outlet for progressive rock
must be Scott Muni. Let’s take
a look at the past and then
work forward.

Scott’'s radio career goes
back 25 vears starting in, of all
places, the Marine Corps, He
was then a radio correspon-
dent, but 1952 in New Orleans
marked the beginning of Scott’s
unbreakable marriage to con-
temporary music.

The road was not easy. Dues
were paid in such places as
Baton Rouge, and even a few
backwoods stations in the mid-
west.

The first big break became
apparent when Scott joined the
staff of Akron's WAKR (Alan
Freed made his first indelible
mark at the same place). After
4 two-year stint at WAKR.
Scott, or the soon-to-be-tagged
“Scottso,” was on his way to
the Big Apple.

The time is 1958. WMCA
goes rock, and Scott Muni be
comes one of New York's “lo-
cal djs.” ABC grabs him, and
after a few years Scottso and
Top 40 become synonomous,
and here’s where the trouble
begins. Yelling, screaming, 27

commercials per hour, HIT-
BOUND! BOUND, BOUND
BOUND, bound. On to booze

and an early retirement pre-
ceeded by cries of, ‘Get me
outta here.”

Well, he couldn’t really get
out of the business, so he did
the next best thing. He became
a ‘‘stage door Johnny” and
opened Rolling Stone disco-
théque, one of New York’s rages
in the mid-'60s along with
c¢lubs like Arthur (remember
Arthur!) and all the rest.

All of a sudden an offer pre-

sents itself for Scott to join
Rosco at WOR-FM. At last, a
new image and a new lease on
life. Sensational move for a
lover of rock, but the best was
vet to come.

I1t's now December of 1967.

Scott and someone who calls
himself Jonathan Schwartz
move to WNEW-FM  again

joining Rosco. who had switch-
ed two months earlier. What
happens then is simple mathe-
matics. WNEW-FM was lesing
371,000 a vear. After making
the proper personnel adjust-
ments mentioned above, black
shows below the bottom line
for the first time,

Moving ahead to January of
1971. The announcements are
made. Scott Muni is to be the
new Program Direetor of
WXNEW-FM. Herein lies our
story.

The velling and screaming
have subsided. The name
“Scottso” is committec to his-
torv. WNEW only permits nine
commercials per hour, and yet
Scott has to be the busiest FM
personality in New York. First,
his duties as PD are, naturally,
a full-time job. Add to that 20
hours of air time per week, con-
certs. benefits, outside commer-
cials and college speaking en-
gagements. Now. that's work!

Record World asked Scott if
anything suffers in the process.
He replied. smiling, “I'll slowly
be phasing myself out of regu-
lar di work. I'd like to do some
week-end specials, highlighting
new British product and so on.
The only problem we now face
i§ overcoming our own com-
merciality., Raising prices for
time is infinitely bet:er than
addng more spots.”

As for ratings, out eame the
stat sheet. According to the
Pulse Report in January, 1971,
students at al]l local colleges
were asked the question, “What
is vour favorite radio station?”
An overwhelming 35.7% an-
swered WNEW-FM. ABC-AM
and CBS-FM each polled 8.8%.
Other stations recerded even
smaller figures. WNEW led in
all categories, Scott couldn’t
hide his joy. “"We're ecstatic
about the figures and our tar-
get age group is ulder than col-
lege students” (24-27). “We're
even getting a large listening
audience from the 35-49 group.”

Against Live Group
Broadcasting

Scott is very much against
the policy of broadcasting a

live raaio concert by a par-
ticular group. “I would rather
broadcast a special event, like
the time we went into the
Church of St. John the Divine
to hear Galt MacDermott’s
composition of the Mass in F,
complete with the entire cast
of ‘Hair’ and the Cathedral
Choir. It was the largest crowd
that church had seen since the
funeral of Mayor LaGuardia.
The moment vou broadcast one
group live, you limit your lis-
teners, That’s a no-no.”

WNEW-FM has free con-
certs scheduled in all major
New York parks during the
summer. Scott said, “We're al-
ways trying for a variety. The
music must come first. Better
variety, larger audience.”

Kip Cohen to WNEW.FM

As Scott eagerly awaits an-
other Fillmore East opening,
he tells us that Kip Cohen (for-
mer Managing Director of Fill-
more East) will be joining the
staff of WNEW-FM, doing a
special Sunday show. Expect
the announcement in a few
weeks.

Apparently everything is
working for Mr. Muni, When he
truly phases out of broadcast-
ing, it will be the listener’s
loss. Be thankful, then, that his
watchful eye will be looking
over the shoulder of those that
follow.

Memorable Elephants Romp at Folk City

B NEW YORK — It's good to
see a group now and then
which breaks through the ve-
neer of ego-inspired showman-
ship to reveal a genuine en-
joyment in performing.

these cutbacks and “reorganizations” is more unemployment and,
on paper, the possibility of a better looking profit and loss picture
for the stockholders. But whether such moves have served to
make our industry more stable and more productive is something
else. I can’t help asking when and where wil] it all end?

