@ NEW YORK — Steve Wax,
Director of National Promotion
for Bell Records, called his
staff’s ability to move rapidly
and intelligently when a record
starts to happen in a “break-
out” market “one of the key
factors in the phenomenal suc-

cess our label is experiencing.”

“The ‘breakout’ cities are
always characterized by both an
‘excitement’ station or stutions
that will play new records into
hit status and by a more respon-
sive distribution pattern than
in the ‘slow’ markets. As a re-
sult,” Wax stated, “you’ve got
to be able to move on both
fronts.”

Bell recently announced the
realignment of their senior pro-
motion stafl into a national
“contact group” specifically to
fill this dual purpose. The
four-man executive squad con-
sists of Fred Ruppert for the
East Coast, Jim Jeffries in the
mid-West, Harvey Cooper on
the West Coast and Noel Love
as National Coordinator. The
quartet reports directly to
Steve Wax.

Patterns Faster

“The patterns of distribution
are always faster in a ‘break-

ell Records’ Success

out’ area,” said Wax. “There
is & willingness to try new rec-
ords and to take chances that
marks those one-stops and re-
tailers to a far greater degree
than in the ‘slow’ cities. The
distributors are also far more
promotion - minded  than in
‘follower’ markets.

“Bell has met this challenge
with extra concentration. We
spend more time working di-
rectly  with distributor sales
and promotion personnel and
maintain a closer rapport with
evervone in town, We feel that
we have an obligation to every
‘breakout’ station to get our
product into position so that
when the record catches on the
public can go out and buy it.

Showing Confidence

“We press and ship enough
product so that the stations can
expose a record knowing we're
not just saying we believe in
it—we're showing our confi-
dence in our judgment and
theirs.

“When an LP starts to break
immediately
with print co-op ads, in-store
display material and if possible
we try to get the group working
in the area.”

“Time is the essential factor
in breaking a record in any
market. The promotion depart-
ment at Bell,” added Wax, “is
geared to take instant advan-

tage of grass-roots rumblings
and turn them into a ground-
swell of activity that gives good
product the opportunity it de-
serves.”

Radlo s Wolfman Jack: Develop Own Personality

By WOLFMAN JACK

B Hey! Come up a little bit closer
to the page so vou can hear me.
This is the ole Wolfman, and the
people at Record World have asked
me to rap with vou. What I’ve got
to say is important, so I don’t want
you to miss a bit of it.

Let me tell vou about radio. [ love
radio, you understand? If I had all
the money in the world . . . if T was
one of them big movie stars, or if 1
had a television program, I'd still
be on the radio. 'Cause radio’s
where it’s at.

Now, I'm basically a radio cat.
I started doing my program 15
vears ago, and only got into promot-

ing and appearing in live shows about five years ago. And the
reason I did is because of all the letters I'd get from my friends
in Radioland who loved me and who wanted to know what the
Wolfman looks like, vou understand?

Program is ‘Music and Myself’

When I do my radio program, I leave out all time checks and
weather reports. If somebody out there wants to know what time
it is, he can look at his watch. If he wants to know the weather,
he can look out the window. Basically, my program is my music
and myself, vou understand?

What I do, in case you haven't heard my program, is this: I
believe that rock and roll should be lively and fun. We have a
good time. I talk to the people, I groove along with the records,
and we keep it cookin’!

The Wolfman wants to play the kind of music everyvbody wants
to hear, you understand, so we make our selections from tr ade
magazines, plus the Gavin and Hamilton reports. And, because
our friends like the good ole good ones so much, we play Golden
Oldies on every show. There’ll be R&B. bubblegum acid rock .
whatever kind of music’s happening foduey. There’s a Wolfman
Jack Pick Hit of the Week, plus an Pick Album, too.

One of the most popular features of the Wolfman Jack show is
the telephone calls I receive from my friends. We don’t get in-
volved in drugs, or ecologyv, or politics, you understand . . . we
talk about things that are fun, like love and peace. The Woltmdn )
got groovy friends all over the country, and they phone in and we
have a nice, short talk. It’s one way we have of keeping in per-
sonal contact with our listeners.

