RCA Distributes, Manufactures

traub and manufactured and mar- 
keted by RCA Records. 

Wooden Nickel Records is 
the name of the new label 
formed by Jerry Weintraub in 
association with three important 
contemporary producers, Bill 
Traut, Jim Golden and Bob 
Monaco. 

Weintraub, who serves as 
Chairman of the Board of the 
new company, also announced 
that two of the most sought- 
after groups on the contempor- 
ary scene-Siegel-Schwall and 
String Cheese-are the first ac- 

quisitions of the label. 
RCA Records will manufac- 

ture and market the product of 
the new label under the direc- 
tion of Dennis Katz, VP, Con- 
temporary Music. 

Katz said: "We have, in 
Wooden Nickel Records, produc- 
ing and artistic talent which 
we are proud to be associated 
with. We're pleased they've 
elected to enter into an associa- 
tion with us. We at RCA look 
forward to a fruitful relation- 
ship." 

All three of the men who will 
be producing for Wooden Nickel 
-Traut, Golden and Monaco- 
have been associated in the past 
several years through their own 
producing company, Dunwich 
Productions. In the past five 
years, they have been responsi- 
ble for more than 70 chart 
singles and albums for many of 
the most important labels in the 
business. 

"They are the heaviest and 
most influential and respected 
musical outfit in the Midwest," 
said Weintraub, "and through 
their efforts, we expect Wooden

Programming Innovation: 

Peters' FM Principle: 
Appeal to Her Psyche 

By TONY LAWRENCE 

SAN DIEGO-Locally based 
Peters Productions, headed by 
Ed Peters, has come up with 
one of the most important con- 
cepts in FM programming his- 
tory: a format package called 
"Music Only for a Woman" 
based totally on the feminine 
psyche; communicating directly 
to her emotions, thoughts and 
needs in the intimacy of radio. 

The Peters idea utilizes two 
kinds of music: highly emotion- 
al instrumentals and male 
vocals. This is uniquely mixed 
and put on a master tape that 
is programmed with brief 
snatches of poetry (by Jacques 
Wilson) and small bits of nar- 
ration. Time signals are then 
blocked into three-hour portions 
devoted to six individual seg- 
ments by time and mood. Start- 
ing at 6 a.m. (until 9 a.m.) with 
the "Far Away" portion the rest 
of the day's listening is 9 -noon: 
"Precious Moments"; noon -3 
p.m.: "Alone by the Sea"; 3 
p.m. -6 p.m.: "Escape"; 6-9 p.m.: 
"Soft Whispers"; 9 -midnight: 
"Silent Stars." 

This completely taped pro- 
gramming is supplied each 
month on a one-year contract. 
Each of the 64 reels is inter- 
mixed with each other within 
a three-hour segment to avoid 
repition. The ratio of music is 
two instrumentals to one vocal 
and each sound is customed per 
blocked format and interwoven 
into the eighteen hour program- 
med day. A re-entry announce- 
ment is made every 10 minutes 
to identify that particular block 
of time.

Peters Productions, Inc., is a 
full concept radio service that 
provides each subscriber with, 
in addition to the programming, 
promotion plans and materials 
and a complete sales plan enabl- 
ing the station rep to present 
a potential time buyer with 
every aspect of the service. 

The full programming pack- 
age, supplied each month, in- 
cludues: the complete format, 
music (taped on 1/4"-11/2 mil 3M 
tape on 101/2" metal reels), sta- 
tion jingles, poetry, all voice 
tracks, time signals, a detailed 
operating manual governing all 
facets of programming and rota- 
tion of tapes and a public service 
plan. 

The complete promotion pack- 
age provided is comprised of 10, 
30 and 60 -second TV and radio 
spots on video and audio tape, 
newspaper mats, billboard art 
work, a direct mail pack (to be 
duplicated by the station), sta- 
tion's logo with art work, pub- 
lic relations kit and a continu- 
ing consultation on promotion. 

Extra merchandising is also 
being developed by Peters in 
terms of soft cover poetry books 
with excerpts of Wilson's poetry.

RIAA Instigates 
N.Y. Piracy Raids 
1 NEW YORK-Climaxing an 
investigation of several months, 
detectives from the New York 
County DA's Office on May 3 
conducted simultaneous raids on 
14 stores in Manhattan. More 
than 15,000 pirated tape cart- 
ridges and cassettes have been 
seized. 

The investigations and raids 
were supervised by Assistant 
DA Roy R. Kulcsar. It was re- 
ported that the detectives 
(armed with search warrants) 
seized many thousands of these 
bogus tapes. 

These raids were based on in- 
formation presented to the DA's 
office by RIAA.

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'Sweetbacl='s Song' Sets 
Records as Film, LP 

NEW YORK-Just seven 
weeks after release, the con- 
troversial "Sweet Sweetback's 
Baadasssss Song" by Black 
filmmaker Melvin Van Peebles 
became the #1 grossing movie 
in the nation. The soundtrack 
album on Stax Records has 
been setting its own impressive 
sales figures due to extensive 
merchandising and marketing, 
including in -theatre sales and 
a mail order program in con- 
junction with Lancer Books. 

Stax has been concentrating 
its promotion on the cities 
where the film has appeared. 
"Sweetback" has set many box 
office records and three major 
theatre chains have offered the 
best playdates for summer 
bookings. 

