Richard Nader:

On Promoting The Rock & Roll Revival

Richard Nader

II Richard Nader heads up Mu-
sic Production Consultants, a
concert promotion company
which has been responsible for,
among other things, the many
Rock & Roll Revival shows
staged across the country since
October, 1969.

Record World: In recent is-
sues of Record World, Marvin
Schlachter and Gus Gossert
have made reference to your
operation. First, do you want
to reply to Schlachter's corn-
ments ?

Richard Nader: I think some of Marvin's comments were to
the effect that I was not creative and that I was capitalizing on
an already proven commercial situation, jumping on the band-
wagon as it were, and, as far as he was concerned, I wasn't do-
ing anyone any favors.

Let's stop and think a minute, and ask ourselves if there was
such a bandwagon that I happened to catch onto or if I'm pull-
ing the bandwagon. There were no shows of this type at all dur-
ing the mid to late '60s and as far as I know most of the music
from the late '50s period was not being aired on radio stations
to any noticeable degree whatsoever. The music of this era was
pushed back into the archives as it were and lacked exposure
and presentation. So, when we created the revival in 1969, origi-
nated it if created offends anyone, there was no commercial
bandwagon that we were jumping on. So I wasn't really capi-
talizing on something that was already going on.

I'd like to add that it was not an easy task. I recall vividly
not an ounce of support from Chess Records at that time as far
as promotional material, albums, pictures, bios or other supple-
mentary materials that we could have given to radio stations
around the country when we did our first national tour in 1970,
which two of Chess' acts, Chuck Berry and Bo Diddley, were
headlining. This is the kind of obsolete, irresponsible, closed -
minded action that sometimes crops up in our industry; that
record people just press records and concert promoters just pro-
mote concerts. Some other companies have realized that this is
not the case and have teamed up with promoters, not just in
primary markets, but on college concerts and other secondary
markets. This kind of support, no matter what the promotional
expenditure, does pay off in record sales, so the lack of support
that has been a continuous attitude from Chess Records toward
the Rock & Roll Revival and the artists who appear in it has
been a hindrance to my operation, making it a more costly opera-
tion because I have to purchase the materials to promote their
artists. The fact of the matter is that on one of our national
tours we requested 50 albums by Chuck Berry and Bo Diddley
to put into the hands of my advance press men and there was
an actual refusal to give us those albums, and it was at my cost
to get the radio stations a product that I didn't participate in
in any shape or form.

If Mary Schlachter is not aware, what is gained by me at the Rock
& Roll Revival ends the night of the performance. But the avenue
of revenue created by these concerts around the country can
mean continued record sales for weeks or months or years. It

may be healthy for Mr. Schlachter to look over the rest of his
catalog, because I have, and have seen that maybe this same
formula can again work for them. For the first time in many
years Chuck Berry has an album on the charts, and I don't be-
lieve that this was through any great effort or promotional con-
cern on the part of Chess Records. I think it's because of the
demand that was created by Chuck Berry's live performances,
not only here but in the United Kingdom, and the spirit he shows
on stage at each concert.

As far as jumping on any bandwagons is concerned, I cordially
invite Chess Records or any other label that has artists from
this era to jump on the bandwagon.

Chuck Berry appeared on the very first Revival in October
1969, and has performed in over 80 of these shows since then.
And the day Mary Schlachter can offer Chuck Berry or any other
of his artists that type of exposure, then he can take the oppor-
tunity to belittle my efforts.

RW: What about the reaction of other record companies to
the Rock & Roll Revival?

Nader: I want to make it clear that I am grateful to all the
companies and individuals who have helped me get this thing
together; I obviously could never have done it all by myself. It
started slowly, and but we had a great deal of early support from
Roulette, Kama Sutra and Original Sound. I can't describe the
barrier we faced; there were many young deejays who never
heard of Gene Vincent and many of the other veteran artists.
And much of our time and energy has gone into educating peo-
ple on these artists and what they did.

RW: Any comments on any of the things Gus Gossert men-
tioned in his interview?

