Port Jervis

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NAB To FCC: 

Ignore Garbage 
WASHINGTON - The Na- 

tional Association of Broadcast- 
ers urged the Federal Commu- 
nications Commission today to 
ignore as "regulatory garbage" 
a series of proposals by Friends 
of the Earth that would broad- 
en the rules on sponsor 
identification. 

In reply comments filed by 
John B. Summers, its general 
counsel, the Association said 
the FOE proposal should be 
disregarded as "unresponsive 
to the concerns of this rule - 
making proceeding" and as an 
"invitation to the Commission 
to overstep its proper juris- 
diction." 

Essentially, the Commission 
has asked for comments on 
ways to provide a clearer on - 
air identification of individuals 
or groups paying for material 
broadcast, a simpler listing of 
officers of such groups, and a 
consolidation of existing rules 
into one set applying to all 
broadcast services. 

NAB said that FOE appears 
to be using "the outermost di- 
mensions of the Commission's 
inquiry merely as a starting 
point for its own recommenda- 
tions for substantial amend- 
ments" ranging from identi- 
fication requirements for ma- 
terial provided by government 
for a bona fide news program 
to making all material available 
for public inspection. 

Morrison Seeks 
Consumer Protection

rison has asked for legal con- 
sumer protection in the recent 
repackaged London/Parrot Rec- 
ords Bonus 2 record set titled

1 TO 1: The World Of Imagine 
NEW YORK - Geraldo Ri- 

vera, Eyewitness newscaster 
turned concert producer, stood on 
stage at Madison Square Garden, 
facing upwards of 20,000 people 
and said: "Something very his- 
toric is going to happen here 
aside from the significance of the 
event." I didn't exactly know 
what to make of that statement, 
but it was worth writing down. 

And then, all of a sudden Ri- 
vera's mild overstatement be- 
came somewhat clearer. He told 
about the first time Eyewitness 
News sent him to Willowbrook, 
the now -famous horror house for 
mentally retarded children. "I 
was there with this short, sweet 
lady." His voice filled with emo- 
tion. "We saw horror and couldn't 
believe how conditions like this 
could exist. At that instant we 
both knew and understood that 
the world must be made aware of 
this frightening place." Then Ri- 
vera spun around and screamed, 
"That woman was Mrs. George 
McGovern." The house lights 
came up. The wife of the Demo- 
cratic Presidential candidate 
stood to a tumultuous ovation. 
We knew immediately who had 
the charisma in the McGovern 
family. What a ploy! Historic, 
and yet, even a great deal signi- 
ficant. It probably wasn't even 
planned. 

Music Makes It 

Politics aside, the evening (30) 
was eventful because four head- 
line acts put on a whale of a 
show. Sha Na Na, New York's 
answer to the Amboy Dukes, 
zinged through the raunchy fif- 
ties precisely the way they do 
every gig, and received a stand- 
ing ovation for it. Stevie Wonder 
seemed to cook more than he did 
during the Rolling Stones con- 
certs, but, as was the case before, 
the audience does not know how 
to react to Wonder's attempts at 
free form. He didn't get an en- 
core, since the audience was too 
spaced out by his finale. Roberta 
Flack was next, and even 
though her set dragged a bit, 
numbers like "The First Time 

17th Gold For Andy

The headline act was, of 
course, John & Yoko with Ele- 
phants Memory. Who, better 
than Lennon, should appear at a 
New York benefit concert? He 
reportedly donated not only his 
services, but $60,000 from the 
piggy bank. Now, think of the 
embarrassment a smart -ass 
judge must face, if he is to im- 
pose deportation sentencing 
against the former Beatle. No 
way. 

Bronstein Best 

The music was undeniably 
rock and roll, with Lennon pick- 
ing excellent post -Beatle mate- 
rial. For obvious reasons "Imag- 
ine" was a highlight, but "Wom- 
an Is The Nigger Of The World" 
was far and away the best per- 
formed song. John reached no 
further back than "Come To- 
gether," save for a glowing trib- 
ute to Elvis with "Hound Dog." 
Yoko's vocals remain Yoko's vo- 
cals. The audience still fails to 
comprehend or appreciate her 
style, for there will always be a 
thin line between "ahead of its 
time" and nonsense. For the 
most part Yoko's songs were 
saved by the fantastic blowing 
of Stan Bronstein, easily the 
best rock and roll sax player I've 
ever seen. He is the nucleus of 
the band and it shows. 

