Stylistics Everything at Avco;
Hugo, Luigi, Katzel Tell Why

By MIKE SIGMAN

® NEW YORK—The Stylistics
are not a new group, nor is
Avco Records a new label, But
this week has seen the fruits
of long efforts by both group
and label, as the Stylistics’
single “You Are Everything,”
already certified as a million
seller several weeks ago, be-
comesg their first top 10 record.
At the same time, the “Stylis-
tics” album moves into the
number 30 spot with a bullet,
thus confirming that this affair
with success is not about to
stop.

To get the story behind the
breaking of the Stylistics in the
pop market, Record World spoke
to Avco’s Hugo Peretti and
Luigi Creatore (better known
as Hugo and Luigi), Vice Presi-
dents and Chief Operating Of-
ficers of the label, and Bud
Katzel, Avco’s General Man-
ager. According to Luigi, who
sits across a large desk from
partner Hugo as he has for
many years, “about six months
ago we decided we were going
strongly into the r&b market
to find pop-oriented records.
‘You Are Everything’ is really
the culmination of those ef-
forts.”

Katzel explained the key fac-
tor in the huge pop success of
the record: “The pop orienta-
tion of this record is not acci-
dental. Last year we picked up
a master by the Stylistics in
Philadelphia. It was called
‘You’re a Big Girl Now.’ and we
thought this group should be
moved into the pop field, Hugo
and Luigi then decided that
the change that was needed was
to get Thom Bell as their pro-
ducer. With national distribu-
tion, the record was an r&b
hit.”

Hugo continued, “Their next
record, ‘Stop, Look and Listen,’
was even bigger, and rose high
on the pop charts. On the third
single, ‘You Are Everything/’
Avco had everything working.
Red Schwartz, a veteran promo-
tion man in both the r&b and
pop fields, joined the label and
helped give the record maxi-
mum exposure.”

The three execs also stressed
that the game plan that has
proven so successful with the
Stylistics will be used for other
label artists as well. In Luigi’s
words, “We now have a concept
for our label and a definite di-
rection. Our focus is on black
pop.” Toward this end, Avco
has picked up red hot Donny

Artie Ripp: Evolution of a Rock Mogul

By TONY LAWRENCE

B (Editor’s note: The following
concludes an exclusive two-part
interview held recently with
Artie Ripp, young veteran of the
music industry now President of
Family Records.)

[]

Record World: What was the
main thrust of Buddah’s early
success as a label?

Ripp: Buddah was incredibly
successful with singles but not
with having stars. The 1910
Fruitgum Company and the
Ohio Express were record stars
but not “in-person stars.” They
weren’t people you wanted to
read about. Then we signed
Melanie and she cut an album
I co-produced with Peter
Schekeryk. Basically, we thought it was going to take a long
time to break her so I took her to Europe and in eight months
she was the hottest female singer in Holland and France. In the
United Kingdom she was nothing. (Ironically, she sold out Albert
Hall there some months ago.)

Artie Ripp

Breaking Artists in Europe
Record World: What is the significance of breaking a new
artist in Europe?

Ripp: In some cases it’s easier to break an act there. You have
approximately 3000 pop stations in the U.S. and in England you
have BBC I, BBC II and Radio Luxembourg. At least if you're
shot down, you know you have nowhere to go. So now you have
to work the act and get people to go into the record stores with-
out getting the record played. The other advantage is that if you
do get on a station, you're really on that station. England, Holland,
Germany, France, Scandinavia and Japan are very hip musically.
Ilaving the right relationship with a licensing company is im-
portant, too, but they really should appreciate sending a new
artist over to try and break him. There are also a lot of clubs
over there—here they seem to be diminishing. You can’t make
the money there that you can make here. It took Melanie two
and a half years to make it here.

Record World: How have you watched Melanie change crea-
tively?

Ripp: She’s grown a great deal and still has a great deal of
growth left. Melanie is a woman-child and “Brand New Key” is
the child side of her. Maybe “A Little Bit of Me” out of the new
album is more the woman side of her.

Record World: What about the changes that John Sebastian
has gone through?

Ripp: I was spoiled by seeing John in a group context but he,
too, has grown. Part of the “Spoonful” magic was John and his
songs but Zal Yanovsky, Joe Butler and Steve Boone were sure
important elements. I’d like to see John fulfill his own satisfac-
tion of getting out there and being John Sebastian and have a
group that he can lay down some more good tunes with. It’s
generally difficult to get people tapping and trucking with only
one voice and an acoustical guitar.

Record World: What was your original intent with Sha
and how do you look at them now?

Na Na

Grooviest Part of Experience

Ripp: The grooviest part of that experience was getting per-
mission to use a piece of tape that I’d found with Alan Freed
saying: “This is Alan Freed, the King of Rock and Roll, saying
God bless you and good night.” Being able to put that in front
of the Flamingos’ “Lovers Never Say Goodbye” was sufficiently
thrilling. I was trying to get an incredible musical album from
Sha Na Na and the end result was that I couldn’t get into playing
the album when I finished it. It wasn’t their fault or my fault.
They were put together as a theatrical group of people and not
musicians who got together to be the greatest band in the world.

Record World: What is your present involvement with Buddah
Kama Sutra?

Ripp: I still own my same interest in both companies for
another two years. When we sold the company to Viewlex it was
on a five-year buy-out. I only exited the company from a man-
agement point of view.

Record World: How do you find yourself applying your past
knowledge and success to Family Records? How does this apply
to a new act that you’re breaking such as Burton and Cunico?

