In Radio Ramblings..., Mike Koste recalls his
childhood experiences with "The Monster in the
Basement", a non -working ten -inch console tele-
vision which became his "personal rocket ship."
Now as a grown-up collector, Mike is still looking
for this nostalgic set.

The Good News: A.R.C. Continues To Get Better!
The Bad News: Subscription Rates Are Going Up!
First, A Few Facts:
Did you know that since 1985...
 The number of pages in each issue of

A.R.C. has increased over 280%.
The number of For Sale and Wanted ads in
each issue has increased over 400%.

 The number of readers of your free ads has
increased over 650%.
Yet, the basic subscription rate has in-
creased only 33%, and the rates for classi-
fied ads have not increased at all.

After holding our subscription rate increases to
a minimum for several years, we are forced to
make a 20% increase in our subscription rates as
of July 1. This is a necessary increase and will
insure A.R.C.'s continued growth in quality, sub-
scribers, number of pages, ads and services.

This sampling of unsolicited comments re-
ceived over just the last few weeks speaks for
itself: "I love your articles and the whole concept
of the magazine in general." "I really got great
response to the last ads, obtaining a mint set of
dials for my Hammarlund HQ -120." "I, for one,
am deeply appreciative for the facsimile of the
'Crosley Pup' label." "A.R.C. is looking great!" "It
is getting better all the time!" "Keep up the good
work!" "I am very happy with the magazine." 1
enjoy your Antique Radio Classified." "Really
enjoyed the Ekco article in the March issue."
"Thank you from a satisfied customer." And the
compliments go on and on like this. Of course,
none of these letters suggested that rates be
increased.

But, in response to my announcement last
month of a pending rate increase, I did get a few
(however, very few) letters against the increase:
"Hope the additional pages/postage won't lead to
another price increase," said one letter. Another
sugested that advertising rates be increased.
This is something we do regularly and will con-
tinue to do (in 1985 a full -page display ad cost
$25; now it costs $110).

The Details. A one year subscription by sec-
ond class mail will go up to $24.00; first class mail
will go up to $36.00. (Essentially all of the differ-
ential between the second and first class rates is
for postage and the envelope.) There will be no
change in the policy for extra issues for early
renewals and two-year subscriptions. New six-
month trial and foreign rates will be announced in
the next issue.

Also, the cost for additional words in classified
ads will increase to 15c per word, but there will
be no change in the free twenty -word policy. New
display, boxed classified, photo and non -sub-
scriber ad rates will be announced soon.

The Good News: If you renew or extend your

subscription for up to two years by July 1, you
may do so at the current rates. And, it it's re-
ceived before your expiration month, you get an
extra month free.

New Services: Almost daily, we are asked if
we accept credit cards or have a Fax. Now
A.R.C. accepts Visa and MasterCard for
amounts over $10.00. If you wish to charge your
renewal, ad, books, etc., include your card num-
ber, the expiration date, your name as it appears
on the card, and your signature.

We expect to have a Fax soon and will an-
nounce the telephone number in A.R.C.

Just Where Do Your Subscription Dollars
Go? To begin with, we open nearly 100 pieces of
mail per day. Over a month, this includes 200+
new and 350+ renewal subscriptions and over
500 ads which have to be typed and proofread.
The ads must then be typeset and combined with
the display advertisements, many of which we
also typeset. Photos must be screened (pre-
pared for printing). Information from nearly three
dozen clubs is reviewed to report the coming
radio events. Articles are typed, edited, proof-
read, typeset and combined with photos. The
entire magazine is then assembled and taken to
the printer. While the magazine is at the printer,
the subscription records are updated and mailing
labels printed.

A week later, the printing is complete. The
magazines are labeled and prepared for mailing.
The result is over 70 sacks and bins of mail
(1000+ pounds) delivered to the post office.
Hopefully, each of you receive your copy soon
after mailing.

Costs are also incurred as we reach out
through advertising to radio collectors unaware
of A.R.C. and other collector organizations. Sub-
scribers benefit by accessing an ever growing
base of collectors for buying and selling.

Eight people are now involved in publishing
A.R.C., most working part-time, putting in over
500 hours in a month. Add to this the efforts of
the printer as well as other needed services.

A rate increase is necessary to keep A.R.C. a
quality publication. Still, it is delivered to each of
you for only $2.00 each month ($3.00 for first
class).

