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The General Electric 901 Projection TV
The Device That Defined a Decade

BY MILE ADAMS

Question: What 1940's elec-
tronic device both predicted the
future and proclaimed the
past? What 45 -year -old device
introduced a technology that
has just come into its own dur-
ing the past decade? And what
manufacturer was so con-
cerned and careful so as not to
introduce an out-of-date device
such that half of it was obsolete
before it was ever made? Had
enough? The answer to all
these questions is the 1948
General Electric Super Dis-
tance 901 projection television,
radio and phono combination
(Figure 1). More than technical,
the real story behind the G.E.
901 is one of powerful inter-
ests, postwar confusion and
preposterous claims by soon -
to -be competing interests in a
new telecommunications envi-
ronment. More than just a tele-
vision, the G.E. 901 provides a
history lesson on the postwar
frequency allocation process and government
regulation of spectrum space. Look closely at the
dial of the 901 shown in Figure 2; it reflects some
of the results of the political process in action
between 1945 and 1948.

THE VIEW IN THE FORTIES

From a mid -40's perspective, the future would
be one in which every home
would have a plethora of com-
munications media. World War
II and its restriction on the
manufacture of consumer
goods had just ended, and
those companies involved in
radio prior to the war were cer-
tain that television was about
to enjoy a boom not unlike that
of radio in the 1920's. The ma-
jor radio broadcasters realized
that the postwar communica-
tions expansion would be in
television and FM, and they
wanted the frequency bands
assigned exclusively for TV
and FM broadcasting. Manu-

faciurers like G.E. knew in 1945 that if the newly -
empowered consumer was to embrace televi-
sio 1, channel standards would have to be set,
and the resulting new sets would have to have a
screen size larger than those few experimental
prewar models.

So the or,gina maker of Radiolas, along with
Westinghouse under the RCA agreements and

the sole maker and supplier of the famous Alex-
anderson Alternator, would truly have to come on
strong with a serious television. The year 1948
would be the first full year of television manufac-
turing, and the G.E. 901 was positioned to be the
home entertainment center of tomorrow. Imagine
having a big screen projection television aLcli an
AM/FM/shortwave radio aLdi a phonograph all in
one very large cabinet. You would, without doubt,
be the envy of the neighborhood.

TV & FM FREQUENCY ASSIGNMENTS

Perhaps the designers of the G.E. 901 said:
"No matter what the government does in the area
of channel assignments, we want this one to
have every consumer radio and television serv-
ice possible." Look at Figure 2. AM: Naturally the
540-1600 kilocycle (now kilohertz) broadcast
band was still, after the war, the most popular
broadcasting service anywhere. Didn't we de-
pend on the big networks to bring us both the
news of the war and provide escapist entertain-
ment in the form of music, comedy and drama?
There were also two international shortwave
bands, 9.4-9.9 and 11.6-12.1 megacycles (now
megahertz or MHz), for still another window on
world events during the war. Shortwave bands
began appearing on radios in the middle 30's and
would continue to be an obligatory feature of big
radios throughout the 1940s. AM radio, broad-
cast and shortwave, was still the pre-eminent
broadcasting service.

Television was another story. From 1928-
1937, both mechanical and experimental elec-
tronic television operated in the 2.0-2.2 and 2.7-
2.9 MHz band, just above the AM broadcast
band. In 1937, the government gave television

nineteen channels of 6 MHz each in the 44-294
MHz band. Electronic television gradually grew
from a low definition 60 line picture to the final
525 line standard in spring of 1941. The National
Television Systems Committee (NTSC) finally
accepted what was then called "electronic, high -
definition" TV, just a few months before the at-
tack on Pearl Harbor. The NTSC standard not-
withstanding, television broadcasting would have
to wait until later.

This probably meant that frequency alloca-
tions for both TV and FM could not be resolved
either. Indeed, for broadcasters and the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC), the early
1940's were filled with enough important issues.
The major networks were fighting the music li-
censing group, ASCAP (American Society of
Composers, Authors and Publishers), and the
FCC was attempting to curtail the influence of the
networks and return more control to the local
station. The fact that Major Edwin Armstrong and
the TV people were arguing over where FM and
television would reside on the dials of tomorrow
was an ongoing issue that would have to wait
until after the war. Little noticed in 1940, the FCC,
angry at RCA pressure for permanent TV chan-
nels, threw out the then channel 1 (42-50 MHz)
and gave it to FM. Channel 1 would return.

