ON THE COVER

The illustration on the cover this month is a
C. D. Tuska Company advertisement from the
December 1922 issue of Radio News. The ad-
vertisement endorses “The Sandman's Story,” a
children’s radio program of that era. The set pic-
tured is the Model 224, the subject of our lead
article this month. Having produced parts and
sets for amateur wireless operators since 1920,
the 224 was the first set brought out by Tuska for

the broadcast market.

Tuska's Fourth Catalog (1922) states, “...there
are three essentials which have been respon-
sible, more than all else, for our success and our
growth. These three things are, Sound Business
Policies, founded upon old line methods, Quality
Product and Good Will."

Prior to World War Il, C. D. Tuska was a radio
consultant to A. C. Gilbert, a toy company, and
was co-founder with Hiram P. Maxim of the
American Radio Relay League (A.R.R.L.).



The Tuska Model 224

Established in 1911, the C.
D. Tuska Company of Hart-
ford, Connecticut, originally
designed and manufactured
quality radio parts for amateur
and experimental use prior to
the beginning of general radio
broadcasting in 1920.

One of these early radio re-
ceivers was the Model 224, a
one-tube regenerative set with
a wave length of 150 to 650
maeters. The receiver, shownin
Figure 1, had two knobs, one
for tuning and the other for
regeneration. Originally de-
signed for radio telephone re-
ception, this receiver would
also give good results for radio
telegraph reception.

Some of Tuska’s advertising
included the fact that Tuska
sets were built under the strict,
personal direction of Mr. C. D.
Tuska himself and that they
were made by New England
workers whose craftsmanship
was second to none. It was
also boasted that the sets held
distance records and that a
Tuska receiver was the first set
to receive amateur transatlan-
tic code during some interna-
tional tests. Even Prince Al-
bert, while in Canada, gave
Tuska an advertising plug, tell-
ing everyone how great he
thought Tuska radio was.

Montgomery Ward must
have thought so also, for in a
full-page ad in one of its 1922
radio catalogs, Wards adver-
tised Tuska as “Our Special
Complete Radio Receiver Out-
fit = An Outfit Which Repre-
sents the Highest Develop-
ment in Radio Receiving.”

This is a single-circuit type
regenerative tuner requiring
only very simple adjustments.
it is licensed under Armstrong
patents. The tuning circuit is
directly connected to the de-
tector and consists of a high-

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grade variable gang condenser in serigs with an
inductance having six taps and controlled by a
switch lever. Regeneration is obtained by means
of a tickler coil, mounted inside the antenna in-
ductance, which is wired in the plate circuit. Both
condenser and tickler coil are controlled by dials
mounted on the panel, making tuning simple and
rapid. The grid condenser is in the detector cir-
cuit. The tube socket is of a high grade molded
composition. A finely graduated rheostat controls
the filament current. An interior view of this set is
shown in Figure 2.

The panel is molded in one piece with en-
graved markings filled with white enamel.

H. L. Schneck -
A Legend of Cortland Street

BY ED SCHNECK

At age 91, H. L. Schneck still relives the glory
days of Radio Row in Manhattan. In 1921, he
opened the first radio shop on renowned Cornt-
land Street with his partner U. Ross.

In this article, H. L.'s son, Ed Schneck, shares
some of his father's memories, highlighted by
photographs from the family album.

H. L. Schneck is shown in a 1926 photo, (Fig-
ure 1), with a Chaplin moustache demonstrating
radios with a passion and, some have said, with
a bit of panache. Called “City Radio,” the shop
initially shared space with Herman's Bicycle
Shop (now Herman's Sporting Shop — a rags to
riches story), but soon moved across the street.

Cortland Street, legendary for more than three
decades, was virtually lined with radio stores that
catered to Wall Street brokers and bankers. A
view looking down Cortland Street can be seenin
Figure 2, takenin early 1935. It was referred to as
“Competition Row" before it got the name of
“Radio Row" by its followers.

From time to time, Arthur Atwater Kent would
stop by to hear H. L.'s thoughts about a new
product line. He must have impressed Mr. Kent,
for he acquired the whole line and believes he
sold more Atwater Kent products in the twenties

on Cortland Street in New York City.

than any other radio dealer.

