ON THE COVER
The stylized puppy on this month's cover was

photographed in the contest area at the ARCA
'90 Convention in Cincinnati, Ohio, held from
June 14-16 of this year. The pup named "Bonzo"
was used as an advertising display to help pro-
mote the 1925 introduction of the Crosley Pup
radio. Because of its popularity with customers'

children, dealers sold Bonzo for $1.00.
The name and idea originated from an early

1900's comic strip character. Constructed of hol-
low papier-mache, Bonzo is approximately eight
inches tall. The supplier was the King Cole Co. of
Chicago. Of the few existing today, many show
signs of being chewed by a household pest, pa-
pier-mache being high on the mouse's menu.

The Edison Model R-3
or

When is an Edison Not an Edison?

On a recent search for an-
other antique radio to add to my
collection, I was attracted to an
Edison Model R-3, shown in
Figure 1. It had all the appear-
ances of other simple, three -
dial battery sets manufactured
in the mid -1920s. Like many
other collectors before me, I

had passed up the set several
times.

The name Edison Mfg. Co.
engraved on the front panel in-
trigued me, and I decided to
take a closer look. I could
vaguely recall that Thomas A.
Edison, Inc. manufactured
some sets with similar model numbers, and that
there was some association between Thomas A.
Edison, Inc. and Splitdorf. Although I could re-
member seeing Splitdorf battery radios, I could
not recall ever seeing an Edison battery radio.

Upon closer inspection, I found that the set
was a three -tube reflex. The crystal detector is lo-
cated on the back side of the lower panel and can
be seen in Figure 2. It is operated by the panel's
lower center control knob which can be rotated to
locate a sensitive spot on the crystal.

The set was complete and original except for
one replaced audio transformer. My search was
over for the day. I purchased the set and brought
it home to research and restore.

THE EDISON CONNECTION?

Once back home, I consulted Rider's Perpet-
ual Troubleshooter's Manuals, Gemsback's Offi-
cial Radio Service Manuals,
and several knowledgeable col-
lectors to determine if there was
any relationship between the
Edison R-3 and Thomas A.
Edison, Inc. Although, accord-
ing to Rider and Gernsback,
Thomas A. Edison, Inc. manu-
factured sets with model num-
bers R-1, R-2, and R-4 through
R-7, these sets were all manu-
factured during the late 1920s.
It is interesting that no Model R-
3 is listed. Splitdorf, the radio
manufacturing company which
Thomas A. Edison had ac -

quired, produced no reflex receivers or sets with
model numbers such as R-3.

Based on these findings and on conversations
with other collectors, I concluded that Edison
Mfg. Co. had no relation to Thomas A. Edison,
Inc. It is quite likely that Edison Mfg. Co. selected
its name to capitalize on Thomas A. Edison's
visibility. The model number may have been de-
rived from the circuit - reflex 3 -tube.

FEATURES

Aside from this less than spectacular history,
the set is quite collectible because of its unusual
circuit. It's not often that a crystal -reflex receiver
turns up. [The June 1990 issue of A.R.C. re-
ported on another unusual crystal -reflex re-
ceiver, the Nyaccoflex Model R2. - Editor]

For improved selectivity, the set was manufac-
tured using three tuned circuits rather than the

two tuned circuits and one untuned circuit of
other similar radios of the time (such as the ERLA
reflex featured in Radio Manufacturers of the
1920s, Volume 1, pages 188 and 190, by Alan
Douglas, The Vestal Press, 1988).

One other unusual feature, the purpose of
which still remains a mystery to me, is the fact
that the crystal circuit is connected across only
one half of the last tuned circuit. Figure 3 shows a
schematic diagram of the set.

The set is well made of good quality compo-
nents, but of unknown manufacture. See Figure
4. The only custom -manufactured part on the set
is the engraved front panel. Wiring is accom-
plished by using a neatly placed, square, tinned
bus bar. Nearly all the electrical connections are
made using machine screws and knurled nuts.

Unlike the rest of the set, the cabinet is very
simple and inexpensive. For the manufacturer to
have put this very decent set in such a cheap
cabinet seems inappropriate.

PERFORMANCE

After cleaning, checking the wiring, and test-
ing, I finally turned the set on to determine the
operating characteristics and performance. The
first obstacle I encountered was failure to get a
signal from the antenna to the speaker. In addi-
tion to having all three dials correctly tuned to the
same frequency, the crystal had to be adjusted to

r - -

a sensitive spot. The problem was that in order to
tune in a station, the crystal had to be set; and in
order to set the crystal, a station had to be tuned.
To overcome this problem, I substituted the crys-
tal with my efficient 1 N82 glass UHF mixer crys-
tal diode. After I logged the dial settings for a few
local stations, I removed the diode and used the
crystal. [Early wireless receivers had a similiar
problem - often there was no station on the air
to use to adjust the crystal detector. These early
sets had a built-in, push -button -operated buzzer
which generated a broad -band RF signal for in-
put to the crystal detector. - Editor]

I was initially puzzled by the existence of a
basketweave coil placed in series between the
two antenna posts, which can be seen in Figure
2. After operating the set for a while, I found that
by connecting the antenna to the set so that the
signal passed through this coil, the first tuned
circuit would track with the others (all dial settings
would be similar). This hookup was at the ex-
pense of some sensitivity, however.

Performance of the set is admirable. In a
couple of hours one evening, I logged over a
dozen stations within a range of approximately
800 miles. I was using a relatively short antenna
and a good ground. I was able to log two distant
stations which were 20 kilocycles apart, but sen-
sitivity on local stations left a little to be desired.
Output from the set is capable of driving a horn

speaker. However, for the best
audibility, I use a pair of head-
phones.

