Continu-
ing with the repair theme, Brian Rhodes de-
scribes a technique to repair those often en-
larged holes for the wood screws holding the
panel to battery sets.

On the cover this month is the Dariola/Billow
one-tube regenerative set, licensed by Clapp-
Eastham. Ray Lumb of Millbury, Mass, the set's
proud owner, took the photos for the cover and
the article. Alan Douglas assembled information
covering this set for an article in this issue.




WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Dariola One and the Billow

BY ALAN DOUGLAS

The Dariola One and the Billow were unique
one-tube sets made by or licensed by the Clapp-
Eastham Company.

The receiver shown in the photographs in this
article is owned by Ray Lumb of Millbury, Massa-
chusetts. His radio has no trade name printed on
the front, and has only the Clapp-Eastham
manufacturer’s paper label attached to the back.
Since it was sold under the trade names of Dari-
ola One (by Darwal Corp.) and Billow (by Clapp-
Eastham Co.), it is difficult to determine which
model this is. Ray seems to think his is the Billow
model, shown in Figure 1, because of minute dif-
ferences distinguishable in the advertisements
reproduced in Alan Douglas’s book “Radio
Manufacturers of the 20's — Volume 1," page 109.

A.R.C. requests that any reader who may
have such a set contribute information regarding
the set and its identity. The author refers to the
Dariola radio for the basis of his writing of this
article. (Editor)

Clapp-Eastham made some strange radios,
but even so, the receiver shown in Figure 2 is
most unusual. In spite of the text on the set's
paper label, shown in Figure 3, Clapp-Eastham
probably did not manufacture the radio, but sup-
plied only its Armstrong patent licensed name to
keep things legal.

All that is certain is that the Dariola was adver-
tised in the August Radio World and the
November Radio Broadcast, 1924, by the Darwal
Corporation of New York City. Darwal was a

distributor for Myers vacuum tubes, one of which
can be seen on the radio in Figure 4. The Myers
tubes were then being manufactured in Canada
to avoid RCA lawsuits.

Darwal may even have been the exclusive
distributor of these tubes. Though Myers adver-
tised and sold directly by mail from Montreal, |
have an invoice from a man in westemn Pennsyl-
vania who had purchased three Myers drycell
tubes at $4, plus 10¢ postage, from Darwal in
September 1924. Presumably, Darwal was also
advertising the tubes on their own.

Although Myers tubes were well made,
Darwal’s sales were limited, since radio manu-
facturers would never use the product of a com-
pany in such a precarious legal position. When
Myers finally did move back to Cleveland, RCA

pounced immediately and forced tha company
out of business.

The obvious way to boost sales of the Myers
tubes was for Darwal to make its own receivers. |
suspect, but have no proof, that Westinghouse,
an RCA partner, saw the Dariola ads and read
the riot act to Darwal regarding infringement on
its Armstrong regeneration patent. That would
have been enough to curb Darwal's production
plans.

But Darwal evidently had a large number of
these sets on hand. As a result, an atrangement
was eventually made with Westinghouse

whereby the set was legitimized and a royalty
was paid.

By this time, roughly 1926, Westinghouse had
succeeded in forcing nearly all manufacturers
into abandoning the regenerative circuit. How-
ever, the Clapp-Eastham Company was being
allowed to lend its license to various small enter-
prises, such as Bruno, or to make Armstrong re-
generative sets itself, using the Emerson Multi-
valve tube in the Baby Emerson. It seems likely
that the paper label stating, “Manufactured by
Clapp-Eastham Co.,” as shown in Figure 3, was
added to the Dariola sets at this time, and the
stock was then legitimately marketed.

The Supreme Series Diagnometers
A Boon To Early Radio Servicemen!

Throughout most of the 1920’s, radio service-
men were accustomed to working on battery sets
whose circuits were of relatively simple design. In
addition, these battery sets, from the early bread-
boards to the later table top cabinet styles, were
usually lightweight.

However, with the advent of AC “plug-in-the-
wall” radios in 1927, servicemen were confronted
with much more complicated radio circuitry. With
the use of iron core transformers and other sub-
stantial components, and with the introduction of
floor model cabinets, radios were also becoming
much heavier and more cumbersome. Transport-
ing these heavy radios for servicing was then a
major consideration in the radio repair industry.

