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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
This month's feature - highlighted by the

cover and the extra sixty-eight pages in your
hand - is White's Index to A.R.C., 1984 - 1990.
In 1988, A.R.C. published Frank White's first
index covering A.R.C. from the first issue in 1984
through 1987; updates were published for 1988
and 1989. The current index covers all A.R.C.
issues from the first sample copy in June 1984
through the December 1990 issue.

The index has four sections: "Persons,
Company and Model Names" with nearly 2,600
entries, "Miscellaneous Topics" with nearly 800
entries, "Articles" with nearly 800 entries, and a
listing of the seventy-seven issues with a
sampling of their contents. Two charts illustrating
A.R.C.'s growth also are included.

A.R.C. had planned to make the index
available as a separate pamphlet for sale.
However, by binding extra pages into this issue
of A.R.C., we can distribute the index to all
subscribers. The index should serve as a useful
reference to your back issues of A.R.C.

Our lead article about a prototype Atwater
Kent Model 810 is written by Kevin Silva, the
grandson of Atwater Kent's chief engineer. The
ten -tube set with an audio output of nineteen
watts sold for $150 in 1935.

Paul Bourbin offers a Vintage Test Equipment
article covering the Weston 547 Radio Set
Analyzer. Paul's description of how to use this
device to service radios should apply to
analyzers of other makes.

The December issue of A.R.C. covered a
prototype of the RCA portable Model BP -10.
Many of these sets are still around. In fact, the
photos in the Model BP -10 article are of a set I
picked up at a local radio meet. Sets in the
collections of two readers, Bill Harris and Bob
Stone, are described in this issue.

Collector Profile features Israeli antique radio
collector Bruno Pinto. Included is a letter written
on day eight of Operation Desert Storm which
presents, from a radio collector's view. a
firsthand perspective of the tragedy unfolding in
that region of the world. He had found support for
an antique radio museum in Israel and hopes
that support will be revived after the war.

David Kraeuter offers his Radio Ramblings...
contribution - "Why I Like Old Radios," and
Alexandria Nelson responds to the January 1991

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

Atwater Kent Model 810 Prototype

Was the Atwater Kent 810, as
shown in Figures 1 and 2, the
last production model produced
by the Atwater Kent Manufactur-
ing Company? Quite possibly,
according to a comparison chart
in the Atwater Kent Service Man-
ual, dated February 26, 1936,
which shows the technical fea-
tures of all the 1936 receivers.
An excerpt of this chart, as seen
in Figure 3, does show the 810 to
be one of the last models.

This particular Model 810 is
the original working prototype.
The Model 810 is in almost ex-
actly the same condition as it
was when the Atwater Kent plant
closed its doors in the spring of
1936. To date, the only work the
set has needed for restoration is
to replace the rubber ring on the countershaft
gear of the tuning dial.

PROTOTYPE VS. PRODUCTION MODELS

Here are some points of comparison between
the prototype and the production models, as
shown in the tube layout chart in Figure 4, taken
from Rider's Manual, Volume VI, page 47.

First, the chassis of the prototype is stamped
with tube numbers different from those of the pro-
duction models. The first audio frequency tube

socket is marked 6J7 but uses a 6C5 tube. The
6J7 is a sharp, cut-off pentode, completely differ-
ent from the 6C5 medium -mu triode, although the
connections (grid, plate, cathode, and heater)
are the same.

The second audio frequency tube socket is
stamped 6C5 but uses a 6F6 power pentode. Ac-
cording to the schematic, this 6F6 is wired as a
triode (grid #2 tied to the plate) making the two
interchangeable.

The third audio frequency tube sockets are

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marked 45 but use a pair of 6F6s as output tubes.
The 6F6 power pentode produces more output
power than the 45 tube. [The 1963 RCA Receiv-
ing Tube Manual lists power output of the 45 tube
as 2 watts vs. 11 watts for the 6F6 tube.] I

imagine the chassis was stamped before the final
tube selection, or quite possibly a preexisting
chassis from an earlier receiver was used.

Also, the prototype chassis contained the out-
put transformer, but the production models had
the output transformer mounted directly on the
Type N dynamic speaker.

Another unfortunate difference between the
prototype and the production model - the pro-
duction model included a nice wooden cabinet!!
(See Flick of the Switch, page 69.)

The 810 was one of the most powerful Atwater
Kent sets with a rated output of nineteen watts. It
was introduced to the public in July of 1935 for
$150.

