The series on the Boston -based Atlantic Radio
Company continues this month with Part IV
showing photographs intended for advertising
use in Atlantic Radio's catalogs.

The Edison Bell Crystal Set - Type B

Edison Bell was a British
company mostly associated with
the manufacturing and market-
ing of gramophones, phono-
graphs and records in the early
years of this century. The British
rights to the original patents of
Thomas Edison and Alexander
Graham Bell had been secured
by the Edison Bell Phonograph
Corporation Limited in the
1890s.

During the First World War,
the company successfully
manufactured wireless accesso-
ries for the government and to-
wards the latter part of its exis-
tence entered the field of com-
plete wireless equipment. Sets
carrying the Edison Bell trade-
mark were manufactured in
Great Britain by J. E. Hough
Limited of London. James E.
Hough, who steered Edison Bell
until his death in 1925, had had
long connections with the
gramophone business and was
known as the "Father of the Brit-
ish Gramophone Industry."

The Edison Bell Crystal Set
Type B, manufactured in 1923,
is shown in Figure 1. The set
was constructed in an oak cabinet with lid, includ-
ing a strong leather carrying handle, and meas-
ured 8.75 by 5.75 by 7 inches. All of the fittings
were nickel plated. The Type B receiver was
tuned by a variometer and featured twin, glass -
enclosed galena/cat's whisker detectors.

The detectors were illuminated from below by
a lamp operated by a switch on the ebonite
panel. The lamp was powered from a 4.5v bat-
tery housed in a sliding drawer at the bottom right
of the cabinet. A second panel switch allowed the
listener to select one of the two detectors in order
to achieve maximum volume.

The use of twin detectors, while uncommon, is
found in other British manufacturers' designs of
the period; for example, the British Thomson
Houston Company's Type C and the Rexophone
by Morch Brothers Limited. Use of the lamp to
illuminate the detectors in order to facilitate ad-
justment of the cat's whisker, however, is very
unusual.

The set was supplied with a shorting plug
across the loading coil sockets and covered the

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300 to 500 meter band with a standard wire
aerial. Replacing the shorting plug with an inter-
changeable coil allowed longer wavelengths to
be received. Terminals marked +4 and -4 volts
provided power to the lamp beneath the detec-
tors when the set was used with the companion
amplifier, the Edison Bell single -valve "Amplify-
ing Panel."

The standard designation "Type Approved by
Postmaster General" found on British sets manu-
factured between 1922 and 1924 appears on the
front of the cabinet, and the receiver bears the
post office registration number 615.

The price in 1923 of the Type B was two
pounds, nine shillings or about $4.60 at today's
conversion rates; the matching amplifier sold for
two pounds, ten shillings. Another, slightly more
expensive, crystal set with variable capacitance

tuning was also advertised by Edison Bell at
about this period. Whether or not this was the
Type A, the author is not certain. Any information
on this set would be most welcome.

Ian Sanders started collecting in 1974 while he
was still living in the United Kingdom. His first
acquisition and restoration was a 1920s
homebuilt, two -valve (tube) set.

Since then he has been hooked on crystal sets
and battery receivers of the early 1920s. Since
moving to the U. S. in 1977, he has continued
collecting both European and North American
sets, although he favors British sets because of
the quality of the cabinet workmanship of that
period.

Foothill Electronics Museum
Lawsuit Settled

In the March 1990 A.R.C. and in a letter to the
editor in May 1990, Mike Adams kept us in-
formed of the trials and tribulations threatening
the existence of the Foothill Museum.

In this issue Mike happily reports that a settle-
ment has been reached which will assure the
continuation of the museum, albeit in a new loca-
tion.

Kudos to Mike and all those who have suc-
ceeded so well in preserving a significant testi-
monial to radio history! (Editor)

A decade -long nightmare is over. After a year
of testimony involving dozens of people and
reams of documents, Judge Jeremy Fogel of the
Palo Alto Superior Court announced that a settle-
ment had been reached between the Foothill
Community College District and the Perham
Foundation - trustees of the West's premier
collection of radio, television and electronics his -

tory and the papers of Dr. Lee de Forest. Called
the Foothill Electronics Museum since 1972, the
entire collection will move from the college within
six months taking a cash settlement of $775,000.

