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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

Seven years ago, the first copy of Antique
Radio Classified appeared with only 16 pages.
Now this June 1991 issue contains 100 pages
with a full-color cover. In addition to the twenty-
three pages of articles, our anniversary issue
includes over 600 classified ads.

For A.R.C.'s seventh anniversary, the cover
features the Westinghouse/RCA Model RC re-
generative receiver. The RC was one of the first
widely-distributed commaercial broadcasting sets.
Even today, it is common and can be seen in
many collections.

Writing about the Model RC, Alan Douglas, the
author of Radio Manufacturers of the Twenties,
tempts us with material from his forthcoming third
volume (due out late summer). We thank the
publisher, The Vestal Press, for providing us with
an advance copy of the chapter on RCA (over 50
pages!) and photos for Alan’s article.

Another prominent name in the antique radio
community and a noted RCA collector — Lauren
Peckham — gives us more information and pho-
tos of the accessory units to the RC — the AR (3-
tube RF amplifier), the RT (antenna coupler) and
the rare DR (detector-amplifier).

Basic hook-up and operating instructions for
the RC, as they appeared in 1922, are included,
the first in a series of reprinted articles from the
Chicago-based Radio Digest lllustrated.

Recently, a voice on the other end of the tele-
phone said, “Hello, this is Leo Meyerson.” | said,
as might anyone who has had a ham license
since the 1950s, “Is this the World Radio Labora-
tories’' Leo Meyerson?” He was, and the result is
the Museum Musings article on Leo and his lat-
est project — a 15,000-square-foot museum ex-
hibit of vintage gear in Omaha, Nebraska.

Another firm not to be forgotten is Allied Radio.
Ken Greenberg reminisces about his trips to the
Chicago store in the 1930s.

Two meets and auctions are reported this
month. Over 600 people attended the New Eng-
land Antique Radio Club meet in April, and many
attended a separate, nearby afternoon auction.
The Houston Vintage Radio Association's April
convention also broke records; the auction re-
sults are included.

Richard Arnold's contribution this month is
about the Jackson Bell Peter Pan Model 25. This
model was a five-tube AC cathedral set that
stood less than a foot high.

The Photo Review covers ground from spark
transmitters to 1950s transistor sets. The very
rare Kennedy Model SW-6, a 1919 set, is pic-
tured also.

This issue completes the saga of the Antique
Radio Boys. Since June 1990, we have been
following Terry, Jimmy and Gary in their search

for a stolen Grebe CR-4. We thank Stan Dryer,
a.k.a. Frank Bequaert, for this fun series.

Two book reviews are included this month. A
recently published book on radio repair, Old Time
Radios! Restoration and Repair by Joseph J.
Carr, is reviewed by Joe Smolski. With 250
pages and 250 illustrations on repairing radios,
Smolski says “for a good introduction..., by all
means, pick up a copy.”

Wander ~ is reviewed by Alan Douglas.

ON THE COVER

A few months ago, | ordered a 1922-1923
catalog for the Boston, Mass., Wetmore-Savage
Co., a radio supply house. When the catalog
arrived, to my surprise, its cover sported a fan-
tastic color illustration of a family showing off its
new radio set — the Westinghouse Model RC.
The picture belonged on A.R.C.'s cover!

The Westinghouse RC is a regenerative set
covering 180 to 700 meters. Also shown is a
common accessory to sets of the day — the
Western Electric Model 10-A “Loud Speaking
Telephone Outfit.” It consists of the No. 7-A
three-tube audio amplifier and the No. 518 horn
speaker. The complete outfit cost nearly $400.00
in 1922! (The Western Electric Mode! 10-A was
featured in A.R.C. of April and May 1989.)

The contents of this 158-page Wetmore-Sav-
age Co. Catalog are the same as the Robertson-
Cataract Radio Equipment & Supplies catalog
reprinted by The Vestal Press.




The Westmghouse Type RC
and the RA - DA - DR - RT - AR

To highlight this seventh anniversary issue, we called upon two noted radio historians to trace the
history of one of the first radio receivers offered to the American public.

In Part I, Alan Douglas outlines the development of the Westinghouse RC series in the early 1920s.
The initiative of Westinghouse engineers and executives is described and helpful patent information
noted. Alan’s article, with accompanying photos, is adapted from the RCA chapter (RCA was the sales
agent for Westinghousae) of his forthcoming book, “Radio Manufacturers of the 1920s, Volume Iil,” to be
published this summer by The Vestal Press.

