The many facets of collecting early radio

company stock certificates are the subject of our
lead article this month by Doug Heimstead. Doug,
who wrote A.R.C.'s previous articles on the Philco
Predicta and the Sparton mirrored radios,
explains that radio stock certificate collecting is
quite affordable. And, you do not have to add a
room onto your home to accommodate your
collection!

Richard Arnold reports on two Metrodyne
receivers, the Super -Six and the Super -Seven.
The fancy silk-screened panel design makes the
Super -Seven a very collectible receiver today.

The glossy finish on German radios of the
1950s and 1960s might have just caught your
eye a few times, but Wally Worth does more
than just glance at them; he collects them. This
month he discusses the features which convinced
him to add a few German sets to his collection.
Wally also offers some tips on restoration. [Look
for an article in A.R.C. in coming months on
cabinet restoration for these sets.]

Another article on foreign sets, provided by
Ian Sanders, features the Marconiphone Model
V2 receiver. This two -tube set is tuned by a
rather unusual system of sliding tuning coils.

Unlike most of us who feel lucky to have a
garage or small room to display our radios, Mac
MacQuarrie now has his own museum. Housed
under the same roof as his antique and radio
businesses, the museum displays some 140 sets
ranging from a seven -foot grandfather clock radio
to a three -volume book radio.

Sets manufactured by the De Luxe Man-
ufacturing Company of Chicago, Ill., are
described by Gary Schneider, the founder of
A.R.C. Gary reports that he has never seen any
of these sets, which were manufactured in the
1930s, and he is anxious to hear if any readers
can share information about them.

The Photo Review this month includes a
unique ceramic keg radio, a coin -operated hotel
radio and an Atwater Kent Model 5. A report on
the Northland Antique Radio Club Radio Daze
meet includes photos of sets entered in its old
equipment contest.

This month, we also include updates on the
November 1989 article on the Patterson Model
PR -10 receiver and on the June 1991 article on
the Jackson Bell Peter Pan radio.

Late Ads. About twenty-three of you are going
to be disappointed this month, because your ads
were received on July 11th, after the deadline
for this issue.

In addition, Howard Sams has gathered photos
and information from over 6,000 of their Photofact
publications and combined them into a six -
volume set. Alan Douglas's third volume of his
1920s radio manufacturers series is now
expected early in the fall. All of these books are
described in more detail on page 13 in this issue.

And there is more. Tom Lewis's Empire of the
Air: The Creation of Radio focuses on de Forest,
Armstrong and Sarnoff. In November, PBS will
broadcast a film version of the book, co -produced
with Ken Burns, of Civil War fame. Tom Lewis will
also be a speaker at the Antique Wireless
Association (AWA) convention in September.

Also expected this fall is a book by Michael
Schiffer titled The Portable Radio in American
Life, which contains many fascinating, historic
facts about the portable and promises to be a
valuable reference work. We expect to have an
article by Michael in next month's issue.

Club Events. The next several months will
take A.R.C. to Radiofest in Illinois on August 8-
10 and to the AWA convention in New York on
September 25-28. Stop by and say "Hil" at the
A.R.C. table.

I know that nearly every month I urge all of
you to get to an old radio event near you. Some
meets consist of a few dozen collectors talking
around a table; others, like the annual AWA
meeting in September, span several days and
are attended by nearly a thousand collectors.
Attendance at a meet truly is a way to meet
collectors and leam something about radios and
radio collecting. Also, it is often a chance to add
a piece or two to your collection!

Collecting Radio Company
Stock Certificates

Douglas Heimstead introduces us to scripo-
phily, the hobby of collecting stock certificates,
and entices us with classic examples of stock
certificates issued by various companies in the
ever growing radio industry. As Doug points out,
you may never reap a dividend from these certifi-
cates, but they are fun to own and much cheaper
to purchase than the radios you buy. (Editor)

Imagine that you own a few hundred shares of
stock in your favorite radio company. You go to
the stockholders meeting and talk to the board of

VVUM
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directors about that new cast phenolic resin ma-
terial that can be used to fabricate plastic radio
cabinets. You tell them that this new material will
become popular beyond their wildest dreams!

