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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

Our lead article this month covers the Brownie
Wireless Company and its crystal and vaive (vac-
uum tube) sets from the mid-1920s. We are
pleased to publish another of lan Sanders’ fine
pieces on foreign sets, especially since the pho-
tos he furnishes are so excellent. An example is
the Brownie 2-valve receiver pictured on our cov-
er. You can look forward to more of lan's articles
in future issues of A.R.C.

Richard Arnold describes the RCA Radiola 18,
an early 7-tube AC set, which is easy to use and
still priced reasonably. Since this set does not
need batteries and can be plugged into an elec-
trical outlet, it was a very popular set with the
public in its time.

Anocther article on superhet kits of the 1920s
comes from Chris Cuff. It is interesting to com-
pare the photographs of the set in his collection
with the illustrations from an article on the set
which appeared in Radio News in 1926.

Paul Bourbin contributes another Vintage Test
Equipment article — this time on the Meissner
Analyst, a multi-function piece of test equipment.
Fixing old radios can be an additional challenge if
vintage test equipment is used in the process.

Mike Adams continues his synopses of the
Gerald Breckenridge and Alan Chapman “Radio
Boys" stories. This month, in Part 3, he covers
the first five Breckenridge books; the remaining
five will be included in a future issue. One unique
feature of this series is the inclusion of photos of
all the books in dust jackets; the later books in
each series are very rare.

The Photo Review this month includes an un-
usual radio built to look like several books. Among
its many features are a tuning eye tube and
coverage of the shortwave bands. Also shown is
an Atwater Kent breadboard model which was
sold without the variometer. Because Atwater
Kent did not have regenerative patent rights, the
buyer had to purchase and add the variometer
himself in order to make the set regenerative.

David Pope has contributed a review of Scott
Wood's new book, Evolution of the Radio, pub-
lished by L-W books. A report on the first of
Northland Antique Radio Club’s three Wickstrom
Estate auctions is included this month. The third
auction will be held at the club's Radio Daze '92
meet, where the finest items from the late Ted
Wickstrom's collection will be sold.

New Books. A number of new books on vari-
ous facets of collecting old radios have appeared
in recent months. Philip Collins has completed
another colorful book — this one entitied Radio
Redux — showing 80 radios from his collection.
No doubt, this one will be as popular as his first
book — Radios: The Golden Age.

Robert Hawes has also published an impres-
sive book, entitled Radio An, illustrating the his-
tory of radio, with a concentration on British man-
ufacturers. The over 250 photographs, 150 in
color, include a number of American sets as well.

Antique Electronic Supply of Tempe, Arizona,
has published John Okolowicz's The Radio/TV
Finder, an index to nearly 7000 pictures of radios
and televisions found in 24 radio books (most are
still currently available). This index is especially
useful because some of the books listed do not
have indexes themselves.

Another list-type publication is a 2-volume book
compiled by Robert S. Mayer: Index to Zenith
Magazine Advertising: Radios - Televisions -
Phonographs. This book covers Zenith advertis-
ing in magazines such as Colliers, Look, Satur-
day Evening Post, etc., from 1945 to 1960,

And yet another list-type book is David Kraeu-
ter's Radio and Television Pioneers: a patent
bibliography. This book consists of a list of over
3000 patents by 40 radio and television inven-
tors, including Armstrong, Dolbear, Du Mont, de
Forest, Farnsworth, Tuska, Zworykin and more.

Club Events. More than thirty events for the
radio collector are scheduled for this month of
May alone. And over the next several months, we
are aware of multi-day meets in Indiana, Texas,
Alabama, Minnesota, Pennsylvania, Wisconsin,
Michigan, lllinois and New York.

A.R.C.'s travel plans will take us to Jonathan
Hill's National Vintage Communications Fair in
Birmingham, England, on May 3; the Antique
Radio Club of America’'s meet in Pittsburgh,
Pennsylvania on June 4-6; the Antique Radio
Club of lllinois’ Radiofest '92 on August 6-8; and
the Antigue Wireless Association’s conference in
September. In addition, we have tentative plans
to hit the Northland Antique Radio Club Radio
Daze '92 meet on May 29-30 and the Michigan
Antique Radio Club Extravaganza '92 on July 10-
12. We also attend most of the New England
meets. So if you make it to one of these meets,
look us up.

The Moulded Sets by Brownie Wireless —

1925-1927

lan Sanders continues to
provide our readers with infor-
mative articles on British-made
sets. (Editor)

Between 1925 and 1927, the
Brownie Wireless Company,
Limited, of Great Britain intro-
duced a family of inexpensive
wireless equipment quite unique
in construction for that period.
The product line consisted of
two crystal sets, a 2-valve (tube)
receiver and a 2-valve note
magnifier (audio amplifier) fea-
turing moulded ebonite cases
and retailing at the very low end
of the receiver market.

In contrast to the majority of
sets manufactured at this time,
which were offered in high
quality, and often very elaborate,
cabinets of polished mahogany,
oak or walnut, the Brownie
moulded cases were plain and
rather stark in appearance.
Nevertheless, the low cost re-
sulting from the simplified case
construction ensured popularity with consumers,
and the sets are known to have been sold well
into the 1930s. Consequently, examples are still
faily common in collections today.

The first Brownie Wireless crystal set was
manufactured in 1923 by the J.W.B. Wireless
Company of London. The set was an inexpen-
sive receiver constructed on a hollow cardboard
tube, around which the tuning coil was wound.
Originally offered as a parts kit and later as a
ready assembled set, the Brownie crystal set
was produced with a variety of different detector
and long-wave loading coil arrangements. In 1925,
the company changed its name to the Brownie
Wireless Company, Ltd., of Great Britain and
began manufacturing a new crystal set with the
moulded ebonite cabinet design known as the
Brownie No. 2.

