EDITOR’S COMMENTS

Just when you think you've seen it all, and
there's nothing new to collect out there — just
when you've heard the owner of an antique store
or a dealer at a flea market or garage sale say
“Sorry, no radios today!" for the tenth time —
something unusual pops up!

So it was with our lead article. In time for the
dog days of August, Ed Taylor presented us with
material on a unique collectible — a radio fan, the
old-fashioned provider of a summer breeze. The
story of Ed's collection makes enjoyable reading
and gives renewed energy to you radio fans of the
human variety in your search for something new.

The Atwater Kent Model 35 TRF (tuned radio
frequency) battery set — also known as the up-
side-down bathtub radio — is the topic of this
month’s article by Richard Arnold. Although simi-
lar in appearance to the heavy Atwater Kent
metal cabinet sets, often called boat anchors, the
AK 35 is very light. Its tubes hang upside-down in
the top of the cabinet, which itself is like an
inverted bathtub. A rare Model 35 accessory, not
made by Atwater Kent, is described in a sidebar.

Collecting vintage television sets continues to
be a growing adjunct to the collecting of old
radios. Ray Bintliff's article on the early, large-
screen RCA Model 648PTK shows us one of the
more complex early television sets. This 1946,
48-tube set used rear projection, as do many of
the large-screen television sets of today.

The restorers among us will find the Restora-
tion Topics section of particular interest this
month. Charles Conte and Jack Clarke describe
technigues to reproduce decals, while John Balli-
ett discusses buffing Bakelite radio cabinets.
John also offers a suggestion for replacing those
often defective selenium rectifiers.

Six pages this month are devoted to meets and
auctions. In addition to the auction prices listed,
many items displayed in the Old Equipment Con-
tests are pictured. For these contests, collectors
bring their most prized sets for display. They are
then judged for authenticity, condition and sup-
porting documentation. These contests serve as
“instant museums” of radio antiquity and are an-
other lure to attending meets.

David Moore contributes information on the
May Houston Vintage Radio Association Con-
vention, where over 450 items were auctioned.
One of the highest priced items was one of the
smallest — the Amplion AR 102 “Dragon Fly”
horn. Carl Knipfel reports on the Anderson Auc-
tion in Greenburg, Indiana, where Atwater Kent
breadboards were selling in the $1,000 range.

I myself was able to get to both the Minnesota
Radio Daze '92 and the Pittsburgh Antique Radio
Club of America (ARCA) meets where | took a
number of photographs. The reports for these
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meets were put together with the help of Irene
Ripley and Doug Heimstead for Radio Daze '92,
and of Ray Chase for the ARCA meet.

Doug Heimstead also contributes a book re-
view of Philip Collins’ new book, Radios Redux:
Listening In Style. Doug is well suited to the task
of reviewing this book since he has an extensive
collection of radios of the same era as those
portrayed in Collins' book.

0ld Radios in Audio Magazine. Thanks to an
article in the January 1992 issue of Audio maga-
zine and my follow-up letter which was printed in
its June issue, we have received numerous re-
quests from Audio readers for sample copies of
A.R.C. The interest in collecting old equipment is

“spreading, and we hope to add a number of these

audiophiles to our list of subscribers.

Thanks to our Readers. Each month, it is
gratifying to add a number of new A.R.C. sub-
scribers who were referred by you, our readers.

Many of these are newly formed —
in fact, 12 have been added over the past year to
our club listing, making a total of 58 clubs.

| still recommend that collectors try also to
make it to the “Big One"” — the Antique Wireless
Association 1992 Historical Radio Conference —
in Rochester, New York, in September. At no
other meet do more than 1,000 collectors spend
more days roaming through the fiea market, at-
tending more seminars, viewing more old equip-
ment contest displays, attending more banquets,
and doing more kibitzing. Even if you cannot
make it to this meet, try to fit at least one into your
schedule each year to meet other collectors and
get a feel for what they are doing.