Case for Musicians Equally Grim

The case for musicians is equally grim. In former years, most
major cities like New York, Los Angeles, Chicago and my home-
town, Philly, among others had radio stations that maintained
staff orchestras where there existed an abundance of work for
all. But through the years, like everything else, the base scale for
live and recorded work for these musicians has risen to a point
where they’ve priced themselves out of making a living. Practi-
cally all stations have been forced to do away with live bands
and record dates here in the states have become almost prohibi-
tive, the result being there are more musicians out of work than
ever before. With the exception of some television work for a
small percentage of musicians, the majority of them are hard
pressed to find a gig, which never should have happened in the
first place.

What does it all mean? Are we just going through hard times
and suffering the pressures of a recession, world tension, penny-
pinching or the other copouts that evervone is using to try and
explain away the blues? Or has the business outsmarted itself
and allowed greed to replace what used to be the soul of the
music industry, the freedom of creativity? Think about it.

If this sounds like an obituary on the music business, it was not
so intended. Rather I hope my thoughts, comments and questions
might serve as a catalyst or cathartic, depending upon your own
diagnosis of our disease. But make no mistake about one thing:
our industry is in trouble, big trouble, at every level. And if
there is to be a cure, we must first agree on the illness. We’ve
had problems before and we’ll have them again, hopefully not of
this scope and frequency. That's the nature of all industry. But
whatever it is that ails us, I'm convinced it isn’t incurable. I'm
also convinced that the business should be turned over to the kind
of people who know it best There are far too may music business
“mayvens” running the industry in too many instances and at too
many levels and it’'s time we reverted to what our industry is all
about.

Let’s stop kidding ourselves into thinking if we ignore our
problems, they’ll go away. This is a business built by profes-
sionals, nurtured by professionals and for the most part, is
now being run by amateurs. Haven’t we had our fill of the stock
lines like “It’s too good to sell,” “It’s so bad it might make it,”" or
“Where is it selling,” “Who’s playing it,” or “Instrumentals have
had it,” “Vocalists have had it.” “Groups are the thing todayv.,”
and the inevitable, “You're way over budget, so stop now and
we’ll release what we have.” I'm sure you could add a few of
your own, but maybe, just maybe, that’s the point after all.

Instead of wasting our time trying to excuse our efforts and
justifying our product, why not devote all of our energies and
monies to creating the kind of product we really believe in and
supporting that belief within the industry and to the public. no
ifs, ands or buts. Let’s not simply throw it out and see what
sticks. Let’s get back to making the kind of product we used to
be proud to produce and put our money behind that pride. When
that happens, it just might be that we’ll see a return to a sound,
:tag)le and healthy industry like it used to be, like it’s supposed
o be.

Armstrong’s last album,
“Louis Armstrong’s Greatest
Hits Recorded Live,” is on
Brunswick, and was released
just two months ago.

His rise from an adolescent
playing a slide whistle behind
funeral procession bands to
King of Dixieland Jazz was a
colorful and adventurouas saga,
one that saw Armstrong master
the trumpet in the New Orleans
Coloured Waifs' Home and
build a reputation in the Story-
ville saloons before he went
North to Chicago in 1922 to
work as second trumpet in King
Oliver's Creole Jazz Band. Arm-
strong had previously been as-
sociated with King Oliver in
Kid Ory’s Brass Band in New
Orleans.

In Chicago, young Armstrong
was later to challenge Oliver
for the title of “The World's
Greatest Trumpet Player” in a
highly publicized confrentation.
In 1929, Armstrong came to
New York where his fame soon
spread and in 1932 he made
the first of a series of trium-
phant tours through Europe.

His discography is extraor-
dinarily lengthy and includes
works on just about every ma-
jor label in the industry. Some-
how his music spoke to suc-
cessive generations and he kept
refreshing it to the extent that,
in the '60s when he was also in
his 60s he had one of hs great-
hits, “Hello, Dolly!” (Kapp).

Kin-
ney’s labels, namely Warner Brothers. Reprise. I<.ektra, Dande-
lion, Rolling Stones and eventually Atlantic at the turn of the
yvear. This follows a previous announcement of the company's
distribution deal with CBS which Kinney launched with 10 al-
bums on July 9.

Flektra has come up with an excellent idea which involves
pressing samples of various cuts from an artist’s album to fea-
ture on the "B side of his singles. First in this line is a single
from Timber titled “Bring America Home,” and the flip features
excerpts from their album “Splinters from Timber” . . . EMI's
new Dave Edmunds single. “Blue Monday,” faces competition
from United Artists who have reissued the origina' Fats Domino
version from 1957. Kdmunds, who enjoyved success with “1 Hear
You Knocking” on the MAM label, failed with his followup which
EMI released after claiming, successfully, that Edmunds was
contracted to their Regal Zonophone label.