‘Conversations’ a Popular Feature

Another of our most popular features is XERB’s “Convevsations
with the Wolfman.” We’ll take a top personality, and talk with
him for as long as it takes to come up with a good, solid, half-
hour taped interview where he’s really saying something. You
understand? We’ve had people like .Jim Brown, David Dortort,
Steppenwolf, the Carpenters, Russ Meyer and Edmund G. Brown,
Jr., the Secretary of State of California. We’ve had concert pro-
motors—anybody we think has something to say to today’s voung
people. And we even had Barry Goldwater scheduled . . . but he
didn’t show!

A special version of the Wolfman Jack show, “From Holly-
wood,” is now being syndicated in key markets throughout the
United States and in 42 foreign countries by way of the American
Forces Radio and TV Services. We have an estimated audience of
more than five lhundred million people all over the world—that’s
U.S. Government figures. When the ole Wolfman says that he

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covers the world, that’s exactly what I mean, baby!

Now, we're going to do something new. My associate, Joe Har:
relson (who hand.es the syndication through International Pro
grams. Inc., here in Hollywood), brought to my attention the fac:
that nobody is doing much for the college radio stations. Youn=
men and women are out there, learning how to be good broad-
casters, and many times they don’t have the opportunity to receive
records, topnotch programming, or outside revenue, Well, the
Wolfman’s going to do a little good for all his babies out there
in the colleges. We're making a three-hour version of the Wolfman
Jack show available, free, to qualified college stations. It has the
same features—the interviews, the phone calls, the Golden Oldies
and the International Top 30—that make the Wolfman so groovy
with the five hundred million worldwide listeners, you understang
what I'm saying?

In addition, the Wolfman wants to meet some more of his litt'e
babies. So I'll come out to each college that carries the program,
once each semester, with a full show of top entertainment, and at
a lower cost that if the college booked the show themselves, be-
cause I'll be doing so many of them. We realize that the money
situation out there on the campuses is a little tight, so we’re doing
every little bit we can to help out.

Every year to one student on every campus that we visit, the
Wolfman is going to award a scholarship in Broadcasting. The
money’s going to come from the concerts, you understand? But
we're trying to help out, not to make a fortune, so we’re going to
pump it right back onto the eampuses where it’ll do the most good.

All these things will be made possible with the help of the
record promotion men. They’re doing a great job out there, and
doing their best to help out. With them working as hard as we
can, we think we’re going to have something really, really big.

Develop Own Personality

It’s pretty hard to imitate me, you understand? However, I
think you all can learn a lesson from the ole Wolfman’s success.
Develop a4 personality of your own, a format of your own, and use
it. Exploit it every way you can, and keep it consistent. I've been
Wolfman Jack almost as long as I’ve been on the radio—15 years.
Finding my style came pretty quickly for me; it might for you,
or it might take you a bit longer. But keep at it. When you have
deevloped yourself as an individual, your value will increase
everytime you move.

Now, before 1 go, there’s just one more thing I've got to lay
on you. It's really important, so I want you to bend down so your
eyes are really close up to the page, you understand?

People, when they meet me at stage shows, or sometimes on
the telephone, ask me “Wolfman, is that your real voice?” I wish
I had a dollar for every time someone asked me that question.

Mavbe I do.

But here, in print for the all-time public record, is the answer
YES, IT"S MY REAL VOICE! Now, really, would anybody want
to sound like this if it wwaesn’t his real voice? You understand?
My, my. my, my, Let the Congregation Say—Hey Man!

overlooked obvious flaws in the
performance out of sheer desire
to make the evening an aus-
picious occasion. I'll call the
occasion erratic, because there
is also much to praise.

Jane is at the top of her form
while doing standards. "The
Dayv That The Rains Came
Down.” one of her biggest hits,
was greatly appreciated. The
medley of “Ten Cents a4 Dance.”
and “Hev Big Spender” dis-
plaved a pro in action. She has
an uncanny way of toying with
her audience. With cat-like
movements, Jane wheeled
through tables patting assorted
cheeks and throwing Kkisses as
if they actually cost 10 cents.