Van Peebles, who scripted, 
produced, directed, edited and 
stars in the movie, also com- 
posed the score, accompanied 
by the sounds of Earth, Wind 
& Fire. Although he has no 
formal musical training, Van 
Peebles created his own method 
of scoring. He numbered all the 
keys on a piano from one to 
88, picked out the notes he 
wanted and wrote down the 
number of the appropriate pi- 
ano keys. 

"Van Peebles resists the 
temptation to preach except 
through the lyrics of his soul 
songs, which exhort his hero 
like some Greek chorus," re- 
ported Newsweek. Cue cited 
the "knockout of a score truly 
integral to the pulsating film." 

Stax has shipped an unusu- 
ally large number of sound- 
track albums to Detroit and re- 
orders are already reported. 
Album sales in the lobby of 
Detroit's Grand Circus Theater 
were so heavy that their initial 
allotment of 300 promotional 
copies was completely sold out 
on the first night. The album is 
a pick on several Detroit sta- 
tions, with "Sweetback's 
Theme" and "Hoppin' John" 
being the most popular tracks. 

Two Previous Albums 

Van Peebles, who directed 
"Watermelon Man" starring 
Godfrey Cambridge and "Story 
of a Three Day Pass," and has 
written five novels, has re- 
corded two albums prior to 
the "Sweetback" soundtrack- 
"Brer Soul" and "Ain't Suppose 
to Die a Natural Death" on 
A & M Records. 

Lancer Publications has is- 
sued a paperback edition of 
"Sweet Sweetback's Baadasssss 
Song," adding to Van Peebles' 

multi -media exposure. T h e 
book, which includes the script, 
stills and a behind -the -scene ac- 
count of how Van Peebles made 
the movie, also features a mail 
order offer for the soundtrack 
album on Stax. 

"Sweetback" is the second 
soundtrack album Stax has re- 
leased. The first was Jules Das - 
sin's "Uptight," with music by 
Booker T. Jones performed by 
Booker T. & the MGs. In the 
works is the score to the MGM 
film "Shaft," which is being 
composed by Isaac Hayes. 

Stax will become increasingly 
involved in the area of film 
soundtracks as part of its stat- 
ure as a versatile record com- 
pany with product geared for 
every segment of the record 
market. 

Record Plant 
Unveils New Truck 

NEW YORK- The Plant, 
New York and Los Angeles - 
based recording studios, has 
unveiled a new remote record- 
ing studio on wheels designed 
by Tom Hid'ey. It now becomes 
possible to record live concerts 
and still achieve the sound of 
a studio. 

Record Plant executives 
Chris Stone and Gary Kellgren 
feel that because so many 
groups have equipment at home 
the remote truck becomes a 
natural. 

The new truck was used at 
the recent James Gang concert

Toussaint, in addition to his 
debut as an artist, is also a hit 
producer and writer. Some of 
his credits include: "Java," Al 
Hirt; "Whipped Cream," Ti- 
juana Brass; "Mother -in -Law," 
Ernie K. Doe; "Workin' in a 
Coal Mine," Lee Dorsey; "Holy 
Cow," Lee Dorsey; "Ride Your 
Pony," Lee Dorsey; "Pain In 
My Heart," Otis Redding; "I 
Like It Like That," Dave Clark 
Five; "Land of 1000 Dances," 
Chris Kerner; and "I Like It 
Like That," Chris Kerner. Also,

Toussaint has been in part- 
nership since 1965 with Mar- 
shall Sehorn in New Orleans 
of San Su Enterprises. He is a 
self-taught musician and plays 
piano, organ and guitar pri- 
marily, but is also proficient 
with saxophone (from child- 
hood) and in later years, the 
violin, trombone, trumpet and 
glockenspiel.

NEW YORK-Fanny is one 
of the rare all -girl, self- 
contained, instrumental -vocal 
groups. More to the point is 
the fact that they make good 
music together. Their first al- 
bum for Reprise proved that. 
They were in town last week 
for a Fillmore East appearance 
and dropped in at Record World 
to keep us posted on what to 
expect from Fanny in the fu- 
ture. 

Most exciting is the immi- 
nent release of a single on 
which they back Barbra Streis- 
and singing "Where You Lead," 
a tune from Carole King's "Tap- 
estry" album. Fanny was 
matched with Streisand by 
Richard Perry, who produced 
each on their latest albums. 
They are assisted only by Billy 
Preston on organ. 

With the excitement gener- 
ated by the release of the 
Streisand single, the way will 
have been paved for widespread 
acceptance of Fanny's forth- 
coming album, "Charity Ball," 
which is also due for release 
this month. It will consist com- 
pletely of original material 
save for one old Stephen Stills' 
tune. The girls feel it is far 
better than their debut outing. 
That means it's very good in- 
deed. 

The New York stopover was 
in the middle of a tour which 
will take them to Toronto to 
tape the Kenny Rogers show. 
Fanny is comprised of Jean 
Millington, bass; June Milling- 
ton, guitar; Alice DeBuhr, 
drums; Nicole Barclay, key- 
boards.

Aretha Home at Apollo 
NEW YORK-The marquee 

proclaimed that "S H E' S 

HOME!" That she felt so her- 
self was clearly evident in her 
performance on opening night 
(2) at the Apollo Theater in 
Harlem. Aretha Franklin had 
returned to her root audience. 
This was a different Aretha 
than one hears at Philharmonic 
Hall, or even on her extra- 
ordinary new Atlantic album, 
"Aretha Live at Fillmore 
West." 