Nader: I never venture a guess at how someone else is run-
ning his business; if I did I would never allow my guess to be
printed in a major trade paper. Where Gus Gossert gets his keen
awareness of how my operation runs is beyond me, but the fact
of the matter is that if I did guarantee artists a year's work no
matter what and guarantee them a certain amount no matter how
many dates they played: number one, that would be a bad busi-
ness move, and number two, if that was true, then if anybody's
really supporting these acts, I would be the first one in line to
take that honor.

Well, this has not been my approach from the beginning. My
approach has been one of, if I feel an artist has something to
offer today, as well as yesterday, and they did create some direc-
tion in the music industry, I go beyond just putting a group
together for one night then sending them back to whatever they
were doing. My approach is not only to give them one shot but to
give them work on a continuing basis. If anyone is capitalizing
on anything it's one with the approach of piecing an act together
for one night, dusting them off, putting them back on stage again,
and then sending them back to the 9 to 5 job or something. That's
not creating a national movement in music that's going to con-
tinually recognize a great talent.

But the only thing that makes an act in this business, whether
it's from '50s, '60s or '70s, is the audience. So, if I do replay
Bill Haley three or four times in New York, it's because the de-
mand is there. But let's not forget that over the last past two -and -
a -half years I've presented over 50 acts from the '50s, including
some that had one record or no record, like the Persuasions or
Sha Na Na. It hasn't been just the nationally recognized acts.
It's been the Cleftones, and it's been Shirley and Lee, and it's
been Gene Vincent. If you analyze any show I've put together,
Volumes 1 through 9 at Madison Square Garden, it's not a parade
of groups-every act that's on represents a different form of

FESTIVAL REVIEW

Newport, New York

 NEW YORK-"Jazz' is a
very broad term. This was
proven by George Wein's latest
Newport Jazz Festival held in
New York for nine days. There
was so much music, all of it
different, that it's difficult to
package it into the term "Jazz."

The festival had its prob-
lems, but my first comments
will be on those performances
I attended. I attended four of
the many shows.

1. Columbia's Miles Davis
never showed up (I'll discuss
that later), but in his place
was a most pleasant surprise,
Freddie Hubbard, a CTI re-
cording artist. The tall, good-
looking trumpet player raised
the excitement level of the au-
dience brought down by Miles
Davis' absence. This perform-
ance was definitely a plus for
the sales of his album, "First
Light."

Also on the bill was Sonny
Rollins, a saxophonist from
standard jazz days, who brought
out an initial diversty by mov-
ing back and forth across the
stage in front of three micro-
phones, giving a coming and
going effect to his sax. But the
Milestone recording artist be-
came monotonous after a while,
and the applause died to a po-
lite level.

2. In the same day I saw a
most amazing combination of
music. Charlie Mingus (Colum-

bia) played first wth an or-
chestra full of top jazz musi-
cians. But, as Charlie said, it
was just a practice session, and
it seemed that way. The music
and the potential was there, it
just wasn't rehearsed and used.

After Charlie came Ornette
Coleman (Columbia) who set a
milestone for jazz by perform-
ing his recent work "Skies Of
America" with the American
Symphony Orchestra, conduct-
ed by Leon Thompson. Phil-
harmonic Hall at Lincoln Cen-
ter was the perfect setting to
preview this work which exem-
plified the contrast between the
quartet's improvisational jazz
and the sweeping melodies of
the orchestra. "Skies Of Amer-
ica" is a piece that deserves
the recogniton of any other ma-
jor work and is also an album
which should be owned by all
music appreciators.

3. Columbia's John Mc-
Laughlin, Oscar Peterson and
Capitol's Cannonball Adderly
highlighted this Carnegie Hall
show. Cannonball's group is
very good, with almost all the
material coming off "Soul
Zodiac," the group's new album.

Oscar Peterson hasn't been
in New York for years-always
canceling because of sickness.
He was superb. The audience
was very mixed, but everyone
was able to appreciate the tal-
ent and reacted with standing
applause at every number

 NEW YORK-Joe Tex' "I
Gotcha," Mercury's all-time
r&b sales leader (released on
its Dial label), has just passed
the two -million mark in sales.
Charles Fach, Vice President
of Mercury, has taken this oc-
casion to announce the sign-
ing of three more r&b veterans,

Don Covav, Aaron Neville, and
Willy Hightower, as well as the
signing of a newcomer, Chuck
Hobbs.