In this case Lennon's world 
of Imagine parallels Rivera's 
world. The newscaster must be 
highly complimented for bring- 
ing the horrors of Willowbrook 
to the attention of the public. 
As a producer, he has much to 
learn about pacing, stage patter 
and the all around running of a 
show. And those rumors keep 
persisting that Columbia will 
sign him. Now to you, Ahmet.

groups can claim the distinction 
of being signed to a major rec- 
ord label on merits of their al- 
bum alone. Such is the case with 
Columbia Records newest addi- 
tion to their rock roster, Gen- 
tle Giant.

Phil Walden: 

Zn Macon They Leave You Alone 
By John Gibson 

Walden's primary association, 
at least in his early days, was 
with Rhythm and Blues acts and 
music. Operating out of Macon 
he has handled Percy Sledge, 
Tony Joe White, The Allman 
Brothers, Otis Redding and 
many more. 

In the following Dialogue 
Walden talked about his label, 
Capricorn Records, his associa- 
tions with Otis Redding and The 
Allman, and his ideas on man- 
agement. 

RW: Could you describe your musical 
to what is called progressive rock? 

PW: We had plans to start a studio, but when Otis died it 
set us all back emotionally. He was very very close, hell of a 
lot more than a client. So a few months after that we built the 
studio and Jerry Wexler approached me about starting a label, 
basically to cut r&b singles. I was not particularly delighted, 

didn't want a record company. The prospects of running one 
didn't thrill me, I just wanted to be a manager, manage a bunch 
of people, and didn't really want to get involved on an emotional 
level with another artist like I had been with Otis. But then we 
went ahead, and we cut some r&b singles but it just wasn't hap- 
pening. I couldn't find the guy that would create the same type 
of excitement in the studio as Otis. I had been spoiled by this total 
artist who went in and arranged, produced, wrote and sang. He 
could do everything. Everything else seemed a little shallow 
after him, as far as what was happening in r&b I decided that 
I'd like to get involved with some contemporary rock things, so 
I signed Tony Joe White, and not too long after I got involved 
with Rick Hall and the Allmans. 

RW: Did the Allman Brothers start off doing well in the South? 
PW: The Allman Brothers Band rehearsed about a year in 

Macon, did a few small jobs, a college date here and there. It 
was really strange because everybody wanted them to play dance 
music. There were no progressive rock groups, if you want to call 
them that, at that time in the south. The closest thing to rock 
was the Classics IV playing "Traces." You know what I mean? 
The south was just not into that element of music. So there wasn't 
a lot of work available to them. They couldn't play too many dance 
tunes. 

RW: How did the band react when Allman died? 
'RW: Everybody was just totally stunned. There was a question 

in everybody's mind of how or what to do. There was never any 
doubt in my mind whether they could continue musically or not. 
Individually they were very, very strong. It was a question of 
whether they could handle it emotionally. I was in Bimini and I 
flew back and once we got together, sat down and talked about 
it, we made a decision to continue and not try to replace him.

changeover from r&b 

"There are more good record companies 
than there are good managers." 

RW: Does most of your time involve the label or management? 
PW: It's divided btween the two. Depends on what needs to 

be done at the moment. I really think that with the type of label 
that we have, (basically Capricorn Records represents our musical 
tastes in the same way in the early days Atlantic Records repre- 

sented the tastes of Ahmet Ertegun and Jerry Wexler), we can 
sign acts that we like and we feel are valid musically. Not so much 
if a guy can do four tumblesaults and come up with his guitar 
over his head. We've never been into signing that type of theat- 
rical group. We've always tried to sign valid musical groups. We 
like to listen to our music. 

RW: How does management figure in now? 
PW: I think management is a very key factor in breaking a 