Ripp: Burton and Cunico came from Australia as part of a
group called the Executives. I changed their name to Inner Sense.
The eroup then broke up and [Ray] Burton and [Gino] Cunico
and the drummer Rhys Clark remained. What I heard in them
was a sort of contemporary Everly Brothers, They have a pleasant
warm sound without being bland or placid. The artist
today says to the record company, “What are you doing for me,”
and I say to them, “What are you doing for yourself?” I gave
Burton and Cunico a camper, a map and some expense money
and thev went to radio stations and said hello to everybody in the
Northwest area of the country (Arizona, Wyoming, Seattle, San
Francisco, Washington and Oregon, among others).

Record World: What was the result of that?

Ripp: Better than 50% of the stationg they visited have come
through and are playing both the album (“Strive, Seek and Find”)
and the single (“Grandfathers” b/w “Run For Your Life”), I
sent Kvle out on the road with his single and now we’re getting
ready to go back in and cut his second album. In the case of
Mama Lion we did a great deal of pre-promotion so that people
would know her name and when her record does arrive (this
week and next) they are able to pick it out and then decide if
they want to play it and/or write about it. If they don’t like it,
:ixt ll‘ekaSt T'll know that and try to come up with something they

o like.

Record World: Do you perceive of an album cyele in breaking
an artist?

Ripp: Some artists don’t break for five years. Glen Campbell
re-signed a five year contract before “Gentle on My Mind.” He
had already had five years with no hits and in his sixth year of
recording he made it. The Beatles were into their second year of
recording before making it.

Record World: What are the operational aims of Family?

Ripp: Famiy is looking to be a full service organization to the
artist from the standpoint of promtion, marketing, coordination
and effort in terms of the record product. Frank Day and August
Dellapietra are working closely on that. August is on the road
working with the promotion men and making sure that the
records are in the store when we get on a station. Al Kasha and
Richard Kaye are working full time in the publishing area to get
other recordings of our artists’ material and that can be most
helpful in breaking a new artist, Our public relations counsel

New Redbone On Epic Records
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Stereo Dimension College Program

8 Stereo Dimension Records
President Loren Becker, in an
exclusive Record World inter-
view this week said that a
major promotion campaign for
Lighthouse will begin on Jan.
21, with the major thrust of the
campaign aimed at the college
campus, including college radio
stations. The purpose of the
promotion ecampaign, according
to Becker, is to make Light-
house “one of the fop 10 acts
of 1972.”

Stereo Dimension Records, a
small independent company, is
one that believes in concentra-
tion on the product they release,
since they cannot do what a
major label does im terms of
promotion and marketing with
field promotion people around
the country. But, he stressed,
they can give a concentrated ef-
fort to what they do promote

and Lighthouse is that
group.

Their success in 1971 includ-
ed sales of over 250,000 LPs and
over 700,000 singles from the
album “One Fine Morning” and
the single of the same title. And
to support their new album,
“Thoughts Of Moving On,” they
will begin a tour on Jan, 21, in-
cluding many college dates.
Among the campus appear-
ances are: U. of North Carolina
at Wilmington, Virginia Poly-
tech, Appalachian State Univer-
sity, Georgia Southern, Citadel,
Grove City College in Pennsyl-
vania. Purdue, ameng others.
There are still 3 or 4 open dates
yet to be filled. A proposed
three-part tour beginning in
March would cover the country
from West Coast to East Coast

the details still being
worked out. I'rom an engage-
ment standpoint, the company
believes that college appear-
ances reach the album-buying
public and are important for
artists who want to increase
their audience,

Time Buys

Becker also anncunced that
Stereo Dimension will be buy-
ing time on 28 colleges around
the country to back up and pro-
mote Lighthouse’s appearances.
They have bought packages of
75 spots per station through
Campus Media, account rep for
the 28 stations involved. The
total amount of their time buys

is over $15,000, which is one of
the largest amounts ever spent
by a record company on college
radio advertising. Included in
the spot package wil] be a tape
of one of their concerts, which
will be broadcast over the sta-
tions involved. Becker indicated
Stereo Dimension will be tap-
ing the Carnegie Hall concerts
and hope to use their headlin-
ing appearance as the taped
show the stations will air.
Included among the stations
running the ads and tape are:
Stanford, UCLA, Univ. of Colo-
rado at Boulder, Univ. of Conn
at Storrs, Univ. of Delaware,
American Univ., Indiana, Pur-

Completing Specials
According to Becker, one of
the chief problems with com-
panies running some sort of
special college promotion, is
that they never complete the
program or follow through.
“Most companies have talked
about the value of college ra-
dio but have never done a com-
prehensive program. We intend
to make sure that adequate
back-up material is available
on and around campus. We will
make sure there are albums
available to the student buyers.
Where the breakdown usually
is,” he continued, “is that com-
panies do a campaign with lit-
tle or no product. The product
is either not available or there
are so few copies of the album
available that they are bought
up in a couple of hours, The
stores themselves may be rack-
ed or there may be no records
purchased for display in the
store. The job will be done.
There will be ample solid stock
backing up the promotion cam-
paign.” Becker concluded by
saying, “we are planning the
first comprehensive college
campaign of its kind, rather
than the sporadic mailings,
sporadic phone calls and spo-
radic spot buying.” What they
have come up with is a four-
part program—the group’s tour,
radio spots, broadcast of the
live concert, and the merchan-