Here are a few more of the letters that con-
tinue to tell us that we are on the right track: "I
take three old radio publications - A.R.C. is best
by far." "Thanks for providing this service and a
fine publication." And finally, a typical letter from
a new subscriber: "I'd also like to compliment you
on your fine magazine. I am a new subscriber,
but have been collecting and repairing old radios
for years. Now I've found that I'm not alone!"

The DeForest Everyman Crystal Set

On a quiet Sunday evening
in 1922, atop the large Westing-
house building in Newark, New
Jersey, the stars were twinkling
in the sky and magic was brew-
ing in the air. Downstairs in a
room with whitewashed walls
were the members of a Broad-
way theater orchestra. Ed
Wynn's theatrical show "The
Perfect Fool" was about to be-
come the first such perfor-
mance to be transmitted by ra-
dio. An estimated fifty -thousand
"machines" were within receiv-
ing distance. Assuming five lis-
teners to each receiver, the au-
dience numbered about a quar-
ter -million.

Receivers of the time vaned
in price from around $25 to $200, along with a
nominal charge for installation. One of these
early 1922 receivers was the Everyman Radio-
phone, and I'm sure that many folks listened to
this history -making broadcast on this receiver. At
$27.95 complete, most people could affod one.

The Everyman, as shown in Figure 1, was a

product of the world renown DeForest Co. The
set was advertised as one of the best instru-
ments of the crystal detector type on the market.

This set consists of a tuning coil controlled by
two knobs on the panel so that the incoming
signal can be easily tuned in. This signal passes
through the tuning coil to a crystal detector,
which recreates the audio signal originating at
the transmitter. The range of the set is from 150
to 800 meters, but a special connection is pro-
videa by means of which honeycomb coils can
be added to the circuit. This allows the set to re-
spond to wavelengths of up to 20,000 meters.

The radio is mounted in a handsome walnut
finished cabinet with a carrying handle. A space
is provided for the honeycomb coils and a head-
set. The cabinet measures 10x8x7 inches and
weighs five pounds. The crystal detector is en-
closed in a glass tube and has spring tension. A
paper in the lid provides operating instructions.
Also, a small circuit diagram is attached to the
inside bottom of the box on the receiver section,
shown in Figure 2.

The set pictured in this article is not a DeFor-
est set, but one that was made in Canada under
a license agreement with DeForest by the Cana-
dian Independent Telephone Company of
Toronto. The receivers are almost identical ex-
cept for the nametag in the center of the
faceplate just above the detector. The DeForest
tag is square while the Canadian is a rectangle.

The Atlantic Radio Company -Part I

The good luck of Ron Boucher at
an estate sale near Goffstown, New
Hampshire, makes this article pos-
sible. The sale took place on prop-
erty which once belonged to a Mr.
E. P. Gordon (see Figure 1), the ad-
vertising manager of the once pros-
perous Atlantic Radio Company of
Boston, Massachusetts.

Among the items Ron fortunately
acquired was some Atlantic Radio

dealer advertising newsletters,
some original letters written to Mr.
Gordon from RCA, and a collection
of photographs of the Atlantic Ra-
dio Company from 1922-1925.
Some of these photographs ap-
pear in this article, and others will
appear in future issues of A.R.C.

The Atlantic Radio Company
was a distributor of early radio
equipment.

"One Sunday, at a flea market a collector told
me I was crazy doing all the restoration work
when most serious collectors prefer to do their
own anyway. I began selling radios 'as found'
and later put out lists. What I send now is more
like a small catalog. I send these on request, but
repeat mailings go to people who place orders,
as my time is limited. [Ron's list can be obtained
by sending a large SASE to the address below.]

"I have done business in 49 states but never in
Wyoming, even after ten years. I've sent things to
every continent except Antarctica. When I first
began, I met someone who had been selling
radios for ten years, and that seemed like a
lifetime. I still remember many of the first radios I
sold and have managed to buy some of them
back (nostalgia!).

"I love finding these treasures and like the
satisfaction of putting a big stack of good cata-
logs in the mailbox.

"Every so often I make a great find. One such
find were these photographs of the Atlantic Radio
Company in the 20s. At the same sale there were
Volume 1 QSTs, an unused DeForest spherical
audion, very early Radio News magazines, etc.

"Mostly I collect cathedrals, and few plastics,
so I am not that well-informed about early battery
sets. Someone familiar with this period could
date some of these photos rather closely; there's
enough evidence in many of them. In one you
can see several magazines on the counter. Most
in this group I date at about 1924.

"I have a record of all the radios I've sold since
1982. Based on my figures I can say which sets
are the most common, at least in this area of the
country."