At the conclusion of 1944, those few television
stations that had remained on the air during the
war had been using channels 1-5 in the 50-90
MHz band. In 1945, the FCC gave TV its current
thirteen VHF channels in the 44-88 MHz (chan-
nels 1-6) and 174-216 MHz (channels 7-13)
bands and moved FM to 88-106 MHz (later to
108). Obviously, FM interests, led by Armstrong,
were angry about the move, arguing that many
thousands of prewar FM transmitters and receiv-
ers would instantly become obsolete. To resolve
this problem, FM stations were allowed to broad-
cast on both bands from 1945-1948. This move
effectively kept television's future use of their
new channel 1 in government regulatory limbo
and did nothing to resolve the long fight between
RCA and Armstrong for the channel.

Postwar frequency allocation pressure was
not just limited to broadcasting. Sure, television
wanted at least 30-40 channels, 6 MHz wide.
Some more enlightened types even wanted to
move TV up around 400-1000 MHz and establish
thirteen MHz wide channels, just like the new
high definition people are saying today, 40 years
later. The fact was that in 1945, the railroads
asked for 124 channels between 100-200 MHz,
bus and trucking wanted 50 channels, facsimile
interests wanted 180 channels between 52-56
MHz, aviation wanted the entire 50-200 MHz
band, and the forestry service also pressured for
channels, all on FM. There was so much intense
lobbying for FM spectrum space and so much
uncertainty surrounding frequency allocations
that it was going to be very difficult to manufac-
ture any device with TV or FM.

While the allocation controversy was mostly
resolved by 1948, there must have been a few
unanswered questions as the G.E. 901 was roll-
ing off the assembly line. The dial on the G.E.

901 in Figure 2 reflects this uncertainty. FM?
Some older stations were still on 44-50 mega-
cycles, and Armstrong had even petitioned the
FCC one more time in 1947 to make it perma-
nent. Even though conventional wisdom believed
FM would go to its present location of 88-108
megacycles, a few still thought that television
might get its channel 1 back. The FCC had
changed its mind enough between 1945 and
1947, and G.E. probably felt compelled to include
both the old FM band and a TV channel 1 on the
G.E. 901. But by the time the sets were on the
market in 1948, the FCC had struck a final com-
promise with television concerning channel 1.
They agreed to let television use channels 2-13
exclusively, no more sharing with other non -tele-
vision fixed and mobile services. In return, the
42-40 MHz (proposed TV channel 1 and the old
FM band) was to be strictly for commercial use.
The G.E. 901 was a product that had been de-
signed to reflect the uncertainty of the times.

PROJECTION TELEVISION

Actually, experimental projection television
systems were tried in the late 1920's using me-
chanical scanning disc formats. The all -elec-
tronic system employed in the G.E. 901 was the
RCA system, and it used a five -inch 5TP4 cath-
ode ray tube and several reflectors and mirrors to
focus the image on an 18x24" ground glass
screen (Figure 3). And how many anode volts
were needed in 1948 to light up a screen the size
of the G.E. 901? A scary 27,000. Imagine what
the high voltage power supply would have to look
like (see Figure 4) to deliver such a high voltage.
Hidden in its own protective cage, it used four
1B3s and two 6AW4s for high voltage. The low
voltage power supply uses three 5U4s. Only an
expert would dare to work on this one?! Alto-
gether there are 43 tubes in this radio/phono/TV.
See Figure 5.

RECORD CHANGER
SOON OBSOLETE

Give General Electric credit; the company
sure knew how to design a set that it believed
would never be obsolete. Just one problem. This
1948 set had as its record playing device a single
speed, 78 rpm record changer. It was just one
year later, in 1949, that RCA introduced its 45

rpm system using a seven-inch record with a
large center hole, and Columbia introduced its
incompatible 33 1/3 rpm twelve -inch long playing
record with a small center hole. Shades of Beta -
max and VHS!

WHERE CAN YOU GET ONE?