H. L. regularly thought up new circuits which
appeared in the New York Telegram's radio
pages. As a very young man, he worked in the
DeForest vacuum tube factory in the Bronx. With
U. Ross, he also set up the first wireless radio
station in New York City with the help of the
Henry Street Settlement House. However, the
F.B.I., taking no chances that the station’s broad-
casts might be coded messages to nearby U-
boats, shut down the radio station in 1917.

H. L. was soon lured away from technology
and even from City Radio by attractive salary
offers, and he worked at other establishments
around Cortland Street until 1945. As a person-
able and well-informed salesman, he was a re-
spected and valued employee. But he was rather
straightlaced (he cut and raked grass wearing a
straw skimmer, white buttoned shirt and knotted
tie!), and was almost too honest to compete in an
often ruthless retail business.

Some may still remember Radio Row’s darker
aspects and unscrupulous sales techniques, but
certainly, Cortland Street did not have an exclu-
sive on these practices. In those “good ole days,”
dauntless salesmen used wooden vaudeville

hooks to pull curious customers inio the store
from the street. In Figure 3, H. L. is showing
some finer points of the new Radiola Super M|
to interasted passers-by.

He often observed the rather devious use of
secret footpedal-controlled tube testers, as radio
owners were checking suspect tubes. You
guessed it, these tubes were always bad! Until
the late twenties and very early thirties, tubes
were not included in the sets, as they reore-
sented the real profit items in a very competitive
market.

“Radio Retailing® of 1936).

Starting as the hub of radio retail madness in
the ‘wenties, Cortland Street then became an
oasis of flourishing businesses in the desen of
the thirties depression. However, its fortunes
wanead by the forties due to war shortages. Even
the postwar Hboom never restorec its vitality.

The wrecker's ball and the building of the
World Trade Center obliterated Cortland Street
forever, except in the memories of H. L. Schneck
and a few others old enough to remember

Constructing a Loose Coupler

BY JOSEPH WOOD

If the complex printed cir-
cuits in the technical maga-
zines baffle you, try building
this antique receiver and re-
tain some of your innate
ability. This 1920's type
loose coupler is designed
for broadcast reception and
requires no batteries. When
constructed with expertise, it
makes an attractive addition
to any radio collection.

Collectors of antique ra-
dios take pride in displaying
the rarest of commercially
built radios; the loose cou-
pler is about the earliest of
available sets one can ac-
quire. Build one to mint
status, and enjoy the
uniqueness of owning a rare
replica like the one shown in
Figure 1.

This receiver will actually
pull in a loca! broadcast sta-
tion if one is close enough to
power it, and the fidelity is
excellent. The set can be
built from available material,
and the quality of craftsman-
ship determines its worth.
About all you need to build
this set is a saw, a dill, and
some sandpaper.

The coupler is essentially
a lot of woodwork containing
two coil forms of different
size. A three and one-half
inch diameter plastic coil form is cut and trued to
measure six inches long for the primary. A

smaller secondary coil slides into the large coil’

form. Both coils are mounted to wooden discs
fastened to the upright panels. The secondary is
wound with #30 cotton-covered wire and var-
nished to seal the wire. The primary coil is close-
wound with #22 copper enameled wire and takes
on an attractive glow when varnished. The coils
can be close-wound by any means available.
The terminals at each end of the coupler are 8-
32 brass screws using knurled nuts as fasteners.
Material for the bar and slider can be obtained at
a hardware store or hobby shop; the 3/8" oak
board can be salvaged from a piece of furniture.
To start the project, cut the individual wooden
parts out of a three-eighth-inch thick oak board

with each piece carefully squared. The individual
parts are laid out for easy assembly as shown in
Figure 2. Next sand the pieces to accurate
planes, glue, assemble, and nail into place. The
large hole in the primary standard requires some
skill to fashion, but the accomplishment makes
possible a rare collector's item.

The schematic, in Figure 3, shows a circuit
you can experiment with to get the greatest se-
lectivity.