The mysterious Edison R-3
now sits patiently on a shelf in
my display room. It probably
will always be the most over-
looked set in my collection, yet
its story continues to be a most
interesting one. Perhaps
someday we may be able to
learn more about the Edison R-
3 and its manufacturer.

Collecting -

Several months ago, John
Nagle, K4KJ, sent in the fol-
lowing description of a radio he
had found. Unfortunately, in
calling for more information
about his article, we learned
that John joined the ranks of
"Silent Keys" on Wednesday,
June 20, 1990.

John was well known in an-
tique radio and ham circles,
and many of his articles have
been published in the AWA
"Old Timer's Bulletin" and
other radio -related publica-
tions.

John was asking whether
anyone recognized this set
and what its approximate
value might be. If anyone has
further information, please for-
ward to A.R.C., so we can con-
tinue John's interests in his
memory. (Editor)

The challenges are what
make collecting antique radios
such an interesting and fasci-
nating hobby. First is the chal-
lenge of finding an item that
appeals to you. Next comes
the challenge of restoring the
item, if necessary. The third
challenge is that of identifying
and dating your find. The last
one - the identification chal-
lenge - is the subject of this
article.

A few years ago, I was of-
fered an older radio for a very
reasonable price - at least
compared to some of the
prices I had seen at the AWA
flea markets in Canandaigua for similar equip-
ment. The radio had no identification whatso-
ever, but it had been very nicely restored and
was complete. So, even though the type of re-
ceiver was not my specialty, amateur radio
equipment, I bought it. I'm not at all sorry I bought
it, but I have yet to identify it.

The front panel and the chassis are shown in
Figures 1 and 2. The tube lineup consists of a
Type 22 RF amplifier followed by three Type 12
detector amplifiers, one used as a regeneratiive
detector and two used as stages of audio amplifi-
cation.

The Identification Challenge

The Type 22 is a pentode; pentodes were
developed in 1927 and appeared in production
radios in 1928. If we assume that the tubes are
the original types, this puts an "earliest possible"
date on the set. The rest of the receiver appears
to be of construction earlier than 1928, possibly
as far back as 1920 or maybe even the teens.
The construction seems to be similar to some of
the I -P "wireless" sets I have seen.

Rejuvenating Tuning Eye Tubes
In his July 1989 A.R.C.

article, page 8 to 9, "The
Solar Model CC -1-60 Ca-
pacitor Analyzer," Paul
Bourbin stated, "If the 6E5
(tuning eye tube) is dim, it
can be brought back to origi-
nal brilliance by hooking up
to a television picture tube
rejuvenator and zapping it.
You will have to rig up an
adapter, but the results are
worth the trouble." Paul re-
ports this method has gen-
erated much response, with
many people asking for
more specific information.
(Editor)

To bring new life to your
6E5, you will need a TV pic-
ture tube rejuvenator, a tube
manual with tube base dia-
grams for receiving tubes
and for picture tubes, and
some jumper wire sockets.

The most difficult part is
making the adapter. One
way is to break off the neck of an old picture tube
for the part that attaches to the rejuvenator. I do
not recommend this as it is dangerous! A safer
way is to attach jumper wires to tip jack pins or
pins taken from regular tube bases. The other
end of the jumpers should be soldered to a fe-
male six -pin tube socket (You can get one from a
junker set or from Antique Electronic Supply, 688
W. First St.,Tempe, Arizona 85281).

Using your book, choose an old black and
white picture tube as a model, and look at the pin
layout diagram for that tube. Match up the com-
ponents (filament, cathode, grid, etc.) of the pic-
ture tube with the same component locations on
the eye tube. Attach jumpers from the picture
tube adapter socket hole to the corresponding
pin on the six -pin socket for the eye tube. The
idea is to configure the rejuvenator so that the
eye tube is wired as a picture tube. There are
many different picture tube rejuvenators, but this
will work for any of them. Once the adapter is
made, you can zap any number of tubes.

After you have attached your adapter to the
rejuvenator, all that is left to do is to insert an eye
tube into the six -pin socket, set the filament volt-
age to 6.3 volts, and follow the instructions for
rejuvenation of a picture tube. See Figure 1. You
may have to repeat the process a few times; after

all, you have nothing to lose by doing so. It does
basically the same thing that rejuvenating 01 -A's
does - it increases the emission of the filament or
cathode.

cannot give specific instructions because
each rejuvenator has its own set of instructions. If
you do not have a TV picture tube rejuvenator, try
your local TV repair shop. Every shop should
have one.

As with 01 -A's, the results vary with the tube.
Most tubes are improved to a reasonable extent.
Some stay bright for only a few hours' service,
while others stay bright for a long time. One that I
have rejuvenated has been in daily service for
over six months and still is quite bright. Since
many of us use our sets very few hours per year,
this procedure will suffice for most purposes.

Hope that you are successful "zapping" your
eye tubes.

Note: The 6U5/6G5 electron ray tube has very
similar characteristics to the 6E5 and should be
"zappable" in the same manner. The 2E5 has
electrical characteristics identical with Type 6E5,
except for its heater rating (2.5 volts AC/DC; 0.8
ampere). Be sure you make the proper filament
setting to 2.5 volts, if you are rejuvenating a 2E5.

RADIOLA 18 - The Radio Corporation of America (RCA) manufactured this AC receiver in 1927. It is
a seven -tube TRF that sold for $115. (Norm Landis - Kirkwood, MO)