Traditionally, much of a serviceman’s work
had been done in people’s homes. Typically, the
serviceman would call upon the customer, diag-
nose the problem, and then give an estimate. He
would offer to repair the set either in the
customer’s home or in his shop. Needless to say,
people were often wary of having the set leave
the house.

Obviously, a lot of the serviceman's time was
spentin the field, and much of it was unprofitable.
To do as many repairs in the customer’s home as
possible would be beneficial to both the shop and
the customer. Time and money would be saved.

However, as radio circuits became more com-
plex, it was no longer practical to diagnose radio

malfunction with a single test instrument, such as
the commonly used voltmeter.

What was needed was portable diagnostic
equipment that could perform all needed tests in
a cost effective way and could be acquired on an
easy payment plan. Supreme Instruments, Corp.
of Greenwood, Mississippi, came up with the
answer in its 400 Series of Supreme Diagnome-
ters, one of the first and most successful “do
everything,” transportable, radio testing instru-
ments. Others came earlier, but few could per-
form as many tests. The 400A Diagnometer is
shown in Figure 1.

USING THE DIAGNOMETER

All Diagnometers in the 400 series served as
analyzers. First, the analyzer cable with the cor-
rect adapter was inserted into the set's tube
socket. With the tube inserted into the
Diagnometer’s socket, the voltages at the tube
pins and the current used by the tube could be
checked with the set on. All this without removing
the chassis from the set!

The Diagnometer could rejuvenate tubes indi-
vidually or in groups. Group rejuvenation was
accomplished by use of the analyzer plug and
would work if the filaments were in parallel and of
the same voltage. All models could test earlier
tubes. Rectifier tubes could be tested for output.

Models 400-B and above
could test screen-grid tubes
and overhead filament tubes.
The Modulated Radiator (the
coil on top of the unit), com-
bined with a proper output tube,
permitted the Diagnometer to
function as a signal generator
for aligning tuning condensers,
signal tracing, neutralizing, etc.

The tube tester could also be
used for matching tubes. Tubes
were tested by putting the tube
in a feedback oscillating circuit
and measuring the output of the
tube. Supreme engineers felt
that, since all elements of a
tube were needed to make it
oscillate, the failure of any com-
ponent or characteristic would
cause the tube to read below
normal. You will appreciate this
feature, if you have ever ob-

late.



The Diagnometer could also be used as a
crude form of distortion analysis by checking to
see if the proper part of the plate curve was in
operation. If the set was running too close to
either end of the curve, changes in current would
occur with changes in signal strength.

In addition to these onboard tests, all of the
meters on the Diagnometer’s panel were acces-
sible to tip jacks located on a panel at the rear of
the unit. Access was also available to three built-
in capacitors (.001, .002, and one mfd.) and an
audio transformer via the back panel. These
could be substituted for parts suspected to be
bad. They also could be used for testing fixed
condensers in the set. In addition, the service-
man could access 30 ohm and 500,000 ohm
rheostats from the back panel. A condenser/
choke output to the speaker was also possible.

MEASURING AN UNKNOWN RESISTANCE

While an ohmmeter was not provided, it was
possible to measure an unknown resistance us-
ing a battery and a voltmeter. If you have never
tried this method, here is how it is done: Using a
battery of fairly high voltage — 45 volts is good —
connect the voltmeter across the battery and
record the reading.

Next, place the unknown resistance in series
with the voltmeter and battery, and record the
reading taken. Divide the first reading by the
second reading, subracting one from the result.
Multiply the last result by the internal resistance
of the voltmeter for the scale used ( ohms per volt
times the maximum voltage on the scale). The
product obtained will be the value of the unknown
resistance.

As you can see, the Supreme Diagnometer
could do almost anything necessary to determine
the trouble in a set. About the only other equip-
ment needed would be a test speaker or head-
phones.