About the author:
About three years ago, Kevin DeVere Silva

was given a beautiful 1924 Model 20 Atwater
Kent compact. At that time, he knew that his
grandfather Albert DeVere "Duke" Silva had
worked for Atwater Kent, but he did not know to
what extent. He spent the next year researching
his grandfather's life.

Kevin's radio collection relates mostly to his
research - i.e., radios built by Atwater Kent and
Arvin, the two companies which had employed
his grandfather. His dad gave him the AK 810
prototype last year for Christmas.

Kevin writes that his grandfather, A. D. Silva,
was Chief Engineer at Atwater Kent from 1924 to
1936. He was given the prototype 810 by A.
Atwater Kent himself, just prior to the closing of
the plant in early 1936. It was the only souvenir
his grandfather kept after twelve years with the
Atwater Kent Company.

After A. D. Silva left Atwater Kent, he served
as Chief Engineer for Noblitt Sparks (Arvin) from
1937 to 1948. He was instrumental in working on
the Arvin "metal cabinet" series, an idea he had
brought from Atwater Kent. (See Arvin article in
July 1989 issue of A.R.C.)
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RADIO RAMBLINGS...

Why I Like Old Radios
BY DAVID W. KRAEUTER

Well, I hope at least the title captured your
interest, because I'm the first to admit I don't
know why I like old radios. But I am sure I like
them. Perhaps that's why I decided to write this
essay. I've thought about writing it for a long time,
but put it off because I couldn't think of the right
words to say.

But just now I looked at the radio on my coffee
table, and that made me start to write. The
radio's nothing exceptional -a late 1930s AM/
SW table model in a wooden cabinet - but it
reminds me of at least one of the reasons I like
old radios - each one I work with presents a new
challenge, a new mystery. I hope that never
quits.

The question about this radio was, "What is
it?" Although this radio has no model number
listed anywhere on it, it does have a metal tag
riveted to the back of the chassis boldly stating
that it was licensed under patents of Radio Cor-
poration of America, General Electric Corpora-
tion, and Westinghouse Electric & Mfg. Co. Fol-
lowing that is a long list of patent numbers, the
highest of which is 2,047,003.

Here I allow myself a few brief moments in
which to play over in my mind the old, surely
apocryphal, story that the U.S. Patent Office at
one time considered shutting down because it
was thought everything had
been invented.

That reverie fading, I turn
to Morgan McMahon's Ra-
dio Collector's Guide to find
that patent number
2,047,003 was issued
about 1937. This hurried
and naive preliminary in-
vestigation sends me off to
the Rider manuals to see if I

can find a late 1930s radio
with this tube line up: 6A7,
6D6, 6Q7G, 25L6G, 25Z5,
and a BK43DG ballast. The
quickest way is to look for
25L6 output tubes, and then see if there is also a
ballast. If there is, does it feed two pilot lamps in
series? Two pleasant, frustrating hours later I've
learned a lot and haven't found the schematic.
Close, but not right on.

Let it sit and come back a few days later, I tell

myself. Maybe I can get it working without a
schematic. The filter capacitors obviously need
replacing, judging by the hum the speaker pro-
duces. But here is a new problem. One lead of
the dual filter capacitor connects directly to the

on/off switch. And everyone knows that filter
capacitors are used after the rectifier, not in the
AC line.

A second, less hurried, reading of the plate on
the chassis reveals, in the fine print, that the
radio was made in the U.S.A. by the "D.R. Co." of
Detroit. Hmmmm. Having just spent hours poring
through the many schematics of RCA, GE, and

Westinghouse, am I now being asked to pore
through all the schematics for companies abbre-
viated D.R.? But in fact, there is only one, Detrola
Radio of Detroit, and I quickly find the 1939 sche-
matic for Detrola's Model 249. I also find that the
negative lead of the filter capacitor is indeed
connected to the on/off switch terminal, as is one
lead of the speaker field coil and one end of the
heater string.

I replace the filters according to the schematic,
and in fact, wind up replac-
ing all the capacitors in the
set. When I'm finished, the
set plays, but the speaker
cone is vibrating "on its
own" and distorting the
audio. I push gently back
and forth on the cone while
at the same time blowing
hard into the exposed
voice coil. I've tried that
dozens of times before,
and it's never worked; this
time it works. As Mon-
taigne said, "Que sais-je?"