San Francisco attorney Bart Lee, who writes
for the AWA (Antique Wireless Association) Old
Timer's Bulletin and edits the CHRS (California
Historical Radio Society) Journal, acted as the
Foundation's lawyer. From the beginning Bart
convinced Judge Fogel that a trust obligation
existed, one requiring permanent display of the
Perham and de Forest collections, a trust which
outweighed the college's need for additional
classroom space. He ultimately gave the parties
two choices: (1) The collection stays but the col-
lege runs the museum, or: (2) The college gives
the Perham Foundation everything in the building
and pays enough money to realistically rees-
tablish the museum at a new location. After real-
izing that the two parties could not and would not
ever work together amicably, a mutual settlement
decision was crafted.

Who won? We believe it is the large commu-
nity of radio hobbyists and electronic historians.
As a result of the court order, a new electronics
museum will be created as a permanent reposi-
tory for the electronics history of the Silicon Val-
ley, the Bay Area, and the West. We'll let you
know where to find us.

in Atlantic's radio equipment sales catalogs.

Atlantic Radio sold the GE Model ER -753
slant -front crystal receiver, shown in Figure 1, in
1922. This same photo was touched -up for use in
RCA's 1922 Radio Enters The Home catalog.

The RCA Radio Concert Receiver Model AR -
1375 in Figure 2 was manufactured by the
Wireless Specialty Apparatus Co. and used its
horizontally mounted type of crystal detector.
This high-class crystal receiver covered a
wavelength range of 170 to 2650 meters.

Figure 3 shows one of the earliest versions of
the Daven amplifier. Unlike later Bakelite
mounted models, this audio amplifier is mounted
on a wooden base with exposed buss bar wiring.

The IP-500, shown in Figure 4, was especially
adapted for use in laboratories and advanced
radio clubs of the era.

Figure 5 is a catalog print of the rare Wireless
Specialty Co. IP-77.

The original catalog prints are very clear and
were probably done using a large format
negative. The company had to do its best to
overcome the poor printing technology in those
days. Even for simple black and white, it must
have been a long, drawn out process. No
desktop publishing computers for them.

PAST AND PRESENT

Before I began collecting, I was not even
aware of radios this old. My early interests in

antique radios began when I used to "play" with
some of the older console radios that were still
around in the homes of some family members -
grandparents, aunts and uncles. By the time
radios actually became a hobby for me some

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eleven years ago, I was already
familiar with the 1930s and
1940s types.

Then I became aware of the
older sets from the 1920s.
While reading about these
radios and the companies that
produced them, I began seeing
parallels between the history of
radios in the 1920s and the
developments of personal
computers of the early 1980s.

RADIOS/COMPUTERS

When radios/computers
were first introduced in the
home, the really good ones
were complicated and difficult
to operate. The ones that were
easy to use couldn't do much,
and even they took a good
chunk out of a month's salary.
Significant developments which
made the radio/computer
systems less cumbersome
were the ability to power the
radio from the household current and the general
availability of affordable hard disk systems to
store information and software.

Many companies sprang up advertising
radios/computers that used their own special
circuits/software. Some companies gave their
circuits/software fancy advertising names, often
using "dyne"/"compu" as part of the name.

There wasn't much first,
and it wasn't until the development of the
Superhet/DOS operating systems that you knew

what to expect when a new radio/computer came
out. As time went on, manufacturers did succeed
in making the radios "easier to operate" and the
computers more "user-friendly." Still some
companies did their own thing, to the point of
having their own exclusive tube -types/ operating
systems. They were adept at doing some things
better than others, as with Western Electric and
its phone and audio equipment as well as Apple
and its desktop publishing. Large companies like

RCA and IBM also played
leading roles.

You could take the above
paragraph and substitute the
computer words for the radio
words and be telling the same
story, only sixty years later. To
me, the computer industry now
seems to be about where the
radio industry was in the early
1930s.