In Part ll, Lauren Peckham provides a chronological listing and additional information for the RC, RA,
DA, DR, RT and AR. Reference is made to RCA's role as a distributor of the Westinghouse sets, RCA's
involvement in licensing the manufacture of tubes for use by Westinghouse, and RCA's introduction of a
high quality receiver similar to the Westinghouse units but made by General Electric.

Accompanying Alan’s and Lauren'’s articles is additional information on the RC, RA, DA, DR, RT and
AR, including the first of an A.R.C. series of reprinted articles from “Radio Digest lllustrated.” (Editor)

The Westinghouse Type RC - Part I

One of the most popular radio receivers of the
early twenties was the Westinghouse RC, as
shown in Figure 1. From 1920 to 1923, 80,000 to
85,000 were sold. The RC consisted of the RA
regenerative tuner and the DA detector-amplifier.
These units
were some-
times sold
separately in
individual cabi-
nets, as shown
in Figure 2.

The RC was
created by en-
gineers Frank
Conrad and
Donald Little.
Conrad had
been experi-
menting with
radio since
1912, and dur-
ing the war was
in charge of a
Signal Corps
contract at
Westinghouse
for 75 SCR69

receivers. With this contract came Mr. Little, who
later, on completion of his Army service in 1919,
joined Westinghouse as Conrad's assistant.
The RA grew out of an amateur tuner that
Conrad and Little had put together in 1919, but
seems to have been intended originally for com-
mercial service. Conrad had samples made from

the model and was using them in April and May
1920 for tests on tugboats in New York Harbor.
Westinghouse at this time was attempting to cre-
ate a worldwide radio system to compete with
RCA/GE by buying strategic companies and ar-
ranging patent
swaps with the
Navy. But,
Waestinghouse
was finding it
impossible to
overcome
RCA’s com-
manding lead
in ship and
shore installa-
tions and in for-
eign traffic
agreements. A
proposal to
ship owners for
a broadcast
news service
was faring no
better.

Then came
radio station
KDKA. When
Waestinghouse
Vice-President
H. P. Davis heard that Conrad's test transmis-
sions from his amateur station were attracting a
following of listeners and that one department
store had actually advertised receivers for this
purpose, he knew what direction Westinghouse
should take. He got Conrad a commercial station
license, with a ship’s call sign that happened to



be available, and authorized
construction of a transmitter at
the Westinghouse plant. KDKA
took to the airwaves on Novem-
ber 2, 1920.

Then Davis negotiated with
Howard Armstrong for purchase
of his regeneration patent. GE
was not showing much interest
in regeneration, but Conrad, in
close touch with the amateurs,
knew what it could do and pre-
sumably convinced his boss to
snap it up. Once this patent was
in hand, and the RA and DA
could therefore be legally mar-
keted, nameplates were at-
tached to the first production run
of about 1400 RAs and 1600
DAs, and they were offered for
public sale.

the arrangement in detail in the Proceedings of
the Institute of Radio Engineers, December
1922, Vol. 10, No. 6, pp. 426-439. Little received
patent 1,667,863 on the RA mechanical design,
while engineer Max Batsel got patent 1,572,877
on the DA. Interior views of the RA and DA are
shown in Figures 3 and 4. A schematic diagram
for the RA, DA and RC is shown in Figure 5.

The first production run was made at the
Shadyside Works in Pittsburgh, a plant that
made automotive equipment. Nameplates on
these units were dated 11/30/20. In January
1921, production was transferred to the Electric
Home Appliance Division at East Springfield,
Massachusetts, where roughly 20,000 units were
made up until November 1921. These RA name-
plates were dated 9/28/21, and the DA name-
plates were dated 5/19/21. Later both name-
plates were dated 12/14/21. Although serial num-
bered individually, most RAs and DAs were com-
bined in single cabinets as model RCs. The last
production run was of RCs only. The DA name-
plates were dated 5/29/22, and the RA had no
serial number.

Later, about August 1922, Westinghouse of-
fered through RCA the matching model RT an-
tenna tuner and the AR three-stage RF amplifier.
At this time the RA and DA sold for $65 each, the
RT for $45, the AR for $80, and the RC for $125.
In the RCA catalog, the “Super Selective Combi-
nation” of the four units listed at $263, but very,
very few were sold.

Model CB Load Coil

By using this coil in conjunction with
the RC receiver, or the RA and DA units
together, it is possible to receive signals
on wavelengths from 1800 to 2800
meters. This was particularly valuable in
the early 1920s if one wished to hear the
time signals broadcast from the U.S.
Navy Station in Virginia and the U.S.
Observatory in Washington, D. C. These
signals gave the time of day with less
than one-tenth of a second error and
were used by watch repair shops and
jewelers.