That would be fun, and you can make part of it
come true - you can own shares of stock in
radio companies. You can engage in scripophily,
the hobby of collecting stock certificates - a
hobby made easy by the many radio companies
that issued the stock certificates so collectible
today. Your portfolio could include stocks issued
by the Marconi Wireless Telegraph Company of

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America (Figure 1), the Arcturus Radio Tube
Company (Figure 2), the Sentinel Radio Corpo-
ration (Figure 3), the De Forest Radio Company
(Figure 4), and The Electric Storage Battery
Company (Figure 5).

Generally, there are two reasons why people
enjoy collecting stock certificates. To some,
stocks represent an art form of limited edition
engraved prints. To others, stocks are historical
documents, that represent paper Americana, like
postcards and political) posters.

STOCKS AS ART

Stock certificates were usually printed by the
finest engraving houses in the country and bear
beautifully engraved pictures or vignettes. For an
example of a very tasteful and detailed vignette,
look at the Marconi Wireless certificate in Figure
1. The De Forest vignette, shown in Figure 4, is
bizarre -the engraver must have really indulged
his fantasies on that one. Typically, the vignettes
picture symbolic representations of virtues like
truth, strength, honesty, etc., with pictures of
eagles, husky women, industrial scenes and
lightning bolts.

Like paper money, stock certificates were
engraved with fine detail to prevent counterfeit-
ing. A fine example is the vignette illustration on
the stock certificate for The Electric Storage Bat-
tery Co., shown in Figure 5. This firm manufac-
tured Exide radio batteries in 1928.
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Usually, different inks were used to represent
different denominations, and you will find stocks
printed in blues, greens, reds, oranges and
browns. Corporations numbered each certificate
for trieir own record keeping. Stock certificates
truly are a type of engraved, limited edition,
signed and numbered art print.

STOCKS AS HISTORY

Corporate stock certificates usually bear the
signatures of two high-level company officers as
well as the name of the investor. For the histo-
rian, they can be a valuable source of corporate
information.

Marconi Wireless stock is particularly interest-
ing. Most of this stock bears a cancellation
stamp, applied when the company was national-
ized by the U.S. Government and became one of
the companies used to form RCA. This cancelled
stock is a symbol of a very important event in the
history of the radio business in America.

WHERE DO YOU FIND STOCKS?

A few radio company certificates invariably
show up at each large radio meet. Also, you will
find ads n A.R.C. for many nice certificates.
Another source is antique dealers who specialize
in paper. You will have to dig through hundreds
of mining and railroad stocks before you find that
one radio company stock.

Two of the nicest certificates are the most

common. You should have no problem finding
Marconi Wireless and Sentinel stock. Beyond
these two, the search gets a little harder, but lots
of others are still out there. After a while, it is as
much fun to find a rare De Forest stock in a pile of
paper in an antique shop as it is to find a Catalin
radio in a garage sale.

ARE STOCKS EXPENSIVE?

No. A nice Sentinel stock could cost $5 to $10.
A Marconi with a cancellation stamp may cost
$30 to $40. These are average prices for stocks
with nice vignettes. Stocks without vignettes can
be bought for much less. Stocks with desirable
autographs may cost much more. An Edison
Storage Battery Company certificate with
Edison's original signature could be worth sev-
eral thousand dollars.

You may never reap a dividend from the certifi-
cates, but they are fun to own. There is some-
thing satisfying about being able to buy, for a

couple of dollars, a piece of paper that was once
worth many thousands of dollars. Unlike the ra-
dios you buy, certificates can be purchased for
less than one -tenth of one percent of their origi-
nal value.

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The Metrodyne Super -Six and Super -Seven

"If the future of radio is to be measured by its
past, the next eight years are destined to give the
world a series of fantastic events almost beyond
the power of human visualization." This statement
by Mr. M. H. Aylesworth, then president of NBC,
appeared in an article in a 1928 edition of Century
Magazine.

Eight years prior to this publication, the country
had only one broadcasting station - KDKA in
Pittsburgh. By 1928, there were six hundred and
thirty. Also eight years earlier, there were virtually
no receiving sets in existence, and most of these
were homemade crystal sets. By 1928, there were
twelve million radios costing from $5 to $1,000
each. There were also over three thousand com-
panies turning out sets or parts for sets.

One of these companies was a mail order
company called the Metro Electric Company, lo-
cated at 2161-71 N. California Avenue, Chicago,
Illinois. Little is known about the company. In fact,
when I wrote to Alan Douglas, author of Radio
Manufacturers of the 1920s, to obtain more infor-
mation for this article, he replied that his Metro file
is one of his thinnest.