BROWNIE NO. 2 CRYSTAL SET

The Brownie No. 2 crystal set, shown in Figure
1, was introduced in September 1925. The black
ebonite case measures 5.25 x 6 x 3.25 inches. A
description in an advertisement in the weekly
Popular Wireless for October 3, 1925, shown in

Figure 1. The Brownie No. 2 crystal set.

Figure 2, states that “..the outer casing is hy-
draulically moulded under a pressure of 60 tons,
forming a pleasing and substantially designed
piece of apparatus capable of resisting extreme
climatic conditions...” (Those familiar with the re-
markably “unextreme” weather with which Britain
is blessed may wonder for whom this set was
actually intended!)

Although produced after the mandatory post
office registration period, the case bears the BBC
stamp imprinted on the moulded case. The metal
fittings are nickel plated and the set is mounted
on rubber anti-vibration feet. The set employs
slide-coil tuning and covers the 200 to 600 meter
medium-wave band.

The detector is glass-enclosed and is fitted
with a “pallmadium” (?) cat's whisker and a “D.LL.5"
galena crystal. An original container for these is
shown in Figure 3. A Brownie loading coil for
reception of the 1600-meter, long-wave station
5XX was available and could be plugged into the
standard socket at the top of the set, as shown in
Figure 4.

The retail price of the Brownie No. 2 without
headphones or accessories was ten shillings, six
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pence (£0.525) in 1925, and the optional loading
coil was priced separately at two shillings, nine
pence (£0.14).

BROWNIE 2-STAGE NOTE MAGNIFIER

In 1926, a 2-valve audio amplifier was intro-
duced for use with the Brownie No. 2 crystal set
to provide “loudspeaker volume.” Built in a moul-
ded ebonite cabinet measuring 12 x 8.5 x 3.75
inches, the top of the case had indentations for
the rubber feet of the No. 2 crystal set. With the
crystal set mounted on the amplifier, the overall
appearance was of a neat single unit, as shown
in Figure 5.

The mould used for the note magnifier was
later adopted for the 2-valve receiver produced in

the following year. According to Jonathan Hill in
his book Radio, Radio, the amplifier was avail-
able in a number of sprayed finishes, including
gold, silver and bronze, in addition to the standard
black.

A single rheostat was used to control the fila-
ment voltage to both valves which were mounted
externally in antiphonic sockets of patented de-
sign. Either bright or dull emitter filament types
could be used. The audio transformers were also
of Brownie Wireless Company design.

The price of the note magnifier, without valves
orbatteries, was two pounds, two shillings (£2.10)
in 1928.

BROWNIE TWO-VALVE RECEIVER

Introduced at the 1927 Olympia Wireless Exhi-
bition under the banner “a valve set for the mil-
lions,” the Brownie 2-valve recsiver, priced at two
pounds, ten shillings (£2.50), was the cheapest
set of its kind available in Britain.

The overall appearance of the set, shown in
Figure 6, is — even by the standards of the day
— very primitive, with externally mounted valves
and external adjustable plug-in coils. As noted
above, the basic mould for the receiver was
“borrowed” from the 2-valve note magnifier, which
accounts for the fact that Patent Application
#18000 with the suffix ‘26 appears on the case
even though the set was not actually produced
until 1927.

The set employs a very simple, regenerative
circuit with detector and audio amplifier, shown in
Figure 7. The filament current to both valves is
controlled by a single rheostat, as was the 2-

stage amplifier described above. Tuning is by a
single, large control knob at the top of the receiv-
er inset, with a 0-100 degree ivorine scale. De-
pending on the choice of plug-in coil, the tuning
range is 200 to 2000 meters.

The aerial and earth connections are made to
terminals located at the rear of the set, and
headphones (or a loudspeaker) are connected to
terminals at the front, rather inconveniently placed
on either side of the filament rheostat. Battery
connections (high-tension, low-tension and grid)
are made by means of a colored multi-wire cable
located at the rear.

The early sets were fitted with either bright or
dull emitter-type valves. For example, the set
shown in Figure 6 is equipped with Mullard DE
0.06 HF and DE 0.06 LF dull emitter types. By
1929, the Cossor 210H.F. and
220P were recommended by the
manufacturer. Adequate loud-
speaker operation was obtaln-
able within 30 to 35 miles of the
local BBC stations using a stan-
dard long-wire aerial.

LANDMARK PATENT
INFRINGEMENT CASE

An interesting story connect-
ed with the Brownie 2-valve re-
ceiver is recounted by Keith
Geddes in The Setmakers. The
set was actually the cause of a
1928 landmark test patent in-
fringement case in which the
Brownie Wireless Company
challenged the Marconi Com-
pany’s right to exact patent roy-
alties of twelve shillings, six
pence (£0.625) per valve. Be-
cause the receiver was so
cheap, this surcharge was par-
ticularly burdensome for
Brownie Wireless and repre-
sented a substantial fraction of

thermore, because this payment
was imposed only on wireless \

receivers making use of Marco-
ni-owned patents, the note
magnifier had hitherto not been
subject to any royalties. How-
ever, because the amplifier
could be used with the new re-
ceiver, it now became liable for
royalty payments!

Aithough the case was initially

decided in favor of the Brownie
Wireless Company, the Marco-
ni Company appealed and the
original decision was reversed.
By 1929, on the pretext of
goodwill, the Marconi Company
reduced the royalty premium to

mind that several of the patents in question would
have expired by then, Marconi’'s magnanimity is
rather questionablel

BROWNIE NO. 3 CRYSTAL SET

In 1927, an updated version of the No. 2 crys-
tal set, called the Brownie No. 3, was offered.
The set is shown in Figure 8. In place of the plug
and socket for a loading coil, the No. 3 featured a
medium-wave/iong-wave switch and covered the
ranges 200 to 600 meters and 300 to 1800 meters,
respectively.