Old Radio Fans

There are fans of old radios, and there are old
radio fans. Pictured is a small collection of radio-
related fans which are on display at the Ed Taylor
Radio Museum in Indianapolis, Indiana. '

The round Philco and RCA fans are stamped
on the back, "Patented 9-'14, 10-'16.” These pat-
ents relate only to the manner in which the fans
were manufactured with a wire stiffener in the
handle, and do not relate to the advertiser's
message. The Radiola fan, shown in Figure 1,
depicts a Western Electric carbon microphone
with a Type 201-A tube in the center behind the
RCA logo. You will note distorted cymbals and
timpani on the left side of the Philco fan while on
the right half a “True Clear Tone” prevails, as
shown in Figure 2.

An oval stick-fan picturing a family around a
1922 Westinghouse RC, shown in Figure 3, was
given to customers of the Citizens State Bank of
Carmel, Indiana. It is marked, “The G-B Co.,
Joliet, U.S.A”

Grand Ole Opry stick-fans, as seen in Figure
4, may have been a giveaway with a show ticket
before the days of air conditioning. Imagine, if
you will, an auditorium filled with spectators all
frantically fanning the air at the same time. For-
tunately, the WSM radio studio survived this on-
slaught. The blackface comedy team of Jamup

Atwater Kent Model 35

The Upside-Down Radio

Just looking at this radio, nothing seems to be
really spectacular about it — except that the
tubes hang down from the top, upside down, and
that it has no bottom, as noted in Figure 1. How-
ever, there is really a lot more to this little radio
than meets the eye.

Around the time the Atwater Kent Model 35
was introduced, a new concept of drawn metal in
automobiles and major appliances was sweep-
ing the nation. People were falling in love with the
new designs. Automobiles were no longer hand-
made wood and metal coach vehicles; they were
made from metal forming presses, which took a
flat piece of metal and made it into a 3-dimen-
sional form.

The Model 35 was Atwater Kent's first metal
radio, and coincidentally, it also had the distinc-
tion of being Atwater Kent’s one-millionth radio,
produced late in 1926. Kent used the new drawn
metal technology in the Model 35's design and
manufacture because the metal
radio could be made more
cheaply than the wooden boxed
radio.

AK 35 VARIETIES

There are four varieties of this
radio. The set described in this
article seems to be one of the
two early versions. These early
versions had holes in the sides
of the cabinet, one on the left for
the power cable and two on the
right for the ground and anten-

na connections. A hole in the rear for the loud-
speaker connections is shown in Figure 2. The
nameplates had orange fill in the circles. The
earlier of the two early varieties had round milled
corner buttons like those of the wooden Model 20
big box and the Model 24 Deluxe. The three later
models had a curved square-looking button.
Also, the two later models did not have holes
in the sides of the cabinets, and all wires went
through holes in the back of the cabinet. These
versions had yellow fill in the nameplate circles.

As | was gathering informa-
tion for this article, | noticed that
my set has the oval Atwater Kent
name medallion mounted on the
top of the cabinet. This is the
same type that we find on the
earlier wooden radios like the
20, 24, 30, etc. All the pictures |
have seen of the Model 35 show
it with the larger golden Span-
ish galleon ship medallion on
the cabinet. My radio has a seri-

al number of 707198; perhaps

components and tubes.

Another difference, seen in Figure 3, is that the
first three models have 13 plates irt the variable
condensers, while the last version has 17 plates;
this indicates a difference in the inductance of the
grid coils.

The Model 35 was given Part Number 8100
and sold for $70 without tubes. Factory records
on production show that 322,000 were made.
There were 200,000 made in 1926 alone. The
smallest radio made by Atwater Kent in the 1920s,
the Model 35 measured 17 x 7 x 5 % inches and
cost only $12 to produce.

good thing work better. And
so, accessory sales saturat-
ed the early radio market.
Such was the case of the “Se-
lectrol” pictured in the ad to
the right. It was an after-
market product aimed ex-
clusively at owners of the
Model 35, the then latest,
one-dial receiver offered by
Atwater Kent in 1926.