Hoyt, Kate at Troubadour

® HOLLYWOOD — Four years
ago (to the night) I walked
into the Troubadour for the
first time. Headlining was Hoyt
Axton and playing second was
a young comic genius named
Pat Paulsen.

Last week Hoyt Axton open-
ed for a week at the Trouba-
dour and with nary an excep-
tion, made history for the club
with a multi-leveled show and
some dynamite charisma.

Wearing a phenomenal silk
blue shirt, Axton comes on
stage with uncommonly heavy
songs and a grand philosophy.
His musicianship is merely
competent; the voice and mate-
rial are positively brilliant. In
the four years past success has
caught up with him. “The
Pusher” became as effective for
“Easy Rider” as the film itself.
Steppenwolf cut “Snow Blind
Friend” and Three Dog Night
made “Joy to the World” (his
version is best by the way) a
four million seller. His songs
all have a certain appeal; such
as one dedicated to “Badge 140—
L.A'P.D.” done with a simplis-
tic piano arrangement and pen-
etrating lvrics. Even the un-

® HOLLYWOOD — The Barry-
mores of rock and roll took a
hesitant step forward on a re-
cent Tuesday night at The
Troubadour with sister Kate
Taylor opening to an anxious
audience and a couple of men-
tors.

Ron Jacobs:
Watermark of Achievement

(Concluded from last week)

Record World: How did Watermark start?

Jacobs: Tom Rounds, Tom Driscoll, Tom Moffatt. Mitch Fisher
(who is not a partner anymore and now manages Seals & Crofts),
Me]l Lawrence and myself decided to stay together after promot-
ing the Miami Pop Festival. We started in March, 1969. The orig-
inal intent was a concert company but we went in the hole a let
during the first months with promotions that didn't work out. So
we decided to get into two things: radio syndication and records
that we felt comfortable making. I made a list of 50 radio projects
that 1 felt were viable. 1 also came up with 75 albums that 1
wanted to work on. Through circumstances the Cruisin® Series
came first.

Record World: What happened with the Cruisin’ Series in
terms of marketing and intent?

Jacobs: The Cruisin’ series came out about 95% of what 1
wanted. I had an initial meeting with the Chess people. 1 met
with four people from the company and by the time I went into
the studio only one of them was still there. They weren't into
marketing something that wasn’t an out and out rock act or
record. It sold 250,000 records which was satisfying to me. This
is the ideal thing to merge the record and radio trip when you
hear Robin Seymour in 1956 on an Increase record distributed
by Chess saying, “That was ‘The Great Pretender’ by The Platters
on Mercury”—then you get in to a complex media trip. And it
also let people know that I was on a record trip.

Record World: What are the next Increase records?

Plan 1955, 1963 in Cruisin’ Series

Jacobs: We plan to do two more Cruisin’s which will be 19565
and 1963 for release at the end of the summer. We are releasing
a record very soon by Meredith Monk which I'm putting out
because no one in the record business will put it out. Meredith is
truly a rock and roll artist. Yoko Ono developed her style off of
Meredith. They both went to Sarah Lawrence together. She was
doing the Yoko Ono thing long before Yoko Ono ever opened her
mouth. She’s appeared at the Guggenheim and The Smithsonian
Institute. She stages happenings with 100 people painted red
coming over a hill; really an avant-garde person. So avant-
garde, in fact, she refuses to use the term avant-garde. I'm doing
that on a limited collector’s edition basis with college advertisine,
Another upcoming album, probably on Elektra, is by Cyvrus Far-
var. Last summer we recorded an album by the Colin Wolcott
Quartet. It was the first musie album we did out at the Farm.
We can’t get a release on it so I might do it myself. We are also
doing an album by Steven Cohn, an original member of Bread.
and Mike Botts (Bread’s current drummer) is playing drums on
it. That record is in the earliest stages. Then I have an album
by a poet named Dick Summer, a radio guy who has put out
books of poetry and they sold 40.000 copies in Boston.

Record World: Getting back to radio for a moment, there has
been a lot of talk about tight playlists. What do you think about
that?

Jacobs: To me the short play'ist is in direct proportion to the
lack of creativity in whoever is programming the station, The
tighter the playlist the more evident a pragmati~ securitv in the
fact that the ultimate extent would be playing the No, 1 record
over and over and you wouldn't have to make anyv decisions,

Record World: What attracted you about “The Child’s Garden
of Grass”? Was it the book or vour bust or both?