The trouble begins with con-
temporary material, and fault
does not lie with Jane alone.
There is nothing more disheurt-
ening than hearing over-orches-
trations on songs that were de-
signed for simplicity. Specifi-
cally, I'm referring to Melanie's
“Look What They've Done To
My Song, Ma,” and Simon and
Garfunkel’s “Bridge Over
Troubled Water.” It was as if
to say, “look what they've done
to their songs, Ma.” On that
score Jane shares the guilt with
arranger, Bhen Lanzaroni.

It gets better again, when we
hear a perfect arrangement of
“Raindrops Keep Fallin® On
My Head,” and a wonderful
finule highlighting the many
talents of Edith Piaf. “M’Lord,
had the audience singing along
exuberantly.

One last point must be ques-
tioned. The RCA recording art-
ist uses too many swirling hand
movements that seem a bit
dated.

United Artist Records could do a great service to the record-
buyving public by releasing greatest hits albums by Fats Domino
and Ricky Nelson. Fats still has a number of Imperial releases
out and about, but for some reason UA has not put all his
best-selling singles in on big package.

The ideal Domino set would consist of four sides and would
run something like this:

Side 1

Fat Man

Goin® Home

Going To The River
You Said You Loved Me
Please Don’t Leave Me

Side 3

Ain’t That A Shame
Blueberry Hill

My Blue Heaven
I'm In Love Again Be My Guest

I'm Walking Walking To New Orleans

All the cuts included have presumably sold
at least a million. They are real hits. There's
no padding as there is in other so-called great-
est albums.

Ricky's best singles can also fill cut an album
with top ten hits. Nelson is undergoing some-
thing of a mild revivual these days, or at least MCA is hoping =o,
and his last two Decca releases have reminded us of his musical
abilitv. It was his misfortune to be categorized along with Fabian
and Frankie Avalon as a performer long on good looks but short
on talent. Listening to Ricky Nelson’s old recordings demon-
strates that he was a pretty fair rock and roller even if his
success wus more merchandising than material. Ricky’s imagin-
ary greatest hits LP might go something like this:

Please note that the Nelson and Domino cuts are all sides that
made the national top 30 singles charts. In fact all the Ricky
Nelson sides mentioned made the top 10.

However, there are many, many LPs available today under
the title “Greatest Hits” that don’t contain entirely records that
made it into the top twenty as singles. Many don’t contain even
one legitimate top 50 hit. False labeling? Yes, if your idea of
what constitutes a hit doesn’t extend beyond the singles charts.

There are very few performers around today who could actu-
allv fill an album with singles hits. Aretha, Ray Charles, the
Beatles, Marvin Gaye, the Stones, the Supremes and a very few
others. Yet there is no shortage of “Greatest Hits” albums on
the market. Apparently a number of record companies have
other philosophies on the definition of “hit.” To them greatest
hits can include album sales and progressive radio airplay. For
instance, Bob Dylan’s last seven albums have all received gold
records, but he has had only five or six top 40 hits in his career,
and vet he is represented by a greatest hits album.

It would be fairly accurate to then say that each of the indi-
vidual cuts on a million-dollar album qualify as hits equally
with 45s that reach the top portion of singles charts. And another
“greatest hits” concept says that the frequency with which a
song is recorded successfully qualifies it for the magic. Though

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The Lizard Story

B LOS ANGELES-—The Lizard
Story is the story of a dead cat
and a very alive record com-
pany.

“Lizard” was the name of a
black cat—an unlucky symbol
for most, but not for Gabriel
Mekler who was the original
production genius behind Three
Dog Night and Steppenwolf.
Mekler. an exceptional classical
pianist in his own right, was
not content to simply produce
records for other people, how-
ever. So, under the now familiar

| logo of his pet cat, Lizard Pro-

ductions was born.

One of the first Lizard Pro-
ductions was the contemporary
classic, “Kozmic Blues,” by the
late Janis Joplin, for which
Mekler served as both producer
and composer. It was an auspi-
cious begining, to be sure; but
it was only a beginning.

The next step was a record
label under the growing Lizard
talent umbrella. Together with
attorney Michael Plotkin (now
co-president of Lizard Records
with Mekler), Gabriel Mekler
formed his own record label.
After sealing a distribution
deal with another fledgling com-
pany, Ampex Records, Lizard
Productions was finally on its

way to becoming an influential
force in the pop music field.