It wasn't that her program 
had changed very much. "Dr. 
Feelgood" will always bring 
down a house and "Spirit in 
the Dark" still lifts an already 
supercharged atmosphere to 
new levels of excitment. 

Rather, it may have had 
something to do with the 
relaxed rapport she had with 
an attentive, receptive and re- 
sponsive audience that might 
have gone away satisfied with

the mere fact of presence 
among them. That she was in 
magnificent form was a bonus 
that did not go unappreciated. 
She was so at ease, perhaps, 
because she fully understood 
the special nature of her rela- 
tionship with this particular 
audience. She is their royalty. 
She is truly Lady Soul. 

A new addition to Aretha's 
repertoire is "Brand New Me," 
the flip of her current "Bridge 
Over Troubled Water" single 
smash. This song joins the 
ranks of those that she has 
transformed into personal vehi- 
cles of expression, such as 
"Respect" and "Natural Wo- 
man." Others may sing them 
very well, but they are forever 
Aretha's. 

She closes her show now with 
"Reach Out (And Touch Some- 
body's Hand)." She does that 
and more during the show.

men have been making pretty 
music for the past decade or so. 
That music is now on display 
at the Waldorf's Empire Room. 
Their opening night (1) was a 
fine tribute to the art of mak- 
ing sweet melodies. 

These Capitol recording art- 
ists, with four certified million - 
selling albums to their credit, 
breezed through the evening de- 
lighting, among others, Alan 
Arkin, David Frost and Roddy 
McDowell along the way. 

Some of the best -liked tunes 
were "A Time for Us," from 
the film "Romeo & Juliet," 
"Portrait of My Love," Paul 
Anka's "Put Your Head On My 
Shoulder" and "Hurt So Bad." 
Musically, the standout of the 
evening was the ever -popular 
medley of "Goin' Out Of My 
Head" /"Can't Take My Eyes 
Off You." It certainly is a fit- 
ting compliment to the Letter- 
men that this particular ar- 
rangement has been copied by 
so many recording artists 
around the world. 

"It's a Sin to Tell a Lie" was 
the fun number of the night. 
The boys walked through the 
audience with a microphone 
giving many a guest a chance to 
show their individual musical 
prowess. Highlighting the en- 
joyment was Capitol promo man 
Joe Maimone. Like a true pro- 

fessional, Joe took the mike, 
and although his lyrics were a 
little rusty, the booming bari- 
tone gave a wonderful account 
of himself. 

Unfortunately, the Lettermen 
(Tony Butala, Jim Pike, Gary 
Pike) did not highlight their 
terrific drummer, Ronnie Simon. 
More time should be devoted to 
him, because his tight sound 
goes way beyond musical ac- 
companiment. Then again, they 
probably don't want to lose him.

The Rack Jobber: 
Friend, roe or Victim? 

By A RACK JOBBER 

NEW YORK- Due to the fact that the opinions expressed 
here are very controversial, repercussions could follow. Therefore 
I prefer to remain anonymous. 

As it stands today, the rack jobber is a monster created for 
and by the whims of the people who run the music industry. 

We were created by the music industry to serve their needs 
when they could no longer cope with the so-called "major con- 
sumers." We, in turn, have now become Atlas, holding the full 
weight upon our shoulders. The music industry on one hand 
forces upon us its rules and regulations and the major consumer 
on the other bends the rules to suit his needs. What are we to 
do? Granted, we were created to serve the needs of major con- 
sumers and with it, given certain benefits not allowed the ordin- 
ary record dealer. But where does one draw the line? How much 
abuse is to be taken by our distributors? 

Companies want their product exposed to the public as much 
as possible. When this means that I have tá take in as much 
merchandise to cover all my stores, where do I as a buyer draw 
the line as to what I take in and what I refuse? Does personal 
taste govern my choice, or does the stature of an artist? 

The Chance of `Bombing Out' 
When buying large quantities of any artist, one takes the 

chance of "bombing out." This can happen whether or not the 
item sells for a similar company. Should we be penalized for 
this? When our customers indiscriminately send back merchan- 
dise without approval, what are we to do? There is only one 
answer: Grin and bear it. Sure, we are given an extra discount 
by the record company so that we can weather the storm. But 
what happens when it comes time finally to return the merchan- 
dise after it has been recycled? 

The name of the game is profit. No one wants to be in the red. 
When it finally comes time to return merchandise, what happens? 
In most cases an exchange order is needed-usually a quantity 

much larger than that which is being returned. I agree that one 
should suffer for one's mistakes, but why should one suffer for 
the mistakes of others? 

Is the percentage of returns as compared to purchases more 
important than knowing one's customers? 

If the answer is yes, then why push new products to the rack 
jobbers who, in turn, must put this merchandise into stores who 
have no regard for one record or another? 

As I stated earlier, exposure is the most important fact of 
life to the distributor. I ask you this: do I limit myself to the 
product I feel has the best chances of being sold in my racks, 
or do I speculate on unproven artists? I am in favor of new dis- 
coveries but should I endanger my return percentage for them? 