Covay

Covay has been hailed as an
r&b giant and rock&roll pio-
neer by musicians from Mick
Jagger to the J. Geils Band's
Peter Wolf. He has been tre-
mendously influential as a
singer (Jagger, Wolf, and Van
Morrison all owe him a debt),
as a songwriter (his songs have
been recorded by the Stones,
Aretha Franklin, etc.), and as
one of the first complete art-
ists (he has long written and
produced himself). The first
Covay single for Mercury is
the self -penned, self -produced
"Overtime Man."

Neville

Aaron Neville has scored
with hit singles several times
over the years, but he's best
known for the classic "Tell It
Like It Is." Neville came to the
company through the efforts of
Marshall Sehorn, the New
Orleans -based producer and
partner of Allen Toussaint in
Sansu Enterprises. Neville's
first Mercury single was pro-
duced in Charlotte, North Car-
olina by Toussaint.

Hightower

Willy Hightower can claim a
string of r&b regional hits; his
version of "If I Had A Ham-
mer" sold a half million just in
the South. The Hightower ses-
sions in Atlanta were presided
over by famed producer Chips
Moman.

Chuck Hobbs may be a new
artist, but he comes to Mercury
by way of Mitchell Maloff's
Malaco Studios of Jackson, Mis-
sissippi, which brought forth
King Floyd's "Groove Me" and
jean Knight's "Mr, Big Stuff."
Maloff produced the Hobbs sin-
gle for Mercury.

Just a few months ago, Joe
Tex made his attempt to get
back on the charts, and the
enormous success of his come-
back single testifies to Tex'
continued greatness. Mercury
believes that Covay, Neville,
and Hightower can duplicate
the Tex success story.

Bread. Many people feel that this will be one
of their biggest records. The comment has been
made that the ending of the record is simply
fantastic. This group is going to be around
for a long time.

We have been telling you for some time about
the Sammi Smith. We felt that Nashville's
Kris Kristofferson had definitely written another
hit song "I've Got To Have You." This week it
jumped 14-9 at KOMA Oklahoma City and to
#17 at WIFE. It just went on KJR and WMAK,
and should be well on its way now.

Hot Butter. This record has been coming along
the hard way for some time.

Ear pick of the week: "Benedictus" by

The Strawbs. Upstate Pennsylvania action plus
air play at WMMR-FM and WIBG are moving singles
and albums in the Philadelphia market. We had
the pleasure of seeing this group at the Main
Point in Bryn Mawr, Pennsylvania. We are
convinced that this record is a hit.

Records can break anywhere. The Hippopotamus
Discotheque in New York City had a lot to do with
starting "Outa Space" for Billy Preston.
The hottest record there now is "Scuffle,"
Mother Night on Columbia. This group was the
opening act at the Pocono Mountains Music
Festival and got the headline story in the
New York Times. We have a feeling that dee jay
Frankie Crocker will get it kicking in New York,
and that it can become a big dance record this
summer. We think the Columbia field force will
get behind it and make it go the same way
Herb Gordon and the Paramount field force got
behind The Crusaders (which was also a big hit
at the Hippopotamus).

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About The New
Bill Evans Album
 NEW YORK-The collabora-
tion between pianist Bill Evans
and composer -conductor George
Russell which resulted in
Evans' newest album, the ex-
tended work "Living Time,"
was decidedly more than a
group of studio musicians com-
ing down for a Thursday eve-
ning to play a few changes for
background music for a soloist.

Granted, Evans, playing the
Fender Rhodes and the Stein-
way Grand, was the soloist for
the date, but what went on be-
tween pianist and his orchestra
was of a far more serious na-
ture. The band playing behind
him-including musicians like
Tony Williams, Joe Henderson,
Sam Rivers and Ron Carter-
was working on some intricate
time charts, so complex that
conductor Russell required an
assistant to help with his
chores.