group, and I honestly don't think there are that many good 
managers around. That's a very easy title for somebody to pick 
up. A guy walks in and says I'm a manager. He was a used car 
salesman yesterday and manager today. How did it happen? Does 
he know what to do? Is he a manager or is he a go -for? Anybody 
can answer a telephone, but can he actually get the whole thing 
in motion, make the whole thing work? I think too many managers 
get involved with some set formula. They might say 'Ok I've got 
the Allman Brothers and I'll turn around and do the same thing 
with Captain Beyond that I did with the Allman Brothers, I'll 
use the same steps. I don't think that works. I think you end 
up with a lot of Allman Brothers and you don't end up with any 
Captain Beyond. Everything has to be approached considering 
the personality of the group, the personnel of the group, and the 
music of the group. They all vary. A lot of people forget that 
we're dealing with human beings and personalities instead of 
product, as they call it. It's product this and product that; it's 
people. Personalities. I think a lot of record companies and a 
lot of managers miss that. The management of a lot of our artists 
is instrumental in making them successful record acts. We do 
have acts on Capricorn that aren't managed by us, but that 
would never be a determining factor in signing them to Capri- 
corn. I'd love to meet an act with a great manager. I'm not try- 
ing to sign the world, a lot of times I sign a group to manage- 
ment out of necessity, to prevent some guy from getting in- 
volved, some guy that's inadequate. Unfortunately, there's not 
a school for this type of thng. 

RW: Except doing it? 
PW: Yeah, and doing it with the proper persepective. It's really 

hard to say what is right and what is wrong. There aren't too 
many good managers. There are more good record companies 
than are good managers. 

R & b Packages 
RW:__What did you have to do as a manager for Otis Redding? 
PW: Otis Redding played the r&b circuit for years. He was 

far less than an overnight sensation. I think we did a number of 
things that became very important. We were the first ones to 
package r&b shows. I would never let Otis go to Europe. We 
turned down endless tours, until the day came that he could 
take his band, and actually perform like he should. The selection 
of venues for him was very important. The gamble of going to the 
Monterey Pop Festival, which nobody knew for no money did a 
lot to turn around a lot of factors in his career. 

RW: You considered it at that time a gamble? 
PW: Yeah. We came under a lot of criticism because we were 

going to do it. And after we got there, this wave of psychedelic 
bands was going on and I said 'holy shit, we might have really 
fucked up.' Here's everybody up there with wah wah pedals and 
fuzz tone, everything's going crazy in psychedelia, there were 
all these white blues bands. I thought maybe I'd screwed up a 
little bit. But when he walked on the stage and said `shake' it 
was all over. That was not, by the way, a particularly good set. 
It was a fair set. 

RW: But those people had never seen that before? 
PW: Probably true. I think too it stripped away all the pre- 

tention of the thing. When he came out he put it down to one to 
one. Bam he hit you in the face with it and you either liked it

or you didn't. The other stuff had a way of confusing you with 
a lot of things. I really thought Jimi Hendrix was horrible when 
I saw him. Lighting his guitar, beating the thing, I thought 
'how can this be music?' Everybody said he's going to be mon- 
strous, but I said I'd have to wait to see it. I thought it was 
horrible. I thought Janis Joplin was good, she excited me, she 
seemed real. Hendrix I thought was, well I just couldn't believe 
that. Otis came on right behind the Jefferson Airplane, and we 
left the next morning and drove down to L.A., decided we'd drive 
down the coast, and I was just about flower -child -ed out. So we 
decided we'd leave, we were tired of lovin' an peacin' it, and we 
needed L.A. for a little excitement. Got down there and picked 
up the L.A. Times and I said `Here's an article on that festival 
thing.' Wham there it was, that he (Otis) was sensational . . . 

RW: That was Pete Johnson's story? 
PW: Yeah, and the next week Time magazine, and that had 

a real effect on his career. But there were other things that were 
important. He was the first black artist to go out and own his 
r&b packages. That had never been done before. It was always 
some fat cat sitting behind a desk with a cigar that owned 
everything. But Otis owned his publishing, owned his tours. 
We got rid of some of those fat cats with the cigars. 

RW: Was Otis a very knowledgeable businessman? 
PW: Not particularly. He listened very well, an incredible 

ability to listen. He was a very bright cat, though he wasn't 
very educated. He never took into consideration what a big act 
he was. I remember opening up the Esquire with that two page 
color photograph of him, and I showed it to him and he said 
`Jesus Christ, what are they trying to do? Cut their circulation?' 
When Melody Maker ran that poll and said he was number one, 
he said he was flattered but found it difficult to believe that he 
was bigger than Elvis Presley. 

RW: We heard a story about Percy Sledge on the road in the 
south that somewhere a sheriff saw these two cars with all these 
black guys and one white guy and he pulled them over and made 
them do a set on the side of the road. 

PW: I heard about that. That was in Mississippi. I wouldn't 
doubt that it happened. In Mississippi I wouldn't doubt too damn 
much. I've never been to Mississippi and don't anticipate going 
to Mississippi. Strangely enough r&b acts have always made the 
bulk of their money in the south. I think r&b music had a hell 
of a lot to do with turning the south around so far as race 
relations are concerned. 