The Monster In the Basement

"The Monster in the Basement" was an oak -
armoured G.E. console with a huge round dial, a
ten -inch screen and at least a zillion knobs. My
dad could have simply discarded it when it
breathed its last in the early fifties, but instead,
that electronic mammoth became my own per-
sonal rocket ship. You see, when I wasn't being
hypnotized by the glow of our new Philco set,
viewing the exploits of Rocky Jones, Com-
mander Cody or Captain Video, this first -genera-
tion vidiot was down in the cellar perched at the
controls of an atomic powered gallactic cruiser,
zapping bad guys with the flick of a switch.

These, of course, were cosmic intruders who
could only be seen through the eyes of a preco-
cious four -year -old with an overly active imagina-
tion on an old TV that didn't work. Mom was
totally convinced that one day she'd find me
down there burned to a crisp with one of my
fingers stuck in a tube socket. (You know how
mothers can be when it comes to kids and volt-
age.) Eventually she managed to convince Pop
to either disarm the old G.E. so I couldn't kill
myself or get rid or it altogether. Imagine my
sorrow in watching him methodically remove the
chassis, then the speaker, then the picture tube,
and rendering them useless with a couple of
quick hammer blows. The shattered remains of
my fantasy vehicle were put out for the trash man
while the splintered cabinet was thoughtlessly
tossed onto the woodpile.

As this young boy grew and became inde-
pendently mobile, I was sure that one day I'd find
another interplanetary dashboard to replace the
one that was mercilessly destroyed. By the time I
was able to ride a two -wheeler and leave the
sanctity of the yard, my wish came true.

Wednesday was trash day - which meant
Tuesday after school was the time to scour the
neighborhood for treasures. Living in a dispos-
able society served by the Industry of Planned
Obsolescence, rarely a week went by without
somebody bidding heave-ho to a faded Fada or a
telly void of vision; anything with knobs was fair
game. At the request of my parents, I'd always
ask the former owners for permission to have first
pickings of their discards. Funny how most of
them treated my trash -picking like a buffet sup-
per: "Take as much as you want, but eat what
you take." (Translation: "Don't litter my lawn with
loose parts.")

Figuring that I was going through one of those
childhood phases, my folks were tolerant of my
pack -ratting, as long as I didn't bring anything
into the house. (After all, that old radio's probably
crawling with germs!) They were kind enough to
designate a corner of the garage for my tinkering,
and soon I'd salvaged a rather impressive heap
(by today's standards) of dead Crosleys, Arbor -

phones, Zeniths and Strombergs. Anything I

could haul home on a red Radio Flyer wagon
became another important component in the
most technically advanced fighting machine in
the universe.

But the day I brought home the washing ma-
chine, Mom and Pop insisted that we sit down for
a talk. They didn't lose their tempers. Simply put,
they felt my junking had gotten out of hand.
Somehow I got the impression they'd be a lot
happier if I collected stamps. I tried my best to
explain that once I'd dismantled the Kenmore, I'd
put it up on wheels, strap on a Daisy air rifle, rig
up an old superhet for radar, and use it as an
Army tank.

The RCA 45 rpm Changer
BY STEPHEN N. RAYMER

Early in 1949, RCA introduced the 45
rpm record and its associated player.
Nobody could have imagined the suc-
cess that would follow. A smaller com-
pany would never have pulled it off. Only
RCA, with its vast resources in recording,
entertainment, marketing, and manufac-
turing would have the power to introduce
a new style of record in a market already
dominated by 78's and the new long-
playing microgroove discs.

The new 45's and matching phono-
graphs were hailed as a step toward bet-
ter fidelity and distortion -free reproduc-
tion of recorded music. Actually, it was an
affordable way for millions of postwar
kids to listen to their favorite hits without
ruining their parents' more expensive
phonograph.

The new records were made of sturdy
"vinylite" and could play up to five min-
utes each, just right for the new pop
tunes of the day. They were also a perfect me-
dium for artists who could produce only one hit
song, and not enough material for an album.

The original RP -168 mechanism, much like
the one shown in Figure 1, used 65 parts and
could stack as many as eight records at a time on
its large, red plastic capped center spindle which
housed a silent, fast dropping changer mecha-
nism. The actual elapsed time between the end
of one record and the start of the next is about a
second and a half. These early sets were
changer/pickup units only and had no amplifiers.
They operated through radio sets (usually RCA
models) that came equipped with a phonograph
jack. Complete portable versions also became
available that needed no separate amplifying
system to play through, like the model shown in
Figure 2.