By the time the G.E. 901 was introduced in
1948, there were 29 television stations on the air
and only 50,000 television sets in use. Since the
G.E. 901 was a rich person's set, probably very
few were made. Furthermore, if you are a televi-
sion collector, the G.E. 901 has a unique prob-
lem. It's impossible to move, heavier than the
average refrigerator or small piano. So if you
must have one of these devices, be advised that
no matter how strong you think you are, you can
lean against this one with all your might, and it
won't budge an inch. Although I paid $200 for the
set three years ago at a Venice, California, thrift
shop, it cost that much again to get it delivered.
Once you move it, it stays. Fortunately, my G.E.
901 is on display at a university department of
broadcasting where its presence provides
enough material for several lectures on the his-
tory of postwar broadcasting.

The 1948 G.E. 901 -just looking at the dial of
this giant is a complete lesson in the politics of
postwar frequency allocation. Without realizing it,
General Electric did broadcast historians a favor
when it designed a device that helped define the
1940's in radio and television.
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LETTERS - MORE ON REJUVENATING FILAMENTS
Dear Editor,
Congratulations to Paul Bourbin for the excel-

lent article on the "Sterling Tube Reactivator" that
appeared in the April issue of A.R.C. His treatise
on rejuvenating old receiving tubes gives us a
glimmer of hope that we may preserve, for just a
while longer, this precious commodity.

I found the idea of a filament "using up" its
electrons a little curious though, and decided to
investigate further.

In a 1923 paper published in Physical Review,
Irving Langmuir, working for the General Electric
Research Laboratory, produced the definitive
work on the subject of electron emission from
thoriated tungsten filaments. At that time, in the
preparation of tungsten lamps, tungsten metal
was routinely alloyed with 1% to 2% thorium
oxide in order to prevent the occurrence of an
obscure phenomenon known as offsetting.
Langmuir was studying the erratic behavior of
such filaments in vacuum diodes and discovered
that with proper heat treating, electron emission
from thoriated tungsten could be increased by
several thousand times over pure tungsten.

He found that by "flashing" the filament at
2300-2500 °C for a few seconds, a small amount
of the thorium oxide within the filament would be
broken down (reduced) to metallic thorium. Un-
fortunately at this temperature, thorium on the
surface evaporates very rapidly. However, by
subsequently "aging" or activating at 1800-1900
°C for a few minutes, thorium is diffused from
within the filament, reaching the surface at a
faster rate than the rate of evaporation from the
surface. This process results in a thin layer of
thorium across the entire surface.

The reason thorium is significant here is the
fact that less heat energy is required to liberate
electrons from the surface. The obvious advan-
tage being that higher electron emission currents
can be achieved with lower filament currents.
More efficient tubes make batteries last longer.

The normal operating temperature for electron
tubes with directly heated thoriated tungsten
cathodes is around 1700 degrees. After many
years of use, the surface layer of thorium be-
comes partially depleted, and electron emission
goes way down. The surface layer may be re-
stored, and the performance of the tube returned
to normal by repeating the reduction/activation

process described above.
This is the technique Paul Bourbin referred to

in his article on tube reactivation. Perhaps by
better understanding what's going on inside the
tube, we'll have better luck at producing the de-
sired results.

Dear Editor,
The process by which filaments emit electrons

continues to be a very important topic for most all
modern electronic devices. However, modern
equipment emits the electrons from a metal into
another solid material, not into a vacuum. The
devices are placed at high temperatures for a
short time so that specific impurities diffuse a
certain distance into the device. It is the juxtapo-
sition of differing impurities through the thickness
of the device that cause it to have special elec-
tronic properties.

In the case of filaments, thorium is an impurity
in tungsten which, when present at proper
amounts at the surface of the tungsten, makes it
easier for electrons to escape into the vacuum.
Metals have the interesting property that they
form solids because adjacent atoms share elec-
trons, and there are other electrons left over
which are free to roam throughout the solid. If
heated hot enough, some of the free electrons
boil over into the space outside the metal. Tho-
rium is one of several impurities which enhance
the emission of tungsten many times.