By using variable condensers of different sizes
you can rekindle the thrill of the early radio ex-
perimenters. The trick is to match condenser and
coil to resonate at the point of greatest response.
By using a vintage detector or selecting various
crystals (a 1N34 fixed crystal is used in this cir-
cuit), the greatest volume can be obtained.
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Figure 2. The required parts ready for assembly.

Experimenters throughout the years have
made some very efficient sets; with a little inge-
nuity, you can do as well. Once you stain and var-
nish the set, and wire it up, you are ready to
share the nostalgic wonders of a 1922 receiver
with your neighbors.

A littte planning will make this task enjoy-

sizes, a fixed 1N34 crystal or equivalent, a fixed
mica condenser .0005pf used as an RF bypass,
antenna and ground wire.

Radio Co. sold this table radio for $69.50. It
was advertised as a “compact” Model 84. It was
a six-tube superheterodyne receiver. (William

ARVIN “SPACE HEATER” - The Noblitt
Sparks Industries, Inc. manufactured this Arvin
receiver using some of the same metal parts
used on their electric space heater. It is desig-
nated as the Arvin Model 140P. (John S.
Neuman - San Marcos, CA)

UNIQUE HOME BREW - This is a Hugo
Gernsback Detectorium of 1910 design. The
crystal is mounted in a cup that makes direct
contact with the wire on the rather long coil,
sliding up the coil for tuning. Another slider, on
the left, controls the length of the coil. This
unusual home brew tunes long wave and
shortwave, and even today its owner claims it
will pick up Radio Moscow and the BBC. (Fred
Geer - Jacksonville, FL 32210)

VERY DECO RADIO - This is the Belmont
Model 6D111 receiver. It was manufactured in
1946. Its streamlined designh was a carryover
from the late 30s which makes it very popular
with the collectors. The cabinet is Bakelite
painted an off-white color. (Dave Crocker -
Canton, MA)
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ECHOPHONE MODEL 60 - This cathedral
has a Gothic style with a molded composition
grille and dial bezel. The date of manufacture
was 1931. (David Masterson — Meriden, CT)

radio had a 5x3-inch speaker with a ceramic
magnet and an off-center voice coil, which
makes it sound very gcod. It came in three
colors, had four tuned IF circuits, 200 milliwatts
undistorted audio output and vernier tuning.

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70-Volt System
Transformers Revisited

BY BILL TIPTON

In the August 1989 issue of A.R.C., two ar-
ticles were presented discussing the use of
transformers and loudspeakers found in com-
mercial sound distribution systems as substitutes
in repairing old radios. This system, as described
by Mark Oppat in his article, commonly used an
eight-inch, 70-volt system, ceiling speaker. The
70-volt system allows the use of one amplifier to
drive many speakers. The volume and imped-
ance is adjusted at each speaker by selecting a
wattage tap on the transformer at the speaker.

The editor had made the comment that al-
though the use of 70-volt system components
was practiced in radio repair, he would not rec-
ommend it for an authentic restoration.

Bill Tipton, who wrote the second of the ar-
ticles, has submitted this sequel which ad-
dresses the problem of preserving the physical
appearance of the set. He also discusses how to
match push-pull output circuits with the 70-volt
system transformers.

SUBSTITUTIONS IN RESTORATION

As has often been stated in these pages, the
best restoration ethic calls for repairs to be as
undetectable as possible. In the case of audio
transformers, it is best to either rewind the origi-
nal unit or secure an exact replacement.

The best alternative is not always feasible,
especially if the original transformer is missing.
Often, an otherwise intact set will be found minus
its speaker and output transformer. As demon-
strated in my first article, the 70-volt transtormer
will electrically equal the performance of the
original plate to voice coil transformers. With
proper workmanship, the physical appearance of
the set can be preserved also.

OPEN-FRAME TRANSFORMERS

The 70-volt transformers are usually open-
frame types very similar in size and appearance
to the open-frame output transformers used for
many years as original and replacement equip-
ment. In fact, the popular, “universal” audio out-
put transformers even had the lug connections
like the 70-volt transformers. A neat and work-
man-like 70-volt transformer installation will be
similar in appearance to the normai type of re-
placement once routinely performed by compe-
tent radio service technicians.