The downside is that the Diagnometer is very
complicated to use. To appreciate ‘ully what it
can do, you need the manual. With this manual,
you will have no trouble performing all the tests.
However, operation of the Diagnometer is a bit
awkward and proficiency will take a lot of prac-
tice.

A copy of the manual for the 99-A, 100-A, 400-
A, and 400-B Diagnometers is available from the
Vintage Radio Foundation, P.O. Box 521, Palo
Alto, California 94302. It is free to members of
the foundation and costs $10 to nonmembers.

RESTORING THE DIAGNOMETER

Restoration of the Diagnometer is basically a
matter of testing each component and repairing
or replacing those which are not up to specifica-
tion. The meters, especially the ammeter, are
often damaged. They have nonstandard scales
and a replacement will probably be impossible to
find. The best thing to do is to have them re-
paired. Leonard Cartwright of Ye Olde Meter
Cellar, 113 Sea Terrace Way, Aptos, California
95003, who advertises in A.R.C., repaired mine
and did a very good job.

The audio transformer is of the hedgehog
type. Like all old audios, it is prone to failure. Any

small, standard audio that fits into the cabinet will
do.

The condensers can either be replaced with
original type condensers, which may hold up, or
their modern equivalents, which are more reli-
able. The choice is based mostly on whether
originality or reliability is desired.

A replacement power transformer for the
power pack is difficult to find. Perhaps the best
bet is to get one out of an old tube tester.

The knobs for the plunger switches can be
made from an appropriate piece of dowel or du-
plicates can be made by Larry Bordcnaro of Old
Time Replications, 5744 Tobias St., Van Nuys,
California 91411.

The adapters for the analyzer plug will have to
be scrounged at flea markets and swap meets,
as most were specific to the Diagnometers and
later Supreme analyzers.

When operating the Diagnometer, you must
place a 100-watt light bulb or a 100-ohm high
wattage resistor in series with the AC plug. The
manual states that this is of prime importance
when operating the Diagnometer. The light bulb
in series will protect the instrument from harm.

An easy way to make such a protective device
is to attach two porcelain light sockets to a board
and wire them in series with a line cord. Screw a
light bulb in one and an AC plug adapter into the
other. Plug the Diagnometer's line cord into the
adapter and the protector's line cord into the wall.
Without this protection, the Diagnometer can be
easily damaged. Perhaps this is why so many
are found in an inoperative state.

Incidentally, the above protector can also be
used when trying a radio for the first time. | prefer
to use a 200-watt bulb for this purpose. The fila-
ment of the bulb should glow a cherry red at
most. If the filament glows bright or ircandesces,
then there is something seriously wrong with the
set. The protector will safeguard both the house
wiring and the set from further harm.

I am sure that you will agree that the Diag-
nometer is a most interesting and functional
piece of test equipment. If you happen to be
fortunate enough to own one, get it out and see
what it can do. You will be able to meet the same
challenges that radio servicemen faced in the
late twenties.

The Privat-ear Pocket Radio

In the late 1940s, Electronics
Systems Corporation was a
small company located in Kan-
sas City, Missouri. In May of
1947, it filed a patent applica-
tion for the design of a mini-
ature radio receiver small
enough to fit in a pocket or
purse. Its principal claim cen-
tered on the variable inductor
tuning arrangement which
eliminated the need for a bulky
tuning condenser.

In 1950, the company re-
ceived U.S. Patent Number
2,521,423 for its small portable
receiver shown in Figure 1.
Then it began using the name Privat-ear Corpo-
ration, apparently to identify better with the new
product. 1t also adopted the Privat-ear logo “For
diminutive radio receiving sets adapted to be car-
ried in the pocket or purse.” The Privat-ear is ap-
propriately named, since reception is heard only
through the set’s hearing aid type earphone, also
shown in Figure 1. Patent information in 1951 in-
dicates that the company had moved to New
York, but it apparently left the radio business
shonrtly after.

The receiver employs a pair of 2E31 submini-
ature vacuum tubes along with a 1N34 diode.

Tuning is accomplished in simple tashion by
moving two slugs through stick inductors. A pul-
ley connected to the front panel tuning control
moves the slugs which are connected with dial
cord. The on-off control is achieved through a
simple contact switch that is activated by fully
extending the antenna. Power is supplied by a
small 22.5 volt B battery along with a pair of 1.5
volt penlites connected in parallel for the fila-
ments.