Now my living room is
dark save for the light from the two pilot lamps
driven by that BK43DG. The stolid dim yellow
glow from the cracked plastic dial cover, never-
theless, seems to add a tone of authority and
solidity to the voice coming from the speaker. So
do the tiny, almost ridiculous, wooden stylized
"lion's feet" that have been designed into the
bottom of the radio's cabinet. The center of the
speaker has been prominently and precisely
placed in the center of the arc that forms the left
side of the cabinet.
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How happy I am with this radio, and I almost
missed it all! It was among several I donated for
sale at our club's auction this year. I had to see it
held high in the auctioneer's hand to realize its
beauty. I bought it back for $5. All this leads me to
wonder: Am I only now, at forty-seven, beginning
to appreciate Art Deco, or am I simply getting
old?

I look across the room to my Atwater Kent
breadboard, a collection of various material -
copper, Bakelite, glass - patiently arranged in
just such and such a manner in the 1920s by
workmen now almost certainly long dead. Some-
times I wonder if the workmen ever thought that
far in the future the radios they built would still be
"playing," bringing enjoyment to human beings
they would never know.

Months - no, years ago - Placido Domingo,
himself not even born until the early 1940s, sang
in the presence of a microphone. The micro-

phone permitted magnetic domains on mylar
tape to be arranged in a particular manner. Now
the DJ at WQXR places the stylus on a recording
made from that tape. The continuous wave is
modulated and travels the 375 miles to the re-
ceiving antenna in my backyard.

The Domingo waves induced into the antenna
cause this particular collection of copper, Bake-
lite, and glass to "play." In my very living room
Domingo "sings," and as I stare at the glass and
Bakelite and copper, or when I stare into the
resin -filled catacomb of my miraculously -saved
Radiola VIII, I think of the unspoken, even uncon-
scious, message from those workmen of the
past: "This was the best we could do."

The best they could do, it seems to me, was
quite good enough.

Bruno Pinto -A Radio Collector in Israel
Bruno Pinto of Tel -Aviv, Israel, has kept "Antique Radio Classified" up-to-date in his antique radio

activities for several years. Most recently, the December 1990 "Coming Radio Events" page announced
his formation of an Israeli Antique Radio and Broadcasting Museum. Soon before completing this issue,
we received the letter below, written from Tel -Aviv on day eight of Operation Desert Storm. The creation
of an antique radio museum has taken the back seat to the more pressing survival issues with that
region of the world in the midst of war.

January 24, 1991 - Tel -Aviv, Israel - Desert Storm Operation, Day Eight

Dear John Terrey and A.R.C. readers,
These few lines are written in the midst of a Scud missile attack on Tel -Aviv. We appreciate

the wonderful attacks of the American bombers . . . It's already almost a month that we've
lived in fear from six p.m. until morning, being attacked sometimes twice every night. The
Scuds hit us with no discrimination, and I can tell you that I have never experienced a war
here in Israel where we civilians are heavily threatened. Every time a missile hits, I not only
fear for my life but as well for my collection of antique radios that I have brought here from our
wonderful friend America. I am full of admiration for the American people and for your
wonderful president, . . .

Like in the Second World War, we are now 24 hours a day listening to the radio and
television, and I can say "radio days" are here again. After the end of this terrible war, I am
going to pursue the goal of building the first Antique Radio and Communication Museum,
here in Tel -Aviv. I have already gotten the support of Bezek, the national phone and commu-
nication company of Israel, and the approval and great support from the Minister of Commu-
nication and the entire office. National T.V. and Radio KOL-ISRAEL, the voice of Israel, are
also giving their support, and there is already a place for the musuem. Now it's only a matter
of funds, construction and bureaucracy.

I send you wonderful American people and A.R.C. readers my best wishes with the hope of
a fast victory in the Desert Storm Operation '91.

Bruno returned to Israel in 1987 after ten years of radio collecting here in the U. S. In October 1987,
he wrote about his dream to spark U. S. antique radio enthusiasm in Israel.

I am going back home to Israel with a Master's Degree in Business Administration and the
largest collection of antique radios in the history of Israel. My collection has filled up a twenty -
foot container, ready to head overseas to the Near East.

Everybody thinks that I am crazy. I agree, to some extent, but after being a "radio slave," I
am not ready to give up a long time dream. Taking my collection with me to Israel is as the
Hebrew proverb says: "I am putting a healthy body in a sick bed."

My first move was to reach the Israeli authorities and convince them of the historical value
of my collection. The Office of Customs did not know how to class and tax the collection, never
having had a similar case in the past. These issues were overcome through the President of
Customs himself.