By the same token, you can
look at my previous "The Atlantic
Radio Company- Part III" article
(A.R.C., December 1990, p. 4)
about going back to a 1922 radio
trade show and substitute
"computers" for "radios". You
know very well that people will
be collecting early personal
computers in the future, and
people will fantasize about
returning to our time to visit a
computer show.

If you are ever at one of these
shows or just someplace where
they sell computers, imagine that you are a future
collector who finds a way to come back to our
time to see what you are seeing - not just the
computers but everything going on around you.

People seem to take an interest in past
technology that had a great impact on shaping
our civilization. So you know that people will also

VCRs,
and early calculators. I'm sure that this list of
future collectibles could be quite long.

If you make your living using these things, pay
attention to what's going on around you. You
may be asked someday to tell people about how
it was in the good old 1990s when life was much
simpler and these classic items were still in use.

If you read my December 1990 article today,
you might feel the need to be on the lookout for a
future collector time -traveling to the present to

And don't forget, after you finish reading your
new A.R.C. today, get a pencil and write down
the approximate purchase dates of your
computer, Fax machine, VCR, and calculator to
make it easier for future collectors.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Philco Model 1201

Early in 1946, Philco
started to advertise a new
concept in radio/phono-
graph design, the Model
1201. Though I had never
actually seen the set, I

had long been intrigued
by it in pictures. Last
summer, I acquired the
set shown in Figure 1

from a friend, in ex-
change for a two -tube
home brew.

The modernistic lines
and unique cabinet con-
struction of this early
postwar set make it one -
of -a -kind. The portion of
the cabinet containing the
radio and speaker simply
slides off the wood
screws that are set in the
sides of the frame. The cabinet is lifted off, ex-
posing the radio and phonograph, as demon-
strated in Figure 2. The radio is a five -tube AC/
DC set with standard broadcast band and a loop
antenna. The right-hand knob controls the opera -

tion of either the radio or
the phonograph by turn-
ing it one way or the
other.

What also makes this
model unique is the de-
sign of its phonograph,
which is situated directly
under the radio. To oper-
ate the phonograph, you
must first turn the right-
hand control knob to the
right. Then, you open the
front hinged door which
prepares the unit to re-
ceive a 78 rpm record.
As you put the record
into the front door, it is
guided into place by two
round wooden spools,
one on each side.

Once the record is in
place, as shown in Figure 3, and the door shut, a
gear mechanism lowers the tone arm and trig-
gers an electrical switch, which starts the record
playing. Although it has an automatic arm return,
the phonograph plays only one record at a time.
In order to change or remove records, you must
open the front door. This turns the machine off.

Last October at the Vintage Radio and Phono-
graph Society auction in Duncanville, Texas, two
or three of these sets were sold, including mine.
They were very popular and brought pretty good
prices. This set in good condition went for $80.

The networks are identified as fol-
lows: NBC (National Broadcasting Co.), red
with 26 call letters; NBC, blue, with 21 call let-
ters; Columbia Broadcasting Co., lavender,
with 28 call letters; Mutual Broadcasting Co.,
green, with 18 call letters. The basic color of
the dial is brown with ivory markings. The tube
complement consists of Types 25Z5, 25L6,
6D6, 6A7, 42, 75 and 76. This set also has an
AC/DC switch mounted in the rear. (Victor G.
Marett - Miami, FL)

RADIOLA I PORTABLE - This is the
Model ER -753A crystal receiver by
RCA. The panel is stamped but not
filled with a whitener, which makes it
difficult to read. The rear
compartment is for storage of
Murdock headphones, which were
recommended by RCA. The thin
leather carrying strap is usually
missing, and often the detector unit
has been replaced by a more
sensitive type. (Dave Crocker -

ZENITH MODEL 12H695 - This is one of
the most beautiful Zenith consoles, but it was
low in production due to the war effort. This
1942 twelve -tube mahogany console featured
AM/FM (early FM frequency range) and SW
bands as well as an automatic 78 rpm record
c`ianger and an elaborate shutter -dial tuner.