For wavelengths between 170 and 700
meters, the switch arm shown in the cen-
ter of the coil should be raised. For wave-
lengths between 1800 and 2800 meters,
the switch arm must be pushed down.

THE RC IS NOT AN RADA

A common mistake is to designate the RC,
which is an RA (regenerative tuner) and a
DA (detector-amplifier), combined in a
single cabinet, as the RADA. The correct
name for this combination is the RC. When
the two units are in separate cabinets, they
are the RA and the DA,

WHEN IS AN RE NOT AN RE?

One can be confused when seeking infor-
raation on the Type RT antenna coupler. In
two of Morgan McMahon's excellent refer-
ences, Vintage Radio and Radio Collector’s
Guide 1921-1932, the Type RT is incorrectly
identified as a Type RE. RE is the correct
designation for the Aeriola Jr. and is so iden-
tified correctly in Vintage Radio.

More RC-RA-DA-AR-RT Facts

THE RADIOLA COMBINATION

The adjoining article mentions that the
combination of the RT, RA, AR and DA was
sold by RCA as the “Super Selective Combi-
nation.” Alan Douglas’ Volume 3 shows the
correct arrangement — from left to right,
the RT first, RA second, AR third and DA
fourth. The wiring connections are detailed
in the instructions for the AR and the RT in
the RCA Victor Service Notes for 1923-1928.

Vintage Radio also shows this combina-
tion, but in the incorrect order, RT, AR, RA,
DA. The AR and RA are interchanged, a
mistake which could cause some headaches
in hooking up this outfit!

Other operating combinations utilizing
the AR and RT which are detailed by RCA
are: RT-RC-AR, RT-RC, RT-AR-DA.




The Westinghouse Type RC - Part II

Radio is entering upon a new field of use-
fulness. No longer is this fascinating sub-
ject confined to the expert, but through the
development of the radio telephone, all
may enjoy its benefits.

So states one of the first catalogs of radio
equipment supplied by the Westinghouse Elec-
tric & Manufacturing Company, Radio Folder No.
4446, which listed several pieces of radio materi-
als. Here we will trace the history of one of the
first radio receivers offered to the American pub-
lic that was designed for the reception of news,
church services, concents, and lectures.

November 1920, Type RA. The first of the
Type RA shortwave tuner units (Style No.
307189) were made in Pittsburgh, Pa. These
units have minor differences from the more
common, later units produced in East Springfield,
Mass. — a thinner front panel, slightly larger
control knobs with Micarta “molded"” skirts rather
than metal skirts, hard rubber binding posts and
copper shielding. Also, wire connections are
wrapped around screws and soldered (a practice
similar to that used in early military sets), rather
than utilizing solder lugs. The nameplate for an
early RA unit is shown in Figure 6.

April 1921, Type RA. Production of the RA
shortwave tuner (Style No. 307189) was moved
to Springfield, Mass. This RA is shown on the left
in Figure 2, in Part I. Combination No. 1 included
the RA tuner, DB crystal detector and a tele-
phone headset. See the box on page12 for more
information on the DB Crystal Detector.

April 1921, Type DA. This detector with a two-
stage audio amplifier (Style No. 307190) was
announced. The DA is shown on the right in
Figure 2, in Part I. At this time, Westinghouse
provided a set of Moorhead vacuum tubes with
the DA. These were available, as RCA had Ii-
censed the Moorhead Co. to
manufacture and sell a limited
number of tubes which were
covered under the Fleming and
de Forest patents.

April 1921, Type RC. This
shortwave regenerative re-
ceiver (Style No. 307215) be-
came available. The RC is
shown in Figure 1 in Part 1. {This
Combination No. 2 provided
both the RA and DA units in one
cabinet, as well as A and B bat-
teries, and a headset.] It was
also possible to use a tele-
phone-type driver (Style No.
307262) which would fit the tone
arm of a Victor Victrola (in place
of the reproducer), converting
the phonograph'’s acoustic horn
to a loudspeaker.

ling (Style No. 319570) was introduced. Although
similar in outward appearance to the DA, (both
are shown in Figure 7), there were major differ-
ences inside. The inside of the cabinet was
shielded with zinc on all sides. With the use of the
Waestinghouse high impedance tubes, it was pos-
sible to use resistance coupling for the two audio
frequency stages. These tubes were developed
in the fall of 1920, and were similar in mechanical
design and electrical characteristics to the
French and British valves made during World
War |. Inside views of the DR are shown in Fig-
ures 8 and 9.