It seems the company advertised mostly in
Popular Science Monthly, usually with full page
ads. From the ads that I have been able to find, at
least four models were available in 1927. Two
models were called the Metrodyne Super -Seven,
a seven -tube, TRF (Tuned Radio Frequency),
one -dial set. Both sets used the same chassis but
with different front panels.

One panel, shown in Figure 1, is the now very
desirable silk-screen design. It was advertised as

an artistically gilded Bakelite panel, with 24K gold -
finished exposed metal parts. The panel on the
other set is a wood, two-tone walnut design and
the cabinet has gilt metal trimmings. These sets
sold for $75 assembled.

The other two models were called the Metro -
dyne Super -Six. However, one is shown in adver-
tisements as a three -dialer and the other is shown
as a two -dialer.

The radio shown in Figures 2 and 3 is one of the
less expensive models. It is a five -tube set, but
with a three -dial, Super -Six panel.

This three -dial, TRF, five -tube model, which
sold for only $48.50, came completely assembled
but without tubes. The company would send any
radio for a free thirty -day trial. If the customer was
not completely satisfied, his money would be
refunded.

The panel on the radio looks like black formica
with beautiful gold scroll designs behind each
knob. It has a gold border line that goes around the
outer edge of the panel.

Inside there are two gold Halldorson audio
transformers with blue nameplates. The set uses
red -colored wiring and green spider -type coils.
With five gold Super Airline tubes in the set, it
really makes a very striking appearance.

There are three seals of approval stuck to the
bottom of the chassis. One of the seals is from the
Popular Science Institute of Standards, another
from the Popular Radio Laboratory, and a third
from the Radio News Laboratory. Mine also has a
small white tag with the number S 5374. The tag
says, "When writing to the company about this

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radio, refer to this number." A
small white tag attached with
string to a coil has the date 11-
14-27 written in pencil - date
sold, or date made, perhaps.

By looking at the radio and
comparing it to my Atwater Kent,
three -dial Model 24, I can see
that this set was made mostly for
show. It is very pretty, but not
made or put together nearly as
well as the Atwater Kent. When
set up, it is not as selective as the
Atwater Kent either.

As far as three -dial radios go,
the Metrodyne Super Six is a
very good looking set and would
make an excellent addition to
any collection.

Patterson PR -10 Update
BY HENRY ROGERS

After my Patterson PR -10 article ran in the
November 1989 A.R.C., Jim Kreuzer sent me a
flyer on the set, containing many accolades from
the 1933 ham radio community. These glowing
reports were strange to me in light of the rather
poor performance report that I had given the PR -
10 in my article. Reading further, I found that the
flyer revealed a rather important fact that I did not
know: the design IF frequency was 432.5 kHz.

I consulted Rider's Manual Vol. V and found
no reference to the set's IF frequency. Rider
merely instructs you to "balance" the IF trans-
formers by using the R -meter and a strong
broadcast station.

I measured the IF frequency of my PR -10 - it
was 472 kHz! Normally, if a receiver does not
have a crystal filter, the IF frequency can be set
anywhere close to the design frequency without
seriously affecting performance. I wondered if
any improvement would result if the Patterson
was aligned to its design IF frequency: 432.5 kHz.

When the alignment was complete, the im-
provement was phenomenal. The PR -10 was
pulling in signals all across the band.

Over the years, with previous owners "balanc-
ing" my set, the IF frequency for the receiver had
moved away from its design frequency with de-
graded performance the result.

So if you want to improve the performance of
your PR -10, try aligning its IF to the correct fre-
quency of 432.5 kHz.

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COLLECTING FOREIGN SETS yiEs0

Collecting German Radios
of the 1950s and 1960s

BY WALTER V. WORTH

Wally Worth introduces our
readers to the intriguing world
of German -built radios. In addi-
tion to a detailed description of
these sets, he provides practi-
cal tips on basic restoration. As
Wally suggests, once you read
this article, you may also want
to get on the German radio
bandwagon. (Editor)

At first glance, Geman-made
radios, often seen at flea mar-
kets and sales, might not be
particularly interesting to col-
lectors. Perhaps these shiny
sets appear too modern com-
pared to the battery sets of the
1920s, the cathedrals and
tombstones of the 1930s and
even the Bakelites of the 1940s
and 1950s.

But upon close inspection
and with increased familiarity,
collectors may find them as
worthy (no pun intended) of respect and collect-
ing as I do.