Except for the range change switch and mould—
ed terminal caps on the binding posts in place of
nickel-plating, the Brownie No. 3 is practically
identical to the earlier model. Essentially, it has
the same mould as that of the Brownie No. 2, with
only minor changes to the design of the lettering
around the terminals, and retaining the original
1925 patent date. The detector assembly is the
same as that used in the No. 2.

At twelve shillings, six pence (£0.625), the
Brownie No. 3 was slightly more expensive than
its predecessor, but required no external coils.

lan Sanders started collecting in 1974 when
he was still living in the United Kingdom. He
bought his first homebuilt, 2-valve (tube) set for
£2 — about $4. From then on, he was hooked on
crystal sets and battery receivers of the early
1920s, and he has continued to collect them
since moving to the U. S. in 1977. His collection
contains both European and North American sets,
although he favors British sets for the quality of
the cabinet workmanship.

The RCA Victor Company Inc., Radiola Divi-
sion, Camden, N. J., introduced the 1928 Radiola
18 “Wonder Box™ in September of 1928. The new
radio, shown in Figure 1, sold for $130 without
tubes and $157.50 with them. A 1928 RCA sales
ad reads as follows: “An even finer broadcasting
receiver than the wonderful Radiola 17. Every-
thing that made the 17 the most popular of all
Radiolas, the sensational pioneer of the new era
of radio, has been incorporated into the new

“...the radio has an increas-
ing collector interest as it is
still priced within reason.”

Radiola 18. Simplified operation direct from the
electric light outlet, rugged construction of the
finest materials, amazing volume and realism of
tone, finely balanced sensitivity and selectivity,
they are all in this new instrument.”

The Literary Digestof August 25, 1928, offered
this independent and more con-
servative assessment of the
Radiola 18: “This AC set, which
can be plugged directly into the
light socket and has no outside
batteries or eliminators, has
great popular appeal. The limi-
tations of the set are in the A, or
filament-lighting, current, which
is still not nearly so satisfactory
as storage battery current . . .
Strenuous efforts are being
made by tube makers, howev-

er, to bring out a tube which will be lighted by
alternating current, yet which shall be free from
the alternating bias produced by the voltage drop
across the filament. This bias would cause a
serious growl in the speaker but for the design of
the audio system, which automatically prevents
the amplification and passing on of low notes.
Even if this biasing difficulty can be overcome,
and the full tone range is obtainable, the AC set
will still offer certain difficulties on power lines
where there is much voltage fluctuation.”

SPECIFICATIONS

The Radiola 18 is a socket powered, 7-tube,
tuned radio frequency receiver using 4 Type 226s
(3 for RF amplification and 1 for audio amplifica-
tion). A Type 227 is used for a detector, and a
Type 171A is the second audio amplifier. The
seventh tube is a Type 280, which is a full wave
rectifier. Figure 2 shows the chassis, top view,
while Figure 3 shows the chassis, bottom view.

The tuning dial on the Radiola 18 is of a wheel
design, and features a small curved metal dome
(hood) over the screw base pilot lamp fixture.

HOMEBREWING

The Superhets of the 20s — Part II
The Samson Super-kit

Chris Cuff continues to share with us his en-
thusiasm for the superheterodyne kit sets of the
20s. This month A.R.C. features another set from
Chris’ collection — the Samson Super-kit.(Editor)

The Samson Super-kit was manufactured by
Samson Electric Co. of Canton, Massachusetts.
Also known as the “Cotton Superheterodyne,” it
is a very easy kit to build and to operate. Once
the rheostats are set, the operator has to move
only two dials to change stations. The Samson
Superheterodyne is also an excellent performer.

As noted in the Radio News Superheterodyne
Book of 1926, “the Superheterodyne described
herewith appeared in the Los Angeles Evening
Express and was modeled after an article by
R.W. Cotton, the designer. In the article on Mr.
Cotton’s Superheterodyne, many valuable point-

ers are given on the selection of parts as used in
the original set. ...There is one fact to bear in
mind which the author could not over-emphasize
and that is the following: Use the best parts and
remember that ‘the best is cheapest in the long
run.” The parts list is reproduced in Figure 1.

Figure 2 shows the Radio News illustration of
the front panel of the Samson Super-kit, while
Figure 3 shows a photo of the same front panel of
a completed kit. In Figure 4, the back of the
receiver is illustrated, and Figure 5 is a photo of a
constructed Cotton (Samson) kit.

As further noted in Radio News, “This receiver
is for loop reception, as this method in general is
the best because of its portability, selectivity, and
less interference from static — both man-made
and atmospheric.” Figure 6 is an illustration of the
kit loop aerial used with the set .

The designer recommended “that eight tubes
of the C301A type or similar be used throughout.
In case the experimenter wishes to use the D21
Sodion tubes as detectors in place of the C301A
type, the only necessary change to ensure best
results is that the grid return be made negative
instead of positive.”

The circuit diagram for the Samson Super-kit
is shown in Figure 7, while a full-page ad for the
kit is reproduced in Figure 8. This ad appeared in
the February 1925 issue of Radio Broadcast
magazine.

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Evolution of the Radio
Edited By Scott Wood
Introduction By Bernard Goldman

The many facets of
radio collecting are so
vast that every collector
learns something from
the presentation of newly
compiled material. Evo-
lution of the Radio, edit-
ed by Scott Wood, is no
exception.

Essentially a pictorial
reference guide, this
book is an alphabetical-
ly arranged photograph
album of radio receivers
— old and new, foreign
and domestic, simple
and complex. The pho-
tographs were donated
by collectors worldwide.
Herein lies one of the
weaknesses of the book.
Because the photos
came from so many dif-
ferent sources, they are
a distinctly mixed bag,
with little obvious edito-
rial selectivity concerning quality or duplication in
evidence.