The Selectrol was de-
signed to match the AK 35’s
distinctive shape and color.
It looked very much like an
actual Atwater Kent part
even though it was manu-
factured by an independent
company. Claiming that this
accessory boosted station se-
lectivity by nine times and
using words like “amplifica-
tion” in the advertising

simple wave-trap it was.

A wave-trap is a device
consisting of a coil and variable condenser in
series with the antenna circuit to get rid of
interfering signals from strong local stations.
The Selectrol advertisement pictured here
appeared in the New York Telegram Radio
on September 17, 1927. No price was quoted

in the ad and no model number is men-
tioned.

A few units are known to exist, and for
Atwater Kent collectors, the Selectrol is a
unique piece to “dress up” the underrated
Model 35.




Early Large-Screen Television
The RCA Model 648PTK

Since the beginning of com-
mercial television, TV viewers
have expressed a desire for
larger viewing screens. Early TV
sets contained picture tubes
which were quite small by cur-
rent standards. Inthe late 1930s,
typical screen sizes ranged from
5 to 12 inches. The famous
630TS, RCA's first postwar TV
offering, had a 10-inch screen.

Today, a small-screen porta-
ble TV may be desirable, al-
though many people want large
screens also. But, in the late
1940s, there was a demand for
bigger screens. Some viewers
installed magnifiers on their small-
screen sets to increase the pic-
ture size. Remember, these ear-
ly sets were generally used in
the living room with only one TV
to a household. Consequently,
picture size was important.

Allen B. Du Mont was an ear-
ly advocate of large-screen TV,
and his approach took the form
of large picture tubes with a
curved faceplate reminiscent of
the bottom of a fishbowl. RCA’s
strategy was to develop a large
flat-screen projection set which
resulted in the Model 648PTK.

THE MODEL 648PTK

RCA’s Model 648PTK was
produced in 1946 and 1947. It
features a 15" x 20" TV screen
— “big stuff” in those days, and
it contains a 12-tube AM/SW/FM receiver as well.

Weighing in at 295 pounds, it is no lightweight!.

Power consumption is 530 watts in the TV mode
(most of which is dissipated as heat). The set
uses 48 vacuum tubes; hence, its designation of
‘648" — "6" represents the year 1946, and “48”
indicates the total number of tubes. Figure 1
provides a front view of the set with the TV and
radio doors in their open position.

The five electronic units in the 648PTK are
depicted in Figure 2. (1) The TV chassis contains
the TV RF, IF, video and vertical deflection cir-
cuitry. (2) The horizontal deflection chassis con-
tains the horizontal deflection circuit and the high-

voltage power supply. (3) The TV power supply
furnishes power to the TV circuits. (4) The radio
chassis tunes the broadcast band, a shortwave
band from 9.2 to 16.2 Mc, and the then newly-
allocated FM band from 88 to 108 Mc. (5) The
audio and radio power supply unit provides power
to the radio chassis and develops 10 watts of
audio output power for the TV or radio.

The TV chassis layout, shown in Figure 3,
shares circuit designs and components with the
630TS. Any repairman familiar with the 630TS
was sure to feel comfortable working on the TV
chassis. However, the horizontal deflection chas-
sis is unique and employs two 6BG6G horizontal

output tubes, two damper tubes and three 1B3GT
HV rectifiers in a voltage-tripler circuit to produce
27 kV. Most TV technicians had a healthy re-
spect for the HV supply despite the quote in an
RCA engineering document which stated: “The
second anode supply does not involve a danger-
ous shock hazard, but lack of caution may result
in an unpleasant shock or burn.”

Figure 4 shows a rear view of the set, with the
optical projection system to the right. The optical
system, as seen in Figure 5, consists of a 5-inch
aluminized-screen kinescope {5TP4), an optical
barrel, a 45-degree mirror and a viewing screen.
In turn, the optical barrel contains a Schmidt
spherical mirror and correcting lens. A cloth
shroud, visible in Figure 4, serves to keep dust
and foreign objects out of the optical system —
but not always successfully. More on this later.