Jacobs: T thought it was a righteous thine, sure. I paid some
dues in what I thought were the incorrect attituides of the govern-
ment about grass. More importantlv. I'm interested in doing
records that are not in the mainstream becau<e 1 gtta he nuts
thinking T can do a music record the first time out that's going
to be a hit. What intrigned me about the grass thine was that
the book was selling (400,000 copies or thereahouts for Simon &
Schuster) and the idea of doing a record that would correct
some attitudes and make even a fraction of a prercentage print
of a dent in the consciousness of people about the rea! aspects
of grass; a document of what the ambience of the society was
back in 1971. We tried to create movement with the record by
putting it into extensive stereo. The Cruisin’ Series was all mono.

Record World: How long did it take to make the “Grass”
record?
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Getting On with the Chase

Jacobs: About 200 hours in the studio.

Record World: How many has it sold?

Jacobs: I don’t know, about 168,000. But I don’t know how many
will be returned. It's really going to be a good record. Elektra
says it will do as well as the Zodiac album which has sold about
200,000.

Record World: What about the airplay problems with the rec-
ord?

Jacobs: Well, there has been some airplay. Jack Margolis, who
wrote the book, and 1 are going to make a tape which Elektra
will press as a 45 to send to radio stations. It says: **Are vou too
hip? Are yvou too square? To open the record place your finger-
nail on the outer edge of the shrinkwrap and remove.” We're
going to make a whole thing out of them being too chicken.

Record World: How did the studio at the Farm happen?

How the Farm Studio Happened

Jacobs: Cyrus Faryvar has just come back from Hawaii where
he was working on a Quicksilver album. He had been in the
Modern Folk Quartet which was ahead of its time and he said
he would make an album. He said where it’s really at was to put
a studio in his house. I thought he was nuts at first but then 1
started digging it. You can't engineer vibrations. Usually you go
into a studio where there’s security guards and Muzak and a
paging svstem and vou have to be out in three hours. The music,
which is so subjective and so delicate, can disintegrate. We make
our records one at a time at the Farm and no one hassles us.
It’s a real protected piece of landscape. Cyrus’ album is beautifu’.
He wanted to do one cut with 27 voices, sort of like the Mormon
Tabernacle Meets Edwin Hawkins. So he invited some of hix
friends over to sing that night and in the front row were Cass
Eliot. Dave Crosby and Bruce Johnston of the Beach Boys. Russ
Kunkel was drumming one half and Mike Botts was the other
half. That album was 10 months getting together. With the
exception of a Randy Newman song and a Bill Martin tune.
thev're all his. He’s reallv an aware dude.

Record World: What about future radio projects?

Jacobs: We are doing a project for the CBS FM stations. They
want to do some hipper things for their image. They asked us
to do some stuff, but T can’t say anything about it because an-
other FM station might jump on it.

Record World: Do you think about other areas such as film
or TV?

Jacobs: I'm really not into visuals. We had a company called
Charlatan Productions which we started in 1966 and it ran for
two years until the guy [Peter Gardner] that was the creator died.
We were making some of the first psychedelic films. We were in
to making films of a particular record and we owned 70 films.
We have three Hendrix performances, several of the Who. Aretha
Franklin. We're keeping them in storage. Maybe we’ll do a TV

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NOTES FROM THE
CRUNDERGROUND

B Nostalgia does have its limits, depending on who is doing the
selling.

Some menths ago ABC announced that they were finally putting
the cork on Lawrence Welk’s bubble machine. Of course his show
was immediately picked up by a syndication outfit and will
no doubt be running without hardly breaking stride on off-
channels every Saturday night somewhere.

Welk has steadfastly promoted the accordion, of course.

It has been jazzed, countrified, philharmonicized and folked
over, but seldom rocked.

Before their string of hit singles, Gary Lewis and The Playboys
included an accordion. In the early days Bill Haley and The
Comets used both an accordion and a steel guitar. Probably the
first contemporary use of the accordion has
been the Band's. Garth Hudson, who mostly
plays organ, has extended his squeeze-box
intro to the group's “Chest Fever” to eight
minutes in live appearances, and on their
second album made terrific use of the instru-
ment on “Rocking Chair.”

Some of the most exciting use of the ac-
cordion today has been Clifton Chenier's.
Chenier is a black accordionist who plays
straight blues and a type of music called
Zvdeco, which combines traditional Cajun
music and elements of rhythm and blues,
jazz and black pop music. A fine blues
singer, too, Chenier uses his axe like B. B.
King uses his guitar, and critics have
pointed out that his technique on the accordion is very similar in
structure to blues guitar. His playing is natural and forceful,
and his style gives the accordion a range that is completely
original. Chenier’s work is available on four albums and all of
them deserve listening: “Louisiana Blues And Zydeco”—Arhoolie
F1024; “Bon Ton Roulet’—Arhoolie F1031; “Clifton Chenier’s
Very Best”—Blue Thumb BTS 15; and *Bayou Blues”—Specialty
SPS 2139.