But all was not to be easy,
the company had to prove itself,
and they chose the hard way,
untried talent,

Early consumer reaction was
disappointing. Album packages
by two young rock groups never
really got any recognition; and
two solo releases, while far
from Dbeing failures, didn't
really spark suflicient interest
to classify them as hits. Out of
these early albums, however,
did emerge two prominent
voung talents, Nolan Porter and
Clydie King. Both Nolan and
Clvdie more than proved their
worth to the company, and both
are currently involved in new
vecording projects which could
well be the beginnings of im-
portant success stories.

As necessary changes in the
company became inevitable,
Mekler took a little time off
from rock and roll to get back
into the world of classical mu-
sic that he loves. In an un-
precedented move for such a
young company, Lizard Produe-
tions released its first album of
classical music featuring Gab-

Siebel Songalog Growing Nicely

B NEW YORK — While James
Tavlor and Kris Kristofferson
have deservedly been winning
the lion's share of the song-
writing plaudits of late, Paul
Siebel has been quietly compil-
ing a catalog of magnificent
storv-songs. There have been
two albums for Elektra, “Wood-
smoke and Oranges” and the
recently released ‘“Jack-knife
Gypsv,” each a minor master-
piece in its own right.

Siebel brought his songs to
the Gaslight recently in the
final dayvs of that Greenwich
Villuge club. and conguered
several obstacles on his way to
a4 brilliant performance. De-

Bob Dylan did not sell a million with “Blowin’ in the Wind”
Peter, Paul and Mary did, and lots of other urtists performed
it on singles and albums, justifyving its “hit” status.

The argument of what reallv is a hit will go on and on.
Purists will argue that the words “Best Of” more accurately
describe an album like Dylan’s. Columbia and other record con-
cerns will counter with something like “; hit is that which sells.”
One thing is certain: put the words “Greatest Hits” on the cover
of an album by a well-known artist and you’re going to sell a
pile more records than if the title were something else.

> * *

On the subject of albums that contain the best of a performer’s
work. London Records pulled off a very impressive trick a few
weeks ago. Some bright merchandising man over there remem-
bered that the luabel had two albums by Cat Stevens that had
been gathering dust for a couple of years. “Matthew and Son”
and “New Masters” were released before Stevens retired from
the pop scene in England with tuberculosis. Obviously well
recuperated and very successful on A & M, Stevens now wit-
nesses the release by London of those two early LPs in one deluxe,
low-priced set, which could aptly be titled “The Best of Karly
Cat Stevens.” Tt contains some fine, if monstrously over-orches-
trated songs by Cat.

Perhaps the success of the Stevens package will lead London
to consider repackaging the two excellent Them albums similariy.
Them, as vou remember, had a couple of hits with “Here Comes
the Night” and “Gloria” (a classic). They also had Van Morrison,
who did all of the lead singing and is now a big star on a major
label called Warner Brothers. It could legitimutely be titled “The
Best of Van Morrison and Them.”

One final bit of business. If the powers that be at London and
UA decide it would be a great idea to release the aforementioned
albums by Them, Fats and Ricky, please, please do evervbhody a
big favor. In the name of all that is sacred to our golden oldies.
don’t rechannel the grooves for stereo. What the world does not
need right now is a reprocessed version of “Ain’t That 2 Shame”
with Fats coming out of the left speaker and his band coming
out of the right one.

But all of these things are
still  only Dbeginnings.

That reasonable generalization certainly ap-
plies to jazz. Now there seems to be a healthy
7 resurgence of jazz in the music business. Miles
Davis is on the charts. Rahsaan Roland Kirk
plays the Fillmore. And Joe Henderson and
Herbie Hancock, among other fine musicians.
can often be heard on FM progressive rock
stations. Bessie Smith {s no longer just a name to the current
generation; she is a real sound.

During the year of 1970, Columbia Records proved that an
artistic reissue is a very sellable product. It seems that Columbia
and other companies will continue to repackage with integrity
and intelligence the blues and older jazz recordings that too long
have been limited to office vaults.