Even Exceptions Will Have to Stop 

Logically, with less purchases there tend to be less returns. 
This, provided the returns are re -cycled. If the policy is adhered 
to, then we would probably be within the return percentage 
allotted to us. But when you are forced with having to make 
everyone happy the return percentage goes up. The rack jobber 
is not equipped to expose more than a limited amount of product 
in a given time. Exceptions are made but unless the distributors 
are willing to remember the agreements that were made, then 
even the exceptions eventually will have to stop. 

I am not opposed to special promotions, in fact I encourage 
them because they create an excitement our customers rarely 
see. If I can go out on a limb for any customer, I expect that 
company to reciprocate if and when it seems necessary. 

We have now reached the inevitable fork in the road which 
holds the answers to the question that I have brought up. De 
we work together for the betterment of one another as a team, 
or, do we, the rack jobbers, go the way of the monophonic record? 
The answer lies with those people who hold the key. Will they 
open the right door, or will the rack jobber become a thing of 
the past? 

Spieling with Chappell, Germany 
By PAUL SIEGEL 

(Editor's Note: The following 
is an exclusive interview be- 
tween Paul Siegel, Record World 
European Editor, and Dr. 
Michael Müller -Blattau, head of 
Chappell Music in Germany.) 

Record World: What great 
change do you see for tomor- 
row's market? 

Müller -Blattau: The German 
market has finally become more 
exacting, and it is important 
that the artists and composers 
are of international quality. 

Record World: As music pub- 
lisher what do you search for 
in a new song? 

Müller -Blattau: A new song 

has to touch you immediately. 
You must like it even if you 
listen to it over and over again. 
The music and lyrics and inter- 
pretation by the artist have to 
match perfectly. Only then has 
it got a chance for international 
exploitation. 

Record World: In your 
opinion, which foreign coun- 
tries have most influence on the 
German record and music mar- 
ket, listing the countries from 
one to six in importance? 

Müller -Blattau: USA, Eng- 
land, France, Italy, Holland and 
Scandinavia. 

Record World: Who are the 
current German pop composers 
whom you believe can best com- 
pose for the international mar- 
ket? 

Müller -Blattau: Bert Kaemp- 
fert, Udo Jürgens, Joachim 
Helder, Giorgio Moroder and, of 
course, you, yourself, Paul, as 
you've written for Eddy Arnold, 
Al Martino, Vic Damone, etc. 
You are an American in Berlin 
and have the feel for both sides 
of the Atlantic! 

Record World: There is an 
overflow on record product cur- 
rently sent to German radio 
stations, so that it is difficult 
to get airplay on all material. 
Therefore, what programming 
suggestions can be made to the 
program directors of German 
radio stations so that your new 
song and record get more air- 
play? 

Müller -Blattau: The German 

program directors should in- 
form the music publishers ex- 
actly about their directions and 
the sort of music they need for 
their programs. In that case 
they would only receive the ma- 
terial they really need, and it 
would save a lot of time for all 
parties involved. 

Record World: What do you 
feel is wrong in today's market 
and how would you change it? 

Müller -Blattau: First of all, 
the German music business is 
not willing to invest as much 
money and energy as the Ameri- 
cans do, and there are too few 
German managers who are ac- 
tive and capable enough to take 
the risk that is involved in a

HOLLYWOOD - Should a 
producer have some power of 
decision over the method of 
marketing which will affect his 
product? 

The answer is yes if Pancho 
Makzoume's Nightingale Pro- 
ductions has anything to say 
about it. Actually, Makzoume, 
a former ad man, sees a vicis- 
situde in the record industry 
concerning further responsibil- 
ities for the producer. Intrinsi- 
cally included is "total packag- 
ing," where the producer not 
only helps select material and 
supervises the date but now al- 
so creates a campaign to en- 
hance and assist in the mar- 
keting of his record. 

Makzoume has initiated this 
concept with Nightingale's first 
product on artist Danny Law- 
yer. Lawyer was a member of 
the San Francisco company of 
"Hair" and has recorded the 
song "Electric Blues" which is 
in the show. Though this tune 

is more arcane in terms of pop- 
ularity than the others, it is 
uniquely Danny's and his per- 
formance of it specifically has 
been lauded by critics who say 
it is "the show -stopper of the 
evening." 

Made More of It 
Pancho explained, "In `Hair' 

it was a very strong visual 
number to open the second act. 
But Danny made much more 
out of it than that. He made it 
even more theatrical than it 
already was. And what we've 
done now is to translate that 
very powerful piece of visual 
theater into an equally power- 
ful piece of audio theater." 

Now that this has been cap- 
tured Makzoume proceeded to 
develop a complete marketing 
picture. His firm retained "the 
best art directors in the busi- 
ness to design a creative and 
compelling advertising and pro- 
motion program. What Nightin- 
gale has done is to help allevi- 
ate this time-consuming task 
for the record company."

Gladys' Act a Pip 
® NEW YORK-They've come 
a long way. 

Gladys Knight & the Pips, 
for years overshadowed by the 
Motown "super acts," have 
come into their own at last. In 
recent years they have been 
steadily gaining recognition as 
"super" in their own right. 
Recently (27) they opened at 
the Copa, and gave a fine, well- 
rounded performance. 

Opening with their version 
of "Nitty Gritty," Gladys and 
the guys proceeded to do a pro- 
gram of contemporary stand- 
ards such as: "Mama Told Me 
Not To Come," "He Ain't 
Heavy, He's My Brother," "Hey 
Jude" and "Put Your Hand in 
the Hand."