Evans' Role

Evans, in the center, had a
role which was not totally dis-
similar to that of a soloist in
a classical or romantic piano
concerto. The differences were
that the nature of Evans' play-
ing was improvisational, and
his role as pianist was not sim-
ply a case of virtuosity for
virtuosity's sake. At times,
Evans would play alone, other
times in a trio (with bassist
Eddie Gomez and drummer
Marty Morell), and other times
with the full ensemble.

The session marked a special
reunion for Russell and Evans;
it was in 1955, when Evans was
doing postgraduate work at
Mannes College, that he first
recorded with Russell. One of
those efforts, "All About
Rosie." marked the turning
point in Bill's career; his solo
on the recording establishing
him as one of the finest young
pianist talents of the day.

Terry, McGhee To
Cut Im'press Album

The
proceedings were kicked off with a party on
June 26 with many of Cobblestone's artists

Michael Cuscuna appearing. Then for this entire month, a dif-
ferent pair of groups on the label will appear at the club. The
musicians include Earl and Carl Grubb's The Visitors, Pat Mar-
tino and Eric Kloss, Steve Kuhn, Ruth Brown, Harold Ousley,
Cedar Walton, Jimmy Heath and others.

The Jerry Newman estate has announced that Onyx Records,
under the direction of producer Don Schlitten, will release to the
public the Jerry Newman Collection of privately recorded 1941
Harlem material in a series of albums. Among the artists in the
first release will be Thelonious Monk, Art Tatum, Roy Eldridge,
Kenny Clarke and Charlie Christian. The first volume will be re-
leased in the fall.

Prestige has released its second batch of double record reissues.
The most exciting album is not a reissue at all. "Jug & Dodo"
(Prestige 24021) is a never before issued 1962 Chicago session
with the great tenor saxophonist Gene Ammons and pianist Dodo
Marmarosa.

"The Source" (24017) by King Pleasure combines his classic
Prestige album with Jon Hendricks and Betty Carter with the
very rare album that he made on HiFi Jazz label. John Coltrane's
"More Lasting Than Bronze" (24014) couples his "Lush Life" and
"Coltrane" albums on Prestige.

"Clifford Brown In Paris" (24020) combines three albums by
the trumpet giant all recorded in Paris in 1953. The sessions
find him in quartet, sextet and big band settings with some of
France's finest musicians. "Gerry Mulligan/Chet Baker" (24016)
features material from their classic quartet's Fantasy record-
ings of 1952, as well as some earlier Mulligan material and some
Chet Baker quintet recordings from 1965 on Prestige. Though
the package spans a great deal of time, it holds together and
shows off the two musicians beautifully.

"James Moody" (24015) and "Stan Getz" (24019) assemble
various tracks from the many sessions that both artists did for
Prestige. The Getz set includes a Getz -Cal Tjader collaboration
that first appeared on Fantasy.

Miles Davis' "Tallest Trees" (24012) includes tracks from his
"Blue Haze" album as well as the complete sessions with Milt
Jackson and Sonny Rollins that produced "Bags Groove" and
"Miles and the Modern Jazz Giants."

On the commercial side, "Rock Candy" (24013) by Jack McDuff
features the organist, not only with his regular quartet from
the Prestige days, but with an array of jazz personalities includ-
ing Kenny Burrell, Gene Ammons, Harold Vick and others. "Afro -
Roots" (24018) represents Mongo Santamaria's earliest and pos-
sibly best days. Willie Bobo, Paul Horn, Cal Tjader, Vince Guar-
aldi and Emil Richards are among the many sidemen.

 NEW YORK-While the re-
cent weather would seem to in-
dicate that summer is not yet
upon us, summer has already
come to the campuses. More
colleges and college stations
are off the air this year, it ap-
pears, than in any other year.
With the closing of many col-
leges, there are fewer campus
appearances and campus tours.
There are fewer charts, fewer
station reports, fewer stories.

That con-
cert, arranged by college pro-
motion people Kate Buckley
(who recently left CBS) and
Frank Shargo, gained the com-
pany much exposure and air-
play. Columbia spent a lot of
money on the Loggins/Mes-
sina/Bromberg concert, but in
terms of the response they re-
ceived and the continued air -

play of their albums and sin-
gles at the college radio level,
most feel the company got its
money's worth.