"These things that are fabricated by 
managers and record companies, hell, 

they don't last." 

RW: Are you saying that those r&b tours perform mostly 
for white audiences? 

PW: No, but toward the peak of it, at least on the Otis Red- 
ding tours, there would be a good 50-50 division between white and 
black. It brought people together for the first time, basically. That's 
the damn problem. I don't think the south is basically racist; it's 
just that there was very little communication. If this guy lives 
on that side of town and that guy lives on the other, and you 
don't talk, it's very easy to hate each other. When they get to- 
gether and talk, have a good time and listen to music, find a 
common interest, it makes hating kind of harder. I think music 
had a lot to do with that in the south. I can remember when 
I had a choice of either staying by myself in a white motel, or 
saying, as they call it, `colored motels,' with the artist. I always 
stayed with the artists. 

RW: Do you feel there's any element of isolation in being 
where you are? 

PW: No. But if there is, it's probably the part I enjoy most. 
It gives you a chance to get way and look from the outside, so 
to speak. I don't really enjoy things like Martoni's to tell you

LOS ANGELES - Neil Dia- 

mond's week-long stand at the 
Greek Theater was a stunner 
from various points of view.

The sets are in the 
Tom O'Horgan genre, large 
moving pieces, ones that can be 
set in motion to enhance dra- 
matic effect where needed. 
Lighting also figures in largely, 
with extremes from flooding 
the audience with light to the 
comparatively small focus of 
his hand (in "Brother Love's 
Traveling Salvation Show"). 

Aside from Diamond's songs 
and his performance, the sin- 
gularly most impressive aspect 
of the show was the sound. The 
ampitheater was set up in a 
complex system of speakers for 
quad, and it was el perfecto. 
Even the people in the very 
back rows got just incredible 
sound, with all the nuance and 
fine points that musicians are 
so frequently frustrated over 
when they can't get. You could 
not only hear the strings and 
Diamond's voice, but every little 
pick on an acoustic guitar, 
every ting on the cymbals. 

Diamond himself was in fine 
shape for his singing. He goes 
through his material with the 
dramatics and the stage pres- 
ence of a veteran actor, which, 
by and large, is what his ma- 
terial calls for. His singing, 
especially with the sound sys- 
tem, sounded like studio final 
takes, the phrasing carefully 
executed, the power in his voice 
loose and raw when he wanted 
it to be. He has an excellent 
band behind him, and the show 
is a jewel. More than anything, 
though, this show is a fore- 
shadowing of Diamond's future: 
a rich, resplendent attitude and 
stance in his entertaining.

Flavio Cavalcanti, the Bra- 
zilian Steve Allen (entertainer 
of TV programs taking 6 hours 
period) is at present in Europe, 
on vacation and at the same 
time watching and studying the 
best concerning TV programs. 
He promised in his return, to 
organize a pop music festival, 
in the style of San Remo Festi- 
val, this last one already de- 
clining. 

And persist the irregular 
sales of cassettes "pirate trade" 
in the record stores, what 
brings disadvantages to com- 
posers and singers, not talking 
about the problems to the re- 
cording companies. And the 
law? Well, now ... 

Martinha, the excellent Bra- 
zilian romantic singer is always 
travelling in tournées around 
Latin America where her rec- 
ords (Copacabana) have easy 
sales. Martinha was classified 
by ACE (Associaçäo de Cronis- 
tas Especializados) from New 
York, as the "better composer/ 
singer of Latin America." At 
this time she must be in Spain 
for performances In TVs and 

night clubs. 
Demonstrating once more to 

be the most listened radio sta- 
tion by the teenagers, Radio Di- 
fusora de Säo Paulo, under the 
management of Cayon Gadia, 
who receives the more recent 
pop releasings in the States, 
gave me a list of the records 
in evidence in its program "Jet 
Music," which are the follow- 
ing: 

SAO PAULO - In phase of

pany, the artist and the writer. 
It is also exposure for catalog 
artists and could re-create in- 
terest in the artists. "It could 
mean a whole new career for a 
cool artist," Dempster says. 

The economics for the situa- 
tion, however, are not carbon 
copies of what current sellers 
can expect. Because the biggest 
budget item is buying TV time, 
the publishing is usually special- 
ly negotiated, and the same with 
the artist's royalty. Wholesale 
prices on these kinds of items 
are usually around $1. 