In 1951, the smoother running RP -190 was
introduced. It used 82 parts and could play up to
twelve records. In 1955, a single play "slide-o-
matie mechanism was introduced. Finally, in
1960, to keep up with a maturing market, RCA
introduced the API, an under -the -dash unit ca-
pable of stacking fourteen records. For the first
time ever, people could listen to the music of their
choice while driving a car.

Although the popularity of the 45 has faded, its
impact on American culture remains. The rec-
ords are still being made on a limited basis,
mainly 'or the jukebox market. Most hit songs
from the fifties to the present are still available on
re-recorded discs. Many early original 45 records
have become quite collectible.

CLINTON MODEL 216 - Circa 1935-1940, this
five -tube AC/DC Superhet covers standard
broadcast and one shortwave band. A small
brass label has the name "Clinton," and
schematics of Models 149, 215 and 216 are lo-
cated on the bottom of the wood cabinet.

Troubleshooting the Oscillator, RF and IF Stages,
and Alignment

This is the ninth part of a series on basic AC
radio repair. This series presents useful hints for
both the new collector and the veteran.

In Part 8 (A.R.C., October 1989), we reviewed
components and testing of high voltage circuits.
Several problem scenarios were described, and
probable causes and possible fixes were sug-
gested. Thus, we covered the locating and cor-
recting of the majority of set problems which
occurred in the parts subjected to high voltage.

Refer to Parts 1 and 2 of this series (Feb. and
Apr. 1988) for details on tools, test equipment,
safety, etc. IMPORTANT: do not plug the radio
in until you have read the safety tips and
warnings in these two installments! (Editor)

In this part I will first deal with troubleshooting
the oscillator, RF and IF stages, and will then
outline the steps necessary for alignment of
these stages.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Let's assume that you have checked your
power supply and repaired it if necessary. As
described in Part 8, you then placed your finger
on the grid cap of the detector tube, or on the
middle terminal of the volume control. In either
case, this resulted in a loud hum from the
speaker. A voltage check shows things to be
normal, but the set won't do anything. Is there
anything you can do if you don't have a lot of test
equipment to assist you? Yes, there is, if you
systematically proceed with the following steps!

Step 1. Test all the tubes in the RF and IF
sections of the set. You probably already did this,
but it is surprising how often one can forget.
Since it is the last thing to try, often a tube
thought good is actually defective.

Indeed, once in a while, removing a tube can
cause the lead inside one of the tube pins to pull
out of the solder inside the pin, and it will test bad.
Resolder this pin.

Another common problem is bad socket con-
tacts, particularly in early thirties' Philco sets.
Clean the pins with crocus cloth or a fine steel
wool (make sure no strands are left between
pins), and tighten the socket contacts by pinching
them with a pair of small needle -nose pliers.

Step 2. A silent superhet, or one where only
one station comes in very broadly, almost always
indicates a non-functioning oscillator. A tube that
tests fine for emission may refuse to oscillate, or
may oscillate only at certain frequencies. On cer-
tain bands in this circuit, accurate values of resis-
tance and capacity and capacitors that show very
low leakage are essential.

Step 3. Look through the set for two things: 1)
Bad rubber -covered wire with crumbling rubber
must be replaced. 2) Look for places where wires
touch or where they were crowded tightly around
two or three contacts on a tube socket or shorted
to the chassis. Pressure over fifty years can
cause breakdown at these points, as can con-
densation.

Step 4. Isolate the defective stage. Figure 1
shows a block diagram of a superheterodyne.

Smaller sets will not have as many stages; they
often eliminate the RF amplifier and one of the
IFs, and combine the oscillator and mixer. Work
step-by-step from the second detector to the
"front end."

Start at the grid of the 2nd detector. Touch the
grid cap or grid prong indicated in your tube man-
ual. When you touch the grid, a hum should issue
from the speaker. If not, this stage is defective.

When working under the set, use a capacitor
(.05 mfd., for example) and hold one lead in your
hand while touching the other lead to the pins.
This is a good safety tip.

Step 5. We need to check the IF stage(s). To
do this most effectively, we need a test oscillator
or a signal generator that will put out the interme-
diate frequency of the set (a value like 455 Kc or
260 Kc) modulated with an audio tone so that you
can hear it. Signal generators can be had in local
"wanted" and "for sale" ads or at radio meets for
very little money. They are essential for working
on superhets.