The processes which rejuvenation involve
basically result in redistributing the thorium to the
proper densities at the surface of the tungsten
filament. As the filament ages, the thorium may
get trapped at the boundaries of small crystals
within the tungsten; the "flash" portion of the
rejuvenation probably reduces these boundaries,
and the subsequent, longer heat soak causes the
thorium to rediffuse to the surface. The recipes
which were printed in the April '90 issue sound
about right, but I remember using some less
extreme shock therapy with success on transmit-
ting tubes 30 years ago. Rejuvenation does not
bring electrons to the surface, they are al-
ways there in a metal; it brings the impurity to
the surface, which helps the electrons to es-
cape from the surface.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

Nyaccoflex and the Model R2
The New York Album & Card

Co. Inc., which claimed to date
from 1907, originally made rec-
ord albums for upright phono-
graphs. In the early twenties,
the company advertised a small
portable phonograph, and in
1924 combined this with a two -
tube crystal -reflex radio. Figure
1 shows an ad appearing in
1925 for the portable radio/pho-
nograph combination.

Nyacco also offered this
same radio in a separate cabi-
net as the Model R2, shown in
Figures 2 and 3.

The reflex circuit used in
these sets was a popular
method of economizing on
tubes and battery power. One
tube was used for both radio -
and audio -frequency amplifica-
tion. The detector in the
Nyacco sets was a crystal de-

tector mounted inside a Bakelite tube as shown
in Figure 4. This assembly was mounted on the
panel, and the crystal could be adjusted with a
knob. The schematic for the R2 is shown in Fig-
ure 5.

A panel version of this set for installation in up-
right phonographs was also offered. In 1925,
both a three -tube model and a five -tube model
(presumably not reflexed) were added. In April
1926, came a portable six -tube model, followed
by a two -dial, slant -panel, home model in Sep -

tember. However, Nyacco never did list a price
for this "Lyric" home model and soon stopped
using illustrations of specific models in its ads. A
listing of Nyacco's offerings appears in Table 1.

Nyacco's last ad in any publication appeared
in September 1928.

Rebuilding Philco Condensers - Part II

Last time, (in A.R.C., Oct.
1989, page 8, "Rebuilding
Philco Condensers"), we dealt
with rebuilding Philco Bakelite
block condensers. Part II will
enable you to repair your
Philco set while keeping it look-
ing as original as possible.

Now, let us turn our atten-
tion to other condensers in
Philco sets. We will begin with
the rectangular metal can con-
densers found on the under-
side of many Philco sets. Like
the Bakelite blocks, these are
paper -wound condensers
sealed in a black waxy or tar -
like substance, wrapped with
one layer of thick insulating
paper, and put into a metal can. Some cans have
only one condenser, and others may have up to
five (see Figure 1).

REBUILDING THE CANS

As you can see from Figure 1, it is also easy to
rebuild these cans. There are four metal tabs
folded over the side of the can where the leads
come out. Unfold these tabs carefully (you don't
want to break them), and then you can slide the
contents out. There is a tiny bare wire that is
soldered to one side of the metal case: it is not
necessary to unsolder this wire from the case if
you do your work carefully.

Now that you have the old innards out, the
next step is to remove the piece of cardboard -like
insulation which the wires pass through. Also
remove the insulating paper which is wrapped
around the condenser(s). Save these materials
for later use.

There are four more examples of metal can
condenser hookups in Figure 2. You will note that
in many cans with more than one condenser, the
lead wires are color -coded. Keep this in mind
when rebuilding your cans. If the can you are
rebuilding is not shown here, study the schematic
of the set to see how the capacitors should be
hooked up inside the can before proceeding.

We are assuming that you carefully unsold-
ered each lead from where it hooked up in the set
before you removed the can. Do not cut these
wires nor discard them as we will reuse them. At
this point, disconnect these lead wires from the
original condenser body, as close to the unit as
possible. If you use your long nose pliers, you
can usually pull the wires free from the old

condenser(s). Also disconnect the bare wire from
the old condenser body, leaving the other end
soldered to the metal can.

Now take your replacement capacitor(s) and
prepare them for inserting into the metal can. I

recommend the small metalized film (yellow)
capacitors such as we used in the Philco Bakelite
blocks in my previous article, because of their
small size.

One note of warning here: I recommend 600 -
volt capacitors for all except Philco Part No. 3583
(which is shown in Figure 1 and uses only one
0.5 uf capacitor). The metalized film 0.47 uf, 600 -
volt capacitor is just slightly too large to fit easily
into that particular can; therefore, I recommend a
400 -volt capacitor for that condenser, which
should not cause any problems.

Place the insulating paper which was wrapped
around the original condenser back into the can.
If the can uses two or more capacitors with one
side of each grounded, twist the common leads
together with the bare wire soldered to the metal
can, and solder these wires together as shown in

Figure 4. Internal wiring of Philco filter con
denser, Part No. 4235, used in Model 20.