If the original transformer core is available, it
may be possible to remove the 70-volt trans-
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former winding from its core and install it on the
original core. This is assuming the respective
core diameters are similar. Such an installation,
while requiring more effort, will more closely
match the original appearance.

ENCASED TRANSFORMERS

Encased transformers, normally found on the
large and more expensive sets, require more
work but may give a better final appearance. In
this type, the transformer was sealed in a metal
can and encased in either a pitch (tar) or wax
potting compound. First, melt out the defective
transformer, and save the molten compound.
Preferably reusing the original leads, place the
70-volt transformer in the can, and carefully re-
place the previously saved compound. Once the
can is resealed and reinstalled on the set, it will
be identical to its former appearance.

MATCHING PUSH-PULL OUTPUT

Push-pull output matching presents a more
difficult problem than matching single-ended au-
dio output tube circuits to speaker voice coils.
This is because the 70-volt transformers, being
designed as single-ended devices, don't always
offer convenient electrical center taps. Start by
finding the tap combination that is closest to the
impedance ratio. You can derive this by dividing
the plate-to-plate load impedance by the voice
coil impedance. Since turns ratio squared is the
impedance ratio, take the square root of the ratio
and look for a tap (in the same secondary imped-

ance column) that matches within two percent or
less. See Table 1.

It you are unable to get a center tap close
enough, the next solution is to use two transform-
ers with their primaries connected in series; the
B+ lead is connected to the junction between the
two transtormers, and the plate leads are con-
nected to the remaining two leads. The secon-
daries are connected, phase opposed, in either
serigs or parallel. See Figures 1 and 2.

The use of two transformers makes it more
difficult to preserve the original appearance of
open-frame installations. However, encased
original units often have enough room in their
metal can to install both of the 70-volt transform-
ers and thus preserve the original appearance.

Correct phasing is determined by operating
the output stage at low level and reversing the
secondary leads on one of the transformers. The
correct connection gives the loudest sound in the

speaker. Each parallel secondary will “see” a
load of twice the voice coil impedance while each
series secondary will “see” a load of half the
voice coil impedance.

Use the following example to help deter-
mine the correct plate-to-plate load imped-
ance, power output, and the maximum signal
plate current for the class of operation (A, AB1,
AB2, B), type bias (fixed or cathode), plate volt-
age, and type of tubes used in the circuit.

Example: (6F6, 2A5, 42), push-pull class A,
315 volts, cathode bias, 10,000-ohm plate-to-
plate load, 10.5 watts, 62mA zero signal plate
current, 8-ohm voice coil. Use two 8-watt
transformers.

Since each transformer provides half the
plate-to-plate load, we take half the plate-to-
plate load impedance and divide it by either

halfthe voice coil impedance (10,000/2 = 5,000
ohms), for series secondary connection as
shown in Figure 1 from the article above, (8/2 =
4 ohms), or double the voice coil impedance for
parallel secondary as shown in Figure 2 from
the article above, (8x2 = 16 ohms). The result-
ing respective ratios are 1,250 and 312.5.

Take one half the total zero signal plate cur-
rent, (62/2 = 31mA), and select a transformer
rated to handle that value of direct current. See
Table 2inthe article above. The maximum watt-
age tap of each transformer should be at least
half the rated r.m.s. (root mean square) output
of the circuit.

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The National SW-2 Shortwave Receiver

As indicated in Ray
Moore's book Communi-
cations Receivers, the
National Company was
established in 1914 in
Cambridge, Massachu-
setts. It manufactured
mechanical parts includ-
ing toys until 1924, when
it began producing the
Browning-Drake broad-
cast receiver kit.

The nearly mint SW-2,
shown in Figure 1, was
the National Company's
first entry into shortwave
set production. It was
developed in 1927 when
the company utilized
RCA designs for a four-
tube receiver exported
by G.E. to produce the
two-tube SW-2 (without
the two-stage amplifier).