The internal layout, rear cover removed, is
shown in Figure 2. The 1952 Beitman radio man-
ual shows a schematic for a Privat-ear Corp.
receiver, Model DL-101. This schematic matches

the set described here except
that Type 6007 tubes were
used.

The Privat-ear is approxi-
mately the size of a dollar bill
and about an inch thick. Two
picture frame type mounting
holes in the back of the set al-
low it to be wall-mounted if de-
sired.

The set shown in Figure 2
appears to be an early model.
The label inside does not refer-
ence Model DL-101, and it indi-
cates that a patent is applied
for. Also, it uses the older 2E31
tubes.

As a receiver, this set is a
poor performer as it will only
pick up several local stations.
Since it is one of the early
pocket portables and cenrtainly
a desirable set, | would like to
get more information about it.

Specifically, what is the vin-
tage of the Privat-ear? When
were 2E31 tubes first used?
What did the set sell for? Was it
the first, or one of the first, tube-
type pocket portables?

In response to Frank White's
questions, “A itique Radio
Classified™ contacted Mike
Schiffer of Tuscon, Arizona,
who specializes in collecting
pocket radios. He provided the
following info-mation:

CRYSTAL CONTAINER - This 1.5-inch
diameter metal container was made by the
Foote Mineral Company of Philadelphia. Their
“Triple Test Radio Triplets” were guaranteed
QSA which in ham terms referred to signal
strength. Although this company sold three
kinds of detector minerals, the container shown
held a galena crystal. (Frank R. White - Olathe,
KS)

EARLY CROSLEY - Offered in 1923, this one-
tube Model V appeared in this early style box
with overhanging lid. The hole in the lid was
drilled at the factory to accommodate the
added height of a tipped tube (such as a WD-
11) used with an adapter. (Dave Crocker -
Duxbury, MA)

PHILCO CHAIRSIDE - This Model A801 is a
nice piece of furniture. Somewhat Deco in
style, it was made in 1941. The photo was
taken by my son Monte. (Norm Landis -
Kirkwood, MO 63122}

“SMART SET” RADIO - This Studio Model
59 Majestic was produced in 1933. The cabinet
is made of quarter-sliced birch and ebony
woods with an aluminum grille. (Fred Geer -
Jacksonvifle, FL 32210)
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NOVELTY SET - This is a small transistor
radio in the srape of a flat-top phonograph.
The record is the dial. It was made with a brass
horn. The base is approx. 4-1/2" square. (Norm
Landis - Kirkwood, MO 63122)

AM/FM TRANSISTOR RADIO - This six-band
16-transistor radic was made in Japan for the
J. C. Penney Co. This Model 1903 is a very
powerful set. Note the world map, which
though useful then to log stations, is now likely
obsolete! (Norm Landis - Kirkwood, MO
63122)

CLOCK RADIO - This is the Model 53-706
Transitone radio by Pnilco. Note that after 1936
Philco coded the year of manvfacture in their
mcdel numbers. The first two digits indicate
that this set was made in 1953. The photo was
taken by my son Monte. (Norm Landis -
Kirkwood, MO 63122)

GILFILLAN RADIO - This early 30's cathedral
was manufactured by Gilfillan. It looks like a
Jackson-Bell Model 62, but has a small metal
tag on the lower front that reads “Tiffany Tone."
It Fas a six-tube TRF circuit. (John S. Neuman -
San Carlos, CA)




9 RESTORATION TOPICS

Restoration Pitfalls to Avoid - Part II

Richard C. Foster is a professional wood-
worker who specializes in the restoration of an-
tique radios. He has written many articles on the
proper procedures of rebuilding and refinishing
wooden radio cabinets and also repairing the
electronic components.

Richard is also knowledgeable in identifying,
collecting and restoring Philco receivers. Many
collectors have called upon his services, and his
expertise is widely known.