I want to thank A.R.C. and its staff for doing such a great job and providing me with lots of
valuable information and hours of pleasant time. I want to thank the Antique Wireless
Association for being what it is today, and hopefully I will be able to influence and be
responsible for having such an institution in Israel. I also want to thank all the antique radio
clubs in the U. S. and of course all the nice people that I have met. A special thanks to Bruce
Mager of Waves, the best place in the world to cook up your little dream.

Keep up what you are doing because it is history that keeps us going. And if you come by the
Near East, pop by or drop me a line.
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In November 1990, a significant step toward the goal of an antique radio museum in Israel was
achieved -a two-week exhibition including thirty-five of Bruno's best radios. Bruno writes:

Thousands of media
and people from all over
the country showed up.
Every newspaper, radio
and TV station covered
the event. As a conse-
quence of the event and
meetings with the heads
of communications firms
in Israel and the Israel
government Office of
Communication, plans
were made to build a
broadcast communication
and antique radio mu-
seum. The awareness of
antique radios grew, and
now people are conserv-
ing them and are open-
minded about them."

Bruno also has an artistic side. In another letter he wrote:

Collecting radios means different things for different
people. For some, it is the preservation of history and the
technological aspects. For others, it is the designs, artis-
tic features and styles that have shaped the radios: Art
Deco, Art Nouveau, Bahaus, etc.

For me, the styles that have shaped the radios is a
way of an imaginative journey into a fantasy land with
these beautiful objects that have surrounded me for
some time.

Awhile back I acquired a Radiola Model 33 (see Figure
2) a model on long spindly legs known among collectors
as "the spider." I immortalized the spider theme in a
drawing (see Figure 4). Other drawings that I have
made include a "breadboard" (shown in Figure 3), Mr.
Marconi drawn as Mr. Marcaroni eating spaghetti wire
and Mr. DeForest surrounded by a forest of his tubes.

It used five tubes
and its price was $90. (Mike Adams -

HOME BREW RECEIVER - I made this one -
tube regenerative radio to look like the Clapp-
Eastham R4 receiver. All old parts were used,
and the cabinet is of oak plywood with oak
veneer banding in the edges. (Walter Worth -

CROSLEY WIGIT - Circa 1930, this cathedral
midget with a heavy molded "Repwood"
cabinet is from the same Crosley design series
as the Eif, New Buddy, Buddy Boy, Super
Buddy Boy and Show Boy. The knobs and
grille cloth are correct for this Wigit radio. (Al
Schneider - St. Louis Pk., MN)

GUILD TOWN CRIER LANTERN - This seven -
tube radio has a unique colonial lantern
design.

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'M4' VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT

The Weston 547 Radio Set Analyzer
Paul Joseph Bourbin has

been writing a series of articles
on vintage test equipment. His
most recent article on the Su-
preme series Diagnometers ap-
peared in the September 1990
issue of A.R.C. Although the ar-
ticle here deals with the Weston
547 Radio Set Analyzer, we feel
that Paul's method of testing
described here would be useful
when operating any make of set
analyzer. (Editor)

Recently, I have received in-
quiries about the operation of
the "analyzer" portions of multi-
purpose test equipment. Basi-
cally, early set analyzers were
multimeters with provisions to
permit attaching the instrument
directly to the radio via the tube
sockets. This was accomplished
by use of a plug that, with appro-
priate adaptors, could be
plugged into any tube socket
and connected to the instrument via a cable. The
tube that was removed from the set would then
be placed into a socket on the analyzer so that
the tests could be made under almost the same
load as normal operation.

Switches or tip jacks permitted the various
tests to be made. Since these units functioned as
multimeters, they generally had external connec-
tions for the meters to permit further testing.
Many used the milliamp meter as a continuity
tester or ohmmeter with varying degrees of so-
phistication. Most could also test tubes, again
with varying degrees of sophistication.

The use of set analyzers permitted the serv-
iceman to arrive at a fairly good diagnosis of a
set's troubles without having to remove the set
from its cabinet, often an arduous task. This
saved much time preparing the estimates that
the customer often wanted. He would then only
have to remove the chassis if (1) it was neces-
sary, and (2) the customer awarded him the job.

Radio collectors often benefit from the posses-
sion and use of one of these instruments. Fre-
quently, a buyer is interested in a set that is
"untested" or is working poorly or not at all. The
value of a set can vary greatly depending upon
the problem(s) the set has. For instance, a set
that has just a couple of bad capacitors or a weak
tube is relatively easy to get going, but one with a
bad transformer or coil may be quite expensive to

get going, even if the parts can be found and
repaired.