ZENITH MODEL 5S29 - This attractive
tombstone appears in McMahon's Flick of The
Switch, page 192. Manufactured in 1936, the
set features two shortwave bands, plus the
broadcast band, with Zenith's small black dial.
This set was found at a local swap meet. (John
Neuman - San Marcos, CA)

ELECTRO IMPORTING CO. CRYSTAL SET - This unit was found recently by Ekkehart Welms of
San Mateo, California. It came from Santa Rosa, California, and had been stored in an attic for
many years. Each part has the E.I. logo. (Paul Giganti - San Carlos, CA)
[In our A.R.C. files we identified a similar crystal set in the E.I. Catalog, First Edition, 1915. This prob-
ably approximates the date of the set. The loose coupler on page 29 of the E.I. Catalog closely re-
sembles the one pictured above.

Ron's Radio Rectifications
BY RON RAMIREZ

Hello out there in Radioland! We are back again to visit with you and talk about antique radio repair.
I want to take this opportunity to say "Thanks" for the response I have received from the first installment
of "Ron's Radio Rectifications" that appeared in the October 1990 issue of A.R.C. I certainly appreciate
your encouragement. First we will discuss capacitors, and then answer a question about wire.

About Capacitors...
I have had more questions about capacitors

than about any other subject. Patrick Barr of New
York asked about this subject, as did Bill Over -
beck of Pennsylvania, Mark Smith of Rhode Is-
land, and Dick Leizure of Connecticut. We will
now try to answer all their questions at once.

First of all, let me assure those of you who may
not know, that a condenser and a capacitor are
one and the same. "Condenser" is an older term;
"capacitor" is a more modern and actually more
correct term since a capacitor does not con-
dense; it has the capacity to store an electric
charge. Capacitors not only store electrical en-
ergy, but they block the flow of direct current
and permit the flow of alternating current(AC).

The capacitor has two conducting surfaces
separated by air, mica, paper, or other insulating
material. Capacitors were, and are, made in
many different shapes, sizes, and types. The unit
for measuring capacitance is the farad, named
for Michael Faraday (1791-1867), an English sci-
entist and experimenter who became famous for
discoveries he made in electricity, chemistry and
magnetism.

Most capacitors you find, however, will be
measured in microfarads (mfd., mF, or uF) or
picofarads, which is the same as micro-microfar-
ads (mmf or pF). A microfarad is one -millionth of
a farad. A micro-microfarad or a picofarad is one
millionth of a microfarad. The chart below should
help you to understand the difference between
microfarads (uF) and picofarads (pF).

Adjustable Capacitors. Capacitors are made
in fixed and adjustable types. The adjustable
types we come across in antique radio repair are

the large variable capacitors used for tuning in
stations and the small trimmer capacitors which
are adjusted when we align a set. For the rest of
this article, let us concentrate on fixed capacitors.

Fixed Capacitors. Most of the fixed capaci-
tors we will find in early sets are of the paper
type. These typically consist of two sheets of foil
with a sheet of paper in between the foil sheets.
Each of the two lead wires are connected to one
of the foil sheets. The foil and paper sheets are
rolled up into a capacitor, which often has a
tubular shape but can also be hidden inside
Philco Bakelite blocks or inside some type of
metal case. The tubular type, along with the
Philco Bakelite blocks, were sealed with a type of

tubular type capacitors frequently
have a cardboard sleeve over the capacitor.

Mica Capacitors. Mica capacitors are also
found in many early sets of the 1930s. A layer of
mica is placed between two metal sheets or
plates. The lead wires or terminals are connected
to each plate. The mica/plate assembly is fre-
quently, but not always, encased in plastic. Mica
capacitors seldom fail, but when they do, they
should be replaced with another mica capacitor.

In sets made after World War II, you will see
ceramic disc capacitors. These are similar in
construction to mica except for the ceramic insu-
lation and characteristic round, flat shape.

REPLACING OLD CAPACITORS

Now that we have looked at three different
types of capacitors, let us discuss replacing
them. Paper capacitors often become leaky and
need replacement. If it is, say, 0.1 µF, must I use
another 0.1 µF capacitor? Well, not necessarily.