The lineup for the DR was one Aeriotron Type
WR-21D (Style 319513) for detector, and two
Type WR-21A (Style 319517), high vacuum ver-
sions of the WR-21D, for the audio amplifier
stages. Both of these tubes had a pushpin style
base, almost identical with the famous R series
tubes used in England and France.

The DR, and later the Aeriola Grand receiver
(which also used the same tube types), required

special tube sockets. Since few of the DR units
have survived, it seems that they were not in
production for more than a few months. However,
| have had two of these units in my collection, and
they had very different serial numbers, so appar-
ently several hundred were made.

September 1921, Types RA, DA, and RC.
RCA announced a limited line of receivers in its
Radio Apparatus Catalog. All were manufactured
by the Westinghouse Co., although this fact was
not mentioned. Included was a detailed descrip-
tion of materials used, such as nickel plating of
binding posts, Micarta panel, and so on.

However, there is one interesting difference in
the DA unit — RCA listed the UV-200 detector
and UV-201 amplifier Radiotrons as the proper
tubes instead of the previously used Moorhead
tubes. This is most likely due to the fact that the
Waestinghouse Co. had become part of RCA at
the end of June 1921. Westinghouse was now
able to use vacuum tubes manufactured by GE
and soon began to produce the UV-200 and UV-
201 as a second supplier for RCA.

August 1922, Types RT and AR. RCA intro-
duced the “Radiola Combination” consisting of
four units — the RT antenna coupler, shown in
Figures 10 and 11, the RA secondary coupler-
tuner (also known as the shortwave tuner), the
AR three-stage radio frequency amplifier, shown
in Figures 12 and 13, and the DA detectoritwo-
stage audio frequency amplifier. Schematics for
the RT and AR are shown in Figures 14 and 15.

Of interest is the fact that RCA also introduced
athree-stage radio frequency amplifier, Type AA-
1520, made by General Electric Co., which was
similar to the Westinghouse AR. This unit, along
with the GE Type AR-1300 tuner and AA-1400
detector/amplifier, provided a high quality re-
ceiver similar to the Westinghouse-manufactured
“Radiola Combination.”

April 1923, Radiola RC. This receiver is iden-
tical to the radio introduced in the RCA Radio

Apparatus Catalog, but the word “Radiola” has
been added. This is no doubt due to the fact that
RCA had been using the Radiola name for most
of its product line for several months.

June 1923, Radiola RC. This is the same
name for a now-familiar product, but with a new
idea to boost sales on an older receiver. The RC
could be converted to dry cell battery operation
by using the recently introduced WD-12 tube.
The price at $142.50 must have looked inviting
when compared to $207.50 for what RCA termed
the “old way with storage battery operation.”

So ends the saga of a most interesting line of
receiving equipment. it is important to note that
five tube types were used during the years that
the DA, DR, and RC were made! These included
Moorhead audions, Aeriotron WR-21D/A,
Radiotron UV-200/UBV-201, Radiotron UV-
201A, and finally the Radiotron WD-12. The GE-
designed UV-199 could also have been used, but
no advertising to this effect has been found.

Most collectors will agree that the RC receiver
is an excellent performer. The tapped-windings
of the tickler coil make this set easy to operate
and quite stable. One might even go so far as to
say “user-friendly.”

Westinghouse RC, RA and DA

An excellent series showing how to hook up
and operate popular sets of the day ran in “Radio
Digest lllustrated” from 1922 to 1923. This article
is adapted from the May 6, 1922 issuse. (Editor)

The set shown opposite illustrates the parts
and method of connecting the Westinghouse
Detector Amplifier, Type RC. This set consists of
two separate units. The one is the Type RA
Short Wave Regenerative tuner, and the other is
the Type DA Detector and Amplifier Unit, con-
taining the three vacuum tubes with their control-
ling elements.

Tuning Unit Connections. The two paris are
connected together by means of straps on the
top and bottom. In addition the four parallel bind-
ing posts are connected together as shown in
the illustration. That is, the two on top marked
“Grid” are connected together. The second set of
two marked “Fil. G'd” are connected together
and are also the terminals to which the ground
wire is connected. Likewise, the third set of ter-
minals marked "Tickler” are connected; also the
fourth set marked “Plate.” This completes the
connections between the two units.

The extra terminal on the tuning unit is the
one to which the aerial lead-in is connected, and
is therefore marked "Ant.” This completes all the
connections on the tuning unit.