I was impressed at first mainly by their sound,
and by their finish, but when I looked inside and
noted the quality features of the chassis and
components, I was really hooked. I could hardly
believe these sets delivered so much perform-
ance from five or six tubes. After all, I had always
believed a good radio needed eight, ten or twelve
tubes to give the kind of shortwave band cover-
age and volume of which these German sets are
capable.

Their speaker systems (I have to call them
"systems" what with the multiple speakers and
capacitor network) outperform U.S. sets by a
wide margin. In this period, the majority of our
sets were cheap wooden or Bakelite sets with
five -inch speakers and AM only, resulting in poor
tone quality.

Apparently the German firms saw an export
market because of the superiority of their prod-
uct, and from 1954 on began to flood the market
with their standard models. Eventually they
changed the labeling on the knobs to English
wording and increased the FM range from the
88-100Mc German standard to the 88-108Mc
U.S. standard at that time.

Firms like Grundig-Majestic, Nordemende,
Telefunken, Saba, Loewe/Opta, Emud (Ernst

Mastling, Ulm, Donau) and Blaupunkt, all started
at about the same time to deliver their sets to
U.S. buyers. Several typical German -made sets
are shown in Figures 1 through 5. Beginning
around 1962, the companies also arranged for
sales outlets like Radio Shack and Lafayette to
feature their models. I have several 1964 Radio
Shack catalogs that display Nordemende radios
at prices up to $169. This price was for the Nor-
demende Globe Traveler Pro, a beautifully built
portable set with everything for the shortwave
listener and hi-fi enthusiast.

DISTINCTIVELY DIFFERENT

All of the German radios have a distinctive
look to them called European styling. The sets
have "piano keys" for band selection, two pairs of
concentric knobs, and an amazing array of other
knobs, push buttons and thumb -wheel dials for
tone control. Grundig called its system Multi -
Sonic, and it worked quite well. It consisted of
four thumb -wheels to emphasize four different
tone frequencies and to display the tones chosen
on the dial.

Most also have jacks on the rear for phono
input, tape input and external speakers. They
commonly have more than one speaker (up to
eight on one set I owned) and use oval speakers,
up to eight by twelve inches, in addition to elec-

trostatic speakers for the extra high ranges. Ste-
reo sound was available on the larger ones, and
multiplex adaptors were furnished on the ones
with large tube counts.

The cabinets of these radios were lightweight
but very well built and well finished. Both formed
plywood and Bakelite cases were used, and the
wooden ones were highly finished with a "piano
finish" of many coats.

Another popular feature was the built-in ferrite
antenna for AM reception, and this was usually
installed as a rotating type (180°) controlled by a
knob on the front panel. Even with the ferrite
antenna though, an outside antenna was really
required for best shortwave reception. The FM

antenna was usually merely
two strips of foil glued to the
case interior, but it was suffi-
cient.

Also available on the larger
sets was motorized flywheel
tuning -a signal -seeking type
that halted the motor at the
next adjacent signal and then
rocked the dial until the strong-
est signal was accurately
aligned. Remember - this
was in 1964!

Model numbers themselves
do not do a great job of identify-
ing the radio, but in general the
higher numbers denote a
larger, more complex and
more expensive set. For in-
stance, Grundig numbers go
from the hundreds to almost
6000. Most companies also
used names for the various
models, usually those of op-

eras or opera singers.
Some earlier radio manufacturers, like Korting

and Minerva Radio Co., are also represented in
the sets out there. These sets dated from the
1930s and consequently are in high demand.
However, the tubes for these early sets are very
scarce, and no direct interchanges are available;
so be careful and make sure all tubes are there
before buying these early sets.

In looking inside these tube -type German sets,
one other fact stands out - most of them utilize
full -wave, solid-state bridges for high voltage rec-
tification instead of tube rectifiers. This feature is
unusual because, at that time, high voltage di-
odes were just coming out. Also the voltage pro-

duced by the power transform-
ers in these sets was of a higher
range than that commonly used
in most U.S. receivers.

The tuning eye used in the
1960s was the European ver-
sion miniature tube held flat on
the inside of the case and
viewed through an aperture in
the grille or dial panel. These
tubes usually did double duty-
as an eye and as an RF ampli-
fier.

I have spoken only of tube -
type sets up till now, but these
German companies also put
out a large assortment of tran-
sistor types that were in the
same high -quality class as the
previous tube types. Most were
portables of course; the smaller
transistor chassis lent them-
selves to this use. These were
manufactured into the 1970s
and beyond.