Evolution of the Radio has aver 100 pages of
magazine and catalog advertising of the 1920s,
'30s, and '40s. The color photagraphy of varying
quality is limited to 100 pages of the donated
photographs, a portion of the magazine ads, and
three pages of radio-related postcards offered
near the end of the book.

Included is a price guide at the back of the
book, referring the reader to individual pages to
fathom what radio is valued at which price. It is
difficult to understand why the price is not listed
with each radio. However, radios shown in the
catalogue and magazine pages provide some
interesting comparisons with today’s prices. There
are no shockingly out-of-line prices; most are
reasonable and in keeping with the current mar-
ket prices.

The book contains little historical background,
design data, or radio trivia. In this regard, the title
of the book is misleading, since most of the price
information is current and the book is not ar-
ranged to trace the chronological development
-—i.e. the “evolution” — of radio. The introduction
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by Bernard Goldman is
informative and conveys
a passion for radio col-
lecting. Unfortunately, it
doesn’t go back far
enough, and it needs
serious editing. Mis-
spellings, grammatical
errors, and word omis-
sions abound. The
quality of a publication
is, after all, greatly di-
minished by such errors.

Aithough there are a
number of inaccuracies,
the most glaring error
occurs in the very first
advertisement on page
1. A Stromberg-Carlson
insert is identified as a
1923 advertisement, but
it shows a 1930s electric
console set with metal
tubes and an option for
an automatic phono-
graph. Fortunately, most
of the other information is reasonably accurate.

in an unusual departure from books of this
type, Evolution of the Radio provides a listing of
radio dealers and collectors from unspecified ref-
erences, as well as a few pages of advertising
from entrepreneurs involved in the hobby.

There is no question that much can be learned
from Evolution of the Radio. However, this is
perhaps not the book for a new collector, al-
though he or she would be intrigued by the wide
variety of sets portrayed and the wealth of infor-
mation inherent in radio catalogs. More experi-
enced collectors will certainly appreciate some of
the photo data not shown in other publications,
and that is often enough for those of us who must
see it all.

Evolution of the Radio has 227 pages soft-
bound in an 8 1/2 x 11 format and is priced at
$22.95. it is available from the publisher, L-W
Book Sales, P.O. Box 69, Gas City, IN 46033,
and from A.R.C. and other A.R.C. advertisers.

“Will The Real Radio Boys Please Stand Up?”
The Chapman and Breckenridge Radio Boys Stories — Part 3

Some of the most collectible of all the early
adventure stories about radio for boys and girls
are the thirteen books in the Allen Chapman
Radio Boys series and the ten books in the
Gerald Breckenridge series. Synopses of the
Chapman stories appeared in the September
and December 1991 issues of A.R.C. Here, Mike
Adams begins the Breckenridge series with some
interesting background information and syn-
opses of Books 1 to 5.

The Gerald Breckenridge
Radio Boys Stories

If the Chapman Radio Boys were good moral
citizens, surrounded by preachers, radio in-
spectors, military types, and other role models
for ordinary youth, what about the Brecken-
ridge Boys? Different from the Chapman Boys,
they were sons of wealth, privilege and ambi-
tion. If Chapman kept his boys “down on the
farm,” even in high school for eight years,
Breckenridge sent his boys to the best prep
schools and to Yale, and even found them girl-
friends and wives. After college graduation, he
got them into law and commerce. Chapman’s
boys remain at Clintonia High to this day.

Unlike Chapman, Gerald Breckenridge
(1889-1964) was not part of the Stratemeyer
Syndicate, which dominated the juvenile fic-
tion series field during the first half of the 20th
century. In Volume I of Science Fiction and
Fantasy Literature, Breckenridge is listed as
having written The Radio Boys Seek the Lost
Atlantis in 1923. Chapman is not listed. And
unlike the person or persons who wrote as
Chapman, Breckenridge was definitely a good
adventure writer. What his radio boys lacked
in actual wireless and radio knowledge, they
made up in sheer bravado.

While Chapman attempted to educate with
his realistic instructions on building sets,
Breckenridge presented his radio information
more along the lines of a Tom Swift science-
fantasy. If Chapman created simple, easy-to-
catch, petty villains, Breckenridge’s boys caught
international criminals and overthrew foreign
dictators. With the exception of the tenth book
(which I believe was not written by Brecken-
ridge), the books are written less by formula,
their themes are less simplistically “good ver-
sus evil,” and they are definitely better reading
than most of the Stratemeyer stuff.

Several years ago, | reread the first nine

Breckenridge stories and enjoyed them as much
as the first time. I tried to reread Chapman but
[ couldn’t do it, mostly because of the lack of
character development. The Breckenridge Ra-
dio Boys grow up, mature, go from prep school
boys to professionals, and even discuss life’s
philosophical issues. But, they still retain their
common interest in radio and adventure.

They are willing to work hard to continue
the good life given them by their parents. Sure,
maybe family connections and money get them
into Yale, but they study and graduate with
honors. As is appropriate to their station in
life, these boys have the finest radios money
can buy, as well as their own airplanes, yachts,
and cars. The Chapman Boys walk. [ wanted to
identify with the Breckenridge Boys.

The Breckenridge Boys begin their book lives
several years older and definitely wealthier
and wiser than the Chapman Boys. Jack
Hampton, age 19, is the leader of the group. He
is the son of a mining engineer and is described
as tall, dark and athletic. Bob Temple is 18,
fair, sleepy-eyed, and 6 feet tall. The third boy
is Frank Merrick, also 18, who lives with Bob
and his parents, since his own parents have
died.

All three are wealthy and live in adjoining
country estates on Long Island (Merrick, Long
Island, perhaps). All attend or have graduated
from Harrington Hall Military Academy. The
boys inherit their proclivity to the adventurous
life from the two dads and “were given every
facility by Mr. Hampton and Mr. Temple for
indulging their hobbies.” Both fathers own the
type of business that allows plenty of interna-
tional travel, and the boys always go along. Mr.
Hampton is a radio experimenter with a spe-
cial government license to operate. The stories
emphasize the strong relationship between the
boys and their fathers.