DRAWBACKS

Although the 648PTK was state-of-the-art TV
in 1946, it was not without its drawbacks. The
5TP4 picture tube produces an extremely bright
picture on its own screen, but after magnification
in the optical system, the light output on the
plastic viewing screen is significantly less than
direct-view picture tubes of that era. And as is the

case in more recent projection sets, the viewing
angle is critical with the light output decreasing
as the horizontal viewing angle increases.

As mentioned earlier, the 5TP4 is operated at
27 kV. The presence of this high voltage creates
some problems. Even though the high voltage
cable is shielded and the optical system is en-
closed by the barrel and the dust cover, the
presence of high voltage causes the picture tube
and its associated components to function as an
electrostatic precipitator. It attracts dust and
smoke particles which cloud the spherical mirror,
picture tube and correcting lens.

Because of the large picture size, these sets
were popular in clubs and bars. Unfortunately,
these establishments were usually laden with
tobacco smoke, much of which ended up in the
optical system.

As the particles accumulate on the optical sur-
faces, the light output diminishes. In very dusty or
smoky environments, periodic cleaning of the
optical system is necessary. Cleaning of the
spherical mirror has to be performed carefully
because its mirrored surface is on the top of the
glass rather than on the back, as with conven-
tional mirrors. In addition, alignment of the optical

system requires skill and patience.

While the 648PTK's picture brightness leaves
something to be desired, its picture quality is very
good. A tendency among some owners to view
these large screens from too short a distance makes
scanning lines and picture defects obvious.

The horizontal deflection chassis developed

high energy pulses at the horizontal scanning
frequency of 15.750 Kc. Some of this energy is
radiated as high frequency sound waves which
cause some distress among household pets with
hi-fi ears.

The radio performs well, and the audio amplifi-
er delivers up to 10 watts to a 12-inch speaker.
The iarge speaker and cabinet baffle resulted in
good audio quality. FM quality
is impressive. My recollection is
that this design was used in the
RCA Crestwood radio line as
well.

Overall, the 648PTK is agood
performer that satisfied a need
for large screen TV until larger
direct-view picture tubes were
developed. A few other manu-
facturers produced projection
sets as well. For example, the
General Electric Model 901 was
the subject of an article in the
June 1990 issue of Antique Ra-
dio Classified. It is interesting to
note that the RCA 648PTK pre-
ceded the GE set by nearty two
years and that the GE set em-
ployed the RCA optical system.

Reproducing Logo Decals

In restoring vintage radios, you try to retain as
much of the original cabinetry and cosmetic de-
tail as possible. Sometimes, however, this is just
not possible. You may find yourself with a worthy
set in hand whose original logo decal is dam-
aged, or one whose decal could nat be retained
through the cabinet restoration (or refinishing}
process.

There are two common problems you're apt to
encounter in restoring a decal to a vintage set.
One is a chipped or damaged decal that you may
have to “reconstruct” from the flawed original.
The other is a missing decal that you must repli-
cate from another source.

Black logo decals — that is, black-on-white or
on a neutral background — are fairly easy to
reconstruct or replace. The process involves a
photocopy machine (with entarging/reduction
functions), access to a Macintosh laser scanner,
and blank decal sheets. If the second of these
requirements sounds a bit exotic. don’t worry.
Many copy houses now have Macintosh comput-
ers and laser scanners.

DECALS FROM FLAWED ORIGINALS
AND DECALS FROM SCRATCH

To reconstruct an existing but somehow flawed
decal, the first step is to make the best real-size
copy possible from the original. To do this, you
will probably have to place the radio cabinet on
the copy machine. We have successfuly done this
with various table models, including a cathedral.

The trick is to get the decal as flush to the copy
mat as possible. Removing the chassis from the
cabinet may be a good idea. If you're dealing with
a floor-standing console model — something
which we have not yet tried — you will need a
truck or a van, and a very understanding copy
house that doesn’t mind having a 50-pound an-
tique hoisted onto its copy machine.