Tre climate and the demand are now ripe for the reissue of
many of the fine modern jazz recordings of the '50s and ’'60s.
Prestige has continually reissued product from their modern
jazz library. (And very special credit must go to Don Schlitten
for his efforts there.) But the larger companies have vet to take
this direction.

Decca is the vawning mogul now awakening. It would take
little effort and expense to repackage their four George Russell
aibums for today’s market. For example, they might combine his
two concept albums, “New York, New York” with Max Roach.
John Coltrane, Jon Hendricks and other and “Jazz for the Space
Age” with the twin pianos of Bill Evans and Paul Bley, into -
handsomely packaged twofer. On the merit of Russell’s reputation,
the timeless value of the works and the strong names that appear
on the albums, the package has a great chance of selling well.
It would certainly be a prestigious item for the catalog. Russell’s
two sextet recordings would make the perfect sequel, if the initiai
reissue were to sell.

Columbia has some very strong and very unavailable recordings
by Charles Mingus, Paul Horn, Lambert-Hendricks-and-Ross, J. J.
Johnson, Chico Hamilton, the all-star Orchestra USA and manv
others. Why not apply their winning techniques to this treasury?

RCA with its fine Vintage series has out-of-print discs by
George Russell, Sonny Rollins, Bill Dixoen and Paul Horn, to name
a few. Even Atlantic, the major with the longest and strongest
commitment to contemporary black music, has some forgotten
masterpieces. There is a whole generation that does not know
of Jean Shepherd’s beautiful rap on Charles Mingus’ “The Clown.”
The list continues: Chess, Reprise, Mercury and so on.

The “factual” is straightforward. The independent Island Rec-
ords has selectively signed artists of merit and is gradually
building the catalogue (with equal emphasis on executive talent),
culminating with the new American deal with Capitol. Now Chris
Blackwell, part owner and Managing Director, has relinquished
his executive position to concentrate on production and as pre-
viously reported is replaced by David Betteridge. The “proposal”
is more complex as befits a conglomerate. Major record company
“A” bas an autonomous subsidiary, “B.” Publishing house “P”
has a subsidiary company “T” emploving a good publishing pro-
duction promotion team. Now “B” is putting up a quarter of a
million dollars for almost the entire staff of “T” to do “their own
thing”' in a new company. At the same time, “A” is reported to be
buying “P,” meaning that “A” will control evervthing eventually.

Jackson-Emmons to Cut Again

On K-Ark Label,

B NASHVILLIE Two local
musicians whose names united
in 1953 to make the Sho-Bud
Guitar trade mark internation-
ally famous, Shot Jackson and
Buddy Emmons, have reunited,

The pair have signed a long
term recording contract with
K-Ark Records and work is un-
derway for an album release in
the near future. This will be the
first joint recording for the
pair since their successful Star-
day album eight vears ago.

In 1957 Emmons started to
work with Shot Jackson on one
of the earlier pedal guitars.
The first Sho-Bud Guitar was
bought by Don Warden of the
Porter Wagoner Show. It now
rests in the Roy Acuff exhibit
in Nashville. The pair started
making Sho-Bud Guitars in an
old garage in Madison, Tenn,
until the growth of business
forced them to move into their
present location at 416 Broad-
way in 1964.

At this time Shot Jackson
quit his 26-year association as

band. The success of the guitars
manufactured by Sho-Bud is
evident in the number of their
guitars that are sold around the
world. In 1967 Baldwin Piano
& Organ Co. signed a 10-vear
contract with Sho-Bud to build
500 guitars a year. Sho-Bud
formed Music City Mfg. Co.
which manufactures the guitars
wholesaled to Baldwin and
Gretsch, The wholesale division
is managed by Shot Jackson’s
son, David.

Buddy FEmmons originated
the Emmons Guitar but has
now resigned his position with
The Emnions Guitar Company.
As a right hand man to Roger
Miller, playving either electric
bass or steel guitar, Emmons
has appeared on many national
TV shows.

Negotiations are also being
made to record duets on the Cal-
houn Twins, formerly on Monu-
ment Records, along with duets
by Donna Darline & Jack Cal-
houn.