They in- 
cluded their hits, "Friendship 
Train" and "If I Were Your 
Woman," but omitted "I Heard 
It Through The Grapevine," 
which disappointed. 

Overall, Gladys Knight & the 
Pips have a strong club act 
that virtually insures their 
longevity.

Gary William Friedman: 
The Him Nobody Knows 

Gary William Friedman 

By DAVE FINKLE 
NEW YORK - Although he 

says that he doesn't like to talk 
about himself, Gary William 
Friedman (make sure to use all 
three names) doesn't hesitate 
to tell you when a melody of 
his is "really a gas" or "really 
good, if I have to say so my- 
self"; and in a disarming way 
it should be added, he did so 
when he visited Record World 
last week to talk about how 
his srnre (lyrics by Will Holt) 
for "The Me Nobody Knows" 
(original cast album on At- 
lantic) is suddenly breaking 
just as the show is celebrating 
its first anniversary. 

The deciding factor seems to 
be' Bell' Records' Fifth Dimen- 
sion single of "Light Sings" 
from the show (the Fifth Di- 
mension, remember, helped 
break the "Hair" score when 
they released "Aquarius/Let 
the Sun Shine In," also just 
about a year after it opened). 

Suddenly, and in the past few 
weeks, Johnny Mathis, Roger 
Williams, Ike and Tina Turner. 
Melba Moore, Karen Wyman, 
the Staple Singers have re- 
leased or announced plans to 
release versions of songs from 
the show. And Friedman is now 
confident that the score is on 
its way. "I think a lot of praise 
is due Tommy Valando and 
Frank Military," he said. "be- 
cause they've been working 
very hard to get the score 
around." Valando and Military, 
of course, head Valando Mu- 
sic, which publishes the "Me" 
songs. 

Broadway - And Zonk 

Another reason that the 
score is getting known, Fried- 
man suggested, is because of 
the show's move to Broadway. 
"We played downtown and then 
there was the strike and all 
that hassle and so we moved 
to Broadway and zonk, the 
show took off. Now we're build- 

ing our audiences constantly." 
Now that show and score 

seem set, how did it all start? 
"I called a friend of mine," 
Friedman reported, "Herb 
Schapiro, who was working on 
an opera with me and asked 
him how he was doing. He said 
he was working in the Tren- 
ton ghettoes with a version of 
a book called 'The Me Nobody 
Knows.' I went down to see it, 
and somehow I divined that this 
was a musical. I told Herb that 
and I immediately began to set 
some of the children's letters, 
which were compiled by Ste- 
phen Joseph, to music. Origi- 
nally I planned to set all the 
words verbatim and I did so 
with about three of them, but 
I realized that that was too 
loose. That's when Will Holt 
came in, and he was the per- 
fect man to complete the job." 

"I think of the show as an 
opera," Friedman said, "al- 
though we really avoid the 
word because people around 
Broadway seem to tighten up 
when they hear it. It's an opera 
not in the `Tommy' rock opera 
sense, but in a more classical 
sense. Well, I guess that maybe 
it's hard to categorize the show, 
but scratch me and I'd have to 
say I conceived an opera." 

To underline its opera speci- 
fication, Friedman said that the 
touring company in Germany, 
which is a tremendous success, 
is using a cast of older children 
with trained voices. (Compa- 
nies are also ready or being 
readied in France, Israel, Tur- 
key and England.) 

Builds from Song Before 
"Each song in `Me,' " Fried- 

man went on to say, "builds 
out of the song before it so 
that the second song contains 
within it something of the first 
song, and the third song is the 
first two plus-two plus one- 
and by the end of the score, 
the last song 'Let Me Come In' 
is the logical outcome of what 
has gone before, if you get what 
I mean. That's the sense in 
which the score is serious." 

All the math talk mixed in 
with description of music-the 
hint of geometric progressions 
-might be left over from the 
days before Friedman made it 
in the music world and spent 
his time teaching math and 
science in Bedford Stuyvesant. 
He left teaching when his then 
new wife, Barbara, decided he 
was a composer and should be 
composing. 

"I was substitute teaching 
in those days and I used to get

calls, and I'd say to Barbara, 
'we could use the gig,' because 
we were literally watching our 
bank account dwindle from 12 
dollars to eight dollars; but my 
wife would point to the desk 
and say `there's your work.' We 
were just about at the end of 
our bank account and my wife 
announced she was pregnant, 
and just when things looked 
bad, I got a commercial and 
then the show came along." 

Work Piled Up 

Well, the Friedman bank ac- 
count gives indications of con- 
tinuing to grow because Fried- 
man has plenty of work piled 
up on his desk. He has just 
completed the score for the 
Stratford Shakespeare Festi- 
val's production this summer 
of "Merry Wives of Windsor 
(he referred to the music as 
"renaissance rock," but prom- 
ised never to use the term 
again) and has just begun work 
on a new musical based on Ray 
Bardbury's short story, "Sing 
the Bcdy Electric," which 
should be ready for the fall of 
1972. He has finished setting 
the Friday night Jewish serv- 
ires to music (in an attempt to 
revivify what he feels has be- 
come a stagnant service) un- 
der the title "Prayers for Fri- 
day Night" and he also is try- 
ing to place an album of Daniel 
Berrigan poems, which he has 
underscored, with a record 
company. There are a couple of 
other projects with a relevant 
topic or two attached to them 
that he's involved with but 
can't talk about. 