A number of other labels be-
lieve it was a successful pro-
motion, though, because they
have indicated their interest in
having their artists appear at
conferences in the future.

The other label that experi-

enced success with the idea was
Elektra, who presented both
Harry Chapin and Carol Hall at
the WAYN/Wayne State Con-
ference in Detroit. The label's
campus promotion head, Bob
Brownstein, has also indicated
that he felt the appearance of
the artists gained them valu-
able exposure. The albums of
these two artists also gained
additional exposure on college
stations in the Detroit area, and
on stations whose delegates at-
tended the Conference.

One other company is at-
tempting the same thing-
United Artists Records. Accord-
ing to Martin Cerf, Creative
Services Director for the label,
they are putting together a tour
of acoustic UA artists that will
visit approximately 10 major
campuses to provide free con-
certs.

The special promotion con-
cert is just one means that
record labels are using to ex-
ploit their new artists.

rock & roll music. The chemistry is what's important, and that's
why, when I approach the Rock & Roll Revival, every show is a
brand new show.

RW: What has been your experience with groups claiming a
certain name but not having the original members that made the
name famous?

Nader: I don't think it's new-it brings us back to the Ink
Spots. What I disapprove of is finding one member of a past group
and adding three people to it and saying this is the group. To
me, that's a fraud, and I get approached every week by groups
who aren't who they say they are just to get the recognition of
being on the Rock & Roll Revival. I fight against that because
I've been taken in two different instances and its unfortunate
in this industry that we don't have the protection we should have
without an act going through a lot of legal hassles and dollars
to protect their name. But the counterfeiting goes on beyond the
acts to the Rock & Roll Revival name. That name did not exist
to mean anything prior to 1969 when we put together the first
show. Hundreds of thousands of dollars went into promoting
those words. I own this name-it's copyrighted and trademarked.
Yet I run into situations where people try to capitalize on the
name. There are hundreds of these kinds of shows, and I hope
they're all good because competition is healthy. But when some-
one steals not only your concept but your name, that's the kind
of thing that really gets me.

The
new deal, recently finalized by Dallon, was announced by their
international manager Jan Olafson this week, and the first release
will be their latest Stateside hit, "In A Broken Dream" by Python
Lee Jackson on August 4. Other singles already scheduled are by
Mac and Katie Kissoon, Apollo 100, Don Fardon, and Steve and
Bonnie. Young Blood will introduce a new logo for the relaunch
with CBS, and in addition a new label, Birth, will represent
Dallon's attempt to break into the album market coinciding with
his own BIRTHday in August. Initial Birth signings are Christine
Hardwood and Julian J. Savarin, both albums being co -produced
by Dallon. In the current expansion of his organization he is also
seeking an international liaison executive as well as a new promo-
tion manager, following the departure of Jeff Grimes to WEA.

CBS opened their new studios in fine style with a party hosted
by deputy managing director Maurice Oberstein. The highly
sophisticated complex is ideally situated in Whitfield Street, in
the heart of the west -end of London, and will be managed by
CBS' Reg Warberton.

WEA had an active week commencing with the signing of top
British soloist Georgie Fame to a worldwide recording contract
for his future releases to be on the Warner Brothers label. He
"kicks off" on June 30 with a single, followed by an album on July
14. Meanwhile WEA characteristically presented the Alice Cooper
show to us in a highly imaginative manner. The main feature of
the presentation was a reception held at Chessington Zoo, South
London, at which Cooper's sounds were heard in a traditional
circus tent, in the midst of animal cages. As if this was insuf-
ficient, they also mounted a huge billboard display on a truck
which was driven around town advertising the last ever perform-
ance of "Killer" at Wembley. The company has also launched a
sales campaign for newly -released jazz albums, to be named
"Heavy and Alive Promotion," by Dave Brubeck and Gerry
Mulligan, Herbie Mann, Roland Kirk, and the Modern Jazz
Quartet, as well as several others.