"It should never be your prime 
business," Dempster points out. 
"But frequently a special mar- 
ket can create more profit dol- 
lars than other departments. It 
is crucially important, though, 
to have both current sellers and 
catalog." 

One of the secondary functions 
of this kind of department is to 
create manufacturing business. 
"We are actively going after 
custom pressing, and tape dupli- 
cating," says Dempster. 

Special Marketing of this type 
is not new, but Dempster points 
out that it's not widely utilized. 
Capitol, RCA, Columbia, "and 
now MCA" have established 
special marketing techniques. 
"I'ts our hope," says Dempster, 
"to handle this for other labels 
as well." 

Dempster says MCA has be- 
gun six major projects already, 
and he has begun talking to a 
major television marketing 
firm, K -Tel, which is the 21st 
major TV time buyer in the U.S., 
Tampa Marketing, Cimco, and 
others.

the truth. That kind of gets away from what music is about. 
The social aspects of the music business sometimes bores the 
hell out of me. 

RW: For all the trends that are associated with the south, 
Macon isn't exactly one of them. People talk about Memphis, 
Nashville, Muscle Shoals, yet you've had your fingers in all 
those different pies. 

PW: The problem is that the music communities of Memphis 
and Muscle Shoals could never become acclimated to the type 
of thing that we are currently doing. They have always been 
oriented to singles. We decided in the early days of Capricorn 
that we were going to basically try to pursue the album market, 
create album artists, which is not the easiest thing in the world 
to do, particulary for a small company. You say, `alright we're 
going into the album business,' but that's a pretty expensive 
thing to do. Obviously it's cheaper to make singles. I just can't 
see that happening in Memphis and Muscle Shoals. They're 
acclimated another way, and maybe it's the isolation aspect of 
Macon that will allow us to create a new type thing. Macon 
doesn't have any musical history that we depend on, though 
there have been a lot of good singers out of there, but that's 
what they've been : Out of there. Little Richard, James Brown, 
Otis, Lena Horne are from there, but there wasn't any music 
business, so it allowed us to create it the way we wanted to. 

RW: You mentioned earlier your 'hero worship' of Atlantic. 
What made you decide last year sometime to leave Atlantic and 
take Capricorn to Warner Brothers? 

PW: Well I think they're outstanding companies, both Atlantic 
and Warners. I still have a great deal of admiration for Atlantic 
and still work closely with them on certain projects. But I felt 
that from the standpoint of what we wanted to do with Capri- 
corn that Warner Brothers offered a better avenue. Not so much 
that they can sell more albums than Atlantic, but a combination 
of a lot of things : Their personnel, their attitude toward Capri- 
corn, their belief in the basic ideas that we had and the direc- 
tion we wanted to go. It was a hard decision to make. And in a 
way we felt we needed to start a new day. We thought Warner 
Brothers offered that chance. 

RW: Do you consider yourself out of the r&b business? 
PW: No. I love r&b. I think it's the best music made. 
RW: Is the r&b you hear today the same thing you started 

out with? 
PW: No. it's changed, changed substantially. I think there are 

some good r&b acts out here. Bobby Womack, Al Green. Hard to 
find the versatility that Otis Redding had though. One thing was 
up -tempo, another was a ballad. He came at you from all 
directions. 

RW: You mentioned you don't think you find people like that, 
they find you. Is that pretty much the way you work? Do you 
search people out? 

PW: Oh yeah. We always look. I don't think you can find talent. 
You can hear about something and go see it and maybe try to 
get involved. I think that happens, but I think when you go out 
saying to yourself 'I'm fixin' to find the next big act,' then you 
actually create or manufacture the act, rather than the artist 
actually being something that's more substantial than something 
you could create. Then it turns out that the band's got the man- 
ager's personality, or it becomes something like a Grand Funk 
that is shaped by somebody, rather than the group actually 
having a personality. I mean, who are these guys in Grand Funk? 
I've heard Terry Knight's name more than I've ever heard who 
the others are. Now, I've heard of 'em. Mark ... uh Mark some- 
thing, Don and Mel or something like that? But I think that 
basically the artist has got to be the creative force and these 
things that are fabricated by managers and record companies, 
hell, they don't last. It gets thin after a while if that artist 
doesn't have the ability or depth to create this music.