Begin by injecting a signal at the plate terminal
of the last IF. I to clip a capacitor to the lead of
the generator. Holding the capacitor, rather than
the lead, keeps my fingers away from the dan-
gerously high plate voltage. You should hear the
tone in the speaker. Then move backwards to the
grid of the same IF. You are checking the output
side of the tube, then the input side. If either one
of these tests fails to produce sound, check the
circuitry and the tube in question.

Step 6. Next, move to the plate of the first
detector (often called mixer, modulator or trans-
lator). Try your probe there. You should hear
sound. Then move to the grid, which should also
give results at the speaker.

Step 7. Some sets use separate oscillator

tubes. Some combine the
functions in a pentagrid con-
verter like a 6A7 or a 6A8.

How can you tell if your os-
cillator is working? Follow
Armstrong's discovery, and
beat the oscillator with another
signal, mixing the two signals
to make a third audible signal.

Here's how: You look in the
big book (Rider's), and it tells
you that the IF is 455 Kc. The
oscillator tunes 455 Kc above
the desired signal at all times.
If 800 Kc is chosen for the sig-
nal, the oscillator would then
be received at 1255 Kc (if it's
working). Take your transistor
radio, place it near your set on
the bench, and tune it to 1255.
By tuning the test set slowly up
and down past 800 Kc, you will
hear a loud squeal in your tran-
sistor radio as you pass by. If
you hear nothing, check your
oscillator tube, the coils and
associated components.

Step 8. You got the oscilla-
tor to work. Now the set plays,
although not necessarily well.

Clip your antenna to the grid of the mixer tube. If
the performance comes way up, even if hum is
present, it's time to check the antenna coil or RF
amplifier. In the case of an RF amplifier, you can
move your antenna to that grid. Performance
should improve, not drop off.

You can also use your signal generator for this
test. Be fussy in checking. I once had a Philco
118 which features a wave trap in the antenna
circuit to keep the IF from feeding back into the
set. Although it checked out for continuity, some-
thing had gone wrong with the coil over fifty years
and it was blocking all the signals, not just the IF.
I had to bypass it.

By now you should have a receiver that
sounds fairly decent.

IF ALIGNMENT

Here is a primer on IF alignment. I will then
describe how to make the oscillator track.

IF alignment means adjusting or tuning all of
the intermediate frequency transformers to the
value the engineers determined, be it 175 Kc,
260 Kc, 455 Kc or some other. This gives top per-
formance.

The IF transformers are adjusted by turning
the IF trimmer screws which are usually on the
top of the IF cans (underneath the cans on many
RCA/G.E. products, or seemingly any old place
on early Philcos). See Figure 2.

The Rider books give complete alignment in-
structions for most sets. You must check the
location of the screws you are going to turn, and
you ought to make a diagram showing the loca-
tion and order of adjustment.

Being human, I often shortcut the instructions
a bit by making a pickup coil from Bell wire that I

put around the mixer tube and connect to the
output of the signal generator. If the set has a
separate oscillator tube, I pull it out.

If you're working on an early 30's RCA/G.E.
product like the Radiola R-50 or an RCA "bath-
tub" chassis such as a Model R-4, R-7 or R -7A,
you must disable the AVC (Automatic Volume
Control). Make a dummy tube to replace the AVC
tube while aligning. A dummy is a tube with one
of the filament pins sawn off. The reason is that
the strong signal from the generator can cause
the AVC to turn the volume down, making you
think you've passed a peak.

Step 1. Begin with the IF transformer closest
to the 2nd detector, and move from there to the
"front end" just as you did in your isolation check.
The correct order is secondary followed by pri-
mary. Keep the volume of the set up, and turn
down the generator as the volume grows, and it
likely will to the point where the volume may be
excessive and damage the speaker.

Step 2. Do these adjustment carefully. As you
turn the screws, you should find a peak of sound
with a drop-off on either side. Adjust the trimmers
to the peak.

TRACKING THE OSCILLATOR

Now, and not before, you may adjust the
screws on the trimmers of the variable capacitor
or under the set. See your Rider's manual, and
don't take on any multi -band set until you've had

some practice. Be sure the dial is set correctly in
relation to the variable capacitor before begin-
ning.

Next, we need to make the oscillator track.
Here you tell it where to start. As I have a strong
local station at 590 Kc, I use that, but you may
want to use your generator set at 600 Kc. The
600 Kc padder is usually under the chassis
somewhere on a piece of porcelain. Tune in the
signal and see where it is on the dial. Too high?
Remove capacity by unscrewing the padder. Too
low? Add capacity by tightening the padder. You
should "rock" or tune the variable back and forth
here to be sure you're on the peak. Then tune to
1400 Kc (my strong local station is 1430 Kc,
close enough), and adjust the trimmer. This one
is almost always on the variable capacitor. Find it
by putting your finger to the stator sections until
you find the one that when touched causes new
stations to come in. On five -tube AC/DC sets, the
1400 Kc padder is usually on the smallest (oscil-
lator) section of the variable capacitor.