Figure 1. If the can uses one condenser, solder
one lead to the bare lead if one side of the
capacitor is grounded.

Using your original lead wires, stick these
through the thick piece of insulation they ran
through, and connect each wire to the proper
capacitor, as they were hooked up originally.
Tape your solder joints (it is not necessary to
tape the joint where the capacitor(s) are soldered
to the bare wire), and if your can uses two or
more capacitors, tape them together as shown in
Figure 1.

Now put your new capacitor assembly back
into the can. You will have space to fill in the can;
you can use bathroom tissue, newspaper, etc. as
filler. Once this is done, put the insulating piece
which the lead wires pass through into place on
the can and fold the tabs back over. You now
have a rebuilt metal can condenser which cannot
be distinguished from the original, if you did your
work carefully.

THE PHILCO FILTER CONDENSERS

Many early Philco sets such as the Model 20
and the early Model 112 had their filter condens-
ers sealed in a large can which sits on top of the
chassis. We will now describe how to rebuild the
filter condenser can of a Model 20, but you can
adapt this method to other models.

Disconnect the can, noting where the leads
connect to its solder lugs; unbolt it and remove it
from the chassis. The solder lug assembly is riv-
eted to a metal piece which is a press fit onto the
can and can be pulled off once the can is re-
moved from the chassis. Once removed, you will
see that the wires from the condenser assembly
inside the can pass through rivet holes in each
solder lug and are soldered to their respective lug
(much like a Bakelite block). Disconnect these
wires from the solder lugs, and set the bottom
piece of the can (the solder lug assembly) aside
for now.

Next, you must remove the condenser assem-
bly from the can. The only way to do this is with a
small torch. Heat the can until the old assembly
falls out. This is very messy, but necessary as
you will need some of the space in the old can.

After you have done this, take the bottom
piece of the can and mount your replacement
capacitors on the side that will go into the can;
run the wires through the proper rivets in each
solder lug and then solder the leads to each lug
(see Figures 3 and 4.) Once this is done, press
this assembly back onto the can, bolt the can
back onto the chassis, and hook the discon-
nected leads back to the proper solder lugs. Did
you also notice that your rebuilt can now weighs
much less than it did before?

Figure 3 also shows that the internal wiring for
the filter condenser can be used in the early Mod-
els 112 and 212 as well as the 111 and 211. The
solder lug assembly of this can is mounted in
much the same manner as the 20.

That is all for now. We hope this series on
Philco condensers will be of help to you as you
restore the Philco sets.

Classic Plastic Radios of the 1930s and 1940s

A Collector's Guide to Catalin Models
By John Sideli

Radio collectors
have always needed
books with pictures of
collectible radios. How
else to convey meaning
when corresponding
with another collector,
and how else to punctu-
ate a description in a
classified ad, than to
say, "See F.O.S., p.
67..." for example? For
us in the collecting craft,
the meaning is clear: it
refers the reader to
page 67 of Morgan
McMahon's book A
Flick of the Switch.

However, more re-
cently, in the ads for
Catalin and Bakelite ra-
dios, the reference is
not to A Flick of the
Switch, but to Collins'
Radios: The Golden
Age (often abbreviated
R.G.A.) Phil Collins'
book of striking pictures of plastic radios has
become a catalog for interested collectors. Phil
may now have to move over as a new standard
will soon be available for the Catalin collector.

That catalog is John Sideli's new book, Classic
Plastic Radios of the 1930s and 1940s. Graced
with vivid photographs of over 200 different cast
phenolic radios, the book is bound to be the bible
for collectors and dealers. In all, the book has
about 230 color photos, superb examples of the
craft of photographer Michael Fredericks.

John Sideli has done more than simply give us
a packet of beautiful photographs. His book con-
tains some very useful information for both vet-
eran and novice Catalin collectors. One thing of-
ten difficult to explain is Catalin color restoration.
Sideli presents a clear display of the basic differ-
ences one can expect between a Catalin radio
as -found and the same radio after restoration to
the original colors. He also correctly points out
that tastes have changed in fifty years since the
radios were made, and some of the colors in-
tended then are not deemed that attractive today;
indeed, some of the color fading that has oc-
curred over the years has improved certain color
combinations, in the eyes of many collectors.