The SW-2 was adver-
tised for world-wide
shortwave and television
reception. It was at first
called the “SG,” since it
incorporated the early
screen-grid tube (Type
22) to isolate antenna
effects better, to reduce
radiation, and to afford
smoother regeneration
control.

One could purchase a
complete set of SW-2
parts for $34.60, a
princely amount at that
time, and the three-tube
kit went for $44.60. The
SW-2 was also offered
completely wired by the
Abbott Laboratory (“rec-
ommaended!”) for $44.60.

Bakelite was used for both the chassis and
panel. The SW-2 came with a complete set of
four beautifully crafted coils having radial, sliding
contacts for the range of 15 to 115 meters, as
shown in Figure 2. This could be extended to 180
meters with the purchase of a fifth coil. The set
used National's patented “Girder Frame™ tuning
capacitor, the construction of which was rugged

enough to provide most of the support holding its
panel to the chassis.

Fast-paced developments of that time saw the
SW-2 displaced by a superior four-tube version
in a metal cabinet, the SW-4. Thus, only a few
SW-2s were made, a quantity estimated to be
between 50 and 500.

Why I Collect Old Radios

Why does it work like that? | think everyone
should be interested in the answers to these
questions. Unfortunately, many people seem
satisfied with progress alone and have no inter-
est in the past. | feel that by collecting radios, |
am helping to preserve a part of American history
that would otherwise head straight for the landfill.
My parents actually spurred my interest in col-
lecting; my dad had been a radio and TV repair-
man since the 1950s, and my mother and grand-
mother always reminded me about the way a
home was run in days past.

Today, my parents live in southern Texas, but
we keep in regular contact with each other. We
spend a lot of time on the phone telling each
other about our radio conquests, and we swap
schematics and parts by mail.

One of the main reasons | collect radios is
because it reminds me of my childhood when my
dad worked at his bench for hours on a set until
finally, it played correctly. | remember the frustra-
tion my dad felt rewinding a complicated dial
cord, and | remember his pride when he got it
finished.

When | was six years old, my parents bought a
farm in southern Missouri. While we were living
there, my dad built a radio which he called a “fox
hole radio.” It used a piece of pencil lead and a
double-edged razor blade for a detector. He ex-
plained to me that this setup was used by sol-
diers in World War | when no other radios could
be found. | found this to be a fascinating set and
plan on building one for my children in the near
future.

When | was about ten years old, we had the
only TV on the block that could be turned on with
a flashlight. Dad showed me how to rig up a solar
cell and a relay to produce a remote control on/
off switch.

Once my dad took two old AC/DC radios and
made an intercom system connected by a long
cable. We placed one of the sets in a tree in the
backyard and placed the other set in the base-
ment so we could see the tree from the window.
When a kid or a dog would pass by the tree, my
dad would speak over the intercom. Some kids
would talk back to the tree, and some would run
away. It was both funny and fascinating to watch.

When { was about fourteen, | got my first short-
wave radio as a Christmas present. | remember
rigging up the long wire antenna in about ten
inches of snow. It was strung up between the
corner of the house and a big old maple tree in

the backyard. | was amazed that | could hear
signals from all over the earth on this little radio. |
started to send for QSL cards from faraway coun-
tries, and | tacked them to the wall above my
desk. My shortwave listening was something |
really looked forward to, and | have great memo-
ries of tuning through the bands on those long,
cold winter nights.

About this same time, my dad bought me a
Knight-Kit AM radio, and we built it together.
Although it was nothing fancy, it played well and
still plays today.

1 still enjoy the feeling | get when | find an old
junker covered with the grime of years of neglect.
Itry to imagine the set as it would look cleaned up
and restored. | sometimes wish a set could talk to
me about all the things it has been through over
the years. | think about the people involved in
designing and building radios years ago and
wonder if those people are still around. | enjoy
coming into the house with a new junker, seeing
the look on my wife’s face, and then explaining to
her why | feel the set has collectible value. She's
pretty understanding, usually.

But most of all, | like turning on an old set in the
evening in a darkened room, seeing the dial light
and the tubes glowing, and hearing the speaker
come to life with music and voice. This makes me
think about my childhood, my family, and the best
memories of my life. Everybody should feel this
good about something.