This 1s published to assist the collector in ob-
taining better results when restoring antique ra-
dio equipment to its original condition. Part |
(Numbers 1-19) was published in the March
1990 issue of A.R.C.

Here is a continuation of the list of restora-
tion pitfalls to avoid:

20. Do not unpot Radiola catacombs incor-
rectly! This is an involved process requiring ex-
treme care. For proper procedures see “Repair-
ing the RCA Catacomb™ (A.R.C., Sept., 1989).

21. Do not remove and discard bad AK bypass
condensers found underneath the breadboard
models. With the high prices that Atwater Kent
breadboards bring today, most people want tags,
original wiring, and a modern capacitor hidden in
the old one.

22. Do not replace the original knobs on AC
sets with more jazzy, eye-appealing but incorrect
types. Just look at what authentic Catalin knobs
cost now!

23. Do not use a thick weave upholstery mate-
rial for grille cloth. Most manufacturers’ original
grille cloth had a thin delicate design, and excel-
lent replacement material can be purchased by
checking the A.R.C. ads.

24. Do not polish away the brass finish on Ra-
diola superhet panels. Have you noticed how
they look so completely different and non-original
afterward? Original finish sets always bring
higher prices.

25. Do not apply a clear finish on the wooden
AK breadboards. Staining the board and apply-
ing a clear finish does not equal the effect of a
tinted finish.

26. Do not substitute a permanent magnet-
type speaker for a bad speaker in your Philco,
Crosley, Majestic, etc. radios when re-coning
services are available. Field coils can usually be
rewound, t0o. Replacements can be obtained
through A.R.C. ads, also.

27. Do not use epoxy to fix a wood cabinet.
Have you tried to undo a repair job where epoxy
was used? Use proper wood repair methods.

28. Do not buff Catalin radio cabinets. The
thought of holding a Catalin cabinet that's worth
two or three hundred dollars against a buffer is so
risky that I'd prefer almost any other method of
restoration.

29. Do not spray paint colors on plain Bakelite
radios. Keep those Bakelites originall What
about the ethics involved in selling these to new
collectors or to non-collectors so that you can
make a few extra dollars? How long before seri-
ous books are printed with pictures of them as
historical objects?

30. Do not use masking tape for your price
tags. it dissolves and lifts the finish on the top of
your cathedral or other wooden radios where it is
the most obvious.

31. Do not chrome plate metal-type cabinets
such as Arvins, unless they were originally
chrome plated.

Remember
that the purpose of restoration is to bring the set
back to its original condition as much as possible.
Research your project first; the results will be
rewarding.

The AK That Wouldn't Track

In working on an Atwater Kent Model 82 re-
cently, | ran across an interesting problem. The
set worked fine at 1430 Kc, a strong local station.
However, on tuning to WHDH at 850 Kc, recep-
tion was poor. The further down the dial | went,
the more the calibration went off. WEE| at 590 K¢
just wasn't there at all.

This is a classic tracking problem, which could
come from a number of sources. Among other
things, it could be IFs out of alignment, or the
rotor blades of the variable capacitor could be
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off-center between the stator blades. In either
case, the oscillator doesn't track the tuning of the
incoming signals. o

However, in this case, the problem was
different: someone had replaced a lot of the
deteriorated rubber-covered wire. In the process,
the oscillator grid lead had been wired to the
wrong side of the oscillator grid capacitor. Adding
that capacity to the oscillating circuit threw off the
frequency so that it could be right at only one
point. Moving the wire solved the problem.

| have some questions on my 1927 Radiola
Model 18. Here is what | think is wrong with it. It
may be the output condenser and choke filter
condensers, the transformer, the grid plate resis-
tance bar and volume control, or all of them. Can
you tell me if | am right? Here is what | did and
found.

| have followed the RCA Red Book tests and
found no problems. But when the set is turned on
while grounded, there is a very loud and uncon-
trollable hum or how!(?). The volume control has
no effect on it.

When | touch the tuning condenser or | tap on
the receiver section, the tapping sound is ampli-
fied through the speaker much like an intercom.

A friend and | have tested all the tubes on his
tester. The UX-280 tube in the power section
gets very warm. The voltage readings on the
terminal strip were tested with a digital VOM. On
the AC side, the readings were all 10% low.