Many early AC sets had potted components or
even entire power supplies, so easy access to
some parts may be impossible. One can make a
guess and hope to be right, or if power is avail-
able, one can make an informed decision.

If the seller permits, the buyer, equipped with a
set analyzer and the knowledge to use it, can
quickly ascertain a set's condition without major
surgery. If the radio is an early AC set that has
not been turned on for years, it is probably un-
wise to turn it on without checking the power
supply first. Often, however, the set is already on
or has been turned on recently. If so, analysis will
be safe, if done carefully.

THE WESTON MODEL 547

An excellent example of a set analyzer is the
Weston Model 547. The analyzer (Figure 1) has
three meters: AC volts, DC volts, and DC mil-
liamps (also used for checking continuity and as
a crude ohmmeter). It has five ranges of AC (zero
to 4, 8, 16, 150 and 750) volts, four ranges of DC
(zero to 10, 50, 250 and 750) volts, three ranges
of milliamps (2, 20 and 100), two ranges of resis-
tance and grid and screen grid tests.

Set analysis tests are performed by manipula-
tion of two ten -position rotary switches, while
external multimeter functions are accessed via
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eighteen binding posts, one rotary and two toggle
switches! So you can see that the unit is much
more efficient as an analyzer than as a multime-
ter. Sockets mounted on the panel permit (with
adaptors, if necessary) testing any standard four -
or five -pin tube with or without a grid cap.

The instrument resides in a black Bakelite
case with removable lid. The rear compartment is
for storage of the plug, adaptors and test leads,
as well as the battery used for continuity testing.

The instructions that follow are of a general
nature that will work for many similar analyzers.
The major differences are merely the number of
meters, the switching, and the convenience of
operation. Note: To access tests listed on Switch
No. 2, Switch No. 1 must be rotated to the
"Switch No. 2" position.

When the instrument is not performing a test,
the switches should be rotated to the "Off" posi-
tion. It is unwise to have the analyzer plug at-
tached to a set while using the external multime-
ter functions and to have external leads attached
to the set while using the analyzer plug. Also note
that brief tests should be made at the higher
voltage ranges, as continuous service could
damage the unit. When in doubt, start at the
highest range and work down. This could save
your meters.

Before operating the set and using the ana-
lyzer, inspect the set and make sure that all
connections are correct and that there are no
obvious defects.

OPERATION

To operate the analyzer, first remove one of
the tubes and insert it into the proper socket of
the analyzer. If the tube has a grid cap, attach a
clip lead to the tube's cap and "grid clip" jack.
Next, insert the analyzer plug, with adaptor if
necessary, into the tube socket on the chassis.
Attach the grid cap wire to the plug, if necessary.
Turn the set on and rotate the switch(es) to the
test desired.

For DC voltages, various positions on the ro-
tary switch or a "meter reverse" switch take care
of variations in polarity. Readings should be
taken and noted for each component of each
tube and the results compared with values given
in various service data books (failing that, a tube
manual will give you a good idea of what is
proper). Any deviation from a normal reading
should be noted.

Filament voltages should be within ten percent
of rated voltage. If too low, the set may not oper-
ate correctly or at all. If too high, tube life will be
shortened. Be sure that the analyzer is set for the
type of current used by the filaments and that the
meter range is high enough for expected read-
ings. Some early AC sets had line voltage adjust-
ment switches that can be changed to bring volt-
ages into proper specifications. A high voltage
reading on some tubes and no voltage on one or
more tubes indicate a bad connection or defec-
tive socket. Uniformly low voltages indicate a
possible short or power supply problem.

Note that standard polarity was not observed
in all DC sets. If the meter needle goes back-
wards, reverse the polarity of the meter. Chang-

ing polarity is no indication that there is anything
wrong with the set. However, the grid voltage test
mentioned below will give a reading that is the
sum of the "A" and "C" voltages. It is then best to
measure the "C" voltage at the source.

Plate voltage is one of the best indicators of
possible problems. Always start with a high
scale, and then if readings are low enough, pro-
ceed to a lower scale. Low or nonexistent plate
voltages may be due to any one (or more) of
several causes; the most frequent in AC sets is
power supply failure. Other causes are open
transformer windings or open voltage drop resis-
tors. Shorted bypass condensers or shorts from
plate circuit to chassis or ground often cause
trouble.