For example, Philco used many .09 µF capaci-
tors in its Bakelite blocks. Today, .09 µF is not a
standard value, but you can use 0.1 [IF capaci-
tors to replace .09 µF capacitors. 0.1 is slightly
larger than .09 µF and should not cause any
problems. Likewise, many old sets used capaci-
tors with values such as 0.25, 0.5, .02 and .03
µF. Again, these are not standard values today,
but you may use 0.22, 0.47, .022 and .033 p.F,
respectively.

I was taught in radio -TV repair school to use
the same or larger capacity when replacing a
paper capacitor; however, I personally try to keep
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the value of my replacement capacitors within
twenty percent of the original. Note: If your ca-
pacitor is in a tuned circuit you need to replace it
with a part having the same capacity. It is rare to
find a paper capacitor in a tuned circuit (usually
mica or ceramic capacitors are used in tuned
circuits), but I have seen one set that had a paper
capacitor in a tuned circuit.

Let us not forget another factor - working
voltage. On many paper capacitors, you will see
not only the capacitor size (in µF) stamped on the
side, but also the working voltage (in WVDC or
VDC). The working voltage of a capacitor is the
maximum DC voltage at which the capacitor
should be operated. If this voltage is exceeded,
the unit will fail, so always replace a bad paper
capacitor with one of the same or higher working
voltage. In some instances, the working voltage
is not given. In this case, play it safe and use ca-
pacitors rated at 600 to 630 volts DC.

The working voltage for mica capacitors is
usually not given, but most modern mica capaci-
tors are rated at 500 volts DC, which should be
OK for most old-time radio needs. Ceramic disc
capacitors may or may not have their working
voltage given. You can usually use ceramic discs
rated at 500 volts DC, but I like to use discs rated
at 1000 volts DC, as the margin of safety is
greater and they are just as easy to obtain.

WHAT CAPACITORS TO USE

Now, the big question: "What kind of capacitor
should I use?" You can use a ceramic disc .01 µF
capacitor to replace a paper .01 uF capacitor and
it won't make any difference to the radio, but it
won't look original. Capacitors with plastic insula-
Dion, such as Sprague "Orange Drops," may also
be used to replace paper capacitors, but espe-

daily in the earlier sets, they also tend to stick out
like sore thumbs.

Patrick Barr asks, "In replacing the old capaci-
tors, is it advisable to use the old wax cartons or
casing to hide the new capacitors?" Yes! The
small yellow metalized film capacitors I have
described in past articles are perfect for this pur-
pose. This is easier to do than you may think. If
your old paper capacitor has a cardboard sleeve
over the actual part, you can hide the replace-
ment inside. (Some "Solar brand tubular capaci-
tors have only a thin paper sleeve over the part,
which would be difficult to rebuild.)

If the old capacitor has cardboard discs in
each end, remove these. Using your pencil sol-
dering iron, melt the wax out of the ends of the
capacitor until you can see the old part. Then
take a small screwdriver and push the old capaci-
tor out of the cardboard sleeve. Now take your
new metalized film capacitor, and slip it into the
old sleeve. Place some wax (without melting it)
into the sleeve to fill up space.

When the sleeve is nearly full, melt a little wax
over each end. If the capacitor has cardboard
discs in each end, allow space for these when
putting the wax in. Then reinstall the cardboard
discs (if used), and now you have a capacitor
which looks original but has a new inside! A word
of warning: Don't accidentally touch your solder-
ing iron to the metalized film capacitor body; it will
be ruined.

I have rebuilt many tubular capacitors in this
manner, with 100% success. But now we have
another question: "The old capacitor had a band
around one end; the new yellow metalized film
capacitors do not. How should the new capaci-
tors be hooked up?"

Since I have been using metalized film capaci-

tors, I have not had one problem with them no
matter what end is hooked to what, so you may
feel free to do the same. If you are using "Orange
Drops" as replacement capacitors, you will notice
that they have a stripe at one end just like many
older tubular capacitors, and so you should hook
up the new capacitor with the lead nearest the
stripe connected to the same place as the lead
nearest the stripe of the old capacitor.