Detector Amplifier Unit. On the detector am-
plifier unit we have eight binding posts; the four
on top have already been accounted for in the
connections between the two units. The lower
four are the connections for the batteries, of
which we require two. We need the usual 6-volt
“A” battery and also the 45-volt, “B” battery, with
a 22 %-volt tap. As before, two batteries can be
used instead of the one “B" battery, one 45-volt
and one 22 '%-volt. Starting in with the lowest
terminal, we find that this must be connected to
the positive terminal of the “B” battery using the
full 45-voit output. The amplifier tubes always
require the full 45 volts for proper operation. The
second terminal from the bottom is connected to
the 22 “42-volt tap of the “B” battery and supplies
the current for the detector vacuum tube. The
detector tube requires only 22 ' volts for opera-
tion; this current, however, is not the one that
lights up the tube, but is the one that pushes the
broadcasting wave through the tube and to the
receivers. The third terminal from the bottom is
the connection for the negative terminal of the
“A” battery. This furnishes the 6-volt current that
lights up the three tubes and is really required to
heat up the inside of the vacuum tube, making it
easier for the broadcasting wave to pass through
the tube and on to the receivers. The fourth
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terminal from the bottom is connected to the
positive side of the “A” battery and the negative
side of the “B” battery. This closes the circuit of
the two batteries, as we must have one side for
the current to flow out of the batteries and an-
other side for the current to come back in, very
similar to the return pipe on a heating system.

Head Receiver and Plug. The head receiv-
ers have a cord, at the end of which we have a
round brass terminal called a plug. This plug fits
into the three holes at the base in the front of the
detector amplifier unit. These holes are called
jacks and act as connections from the set to the
receivers. The first hole marked “Det* connects
the receivers to the detector part of the set; that
is to say, we are connected to the receiving set,
but are not trying to amplify the sound as re-
ceived. We might compare it to the human sight
— we can see without glasses but we wear
glasses so as to bring the objects nearer by
enlargement. The amplifers bring the sound
nearer by making it louder. The second and third
jacks are marked “1st Amp” and “2nd Amp” and
serve to connect the receivers to the amplifying
steps, giving us the benefit of louder tones.

Tuning The Set. In tuning the set, we insert
the plug in the detector jack and light the detec-
tor bulb by tuming the detector rheostat knob.
This controls the amount of current that lights up
the vacuum tube. Too much current will give a
lot of noises in the receivers, so the knob should
not be turned too far. Then turn the large dial in
the tuning unit. This tunes the set, so that we get
the proper wavelength for receiving. If broad-
casting is going on, and all connections have
been properly made, reception should be heard
in the receivers. Turn the dial until the tones are
the loudest. Then turn the small dial in the lower
left hand corner of the tuning unit, which will
permit a more accurate adjustment for wave-
length, making the tone louder and clearer. If the
third dial, in the lower right hand corner of the
tuning unit, is now turned, this wi'l help in elimi-
nating other noises that are heard and will bring
out the broadcasting much more clearly than
before.

The receivers are then plugged into the first
stage of amplification and the second or ampli-
fier rheostat knob turned to light up the amplify-
ing vacuum tube. As before, too much current
will add a lot of noise to the reception without
improving the reception. When the current is ad-
justed properly, the receivers can be plugged
into the third hole or the “2nd Amp" jack. A slight
readjustment of the amplifier rheostat knob may
be necessary, as this one knob controls the cur-
rent to both amplifying vacuum tubes.

GE Counterparts to the Westinghouse Units

In 1922, RCA introduced the General Electric
sets, shown below, which were counterparts to the
Westinghouse RA, DA & AR. At the left in the
upper picture is the GE AR-1300, which could be
used alone withits built-in crystal detector (like the
Waestinghouse RA was used with the DB crystal
detector), or together with a detector-amplifier as
a regenaerative tuner (as were the Westinghouse
RA and DA units.)

The GE AA-1400 three-tube detector-amplifier,

at the right in the upper picture, is similar to the
Westinghouse DA, and the GE AA-1520 three-
stage RF amplifier, center below, is similar to the
Westinghouse AR.

Other RCA products using these GE units in-
cluded the Radiola V (using a simulated wood-
grain finished AR-1300 and AA-1400), and the
Radiola VI (using an AA-1520 and AA-1400.)

Jackson Bell’s Model 25

BY RICHARD ARNOLD

The “Peter Pan™ style, five-tube Pee Wee ra-
dio, shown in Figure 1, was manufactured by the
Jackson Bell Company of California in 1932, This
set is now a rare and very desirable radio re-
ceiver among collectors.