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(Collecting German Radios, continued)
interpretations of model num-
bers and model names.

In the photos, I have arbitrar-
ily classified my sets by giving
the width of the set in inches
across the front to establish the
size of the cabinet. This also
gives an idea of the height and
depth, as most sets follow the
same proportional ratio. I also
list number of bands (two to fif-
teen), number of speakers (one
to eight), number of tubes (four
to sixteen), and sometimes
number and type of rotary and
push-button controls.

RESTORATION TIPS

It is unnecessary to speak of
the excellent tone, ease of op-
eration or beautiful finish, as
most of these sets are distin-
guished in these ways. How-
ever, if you find yourself in-
trigued by these sets and wind
up with a few of them, you will,
in all probability, find the knobs
hard to turn and the push but-
tons producing static. To allevi-
ate these conditions, you must
remove the chassis from the
case to get at the oiling points
of the shafts, pulleys, and idler
pulleys, and to clean the push-
button band switches.

To remove the chassis you
do not have to remove the
knobs. They come out com-
plete with the station panel.
However, it is best to discon-
nect the speaker system and
leave that in the case. This is
most easily done by unsolder-
ing the wires from the chassis
to the main speaker terminal
strip. Be sure to mark where
they go as the speakers have
polarized windings. Also, you may have to pull
out the multi -prong plugs for the tuning eye or
multiplex systems.

After removing the screws under the base
(note the grounding wire on one of them), the
chassis should slide out. Be careful your fingers
do not crush any wires under the chassis when
you lift it out, as some of the wiring is of hairlike
fineness. This is true also of the FM module and
the band -switching module for shortwave recep-
tion on the top of the chassis.

I would recommend no brushing of the dust on
the chassis because of these fine wires. A mois-
tened pipe cleaner does a good job, or a blast of
air can be used.

You should study the tuning knob shaft and
pulley arrangement, and locate all the idler pul-
leys involved before starting the lubrication pro-
cedure.

The knobs, as well as the clamps holding the

glass dial, can now be removed, and the dial can
be carefully eased forward and up. The dial
needles and background can then be dusted and
all the idler pulleys oiled sparingly. The central
shaft of the tuning arrangement should be stud-
ied to understand how the single -dial knob
moves either the AM or FM needles through a
double clutch arrangement. This central shaft
should be carefully oiled so the two clutch rings
move front to back freely when the AM or FM
push buttons are alternately pressed down.

I won't cover broken dial strings in this article,
as it is a formidable subject in itself, but you
should take note of the stringing philosophy used
here. String and wire cable are used in both band
drives. The wire cable is used where no stretch
can be tolerated between tuning drum, needle
position and tuning condenser.

Because of the longevity of the quality parts in
these sets, the most common causes of non -
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operation are blown -out fuses or an open rectifier
bridge. A rare third cause is a transformer found
burned out because of a shorted rectifier bridge.

After you spray the push-button switches with
tuner cleaner and clean the volume control, the
glass dial can be reinstalled, the knobs cleaned
and put back, and the complete chassis returned
to the case. Resolder the speaker wires, and
don't forget the ground wire!

Meanwhile, if you have cleaned and polished
the cabinet (I use automotive compound for car
finishes), you have a useful and reliable addition
to your collection and one that will give you pride
when you see it on your shelf. I keep one of mine
permanently by my easy chair to hear the Euro-
pean news, and I love the FM stations that broad-
cast operatic music.

It is probably fortunate that German radios
need so little repair since schematics for them
are scarce and practically nonavailable. A few
were used as fill-ins in the Sams series.

The shortwave capability of the newer sets is
still excellent, but, although digital tuning has
become common in the newer sets and the tun-
ing is razor sharp, their tone does not compare

favorably with the older sound systems. This is
because of the broader tuning used back then
which permits a larger range of tone frequencies
and a fuller tone palette. Thus, the older systems
produce pleasing music and speech, as well as
acceptable shortwave and broadcast tuning
sharpness.

So you see the German sets are well worth
collecting and will certainly increase in value and
collectibility because they are quality sets. Better
get on the bandwagon and get yours now!

New Books for the Radio Collector's Bookshelf

A number of books have been published re-
cently, or are expected soon, for the radio collec-
tor. A very brief look at several follows.