Contrasting with the simplicity of the Chap-
man books, these volumes are filled with inter-
national intrigue and complex plot twists, as
well as the politics, history, events and morali-
ty of the times. They are a combination of the
adventure in Raiders of the Lost Ark and the
technology of Tom Swift.

1. The Radio Boys on the Mexican Bor-
der, 1922. The opening volume in the series
begins with a brief foreword by the author with
the obligatory “the development of radiotele-
phony is still in its infancy at the time of this




writing in 1922.” There is discussion about
chaos on the airwaves as amateurs, experi-
menters, and would-be broadcasters all vie for
the yet-to-be reg-
ulated spectrum
space. Following
this discussion,
there are illus-
trated directions
for building and
installing a sim-
ple crystal set.
This is probably
the last time in
the series that
such simple tech-
nology is ever de-
scribed.

The story is
one of political
intrigue in old
Mexico. Bob and
Frank are at their private radio-telephone sta-
tion on Long Island for their daily conversation
with Jack, who is 2,000 miles away in Mexico
with his father. Jack begins to tell of trouble
there caused by his father’s enemies in the oil
industry; it is decided that Bob, Frank, and
Mr. Temple will take the plane to Mexico and
assist. (As it turns out, the evolving story is a
truly complex one in which a rebel group is
trying to force the United States to send troops
to the Mexican border to protect U.S. oil inter-
ests and destabilize the ruling government.)
But before Bob and Frank can join Jack in
Mexico, their plane is stolen, and Jack radios
that his father has been kidnapped in Mexico.
The two boys and Mr. Temple take the train to
Mexico and meet Jack who has just received a
$100,000 ransom demand for the return of Mr.
Hampton.

Soon they learn that an enemy named Roll-
ins, employed by a rival oil company to get
information from Mr. Hampton, is also involved
with a rebel group supported by Don Fernan-
dez Calomares. The boys plan to ride horse-
back into old Mexico to rescue Jack’s father
who, they believe, is currently a “guest” of the
Don. On their way, they discover a cave used
as a hideout by their enemies, find their plane
hidden there, overpower the bad guys, use the
radio found in the cave to get help from the
others, and then fly their plane to the Calo-
mares landing strip to rescue Dad.

Once at the ranch, Jack meets the Don's
daughter, the lovely Rafaela, who helps him
find his father. After his father’s rescue, Jack
holds the seforita’s hand and promises to re-
turn in a future adventure. Hampton and Don
Fernandez become friends, and the Don’s mis-
sion is found to be a good one, that of avoiding
war between the U. S. and Mexico. And while
radio played a role in the eventual rescue of
Jack’s dad, it was the bravery of the boys them-
selves which really saved the day.

2. The Radio Boys on Secret Service Duty,
1922, In this adventure, the boys join the Se-
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cret. Service to foil a gang of smugglers bring-
ing aliens into the country in violation of the
Exclusion Law of 1881. We are on a Pullman
coach of a west-
bound train as
the boys accom-
pany Mr. Tem-
ple on a business
trip to San
Francisco. On
board, they
overhear a
group of men
plotting to
smuggle Chi-
nese coolies into
the country by
boat from Mexi-
co, using radio to
guide them. Itis
further learned
that they are
able to operate with immunity because Hanby,
an agent in the Los Angeles office of the ser-
viee, is in league with them.

Upon arrival in San Francisco, they relate
what they hear to Inspector Burton of the Se-
cret Service who believes it to be the work of
“Black George” Folwell. When Burton confess-
es that he lacks manpower, Jack suggests that
radio might be used to locate and capture the
gang. There is a side discussion about Bay
Area radio developments by the Federal Tele-
graph Company.

Next, the boys see inventor Silas Bender
whose “sound detector” is described as an im-
provement on the radio compass. The device
will be used to locate the smugglers by triangu-
lation of their radio transmissions. Alas, the
boys and Mr. Temple are captured in China-
town by Black George who puts them on a boat
heading for the smugglers’ cove near San Di-
ego. But all is not lost. Jack happens to be
wearing one of his radio inventions, a minia-
ture set with a crystal, coil and condenser all
cleverly concealed in a ring, able to receive
within a ten-mile radius.

After several days at sea, a nearby Secret
Service vessel is heard on the tiny set, so the
boys overpower their captors and take over the
ship’s radio. They are rescued by a Navy sub
chaser and meet Inspector Burton, who is us-
ing the sound detector and now believes the
gang's radio plant and hideout is on one of the
Channel Islands near Santa Barbara. After
narrowing down the search to Santa Cruz Is-
land, the boys and the soldiers storm the is-
land, locate the smugglers’ cove, and capture
Black George and company. Our boys finally
end up in Washington, D. C., where they are
congratulated for their role in the capture by
the President of the United States. These boys
sure get around!

3. The Radio Boys with the Revenue
Guards, 1922. In the last story, the boys saved
us from illegal immigration. This time they’ll

save us from John Barleycorn. Bob and Frank
have just gradu-
ated from Har-
rington Hall Mil-
itary Academy,
and Jack, a year
older, has just
completed his
first year at Yale.
It is the start of
summer vaca-
tion, and the boys
are musing over
the strange in-
terference en-
countered on
1,375 meters.
They also discov-
erin the sand the
strange tracks of
a peg-leg person who apparently arrived from
the ocean in a boat and walked into the woods
near their Long Island home.

During a search for the strange visitor, they
discover a hidden transmitter which they be-
lieve to be the source of the interference. After
observing several strange planes flying about
the area known as Starfish Cove, and having a
chance meeting with a radio expert known as
Colonel Graham, they conclude that radio-
controlled planes are being operated in the
area, causing the interference on 1,375 meters.