To replace a missing logo decal rather than
reconstruct a flawed one, the first step is to find a
good clean reproduction of the logo you're trying
to duplicate. Advertisements from vintage maga-
zines — Saturday Evening Post. Life, Holiday,
Better Homes and Gardens, etc— are a good
source of reproducible logo artwork. (Some sche-
matic books are also helpful here.)

Though the sources for your new decais differ,
depending on whether you are reconstructing or
replacing, procedures are pretty much the same.
If you are beginning from a clean reproduction,
then you will not need to enlarge, correct and
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then reduce the original, as described here. In-
stead, you may go directly to the section headed
“Blank Decal Sheets.”

Returning to step one and the copy machine,
adjust the darkness control on the copier to get
the best contrast and detail. Your copy may have
some gray areas, but you will either cut these
away or white them out with correction fluid in the
next step. At this point, just try to get a stark black
and white positive. (If you do desire halftones,
these are best achieved with dot-tone sheets
from your local art house.)

Next, coarsely correct your copy {(as described
above) and then enlarge it. We usually enlarge
our copied decals twice at 75%. Make a note of
your enlargement values as you need to use
them in the reduction equation. Once the decal is
enlarged, you'll have a large surface area for
correcting flaws.

You can now white out gray areas and restore
and sharpen black areas with [ndia ink or even a
plain old felt-tipped pen. Minor errors at this scale
will reduce to invisibility when you bring your
artwork down to real size. When you are happy
with your corrections, reduce the blowup to its
original size, using the reduction capabilities of
the copy machine.

BLANK DECAL SHEETS

You now have a clean, corrected positive from
which to make your final print to a blank decal
sheet.

Blank decal sheets are simply decal paper
with nothing printed on them. They are fairly
inexpensive ($3 for an 8 1/2" x 11" sheet), and
can be purchased at some hobby stores or or-
dered directly from ATP Decal Company (see
address at end of article.)

You now have in one hand your clean, correct-
ed positive and in the other, your blank decal
sheet. The next step is simple, right? Just feed
the decal sheet through the copier and print your
new logo/decais. Well, not exactly.

Unfortunately, not all copy machines will do
the job. Apparently, the drum temperature is crit-
ical in setting a durable copy. Too low a drum
temperature, and your artwork will not set up on
the decal paper, resulting in reproduced decals
that are smeared or will wipe off the decal paper
at a touch. In addition, ATP Decal Company's
paper {(which we use) carries a warning that Xe-
rox does not want the paper used in its ma-

chines, claiming it can cause jamming problems.
(ATP assures us, however, that this is not a
problem.)

But, in order to avoid a lot of trial and error, at
which the present authors excel — especially the
error part of the formula — as well as potential
lawsuits from Xerox, we have come up with a
high-tech process for repro-decals that has given
us excellent, predictable results.

A HIGH-TECH SOLUTION
TO A LOW-TECH PROBLEM

Take your corrected artwork to a copy house
with a Macintosh laser scanner. For the cost of
computer time (about $8.00), you can have your
artwork scanned and stored onto your 3.5" disk in
a black and white TIFF file. The copy house can
then take your blank decal paper and handfeed it
into their LaserWriter printer. The resulting de-
cals exhibit very little resolution loss and are
quite durable. You can clip them out and apply
them like any other decal.

Anyone with a Macintosh rig and an Apple La-
serWriter |[INT equipped with a PageMaker pro-
gram (or any program that allows importing a TIFF

file) can load your disk and print your decals.

A final note: you will probably want to fill your
master positive (before it is scanned) with as
many different logos of varying sizes as you can
cram onto an 8 1/2" x 11 sheet. You might even
want to copy onto two decal sheets while you're
atit.

Beyond Basic Black — Color Decals

BY JACK CLARK

The above article leads you halfway to the next
frontier of decal making — colorization! Thanks to
a little known new product from Kroy, Inc., we can
now transform basic black decals to any color of
the rainbow, including a range of metallics.