"You'll notice," Friedman 
said, "that with all my music 
I try to incorporate a social 
theme. That's because I believe 
that a serious composer-and I 
think of myself as a serious 
composer-I suppose I should 
say that with a German accent 
-komm-posss-ehr-that a seri- 
ous composer has a social as 
well as an artistic obligation."

ASCAP Wins Case 
In a decision by Circuit 

Judge Robert P. Anderson on 
May 24, 1971, Columbia Art- 
ists Management, Inc. (known 
as CAMI), has been held liable 
for copyright infringement in 
a test case brought on behalf 
of ASCAP member Gershwin 
Publishing Corp. 

Judge Anderson, for the 
Court of Appeals for the 
Second Circuit, held CAMI 
liable for infringement of a 
copyrighted musical composi- 
tion in a concert sponsored by 
a local community concert as- 
sociation, which had been or- 
ganized by CAMI. CAMI has 
in the past refused to recog- 
nize its obligation to clear the 
rights for performances spon- 
sored by community concert as- 
sociations. 

The Court held that CAMI 
had caused copyright infringe- 
ment of George Gershwin's 
"Bess, You Is My Woman Now" 
by "organizing, supervising and 
controlling" a concert spon- 
sored by the Port Washington 
Community Concert Associa- 
tion. The Port Washington As- 
sociation had been organized 
by CAMI for the purpose of 
sponsoring local concerts pro- 
moted by CAMI. CAMI also 
manages artists who appear in 
these locally sponsored con- 
certs. It makes an extra charge 
to artists, over and above its 
usual management commission, 
for appearances at Commun- 
ity Concerts. 

The test case was argued by 
Herman Finkelstein, General 
Counsel of ASCAP. 

Burke already has inked Bing 
Crosby; Frank Sinatra, Jr.; the 
orchestras of Les Brown, Nel- 
son Riddle, Gordon Jenkins and 
Burke; the Aliis, the Don Ho

Fisher Unveils 4 -Channel 
Tape Units, Converter Model 

RCA Co -Hosts 
NEW YORK-Fisher Radio, 

leading quality -component pro- 
ducers, recently unveiled its first 
4 -channel, 8 -track tape units. 
At a special press showing, the 
firm announced that its com- 
mitment to 4 -channel sound 
will be extended by addition of 
three pieces of equipment to 
the new line. 

Models shown were the first 
Fisher 4 -channel converter 
which enables the stereo equip- 
ment owner to convert his pres- 
ent components into a discrete 
4 -channel playback system by 
addition of the Model TX -420 
and two speakers; and a new 
4 -channel receiver, the second 
marketed by Fisher. 

Co -hosting the conference 
demonstration, RCA called the 
event significant since "partici- 
pation of equipment firms with 
the stature of Fisher Radio will 
induct other manufacturers to 
enter the field and will also 
build confidence in 4 -channel 
sound among consumers." 

Irwin Tarr, RCA VP of Plan- 
ning, further noted that such 
playback creates "greater real- 

ism and sensations, offering 
sound impressions not before 
available. The advent of 4 -chan- 
nel sound places the listener in 
the shoes of the conductor 
rather than the audience." 

In this way, Tarr explained, 
the expanded sound and new im- 
pressions possible would work as 
an aid to classical awareness 
and to heighten emotional in- 
volvement for crock musical 
forms. RCA currently has 68 
album titles on the market and 
will release 12 new sets per 
month. 

Equipment shown last week 
featured the TX -420 two -chan- 
nel to four -channel converter for 
"music lovers who have over the 
years made a substantial invest- 
ment in stereo equipment" that 
need not become outdated in 
light of 4 -channel stereo. Rated 
at 50 -watts music power, the 
420 is priced at $299.95. 

The four -channel, eight -track 
player deck (CP-100) plays con- 
ventional 8 -track cartridges or 
new Quad -8's and is to retail 
at $169.95. This unit may also 
be used to convert current sys- 
tems to four -channel with addi- 
tion of extra speakers.

Robin Williamson will also have a solo album due out in a 
few months and he will be playing most of the instruments on 
it.

This one 
they will produce themselves, now that Joe Boyd is living there 
and working for Warner Brothers. 

Maybe we're doing something right. A few columns ago we 
suggested how nice it would be if certain record companies were 
to release greatest hits or Best Of LPs by artists currently not 
represented by such albums. United Artists has just announced 
plans for albums by Rick Nelson, Fats Domino and Eddie 
Cochran. A fall release date has been set. While you're waiting 
you might latch onto a copy of "The Very Best of Eddie Cochran" 
on English Liberty. That album contains 16 Cochran cuts of 
which 15 are great. The 16th is a ditty entitled "Three Stars" 
which I'm sure you'll remember as being about rock and roll 
heaven and three occupants therein-Buddy Holly, Ritchie Valens 
and the Big Bopper. Presumably it is Eddie singing in the back- 
ground, because who ever is doing the tasteless rapping on the 
record sounds more like a top 40 jock than the guy who did the 
original "Summertime Blues." 

Also on United Artists-an LP entitled "Winwood" which has 
made Stevie mighty unhappy. He and Island Records sent tele- 
grrams to lots of industry folks claiming that the whole thing was 
a ripoff. One of the biggest complaints, besides the fact that it 
wasn't authorized by Winwood and Island, was that all the cuts 
on the LP were group effort-Blind Faith, Traffic, Spencer Davis 
Group-not solo Stevie Winwood recording. KPPC's P.D. Les 
Carter read his telegram over the airwaves. UA claims Winwood 
owes them one more record. 