Laurence Myers has announced the launching of Arcade Rec-
ords which debutes with "Twenty Fantastic Hits By The Original
Artists." Myers plans a similar campaign to that undertaken by
X -Tel Records, who topped the album charts recently with their
"Twenty Dynamic Hits," consisting of concentrated TV advertis-
ing over an eight -week period. Artists featured on the Arcade
record include Rod Stewart, the Osmonds, Melanie, Slade, the
Bee Gees, the New Seekers and the Delfonics.

EMI opened their new four million pound production and dis-
tribution centre in Hayes, with a visit by Marc Bolan. The new
plant has been designed to cope with further expansion by EMI,

Michael Brown's Stories
 NEW YORK - During the
crazy days of the late sixties,
rock groups began discovering
that it wasn't all love, peace
and happiness. The rigors of
touring, ego problems and lack
of funds forced arguments, per-
sonnel changes and eventually,
oblivion. Break-ups spread al-
most like an infectious disease.
Few groups were immune.

One of the groups that failed
the immunity test was the Left
Banke. In fact, they ceased al-
most as fast as they began. The
group was formed in 1966, ob-
tained a recording contract
from Mercury, released their
first single, "Walk Away
Renee," watched it race up the
charts (to number 2), almost
cashed in with a follow-up
single, "Pretty Ballerina," lost
leader Michael Brown, fell
apart and broke up. That kind
of makes a prophet out of the
man who said, "here today, gone
tomorrow."

Brown, now the leader of
Kama Sutra recording group
Stories, recently visited Record
World to explain basically how
the new group evolved. "After
I left the Left Banke, I found it
unable to function without a
singer, so until 1971, you could
say I went through some trying
times. I then signed with Bud-
dah as an instrumental artist,
recorded two songs that didnt
come out. I was caught in the
grip of a self-imposed pressure
to succeed."

A singer by the name of Ian
Lloyd got together with Brown,
and Michael began writing

Michael Brown

songs for Lloyd's style. Brown
explains, "since nothing was
happening, we thought it best
to form a group and thereby
attack the problem from an-
other direction. Ian and I made
some cheap demos, and sud-
denly everyone at Buddah start-
ing liking what we were doing."

The result is a good first al-
bum, a single "I'm Comin'
Home, "which lindidentally looks
like a solid hit, and eventually,
a new lease on someone's musi-
cal life. So the story goes.

Weather Report fulfilled ev-
eryone's expectations by being
superb. Their new album is
called "I Sing The Body Elec-
tric." Tony Williams' new
group played its preview per-
formance. In addition to an
electric piano, guitar, organ,
bass and drums, they had a
female singer. Unfortunately, I
feel she didn't quite seem to
fit in with the group. She be-
came more of an attraction
because of her beauty and her
dancing, than part of the mu-
sic with her singing. Despite
this, Tony's new group was
tight. It was obvious much
thinking had gone into the
preparation of this music. I
think this group of musicians
is one of the tops in this field
of music.

All the shows I saw were
good, and some acts were great.
But I feel I cannot just pass
off the Festival with no com-
mentary. About Miles Davis:
according to the New York
Times, he never even agreed to
play, and his appearance had
been illegally advertised.

George Wein's reaction to his
not showing up, calling him
"the Bobby Fischer of Jazz"
was unwarranted. I feel it was
not necessary to approach the
situation as though the fault
was with Miles. I'm sure there
were problems on both sides,
but Wein's unpopularity with
the young public was only in-
creased by degrading a musi-
cian the audience came to see.

Secondly, the lack of profes-
sionalism in the production of
the festival was evident. The
people in charge of the sound
system left it up to the musi-
cians to compensate for the
poor quality in balancing the
sound. How some of the musi-
cians even consented to play
with such poor quality still
amazes me. This festival turned
out to be promoted instead of
produced, a fault found in al-
most all concerts presented
today.

The festival was a plus not
only for the preservation of
standard jazz and the birth of
contemporary -progressive jazz,
but also for the cultural level
of New York City, which is dy-
ing fast. The Newport Festival
has found a home in New York
City, let's hope they learn from
this year's mistakes.