Repeat the 600 and 1400 Kc adjustments.
Then move to the remaining section(s) of the
variable capacitor, and peak them at 1400 Kc.

It is often quite surprising how far out of align-
ment many sets can get over the years through
changes in coil values, tampering and vibration.
Careful alignment makes a big difference in per-
formance. If the set sounds crummy, align it
again, for something wasn't done right. Or take
two "orange drops" and call me in the morning.

The buttons were for vol-
ume up, volume down, tone up, tone down, tuner
higher, tuner lower, and a series of buttons for
the band chosen.

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GENIUS AT RIVERHEAD by Alberta I. Wallen
and

THE FABULOUS RADIO NBD by Brandon Wentworth
REVIEWED BY ROBERT B. ENEMARK

The Genius at Riverhead is a biography of H.
H. Beverage and a tribute to this outstanding
radio engineering pioneer who invented the an-
tenna of the same name. The tale is tedious,
covering birth to retirement including even the
family tree. However, there are some interesting
anecdotes about his work with Dr. Alexanderson
at G.E., with NBD at Otter Cliffs, Maine, with RCA
at Riverhead, N. J., and others during both World
Wars. His contributions to military communica-
tions during these wars won him many citations.

A word on the Beverage antenna. A wire one
or more wavelengths long is run from a receiving
site in the direction of the station to be received,
and is terminated at its far end. Signals from the
opposite direction are nearly zero, including
noise, due to its unidirectional response. In addi-
tion, stations within the forward pattern can be
nulled out if causing interference. This antenna
has much better directivity than a loop antenna
and is much quieter. It is usually strung close to
the ground and works best on low frequency,
vertically polarized signals. Due to the larger,
forward tilt of these signals over poorly conduct-
ing ground, signals from the Beverage are
stronger under such conditions.

As chief of RCA radio receiving stations for
nine years and Chief Research Engineer from
1921-1941, he pioneered in space and frequency
diversity reception, multiplexing, antennas, and
coupling circuits among other work. In this he
was awarded well over 30 patents. He had a ham
radio station in 1908 at the age of fifteen, and
later held the call W2MBL. He was president of
the IRE (later IEEE) in 1937, and a fellow in this
and other engineering societies.

There are some good pictures of his 1908 and
1915 wireless sets, some of early radio pioneers,
but more than half are of Dr. Beverage, his fam-
ily, and his personal life.

A fair copy of Beverage's Nov. 1922 OST ar-
ticle, the first published account of his "new" an-
tenna, appears in the appendix, but the graph
legends are blurred. Also included are listings of
his patents, awards, and accomplishments.

A rigorous disclosure of the Beverage antenna
and coupling circuits appears in the Transactions
of the AIEE for 1923, 51 pages authored by
Beverage, C. Rice, and E. Kellogg. More recent
papers on this include "The Beverage Handbook"
by Victor A. Misek, 1977, and another QST ar-
ticle by Beverage and Doug DeMaw featured in
the January 1982 issue, 60 years after the origi-
nal one. That issue of QST has on its cover a
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picture of the Beverage antenna that appeared in
the 1922 article. The cover of Wallen's book has
an artist's rendition, in gold, of that same photo.

The Fabulous Radio NBD tells the story not
only of the best radio receiving station the Navy
had during and just after WWI, but also of inter-
esting tales of those times. Lt. Fabbri, the
wealthy ham operator whose station was the
nucleus of NBD at Otter Cliffs, Maine, was the
commanding officer and NBD's driving force.
State-of-the-art antennas included Beverage,
monster Pickard crossed -loops with goniome-
ters, and flat -tops with counterpoises terminated
in the ocean. It was here that H. H. Beverage
found out that his "barrage" antenna was actually
aperiodic - the first unidirectional antenna.

Each receiver was kept in its own building, had
its own antennas, and was assigned to copy only
one particular station. NBD worked day and night
and at its peak logged 54,000 words in over 1000
messages during two days, without errors. Its 5
KW remote transmitter seven miles to the south-
west was only occasionally used.

It is well written and organized, with interesting
photos of that era. Tragically, Lt. Fabbri died of
pneumonia in 1922 at age 44.