Other color schemes
are markedly improved
when restored to the
original colors. He pre-
sents both sides of the
controversy (to restore
to the original colors or
not) based on the artis-
tic value of the result.

With all the color
photos in the book, and
a total of only 127
pages, is there any
room for text? The an-
swer is yes - some, but
not enough to let this
book become the final
reference for Catalin
radio enthusiasts. The
book will do nicely in
identifying most of the
available Catalin cabi-
nets, most of the proper
dial faces, grille cloths,
and knobs, but the
chassis information,
model number vari-

ations and other technical data are missing. In
the data given for each model illustrated, Sideli
very consistently differentiates between the
usual colors found and those colors made by the
various Catalin manufacturers.

Insofar as accuracy of the data is concerned,
the author does a reasonably good job. He has
included a number of reproductions of magazine
articles and ads, mostly from Modern Plastics.
These ads and articles presumably became
sources of background data for Sideli, giving
dates, plastics' manufacturers, and the like, and
he must have had other sources as well. Most of
these dates and manufacturer and model data
are correct. However, a few minor snags did crop
up which would normally bother only the purist.
With the high likelihood that collectors will adopt
this book as their Catalin bible, any errors of sub-
stance should be caught early.

Sideli opens with an introduction which details
his personal history in collecting these radios,
along with other art. Then he launches into "What
is Catalin?", and, in answering this question,
raises others. After stating that Catalin and Bake-
lite quickly became generic terms, he fails to
maintain the concept that Catalin was only one
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type of plastic cast from liquid phenolics and that
Bakelite was only one type of plastic compres-
sion molded from pulverized phenolic resin. In
fact, his illustrations of workmen pouring "Cat-
alin" into lead molds, etc., are, ironically enough,
Bakelite Corporation factory scenes. (Bakelite
called its "Catalin" "Bakelite Cast Resinoid." The
Catalin Corporation also made a "Bakelite" and
called it "Catavar," among other names.) It might
have been better for the author to have avoided
comparing two trade names, and to have con-
trasted compression molding from casting, as
key process differences.

The sections which follow this are more to the
theme of the book - the beauty, art, and value of
these radios as rare representatives of a classic
period in American personal and household fur-
nishings.

Sideli devotes the bulk of the work to a "Gal-
lery of Catalin Radios," and in this chapter he
shows, alphabetically by manufacturer, the vivid
color photos and data on each model. In the
entry on the beautiful Emerson AU190/B7245
"Cathedral" (which most collectors call the "tomb-
stone"), Sideli notes the cabinet to be of Fiberlon
(Monsanto Co.) whereas in fact it was made of
Marblette (Marblette Corp.); furthermore it is one
of only two radio cabinet models made of that
material. The other Marblette model also is iden-
tified incorrectly; the Emerson BM -258, is misla-
beled the BN-258.

In the sizable section on Fada Catalins, Sideli
must have realized there were more early model
numbers cropping up than early cabinet styles,
so he showed an "Evolution of Early Fada Cabi-
net Style" page to finalize the section. Some of

the model numbers given are in error there, too,
but these errors are minor and somewhat under-
standable. Fada was notorious for model number
variants, including the addition of letter suffixes to
indicate radio cabinet color. Sideli's Fada Model
53X refers to the Model 53 in an onyx -colored
Catalin cabinet, for example.

And, alas, some models of Catalins are miss-
ing from the book, like the Detrola 274/281, the
Gillette and Maguire Catalins, the Sentinel 195
(although he shows a Lafayette Radio mail-order
version of this radio, but fails to identify
Lafayette's model numbers, E62 and E63), the
Federal and RCA "Big Boxes," and several color
combinations known to exist in some of the mod-
els shown.

However, to Sideli's credit, here at last is a
photo of an Espey 851, one of the rarest of all
Catalins and one whose existence is even de-
nied by some.

Sideli can be proud of this book as a work of
art, and he should see it referred to aplenty in the
future. This book will become the standard for
Catalin ads and descriptions for the next several
years. But what shorthand initials will be used for
Classic Plastic Radios of the 1930s and 1940s?
How about "C.P.R."?

The publisher, E. P. Dutton, expects a mid -
June delivery to its suppliers. At $19.95 the pa-
perback version of this book is a bargain, and the
$29.95 hardback is also reasonable.