Terminals: 1t0 2 12v AC
3to 4 19v AC
5t06 4v AC
7108 139v DC
8to9 161v DC

That's it. Can you tell me what is really wrong
and what this means to you?

Richard's response:

From the description provided by Mark
Twarozek, | suggest the following probable
causes to look for in the repair of his Radiola
Model 18:

Possible sources of hum to investigate are: (1)
Be sure that the antenna and ground connec-
tions are not reversed. (2) A frequent cause of
problems in these sets is a break in the volume
control. A continuity check from antenna to
ground should show about 2000Q2. When there is
hum and the volume control has no effect, it
usually indicates a break in the volume control's
wire winding.

Tapping may reveal a microphonic tube, one
with loose elements and sensitive to vibration.

In reference to the low voltage/hot rectifier, a
10% drop is not alarming, and Type 80 tubes do
run hot. However, | would check the 1 mfd. filter
condensers in the power supply for leakage. The
simplest method is to disconnect them and at-
tach new ones. The voltage will increase if the
old condensers were bad. Since all voltages are
low, the filament bypass condenser also be-
comes suspect, as does a possible short of a few
turns in the power transformer.

Repairing Wood Cabinet Screw Holes
BY BRIAN RHODES

Do you own a radio set where the screw holes
for the front panel and/or the chassis in the cabi-
net have become stripped? The screws don’t
seem to keep tight, or they just fall out. This is a
common problem with sets like the Atwater Kent
Mode! 20 and some Freed-Eisemann sets. With
the AK 20, the chassis and front panel slide out
as a unit; with shipping or moving, the weight of
the chassis/pane! pulls out the screws, making
them impossible to fit closely again.

You can quick-fix the stripped screw holes with
plastic wood or broken-off toothpicks and glue.
However, there is an easier and more permanent
way to repair the damaged holes so they hold
better than new, and not by using larger screws!

The process | recommend is to drill out the
damaged holes and insert wooden dowaels into
them so as to have a new surface for the panel
screws.

First, remove all panel screws and remove the
panel and/or chassis from the cabinet. This is
also a good time to give the cabinet a good
cleaning if needed.

Buy a few hardwood dowels, (usually in three-
foot lengths), approximately two or three times
thicker than the screws at your hardware or lum-
ber store. If you do not have a good quality drill bit
for that size dowel, buy one. Pick up replacement
screws and buy spares at this time.

With the cabinet’s screw holes facing up, care-
fully drill out the stripped holes about 3/4-inch
deep. Use a piece of tape on your drill bit so you
don't drill too deep. Also, be careful to drill
straight down, not on an angle. Drill out all the
stripped holes. | also repair the holes that are not
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stripped to make sure all the screws can be
tightened evenly and firmly.

Next, blow out the sawdust from the holes, and
carefully cut your dowels 3/4-inch long with a
fine-toothed handsaw. Using a model paint-
brush, brush some wood glue into the holes and
onto the dowels. Tap them slowly into the new
holes with a small hammer and a block of wood.
Leave a little bit of the dowel sticking out of all the
screw holes, and wipe off any excess glue. Allow
the glue to dry the recommended time.

After the glue dries, carefully fine sand the
dowels flush with the cabinet. Once the dowels
are all sanded down, place the panel back over
the cabinet, and mark where the screw holes are.
Now carefully predrill new holes using a bit ap-
proximately half the size of the screws.

Before screwing the set back together, mix up
some stain that matches the cabinet and stain
the glued dowel ends and areas where sanding
marred the finish. You can even touch over the
stain with some Tung oil varnish or whatever you
choose. The repairs do not have to be perfect be-
cause the panel will cover your work anyway. If
you are careful, you will not even see where you
repaired the stripped-out screw holes. Now put
your set back together, tightening each screw
evenly until it's snug. Do not overtighten.

Now you have a professional, permanent re-
pair job because the hardwood dowels are
stronger than the rest of the cabinet’s wood.

| hope this process will help you repair any
damaged cabinets in your collection.