A visual inspection can frequently locate the
faulty part or short circuit. Rubber insulated wire
often has the insulation crumbled off, allowing
shorts. A resistor or capacitor can be seen to be
defective. A continuity test can help you to locate
the defective part. If there is voltage at the output
of the power supply, but not at the tube sockets,
then the plate circuit is open. The external volt-
meter then can be used to isolate the problem.
For example, if plate voltage is obtained at the B+
terminal of the audio transformer but not at the
plate terminal, then an open primary winding is
indicated.

Grid bias readings, of course, are negative.
Most analyzers reverse the polarity of the meter
to compensate. For detectors using grid leaks
and condensers, practically no reading will be
obtained unless you short out the grid leak and
condenser. For screen grid tubes, since the volt-
age is usually seventy-five to ninety volts positive
with respect to the cathode, the reading must be
reset to positive. If the readings are not close to
specifications, then a check of the components in
the grid circuits is in order.

Cathode voltage readings, in tubes with cath-
odes, are taken with respect to the filament.
Some sets have the cathode connected directly
to the filament in which case there will be no
cathode reading. Often the cathode voltage is
fifty or sixty volts positive with respect to the
filament. Some radio circuits vary the cathode
voltage to vary the volume. If the volume control
is open, do not use a standard taper replace-
ment. The taper is special and requires an exact
replacement to work properly.

Plate current readings are very important. Too
high a plate current indicates that some compo-
nent is drawing too much current due to an over-
all reduction of resistance in the plate circuit. A
shorted condenser or resistor that has changed
value is often the problem. High current can
damage the power transformer, so be careful.

CHECKING TUBES

Be sure to check the rectifier tube. When test-
ing full wave rectifiers, like the 80, be sure to test
the second plate by rotating the switch to the
"Rect. plate" position. A large variation in current
draw between plates (over 25%) indicates
trouble. Perform the test again with a known
good rectifier tube.

A rough test of the quality of the tube in the

analyzer socket can be made by use of the "Grid
Test" button. While reading the plate current,
push the "Grid Test" button and note the change
in reading. A considerable difference in readings
indicates that the tube is in good condition. When
testing a screen grid tube, use the "Screen Grid
Test" button. This test is not a perfect indication
of tube quality but often is of help. Operating
conditions can vary this test's reliability.

Here are more hints: When analyzing sets with
the tube filaments wired in series, be sure to turn
off the set when placing or removing tubes from
the set or the analyzer. This will protect the fila-
ment. Many of the voltage specifications given in
Rider's and other service literature are based on
line voltage of 110 volts. Now, 117 volts seem to
be the norm. Be sure to adjust your readings to
compensate.

CHECKING VOLTAGES

Often it is a good idea to check the line to find
out what the actual voltage is. Some collectors
insert a power resistor of about ten ohms in the
line of each of their radios to bring down the
voltage closer to 110 volts. They believe that this
will prolong the life of the set's components.

When testing full wave rectifier tubes, remem-
ber that the total plate current passing through
the tube is the sum of the plate current of both
plates. For half wave rectifiers, like the 81, the
total plate current is what is read from the single
plate. For Raytheon type tubes, reverse the DC
meter's polarity to read the total "B" power sup-
plied to the set.

To measure total "B" voltage independent of
the analyzer plug with full wave rectifiers, use the
multi meter's test leads. Set the meter to the high-
est AC voltage scale, and insert the probes into
the plate and grid (actually the second plate)
terminals of the rectifier tube socket. These are
the two small holes. This reading will be the full
"B" voltage.

To measure the voltage from the center tap,
insert one probe into either filament terminal (the
large holes) and either one of the plate terminals.
This reading should be half the total voltage.
When testing half -wave rectifiers, like the 81, the
"B" voltage is measured between the filament
and plate terminals.

Now that you have obtained readings, it is time
to make a diagnosis. A schematic, or at least
familiarity with the circuit, is very helpful. If there
is low or no "B" voltage, the failure should be
traced to its exact location. Start at the output of
the "B" voltage from the power supply or batter-
ies. If the voltage is low or nonexistent, then the
fault is with the batteries or the power supply.
Replace the batteries or check the components
of the power supply including the rectifier.

CONTINUITY

Often the problem is the filter capacitor net-
work, but the high voltage winding of the power
transformer could be open. Try disconnecting the
high voltage part of the power supply or the "B"
batteries from the plate circuit. If the voltage

comes up when disconnected but is down when
connected, then there is a short.