ELECTROLYTIC CAPACITORS

Let us now explore a related subject with prob-
lems all its own - electrolytic capacitors.
Electrolytic capacitors have the advantage of a
larger capacity, [i.e., used as "filter" capacitors in
power supply circuits] in a smaller size. Among
the disadvantages: a tendency to be leaky, the
necessity to hook them up a certain way, and a
high rate of failure.

Shorted electrolytic capacitors in the power
supply circuit can seriously damage the power
transformer. This is why you should not plug in
that newly acquired set and turn it on until you
have checked it over for faults, including check-
ing the electrolytic capacitors.

You can check them with your multimeter by
setting it to read ohms, preferably on one of the
higher scales. Disconnect the wire(s) from the
positive terminal of the old electrolytic capacitor,
and then place your red probe of the multimeter
on the positive terminal and the black lead on the
negative terminal. If you get a low reading, re-
place it.

When replacing electrolytic capacitors, use
one with the same or higher capacity and the
same or higher working voltage. With a few ex-
ceptions, most electrolytic capacitors cannot be
rebuilt, and therefore, your replacements will
have to be wired under the chassis. Be sure to
disconnect the wires from the old electrolytic
capacitor cans (at least the leads from the posi-

tive terminals).
Do not remove the old electrolytic capacitor

cans that are mounted on top of the chassis -
you do not want to leave gaping holes in the
chassis, a telltale sign of a poor restoration. If it is
a later set with a multi -section electrolytic
mounted under the chassis, you may have to
remove it because of space limitations for your
replacements.

Electrolytic capacitors can only be hooked up
one way - the positive lead to the positive po-
tential; the negative lead to the negative poten-
tial. Study the schematic of your set before pro-
ceeding. With some older schematics, this may
not be clear to you if you are a beginner, so look
over the partial schematic in Figure 1 showing
the power supply circuit of an Atwater Kent 55.
You should be able to apply this information to
other models. [Looking for a schematic for your
radio? Check the Classified Advertisements sec-
tion of A.R.C. Many schematics are available at
modest cost].

Note that the modern symbol for an electrolytic
capacitor is used in Figure 1. This symbol, which
shows the difference in the positive and negative
terminals, is not used on many older schematics.

If you do not know the working voltage of the
electrolytic capacitors, use replacements with a
working voltage of at least 450 volts DC; this will
take care of most, but not all, needs.

Which Wire Is Which?
Patrick Barr of New York writes:
"I have a 1932 Majestic Model 314 (chassis

#310-B). Is it necessary or advisable to replace
old, brittle wiring with the same color and type of
wire? Not all wire colors and type are available to
me. If they should remain the same color/type, is
there someone who has it available?"

Well, Patrick, since you mentioned that your
wire is "old and brittle," I assume your wire is the
type with rubber insulation. Wire of this type was
used in many old sets, although some
manufacturers (Philco, for example) used cloth -
covered wire in their sets during the early to mid -
1930s. I mention cloth -covered wire because it
can be obtained for restoration of your sets in
which that type wire was used. Write to Antique
Electronic Supply, 6221 S. Maple Ave., Tempe,
AZ 85283, and ask for its catalog, which lists 20 -
gauge cloth -covered hookup wire in five colors,
along with many other items.

Rubber -covered hookup wire is a different
story, however. The rubber becomes brittle with
age and often crumbles when it is touched. For
the most part, hookup wire with rubber insulation
is no longer made. The only kind of wire I can find
in my catalogs with rubber insulation is test lead
wire, the type of wire used to connect test prods
and/or alligator clips to a multimeter (a device
which can measure volts, resistance in ohms,
current in amperes, and even capacitance with
some of the latest models).