The Peter Pan designation was actually given
to at least four different cabinet styles and three
different chassis. Three of the cabinet styles did
have the Peter Pan figure, while a fourth Peter
Pan had a wooden swirl effect in the grille or
speaker area, as in Figure 2.

This Pee Wee style was developed thanks in
part to the pentode tube. Only as high as a
candlestick telephone — 11 1/2 inches by 9 3/4
inches by 7 2/16 inches — the radio became
quite popular. Thousands were made and
shipped all over the country. Jackson Bell and
the Pee Wee radio helped make Southern Cali-
fornia the midget radio capital of the world.

The model featured in this article is the 25-A,
as shown in Figure 1, front view, and Figure 3,
rear view. The 25-A and a 25-U, not shown, were
both five-tube Superheterodynes. The tube types
used in these versions are the following: two 58s,
one 24, one 47, and one 80. These sets retailed
for $29.95.

Later models, such as the 1933 Model 25UV,

had a small sliding drawer that came out from
under the base and was used to hold cigarettes
orlog cards. The 25-UV used the following tubes:
one 58, one 57, one §5, one 47, and one 80. It
sold for $31.95.

Old Time Radios! Restoration and Repair
By Joseph J. Carr

Old Time Radios!
Raestoration and Repair
is a new book by veteran
author Joseph J. Carr on
how to repair vintage
radios.

of the more challenging
difficulties — noise, in-
stability, distortion, inter-
mittents, and so forth.
Chapter 12 deals with
receiver alignment. The
author packs a surpris-
ing amount of practical

it consists of fourteen
chapters spanning some
250 pages. The book
also contains more than
250 high quality pictures
and illustrations.

It you haven't seen
any of the books pub-
lished by Tab since it
became a part of
McGraw-Hill, you are in
for a pleasant surprise.
The hardbound version
of this book, unlike some
early Tab publications, is
very well made. As far as
content is concerned,
Mr. Carr is a skilled and
knowledgeable author.
This book is well written,
authoritative, and profusely illustrated.

The first nine chapters of this book are de-
voted to historical background and a review of
technical fundamentals. Beginning in Chapter 1
with a brief history of radio, Carr explains the dif-
ferences between crystal sets, regenerative sets,
TRFs (tuned radio frequency), neutrodynes, and
finally superheterodynes. Next comes some ba-
sic vacuum tube theory, followed by chapters on
basic receiver design. Included are discussions
on resonance, power supplies, loudspeakers,
volume control circuits, audio amplifiers, RF
amplifiers, detectors, converters and AVC (auto-
matic volume control).

Some useful information on repair is in the
first nine chapters, notably those sections which
deal with power supplies and AF amplifiers, but
most of the first 185 pages deal with fundamen-
tals and background information. Chapter 9,
dealing with test equipment, wraps up the mate-
rial on fundamentals.

Chapters 10, 11 and 12, covering trou-
bleshooting and alignment, contain the real meat
of the book. Carr walks the reader through fre-
quently encountered problems like power supply
hum and dead receivers. He also gets into some

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troubleshooting infor-
mation into these three
chapters. What's more,
he manages to do it in
an easy-to-read style,
using down-to-earth
English and practical il-
lustrations.

As for out-and-out
errors, there are some,
but not too many. A few
errors are to be ex-
pected in the first print-
ing of a first edition. For-
tunately, the ones in this
book are not serious. In
one instance, for ex-
ample, Carr refers to
octal tubes as a late
1930s development,
while on the same page a photo caption correctly
reads, “Octal tubes (mid-30s).” Other errors in
this category include an incorrect illustration ref-
erence and one or two other obvious typographi-
cal errors.

The only technical advice in the book | would
change is on replacing rectifiers and electrolytic
filter capacitors. Carr allows for replacing vac-
uum tube rectifiers with silicon diodes and for
installing filter capacitors with more capacitance
than original equipment. While there is nothing
inherently wrong with his advice, he fails to cau-
tion that the B+ voltage might be significantly
raised when making such substitutions. Exces-
sive capacitance at the input of a ripple filter (the
output of the rectifier) can raise B+ voltage. Re-
placing selenium or tube rectifiers with silicon
diodes (without adding appropriate series resis-
tance) also can raise the B+ voltage, and a high
B+ voltage can cause problems. For example, a
high B+ voltage will cause overall power dissipa-
tion to increase. Many parts in the set, including
the power transformer, will run a little hotter than
they should. In addition, at elevated B+ voltages,
some circuits may deliver more gain than they
were designed to provide. Although more gain



may sound like a good idea on the surface, it can
contribute to instability.