Crystal Clear - Vintage American Crystal
Sets, Crystal Detectors and Crystals, by Mau-
rice L. Sievers. Published by Vestal Press; ex-
pected to be available in August, 1991.

Vestal Press provided A.R.C. with a photo-
copy of Crystal Clear and I have to say that I am
impressed. Vestal reports that within the book's
292 pages, Maurice Sievers has covered 573
crystal sets, 341 crystal detectors and 207 crys-
tals. For each of the three categories, there are
four chapters: a descriptive chapter including ad-
vertisements, a chapter of photographs, one of
advertisements, and a comprehensive table list-
ing information on each set. In addition to 351
photographs, there are over 200 reproductions
of ads.

Radio Manufacturers of the 1920s, Volume
3, RCA to Zenith, by Alan Douglas. Published
by Vestal Press; expected to be available in the
fall, 1991.

We are still awaiting this third volume in Alan
Douglas's comprehensive coverage of the major
radio manufacturers of the 1920s. As were Vol-
umes 1 and 2, Volume 3 is expected to be full of
details, photos and Alan's painstaking research.

There are two books out covering the Halli-
crafters Company:

The Hallicrafters Story - 1933-1975, by Max
De Henseler - HB9RS, published by the Antique
Radio Club of America; available now.

The Hallicrafters Company: 1932-1982 -A
Partial Product Listing Covering 50 Years of

Production, by Chuck Dachis - WD5EOG "The
Hallicrafter Collector;" available now.

Max's 278 -page book covers communications
equipment used by hams and includes descrip-
tions, advertisements (no original photos) on a
year -by -year basis. Included is a bibliography, a
cross reference to Hallicrafters sets in Rider's,
Beitman's and Sams. Several comprehensive
charts listing model information are included
also.

Chuck's book is a 33 -page informative product
listing (no photographs) and includes television
sets, accessories, CB transceivers, and more.

Zenith Radio - Reproductions of Sales Lit-
erature, by Alan Jesperson; available now.

Alan has collected Zenith product brochures
from 1921 through 1946 and assembled them
into a 52 -page, 11" x 17" format. Although cost
considerations necessitated that photocopy be
used, the information included is invaluable for
the Zenith collector.

Radios of the Baby Boom Era - 1946 to
1960. Six volumes. Published by Howard Sams.
Volumes 1-3 available now; Volumes 4-6 avail-
able August,1991.

This is a picture reference to popular radios of
the post -World War II era, featuring photographs
and technical data from Sams Photofact service
data. The first volume (the one I have seen)
features each radio on a one-half page with a
large photo, annotated with data on the radio.
Also included is a cross reference of similar sets,
a list of tube types for each set, and a list of
manufacturers and their brand names. The entire
six volumes promise to cover 6,769 models sold
under 274 brand names, with 3,494 pictures.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

Mac's Old -Time Radio Museum
BY CHARLES "MAC" MACQUARRIE

The idea of having a radio museum where
others could share my passion for a unique era in
history has twenty -year -old roots. As my collec-
tion grew over the years and had to be stored in
several places, I decided the time had come to
begin the first phase of my museum. The target
date for opening was October 1, 1989.

Knowing that where there is a will there is a
way, I solved the space problem by setting aside
a portion of our antique store. Using this ap-
proach, I would not be taking on additional over-
head expense of any consequence to fund the
museum. Instead, it would be supported by other
enterprises - my repair and restoration ser-
vices, the sale of many other radios I have on
display, and the continuing operation of
"Yesterday's Treasures." This business, housed
under the same roof as "Mac's Old Time Radios,"
has been owned by the same two people for the
past fifteen years- Mac and Terri, husband and
wife of forty-five years.

A DREAM REALIZED

Since I have collected, repaired, and restored
radios for the past twenty years, supplying the
necessary merchandise for a museum was no
problem. To provide an interesting display, I se-
lected approximately 140 radios and another
eighty to one hundred pieces of radio and wire-
less equipment, speakers and memorabilia,
some of which can be seen in Figure 1. As space
and time permit, I plan to expand to make the mu-
seum an even more interesting part of the radio
era. With another 800 -plus radios still in stock
and my constant search for additional unique
items, I will have ample stock for expansion.

ON DISPLAY

Some of the more unusual radios in the mu-
seum are the following: a seven -foot grandfather
clock radio and record player made by Kemper in
1929, a Deco radio bar and record player of the

early 1930s, and a battery -operated Radiola 25
with a pop -in antenna made in 1925, which can
be seen in Figure 2.