Now, they are getting closer to the mystery.
It seems that the mostly vacant seashore land
where the radio control transmitter is located
has been recently purchased by a Mr. McKay
in New York City. Immediately, the boys, their
fathers and Colonel Graham suspect that the
property is being used to land illegal liquor
shipped from the Bahamas and West Indies
into the States in violation of the Volstead Act,
popularly known as Prohibition.

The boys begin a search for the truth behind
this apparent mystery by calling on McKay at
his New York office and visiting Inspector Con-
don of the Secret Service, who agrees to notify
revenue officers of the boys’ suspicions. Upon
their return home, they watch a small remote-
controlled plane land in the ocean, and out
steps Higginbotham, McKay’s assistant.

Next, the government Prohibition agent,
Captain Folsom, arrives to talk about the evils
of illegal drink, and enlists the boys’ help in
rounding up the bootleggers. But the boys’ air-
plane is damaged by the enemy, so they must
investigate Starfish Cove on foot. They come
upon Higginbotham and his fellow thugs, who
capture them and tie them up in a room with-
out windows. They eventually escape but find
themselves underground in a strange network
of tunnels. They discover that there are pas-
sages from the house to Starfish Cove and find
an underground liquor warehouse, but they
are still trapped without weapons.

Finally, they find the radio room and reach
the U.S. Revenue Cutter Nark. Of course, the
Navy lands to rescue them. Bad Guy Higgin-

botham and Mr. Big McKay, are rounded up,
and New York is saved from illegal booze.

4. The Radio Boys Search for the Incas
Treasure, 1922, It is one year later. Jack
Hampton has just completed his sophomore
year at Yale, Bob Temple and Frank Merrick,
their freshman years. The boys are with their
dads on a busi-
ness trip to San-
tiago where they
will visit the
home of Sefior
Don Ernesto de
Avilar. The Don
invites the se-
nior Hampton to
help him search
for ancient Inca
buried treasure
in a place called
the “Enchanted
City.” Our boys
and their radios
will go along.

It is decided
that the party
will depart from a monastery on the western
slope of the Andes, a ten-day journey from
Santiago and a location that will allow them to
bypass bad weather. At the monastery, the
boys demonstrate radio to the brothers of the
cloth, monks who had only read about the new
wonder of the civilized world. It is here that we
discover that Jack has already invented sever-
al radio-related devices, even received patents.

When the weather breaks, pack mules are
loaded with equipment, supplies and radios,
and the expedition begins. Later, the party is
captured by a group of Indians who take them
to the Enchanted City, a long hidden place of
modern highways, fertile farms and stately
mansions filled with gold, silver, and bronze
artifacts. It is the annual Sun Festival and the
Feast of Raymi, and the Enchanted City is
jumping.

Prince Huaca, their host, tells the party of
the struggle going on within the city between
factions who want to join the world and those
who want to remain isolated. The revolution is
only hours away, and the prince asks if radio
might be used to summon help from the out-
side world. The monastery is 150 miles away
from civilization, so the boys try their genera-
tor and 10-inch spark gap; however, before
contact is made, the revolution begins and their
best hope for escape — Prince Huaca — is cap-
tured.

Jack has an idea. He will confront the reli-
gious leader, known as the Inca, and he’ll use
native superstition to confuse the situation and
save the prince. The old leader is fitted with a
pair of headphones, and the transmitted voice
of the “Lord from Beyond the Mountains” con-
vinces the old fellow that the boys have magi-
cal powers to be feared.

And if all this excitement isn’t enough, the
city’s long-dormant volcano begins to belch




smoke and rumbles are felt. What timing! The
effect of the mysterious voice and the immi-
nent volcanic eruption were just too much for
the old Inca who collapses, along with his fol-
lowers, as the entire Enchanted City is covered
with molten lava. The good prince, the boys
and their party get out just in time. Goodbye
treasure!

5. The Radio Boys Rescue the Lost Alas-
ka Expedition, 1922. After the destruction of
the Enchanted City, the boys and their fathers
return to America and to Seattle, Washington.
A story in the lo-
cal paper about a
missing expedi-
tion to Alaska
headed by an ex-
plorer named
Thorwald Thor-
waldsson sug-
gests that the
group was lost
while searching
for gold. But Mr.
Hampton has
just come back
from a meeting
with a man who
explained that
the real purpose
of the now lost
Thorwaldsson

expedition was to find oil.

The elder Hampton is an oil tycoon, and it is
agreed that the boys will accompany him to
Alaska in the summer to search for the “river
of 0il” and the “lost expedition.” Meanwhile,
the boys return to Yale. In this volume, the
romantic interests of Frank (engaged to Bob’s
sister Della) and Bob (serious about Della’s
friend Marjorie) are developed.

Cut to Nome, Alaska, six months later. The
boys are met by Guide Tom Farnum for the
trip northward. They have packed wireless
telegraph sets for distance and radio-telephone
outfits for short-range voice communication
between members of their party. There is plen-
ty of discussion on the history and geography
of Alaska as the boys advance northward by
boat, canoe, and foot, guided by clues left by
the hapless Thorwaldsson. They see Eskimos,
find gold, enjoy nightly radio concerts and news,

fight with Lupo and his band of evil Indians,
and meet friendly Sergeant MacDonald of the
Mounties, as they continue to follow the trail of
the “lost expedition.”

Along the way, there is a surprise attack and
gunfight with members of Lupo’s gang. The
boys kill four Indians, make prisoners of the
rest and get into a heavy discussion about kill-
ing in self-defense. Continuing to look for
Thorwaldsson, our boys head upstream, where
they shoot it out for a final time with Lupo, get
trapped in the middle of a stampeding herd of
reindeer, and are attacked by still more un-
friendly Indians. Finally, they find Thorwalds-
son and his party, and we learn that the prob-
lems faced by the “lost expedition” were all
engineered by a New York rival in the quest for
the oil field. But now a new terror — the
Alaskan winter — is coming, and if our heroes
don’t get out in time, they’ll starve, freeze or
even worse.