Ifyouthink of copy toner as black pigment mixed
with hot glue, you'll have an understanding of the
process involved. Kroy Kolor took this concept
and created a film that, when pressed to a copy
under heat, will adhere to the toner, yet not stick to
the surrounding paper. When the backingis peeled
away, an opaque, solid color coats the original
black copy. The only limitation is that the work can
be only one solid color. Gold logos with black
outlines, for example, are not possible with this
process.

ROLLING YOUR OWN

The first step, assumingyou have already made
a black decal, described in the above article, is to
obtain a sheet or two of Kroy Kolor. Gold is the
color most often used in radio sets, and you'llhave
your choice of gold, red gold and matte hold. The
color sheets are 8 2 x 11 inches, but a piece can
be cut from the sheet just big enough to cover the
decal, while the remainder of the sheet can be
saved for another job.

There are several machines specially designed
for fusing Kroy Kolors, including one from Kroy,
Inc. However, at close to $900, they are cost-
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prohibitive for the casual user. You might, with a
little searching, turn up one of the Canon units
dumped on the surplus market a few years ago for
very little money. Barring that, however, satisfactory
results can be had with acommon household iron;
just be sure to have enough decals made for a
reject or two.

Lay a decal, face up, on a solid, heat-resistant
surface. The Kroy Kolor sheet is laid over the
decal, color side up (the backingis a heat sensitive
adhesive). Finally, a piece of fine linen or rice
paper covers both to keep the iron from sticking.
The temperature of the iron and the length of time
that pressure is applied are critical and best learned
by experimentation. A few seconds at high heat
will usually do the job. Too much heat will lift the
toner off the decal paper; not enough will result in
incomplete fusion of the color film. After the
“sandwich” has cooled, peel off the film and check
the results. When all goes well, the final decal is
truly impressive.

Before applying your decal, be sure to cut it out
with small scissors in contour to the logo for an
authentic look.

Buffing Bakelite Cabinets
and Replacing Selenium Rectifiers

Atthe end of last summer, | stopped at a rather
dubious yard sale and picked up two radios — a
Philco 52-540 Transitone and a Zenith K725.
Both radios had been sitting outside in the weath-
er all summer long and were headed for the
dumpster. | bought them “dirt cheap,” and brought
them home. To my surprise they both played, not
well, but they played.

The cabinets were a mess, since the Bakelite
was weathered, faded and rough. 1t looked and
felt like the textured side of masonite. | stripped
the chassis from the Philco, but even after the
usual cleaning and soaking, the cabinet was still
rough and dull.

Having little to lose, | decided to experiment
with buffing. | used an 8-inch buffing wheel on a
3600 rrm grinder motor for polishing aluminum
and brass parts. Using red rouge available at
most hardware stores on the wheel, | buffed that
Philco to a like-new luster. To get in and around
small grille bars and into corners, f used a 1-inch
buffing wheel on my Dremel tool.

| wiped the finished cabinet with a cloth damp-
ened with acetone to remove the rouge residue
and waxed it with a coat of Johnscn’s paste wax.
After | had replaced several coupling and bypass
capacitors, the Philco looked and played like new.

The Zenith cabinet buffed to a nice sheen on
the sides and front; however, the top refused to
shine and was still rough. After several attempts
to polish it with steel wool and Scctch Brite failed,
| took a drastic step. | put a piece of 400 paper in
my palm sander and sanded the top until it felt
glass smooth. | then rebuffed it — with dramatic
results. The Zenith now has the same like-new
sheen as the Philco.

These two shabby radios now sit proudly with
my collection.

CAUTIONS

Here is a word or two of caution about buffing.
You must hold firmly to the item you're buffing.
Do not get the wheel into any tight spots, as the

wheel may “kick back” what you are polishing
and slam it to the floor with disastrous results.
Always wear safety glasses. Never attempt to
buff the newer plastic cabinets or knobs because
the friction and heat will melt soft plastic. Finally,
the very nature of the spinning cotton wheel on or
near Bakelite will produce static electricity. Be-
ware of being “nipped” by a static buildup.