Newest bootleg-now being imported from England is an 
album containing performances made in Britain during a 1965 
tour by Bob Dylan and the Band. The sound quality is reported 
to be very good. 

Primal Scream Department. Ever thought of putting together 
a tape consisting entirely of rock and roll screams, yells and 
other unnatural sounds? Little Richard and John Lennon would 
certainly be on it, but we think the most horrendous scream of 
all belongs to Edgar Winter. Toward the end of his recorded 
version of "Tobacco Road" he lets fly one of the most fantastic 
sounds ever put down on vinyl. Much more piercing and certainly 
longer than anything brother Johnny has yet come up with. Also 
give a listen to Ta Ta the lady singer with Pollution. She hits 
notes that only dogs can hear on "Mother Earth." 

Revelation Records is a small jazz label run by Jon Horwich 
and John William Hardy. The label is dedicated to presenting 
fine jazz performers doing their decidedly musical thing. The 
musicians are allowed total freedom but they don't abuse the 
opportunity. They produce good, solid jazz. Our favorite record- 
ings from Revelation are by super guitarist Dennis Dudimer 
(REV 1, 4, 11). Also notable are recordings by pianist Clare 
Fischer and former Lennie Tristano associate Warne Marsh. 
Revelation records are hard to find in the local record shops, so 
interested parties should write Revelation Records, P.O. Box 
65593, Los Angeles, Calif. 90065. 

Fearless Forecasts : The next big supergroup will be black. 
Very possibly it could be the Tony William Lifetime. Gone from 
Williams' new album, "Ego," is less harsh and considerably more 
mellow than his last two Polydor disks. He has added, for the LP 
at least, two percussionists, Ron Carter on bass and Ted Dunbar. 
Khalid Yasin (Larry Young) is still with the group and still 
playing fantastic space-age organ. 

Hoagy Carmichael is ripe for a comeback via the re -issuing 
of his old recordings. The first company to repackage Hoagy sing- 
ing his own material will make a mint.

80th Anniversary Year Promo 

Wednesday, June 9, marks 
the 80th anniversary of the 
birth of the late composer - 
lyricist Cole Porter. 

In conjunction with this, 
Chappell & Co., Inc., publishers 
of Porter's music since 1936, is 
coordinating an entire 80th an- 
niversary year (June 9, 1971 - 
June, 1972) aimed at refocus- 
ing public attention on the 
timeless quality of Porter's 
contribution to our musical 
heritage. 

A year -long program of 
Porter broadcasts has been 
planned. Initiating this will be 
WNBC's "Monitor" on Satur- 
day, June 5, with a national 
Porter tribute. 

In addition, on June 9 enter- 
tainer Bobby Short, a definitive 
interpreter of Porter music, 
will perform an evening of his 
music at the Hotel Carlyle, N.Y. 

New record action has also 
been spurred by the 80th an- 
niversary celebration. Among 
those labels coming out with 
new product are RCA, which 
will release an album in Octo- 
ber featuring the Living 
Strings and the Ray Ellis 
Orchestra; and Atlantic, which 
will issue a deluxe two -record 
set by Bobby Short. 

In the area of stage and TV 
revivals, John F. Wharton, 
Trustee of the Cole Porter 
Musical and Literary Property 
Trusts, reports increased activ- 
ity and interest. Among those 
properties being prepared for 
Broadway are a revised version 
of "Anything Goes," "The Gay 
Divorce," "Nymph Errant," a 
musical version of "The Pirate" 
(film), and "DuBarry Was a 
Lady." This last is also being 
primed for TV exposure, as are 
both "Red, Hot and Blue" and 
"Jubilee." 

International Side 
On the international side, the 

Marlowe Theatre in Canter- 
bury, England, goes into re- 
hearsal in early fall with "Out 
of This World." This revival of 
the 1950 musical will retain the 
original score with a new 
George Oppenheimer book. The 
production, starring Libby Mor- 
ris, will tour England prior to 
a proposed West End opening. 
Also, the Sadlers Wells Opera 
Company has scheduled "Kiss 
Me, Kate" for the summer. 

Porter displays, featuring 

manuscripts, sheet music span- 
ning his career from his first 
published song (at age 11), 
photographs, album covers, 
show programs and photo- 
graphs, will be on exhibit at 
various points in the New York 
area during the year. The ex- 
hibit was compiled with the 
aid of Warner Bros. Music, 
Porter's publishers prior to 
1936, the Cole Porter Trusts 
and Robert Kimball, former 
curator of the Porter archive 
at Yale University. G. Schir- 
mer, 49th St. music store, will 
be the first to utilize the dis- 
play beginning June 7, followed 
by Playland in Rye, N. Y. 

A special reference brochure 
prepared jointly by Chappell 
and Warner Bros. Music, en- 
titled "Music and Lyrics by 
Cole Porter," will be issued in 
June. It contains complete list- 
ings of all published show TV 
and film scores with an article, 
"Porter in Perspective," by 
Kimball. 

Other events planned for the 
Cole Porter 80th anniversary 
year include publication of a 
new book, "Cole" (Holt, Rine- 
hart and Winston) ; a New 
York -based Porter film retro- 
spective and a. Friends of the 
Museum of the City of New 
York tribute in spring, 1972. 