The Big and The Small

While the huge nine-inch-
long Massie spark key in Figure
1 may not be the world's larg-
est, nor the one-inch-long “spy”
the smallest, each has a very
good telegraphic “feel.”

The Massie spark key has
huge, 7/16-inch diameter con-
tacts and is three inches wide
on its 1/2-inch thick slate base.
Its 1/4 by 24 brass studs for
electrical connections have
four large, hand-cut nuts that
have deep file marks on both
sides. The original, brown Ba-
kelite(?) feed-thrus which se-
cure the key to its slate display
base are 3/4-inch diameter with
1 3/8-inch wide shoulders.

In contrast, the miniature spy
key is mighty for its size, boast-
ing 5/32-inch diameter con-
tacts. It is completely adjustable, even having its
own miniature wrench. It featurgs an offset
thumb-nut which is screwed down to keep the
contacts closed when tuning-up, and this does
not affect the keying adjustments.

In perspective, if the tiny spy key were scaled
up to the Massie’s spark key size, it would have
contacts 1 3/8-inches in diameter!

By Ed Romney

So
thorough is the author's
knowledge, so conta-
gious is his enthusiasm,
and so great is his affec-

Ed's approach is to
focus not on generic ra-
dios but on real radios
that are popular with
collectors. Thus, by
studying, say, the Cros-
ley 50, you learn how to
troubleshoot the Cros-
ley Pup, the 51, and
other regenerative sets.
Similarly, if you can re-
pair an Atwater Kent
Model 40, and Ed
shows you how, you

4 can confidently take on
- the AK 36, 37, 40, 42,

for the nearest old radio
that looks like it might need fixing! Even if you can
resist that temptation — and it isn't easy to do —
you will surely enjoy just reading the book for its
detailed descriptions of many of your favorite old
radios, together with the author's opinions of
them and his experiences in repairing them.

In his earlier years, Ed Romney was a broad-
cast station engineer who taught radio theory
and repair in Boston and worked for the Interna-
tional Correspondence Schools. He holds an
FCC First Class Radiotelephone license as well
as an amateur radio license. He is a member of
MAARC and several other radio clubs.

Given that kind of background, you would
expect him to write a practical, “hands on” kind of
book, and that is exactly what he has done. With
over 100,000 words and more than 300 drawings
and photos, his book takes you logically from the
basics to the most advanced level of radio trou-
bleshooting. He assumes no prior knowledge,
only a willingness to master two things: Ohm's
Law and vacuum tube theory. He also urges that,
if necessary, you go back to review earlier mate-
rials before tackling the more complex repairs.

A detinite plus is the skillful way in which Ed
weaves radio history into his descriptions of the
more popular or technically more significant ra-
dios. He explains, for example, why vacuum

44, 46, and similar AC-
powered TRF receivers.

Incidentally, when an original schematic is
hard to understand, Ed has had them redrawn for
greater clarity. He also takes Yyou inside most of
his case history radios by giving you close-up
photos, with the key components identified.

Some of the sets he discusses in greater or
lesser detail are the AK 30, 36, 37, 40, and 55;
the Grebe Syncrophase; Grunow 5G; prewar
Hammarlund Super-Pro; National SW-3 and
early HRO; Philco 40-180; RCA Radiola !ll, 17,
24, 25, and 26; Scott All-Wave 12, 8008, and
SLR-H; and Zenith 6S229, 8G005 (Trans-Oce-
anic), 108567, K-725, and the Stratosphere.

There is a detailed description of how a typical
All-American Five AC/DC superhet actually
works, using schematic and pictorial diagrams to
illustrate the process. Ed takes you step-by-step
through the operation of the sometimes puzzling
autodyne converter used in some early 1930's
Philcos, including one version of the Model 90,
as well as in other sets. He also tells you how to
align receivers, both with and without instru-
ments. For the amateur radio collector/restorer,
there is a section on early ham transmitters and
receivers. In addition, he touches on Philco ca-
thedrals, automobile radios, and farm sets.