Continuity tests should reveal the problem.
Paper capacitors are often the cause. If the "B"
voltage is present with the supply connected,
then it is the result of a defective connection or
component that is wired into the plate circuit.
Using the external voltmeter probes, check
where the voltage is and is not. The problem
could be an audio transformer, RF transformer,
IF transformer, choke coil, etc. If the voltage is
present at one end of a coil or winding, but not at
the other, it is defective.

The same principles apply to the grid circuits.
The voltages are lower except for power amplifi-
ers. On battery sets where there is no "C" battery,
the grid circuit usually returns to the negative
filament terminal, except in the detector circuit,
where the return is usually to the positive filament
terminal. The test, in this case, is made between
the grid and negative filament terminal (positive
terminal for detector circuit).

Grid bias on early AC sets is obtained by
impressing a positive potential (with respect to
ground) upon the electrical center of the filament
circuit. Therefore, a failure on the grid circuit in
this type of receiver often can be traced to a
defective bias resistor or filament tap. Open
transformer windings or defective grid suppres-
sors can also prevent meter readings. Some Sil-
vertone and other similar sets employed a grid
bias cell. These cells were thought to last almost
forever, but by now are generally quite dead.
They can be replaced by a modern button bat-
tery.

Problems in the filament circuit generally can
be traced to defective wiring, open ballasts or
transformer windings, weak batteries or blown
tube in a series filament set. A little common
sense will enable the user of an analyzer to
diagnose many set problems not mentioned
here.

Incidentally, later Supreme analyzers provided
pin jacks, permitting access to all terminals of the
tube socket. Use of probes connected to the
proper multimeter jacks gave great flexibility in
set testing. Also, readings (generally resistance
or continuity) could be made from the tube socket
to any other location (chassis, ground, antenna
terminal, other socket terminals, etc.) in the set.
When making any resistance or continuity read-
ing, be sure that the set is turned off. This will
save your meters.

SOLVING "UNCHECKED" SETS

As you can see, the analyzer's use is limited
only by the imagination and ingenuity of the user.
As with all test equipment, speed and familiarity
come with practice. A buyer, with the seller's
permission, can in a matter of minutes get a
pretty good idea of the condition of a prospective
purchase. The seller will also be able to describe
better the condition of the set.

The use of a set analyzer is very handy at
home and will give the user a feeling of what a
serviceman had to endure years ago. The me-
ters, while having lower ohms per volt than mod-
ern meters, were what servicemen had in those

days. Service literature values were based upon
those meters and the additional load they put on
the circuit. Therefore, the readings that you will
get can be closer to what was expected than
what you get with a modern meter.

RESTORING AN ANALYZER

Repair and restoration of an analyzer can of-
ten be difficult due to the complexity of the wiring
and switching and the lack of good diagrams.
Fortunately, most analyzers are found in working
condition. As sets became more complex, new
analyzers would have to be acquired. Therefore,
most saw service only for a few years.

Meters and other components were some-
times damaged by abuse. Most internal compo-

nents can be easily checked for failure. Batteries,
used for resistance and continuity tests, were
often left to leak and corrode the insides. Many
analyzers hid the batteries underneath the panel
or in some other invisible location. If you intend to
use an analyzer with batteries, it is a good idea to
run leads from the battery holder to an external
location like the storage area. This way you can
keep an eye on them and prevent damage to the
unit.

I hope this article will inspire some of you to
gel out those analyzers and put them to good
use. That's it for now. Feel free to write to me
concerning test equipment any time.

The Frequency Shuffle of 1941
BY J. L. ALTMANN

In 1941, the FCC (Federal Communications
Commission), moved many U.S. radio stations to
slightly higher dial positions in an effort to reduce
the nighttime sky wave interference among sta-
tions and to improve the ground wave signal
inside the legitimate service area of each station.
All U.S. stations broadcasting at 740 kilocycles
and higher were moved anywhere from 10 to 40
kilocycles higher in frequency, with the exception
of class IV local stations broadcasting at 1500
kilocycles, which were moved to 1490 kilocycles.

The frequency shuffle of 1941 gave many sta-
tions the opportunity to increase transmitter
power and coverage, while in other cases, sta-
tions which had previously operated only during
daytime hours were then authorized to provide
nighttime service also.

In my own community, Wichita, Kansas, for
example, KFBI operated 5000 watts/daytime
only, at 1050 kilocycles before the frequency
change. After the change, the frequency was
raised to 1070 kilocycles, and two additional an-
tenna towers were added to create a directional
pattern for nighttime operation. Although daytime
power was 5000 watts, nighttime power has al-
ways been limited to 1000 watts.