But test lead wire only comes in red and black,
and I am sure you want more color choices than
that. Also, most test lead wire is 18 -gauge, where
20 -gauge wire will suffice for most jobs. (The
gauge of a wire is how the thickness of wire is
measured. The smaller the number, the thicker
the wire is. 18 -gauge wire is thicker than 20 -
gauge wire.) You may use 18 -gauge test lead
wire, if all you have to replace is red and black.
However, since the hookup wire in your set is
probably 20 -gauge, you need to keep it as close
to originai as possible.
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The best thing to do if you have a set which
uses rubber -covered hookup wire is to avoid
touching the wire as much as possible. If the wire
has missing, crumbled insulation, however, you
may have to replace it. If you must replace it, find
out if the wire is solid or stranded. If it is solid, it
will be just that - one solid wire. If it is stranded,
the wire will be made up of several, much smaller
wires wrapped together to form one thicker wire.

Then, purchase some hookup wire with an
insulation color which nearly matches the
original, with the same type of wire as the original
(solid or stranded). As mentioned before, 20 -
gauge is sufficient for most jobs. Do not replace
wire just for the sake of replacing, only when
necessary to keep that original look. This type of
hookup wire, with plastic insulation, is available
from many sources, including Radio Shack.

That is all for now. I hope I have helped you out
with capacitors and wire. I will be back in the
future with more answers to your questions. Until
then, keep those letters coming.

Better Solder Connections Using Couplers
BY JACK CLARK AND CHARLES CONTE

Whenever you replace a component, it's al-
ways best to unsolder its leads at their termina-
tion. When you install the new component, you
should crimp it securely onto the terminal point.
New solder should flow over it and all other con-
nections to the terminal.

This is pretty basic, and better craftsmen fol-
low these procedures as a matter of course. But
the experienced repairman knows that there are
times when this kind of conscientious repair work
is simply not practical.

Tight, crowded circuitry doesn't always allow
access to solder points without damage to adja-
cent wires and components.

Most restorers clip out components and use
the remaining wire ends as terminals for the new
part. But even this approach can necessitate a
kind of ship -in -the -bottle exercise that's bound to
try your nerves. Unless you make a secure loop -
over -loop or linesman splice, as shown in Figure
1, the connection will probably be inferior, or at
the very least, sloppy.

Years ago, Sprague capacitors came with
small coiled couplers that were extremely helpful
in replacement work. When slipped over each
wire end, these couplers held the component
steady and secure for soldering. See Figure 2.
Not only was the resulting junction strong, but it
was very neat and professional looking. Those
little coiled helpers disappeared a long time ago.
You can't buy them anymore, but you can make

them yourself.
Fortunately, reproducing these soldering aids

is a fairly simple, low -tech operation. All that's
involved is some tinned #20 or #22 buss -wire
and a 1/16" diameter form on which to wind the
wire. We use a .05" hex driver tool for a form. Its
angular shape offers a minimum of friction when
you slide the wire off.

Tightly wind about two inches of wire around
the form. Then cut the wire about every quarter -
inch with some small cutters, and slide them off
the form. Use a little WD -40 if they stick.

We recommend making a bunch of these cou-
plers at a sitting. Once you start using them,
you'll find that your supply will hardly keep up
with your demand.

February 1991 article in A.R.C: When using the
CRT tester -rejuvenator, if you need to "see" a
pattern, you must "jumper" the target (pin 4") in
Figure 1 in the article, with the control electrode
(pin 2 RC). If the triode section "flashes over" dur-
ing rejuvenation, repeat the procedure with pin 2
disconnected.

PATRICK & CARTER LANDLINE KEY - This
massive brass leg key was made during the
1870s for work, not for show. These keys were
attached through the tabletops so that the wires
connecting to the rest of the telegraph station
would whose
desk was usually very deeply buried in traffic.

THE HULIT - An extremely rare bug that gets
its power from a clockwork's mainspring, it re-
ally produces excellent CW, and the telegra-
phers who could afford one must have thought
they had gone to heaven. Only about a half
dozen are known to exist today, although they
were later patented to use electric motors in
place of the clockworks. This really slick piece
of operating gear was made about 1910.

THE VAILOGRAPH - This is an attachment
which neatly slipped onto the myriad of steel
lever keys found everywhere in the telegraph
community. Dashes were made in the normal
manner, but with this device attached,
repeating dots could be made by lifting up on
the knob of the key. It was an inexpensive way
of converting a key into a bug. I have seen only
one other of these, in the Ford Museum. (Photo