With the word restoration in the title of Oid
Time Radios! Restoration and Repair, | expected
to find material on cabinet work, refinishing, fixing
broken plastics, mechanical problems, fabricat-
ing or substituting for hard-to-get parts, dealing
with bad pot metal, rust, chassis cosmetics, and
so forth. After all, these are restoration problems.
Old Time Radios!, however, doesn't help with
any of these difficulties. It deals strictly with the
electronics. | don't quarrel with that, but given the
actual scope of the book, | believe it should have
been given a different subtitle. Something like
“Troubleshooting and Repair® would have been
more appropriate than “Restoration and Repair.”

It is a lot easier to criticize a book than it is to
write one. Despite a few shoricomings, Old Time
Radios! Restoration and Repair is a very worth-
while book. It deserves a place on the bookshelf
of any serious collector who wants to know more
about how his sets work and how to keep them
running.

From a technical perspective this book is writ-
ten at just the right level for the collector. It is
neither trivial nor overly technical. It will not over-
whelm you with theory or unnecessary lessons in
higher mathematics.

Don't expect Old Time Radios! Restoration
and Repair (or any book, for that matter) to make
you into an expert repair technician overnight. No
book can do that. Only a lot of hands-on experi-

ence can make you an accomplished repairman,
but it you're looking for a good introduction to the
subject, by all means pick up a copy.

[Old Time Radios! Restoration and Repair
contains an excellent chapter titled “Electrical
Safety on the Workbench™ which should be re-
quired reading for anyone attempting the repair
of an old radio. The book also contains a useful
appendix listing color codes for resistors, capaci-
tors and transformers. Finally, a five-page index
with over 600 entries makes it easy to find that
problem topic. Editor]

The Birth of British Broadcasting - 2MT Writtle
by Tim Wander

| have purposely inverted the title, putting the
subtitle first, because this book’s greatest appeal
to American readers may be its coverage of the
beginnings of British broadcasting, more than as
an account of the station 2MT transmitting site.

The actual title of this book is 2MT Writtle: The
Birth of British Broadcasting. The book contains
discussions of various inventors’ original work
(particularly that of Fessenden, de Forest, and
Grindell Matthews), accounts of contemporary
broadcasting in the United States and Holland,
and technical data on the transmitters (it is easy
to forget how advanced the Marconi engineers
were in 1920, using a 15KW transmitter for their
broadcasts, while KDKA, for example, did not
exceed 10KW until 1927); all these discussions
combine into an engrossing story.

The Marconi transmissions of phonograph
records and opera stars were quickly squelched
by the Post Office [the British equivalent of our
FCC]. Not until early 1922, after much amateur
protest, was permission again obtained for such
frivolous activity. It fell to a group of engineers at
Marconi's aircraft-radio development site at Writ-
tle, to provide these once-a-week transmissions,
the first regularly scheduled broadcasting in Brit-
ain. The Marconi engineers’ enthusiasm and in-
formality, attracted a growing circle of listeners
and led to the establishment of the BBC.

The author is a modern-day Marconi comput-
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er science engineer who found himself working
at the research and development division at Writ-
tle, ten yards from the now nearly forgotten, his-
tory-making 2MT site. The book began as simply
an account of station 2MT. Beginning with Ecker-
sley's autobiographical The Power Behind the
Microphone (1941), the author has combed Writ-
tle for anecdotes and unpublished facts, and
searched the Marconi archives for dozens of
photos and documents.

Additional material on the pioneer experiment-
ers, on the 1920 Marconi broadcasts, and on
2MT'’s successor, 2L0 London, bring the book up
to 180 pages. Although there are a few minor
errors and misspelled names in the American
section, the British material, what really counts,
seems to be entirely accurate.

The author claims, in recent correspondence
with me, that his “limited literary talents [fought] a
continual battle against his computer engineering
environment,” but there is no question who won —
handily. He tells me his computer recently ex-
pired in a cloud of smoke; I'd say it knew when it
was licked!

“2MT Writtle: The Birth of British Broadcast-
ing” has 180 pages and dozens of photos and
documents.

Association) plans to send
its collection to the museum. The museum wel-
comes contnibutions which are tax deductible
and acknowledged with plaques.

Hundreds of relics from the early days of radio
are currently on display at the Western Heritage
Museum in Omaha, Nebraska. The early radios
and radio equipment are part of the collection of
Omabhan Leo I. Meyerson, a pioneer in the field of
radio communications and retired Chairman of
the Board of World Radio.

Somae of the objects in the exhibit were devel-
oped and manufactured by World Radio, Galaxy,
or Globe Electronics — all companies founded
by Meyerson during his long career in radio.