Also displayed is a blue ribbon winner at a
recent radio meet - the 1928 Brunswick radio
and the Radiola 103 tapestry -front speaker.
Other interesting models include the following: a
very small 1925 Howe crystal radio with ear-
phones; the world's smallest superheterodyne
radio in a Bakelite case made by Emerson in
1947; Sentinel's maroon and caramel Catalin
radio of 1947; and one of the more standard size
grandfather clock radios by Bulova, circa 1933.

Others on display are an unusual Deco coin -
operated radio with a two-tone Bakelite case,
circa 1930s (see Figure 3); an Echophone cathe-
dral, 1931; a 1930s rhinestone and mother-of-
pearl face radio; a chairside Stewart -Warner ra-
dio with a mirror top, circa 1937; a homemade
keg radio; and a three -volume encyclyopedia
book radio made by Sentinel in 1941. Of the
several old speakers displayed, a wicker speaker
with a wooden cone, made in 1924, is rare. As we

expand our museum, more un-
usual items will be added.

PLUS
WIRELESS EQUIPMENT

Just prior to the radio era, or in
its very early beginnings, the
wireless era was associated with
the transmission of messages by
International Morse Code. On
display are several pieces of
wireless equipment, including a
telegraph key and sounder.
These two items in particular
were used in our vintage rail-
roads, ship -to -shore, and air -to -
ground communications before
the development of voice trans-
missions by radio.

MY RADIO PAST

Radio and wireless are
closely associated with my youth
and my dad's occupation as a
railroad telegrapher -a period
in life I will always cherish. Look-
ing back to the 1930s when I was
a youngster, I used to visit my
dad at the railroad shanty where
he worked as a telegrapher and
performed other duties for the
Boston & Albany Railroad at
Charlton Depot, Massachusetts.
I can still recall the clicking
sound of the telegraph key and
sounder. I'm sure this experi-
ence must have had some influ-
ence on my future endeavors.

Graduating from high school
in 1941 with a desire to pursue
an occupation in radio or flying, I

had the opportunity to do both
when I enlisted in the Army Air
Corps. I had a choice, after pass-
ing several qualifying exams, of

serving in World War II as an airplane engine
mechanic, as a radio ground repairman, or as a
flight radio operator -gunner. Of course, this third
choice was the opportunity I had dreamed of.

After successfully completing my radio and
gunnery training, I was assigned to a B-24
bomber crew as their flight radio operator for duty
in the European theatre of conflict. When the war
ended, I continued as a flight radio and wireless
operator with the commercial airlines. I guess it's
easy to see why I have a deep affection for radio
and its history.

This radio museum is dedicated to the past
and present people who have given so much
time and skill to radio excellence and to an era of
history that must be preserved for future genera-
tions. Donations of wireless or radio -related
items to the museum will be greatly appreciated.
Enjoy your visit to our museum, come as often as
you like, and feel free to ask questions.

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The Marconiphone V2 Receiver
BY IAN L. SANDERS

This is the second article on
British sets by Ian Sanders
which A.R.C. has published,
and other articles will appear in
upcoming issues. Watch for ad-
ditional articles on non-U.S. sets
under our banner "Collecting
Foreign Sets."

The Marconiphone Model V2
receiver, shown in Figures 1 and
2, was manufactured in England
by Marconi's Wireless Tele-
graph Company, Limited, begin-
ning in November 1922. The
Model V2 was a two -valve (tube)
battery set designed for head-
phone reception. The receiver is
beautifully constructed in a

walnut cabinet
measuring 12 1/2" x 7 1/2" x 10".
The top is hinged and can be
opened to allow the front panel
to be removed for internal ac-
cess. Two circular, gauze -cov-
ered windows permit inspection
of the valve filaments when the
front panel is in place.

The set carries the standard
BBC stamp inside the lid and
bears the post office registration
number 2001. The bottom sec-
tion of the front panel can also
be detached by loosening two
screws on the sides of the cabi-
net providing a storage area,
presumably for headphones
when not in use.