So how's this for a bizarre ending? As our
boys and the rescued party ponder their fate,
Long Jim Golden, old friend and explorer, ap-
pears at the snowy camp. He takes them to his
“paradise,” a strange valley in this frozen North.
Here heat, generated by boiling hot springs,
has created a lush tropical paradise with warm
climate, plenty of food, animals, everything one
needs (a la the classic 1930s film Lost Horizon).
They remain here until spring weather condi-
tions allow them to leave Alaska.

Of course, they are able to communicate with
the outside world using their radios. When
they return to civilization, they are greeted as
heroes for their rescue of Thorwaldsson, Dad
gets richer because of the oil, and the boys are
reunited with their girlfriends. More about this
later.

The Meissner Analyst

One of the themes of this se-
ries on vintage test equipment
has beenthe evolution of the “do
everything” pieces of test
equipment as radio circuits (and
their problems) became more
complex. Servicemen foundthat
the equipment that had served
them so well into the mid-1930s
could not always help them find
the problems as reliably and
quickly as they wished. Earlier
methods of troubleshooting us-
ing voltage and resistance mea-
surements were often inade-
quate to the task.

Furthermore, time was mon-
ey to the serviceman. He had to
repair a set quickly in order to
keep prices down and remain
competitive in a depressed
economy. Obviously more so-
phisticated troubleshooting
equipment was needed.

The Meissner Analyst, shown
in Figure 1, was one of the best
working and well known combi-
nation-testers developed to sat-
isfy this need. The Analyst is
really five separate test instru-
ments housed in a single well
laid out, metal-paneled case. It
consists of an Audio Channel,
Electronic Voitmeter, Oscillator
Channel, RF/IF Channel and a
Line Current Channel.

Although the Analyst is a ver-
satile test instrument capable of
testing more than just radios, for simplicity, this
article will be limited to its application to radio
troubleshooting.

SIGNAL TRACING

The Analyst and similar testers utilize “signal
tracing” as a means of isolating faults. This proce-
dure calls for the application of an RF signal at a
radio’s antenna terminals and then tracing that
signal through the various stages of the radio in
order to locate malfunctions. Typically, these
testers also include a means for checking the
radio’s power consumption and thus providing a
clue as to the condition of the power supply.

Signal tracing is still used today. There are two
ways of going about signal tracing after you have
made sure the powet supply is working properly.

One method is the injection of test signals at
various points in a radio’s circuitry; that is, to
supply asignal ofthe propertype — radio frequen-
cy (RF), intermediate frequency (IF), audio fre-
quency (AF) — to each circuit starting at the
speaker (or other output) and working back to the
antenna. When the signal is not heard in the
speaker, or is heard poorly, the problem exists
between the present and previous test points.
There are relatively few components and con-
nectionsto check by traditional methodstodiscover
a problem and make the necessary repairs.
One difficulty with this testing method is that,
although a circuit may pass the signal, the circuit
might not be working at peak efficiency. Subtle
problems and proper amounts of amplification are
not easily detectable by this method in complex
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circuits. For example, a stage
that provided-some gain, but not
the amountcalled forinitsdesign,
might go unnoticed by this
method.

Obviously when using signal
injection at more than one point
ina radio, the type of signal used
(RF, IF, AF) must correspond
with the type of circuit being test-
ed. Inthistestarrangement, there
is no assurance that a signal
generator will produce consis-
tent signal levels for each type of
signal. For example, there may
be no relationship between the
AF signal level and levels for RF
or IF signals. In addition, more
than one signal generator may
be usedinthe test setup, suchas
separate AF and IF/RF signal
generators. As aresult, the rela-
tionship of signal levels becomes
even more uncenain.

These variations in signal lev-
els make it extremely difficult to
detect degraded circuit perfor-
mance.

A better method of signal trac-
ingis to apply asignal of the type
and strength the instrument is
designed to handle and follow its
progress from the antennato the
output. In radio, this means in-
jecting an RF signal at the an-
tenna post and following it to the speaker. Since
the input signal remains constant, the gain of each
stage, as well as its function, can be measured.
Any deviation from factory specifications can be
easily noted and the defects isolated.

THE ANALYST'S TEST CHANNELS

Let's examine the Meissner Analyst’s five indi-
vidualtestchannels. The Audio Channel,located
in the upper right section -of the Analyst, consists
of an audio amplifier which can be used to monitor
audio signals anywhere in the radio being tested.
This amplifier provides both an audio output and a
DC output. The audio output, available at the
“Output” jack, can be used with high-impedance
headphones or an oscilloscope to monitor an
audio signal for noise, hum, distortion, etc.

The DC output, obtained by rectifying the audio
signal, is used to control the eye tube and is
available at the DC jack. Since the DC output is
proportional to the audio output, the DC output
along with the amplifier’s “Multiplier” and “Attenu-
ator” controls can be used to compare the ampli-
tude of an audio signal at various points in the
radio under test.

The Electronic Voltmeter Channel, located to
the left of the' Audio Channel, consists of-a VTVM
with full-scale ranges of 5, 25, 125 and 500 volts
DC. The meter's zero center scale permits mea-
surement of either positive or negative voltages
without the need to interchange the test probe
positions. The VTVM can be used to measure the
DC outputs of the Analyst's other channels.

The Oscillator Channel, located just below the
Audio Channel and the Electronic Voltmeter, con-
sists of a single TRF amplifier stage which covers
600 kHz to 15,000 kHz in three ranges. It is used
to measure oscillator voltages and frequencies. It
will show whether or not a radio’s local oscillatoris
operating, as well asits frequency. It will also show
the presence and frequency of parasitic oscillations
if they are within-the tuning range of the ampilifier.
This section is useful for checking the operation
and stability of a set’s oscillator.