THE SELENIUM RECTIFIER PROBLEM

A weak selenium rectifier, such as the one |
found in the Zenith chassis which produced only
about 60V B+, can cause a problem. As a gener-
al practice, | disconnect and leave in place the
seleniums, and replace them with silicon diodes,
which can be easily hidden.

A silicon diode usually produces considerably
more B+ than even a good selenium, so a drop-
ping resistor should be put in series with the
diode or the filters could be damaged by excess
voltage. As an example, this Zenith uses a 22-
ohm resistor in series with the rectifier, and | still
measured 145v at the first filter capacitor. |
changed this resistor to a 47-ohm, 2-watt value,
and B+ is now 130 volts, which is much easier on
the filters and all other components.

The Houston Vintage Radio Association’s
(HVRA) annual convention, cosponsored by the
Antique Wireless Association {AWA), was held
on May 8-10 at the Astrodome Marriott Hotel in
Houston.

¥ BOOK REVIEW

Radios Redux: Listening in Style
By Philip Collins

The word “redux” is a derivation of a
Latin medical term meaning to renew, to
restore or even to bring back to life. A more
apt title could not be applied to Philip Col-
ling’ latest book, Radios Redux: Listening
in Style. This is Philip’s second coffee-
table book which features luscious photo-
graphs of an assortment of collectible radi-
os from the 1930s through the 1950s.

After a few pages of the requisite intro-
ductory comments, 91 pages of beautifully
photographed radios are presented. As in
the first book, the radios are photographed
in brilliant color against backgrounds which
do not at all detract from the main point of
interest — the radios. The radios selected
are mostly from Philip’s own collection and
range from the very first mass-produced
plastic radio — the International Kadette
—to alate 1950s, colorful plastic Motorola
table radio.

Included are photographs of a beautiful Radio
Glo chrome and glass radio, most of the interest-
ing Remler “Scottie” radios, a bright array of De-
trola Super Pee Wees, a stunning Kadette “Top-
per,” a colorful set of Emerson 540 Plaskons, and
" a Pepsi cooler radio. A total of 121 radios are
pictured. The emphasis is on stylish plastic radi-
os, but a few wooden and Repwood radios are
included.

Gone are the painted radios which flawed the
first book. Most of the radios presented are in
original condition. There are, however, a few
chromed radios. It seems that as long as metal
radios can be found, people will not resist the
temptation to have them chromed. For example,
it is doubtful that some of the radios on page 49
were sold in a chrome version by the manufactur-
ers. In fact, the book once again raises that age-
old question about which radios were chromed
by the manutacturers or by later owners.

There are a few errors which most likely crept
in as the book was rushed to meet a printing
deadline. For example, the corresponding ad for
the Motorola clock radio on page 101 should
appear on the opposite page; instead, it appears
on page 78. The Model 40 Remler Scottie radio
on page 21 should have been credited to the Ed
and Irene Ripley Collection.

A couple of radios should not have been in-
cluded in the book. Pilot produced a Lone Rang-
er radio, but it did not look anything like the one
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pictured on page 24. The original Pilot radio is a
bulky Bakelite radio with a Lone Ranger dial like
the one pictured. The one in the photograph was
probably made in someone’s basement.

Also, Detrola never produced a mirrored radio
as the one on page 50 suggests. The company
did, however, make a small wooden radio of the
same general shape, and again, the radio pic-
tured was probably produced in someone's base-
ment. One wonders where the sound comes out
of the “mirrored” Detrola.

If you can credit any one book with the surgein
popularity of our hobby, it would have to be Philip
Collins' first book, Radios: The Golden Age. Con-
tinuing where the first book left off, Radios Redux:
Listening in Style provides us with more beautiful
photographs of the radios we enjoy collecting. A
“must buy” book for all radio collectors from the
casual to the hard core, this second effort by
Philip Collins is destined to become his second
best seller.

Radios Redux: Listening in Style, published by
Chronicle Books in a 10" x 8%" format, is priced
at $29.95 in hardcover and $17.95 in softcover. It
is available from various book sellers, including
A.R.C., as well as directly from Chronicle Books,
275 Fifth St., San Francisco, CA 94103.