Thompson Music Established 
HOLLYWOOD - Feature 

film distributor William Thomp- 
son and record executor Grant 
Gibbs have formed the William 
Thompson Music Corp. with 
Gibbs heading the new com- 
pany. 

Centering immediate empha- 
sis on the development of new 
material and production of 
soundtrack albums (produced 
under the banner of William 
Thompson Productions), the 
company will also include con- 
temporary music publishing, 
producing and commercials in 
its plans. 

Current soundtracks in pre- 
production are "The Tender 
Warrior," "The Bus is Corn-

With a few exceptions, we have seen in the 
so-called jazz world groups led by a single 
person who excels as a soloist or composer. 
In the past month, I have been frequently ex- 
posed to two groups that may point the way 
to restructuring in the music world. The 
groups are co-operatives in which everyone is 
equally known and everyone composes and 

Michael Cuscuna solos in equal proportions. Weather Report 
consists of Joe Zawinul, keyboards; Wayne Shorter, saxophones; 
Miroslav Vitous, basses; Al Mouson, drums; and Don Um Romao, 
percussion. Circle consists of Anthony Braxton, reeds; Chick 
Corea, piano; Dave Holland, bass; and Barry Altschul, drums. 
Circle recently played one week at the Village Vanguard and 
two at Slugs. Weather Report debuted at a Columbia press party, 
celebrating their first release. The music of both ensembles is 
unclassifiable and a beautiful mixture of strong, creative musical 
personalities. Neither band has a star with one single direction, 
and the music is better for it. If Circle and Weather Report re- 
ceive the recognition that they deserve, we might see more 
brilliant co-operatives creating more pure music. 

* * * 

A significant structural change is also occurring on the busi- 
ness side of music. Large companies can hardly be bothered with 
the artistic treasurers that lie in their vaults. Biograph has ar- 
ranged with Columbia to lease and issue many older jazz and 
blues items that the larger company has neither the time nor 
inclination to reissue itself. Serious music fans and collectors 
will now have more valuable music available to them. Hopefully, 
more majors will use the small independents to get old masters 
back to the people. It seems to be a perfect arrangement for all 
concerned. 

* * * 

Buddah Records, which has been busy playing down its bubble 
gum image by signing such fine artists as Biff Rose, is now about 
to create a jazz line. The label will be headed by Joe Fields, 
who is readying the initial release, setting up policies and 
considering new artists to sign. The first release will include an 
album by the late bluesman Elmore James, a Richard Davis al- 
bum with Chick Corea and a Grant Green session. 

* * * 

Bob Shad and his Mainstream Records are getting back into 
jazz full force. He hopes to release 50 albums by December of 
this year. Already released are discs by Harold Land, Charles 
Williams, Blue Mitchell, Carmen McRae, Roy Haynes, Lightnin' 
Hopkins and Sonny Terry -Brownie McGhee. Shad has also signed 
Charles Kynard, Gloria Coleman, Dave Young, Badly Caliman, 
Maxime Weldon and others. Shad will also reissue some of his 
earlier modern jazz material. By August or September, he hopes 
to attain and maintain a release schedule of six albums per 
month. Shad commented, "There is a big jazz market, and it's 
been underplayed and mishandled." He feels that a lot of com- 
panies handle jazz in a shoddy way and wants to rectify poor 
procedures. He records his artists in eight to 16 tracks, spares 
no expense on covers, maintains a photo library on each artist 
and will fully service college and underground as well as jazz 
stations.

NEW YORK-If it's true 
free -form jazz is on its way in,

Finley Sees Non -Music 
Audio Cassette Boom 

NEW YORK -- 'T hough the 
future of videocassettes is 
bright, the non -music use of 
audio cassettes is booming." 

So said Larry Finley, Execu- 
tive Director of the Interna- 
tional Tape Association, at a 
luncheon given recently by Cas- 
sette Development Corp., crea- 
tive division of Avery & Elkins, 
Inc. 

This was the first of a series 
of luncheon seminars spon- 
sored by Cassette Development 
Corp. to facilitate a useful ex- 
change of information and 
ideas between tape industry 
users and producers. 

"Numerous publishing, edu- 
cational, pharmaceutical and 
business concerns are now en- 
gaged in extensive programs 
using audio cassettes," said 
Finley. "New uses of audio 
cassettes are found daily. How- 
ever, a second great period of 
cassette growth will occur as 
soon as a standard for the 
videocassette is agreed upon. 
The possibilities suggested by 
practical videotape, which will 
carry both pictures and sound, 

are truly infinite." 
Finley told the audience, 

"With further miniaurization 
of equipment, desk units will 
become practical. Salesmen will 
carry video point of purchase 
units and executives will carry 
units in attache cases. Doctors 
will be trained in new tech- 
niques right in their own of- 
fices," he predicted. 

Finley stressed the important 
role that a quality duplicator 
played in making a program 
successful. He stated that many 
producers of non -music tapes 
spent many hundreds of dollars 
to produce a tape, and then 
took it to a "bargain basement" 
duplicator, only to end up with 
disappointing results. 

The luncheon was attended 
by a cross section of executives 
from insurance companies,. 
banks, advertising agencies, in- 
dustry, education, consultants 
and other users of tape. 

Cassette Development Corp. 
plans to hold similar semi- 
nars in the future for members 
of the tape industry and tape 
users.