One chapter deals briefly with cosmetic resto-



ration. Ed believes firmly that “if it ain't broke,
don't fix it,” and he would surely agree with the
prominent Australian radio collector, Ray Kelly,
who said, “[If] you over-restore, you can de-
crease the value of your collection. An item in
original condition is always worth far more than a
restored item, no matter how well the restorer
has done his job. However, if there is little of the
original finish left, due to neglect or weathering,
or the wiring is badly perished, you must gain by
restoring, providing that you restore as closely as
possible to the original in appearance.”

Ed also argues that paper capacitors should
not automatically be replaced since, he says,
most of them are still good. By that, he seems to
mean that they haven't shorted or opened. But
what about the ones—well over half of them, in
my experience—that are leaky and thus degrade
the performance of the radio, particulary in criti-
cal applications like AVC bypassing and audio
coupling?

| think there is a happy medium between re-
placing almost no capacitors and replacing them
all, and that is to test them and replace those that
show leakage. What constitutes unacceptable
leakage is an individual decision, influenced by
the particular capicitor's function in the circuit, by
how much the radio is to be used and perhaps by
how much time and money one wants to put into
the set.

Antique Electronic Supply is mentioned a

number of times as a source of replacement
tubes and parts, but the address isn't given.

Ed Romney’s writing style is personal, conver-
sational, and informal. He has written an impor-
tant book, one that should encourage many col-
lectors to approach radio repair and restoration
with knowledge and confidence. And, as Ed put it
so well, “There is no greater satisfaction than to
master something you thought too difficult to
learn.”

Nagle's Mystery Set Identified?

John Nagle's “mystery set” described in
A.R.C., August 1990, page 8, is very similar to
one | helped Julius Pilger, of College Point, New
York, build about ten years ago.

Right after World War I, | purchased from
Columbo & Sons, dealers in radio surplus, a
room full of junker Marconis, Wireless Specialty
Apparatus Co. (W.S.A.) IPS01's, RCA Radioma-
rine sets, etc. Columbo, located on Canal St. in
Manhattan, also had a loft warehouse around the
comer on Wooster St. They had an arrangement
with RCA whereby whenever RCA installed new
wireless gear aboard a ship, Columbo would
remove all the old gear and dispose of it.

Columbo had a red-nosed helper named
Danny who worked at a bench with a large anvil
and three big metal drums. Danny would pick up
a W.S.A. triple detector unit and — Bang! Bang! -
knock off the copper and brass, tossing it into the
copper and brass drums. The Bakelite and hard
rubber waste went into the garbage. This went on
day after day. Keys, relays, sounders, registers
and sets were systematically relegated to the
scrap metal heap!

Julius must have known about my purchase
of surplus parts from Columbo, because about
ten years ago he came to me for help. He wanted
to buy some of my junker W.S.A. IP501 parts for
a set he hoped to build. | sold him some EBY
tube sockets, EBY rheostats, Sangamo Mica
condensers, Hammarund RF chokes, etc. | also
helped him to engrave, mill, and shape the panel,
among other things.
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Some time after this, John Nagle phoned me
from James Millen’s house. Nagle, an avid Na-
tional Radio set collector, had been interviewing
Millen of National Radio Co., who was then re-
tired.

Nagle learned from Millen about my very early
National AGS (Aircraft Ground Station) receiver
in a relay rack, complete with coil rack, etc. He
asked if he could drop by to see it. Of course, |
said O.K. After seeing the AGS, Nagle said he
was going to camp on my doorstep forever; he
just had to have the AGS. So, I soldit to him fora
very low price.

Before he left, Nagle asked for the names and
phone numbers of some local collectors. | men-
tioned Julius Pilger, among others. Julius told me
some time later that he was going to dispose of
part of his collection and move South. He also
said that he had arranged a number of sell and
swap deals with John Nagle.

| am quite sure that the aluminum panel shown
on page 8 of the August A.R.C. is the one | cut
and milled, then sprayed with wrinkle lacquer and
baked in the oven for Julius. The chassis compo-
nents’ layout is also identical. Julius Pilger and
John Nagle have both passed away, so it is
difficult to fully confirm my conjecture.

However, | do completely disown the two hor-
rible handles on the panel. Had Julius put them
on in my presence, | would not have allowed it.