Also in Wichita, KANS broadcast at 1210 kilo-
cycles with 100 watts before the change, and
with 250 watts at 1240 kilocycles after the
change. Wichita station KFH broadcast at 1300
kilocycles, with day and night power of 1000
watts before the 1941 frequency shuffle, but
moved to 1330 kilocycles and increased day and
night power to 5000 watts afterwards. However,
KFH had to add a second tower for a directional
pattern at night.

Included is a chart which shows the frequen-
cies typically used by stations before and after
the frequency shuffle of 1941.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

In the A.R.C. December 1990 issue, we featured an article by Kurt Nauck on the RCA 1939 Portable
Prototype. We encouraged readers to share with us any additional information on the resulting
production Model BP -10 or other production designs. Bill Harris and Bob Stone have responded with the
following comments. [Editor]

RCA Portable Prototype Sequels
BY BILL HARRIS AND BOB STONE

SEQUEL I

As a long-time fan of the RCA BP -10 - I
traded one, complete with the usual broken
cover, with a kid in school in the early 1940s -
I've picked up a number of these sets and re-
stored them. I offer the following tidbits:

A. They must have produced these sets like
gangbusters in 1940, as two have date stamps
on the back cover label. Serial 032837 is dated
September 8, 1940, and Serial 102156 is dated
October 2, 1940 - Could it be that 69,319 units
were produced in that short period of time?

B. Later models had a lid strap at the speaker
end, permitting either ninety degree or one
hundred and eighty degree antenna cover posi-
tions. These all seem to have a later serial se-

quence with prefix letters such as "BA."
C. A heavy leather carrying case accessory

was made available. I've got two and have seen
others, but I'm not sure if the case was made
specifically for RCA.

D. My 1940 BP -10s have the carry strap at the
dial end.

E. I remember seeing the BP -10s offered as
prizes (not easy to win) at Riverview Amusement
Park in Chicago in 1945.

I would appreciate input on the following: Is the
BP -10 the first compact portable to use miniature
tubes? What was the original price? Were the
leather cases offered by RCA?

SEQUEL II

I read with much interest the article in the
December 1990 issue of A.R.C. about the RCA
1939 prototype portable. I have the 1941 produc-
tion Model BP -10, which is similar to the one
featured in your article.

FORWARD BY THE EDITOR

With over 6800 subscribers, Antique Radio Classified is the largest monthly publication in the antique
radio field. The magazine was started by Gary Schneider of Cleveland, Ohio, in June of 1984, with a
sixteen -page sample issue. The premier issue of 20 pages was published in September 1984. Since
then, Antique Radio Classified has been published monthly and has continued to grow in both size and
quality.

Since the October 1986 issue, Antique Radio Classified has been published by John V. Terrey of
Carlisle, Mass. The magazine currently runs 80 or more pages each month and occasionally sports a
full color cover.

FORWARD BY FRANK R. WHITE
As a collector of antique radios, I find that a large part of the fascination is the historical background

of the radios and their manufacturers. After receiving the premier issue of Antique Radio Classified in
the summer of 1984, I immediately became a subscriber. A.R.C. is a great combination of classified ads
and historical articles, all in one monthly publication. But,
as the stack of A.R.C.'s grew, it became increasingly
difficult to locate information. I wanted the capability of
looking up each reference quickly, as if it were in a
textbook with an index in the back.

My first attempt at an A.R.C. index was to list the
photos of Crosleys plus a few other sets of interest to me.
It didn't take long to realize that an abridged version was
inadequate, so I later indexed all photos. But, as the num-
ber of articles increased, so did the historical and other
significant pieces of information contained in them. I real-
ized that an index of both articles and photos was neces-
sary.

In the summer of 1987, I began compiling a complete
index of photos, article references and titles. The index
contained two sections and was published in five con-
secutive A.R.C. issues beginning with February 1988,
and as a separate pamphlet. An update for the year 1988
was published in the February 1989 issue.

Continuing to improve my index, in the summer of
1989, I undertook a task almost as great as starting over,
With my procedures refined from several years of prac
tice, I created a detailed outline and made all the entries
conform to it. A third section listed the article titles alone.

With the revisions completed just before the Antique
Wireless Association's fall conference in New York, I printed and gave away a few copies of a
comprehensive version entitled "Canandaigua Sample Edition" to test my efforts. The results led to this
version.

I hope that this 1984-1990 comprehensive edition of White's Index to A.R.C. will help you make even
better use of a great publication.