Ham radio has been both a hobby and a pro-
fession for Meyerson. His expertise in ham radio
was utilized to the fullest during the blizzard of
1949 and the Council Bluffs flood of 1952.

Meyerson began making his own crystal sets
as a hobby. By 1924, he had built a low-powered
transmitter and started playing records and the
piano over the air until “the neighbors com-
plained,” and he found out it was illegal. He has
the distinction of being the first to broadcast voice
and music over the air in Council Bluffs, as no
stations existed until late 1924. He obtained his
first amateur license in 1928.

In 1933, Meyerson married the woman he had
courted for two years over amateur radio — Helen
Wolinsky of St. Joseph, Missouri. An audience of
interested amateurs listened to their daily con-
versations and followed the courtship.

This WRL logo and picture of Leo Mey-
erson is taken from an advertisement in
the March 1967 issue of “CQ Magazine.”
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In 1935, Meyerson
founded World Radio Labo-
ratories in Council Bluffs.
Located in a log cabin, the
business soid radio parts
and accessories to dealers,
amateurs and radio sta-
tions. In the late 1930s,
World Radio Laboratories
began manufacturing trans-
mitters. During the war
years, the company manu-
factured quartz crystals for
the armed forces.

After the war, Meyerson
formed WRL Electronics as
a separate division for the
manufacturing of radio
transmitters and accesso-
ries. In 1956, the company's
name was changed to
Globe Electronics to avoid
confusion with the distributor operation.

In 1958, prior to the CB radio craze, Globe
Electronics created one of the first citizen's band
radios on the market. Later, the World Radio
Export Corporation was also formed to distribute
equipment to such countries as Pakistan, Thai-
land, Canada, Mexico and South America. Tex-
tron Electronics purchased Globe Electronics in
1959.

In 1961, Meyerson organized a new company
called Galaxy Electronics, which was to operate
independently. Galaxy was one of the first com-
panies to bring out a single sideband transceiver,
the Galaxy 300. This product revolutionized the
amateur radio manufacturing industry. Meyerson
sold Galaxy Electronics to Hy-Gain Electronics
Manufacturing Co. in 1970.

World Radio was sold in 1988, and the Meyer-
son family no longer has an interest in the com-
pany.

The Western Heritage Museum was once
Omaha Union Station. The Art Deco style,
designed by Gilbert Stanley Underwood and
built in 1931 by Peter Kiewit & Sons, was a
daring departure from the usual style of
railway stations.

Years ago, 10,000 passengers would ar-
rive and depart daily on sixty-four trains
and sixteen streamliners,
Passenger service ceased
on May 2, 1971, and the
Union Pacific Railroad
donated the building to
the City of Omaha in
April 1973. The Western
Heritage Society was
formed six months later
and has operated the mu-
seum ever since.

In addition to the early
radio exhibit, the mu-
seum currently contains
documentation of nearly

one hundred years of Omaha history, as
well as several other extensive exhibits.
Among these are the Byron Reed Collection,
a world renowned exhibition of coins, paper
money and signatures; a historic school-
room of the 1890s; Omaha’s only restored
streetcar; a restored soda fountain; and a
telephone pioneer exhibit.

The store had everything, unlike today's electron-
ic parts stores. From the late 1930s to the early

The 12th Annual Houston Vintage Radio As-
sociation/Antique Wireless Association(HVRA/
AWA) convention held April 27 and 28, 1991, at
the Houston Marriott Astrodome, broke previous
records in attendance, auction sales, contest en-
tries and awards. The convention drew attendees
from Arizona, Kansas, Louisiana, and Michigan,
in addition to over 100 attending from the Dallas/

included two large auctions, a swap meet, an old
equipment contest, and an awards banquet.

Total auction sales of $15,634 surpassed that
of previous club auctions. Over 100 lots sold for
$50 or more. Quite a few cathedrals were sold,
including a beautiful AK 84 which went for $350.
A Philco mantel clock in excellent condition also
sold for $350. AK buyers had a field day as
Jimmy Edington sold part of his extensive collec-
tion of AK gear. An Emerson 520 with a cracked
marbled brown case, the only Catalin radio auc-
tioned, brought $225.

The flea market was the scene of much activ-
ity. Items included two AK breadboards, quite a
few cathedrals, and even a red Emerson Patriot
radio.

Over ninety entries in twenty-one categories in
the Old Equipment Contest made it the club's
largest contest ever held. Categories ranged from
wireless to Catalin, and included vintage phono-
graphs and televisions.