The set could be tuned be-
tween 185 and 3200 meters by
means of slide -in "range blocks"
and plug-in regenerator units.
The tuning range is covered by
eleven range blocks and six re-
generator units. The range
block, measuring about 3 1/2" x
7" x3/8", is located at the back of
the receiver behind the valves,
and there is space for one
"spare" to be held in clips in front
of the active block actually in
circuit. Each range block con- Figure 2. The Model V2 with cabinet open to give access to the range
tains two pancake -type coils, blocks and to the plug-in regenerator unit at right.

and tuning is effected by moving a pair of flat
metal spades across the surface of the block.
The spades are attached to rods with nickel -
plated spherical handles at the ends.

Graduation marks on the rods are used as a
guide to tuning, and a chart for each range block
is provided with the set, as seen in Figure 3.
Numbered settings on the left of the chart refer to
the graduations on the rods, and the correspond-
ing wavelength is given on the right. The plug-in
regenerator units contain a capacitor and a fixed
and variable inductance. The latter is adjusted by
moving a small copper disk relative to a pancake
coil with a short lever. The filament rheostat
consists of a cylindrical coil and is adjusted by
moving a sliding contact attached to a rod with a
spherical nickel -plated knob, similar to the tuning
controls.

The circuit diagram of the Marconiphone V2 is
shown in Figure 4. Very early versions were sup-

plied with R -type valves, but were without the
regenerator unit. However, from 1923 onward,
two Marconi DER, general purpose receiving
valves were recommended. Filament current for
these valves is rated at 0.35 amperes at 1.8
volts, and the anode current was typically sup-
plied by a 42 -volt battery.

The first valve provides high -frequency ampli-
fication with tuned -anode coupling, and the sec-
ond acts as a grid -leak detector. Low frequency
amplification is obtained by a reflex arrangement,
whereby the rectified signals are coupled to the
grid of the first valve via a low frequency trans-
former in the anode circuit of the rectifier. Reac-
tion in the detector stage is achieved by the
capacitor contained in the plug-in regenerator
unit. (Coils L1 and L2 are contained in the remov-
able range blocks.) Provision for three aerial in-
puts optimizes reception for different length aeri-
als, and sockets for two pairs of headphones are
provided.

A portable V2 unit with a cabinet modified to
house both the low-tension (A) and high-tension
(B) batteries was introduced in 1923. The set
came in a satchel -like leather carrying case com-
plete with a pocket which could "comfortably
carry as much as seventy feet of aerial." Another
version of the receiver - the V2A with similar
circuitry, but with a different post office registra-
tion number (0175) - is also known.

The Marconiphone V2 continued to be sold at
least as late as 1925-26, by which time the rod
tuning system had been replaced with a rotary
micrometer arrangement. The receiver, together
with standard range blocks and regenerator unit
for broadcasting wavelengths and connecting
cables, less valves, sold for eleven pounds ten
shillings (about $22.50 at today's exchange rate).
This included a royalty payable on all receivers
sold in the United Kingdom at this time. The two
valves could be purchased for one pound eight
shillings or $2.75. Matching two -stage amplifiers
for loudspeaker reception, the NB2 (using R -
valves) followed by the A2 (using Marconi DE6
and DER valves), were introduced in 1922 and
1924, respectively.

Ian Sanders started collect-
ing in 1974, when he was still
living in the United Kingdom.

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RADIO IN THE THIRTIES

The De Luxe Manufacturing Company
BY GARY SCHNEIDER

One of the most fascinating aspects of the
radio collecting hobby is the countless varieties
of radio models and manufacturers from which to
collect. Besides the more common names, such
as RCA, Philco, Zenith, Crosley, and others, there
are hundreds of smaller companies that adver-
tised in the back pages of radio magazines. All
offered off -brand models for small distributors or
individuals to sell, as well as the opportunity for
the seller to make huge profits.

The De Luxe Manufacturing Company of Chi-
cago, Ill., appears to be one of these companies.
A 1935 brochure, provided by collector L. S.
Colebank of Bismarck, N. D., details the many
selling plans this company offered. The product
line consisted of four models, all made under the
license of RCA. Each of the four models is de-
scribed in detail.

After reading the literature, the potential seller
of these sets would see dollar signs before his
eyes. The profits projected for selling each set
were very appealing. For example, the De Luxe
Junior model retailed at $32.50; the wholesale
cost was $9.95. Not a bad profit for those days!
The company claimed a person could easily make
$200 per week.

The illustrations are shown here just in case
you run into one of them. Never having seen one
of these sets, I don't know how well they are
constructed, but I suspect they are cheaply made.
However, the nice De Luxe brochure, complete
with photos of each model, makes these sets
look very attractive.