The RF-IF Channel consists of a three-stage,
high gain amplifier which operates in three fre-
quency ranges: 600-1700 kHz, 240-615 kHz and
95-250 kHz. The 3-gang tuning capacitor used in
the RF-IF channel is visible in Figure 2, which
shows aninterior view of the Analyst. The rectified
output of this channel is available at the output
jacks through suitably designed circuits so that
headphones or an oscilloscope can be used to
monitor the signal under test. Both audio frequen-
cy and DC outputs are available. An eye tube
indicates the voltage while the frequency is indi-
cated on the RF/IF tuning capacitor dial.

Ii greater accuracy in voltage readings is re-
quired, this section can be connected to the Elec-
tronic Voltmeter (VTVM) Channel. If greater audio
amplification is required, this section can be at-
tached to the Audio Amplifier section. The RF/IF
Channel is used for checking gain, distortion and
noise in the receiver's RF and IF circuits.

The Line Current Channelis usedto obtain an

indication of a radio’s power consumption. This
channel measures the current drawn by the radio.
Any value differing significantly from the radio’s
rated wattage indicates a problem in its power
supply.

THE TESTING ROUTINE

Atypical testing routine with the Meissner Ana-
lyst is as follows: First, the radio’s power supply
must be checked and made to operate correctly.
Second, an appropriate signal must be fedinto the
antenna connection and the signal traced step by
step throughout the radio from antenna coil to
speaker until the fault is localized in a specific part
ofthe receiver. The third stepis to find the defective
part or connection and to repair or replace it.
Fourth, it is wise to repair or replace known high
failure items (such as capacitors or resistors) so
as to insure reliable, long-term operation of the
radio. Fifth, make sure that the radio is properly
aligned and adjusted.

For shortwave receivers, the Analyst will be
able to check only the oscillator section of the
shortwave bands (to 15,000 kHz). However, if the
rest of the set operates satisfactorily on the
broadcast band and the local oscillator works on
shortwave, then the trouble with the shortwave
bands must be somewhere ahead of the mixer.
Thatleaves arelatively small number of partsto be
checked.

One of the great advantages of the Analystisits
ability to locate intermittents. Since there are five
independent sections, each canbeused to monitor
adifferentpart ofthe radio. For example, the Audio
Channel’s input can be placed at the connection
between the second detectorand the audiocircuit.
The Electronic Voitmeter (VTVM) can be connected
to the AVC bus, the Oscillator Channel to the
radio’s local oscillator, the RF-{F Channeltowhere
the RF stage enters the mixerandthe Line Current
Channelto the AC line cord. Each channel, except
for the Electronic Voltmeter, has an eye tube
whose deflection can be set during normal oper-
ation.

When the intermittent fauit develops, you only
have to see which eye tube has changed to know
in which channel the trouble has occurred. If the
area is still too broad, then the Analyst can be
reconnected to points which are closer together,
and thus narrow down the location of the defective
part. By this second phase, you should have avery
good idea of the problem. This feature alone
makes the Analyst useful because intermittents
are very difficult to find using less sophisticated
techniques.

Noise can be tracked down using the same
technique as for signal tracing except that the
receiver is tuned to a quiet spot on the dial. The
point in the set at which the noise first makes its
appearance can easily be found and appropriate
steps taken to correct it.

Distortion can be found most easily and accu-
rately by connecting a signal generator to produce
a sine wave in the radio’s audio circuits and then
attaching the output of the Analyst’s Audio Chan-
nel to an oscilloscope. This will allow the service-
man to observe the sine wave and any distortion

quite easily. Then, it is just a matter of tracing the
circuit to find the cause of the distortion.

The alignment of a set by using a signal gener-
ator or by tuning it to a station of known frequency
and using the Analyst to measure the output
follows the same procedure as a standard AC
voltmeter. Ifthe setis quite far outof alignment, the
Analyst can be helpful. it can be tuned to the
correct frequency or used to determine the fre-
quencies to which the radio is mistuned.

When working on AC/DC sets, itis advisable to
operatetheradioandthe analyzerfromanisolation
transformer. This will protect the set, the Analyst
and youl

The Meissner Analyst has a set of special
probes for each use. For those of you who have
the Analyst but no manual, the color codes for the
probes are as follows: Audio Section (direct con-
nection), black-no stripe; Voltmeter (one meg-
ohm resistor), black—one blue stripe; Oscillator
(one mmtd condenser), brown—no stripe; RF-IF
(one mmfd condenser), black—two red stripes.

CALIBRATION

Getting an old Analyst to work should not be a
problem for anyone who regularly works on radi-
o0s. The main problems are the old capacitors and
an occasional worn out tube. The RF-IF and the
Oscillator Channels have to be aligned, just like
those of a radio. The Electronic Voltmeter Chan-
nel section will probably have to be recalibrated if
the 6C5 tube is replaced. This adjustment can be
made using a fresh battery of known voltage. The
Audio Channel requires no adjustment.

The Line Current Channel can be calibrated by
using an accurate AC ammeter. If one is not
available, use a light bulb, soldering iron or other
appliance of known wattage rating. If any of the
eye tubes do not function, check the one megohm
resistorused in each 6E5tube circuit. This resistor
may be difficult to locate in the Analyst. it may be
found at the 6E5 socket or at another chassis
location.

The Meissner Analyst is a worthwhile addition
to the battery of test equipment for anyone who
likes to repair radios. Jt is especially useful in
tracking down intermittents. The only accessories
necessary are a signal generator, a set of high
impedance headphones, an ohmmeter and per-
haps an oscilloscope. )f you have an Analyst, try it
out; if you do not, get one. That's it for now. Feel
free to write to me at any time concerning test
equipment .
